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NO LONGER JUST A COG—NOW A WHEEL.
Dale Stafford one of Michigan’s best known newspaper 

editors, has decided that he no longer desires to be just cog 
in a big wheel. He has assumed the duties and responsibilities 
of the whole wheel. He has resigned as managing editor of 
The Detroit Free Press and purchased the excellent news­
paper up in Greenville, one of Michigan’s most beautiful and 
progressive little cities.

Editor Stafford, a Michigan bred and reared newspaper 
man, has done much to help build The Free Press into a high 
standard newspaper. His knowledge of Michigan affairs and 
his close contacts with people about the state have been im­
portant factors in his success.

He is an important cog The Free Press will miss as time 
goes on. The Greenville Daily News has been a good newis- 
paper for many years, but Publisher Stafford will make it a 
much better newspaper, and one that will truly reflect the 
progress of a great state. We wish him unbounded success.

MORE OF THE SAME KIND.
So hot did public pressure become a couple of weeks ago 

that Harry Truman had to ask for the resignation of a high 
up assistant United States attorney general, who became 
mixed up in some of these investigations into alleged income 
tax frauds.

But who do you suppose Harry appointed in his place?
According to newspaper dispatches out of St. Louis, the 

fellow Harry named to fill the vacancy was none other than 
one who had been charged with an attempt to interfere with 
the St, Louis federal grand jury investigation of tax fixing.

Maybe you remember that this jury indicted one of 
Harry Truman’s “best friends” on charges of income tax jug­
gling and grafting. And from reports here, there and every­
where around the country, it seems that inquiries up to the 
present time in tax scandals have barely scratcned the 
surface.

ITS GREATEST WEAKNESS.
We have always been strongly in favor of the city- 

manager form of municipal government. We think it the only 
system that will produce for the taxpayers full value for 
their tax dollars.

During the past few weeks, however, we have read of 
numerous city managers'^M^igning their positions to go to 
some other city to take similar positions. We assume that 
they are doing so because the “other city” will pay them more 
than does the city where they have been employed.

In fact we know of no other occupation where changes 
are so frequently made. It is this constantly changing about 
on the part of city managers that we regard as the greatest 
weakness of the city-manager form of government.

Of course no one can be blamed for seeking positions 
where they can get bigger salaries, but it is our belief tl\at a 
worthwhile city manager can make himself so valuable to a 
community that his remuneratioii will Ix; in keeping wii.i his 
excellent services. Of course a city government w ill now and 
then pick a lemon as a city manager and his resignation to 
take another position is desirable. But this is not generally 
the case.

And the change is not always based upon the desire of a 
6ity manager to go elsewhere to gain higher pay. Sometimes 
the local governmental administration is of such a type that 
a city manager has excellent reasons to leave fbr some other 
‘position. This, however, is not frequently the case. To our 
way of thinking, the city managers should give some serious 
thought to this question of jumping from one job to another. 
We believe that they would be bettet satisfied and the 
municipalities they serve would be better off, if there is less 
job hunting on the part of city managers.

A  TAX EXPERT DIES.

Newspapers recently reported the death of George Lord 
of Detroit, who lived to be nearly 90 years of age. Back a 
generation or two ago, Mr. Lord was regarded as one of the 
greatest tax authorities in the country. He served for years as 
chairman of the Michigan tax commission.

Old timers will recall that he believed that the tax bur­
den should be shared equally and on a fair basis, all paying 
alike in proportion to what they possessed. He believed that 
there should be as little taxation as possible, that govern­
mental costs should be held to the lowest possible point.

During his day he did a great service for Michigan and 
for the city of Detroit where he helped to right its tax 
problems.

Let’s hope that the day is not far away when we again 
have men of the type of George Lord directing our govern­
mental tax affairs.

TRUMAN'S FOREIGN POLICY.

’Workmen are  rap id ly  changing 
the form er location of the  Box 
bar  at 479 South M ain street, d i r ­
ectly across the  stree t  from  the 
Ford garage and M ayflower ho­
tel, into new  offices for the  M ich­
igan Automobile club.

