GOOD AMERICAN PUBLIC OFFICIALS.

Our hats are off to those congressmen and senators from
the “deep south” who have placed the welfare and security
of their country above that of partyism.

Much of the crime and corruption in the Truman admin-
istration is being unearthed by these southern statesmen,
who believe that the people of this country should know
what is really going on in Washington.

As an example of this public service by these patriotic
southern citizens, it was Democratic Congressman Wheeler
of Georgia who recently revealed to the house of represen-
tatives that charges he had made of “gross waste” of tax
dollars and the cheapest type of feather-bedding cheating at
the Savannah River Hydrogen bomb plant in South Carolina,
had been fully substantiated by an investigation conducted
by the Comptroller General.

Wheeler read a report on a preliminary investigation by
Comptroller General Lindsay C. Warren which reported that:

1. Five men were changing a spotlight on a pick-up
truck—no explanation by the contractor.

2. Twenty-three men in a 10x10 space—*“obv'iously too
many in such a space to be efficient”—no explanation by the
contractor.

3. Seven men to cut a 6x10 piece of timber, with only
four actually engaged on the job. Contractor’s explanation—
safety rules and union requirements.

4. Many persons sitting around, apparently “supervis-
ing.” Explanation—union rules and company policy require
one supervisor for each 12 workers. A check of the payroll
revealed one supervisor for every 10 workers.

Wheeler, who recently visited the project dressed as a
worker, told the House he saw 14“men with three foremen and
two “traffic directors” digging a 3x6x4 foot hole. He said the
“traffic directors” were needed to keep cars from running
over the men who were “spilling over onto the pavement.”

Wheeler has charged that workers at the project are
forced *“to pay tribute to certain labor union racketeers.”

25 fast approaching, he is work-
ing far into the night in his base-
ment workshop in Plymouth, to
make sure he reaches his yearly
quota of 100 toys.

Much of the decorative paint-
ing is done by his wife. Sue, who
says she retreats to the basement
whenever she "gets bored with
housework.”

Flowers, who moved from De-
troit (o Plymouth last January
to be near his job at the Bur-
rough plant there, has completed
75 toys so far this year.

* “We’re a little behind schedule
because it took so’ much time to
get settled in our new home and
set up my workshop,” he explain-
ed.

Ri~t now his basement is
littered with toys in various
stages of completion. The most
popular are his wobbly ducks,

kicking mules, doll cradles, peg
and Bowling games and wooden
animus on wheels.

One of his bigger jobs is the
rebuilding of broken and scarred
toys that have been discarded.

Each year he gives the toys lo
charitable organizations that dis-
tribute them to children who
otherwise might be overlooked.

In 1934 Flowers started his
toy making. That year he made
them for his son, Dervin, who is
now 22 and doing post-graduate
work in chemical engineering at
the University of Wisconsin.

“When | saw how happy my
son was with the toys, it made
me think how heartbroken the
children must be who didn't have
any”™ he said.

Chief Warns of
Xmas Tree Fires

Plymouth Fire Chief Robert
McAllister says that residents of
the city who plan on using house

decorations or having lighted
Christmas trees in their home
should be extremely careful

about fire hazards.
Chief McAllister further states

that your Christmas tree is a fire
hazard because it contains ex-
tremely combustible materials.
Tests have proved that Christmas
trees are easily ignited and burn
swiftly.

To avoid fires in the home dur-
ing the Chri.stmas season, a time
when fires incjvaso all over the
U. S, the Fire Chief suggests the
following rules "to keep your
Christmas Merry.”

1 Choose a small tree.
less hazardous.

2. 'Wail until a few days before
Christmas to sot up you tree.

3. Keep the tree outdoors until
ready to set it up.

4. Place the tree in the coolest
part of the house.

5. Place the base of the tree in
a container of water.

6. If a radiator is near the tree,
shut it off.

7. Do not use cotton or paper
decorations unless they are
flameproffed.

8. Do not place electric toys,
such as trains, around the tree.

9. Do not use candles. Use
electric lights instead.

10. Make certain wires are not
frayed. Choose lighting sets bear-
ing marking which indicates list-
ing by Underwriters’ Laborator-
ies, Inc.

11. Do not pluf’ or unplug the
lights beneath-the tree.

12. Do not leave tree lights
burning when no one is in the
house .

13. If needles near the lights

turn brown, change the location
of the lights.

14. 'W"hen the needles start fal-
ling, take the tree down and dis-
card it.

Chief McAllister says adulti
should insjst that all toys thej
buy or give to children be safe—
incapable of causing fire, shock,
or explosion.

