Not only are the churches of the city to be congratulated in
having men of the high type of those mentioned to direct our
affairs, but this area is most fortunate, too, in having them
"as citizens.

All of our church organizations can rightly be termed
“strong” churches — and each one of them serves Plymouth
and vicinity well.

One might say that we do have some crime in Plymouth.
You will be interested in knowing that a check of the records
will reveal the fact that nearly one hundred percent of the
offenders who get into trouble with our law enforcing officers
are residents of other places with only a bi’ief residence in

To our'way of thinking these spiritual leaders and others
who have preceded them can be given much of the credit for
this city and surrounding territory being so free of crime and
wrong doing. To these hard working and sacrificing leaders
we can say “thank you" for what you have done and are do-
ing in maintaining this as a city possessed of some of the
highest standards of any community of its size in the country.

We celebrate at Christmas, not alone tlio bii'th of
Clirist, but what that birth means. Wc call liii.s jiiir;u u-

lous fact of God’s Son tailing upon Him luinia;i [Ilosli.
the Incarnation. Before this mighty i'aci. we 1)1‘W|_in
veneration and amazement. But we shall not n* *-

to the full our celebration of this fact if we pause merelv
to bow in veneratiitn and amazement. God tioes ilni work
miracles to induce in us attitudes of awe; He v.anKs
miracles very often to startle us into Icarninr' tidng. v.e
need to know. We shall not want this Chri tnuu-iide t>
pass without appropriating certain truths God is re\-eal-
ing to us through the .great miracle of Ch’isimas. Some
words of the late Archbishop Temple of En'.kiiul come
to mind in connection with tlie Jncai nation; «'Christian-
ity is the most materialisti® of all great ieligi(u;s. Chi ii;-
tianity. based as it is on the Incarnation, legard.-, mailer
as destined to be the vehicle and instrument of the
spirit, and spirit as fully actual so far as it controls and
directs matter.”

Jesus Christ took upon Him human flesh because
God wanted to redeem man from sin and to win man to
a right relationship to Him. And since much of man’s
difficulty both from the standpoint of sin and al.-o from
the standpoint of alienating him from God is rooted in a
false attitude toward the material world in which he
Jives, the significance of the Incarnation dare not be
glossed over.

If one were to seek for much of the world's present
disorder one would find it difficult to decide wheilier
more blame should be ascribed to materialism, tliat is.
living on a bare physical basis, or to secularism—di\'orc-
ing the physical from the spiritual. The Incarnation is
God’s answer to both of these heresies. Man cannot live
by bread alone; and man cannot live without bread for
very long. Man can live only by'using bread, and every
other element in the physical world, as God inteiuU.-d it
to be used. Or to borrow Archbishop Temple's words, "as
the vehicle ajid instrument of the spirit.”

We seem to be rather far afield from the sijirit of
Christmas and the message of the angels and the scene
in the manger in Bethlehem and the shepherd lad offer-
hig He> Rom “?"k'ur. |If m\e aro fa;'
afield, it is because we have let our minds bcw'ccupicd
with these incidentals rather than with the real purpose
God was seeking t.o accomplish in sending His .Son into
this bewildered and disjointed world. God sent His Son
to live with us that we might live the life of the King-
dom. This can be accomplished once men come to see the
proper relationship between the spirit and the flesh.
Christ'came that men might learn how to make the flesh
the vehicle and instrument of the spirit, and thus serve
the purposes of God.

The fire-proofing mix-
ture is safe to use on any material
which can be soaked in water.
Reapply the solution each time
the article is washed.”

The Chief further states that
anyone can get a free pamphlet
on the rules for a safe Christmas
by merely writing to the Nat-
ional Board of Fire Underwriters.
85 John St., New York 38.

This illustrated pamphlet, call-
ed “Keep Your Christ mas
Merry,” describes the hazards
which have brouglit tragedy to
many homes during the holiday
season.
