The re-organization of the state government up in 
Lansing would be a very simple thing to accomplish if these 
“experts” wanted to do a really good job and not look for a 
bit of glpry lor promoting some phony idea that they think 
will bring about a “consolidation” of government authority.

What shiould be done?
Just havie the next session of the legislature repeal all of 

the laws that have been passed in recent years which cur­
tailed the activities of the administrative board system of 
government [that was instituted by former Governor Groes- 
beck.

The Governor then functioned as an executive should. 
Michigan for six years of his administration had the best 
conducted state government it ever had. More progress in 
making uiisi liie great state that it is was accomplished in 
those six yelars than has been accomplished in all the years 
combined since that time.

D uring the  .severe snow storm  

of last week, the  police d e p a r t ­
m ent had a heav ier  th an  usual 
traffic  problem  on its hands  
w hen m any  autom obiles s ta lled  
or floundei'ed on the  streets.

Chief of Police Carl G reen lee  
urged all motorist who possibly 
can do so to leave th c ir ' 'ca rs  a t  
home until the  s tree ts  a re  c leared  
at such a time.

“If you absolutely m ust drive, 
then  d rive  carefully  and use 
every  precaution to avoid acci­
dents  or stalling,” he said. “B e­
fore you try  to move your c^ar 
over deep snow, hard -packed  
snow or ice, pu l on you r  t ire  
chains.” Tests last w in te r  on 
hard-packed  snow diselo.sed th a t  
cars equipped with chains had 273 
percent g rea te r  t rac tive  ability  
than  cars with conventional n a t ­
ural rubber  tii-es no t so equipped.

The Chief added a w a in ing  to 
persons whose cars do become 
stalled in deep snow and who t ry

FINANCIAL OUTLOOK

Babson Says Administration 
Expects Radical Inflation in ‘52

1. Excluding defense orders, the tota] business volume
in 1952 will be less than that for 1951. However, National 
Income in 1952 will be very high, as war orders take the 
place of peace production. <

Government Controls' ^  •
2. The outstanding feature of 1952 — barring all-out war 

— will be the Presidential Election on November 4, 1952. I 
comment further upon this under paragraph 48.

3. The Administration and its economic advisors appear 
firmly convinced that radical inflation is about to break out 
next year. But the “brain trusters” are overlooking the fact 
that the boom is already old and that it was crealang badly 
when the Korean War broke out. The date of the slide has 
only moved ahead.

4. Farm income will continue high in 1952.
5. As 1952 wears on, the effect of controls, increased 

taxes, and high prices will cause a decline in legitimate busi­
ness. If civilian production declines too much, the public 
may then cry, “This is a government-made slump; let’s 
change the Administration*.”

-45̂ re losses this winter, according to 
Harry P. Cooper. Jr., secretary of 
the National As.socintjon of Mutual 
In.surance Companies.

The correction of cxi.sting defects 
by thorough fire prevention inspec­
tions, however, could reduce this 
anticipated loss by at least 75 per 
cent, he said.

The association represents 1.200 
mutual insurance companies in all 
sections of the country. Mutual in­
surance companies work for low­
ered losses, and return to policy- 
holders savings developed by loss 
prc\entioii programs.

F a rm  fire losses in 19.50 exceeded 
$100,000,000 and an estimated 3,500 
lives were lost. Approximately 27 
per cent o£ these fires originated in 
the electrical or heating equipment.

“The winter season is here,” 
Cooper said. “Hca\y  additional 
loads will be put on wiring and 
healing units.”

Here arc 10 suggestions Cooper 
makes to reduce fire losses on 
farms:

1. Have a qualified electrician 
add additional circuits where need­
ed to meet increased current de­
mands of newly purchased electri­
cal equipment.

2. Replace all worn or frazzled

wiring, inside and out/
3. Make sure all radio, television, 

windmill, or other towers arc prop­
erly grounded, and 'are so located 
that they cainiot come in acci­
dental contact with other wires.

4. Use only the proper size fuses 
in all fu.se sockets. The use of coins, 
slu.gs, othoi' metals or oversize 
fuses is very dangerous. Remem­
ber, the fuse is the “safety valve” 
of electrical wiring.

5. Protect electrical motors from 
grain, wheat or similar explosive 
or llaminable dust.

6. Be sure light bulbs or connect­
ing wiring cannot be touched by 
any livestock, and is out of possible 
contact with hay, straw, or other 
combustible material.

7. Keep all heating units — fur­
naces, oil burners, etc.—at least 
18 inches from llammable part i­
tions; and use metal containers for 
handling and storing hot ashes.

8. Store llammable liijuid fuels— 
oils, kerosene, gasoline — in ap- 
inoved containers and follow di- 
icctions. Check tanks, pipes, and 
related equipment regularly lor 
Icaksf

9. Keep adequate fire fighting 
equipment — water barrels, buck­
ets, ladders and extinguishers—oa 
hand and ready at all times.

