Our great state of Michigan has over the long years o 
the past alwa'.'s taken the attitude that in the end everything 
will turn out O. K. so why worry about it!

That has been our attitude about our Great Lakes — 
why worry about it if the level of the lakes gets higher 
than it should or lower than it should be?

Right now Michigan faces a mighty serious problem due 
to the high water in the Great Lakes. It is the highest it has 
ever been recorded and predictions are freely made that la te , 
this summer it will be much higher than it is at present.

Fortunately for Michigan State Senator Frank Heath of 
Bay City has taken it upon himself to try and do something 
about a mighty serious problem. He is proposing legislation 
for consideration at the forthcoming session of the legislature, 
which will, if enacted, help to save much of the valuable 
property now being destroyed by erosion due to high water.

Senator Heath proposes:
1. Amend state laws to permit counties, cities, villages, 

and townships to undertake investigative and remedial ero­
sion control programs alone or in cooperation with the fed­
eral government (which has supervision over all navigable 
waters, including, of course, the Great Lakes).

2. Permit these local governments, or the affected dis­
tricts thereof to raise and spend funds for beach erosion 
control.

3. Permit the commission to aid such local programs^
and bv contributing its scientific knowledge 

and advice, and allow local government to amend their ordi­
nances and zoning regulations to insure the continued effec­
tiveness of control programs.

While this legislation, if enacted, will help, the problem 
is too great and too va^ to stop there. As we see it it is a

The city borrowed som e equip­
ment to fight the snow. A n in­
credible 2000 tons of snow w ere  
removed in one day. F ive trucks 
made an average of one trip 
every 10 m inutes during, the 
working day.

'We Shie Fulton Lewis Jr. and the courageous

quite a bit from, one of the recent Washington reports made 
by Mr. Lewis.

In discussing some of the recent activities in Washing­
ton Mr. Lewis lias some of the following comment to make
about OPS “sn opers” as he calls them:

“Dave S. Co! ;. a Spokane, Wa^h., businessman, resigned on Dec.
1, as director of t.ae district office of price stabilization.

“In quitting. Cohn blasted the police state activity of Edward 
Morgan, national enforcoincnt director of OPS.

“Cohn’s resignation was submitted on the heels of a frantic OPS 
effort to pin criminal charges on another respectable businessman in 
Spokane. Albt»rt K. .\rend.

“Arend, a meat market operator, didn’t run when Morgan’s troop­
ers jumped him Instead, he took his case to federal court and won  
a dismissal of the charge.

“Follow ing thi .\rcnd quit thp meat business after 30 years. He 
said he couldn’t ti.kc the kind of persecution Morgan’s office was 
dishing out.

“District OPS directors are supposed to have the authority to 
run their own offices, but here is Cohn’s statem ent about that myth:

“ ‘At the time I accepted the appointment as district director 1 _
made certain commitments m public talks as to the manner in which j remarked Mrs. H. R. Penhale who 
this office would be conducted.

“ ‘This has u .ide e.xtremcly difficult the position of the district 
director who is ipposedly responsible for the entire operation of 
the district office, whereas he has practically no authority.’

“When Cohn took the job he promised Spokane residents that 
he would not ‘p̂ . h anybody around.’

“But he didn t know about Morgan at the time, and what he 
learned was too rough to take.

“Rougher, apparently, than the World War II OPA operations.
“Cohn was 1 rector of the Spokane region for OPA, and even  

at its worst OPA apparently was not as bad as what Morgan is 
dishing out toda\

“Morgan’s troopers and snoopers were accused of trying to trap 
Spokane meat dealers into OPS violations.

“The federal court was of this opinion in dismissing the action.
“In fact, court testimony, according to Meat Dealer Arend, d is­

closed fakery and trickery on the part of OPS snoopers who appar­
ently wanted to make it rough for at least one m eat dealer in order 
to frighten the rest of them.

“Actually, the enforcement office as it is operated by Morgan is a 
gigantic boondoggle for Truman Democrat deadbeats.

“It costs businessmen untold thousands of dollars in trying to 
comply with regulations, besides adding to the cost of food by in ­
direct taxes to sunport Morgan and his troopers.

“Morgan, of c urse, says that by running all district enforcem ent 
offices from Wasiungton he obtains ‘better efficiency and greater 
integrity.’

