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TIME TO CLEAN OUT FAKERS AND FOURFLUSHERS.
Not so long ago William C. Vandenberg, Michigan’s sin­

cere and energetic lieutenant governor, made a statement 
that is well worth publishing. This highly respected citizen 
of the clean, progressive city of Holland, declared that never 
in the history of our country was there greater need of truth, 
honor and honesty in our government than there is today.

You will be interested in what Lieutenant Governor Van­
denberg said.. It follows:

“In view of the almost constant flow of disclosures hav­
ing to do with men in government who have betrayed their 
P'.lblic trust, it seems that it is becoming more and more evi­
dent with each passing day that we need to restore some 
simple fundamentals in government; namely, truth, honor, 
decency, dignity and integrity.

“The problems with which our people are faced today are 
very great, indeed, and there is a great difference of opinion 
as to proper solutions. However, there seems to be general 
agreement that if ever there was a time in our history when 
we had better commence with real character in men, it is now.

“Our newspapers a few days ago carried a story that the 
junior sena' jr from Michigan (better known to Plymouth 
Mail reader as Blabbing Blair Moody) told his audience that 
the present administration is honorable and clean, but how 
can we take any stock in a statement of that kind when the 
stories coming out of Washington are so absolutely contrary 
to anything of that sort, stories having to do with the hand­
ling of tax moneys belonging to the people, and stories which 
ajre revolting and nauseating.

“Another story of recent date had to do with a statement 
made by the new chairman of the political party now in 
power in which he said that they themselves were in a cam­
paign to clean up the dirty spots in their party. While we 
hope they are sincere in what they are telling the people, the 
new scandals unfolding day by day indicate that they have a 
vast clean-up job on their hands.

It will be refreshing, indeed, if we restore to government 
the underlying principles upon which we became a great na­
tion and to know that whether we agree with what is done, 
there never need be a question raised about the sinceritv, the 
patriotism and the loyalty on the part of those entrusted with 
the respohsibility of government.’’

SOMETHING TO REALLY WORRY ABOUT.
State Treasurer D. Hale Brake recently took time to do 

some figuring on what the recent Truman tax increases will 
take out of the pockets of Michigan taxpayers. The total is 
such a staggering figure it is difficult for one dealing in 
just plain ordinary dollars to fully comprehend.

And another thing about it is this—except for your in­
come. tax, most of the other federal taxes are what is gen­
erally known as “hidden taxes.’’ In other words they are 
figured in the prices you pay for what you buy. If each 
f^ e ra l tax could be listed on every article you purchased, 
you would be amazed.

Read what State Treasurer Brake has to say about the 
new federal taxes. It follows;

“How much can the camel carry? The recent tax in­
crease voted by congress is estimated to take out of Michigan 
an additional $466,600,000 annually. The total state general 
fund budget here in Michigan for the current year is $306,- 
000,000, so that the increase in federal taxes is $160,000,000 
more than the total state appropriations from the general 
fund.

“In the year ending June 30, 1951 the federal government 
collected in Michigan (this was before the increase) $4,156,- 
021,742 which would be an average per capita cost for federal 
taxes of $652.26. For the same period the total of state col­
lected taxes, including liquor revenues, was $465,265,000 or a 
per capita cost of $68.31. The total for local taxes was $342,- 
117,000 or a per capita of $53.69. The federal taxes collected 
in Michigan were 8.24̂ ,r of the total for the country although 
we have but 4.237c of the population.

“Probably the figures as to federal taxation given above 
are not quite fair because we collect here in Michigan the 
federal excise tax on automobiles, trucks, and many other 
things that are finally purchased by people living outside of 
Michigan who actually pay the tax in the price of the mer­
chandise. Of course, that works both ways. One who smokes 
cigarettes actually pays the federal tax on cigarettes, for in­
stance, although the government may collect that tax in 
Kentucky or Carolina. Just how much that means per year 
one can only estimate.

“A college professor friend of mine has made an esti­
mate of $458.32 as the actual cost of federal government last 
year for each man, woman, and child in Michigan. Using that 
figure it still gives 79c out of each tax dollar paid by the 
average Michigan resident to the federal government while 
11.08c is collected by the state and 9.3c is collected as local 
taxes. That still, however, does not give quite the correct 
picture because approximately two-thirds of the taxes col­
lected by state government go back to the local units of gov­
ernment including the schools for use; so if we consider just 
what the state itself uses as state expenditures, and add state 
aid to the money raised by local units of golyernment we have 
about this situation; that 79c out of every'tax dollar paid by 
the ordinary Michigan person goes to the federal government, 
between 3 and 4c out of each such tax dollar is actually used 
by the state, and between 17c and 18c out of each tax dollar is 
used by local government including the public schools.

