tH E  JUVENILE PROBLEM.
Crime and waywardness among the young people of to­

day has become such a serious problem that seemingly almost 
every sort of an organization seems anxious and willing to do 
something to help make the oncoming generation a good 
generation—one that will be a credit to America.

The churches are doing a masterful job, limited as they 
are in financial ways. Individuals are doing their part, too.

But it is rather a strange thing. Sometime ago there was 
organized in Plymouth a lodge known as the DeMolay. It is 
a group where the membership is open to the sons of mem­
bers of the Masonic lodge. The Plymouth DeMolay organi­
zation has grown by leaps and bounds since it was formed— 
and that is good news. It is an organization that has the 
highest of endorsement from civic, church and business 
leaders.

Naturally the boys do not possess all the funds necessary 
to equip such a large lodge as has been formed in Plymouth.

“We are keeping the boys off the streets and giving them 
the right kind of associations and in a place where the sur­
roundings just naturally help the boys. Maybe if you write 
something in your column calling attention to these facts we 
can get the additional funds we need,” stated Mr. Rose.

We have written it. Mr. Rose, as you requested—and we 
admire you for the good work that you are giviijg much of 
your time to. Now let’s see just how interested the Masons of 
Plymouth are in their desire to help make the boys of Plym­
outh to become the high type of citizens this country so 
badly needs.

W HY CIVILIZATIONS DECAY.

C & 0  Trains 
Cause Traffic Jam

One of the  traffic  evfls of 
P lym outh  has again come into the 
spotlight. Many complaints have 
been received by the city hall r e ­
lating to the  long traffic  tieups 
by the C. ic O. railroad on stree ts  
in the  city.

For years  the  city has been t ry ­
ing to w ork  out some satisfactory 
a rrangem en t with the railroad so 
the streets  would not be blocked 
and the  tow n cut in two by a long 
tra in . In  case of an  emergency 
such as a fire or an am bulance 
call in  lower town, the  am bulance 
or fire depa rtm en t  would have to 
travel a num ber  of miles in d e ­
touring around a stalled train.

The city passed an ordinance a 
few years  ago w hereas the  tra in  
crew  could be f ined  if a tra in  
blocked the streets  for m ore than  
5 minutes. This has not proved 
satisfactory and the tra in  crews 
say the fault lies w ith  the  persons 
responsible for m aking  up the 
trains. The long tra ins  coming up 
the grade  into the city from  the 
cast pu t ex tra  pressure  on the 
d raw bars  and knuckles, which 
cause them  to buckle in cold 
w eather, leaving a t ra in  broken 
down over s tree ts  and roads until 
a repair  crew can get to the  scene.

Often times these breakdow ns 
come during  the rush  hours in 
the  m orning and evening w hen 
people are  going to or from work.

Too, m any times the signal 
gates are  dow n on P lym outh  road 
when there  is not a tra in  in sight, 
or one m ay be tak ing  w ater  m any 
yards down the track, holding up 
traffic  for blocks on the street.

City M anager A lbert  Glassford 
has w ritten  the Michigan Public 
Service Commission to find out if 
it m ay be possible to limit the  
length  of a tra in , and if any city 
has such an ordinance in force in 
Michigan.

W hy a re  adolescents always 
hungry?

T h a t  m e a i^  p len ty  of 
good p ro te in  foods and  fat  foods 
for growing boys.

Wall Wire Executive Says Manpower Could Cause Our Defeat in Next War
(C ontinued  trom  Page  1) 

ehts, schools, churches, new s­
papers, magazines, radio, te le ­
vision, almost from the time we 
f irs t  open our eyes. All of us 
tend  to go th rough  life w earing 
m en ta l  b linders imposed upon us 
by  our cu ltu re  and civiliation: 
w e believe in w hat we are  led 
to believe is necessary for our 
protection an d  survival.

“J u s t  because a nation th inks 
som ething is right for it, does not 
necessarily  m ake it right for 
others. Ju s t  because a com m un­
ity  of people acts in a certain 
w ay does not m ean tha t  way is 
the  best e i the r  for the ir  own or 
the  w orld ’s best interests.

