IT SHOULD NOT BE REPEATED.

Right now seems a more proper time to say to The Detroit
News and The Detroit Free Press that, in bur judgment, the
news handling of that crime some weeks ago which involved
the killing of a mother and her daughter with a suspected
son as the slayer, was anything but proper. Oh yes, the arti-
cles were well written and all that, but we have especial
reference to the repeated statements made by these two pa-
pers that the suspected killer was a leader in Boy 8cout work.

Day after day, these two papers constantly made refer-
ence to the fact that the missing boy was a Scout member.

One would gain the idea by the constant reference to this
fact that maybe his Scout training had something to do with
the crime. Of course any one who knows anything about the
high ideals of the Scout movement and of the training the
boys get are aware of the fact that Scout work tends to make
ONLY for good citizenship.

But these two great metropolitan papers also know that
there are thousands of their readers who know little about
the excellence of Scout training—and these are the thousands
who might be quick to say — “There - look at that boy, and
he was a Scout. Wonder what they really do teach those
boys!”

To our way of thinking, that was a bad piece of news-
paper work on the part of these highly respected publications.
Let’s all give a little more thought to what “they” might say
as the result of distorted insinuations “they” might get out of
such constant reference to Scouts.

ANOTHER TRUMAN SCANDAL.

While reading a recent issue of Look Magazine | came
across a big headline on an inside page which read “Wash-
ington’s Next Scandal.”

It seems that that is about all you do read about from
Washington these days. But naturally like every taxpayer
one cannot help but become interested in any article with
such a heading.

And what did it reveal?

Well it seems that hundreds of thousands of our tax
dollars that are paid out to foreign countries under the Mar-
shall plan are coming right back to America and into the
pockets of scores and scores of Truman henchmen.

It’s an interesting racket and if you didn’t read the No-
vember 20 issue of Look, better go down to the library and
read it.

You will find all about how Clark Clifford who was
credited with writing many of Truman's speeches, as a law-
yer, got thousands of dollars of the tax swag that went to
some Holland outfit for “unblocking” some Netherlands
assets.

JUST LITTLE THINGS — BUT!

It is not quite possible to say how many tim one walk-
ing along Main street is asked the question, “Low do you
get to Northville?” Frequently the question is, “How do you
get to Novi?”

O hrc'-ily sv.ch question? in these days of well marked
highways and streets are not common.

But for some reason neither the city of Plymouth nor
the road commission of Wayne county has ever given any
thought to the proper marking of the corner where one must
turn to go to Northville or Novi.

We assume that it is just an oversight. It is true that
there is a sign on the left side of the street as you go north
which designates “Starkweather avenue,” but one must do
the risky thing and take his sight off the heavy traffic on
Main street to even find this sign.

Either the city or county should immediately erect a
sign on the right side of the street where the Northville
road turns off Main street at Starkweather, designating the
turn to both Northville and Novi.

While we are talking about street signs, there is an-
other designation that should be made. On the street sign
post in front of the Mayflower hotel which faces Ann Arbor
Trail, there should also be a sign reading “To Ann Arbor.” A
lot of traffic congestion due to drivers stopping or turning
to make inquiries as to which way to go could be avoided
by the proper sign designation at these two places. We are
sure that this is all due merely to oversight and it will not
take much energy to put the signs up — so let’s do it.

THERE IS BUT ONE ANSWER.

Tragic indeed have been some of the terrible automobile
accidents in Michigan during recent weeks. Not only tragic,
but deplorable—because all of them could have been pre-
vented if traffic regulations had been observed. Always most
of the victims are the innocent, those who were in no way
responsible for what happened.

Traffic officers do what they can and some judges co-
operate. To deny that there has been favoritism on the part
of some officers would be to give approval to a falsehood,
because it is common knowledge that some officers, in fact
many of them, when they catch up with some traffic violator
they happen to be friendly with, let him go without a ticket.
It is common knowledge, too, that some judge” do the same
thing.

s?A\nd there is another thing that makes rigid enforce-
ment somewhat complicated. Some traffic officers and jus-
tices have made a racket out of traffic enforcement. While
this practice has disappeared to a very great extent in Michi-
gan, there have been hints that it still does prevail in some

laces.

P Our suggestion is that we overlook what has happened in
the past and BEGIN NOW one of the most rigid enforce-
ments of ALL traffic regulations in both cities and on coun-
try thoroughfares. Arrest and PUNISH the fellow who by his
smart aleck driving endangers another driver. ARREST AND
PUT IN JAIL the fellow who runs a traffic light at high
speed, or any other speed.

We have more or less made a farce of our traffic regula-
tions. We have permitted truck drivers to hog the highways.
Frequently the speed of these giant trucks has been a threat
to all traffic on the roads.

We have come to the firm conclusion too, that our present
penalties for traffic violations are too mild. A $10 fine, a five
day jail sentence, which generally means only a day or two,
a temporary withdrawal of a legal right to drive a car are
mere slaps on the wrist.

These penalties should be increased to such an extent
that the average automobile driver will be so afraid of com-
mitting a traffic violation that he wouldn’t dare break a
traffic regulation.

Here’s a real problem for our silly-nilly Governor up in
Lansing. Here is a chance to save hundreds of youthful and
useful lives, to save millions of dollars by eliminating auto-
mobile accidents — to turn our paved thoroughfares from
rivers of blood and broken glass and twisted steel, into SAFE
thoroughfares for public travel. Will the silly chief execu-
tive of Michigan do anything about it? Of course not.

Michigan newspaper publishers again selected The
Plymouth Mail as one of the outstanding papers in the
state at their annual mid-winter convention in Lansing
last weekend. By ballot, the 450 odd publishers voted
second place in the general excellence division of the
larger weekly papers of Michigan, to The Plymouth
Mail. First place award went to the Northern Michigan
Review of Petoskey.

Michigan Press Association secretary, Gene Allman,
made the award presentation Saturday evening at the
annual All-Michigan dinner at Kellogg Center at Michi-
gan State College to Sterling Eaton who represented
The Mail at the association convention.

In 1937 The Mail was awarded a plaque by the asso-
ciation for slate wide general excellence and for the last'
several years since the resumption of the award policy
after the war The Mail has consistently been nominated
among the top five papers in the state for this qualifi-
cation.

The selections are made each year by a nominating
committee of Michigan newspapermen selecting the best
papers in each division, by size of circulation, and then
the papers are put on display at the annual convention
for final selection by the entire membership.

Awards are made on the basis of appearance, inter-
est, make-up, advertising layout and design and edi-
torial and news content.

Of general interest to business firms throughout the
state was the session at the convention devoted to the
preparation of advertising copy. With newspaper costs
soaring a formula beyond raising of rates is to be sought
which will reduce avoidable expense with the coopera-
tion of local advertisers.

Newspapers will urge local retailers to take more
pains with original copy and layout in order to avoid
costly changes after proofs have been submitted. The
policy now in operation in other states hais paid divi-
dends to advertisers as well wdiere rules ha\e been set
up requiring careful advance planning of copy. The gen-
eral policy requires additional charges for copy changes

once it has been prepared by the newspaper’s compos-
ing department.
