ONE THING CALLS FOR ANOTHER.

There is a lot of mertt in the proposals being considered
in Washington that the voters of the nation should have a
direct hand in the selection of candidates for president and
vice president. We are very much in favor of it

We favor it, with the proviso that the members of EACH
party select their own candidates. And when this responsi-
bility is given to the party members, that calls for the re-
enactment of the party enrollment law.

That means that Republicans ONLY w'ill select their
candidates and that Democrats ONLY will name their candi-
dates.

Without the enrollment law it would be possible for
Democrats to go into the Republican primary and help name
some weak-sister Republican for office and Republicans
could go into the Democratic primaries and help nominate
some unfit candidate on the Democratic ticket.

If we are to have direct primary nomination of presiden-
tial candidates by the various parties,-then by all means we
must have the party enrollment act to go along with it.

Some states now have such a law. Many others do not.
Michigan at one time had it and for various hidden motives
it was repealed. But as long as the question has again been
raised, and parties are held directly responsible for their
candidates, then let’s protect that responsibility by enacting
a national enrollment act, if and when we do pass a law pro-
viding for direct primary nomination of presidential and
vice presidential candidates.

A MOVE IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION.

Just how much chance there is for the bill to pass in
the legislature which places the primary election day in June
instead of September we do not know. But the proposal is a
good one and we hope that the legislature enacts it into Jaw.

The trouble with fall primaries has been with conflicting
interests. While the residents of the state should always have
the good of their stale and county governments at heart first,
last and all the lime, that seemingly is not the rule.

We have the wind-up of the summer vacation period,
with vast numbers of our residents away from home, thous-
ands of them out of the stale. We have mothers busy as a
bumble bee gelling the kids ready for school—and then along
with it comes the tail end of the baseball season with the
Tigers generally holding the spotlight.

These things should not matter, but they do, and seri-
ously so. We believe, too, that voters do not have sufficient
time” between mid-September and the first of November to
hear all of the candidates and to become thoroughly posted
on the issifcs of the day. A June primary will give candi-
dates plenty of time to meet the voters and voters will have
plenty of time to make up their minds as to which party
and which camiidate are the right ones to support. Yes. we
are very much in hopes that this proposed bill will eventually
become a law.

City Saves Money
on Street Signs

The city firemen, and other city
hall workers, are doing a mar-
velous job of reconditioning the
street signs throughout the city.
These signs are being'taken down
and removed to the city hall base-
ment, where they are being re-
painted, at a great savings to the
taxpayers of this community.

First, they are placed in an
acid solution, which softens the
old paint, and makes the removal
easy when a stiff brush is applied.
After the paint is off the sign,
all the dents are hammered out,
and two white coats of paint are
sprayed on the whole sign. When
this is dry, black paint is applied
with a roller, which leaves the in-
dented street names in white. The
signs arc then set to dry, and look
like a new sign.

City Manager Albert Glassford
says the city is saving a lot of
money bj' this method as a new
sign costs around $7.50, and new
posts would have to be provided
for the new signs, as they would
not fit the present ones. All this
.would be an additional expense
to the city.

By doing it the present way, a
savings of one-half, or more, is
realized, and these pre.scnt signs
are made to last a life-time, being
made of metal.

Committoa Favors
Meter Revenues for
Future Expansions

Members of the civic parking
committee feel much progress
has been made on the final solu-
tion to the local, acute parking
problem. Two meetings have been
held within the last two weeks
and many ideas are now under
di.scussion from which a definite
Iparking plan should evolve.

Outside investors, with prop-
erties in the city have indicated
their willingness to provide help
with financial details and three
offers have been made to the
committee of land to start park-
ing developments.

Robert Willoughby, of the Wil-
loughby Shoe store offered the
committee the back end of his lots
on Anc Arbor trail east of the
A & P store which join the pre-
sent city parking facilities. The
offer was to give the city free
usage of an area of about 30,000
square feet for 10 years for park-
ing developmciU, if the city’

would waive taxes on the same
| dui ing that pwiod.