M anager L. B. Rice sta ted  yes­
te rday  th a t  he hopes to be able 
to move into the  new offices not 
la te r  th an  December 15.

“We are moving from our p re ­
sent offices in the  M ayflower ho­
tel w ith  the grea tes t  of re lu c ­
tance, b u t  our business has grow n 
w ith  such rap id ity  th a t  we now 
requ ire  th ree  tim es the  office 
space we have he re— and there  
is no way additional room can be 
provided for us in the  hotel 
building,” said Mr. Rice.

Amazing as it m ay  seem, since 
Mr. Rice came to P lym ou th  from 
A nn A rbor to assum e m anage­
m en t  of the  AAA offices, the  local 
m em bersh ip  has increased from  
a bare  300 to m ore  than  3,500.

W hen the move is m ade into 
the new  q ua r te rs  two more e m ­
ployees will be required , m aking  
a force of 10 people now serving 
the  AAA in P lym outh . These em ­
ployes have a lready  been engag­
ed.

The decision of the  Auto Club 
to locate in la rger  offices, r e ­
moves from the  hotel one of its 
first tennants . It was w hen  the 
hotel fii-st opened th a t  the  A u to ­
mobile Club, t h e  P lym outh  
C ham ber of Comm erce and the 
W estern  Union combined to open 
an office in the  M ayflower bu ild ­
ing. A year  or so la ter  the  P ly m ­
outh  C ham ber of Commerce 
brought about the  estab lishm ent 
of a b ranch  office of the  Secre­
tary  of S ta te  w here  local res i­
dents  could secure  the ir  au tom o­
bile licenses. One girl did the 
office w ork  for all four  of these 
various agencies.

The f irs t  year  the  C ham ber of 
Commerce thought it had issued 
a good sized num ber  of au tom o­
bile licenses w hen  the to ta l w en t 
to over 1,000. One can gain some 
idea of the  g row th  of P lym outh  
during  these years  w hen  reports  
of F ran k  Rambo, m anager  of the  
present license office, s ta tes  th a t  
considerably  over 10,000 au tom o­
bile licenses ■ w ere  issued this 
year.

During the early  days, residents  
of Northville  came to P lym outh  
to get their  licenses but some sev­
en or eight years  ago a b ranch  
office of the  S ecre tary  of State  
was opened in  Northville , so the 
nearly  11,000 to ta l num ber  of 
auto  plates issued is for P ly m ­
outh and the Immediate vicinity.

M anager Rice is pushing work 
as fast as possible on the  new  
offices so th a t  the  move can be 
made as near Decem ber 15 as 
possible.

Police-Firemen 
Request Raise

The Plym outh  Police and F ire ­
men have rcque.sted a ten p e r ­
cent raise in salary to cover the  
h igher co.^t of living expenses. 
The leques t  was made to the 
city commissioners at the Nov­
em ber 19 meeting of the  Commis­
sion.

The Commission directed the 
city m anager to m ake an investi­
gation of what thi' city can do and 
to consult w ith the city a ttorney 
to fleterniine w hether these sa l ­
aries are subject to wage stab ili­
zation rules before any  action is 
taken.

The List raise granted was last 
J u ly  1 when an increase on the 
average of SHI per m onth was 
granted all city employees. At 
present a recruit policeman or 
f irem an begins at a sa la ry  of 
.$3360 and reaches the m axim um  
of $3720 in th ree  years.

The m em bers of these d e p a r t ­
m ents have m nie expense con­
nected with the ir  w ork  than  most 
employees as they  have to buy 
their  own c 1 o 1 1} i n g, which 
amounts to quite  a substantia l 
sum in a y e a r’s time.

The city purchases the  first 
uniform and equipm ent, bu t after  
tha t  these come out of the  indi- 
v idual’.s salary.
, The policemen have suggested 
a change of uniform and the  city 
m anager has agreed to include 
the sugge.sted changes in rules 
and regulations of the  police d e ­
partm ent.