Your best assurance of getting
a safe electrical toy is to look for
the U. L. label or tag on the toy.

The U. L. label is especially
important on toys producing
heat. An approved toy will not
shock the user or start a fire.

Adults should take care also in
purchasing chemical sets for
children. Toys requiring alcohol,
kerosene, gasoline or carbine
lamps may be hazardous in juv-
enile hands.

Parents .should supervise any
play with electrical toys or toys
involving fuels and chemicals.

If all the residents of Plymouth
observe the above rules and sug-
gestions there will be no need of
fire worries this Christmas sea-
son.

Mr. Carvel M. Bentley, princi-
pal of Plymouth High school
joined principals from high
schools all over Michigan who
met for the annual conference of
the Michigan Secondary Schoi>l

Association in  Grand Rapids,
November 28, 29 and 30.
Highlighting the Annual Fel-

lowship Luncheon was an address
by Doctor Harlan Hatcher recent-
ly appointed president of the
Universijty of Michigan. “Prior
to World War Il constant migra-
tion from our country to Euro-
pean countries was used for high-
er education. Students received
their college education in this
country; then went on to Euro-
pean Universities for higher de-
grees in medicine and law,” Pres-
ident Hatcher stated.

“During World War Il there
came a change. The greatest ar-
tists and writers in the world arc
now to be found in the United
States. This world leadership
places great responsibility on our
shoulders. Wc here in the United
States are fortunate, we have
developed to the point where we
are prepared to take world lead-
ership.”

The main speaker of the An-
nual Association Banquet, Thurs-
day evening, was Professor Har-
old Benjamin of George Peabody
College, Nashville, Tennessee,
noted educator and author of
“Saber Tooth Curriculum,” w'hosc
topic was “Whose Education
Question.” Mr. Benjamin .said in
part: “American education looks
first to the student. Comparing
our method of learning to those
of other countries, we look for the
needs, wants, and abilities of the
students. Secondly we consider
the wants of society— the needs

of its members.

"Now, compare this system
with the policies of European ed-
ucators. where the curriculum is
set up with mathematics and lan-
guages— all subject matter. The
student cither adopts himself or is

dropped.
"Tlte active interest which the
American community, parents

and churches take in this matter
lias been much more help than
any cause.

“It IS the educutK'n system here
in the United States which has
made us great and not our nat-
ural resorccs us many people be-
lieve.

“The United States does not
have more than our share of nat-
ural resorees, but we. as a nation,
are educated to use these to the
most pmofitab le advantages,
through our education system.”

Panel discussions followed this
addi’css. Reducing the Number of
Eu'.'ly School Leavers, conducted
by L. C. Wendt of Mt. Pleasant,
was the group which Mr. Bentley
chose to attend. The problem was

defined in this manner: “Ameri-
can educators, previous to 1920
used the straight European
method of education. Then a

change began Ui take place. Edu-
cators realized that there was
something wrong with the courses
offered many students who do not
plan to go on to school, so the
liiglv~chool must offer courses for
them. With this aim in mind the

Industrial Arts, trade training,
physical education, commercial
training, sales, and occupational

training programs were adopted.
This helped the problem, but
there were still too many drop
outs. They tried to interest others
physically by building athletic
fields and gym.s. Still the amount
of curly leavers is high so the
problem hasn’t been solved.

" “This meeting brought out the
need of the feeling of belonging,
of being welcome,” stated Mi'.
Bentley in commenting. “Many
students belong to no club.s, no
athletics, and tcel that they don’t
actually belong in the cla.s.sroom,
f(ii- when a teacher has 170 stu-
dents a day there is little chance
for individuality, the “one to one”
relationship. Americans like to
feel that they belong and when
that feeling can be communica-
ted to all students the list of be-
fore-graduation leaovers will de-
cline,” summarized Mr. Bentley.

"Beet or cane sugar
have the same chemical formula,
purity, sweetness and appear-
ance,” Miss Bodwell explains,
“and can be used interchangeably
with equal results in any kind of
cooking, home canning or jelly
making.”

Miss Bodwell offers these tips
for pi‘oper care of sugars and
syrups in the home. Any of the
syrups —including honey, mo-
lasses and maple syrup— should
be stored in a cool, dry plate but
should nut be refrigerated. Low-
er temperatures cause them to
crystallize. Crystallized syrups
can uft('n be restored by setting
the jar in a pan of warm water.
Keeping sugar properly simply
calls for a dirt-free container in
a dry place.