10. Develop good fire safety hab­
its in all members of your family.

D u r i n g  W i n t e r
Fire  Chief Robert McAllister 

gave the Mail some interesting 
facts on w in ter  fires the  o ther 
day. The P lym outh  Chief says 
tha t  fires increase du ring  the 
w in ter by about 50 percent.

In the last ten years, the C h r is t­
mas m onth  of December has been 
the m onth  with the greatest fire 
losses. Closely behind w e r e  
March, Jan u ary ,  February , and 
April. Throughout the  nation, 
December losses from 1941 to 
1950 were $643,569,000 as com ­
pared to Septem ber, the  lowest 
month, w ith  $369,285,000.

One of the reasons for the in ­
crease of fire losses in the winter 
season, states Chief MsAllister, 
is the careless handling of heating 
facilities. F au lty  chimneys, s tov­
es, furnaces and o ther  heating 
devices are  the  second largest 
cause of fires, resulting in nearly  
20 percent of all fires.

The 19.58 percent of fires s ta r t ­
ed by fau lty  heating i.s b ioken  
down as follows:

3. Rubbish anyw here  in \o u r  
house is a fire hazard. Get rid of 
it,

4. Be careful with hot ashes. 
Use a mi'tal container with a cov­
er en it. Do not taki> thtmi outside 
on a windy day. Never put them 
in a wooden or cardboard  con­
tainer.

3. Keep wood, coal and f lam ­
mable liquids away from furnaia'. 
Kec'p furnace room clean of trash.

•'A portable  hea te r  is a portable 
fire," the F ire  Chief points out 
and urges ('Xtra care with these 
devices which have caused many 
disastrous blazes. In selecting 
new heaters, buyers should in­
sist on evidence tha t  the  heated 
is listed by U nderw rite rs ’ Labo­
ratories. Inc., which means the 
device has been tested for safety.

Users should follow the m a n u ­
fac tu re rs’ directios carefully  and 
u.se only those fuels for which th(> 
heater was designed. The heater 
should be placed on a level floor, 
to reduce the danger of tipping, 
and should not be located near  
curtains, fu in itu re , or o ther  com ­
bustibles. It is dangerous to carry  
the hea te r  when it is lighter, and 
it should never be filled whim 
lighted. It should be refilled o u t­
doors.

The area betw een  Plym outh, 
Livonia, and ^Detroit is fast d e ­
veloping into" an industr ia l  one.

I liave never had a sea­
son of riding in such discomfiture 
as I did last w inter:  buses con­
stan tly  breaking down, cracked 
windows, d ralls , no heat, et ce t­
era.

C a n d y  M a k i n g
Your fam ily  and your friends 

get m ore than  food out bf the 
hom em ade candies of holidays. 
Lasting m em ories are  built  for 
children as they  w atch  the candy 
cooking and finally  “scrapie the 
bowl."

T hat is all good— bu t the 
candy can be : good, too Poor 
candy is not only d isappointing
to those who rriake it bu t it re p ­
resents a poor investmjent in 
money an d  time.

If you w an t  very  fine Crystals 
in you r  fudge, fondant, hr pen- 
oche consider these suggestions 
offered by Dr. Pau line  Pai |l  of the 
food and nu tr i t ion  departp ien t  of 
Michigan S ta te  College. |

Avoid stirr ing  the  m ix tu re  
afte r  the  sugar is dissolved.

Avoid letting  crystals <orm on 
the sides of the  pan duritig cook­
ing. Simplest way to remove 
these is to cover the  pan closely 
for a short time, allowing the 
steam to dissolve all crystals. 
W atch carefu lly  so th4 candy 
doesn’t boil over while covered.

Avoid shaking or moving the 
candy while it's cooking.

P ou r  the  candy from  the  pan 
w ithout scrapping to avjoid c iy- 
stallization. Even one crysta l of 
sugar will s ta r t  a chain  of c ry ­

stals causing the  whole mass to 
granulate .

Add acids such as vinegar, 
c ream  of t a r ta r  or lemon juice to 
h inder  crystallization. If* hard  
w ater  seems to neutralize some of 
the  acid you m ay substitu te  corn 
syrup, u.'jing one tablespoon to 
one cup of sugar. If you 'use  v ine­
gar or lemon juice, the proportion 
is onehalf teaspoon to one cup 
of sugar. But use less of the cream  
of ta r tar-onc-s ix teen th  of a teas­
poon.

Allow the candy to cool before 
you beat it. Let it become luke­
w arm  or about 104 degrees b e ­
fore beating it.

Adding butter, c h o c o l a t e ,  
cream  or beaten  egg w hites tends 
to give a CToamier candy. Miss 
Pau l commented.