“Just to give you an idea of what Morgan calls better efficiency 
and greater integrity, here is a comment from the Spokesm an- 
Review, a daily ncwspapier in Spokane:

“ ‘Working hand in hand w ith professional propagandists, also 
oh the OPS pay i >lls, the enforcement officials have attem pted to 
intim idate businc.-^sinen, trick them into violations of regulations 
and send them to jail on criminal charges.’

“This is a seruvjs charge against Morgan and as such you’d think 
he’d investigate. But not Morgan. He won’t budge. He says that all 
prosecutions for OPS violations must be cleared w ith  the justice 
department and have to be handled via W’ashington.

“This is apparently based on the theory that the justice depart­
m ent contains all the legal integrity there is in the U. S. today.

H o l i d a y  R e c o r d
A Christmas season record of 

m ail passing through the P lym ­
outh postoffice was established  
this year according to Postmaster 
George Timpona.

In 13 days preceding Christmas 
545,190 pieces of first class mail 
w ent through the cancellation  
machine. This did not include 
those pieces that were stamped 
by hand, or it did not include 
parcel post or metered mail—so  
actually the postal clerks handled 
m any more pieces than the above 
number.

The incoming mail also broke 
all records, and for the first time 
in the history of the post office all 
the substitute help was kept 
working steady until the Satur­
day following Christmas.

Large piles were stacked in the  
postoffice each day. Mr. Timpona 
says that next year it w ill be 
necessary to find property to  
handle all the parcel post.

In the C hurch  Calendar, J a n ­
uary  6, which falls on Sunday  this 
year, is know n as "The Feast of 
the  Epipharfy” or the  M anifesta­
tion ot Christ to the  Gentiles. It 
is also refe rred  to sometimes as 
"Tw elfth  N igh t” which m arks 
the close of the  Christm as obser­
vance.

“E p iphany” is a Greek word 
m e a n i n g  "m anifesta t ion” or 
“showing f^r th .” The a lte rna te  
tit le  i-eminds us th a t  the  Wise 
Men w ere  the first Gentiles to 
w orship  the  Christ Child. The two 
accounts of the  N ativ ity  as given 
by St. M atthew  and St. Luke in­
dicate that  there  w ere  two sep­
a ra te  groups of visitors to the 
Christ Child; first, the  hum ble 
Jew ish  s h e  p e  i d s  who were 
watching  the ir  sheep on the hills 
in the  im m ediate  vicinity of B e th ­
lehem; and second, the  wise and 
influentia l s trangers  from  a dis­
tan t  land wl^^ arrived  some time 
later. Their  mysterious leading 
by a s tar  w'as the  first intimation 
given th a t  the  Messiah was to be 
the  Saviour, not only of the  Jews, 
but of the  Gentiles as well.

As an event in the  Christian  
Year, it began to be observed by 
the  easte rn  Christians and, at 
first, there  was some confusion 
betw een the two feasts of C hrist­
mas and Epiphany. In some p lac­
es there  were observ'ed together: 
g radua lly  they  w ere  separated, 
the  em phasis for Epiphany being 
placed on the Baptism  of our Lord 
as the  m anifestation  of His u n i­
que mission a t the  beginning of 
His ministry . E piphany moved 
into the West in the  Fourth  C en­
tu ry  and has had its place in the 
C hurch  C alendar from  tha t  time 
on. But in the  West, the  emphasis 
centered  on the incident of the 
Wise Men as the  earliest m an i­
festation of Christ to the  Gentiles. 
In e i th e r  case, the missionary 
m otive p redom inated ; Christ was 
born into the w orld for people of 
all races and of all ranks of life, 
and it is the  business of the 
C hurch  to see to it tha t  He is so 
presented.

Winter Fishing 
Rules Revealed

The only m ajo r  change affec t­
ing w in ter  fishermen, the  con- 
.'crvation depa rtm en t  says, is the 
s treng thened  an ti-rubb ish  law.

Using the  top or bottom of a 
lake or .stream as a public waste 
basket now is published as a m is­
demeanor. Too m any ice anglers 
in recent years  have been d u m p ­
ing cans, bottles, papers and u n ­
used food on the ice, which ev e n t­
ually m elts causing  the rubbish  
to fall into the water. Some of 
the debris float.s shorew ard  c re a t ­
ing eyesores and sum m er bathing 
hazards.