“If we use the figure for federal taxes of actual collec­
tions in the state and add state and local taxes, we have an 
average tax load for every man. woman, and child in the state 
of $774.26 or an average load for a familv of four people of 
$3,096.04.” - - -

when the problem came to the attention of the Salvation 
Army, that employment was immediately found for her, that 
the Salvation Army through its kindly interest in her wel­
fare, restored her to a useful, happy and beneficial life — that 
she now stands high in the community where she lives?

Has Record Year
The artaual m eeting of the First 

National Bank was held Tues­
day afternoon at the Hotel May­
flower. It proved one of the most 
enthusiastic ever held by the in­
stitution and it was revealed at 
the m eeting by president Floyd 
Kehrl that the total liabilities and 
capital accounts of the bank had 
reached the impressive total of 
$12,071,152.27. .

The stockholders of the bank, 
of which there are now 144, were 
told by the institution’s president 
that the bank had recorded a net 
gain of 36.3 percent in deposits 
during 1951 setting an all time 
high in the remarkable progress 
of the First National.

A gain of almost 3 m illion dol­
lars was noted over last year 
when the total assets of the bank 
were at $8,760,761.28. Further 
statistics revealed that the bank 
now listed some 4,000 commercial 
deposit customers and 5,600 sav­
ings deposit customers. A total 
customer gain was disclosed when 
it was shown that in 1950 there 
were 13,043 customers served as 
against 16,138 customers in 1951.

Projecting plans for the future 
of the fast growing bank presi­
dent Kehrl said the immediate 
need was a larger main office 
banking house where room was 
available to maintain the present 
volum n of the bank.

The nine directors of the bank 
were re-elected to serve for an­
other year, as w'ell as the same 
officers.

The lodge remained in North­
v ille  about 5 years and then was 
removed to Plym outh where it 
remained until 1864, w hen it -vas 
again removed "to N orthville, its 
number chaaged'iram 47 to  186, 
and Plym outli retained th e  char­
ter axui NocfixrHfe took the rest 
of* the praperty, the
present Lddpe -Mmy, 'Plymouth 
Rook 47, being th a i adopted!to  
designate the iocal iodge.

F o r m e r  P l y m o u t h  

R e s i d e n t  D ie s
Paul W. "Voorhies, 76, former 

Attorney General of Michigan, 
former president of the Kresge 
Foundation and Chairman of the 
Board of the Plym outh United 
Savings bank died Tuesday noon 
in the Arnold home, Detroit. He 
had been removed there from 
U niversity hospital in Ann Arbor, 
where he had been treated for 
a stroke suffered in the fall.

Funeral services w ill be ebn- 
ducteo this afternoon, Thursday, 
at 2 p.m. from the Metropolitan 
M. E. church. Reverend Chester 
MePheeters, D. D., w ill officiate. 
The service w ill be conducted by 
Detroit Commandery No. 1, 
K nights Templar of which he was 
a former commander.

Mr. Voorhies was born in 
Plym outh in 1875 in a house 
where the Penn theatre now  
stands. His father died w hile he 
was a boy and he worked his way  
t hrough Ann Arbor High school 
and the University of Michigan. 
He received his law  degree from  
the university in 1900. He practic­
ed In N ew  York for two years 
before returning to Plym outh.

From 1902 until 1911, Mr. Voor­
hies practiced law  ana lived' in  
Plym outh. His office was in the 
building where 'Witnsatt A ppli­
ance store i.t now located. He 
later bought the building for sen­
tim ental reasons.

Ĵohfi "S. Dayton -b(vamn Mr. 
Voorhies’ law partner in 1913, and 
the partnership continued until 
1919. At this lim e, Mr. Voorhies 
was living in Detroit and com­
ing out to Plymouth to continue 
his practice.

For many years, Mr. 'V'norhios 
has been connected w ith the 
Plym outh United Savings bank. 
He was chairman of the board of 
the First Federal Savings and 
Loan association which ho help­
ed found. Mr. Voorhies was sen­
ior member of the law firm of 
Voorhies, Long, Ryan, and M c­
Nair.