“We are  a nation w ith  plentiful 
resources, practically alone in a 
w orld  of nations w ithout such 
know n resources. We tvy to pop­
ularize -a philosophy of dem oc­
racy  based on a specific type of 
overflow economy. We cannot 
qu i te  unders tand  the lesistance 
w ith  w hich we arc met by oth(-r 
nations with limited le.sources 
and  an  austere  economy, who 
n e ithe r  unders tand  nor desire 
our  type of political democracy, 
who could not exist with our type 
of business democracy.

“An immense disservice was 
done to our th inking  .by the ‘'one- 
w o r ld ’’ slogan tha t  the rage
some years ago. for we now cher
ish  the  concept of a world whit h 
w il l  be mijtivated by the same
ideas, the  same general type.s of 
religion, politics and business 
practices as our own. That is the 
k ind o f‘’a "one world" that it is 
un like ly  ever to be. Nations a n  
not easily going to change Iheii' 
fundam en ta l  ways of thought 
and  action just  because o ther n a ­
tions disapprove. Tb.is is a wf)ild 
in  w hich it is increasingly evident 
we m ust lea rn  to live and work 
and  m ake  our peace with the 
“ou t-g roups’’, w ith those whose 
beliefs d iffer from our own.

“Throughout the woi l d ' t h e r e  
a re  m any areas w here thought 
d iffers regarding economic, polit­
ical and cultural .systems. Nations 
d iffer  and people witliin those 
nations differ. One such d iffe r­
ence lies in th inking  solely of the 
use of force as the world d e te r ­
m inant. We in America seem to 
have adopted the a tt itude  now 
th a t  we have the world's g rea t­
est m ilita ry  strength, tha t  our 
“des tiny” is forcibly to convert 
the  w orld to our type of dem oc­
racy. I want to analyze this ques­
tion of force not trom the ethical 
standpoint, but only from tlu 
s tandpoin t  of available m a n ­
power.

“New spapers and magazines 
late ly  have filled us with tlu 
w onders of our coun try ’s growth. 
We now num ber  almost 151,000,- 
000. Soon we will be 175.000.000. 
th en  200.000,000. Then— who can 
t e l l ?  250.000,000? 300.000,000’’
P re t ty  wonderful, is it not, for a 
na tion  of but 5,000,000 just  150 
years  ago? It certain ly  is.

"Y et these popular au thors  fail 
to give us the very serious story 
underly ing  these fu tu re  popula­
tion figures. Back in the  1800’s 
families 10. 12, 14, 16 were
not uncommon. Large num bers

of ch ildren  and unlim ited im m i­
gration swelled our growth phen- 
ominally. But. in general, large 
families a re  a thing of the  past. 
Look a round  at your neighboivs— 
who has more than  2 children? 
And 2 children per family is an 
insufficient num ber  to reproduce 
oui'selves.

"If a country  were' composed 
of m en and women, girls and 
boys, all under 40, you could con­
ceive of heavy b irth  rates, and 
negligible death rates, and a 
trem endous population increase. 
But if a country  were compo.scd 
of m en and women all over 40, 
vou could conceive of very few 
births, heavy death rates, and the 
certainty of,a population decline. 
So you can understand how the 
num ber of citizens at the various 
age-, and especially the num ber 
!n the young and reproductive 
ages, will de term ine  the pa tte rn  
)f a coun try ’s fu tu re  growth.

"A very good m easure of the 
t rue  leproductive  rate  of a n a ­
tion is to asceitain  the num ber 
of women in a nation between 
the ages of 15 and 45, and the 
num ber of .--urviving girl babies 
lo w h id i  Ihc'v .give birth  during 
iheir i'cprociucUve yeai's. Should 
these women give b irth  to just 
th(> .am e  numl)ei- of gii'l babies as 
Ih', ill. elve s there  will be no mar- 
;in for a fu tu re  increa-e of pop- 
.lialion. If they give b u lb  to few- 
■f tiian their own num ber then 
he nation's population is des- 

aiu'd to decline.
"U nfortunate ly  for us, based on 

'.'. hat we know of our reproduc- 
Live rate, the ie  is no indication 
w hatever  tha t  we are headed for 
a population of more than  200,- 
JOO.OOO; there  is every reason to 
oeiieve that a fte r  reaching that 
peak our population will fall off. 
, \ t  this moment the t rue  repru- 
.iuctive rale  is about l.UU — just 
enough for a fu ture  stationary 
population a generation from 
now.