The second offer w-as made by
Sterling Eaton of The Plymouth
Mai] of fi-ee usage of the property
directly behind the present Mail
building from its cinder block
cast wall to the line abutting the
Cassady property which runs
through to Penniman avenue.
This area would approximate
about 15,000 square feet which
would be and is immediately
available to the city on the same
basis of the Willoughby offer.

Roderick Cassady of the Norma
Cassady store offered an area ap-
proximating 13,000 square feet
also on the back of his property
east of The Penn Theater. This
particular piece, offered on the
same basis, joins The Mail prop-
erty and would open an area of
about 30,000 square feet in this
section which could be immedi-
ately accessible from Union
street back of the Masonic Tem-
ple.

The three parking areas, Wil-
loughby, Eaton, and Cassady
would provide area for parking
approximately 100 automobiles.

Other property owners in the
downtown area lIrave been con-
tacted on similar propositions
and there is a definite possibility
that other land may be made
available in the very near future.

The committee seems to be of
the opimon that all city lots must
be metered and that a subtantial
portion of the meter revenue loss
reasonable city expense must be
available for future parking de-
velopments if this area is to keep
pace with the heavy traffic that
it is now enjoying.

The immediate aim of the com-
miUce is to develop several areas
through out the business sections
so that the benefits can be wide
spread.

Under consideration at the pre-
sent time is the matter of hiring
someone to follow through with
the development and for that pet-
son to investigate all of the possi-
bilities and ideas that the com-
mittee may develop.

The group also is in accord on
the fact that funds must be forth-
coming from local business men,
who will also benefit by the*in-
creased parking areas.

Old Newspapers Tell of Probleids

Faced by Public In Years Gone By

What was news 128 years ago?
And what was new around the
country 89 years ago, just a few
months before Charles H. Bennett
arrived in this troubled old
world?

From two old newspapers sav-
ed by Mrs. John McLaren from
a large amount of old keepsakes
and other material she was di.s-
posing of at the home of her
mother. Mrs. Floyd Babbitt in
Northville, w-ho died recently, one
would gain the idea that there
Were pleny of troubles and prob-
lems in those days, just as tliere
are now.

One of the papers Mrs. McLar-
en left at The' Plymoutli Mail
office was named The Western
Spectator and Public Ad\ertiser.
published at Palmyra, New York.
It was the issue of December 8.
1830, back in the days wlu-n all
of the t.vpe used in printing the
paper was set by hand.

Ec-.sides several articles ck-aling
with scientific- questions, there
was apparently a hot fi,ght in New
York state over public scliool
education. The editor waiitcfl
some' one to tell a slate conven-
tion to be held in Utica what the
m'defects and c-vils were in the
pi (-sent system of common school
education?”

He wanted to know, too, wheth-
er the amount of mmu-y to be
raised by llie several towns for
the support of commkin schools
should be larger than the propor-
tion that was paid by the slate.

It appears, too, that papi-rs
uere not quite as thoughtful ol
the feelings of their rc-aders in
tlkose days as lliey are in these
times.

Tho other newspaper that Mrs.
McLaren found among Jier late
mother's belongings was The
Rochester Daily Democrat of
Rochestr-r, New York. It was the
issue of February 20, 1863. That
was during the Civil war period
and mui-h of the paper was devot-
ed to reports of events taking
place in the south.

Appaiently the editor of the
Democrat didn't agree with the
editcus of some othe.r New York
state newspapers. He referix-d to
I,\nns, N. Y., Press as “Copper-
head Deinoeratie.”

The word "copperhead” was
freel.v used the Republicans
during the la.-t vr-ars of tiie Civil
war period and for a number of

If you are the owner of one of
the older houses or buildings and
are not to happy with the exter-
ior appearance, something can be
done about it.

If you do not wish to spend the
money necessary to have the
house or building remodeled, you
ean find ways to make it more
attractive or capable of com-
manding a better rental. To a
cortain extent this can be accom-
plished by careful study of the
existing lines of the house and the
colors and te.xture of materials
used. Ingenious use of trees and
shrubs will bring out the best
effect of the color and texture and
will enhance the more pleasing
features of the front, while con-
cealing or drawing attention
away from the unattractive fea-
tures.