The change in uniform s will 
come gradually  for w hen a un i­
form wears out the  individual 
will buy the new  uniform. Re­
placing the old ti 'aditional da rk  
blue police uniform will be a new 
outfit consisting of b lue-gray  
trousers, gray broadcloth  shirts, 
single breasted blouses, l ight blue 
ties and a soft crush cap.

Voters in the  city of P lym ou th  

will soon be using voting m a ­
chines to cast the ir  vote in  a ll  
elections. In  a recen t City Com ­
mission m eeting the  Commission 
voted unanim ously  to accept City  
M anager A lbert  G lassford’s rec­
om m endation  to purchase  8 v o t­
ing m achines for the  city of 
P lym outh . These m achines will 
be purchased  from  th e  Shoup 
A utom atic Voting Machine Corp­
oration of Canton, Ohio, to be d e ­
livered by F e b ru a ry  1, 1952, a t  
a cost of $1396 each.

A dow n paym en t of $1168 is 
being m ade w ith  th e  balance of 
$10,000 to be paid over a t e n  y ea r  
period w ith  in te res t  a t  th e  ra te  of 
2 ^  percen t per  annum . T he  funds 
needed for the  purchase  will be 
borrow ed unde r  certif icates of 
indebtedness. This  will leave the  
city funds available  for the  city’s 
share  of im provem ents  to streets, 
etc.

Mr. Glassford predicted  the  
savings election costs w ill  
prac tica lly  cover the  yea r ly  p a y ­
m ents of the  voting machines.

City C lerk  E. H. P o tthoff  es ti­
m ated an  annual savings of $1282 
by using the  voting m achines 
th rough  the  reduced cost of p e r ­
sonnel and  the p r in t ing  of ba l­
lots. The p resen t system  re q u i r ­
es 24 board m em bers  w ork ing  a n  
average  of 18 hours each election. 
The salaries  of th ree  elections a  
y ea r  cost $1296. The new, m ach in ­
es can be opera ted  w ith  12 board  
m em bers  each w ork ing  14 hours 
a t  a cost of $504. Savings on 
lunches and  b a l l o t s  would  
am o u n t  to $150.

P lym outh  would soon have to

Sweet Potato Sausage Stuffing

(For fowl or roast pork)
4 medium sweet potatoes 
6 tablespoons butter 

cup orange juice 
1 tablespoon g r a t e d  orange 

’-i: pound sausage meat 
1 onion, minced 
3 stalks celery, chopped 
'̂4 teaspoon poultry seasoning

IH cups bread crumbs 
Scrub sweet potatoes; cook un­

til tender in boiling, salted water. 
Drain, peel and mash thorough­
ly. Add butter, orange juice and 
rind. Beat until smooth. Cook 
sausage meat slowly for 10 min­
utes. Add onion, celery, poultry 
seasoning and salt to taste. Cook 
until meat is brown. Drain off 
fat. Add mashed sweet potatoes : 
and brenef crumbs, mixing thor­
oughly. This is a moist stuffing ' 
and should be packed into bird 
loosely.

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Fire Prevention and Civil 

Defense Go Hand in Hand
Fire prevention is an important part of civil defense. If 

an enemy attacks this country, his bombs, whether they be 
atomic, hig-h e.xplosive, or incendiary, will cause more damage 
by tire than they will by blast. Hence, anything done to 
make it hard for fires to start is a step towards preparing 
your community to protect itself if war comes.

iinil ends tha t  accumulate around 
V the house/ Closets, attics, and 

cellars ar^  the main source of 
home fires, and plain ordinary good 
liousekeeping is a strong line of 
defense against them.

Clean ovit your storage places. 
You will be surprised a t  how many 
burnable odds and ends are really 
useless to you. Don't let them 
make your home a fire hazard. Get 
rid of them. If local welfare 
agemics can’t use them, call the 
junk man.

Don’t stop when you’ve cleared 
out the inside of your house. Go 
after  rubbish in your.hack yard, in 
alleys r.nd in vacant lots near your 
home. Collect the rubbish and burn 
it. Don't leave it around to burn if 
an enemy bombs your city. Be 
sure to bum  rubbish in metal 
containers.