Lar.ge and sm allm outh  black 
bass cannot be taken  a f te r  D ec­
em ber 31, but bluegills and sun- 
Fish can be fished on all the  in­
land non-trou t lakc.s th rough 
March 31. There  is no closed sea- 
.snn on these w aters  for taking 
yellow perch, erappies, rock bass 
and lake trout.

W inter anglers  can fish for 
'vvalleyes. n o r the rn  pike and 
m uskcliunge through  M arch 15. 
Spei’ial seasons on the  Gi'cat 
Lakes and connecting w aters  and 
oi)cn dates on certa in  w a te rs  can 
be cheeked in the new fish law 
digest.

Pan  fi.sli limit is 25 except that  
any eom bm atinn may not include 
more than  15 bha-gills. The m ax ­
imum on w a lkyes,  n o r th e rn  pike 
and tile la ige  and sm allm outh  
black bass is five, singly or com ­
bined. T'.vo is the limit on lake 
trout on inland w aters  and there  
is nil limit on muskies. Any size 
pan fish are  legal. M inim um  size 
on o ther  species; muskies, 3(J 
inches: nortliern  pike, 14; w a l l ­
eyes. 13; and large and sm all­
m outh  bass, 10 inches.

Rabbit Season in 
This Area Ends

R.'ibbit hun ting  ceased in tlie 
southern  th ird  of the  sta te  last 
Deeember 31, but continues in the 
o ther regions.

Both cottontails  and snowshoi's 
lire Ir-gai game th rough  J a n u a ry

in the  U[)tX'r peninsula.

The Consei’vation depa rtm en t  
has recom m ended legislation to 
lengthen the season in the  sou th ­
ern  lower peninsula  to J a n u a ry  
•31 and to s tart  the nortliern  lower 
peninsula hunt on October 1 in ­
stead of Oetolier 15.

Tips For Making 
Farm Shops Safe

F arm  shops' m ay be safe places 
to w ork  or thpy m ay be accident 
and fire traps.

With this in mind, David G. 
Steinicke. e.xtcnsiun specialist in 
hea lth  and safety organization, 
calls on Michigan farmcr.s to r e ­
model. rea i ra n g e  and d e a n  up 
thi'ir workshops now during  the 
vVinler. This little e x tra  effort 
m ay save you a finger or serious 
fire, he believes.

Steinicke lists these w ays  to 
make your farm  shop safer. Re- 
.serve one side of the shop for r e ­
pairing large machines. Pa in t  the 
in ter ior  w i th  a light color and use 
large windows to improve l igh t­
ing. H ave a defin ite  s torage space 
for tools arid supplies to keep 
every th ing  in its place.

S teinicke |also advises against 
using gasoline • or fuel oil for 
washing m echanical pa rts  w here 
there  are  open flames. And do not 
leave wasty -and oily rags to ac­
cum ulate . Gheck cheating stoves, 
pipes and chim ney outlets. He 
points out th a t  defective ch im ­
neys a re  a m ain  cause of w in ter  
fires.

Use guards over moving p u l­
leys and belts of power m ach in ­
ery. D on’t w ear  loose clothing 
while w orking  w ith  power equ ip ­
ment. Keep goggles handy  to p ro ­
tect you r  eyes.

As a final rem inder  he says to 
have a place for everytliing  and 
to keep evcl y th ing  in  its place.

Trapping Season 
Ended Dec. 31

W ith few  exceptions, the  con­
servation  de p a r tm e n t  points out 
th a t  the  laat of the  seasonal t r a p ­
ping o f , I protected  fu rbeare rs  
came to a close Decem ber 31.

Througl^ J a n u a r y  31, trappers  
still can take  skunk  and badger 
in any  p a r t  of the  state, and 
m usk ra t  and  m ink  in a portion of 
the Lake Erie maf'shes. Mink can 
be h u n te d  but not t rapped  in the 
lower peninsula  th rough  J a n u a ry  
31.

Furs  on hand  m ust be reported  
to the  dPepartment w ith in  five 
days aftei' the  end of respective 
open .sea.i^ins in which they  were 
taken. W ith a perm it, issued by 
the local conservation officer, the  
furs m ay be held indefinitely-. 
W hen pelts are sold or shipped 
later, p a r t  of the  tag is detached 
and mailed to the departm ent.