In 1912, ho was named assis­
tant prosecutor of Detroit and 
served in this capacity until 1918. 
He was elected prosecuting attor­
ney in 1920 and served until 1922.

U s e  o f  N e w  G y m
In keeping with the  p rogres­

sive na tu re  of P lym outh, the  new 
School - Com m unity  P lanning  
Comm ittee met Tuesday, J a n u a ry  
2. to hear suggestions for the  use 
of the  new  physical education 
building at the  high school. This 
group, with teacher and paren t 
representatives from each school, 
the  superin tenden t of schools, the 
school principals, and the Board 
of Education, hope to gain much 
valuable  information concerning 
school problem s which may help 
school authorities  in setting up 
policies tha t  will be agreeable  to 
all.

All 26 committee rep resen ta ­
tives w ere  present along with 
thi'ee guests. Charli-s Brake. Hei'- 
bert Woolweaver and Charles 
Ketfcrer.

Everyone expressed a desire to 
see the new building used to th-e 
fullest ex ten t to serve the com ­
m unity, and' most thought a 
small fee should be charged to 
cover additional expenses. If all 
the  lights in the  gym nasium  are 
on the expense runs  around $3 
an hour for lighting alone; then 
there  is additional custodian se r ­
vice and o ther incidental e x p e n ­
ses.

Russell L. Isbistor, su p e r in ten ­
dent of .schools, presented a de­
tailed spot m ap showing school 
population trends. Some very in­
teresting and icnlightening facts 
w ere  revealed by this map. A 
sharp  increase has been noti-d in 
the  Sm ith school area, p a r t icu la r ­
ly the  G reen  Meadows area, and 
on E. Ann Arbor trail, as well as 
in o ther new sections of the  city.

T here  are  1,103 pre-scliool 
children according to the  school 
census of last May. This does not 
include the babies born a f te r  May 
or the  new school children who 
have moved into this comm unity 
since May.

The census shows 1.455 clemon- 
ta ry  school children up througli 
tho sixth grade, of which 283 
k indergarten  c h i l d r e n  began 
school this year. The jun io r  high 
has 368 in the seventh and eighth 
grades, and  the senior high has 
825 students. This m akes a g iand  
to ta l of 3,751 children in the 
school district as of last May.

E p i s c o p a l  R e c t o r
M embers <if the: Rotar.v club 

heard  an  excellent talk  last F r i ­
day given by Rev. David T. 
Davies of the St. John 's  Episcopal 
Church. Brought to the club 
th rough  the efforts of Lewis God­
dard  it proved one of the most 
interesting program s held in r e ­
cent months. The me.ssage in part  
follows.

“At the end of unc  .vear and the 
beginning of another, practically 
ev'ery business man is engaged in 
tak ing  inventory of assets and 
liabilities to de term ine  the true 
sta tus of his business. This is good 
for we .want to know the facts.

“I feel tha t  it is equally im por­
tan t  tha t  we take  inventory of 
our own personal lives and the 
affairs of m en at large to see 
w here  we stand; for what we are 
is infinitely more im portant than 
w hat we have. At best, the m a­
terial things of the world are 
transitory  and temporar.v, but as 
long as we are  living in this 
earth ly  tabernacle  of the flesh, 
we all feel the  need for the m a te r ­
ial comforts of life. But becau.se 
m an is destined for eternity , his 
spiritual needs should have p r io r­
ity even in this life. St. Paul 
stated the m atte r  this way: ' ' the  
things that are seen a re  tem poral 
but the  things which are  not seen 
are  e ternal ."  It is highly im ­
portan t  then tha t  we give consid­
eration to spiritual values for 
these will be ours for cternitv .

"Let us th ink ne.xt of our r e ­
sources as citizens of this g ieat 
country. We live in a society 
which perm its  a g rea ter  m easure 
of personal libei ty than  any other 
people in the world. It is not only 
liberty  of speech and of the press 
but liberty of conscience which is 
the grea tes t  possession of man. 
It is true  th a t  we must take  some 
risks to m aintain  and safeguard 
these liberties. We have to work 
hard to build personal carem s 
and some miss in the  effort:  but 
on the whole our opportunities 
are so much g rea ter  anu our 
s tandard  of living is so much 
higher than an.v o ther country  in 
the world. Each one should be 
profoundly  gratefu l  to Almighty 
God for these blessings which are 
ours to enjoy here in America.