"The bum per baby crop of re- 
e n t  years serves only to advance 
ihe dates of the  births of the  first 
and second children: but it will 
not mure than tem porarily  in ­
terrup t America's b irth  rate 
which has declined continuousiy 
(or 150 years. In brief, we are 
headed for a m axim um  popula­
tion and then  a declining popu­
lation.

"The num ber of young men and 
women available de term ines  the 
capacity of a country  to wage 
successful war. TNT bombs. A 
bombs. II bombs, sh ip ,^  su b m a r­
ines. tanks, guns, bulle'ts. rockets, 
etcefers, all are  weapons of war, 
some more deadly than others. 
But ni'ver lose track  of this tru th :  
wars are won by the m an power 
ible to .'cizc and occupy enemy 

territory . '
What is the population s i tua ­

tion in the world? Exam ine some 
'f our potential allies .in North 
'vVest and Centra l Europe:

England— Will reach its pop­
ulation peak in 10 to  20 years., Its 
reproductive ratio  a lre ad y  is 
m der 1.00. It is .80 to be exact. 
By the  way? do you realize the 
ropulation density  in England is 
1':; times as great as India or

China and over 10 times as great 
as  th a t  in the  U.S.A.?

F rance— Its population has 
been stable for about 80 years. 
Its reproductive raito now is .90, 
or only 9'10 of w hat is needed to 
m ain ta in  its population.

G erm any— A nother country 
with less than  a 1.00 reproductive 
ratio.

I ta ly— The b irth  rate has been 
dropping for the  past 30 years.

Norway, Sweden, Denm ark, 
the  N etherlands, Ireland, Wales— 
All will leacli their  population 
zenith in the next 10-20 years. 
All are  under the needed rep ro ­
ductive ratio of 1.00.

In only th ree  countries in all 
Europe in 1940, Latvia, N e th e r­
lands, and G erm any  was popula­
tion under age 5 gresater than  the 
population age 15-19.

How about our potential ene ­
mies, real or imagined:

Russia— During the past 70 
yeai's its population has more 
than  doubled, to 200.000.000. 
Their reproduction I'ate is 1.60.
50.000. 000 will be added to the 
population w ith in  the ne.xt 20 to 
30 years.

China —China contains 450,- 
000.000 people and it.s population 
is still increasing. Its rep roduc t­
ion rate  is high, perhaps 1.50.

Ind ia— Though the average life 
c.xpi'ctancy of a new boi;n child 
in India is but 26 years, compared 
with our oum average  life of over 
67 years, the  excess of b irth -over  
deaths produces rapid population 
growth. Reproduction ratio  in 
India is about 1.30.

J a p a n — W ith a land area only 
equal to the  S ta te  of Texas, 
Ja p a n  held 70,000,000 in 1930 and 
liolds o5,000,000 today. It has a 
growing population, a I'eproduc- 
tive ratio in the neighborhood of 
1.45. V

Let us take  a perspective of the 
population situation: Russia has a 
population today of 200,000,000. 
I lcr  population in 1970 will be
250.0011.000.

South  and East Europe. Italy, 
Portugal, Spain, Albania. Bul- 
gai'ia. Greece, Lithuania, Poland, 
Romania, and Yugoslavia have 
populations of 130,000,000; m 1970 
It will be 190,000,000.

Tile total population including 
Europe and Russia today: 380,- 
000.000: in 1970 440,000.000.

Norlhwo.<t and Central Europe 
has a total popuiation today of
237.000. 000: in 1970 225,000,000.

Am i'rica’s population today is
151.00').000 and in 1970 will be
130.000. 000, The total population 
including Northw est and. Central 
Europe -md Anmi ica todav is
388.000. 000; in 1970 it w ill be
405.000. 000.