Take a look at your electrical 
system. Buy new plugs and cords 
if yours ar(> worn. Get advice from 
an elec-trician if your fuses blow 
freriuently. They may be danger­
ously overloaded. His advice may 
prevent a bail fire.

Every winter costly fires are 
smarted by faulty furnaces, stoves, 
and other heating plants. Some 
result from too much soot in

rusted or cracked pipes and fit­
tings. Look over your heating sys­
tem now. If your chimney needs 
it, clean it out. If the furnace 
pipes and connections are cracked 
and rusted, replace them.

Teach your family not to put 
magazines, papers, or clothing on 
radiators or near open flames. 
Don’t  hang flimsy curtains near 
your kitchen stove. Don’t  allow 
lamp shades to come in contact 
with light bulbs. Remember that 
such things don’t have to touch 
flame to burn. They will catch fire 
simply because they are too close 
to the heat for too long.

Gasoline, benzine, naptha, and 
similar fluids should never be used 
indoors. When mixed with air, 
their vapors can be ignited by the 
spark of a light switch or an 
electric fan, or the tiny flame of a 
pilot light. Keep such fluids in 
tightly# closed metal containers 
outside your home.

And remember: oil-soaked rags, 
especially rags that have been 
used to spread quick-drj'ing liquids 
such as turpentine, paint thinners, 
and some furniture polishes, can 
catch fire by themselves. Oily rags 
shoud be stored in air-tight metal 
containers. I t  is best to keep them 
outside the house.

th e  psychologists claim th a t  they 
have  the  answ er; nam ely, A  the  
moods or desires of people. But 
again w e ask: 'What changes 
these moods and  desires? It c e r­
ta in ly  seems th a t  such changes 
m ust be due to w ha t  people read, 
hear  or see.

My feeling is th a t  the  new s­
papers, magazines, radio, movies, 
theaters, and television (and  p e r ­
haps churches) a re  the  factors 
w hich change people’s psychic or 
sp iritua l moods and de te rm ine  
the ir  actions. Yet, we find there  
a re  tim es when, even if all these 
factors un ite  to influence public 
opinion, the  people refuse to be­
lieve them. Hence, the  m ateria l  
published or broadcast or shown 
on the  screen and stage is of little  
use unless the  people are  ready 
to believe w ha t  they  read, hear  
and see. I t  is fair ly  easy to get 
publishers, broadcasters, f i l m  
m akers, and  th ea te r  operators  to 
agree on a p ropaganda policy; 
bu t if the  public  th inks this is 
only propaganda, then  it is of no 
use. Only w hen  these m ateria l 
forces arouse the sp iritua l fo r ­
ces of the  people a re  they effect­
ive.

Opportunities for Many
Real opportunities  exist for 

those who will m ake  im partia l  
studies of this p rob lem  for their  
respective com m unities or in ­
dustries. This will requ ire  m onths 
of research in public libraries, 
s tu d y in g ’the advcrtisemerft.s and 
articles of new spapers  and m ag­
azines, the movies and  theatrical 
reviews, including comm ents on 
radio and  television broadcasts. 
(The latter , of course, have been 
only recently  a factor.) This 
m ateria l  should be studied in con­
junction  w ith  past business cycles 
to learn  the  correlation betw een 
the  sp ir i tua l  and the m aterial. 
These public  l ibrai’ies have the 
answer, and the lib ra rians  wall 
be very  glad to aid C ham ber of 
Comm erce and T rade  Associa­
tions in such research. One of 
these l ib ra rians  suggests th a t  the 
style of w om en’s clothing should 
also be considered.

Such a s tudy could be of grea t 
value to everyone. It m ight solve 
the em ploym ent problem  and e n ­
able us to m ake  be tte r  forecasts 
of w hat is ahead. Such  studies 
could certa in ly  help these “v en ­
dors” of public  e n te r ta inm en t  to 
a t least s teady business condi­
tions, em ploym ent and prices. 
Changes from  em ploym ent to u n ­
em ploym ent a re  w h a t  cause 
hea r tb reaks  of m anufactu rers ,  r e ­
ta ilers  w agew orkers  and  invest­
ors.