If you; are  m aking  d rip  coffee 
for a com m unity  meal place the 
di ip grind coffee in a hag. Slowly 
pour the boiling w a te r  over it. 
W hen all the  w a te r  has been 
poured over, pour th rough  again 
half of the brew  to give a little 
more s treng th  and a fu ller flavor.

Forest fires h it  a new low in 
1951, shattering  the  1950 rccoid 
p revention  m ark.

Continuation of the  intensified 
prevention  cam paign paid off 
again w ith  forest f irem en hold­
ing 671 fires to 4,317 acres d a m ­
age as com pared to 873 fires 
which bu rned  over 5,606 acres in 
1950. P r io r  to 1950, the  best p re ­
vious showing was in 1941 when 
1.604 fires b lackened 10,643 acres.

M. M. B ergm an  head of the  de ­
partm en t 's  forest fire staff, says 
state fore.st f irefigh ters  received 
above average  cooperation of the 
press, radio, television, theatei.s 
and m agazines in bringing  tlie 
fire w arn ing  to public  a ttentinn 
during  the year. For the  second 
year in a row, over 300 dailies 
and weeklies prin ted  special tire 
prevention ic in inders  w ith  ihe 
Bay City Times given credit for 
the top individual new spaper job.

H a p p y  N e w  Y e a r  

O ld  E x p r e s s i o n
"Happy New Year," .said in one 

wa.v or ano ther  is probabl.v the 
world 's oldest and most widi'ly 
u-'t'd holiday greeting.

The eoniing of the new year 
has been m arked  and celeb ia ted  
since pi'ehistorie time. It has not 
a lw ays been J a n u a ry  I. however. 
Even now niany people celebrate 
some o ther date.

J a n u a iy  I. in fact, is an a rb i ­
t ra ry  date  set by the Romans b e ­
fore Ju liu s  Caesar established 
the ca lendar tha t  is tlie basis for 
the  date  used m most Western 
countries.

J a n u a iy  I. in ancient Rome, 
m arked  the day that  consul.'^, and 
o ther  officials took office. Until 
Caesar set things stra igh t it was 
sometimes juggled considerably 
for the  political benefit of one 
officeholder or another.

An terror in C aesar’s calculation 
of 365 ’ 4 days, howi'ver, allowed 
J a n u a ry  1 to creep away from its 
original astronomical place.

By 1582 w hen  Pope Gregory 
XIII instituted the icfo rm ed  J u l ­
ian Calendar now in use, sp ring ’s 
fiyst day had gained 14 darj’s on 
the  stars.

G regory in 1582 ordained tha t  
October 4 be followed by Oct­
ober 15. thus  ad justing  the  ca l­
endar  to A.D., 325, the  y ea r  of the 
Church Council of Nicca.

The G regorian  ca lendar  is close 
to m athem atica l accuracy.

It makes allowance foi' the  fact 
th a t  a year is about 11 m inutes 
less th an  365 '4 days long. It does 
this by inserting leap years—such 
as 1952— every  four years, and 
by om itting "leap days” in the 
even centui'.v yea rs  divisible by 
400. such as 1600 and 2000.

Practical as it is, the  G regorian  
ca lendar  gained slow acceptance. 
The British  Empire, including 
its .A,mcrican cofony, did not 
adopt it until 1752. »

Calcnd'ar reform s are f re q u e n t­
ly proposed. The G regorian  ca l­
endar  is so widely used, however, 
th a t  even the Chinese have in 
recent decades recognized J a n ­
uary  1 for busine.ss and govern ­
m ental purposes.

The Jew ish  Ni'w Y ear in 1952 
will begin at sunset S ep tem ber 
19. The Moluimmedan .vear s tarts  
jus t  24 hours later. In both cases 
the  celebration is largely re l ig ­
ious.

A change of the Gregorian  New 
Year's day  would involve con­
siderable difficulty.

Celebration p iobab ly  would 
rem ain  the san'ic, regardless of 
the  day. New Y ear’s Day is cele­
b ra ted  all over the  world, no 
m atte r  w he ther  it is J a n u a ry  I, 
Sep tem ber 19 or the  verna l  equ i­
nox.

All religions observe the  s ta r t  
of a  new  year w ith  p rayer  and 
services.

M e r c h a n t s  R e p o r t  R e c o r d  R u s i n e s s

one of the mn.st successful C hris t­
mas seasons in recent yea is  ac­
cording to a survey m ade by a 
reporter  of The Mail.