"But on the o ther side of the 
ledger w hat do we find? We are 
a d isturbed  people. It is t rue  that 
the typj'ld s ituation should make 
u9 concerned an<j t h a t  we shoulh 
take th e  necessary  steps to safe­
guard  our country  and our way of 
life. But I have a feeling that  we 
a re  exhib iting  an inner weakne.ss 
of siMrit in our a tt i tude  towi^ird 
oUr fifoblem. Our m ajor  problem 
today is world Com m unism  and it 
is im portan t  that  we recognize 
it as ju s t  that;  bu t it is not good 
w hen  we become j i t te ry  and lose

“But we liave a soft spot. There  
a re  rootless people in America 
who livi' on the surface of things. 
Ignorant of the Christian faith. 
the.\' are "the hollow m en” who.se 
roots are  no deeper than  the  l a t ­
est su})i‘rficial distraction. Hol­
low men ui n iher countries  were 
filled by e \ i l  things and we 
kno'vv that w herever  a vacuum 
■ xisls we ha.ve danger as well as 
oppoi'tunit\'. It is not enough that 
've a ie  nomi.itil Ci'.ristitms; we 
need to be enthtisiastic C h r is t­
ians.

"\V.“ can gauge the strength  
of Communism by its niissionary

are  in the field alwa.vs reveals the 
vitality I't a move.nent. Before 
the Communists took over China.

Masons Ready for 100th 
Anniversary Celebration

f Continued from Page 1) 
ed know n as the  P lym outh  M as­
onic Association. They soon raised 
the am ount of ,$2000 for the  p u r ­
pose of erecting a new building 
two stories high. This building 
wa.s dedicated N ovem ber 14, 1893.

The lodge continued to meet in 
the  above building and enjoyed 
a .steady growth, increasing its 
m em bership  from 79 in 1893 to 
323 in 1924, at which tim e it was 
deemed advisable to erect a new 
tem ple to care fur present and 
fu tu re  needs of the  masonic lodge 
and Eastern  Star. The present 
building was dedicated December 
29, 1924. A largi' portion of the 
cost of the building was borne by 
private  subscription.

In U>24 the mernbersliip was 
323 and during  the ne.xt 5 years 
it increased to 362. On J a n u a ry  1. 
1950, a m em bership  of 543 was 
reached.

Many notable masonic persons 
will be present from  local state, 
and higher orders.

The comittees have been w o rk ­
ing for m onths p reparing  a su it­
able p rogram  for this occasion.

V e g e t a b l e s  H « l p

Keep Budget
Keep a quick review  of the  

w in ter  vegetable p icture  in mind 
w hen planning  shopping lists. 
T ha t will help solve the  problem 
of how to spend food dollai's to 
keep food costs and still feed the 
family well.

W in ter  supplies of fresh  cauli.- 
flower, head lettuce and tomatoes 
will be larger than  average this 
year. Three  m ore w in te r  vege­
tables, snap beans, ca rro ts  and 
celery, will be available in the ir  
usual volume.

Eight im portan t  w in te r  vege­
table crops arc  expected to be 
below average size, bu t will be 
available  at som ew hat h igher 
prices th an  last w inter. They are 
new  cabbage, cucumbers, egg­
plant, peas, peppers, potatoes, 
sweet potatoes and spinach.

Best buys will usually  be in 
Michigan - grown products, b e ­
cause of lower transporta tion  
costs in getting the produce to 
m arket. For example, excellent 
quality  Michig.an carrots, which 
a re  usually sold w ithout tops, are 
generally  lower priced than  those 
shipped in from the  South  and 
West. Shipped-in  carro ts  are  
mure often m arke ted  w ith  tops 
on.

The supply of canned vege ta ­
bles is larger than a year  ago. In 
1951 thi're were 6.6 million tons of 
vegetables grown for pi'oce.ssing 
compared with 5.1 million tons in 
19?0. We can say, then, that can­
ned vegetables will be among 
our good food buy.s this w inter 
and tha t  w ith  the fresh and fro- 
en vegetables th a t  most families 
norm ally  use we will certainly 
have enough to feed our families 
well.

Deciding w he ther  the  fresh, 
canned nr frozen form is the best 
buy is m ainly a m atte r  of com par­
ing costs in any one place at a 
certain  tim e along w ith  o ther 
factors such as hom e storage fac­
ilities. time needed  for p rep a ra ­
tion and family preferences.