"Not only will Russia and 
South  and East Europe together 
have 10 percent more total popu ­
lation in 1970, bu t they will have 
a population d istr ibu tion  that 
will give them  perhaps 15 percent 
more young people th^n we arid 
our potential allies can count on. 
A nd should . you place China, 
India, and Japan , one or all, in 
the  scales w ith  Russia the b a l­
ance tip.s very  far  against us,

"Since wo cannot wage a suc- 
ce.s.'-ful w ar  w ithout m anpower,

o

gaw giil®

and since our m anpow er and the 
m anpow er of our allies will be 
shy of our needs w ith in  the dis- 
cernable  fu ture , for the  p rese r ­
vation of the  United S ta tes  of 
America and our w ay of life for 
ourselves and ou r  children, I sug ­
gest th a t  we bring pressure  upon 
our governm ent officials to se r ­
iously advance some proposal, 
and to seriously consider any and 
every proposal by friend or foe, 
that would offer a way by which 
no country  or any  conceivable 
group of countries would be able 
advantageou.sly to wage a w ar 
against any o ther  country  or con­
ceivable group of countries.

"'We can win no w ar alone, by 
ourselves. To rely upon our w eap ­
ons of w ar  to win a peace is lo 
rely upon a m enta l mfrage. To 
expect o ther  nations always to 
come to our side w hen  we call 
is as likely of a tta inm en t as their  
coming to our side w'hcn we insti­
tuted w ar in Korea: nation.s will 
fight w hen and w ith  whom their 
oest interests are  served. To e x ­
pect a radio voice or pam phlets  to 
overthrow  a regime in a nation 
we dislike is ju s t  as likely as our 
overthrow ing of our governm ent 
because of pam phlets  and  a radio 
voice from Russia.

"A United Nation.s. s lunn fj'om 
its inception of all power lo keep 
peace, is a collossal fraud. We do 
need a federa tion  of nations 
vested witir arm ed police power 
sufficient to c ircum vent inteima- 
tional w arfare. Does tha t  m ean 
giving up our sovereign right to 
wage w ar everyw here  and when- 
.'vcr we want? Yes. it does. Does 
It involve tak ing  the risk that  
all othei' nation.s of the  world may 
gang up against us and m ake us 
regTct any  move we m ake for 
world peace? Yes, it does. But 
since w hen have we lost our 
courage for tak ing  risks in a 
righcous cause?

"In the hope of pe rm anen t  
world peace and  the non-e.xtinct- 
lon of hum anity  it is well w orth  
the risk to suri 'ender the excess 
might of the  U.S.A., if some or all 
o ther nations do the same sort of 
sLiri-endering of the ir  excess 
a im ed power. As a business p rop ­
osition it would be w’orth  while; 
the continued taxation  required  
for our m ilita ry  estab lishm ent 
means our s tandard  of living will 
lower as the  years  go by; and 
raising of wages will only in­
crease money or price inflation 
with an even tual  bank rup tcy  in 
prospect. As a m atte r  of ju s t  
plain common sense, we can ’t 
' ‘vvin a ne.xt wai': ne ither  we nor 
our allies will have the m an ­
power for that. Why therefo re  not 
lace the facts and if only in our 
own interests, inst i tu te  a policy 
of conciliation in in ternational 
affairs for which the whole world 
is waiting?

And of w hat should tha t  con­
sist? In p a r t—

(1) A soul-tingling b i-partisan  
declaration to the  world of n a ­
tions of our in te n t io n , to engage 
in no m ore in ternational wars 
acting soley in our own behalf.

(2) An offer to d isarm  to such 
an ex ten t th a t  a» in ternational 
agency will have the balance of 
m ilitary  power and the ability  to 
force and m ain ta in  peace.

(3) An offer to the  world to 
make available through  this same 
in ternational agency the cost of 2 
years of our m ilitary  expendi- 
lure.s, say  $120,000,000,000, to be 
used as a*i non-in terest bearing 
revolving loan fund for countries 
who desire to rebuild, industr ia l­
ize, im prove health, or o th e r­
wise help themselves, regardless 
of the ir  political beliefs.

(4) An acknow ledgem ent of 
the  d ignity  of all hum ans a n y ­
w here  m  the woi ld, regardless of 
their  race, color, religion, politics 
or culture.

"If more people understood 
that  their  economic well being, 
their  ro 'ources. their  cultures, 
tile th ings for which they say 
they fight ai'c not saved or gained 
but are  destioyed by war, n o th ­
ing could stop the clamor for a 
genuine effort for world peace, 
the  like of which exists in no 
im portan t nation  in the  world 
today.