For example, canned vegetables 
may cost less, bu t lack color ana' 
flavor tha t  you’ll find in the  fresh 
or frozen vegetables. Some hom e­
m akers  p refer  the  frozen forms 
because they 're  usually  easier to 
prepare  than  the fresh. A nother 
point to consider is tha t  there  is 
no waste w hen you buy the can ­
ned or frozen vegetables.

H u n t i n g  D o g  

S a v e s  M a n 's  L ife r
All the  hun ters  of P lym outh  

will be in terested  in this story 
of a heoric h u n te r ’s dog who 
saved his m as te r’s life by a t ta ck ­
ing a 525 F>ound bear  up in  O n­
tario. Canada,

Hugh D urant,  a cousin of Mrs. 
J a ck  A. Miller, of 14956 Ann 
A rbor trail, was out hun ting  deer 
w ith  two cornpanions. Hugh, and 
his 25 pound beagle hound, be­
came separa ted  from the  rest of 
the party , and la te r  came upon a 
sleeping b ea r  in his den. A ngry 
over being aw akened, the  bear 
began to climb out of the  den, but 
was only half out w hen  the  dog 
attacked. S inking his tee th  into 
the  b ea r’s nose, the  plucky-beagle 
clung w ith  grim  dete rm ina tion  
while the  b ea r  squirm ed w ith  
pain.

Time afte r  t im e the bear 
smashed the dog to the  ground 
with  m ighty  blows from his t r e ­
m endous paws, but each tim e the 
plucky dog painfully  picked h im ­
self up. lunged at the  bruin, and 
clam ped his tee th  into the nose 
again.

During the  early  parts  of the 
ba tt le  Mr. D uran t stood riveted 
to the ground, completely over­
come by the  size of the bear. 
■When he regained his senses he 
shot at the  bear each tim e tlic dog 
was hurled  to the ground.

Five diiX'C't hits had been made 
on the bear, who was klmost e n ­
tirely  out of the  den, when the 
dog w ent in for his last attack. 
S inking his tee th  into the soft 
flesh of his a d v e rsa ry ’s nose, he 
held on w ith ;a l l  the  power th a t  
was still in his broken body. But 
one pow erfu l swipe froin the 
bear's  paw finished the dog.

M ortally wounded, the  dog 
sti'Lick the ' h a rd  frozen ground 
and a sliarp rock tore a long deep 
eul ii\ his head. At point-blank 
range, Mr. D uran t fired two final 
shots and  then  saw the head of 
the  bear ri.se s lowly as the  huge 
body slid back into the cave.

As his companions came r u n ­
ning up to the scene, one more 
shot rang out. D uran t  had m erci­
fully shot the  valian t dog. “I 
couldn’t stand seeing him  suffer 
any moi'c. 1 had to shoot the  dog 
tha t  saved roy life,” D uran t  said 
as his voice broke.

The two o ther  hunters , who 
thought Durarit had been shoot­
ing at a deer, d id n ’t have to ask 
any questions. They  could easily 
see w hat had  happened.

It took the combined s treng th  
of the  th ree  m en using a rope to 
d rag  the hugt; carcass of the  bear 
from the cave. They cut off the  
nose and forepaws of the  bear  to 
pi'ove its size, but the  rest of the 
body was to heavy  to bring  out 
of the  bush.

A shallow  grave  in the  wild 
bush country  will a lw ays be a 
rem inder to D uran t  th a t  he is 
alive th rough  the b rav e ry  of a 
dog.

The courses I took the first quar-« 
te r  are: Biological Science, which 
is a general s tudy  of p lan ts  and 
anim als: 'Written and Spoken 
English; Effective Living, which 
is an  in troduction  to psychology 
ana is divided into th ree  sections, 
the  individual, how his pe rsona l­
ity is formed, m arriage, and 
group rela tions respectively. In 
addition to these I took general 
C hem istry  and In troduction  to 
Nursing, w hich  consists of g en ­
eralized in form ation  th a t  will 
acquaint us w ith  the  nursing  pro- 
fessidn. For Physical Education 
I took Sw edish  gymnastics, which 
is exercising to music. I ’ve e n ­
joyed this class very  m uch and 
in addition to reducing my w ais t­
line, I ’ve o'iscovered muscles I 
d idn 't  know  I had.

Since the nursing  program  here  
at MSC covers five y e a r ’s w ork  in 
four school years  plus four su m ­
m er sessions, our course of s tudy

Some of the  required  
courses are H istory  of Civiliza­
tion, Physics, Psychology, Mic­
robiology, Anatomy, Physiology, 
Nutrition, Foods and Cookery, 
and Social Science.