"EventiKilly the  common nc-eds 
of us common people will give 
rise to such a demand. Some day 
m en of the calibre of the late 
Senator 'Vandenberg of Michigan, 
Senator  Pau l Douglas of Illinois, 
Governor Earl W arren  of Cali- 

i fornia, Suprem e Court Justice  
I William Douglas will prevail up- 
' on the ir  political parties  and na- 
I tions to em bark  upon a p rogram  
of this sort. I hope th a t  day will 
not be to far  distant.

W hen ever  you hear  about the 
j inevitability  of w ar  and of w ar 
■ being deepseated  in hum an  n a ­
ture , don 't you believe it. W ar as 
we wage it today is not an instinct 
nor a drive in man. Any people 
th a t  th ink  so have been m ade to 
th ink  so by the way in which they 
have been brought up. There  are 
be tte r  ways to solve our own or 
anyone else’s problem s than  r e ­
sorting to w ars— especially so if 
we a re  unlikelv  to win tha t  w ar .”

He even 
le tr ieved  from one of the smaller 
huij^iings out at the Rambo pea­
nut ranch on Ann A rbor tra il  a 
Montgomery W ard catalog, but 
he declares tha t  he couldn’t even 
tind any kind of a peanu t seed 
advertised in it.

"I guess what H arry  w ants  is 
some peanuts tha t  will be about 
as big as goose eggs. Well if I 
can't find any tha t  will gi’ovv that  
big. I’ll sell my 1952 crop to the 
peanut politicians down in W ash­
ington and call it a d ay ” added 
Mr. Rambo.

In an effort to help out P ly m ­
ou th ’s enthusiastic  peanu t g row ­
er, the ‘'fa rm  ed ito r” of The Mail 
lecently  visited the peanu t bowl 
up at Columbus, Georgia, w here  
they play football w ith  peanu ts  
instead of footballs.

Charles Bennett's Love for Fishing Bullheads in 
Phoenix Pond Worried Mother—He Tells How 
Plymouth Celebrated Fourth Some 75 Years Ago

Article No. 2
After our family had moved off 

Main street to the little-traveled road 
alontt in front of my uncle’s blacksmith 
shop on what is now known as Penni- 
man avenue m ^r Union street, I dis­
covered that the creek which flowed 
down what is now known as Fralick 
avenue and alongside The Plymouth 
Mail building, also flowed through our 
backyard.

It was full of minnows, and worms 
were also plentiful in our backyard. 
Alcmory carries me back to two or three 

unforgettable spots in those days down on the bank of whaf 
is now known as Plioenix pond. This pond was the nearest 
and most favored body of water for bullhead fishing.

I have spent many a dark night on its banks, building a 
fire and fishing for bullheads, never realizing that my mother 
might be nearly telliiig the truth when she made the state­
ment that in her opinion the largest bullheads were on the 
bank of the pond and not in it.

As I look back o\’or the years I now realize that my 
mother was not wholly in sympathy with fishermen. It was 
her contention that a person who wasted valuable time fish­
ing had worm.s on both ends of his fish line.

A favorite hang-out for boys in those days was the har­
ness shop of Thoma.s Madden, whose plrfce of business was 
in a Jarge corner room qf Union hall, then located at the 
corner of Main street and Penniman avenue. He was fond of 
small boys and story-telling and it was in this lowly horse 
‘•haberdashery" that 1 learned the art of stretching my jaws 

■ chewing harness wax while also acquiring the art of stretch­
ing m ystories to meet ail competition. I was nearly 20 years 
of age when Mr. Madden and his family, consisting of a wife 
and two sons, moved from Plymouth back to Long Island, 
New York.

Plymouth in those days was never without a Fourth of 
July celebration — the celebration consisting of firing off a 
few Roman candles, a few firecrackers, and the banging of 
big blacksmith aindls from morning until night.

The unusual bang of an anvil was created by placing one 
anvil on top of another, with some black powder betw’een, 
which was set off by the heated end of a long iron rod. Firing 
the anvil was always one of the big events of the day.

Powder and candles cost but little in those days, but that 
little had to be raised, and a committee was always selected 
and the members canvassed the town for this Fourth of July 
fund. Plymouth at that time was a town consisting altogether 
of 400 or .500 counting all the people, dogs and cows.

The greater part of the town was then owned by five 
men. three of them brothers, namely Siron Kellogg, josiah 
Kellogg and Cassius Kellogg. The other two landowners 
were E. J. Penniman and George W. Starkweather. My Uncle 
Henry ^ften used to tell me that all five of our rich citizens 
gave three cheers on the Fourth and those were not too 
heartv.