All these a rrangem en ts  have not 
as yet been worked out since the 
p rogram  is only in its second 
year.

Last week we saw the various 
types of uniform s th a t  we can 
select for the  s tuden t nurse  u n i­
forms of Michigan S ta te  College. 
I t ’s very exciting to be a part  of 
the  group which will decide the 
uniform, cap, pin and cape tha t  
the  MSC nurses will be wearing 
for years  to come.

College life has it.s share  of fun 
as well as work. There  are so 
m any  ex tra -cu rr icu la r  activities 
tha t  one could go to college just 
for social life. The varie ty  of ac t­
ivities is so largo tha t  anyone can 
find an organization ho is in te r ­
ested in.

I hope th a t  this little bit of in ­
form ation will give you some 
idea of the  nOrsing course at 
Michigan S ta te  College.

Mother F ired  Onei W ho Said  He W ouldn't 
L ive  — O n ly Other Doctor in  Plym outh 
Recommended Three Baths a  D ay in  
V ^ iske y  — How Father Got'the W hiskey

As the course of my life runs a very 
close parallel to the life and events of 
Plymouth over the past 88 years, it ap­
pears that I must say something about 
myself. I was born in the small house 
that still stands at ^ 8  North Main street, 
now occupied by Mr. and Mrs. Kenneth 
McPherson. It is the first house north 
of the residence of Miss Rose Haw­
thorne, which stands at the northwest 
corner of Main and Union streets.

My Grandfather Bennett came to Plymouth about the 
year 1830. He was then just a young man, coming to Michigan 
from the Finger Lake country of New York state. He was the 
father of three sons and one daughter. The oldest son was 
Charles Henry Bennett, the second was John Bennett and the 
youngest of the boys, was Lewis Hanchett Bennett, my 
father. The fourth child was the daughter Julia.

When I was ushered into the world Plymouth had two 
physicians. One of them was Doctor Coleman, at that time 
about 55 years of age. Doctor Coleman was the owner of the 
only drug store in the town. The store occupied a small, two- 
story frame building that stood on the southwest corner of 
Main street and a road now known as Penniman avenue. The 
building not only was his residence, but it was also his drug 
store and his office. Carter’s little liver pills and paragoric 
were the chief remedies of the day, guaranteed to cure most 
anything.

The other doctor in Plymouth at the time of my birth 
was Doc Frank Kingsbury. With two doctors in town, our 
community figured that new babies had a two to 98 chance of 
survival. Doc Kingsbury had just moved to Plymouth from 
Ypsilanti a few months previous to my arrival in this world.

Well. Doctor Coleman of the drug store, being the best 
known physician of the town, he was called to officiate at the 
birth of my mother’s first child. Just what occurred at that 
time I do not remember, but two days later I was advised 
when a youngster that the doctor had informed my mother 
that I might live two or three weeks at the most and that, 
even if I did, I would never amount to a tinker’s damn.

It is reported that my mother gave the Doctor her opin­
ion, that, though it was hot on that June 27th, the tempera­
ture in the house went up 20 degrees- or more as Doc Cole- 

*an went out of the door.
Fortunately for me the new doctor in town. Dr. Kings­

bury, was called and after taking me apart and carefully 
examining all that he could find, advised my mother that 
there was a chance for my survival if she bathed me three 
times a day in g9od strong whiskey.

Doctor Kingsbury’s orders were followed to the letter 
and in my opinion in later years thg;y must have filled my 
skin so full of whiskey that from that day to this the smell 
of whiskey nauseates me.

But it was ja,o-€asy matter for the Doctor’s orders to be- 
filled, as whialqej? Was hard to obtain, according to what my 
mother told me in later years. In order to get it my father 
had to travel by horseback through a trail in the woods up 
to a little hamlet known as Brighton.

In those days it was commonly reported that there were 
plenty of stills’ oj^erating in the woods around Brighton. So 
my father with five-gallon jugs strapped to each side of his 
saddle, rode off to Brighton to get the whiskey the doctor 
said I needed for my bath at least three times a day.

It was commonly reported that the natives up around 
Brighton made- good strong whiskey that could be bought 
without too great an outlay of cash. \

My father once told me that it was even said the Brighton 
whiskey was so strong that they couljd find no container 
strong enough to hold it while curing. So the Brighton na­
tives hollowed out some of the stumps of larger trees and 
poured the raw whiskey into these stiimps to cure. Then 
when they figured that the brew was sufficiently cured one 
of the distillers would sneak up to the stump at dusk and 
drop a big horseshoe into the mash and if the horseshoe 
would float, then the whiskey was ready to drink.