Three of these men always needed and kept a hired man, 
but they would not keep a man who whistled while at work.

claiming that w'histling sapped a man’s vitality and strength. 
I knew all of these men very well, and how I loved to whistle 
whenever one of them passed me.

The present home of .the Schrader Funeral parlor was 
the residence of an uncle of mine by the name of Zacharia 
Chandler. His wife, my Aunt Susan, was the only milliner in 
town and because of this she was in the habit of high-hatting 
the other ladies in town.

Their only son Frank was a buddy of mine for quite some 
time and it w’as in the grape arbor behind their house where 
Frank and I acquired the terrible habit of smoking. It began 
by Frank sneaking out of the house to the dark shade of that 
grape arbor, with a well-filled old pipe of his father’s and a 
box of parlor matches.

We took turns in puffing at that pipe for a while until 
yours truly began to feel dizzy. After that Frank had the 
pipe all to himself.

Back some 75 years ago there was an open space of 
ground bounded on the west by Union street and by the pres­
ent C. & O. tracks on the east, which would now be that 
area south of the Daisy plant.

It was on this ground that I played my first games of 
baseball and it was here that I watche^ the erection of the 
great tents often the first (and to my vision at that time) the 
largest circus and menagerie that ever came to Plymouth. It 
was "Robinson’s Colossal Circus and Menagerie.”

Together with other urchins of the town I walked a long 
ways (down Canton Center road to meet this circus when 
it was coming to town from Ypsilanti with its one elephant 
and two camels tramping along the dusty road.

I have had my share of thrills in my lifetime, but there 
has never been anything like that circus. The only reason I 
did not join the circus and become a great clown was because 
nobody asked me. I wanted to badly enough, and had I not 
gotten so tired and gone to sleep while they took the main 
tent down over my head late that night, I might have joined 
up.

What made me a bit tired was the fact that it had been a 
very hot day and I carried quite a lot of water that unfor­
gettable circus day. It happened that the glorious and stu­
pendous attraction of that circus was a "mermaid,” who could 
eat, drink, smoke and chew gum under water.

- In order to do this marvelous thing, there had to be wa­
ter. In order to hold this water and give the audience full 
view of the maiden, the circus management had purchased a 
very large tank. Needless to say each day this tank had to be 
filled whh water and as Plymouth at that time was known 
as an anti-tank town, with only wells and a creek providing 
its water supply, it was up to volunteers to come forward and 
receive one ticket to the circus for each of the afternoon and 
evening performance for carrying water in pails from the 
nearest local wet spots to fill the "mermaid’s” tank.

Well, my chum then, George Kellogg and myself tog.ether 
with many other urchins of the community applied for the 
job to carry water for the "mermaid’s” tank. George and 1 
were given the assignment—that is what the circus superin­
tendent called it—to fill the tank for which we would receive 
in return one circus ticket.

We were by far the smallest and shortest of the appli­
cants—and in using the word shortest I include its financial 
meaning as well—"and we wondered for a brief while just 
why we were so lucky against so much competition from 
other larger boys. But the mystery was explained when the 
circus superintendent told us it was because we being so 
short that we would be nearer the water when we filled our 
pails, thus making our task much more comfortable and easy, 
and giving him the assurance, too, that we would be sure 
and have the tank overflowing by the time the “artist” would 
be needing it.

We had an early breakfast and shortly afterwards went 
back to the circus grounds to begin filling that tank. We were 
handed three pails, one to be carried between us and the 
other two to be carried in our other hands.

We started for the creek that crossed Main street just 
north of the present Plymouth Mail building and ran down 
the bank of the creek to about the place where the Grange 
hall now stands, where there was a good place to dip water.

I have often wondered since why either George or myself 
failed to ask how many millions of gallons of water that tank 
held but it surely must have been a million or more from 
all the water we carried that day.

Suffice it to say it was a large, very large tank and by 
going without our dinner and getting a running start each 
time on the return trip for more water, we were able to 
carry enough water to almost fill that tank in time for the 
2;30 o’clock appearance of the “mermaid.”