Whether it was whiskey baths or for some other reason, 
I am still here and feel pretty good most of the time.

When I was born in 1863 during the hard years of the 
Civil war, our home at 248 North Main street was then the 
only house on the east side of Main street between Union 
street and down to Mill street. It was a few years after this 
when Charles Roe, father of Ernest and Will Roe who still 
reside in Plymouth, built the 'house at the corner of Union 
and Main street. It was about fivfe years later when a German 
by the name of E. G. Bode built a two-story brick building 
that still stands -on the east side of Main street next to the 
C & 0  tracks. This building was then used as a hotel and was 
known for years as the Bode house.

Mr. Bode had a small bar on the first floor of his hotel. 
It was at this b*ar where he dispensed beer only by the 
schooner. He had several regular customers, due in part to 
the fact that Mr. Bode had the idea that a schooner should 
be a real schooner and that when he served a real schooner 
of beer it should be a schooner hlled to overflowing. I do not 
know, but I assume that a schooner of beer in those days 
would be equal to about the contents of six glasses of beer 
that are served at the present time.

At the age of seven years, our family moved from the 
Main street home to a house that stood a few feet west of 
where the Masonic Temple is now located. My grandfather 
was a blacksmith and just to the east of our house on the old 
trail road that is now known as Penniman avenue, was a 
blacksmith shop built and operated by an uncle m mine 
named John Bennett.

Back of this blacksmith shop my father built a long 
wooden building and started the manufacture of windmills.

This windmill factory was one of the first industries 
started in Plymouth or western Wayne county.

N e e d  G o o d  D i e t
A pica has gone out for 

Am erican blood donors. Those 
persons who generously  give 
blood must pay special a tten tion  
to the ir  diet. This is in  light of 
a new er  knowledge of nu tri t ion  
in which it is now understood 
tha t  the r igh t k ind of food is im ­
portan t  for the  form ation  of 
high quality  blood.

Inform ation from a Red Cross 
blood transfusion  center in  Lon­
don, England, revealed a reduc t­
ion of about 10 per  cent in blood 
quality  of the ir  blood donors at 
the  present time. A uthorities  in 
England believe the reason for 
this reduced  blood qua lity  is the  
long period of scaicity  of m eat in 
British dietsT

Following research, a d irect r e ­
lationship has been discovered 
betw een the am ount of protein 
ana  iron rich foods, such as 
meat, eaten  daily and the quality  
of blood. It has been found tha t  
blood donors requ ire  an add i­
tional am ount of pro te in  and 
iron foods for rebuild ing rich, 
red blood.' These nu tr itional 
needs are  found in a ll  m eat with 
the varie ty  meats, liver, kidney 
and heart  especially excellen t 
sources.

O h io  R e m o v e s  A l l

F i s h  R e s t r i c t i o n s
M ichigan’s neighbor s t a t e ,  

Ohio, has gone all the  w ay in r e ­
moving restrictions on fishing. 
Effective n e x t  M arch 1, Ohio 
waters  w ith  a few exceptions 
will be open to yea r-round  fish­
ing w ith  no restric tions on n u m ­
bers of fish caught or on size.

Michigan is un like ly  to follow 
Ohio's lead because of differences 
in types of fi.shing w aters  and 
species of fish, especially in the 
no rthern  part of the .state, a l ­
though the 19.51 legislature open- 
i‘d southern  lakes to yea r-a round  
fishing e.xeept for those specie.s on 
which seasons are closed, effect- 
tive las t  S ep tem ber 28. N orthern  
lakes w ere  opened to year-  
around fishing under  s im ilar res­
trictions in 1946.

Ohio has com paratively  few  
lakes, most of them  m an-m ade, 
and crappics a rc  among the  p r in ­
cipal species found in them.

Recent action of the  Michigan 
legislature was based on findings 
of the conservation depa rtm en t  
during  a severa l-year  period in 
which certa in  sou the rn  lakes 
v\’e ie  opened to year-a round  
fishing on an experim en ta l  basis.

Food Prices May Rise in 1952-Motts
Your fam ily food basket w ill 

be at least as fu ll apd maybe 
fuller in 1952 than in 1951 says 
George Motts, Michigan State 
College marketing specialist. He 
believes retail food prices in gen­
eral may rise slightly in the com­
ing year but such increases are 
more likely to result from higher 
handling costs, particularly w ag­
es, thar; from shorter supplies.