The young lady did her water acts in fine shape and in 
spite of all the wishes and hopes George and I had during the 
day when carrying water, she did not choke to death while 
smoking under water. The following year came Can Amberg’s 
tents to Plymouth, following these came P. T. Barnum’s 
Greatest show on earth and while I saw each one come and 
go, the tank and the mermaid never returned to haunt my 
dreams. (To be continued.)

Lam b chops are  a m an ’s 
choice frequently . And for the 
woman of the hou.se who's keep­
ing h'̂ M' eye on her food account 
she might well look to chop.s cut 
from the lam b shoulder—either 
a rm  or blade chop.s. The hom e­
m aker will often find these chops 
sevei al cents' per pound less 
than the popular loin chops.

Chops for broiling should be 
cut at least -.» inch thick. To broil, 
place the chops on the broiler 
rack so tha t  the top of 4̂ to 1- 
inch chops is 2 inches from the 
heat; 2-inch chops, 3 inches from 
heat.

Good hot biscuits can play a 
host of roles in your w in ter 
menus if you make them  d iffe r­
ent. To do this .add ingredients 
to your biscuits or cut the dough 
into une.xpected shapes.

For instance, use tomato juice 
to moisten the dough in place of 
milk. These tomato biscuits 
m ake an excellent topping for 
stews. Cheese biscuits are  a n ­
o ther  choice for serving with 
num erous casseroles. Deviled 
ham  added to the  biscuits gives 
them  hearty  proportions just 
right for w in ter  serving.

Minced parsley  added to the 
dough produces ano ther  tem p t­
ing biscuit variation. Or cut bis­
cuits with yojur doughnut cutter, 
bake them  over a meat pie. then 
tuck parsley loses in the  dough­
nut holes just before serving. If 
you like, use cook.v cu tters  to 
make various shaped biscuits. Or 
cut dough with a knife into rec­
tangles or triangles.

Rem em ber for the finest of bis­
cuits cut the  lard (4 to 6 table-- 
spoons) into the flour (2 cups 
sifted), baking powder (1 tab le ­
spoon), and salt (At teaspoon) 
m ix ture  until it has a fine even 
crumb. A dd just enough milk 
( 1 3  to cup) to m ake a soft 

dough, then tu rn  out onto a 
lightly floured surface. Knead 
the dough gently  for about 30 
.-•'econds, then pat or roll to ’g 
inch thick and cut as desired. 

rBake in a hot oven (450 F.) for 10 
to 12 minutes.

Is this principle of h igh ­
way monopoly in the  public in ­
terest?

Railroads and Trucks
The truck, companies m ake a 

profit on the ir  business ju s t  as 
the  railroads m ake a profit on 
the fre ight they carry. Railroads, 
however, build  and m aintain ' 
the ir  p r iva te  road.s. T ruck  com ­
panies, on the o ther  hand, have 
the use of the  h ighways which 
all of us build and m aintain.

I ’m not suggesting the truckers  
build the ir  own roads. I am, 
however, suggesting they  carry 
the ir  fair share  of building and 
m aintain ing the  roadbed they use. 
Pe rhaps  a per-inile  rate  m u lt i ­
plied by tonnage might be an 
equitable  basis? I know that  a 
prosition of this sort will not 
appeal to the truekers. But, I ask 
you, isn’t it so often the abuse of 
priviledge by a few whieh brings 
about r tgulation of all?

Advice Jo Truck Drivers
Many have noticed of late the 

increasing c a r e l e s s n e s s  with 
which truekers  drive. Almost any 
day. be tw een Boston and H a r t ­
ford-. for example, they roll along 
racing each other, two abreast so 
tha t  the  average motorist has to 
fight for his place on tho road. 
More than  once late ly  I ’ve been 
scared out of my wits by trucks 
failing to stop at red lights s im ­
ply because they w ere rolling so 
fast they  couldn't stop! We used 
to look upon truck  di ivors as tho 
most courteous on the road. 11 
overloading and leekle.ssness con­
tinue, the  whole industry  will 
suffer.

T ruckers ought to t ry  to reg u ­
late them selves before the state 
and federal governm ents  step in! 
In  fact, m unicipal governm ents 
may soon rule th a t  truckers  can 
use dow ntow n streets  only after 
6:00 p.m. E lim inating trucks from 
congested aiieas will be the next 
step in solving the w retched  t r a f ­
fic conditions of todav.