Here are some forecasts on how  
the 1952 food situation in the 
United States m ay affect your 
eating habits and food budget.

Expect perhaps 10 percent 
more beef in 1952 than last year, 
but about the same amount of 
pork, lamb and mutton. Continu­
ed high demand w ill hold prices 
close to present levels, according 
to Motts.

Chicken and turkey w ill con­
tinue to be good meat “buys” in 
1952. You can enjoy even  more 
eggs in 1952 than the record- 
breaking average of 406 per per­
son reached in 1951. Continued 
popularity of these foods is ex ­
pected to keep 1952 retail prices

close to last year’s levels.
Some increase in total supplies 

of fresh and frozen fish is e x ­
pected to offset the slightly low ­
er supply of processed seafoods. 
The MSC economist predicts 
there w ill be less caned red sal­
mon, more pink salm on and prac­
tically the same supply of can­
ned tuna.

You can look forward to more 
fresh m ilk and cream, more ice 
cream, about the same amounts of 
cheese, condensed and evaporated 
milk, but less butter. Continued 
strong demjand is expected to 
keep retail prices of dairy pro­
ducts at or slightly above present 
levels.

Fresh apple supplies are close 
to their volum e a year ago, there 
are more oranges for marketing 
during this w inter than last, but 
the grapefruit crop is smaller. 
Total supplies of canned fruits 
and fruit juices are close to 1951 
quantities, but there are som e­
what more frozen fruits and fruit 
juices. Raisins and prunes w ill be 
excellent food values on your

1952 shopping lists.
In 1952 there w ill be adequate 

amounts of w hite potatoes, a third 
less sw eet potatoes and larger 
supplies of canned and frozen 
vegetables. If the southern states 
have normal weather during the 
rest of the winter, there w ill be 
more fresh vegetables from the 
south than w e had last winter. 
Canned peas w ill be attractively  
priced for the next eight or nine 
months.

We can expect larger supplies 
of lard, margarine, shortening 
and other vegetable oils, but less 
butter. We can eat as much cereal 
foods as w e do usually do, but 
rice w ill be a particularly good 
“buy” in the cereal group of 
foods. We’ll also have plenty of 
Navy beans and sugar.

Off-season scouting now can re ­
sult in the .severe depopulation 
of insect saboteurs. The home 
owner should seek out and des­
troy as m any over-w in tering  
eggs in his trees  as he can. So 
a rm  yourself with a p'rivate c.-ve’s 
magnifying glass and your s leu th ­
ing will be lots easier.

It's not to difficult to spot the 
more common insect enemies in 
the ir  egg stage, aeeoraing to F. R. 
Lancaster, entomologist for the 
Davey tree  experts. He recom ­
mends that you be on the lookout 
part icu larly  for the eggs of th ree  
types of pests— canker worm, 
scurfy  scale and red spide: .

Insects live over the w in ter in 
ones of four forms — adult, larva, 
pupa or egg. The egg stage is 
common. Eggs of the  canker 
worm, probably the num ber  1 
leaf devourer, are laid like a 
pearl necklace around a twig or 
loosely under bits of bark. Canker 
worms are general feeders, and

yoLt may find og.g clusters on 
virtua lly  any kind of tree  .

The scurfy .'-cale is also a gen­
eral feeder, but has a special 
penchant for elms. Eggs are  cov­
ered by a protective scale— flat, 
pear-shaped and cVirly gray in 
color. T u rn  over the  scale ca re ­
fully with the point of a pen- 
kn i li ’ and you will .see purplish 
1,'ggs piled loosely underneath . 
Usually the  sc'ale is a ttached  to 
the iindm'side of small twigs. 
Tiny eggs of the  red spider pest 
range in color from yellow to red 
and likewise are found on small 
twigs— either  singly or in small 
groups.

Thes(> all ai'c sei ious pests that

menace the health  of your trees. 
So p rune  off all infested twigs 
w ith in  reach ana' b u rn  c.omplete. 
ly. If infestations seem bad on 
lower branches and twigs, chanc­
es are  the  tops arc  similarly a f ­
flicted. M ake a note to initiate  a 
spray program  in early  Spring. 
These tree  enemies can bee con­
trolled by a dorm at oil spray ap- 

I plied just prior to bud starting  in 
; the Spring. ^
