School-Community Group
Points Out Area Growth

In one of the most interesting
meetings to date, the Community-
School Planning Group met last
week Wednesday evening, at the
Bird Elementary school, to dis-

cuss possible sites for a new ele-
mentary building, whicn will be

a necessity if the present popu-
lation trends continue to increase
at the same rate.

Paul M. Reid, planning analyst
for the Regional Planning Com-
mission of the Detroit Metropoli-
tan area, was present to give in-

formation as to population and in-
dustrial trends developing in the
Plymouth area.

Mr. Reid stated that industry is
spreading out from Detroit like
the fingers on a liand, and one of
those fingers is coming lowaids
Plymouth.

In 1929, the Plymouth area had
only thi-ee plants employing more
than 100 workers. In 1940, 26
plants employed 484 workers, in
1950 the expansion of the old
plants and the opening of new
plants put the total up to 41
plants employing 5.313 workers,
and it is estimated that in 1970 a
total of 24,800 will be employed in
the Plymouth township plants.

In the total Plymouth area in
1940 there were 31 plants with
1680 employers, and in 1950 there
were 141 plants employing 9,17
workers. Manufacturing employ-
ees doubled between 1940 and
1950, and it is estimated that it
will double again by 1970.

It is estimated that 677 addit-
ional acres will be needed in the
near future in Plymouth town-
ship for industrial sites.

As to the population, Plymouth
township increased from 100 to
190 percent from 1940 to 1950.
whereas the city only increased
10 percent. In 1950, Plymouth
township had 11,500 residents. It
is estimated that by 1960 this
figure w'ill reach 17,000, and by

1970 it may be approximately
24,000. One-third the incii'ase
seems to be by natural means,

while the other two-thirds is the
result of migration.

Mr. Reid certain that the mid-
dle Rouge Parkway interceptor
sewer will open up new resi-
dential areas around Plymouth.

Gerald Elston, chairman of the

new site committee reported that
there will be approximately 270
to 300 new youngsters entering
our schools next fall.

The Haggerty Highway. E. Ann
Arbor trail section seemed to
meet the approval of the group
for a future possible site.

City W ater Supply

The Association of Plymouth
Dentists has adopted a resolu-
tion that fluoridation of the City
of Plymouth water supply be un-
dertaken as soon as possible. This
resolution was presented to the
City Commission at the Monday
night meeting and has been turn-
ed over to Dr. R, R. Barber, the
city health olJficer.

Many cities are now using the
fluoridation water treatment with
positive results. In an experiment
in New York, it was found that
w'ater so treated proved much
more effective in preventing
tooth decay than untreated water.

It is reported to be highly bene-
fieial to young children in build-
ing good, sound tooth structure.

The resolution presented to the
Commission reads as follows;

"We the undersighed members
of the Association of Plymouth
Dentists hereby resolve that;

Whereas, extended research
and experience points to the ben-
efits to the teeth of growing
children resulting from the fluo-
ridation of public water supplies
and

Whereas, it is the desire of the
members of the Association of
Plymouth Dentists that the child-
ren of the City of Plymouth be

granted the benefits of this recent
research:

We hereby recommend and
urge that as soon as possible and
practical, that the fluoridation of

Sigh Removal

In order to improve the general
appearance of the city, to elimi-
nate projecting signs, and to
eventually have all flat signs
against the building, the City
Commission has instructed Al-
bert Glassfoi'd. city manager, to
remove all s’gns that have a base
between the property line and
the curb.

This policy was arrived at fol-
lowing a sfgn survey conducted
by Robert McAllister, zoning en-
forcement official. The commis-
sioners discussed the report at the
regular meeting held Monday
evening.

All signs overhanging from a
building or lot line by more than
18 inches shall be removed as
soon as possible.

A city ordinance states that no
sign shall protrude more than 18
inches from the building and lot
line.

No signs in violation of either
ordinance will be permitted by
the commission in the future.

Pej'mission to erect a sign in the
island of Church street was de-
nied at the meeting. This sign is
in violation of the terms by which
the property was purchased.

City CannotLimit
Length of Train

In a letter from the Public Ser-
vice Commission it was revealed
that there is no way that a mun-
icipality may limit the length of
a train.

The City Commission had writ-
ten the Public Service Commis-
sion in regards to the above, be-
cause the long trains have been
holding up traffic at city cross-
ings for many years. The railroad
tracks split the town in half, and
in case of an emc'rgcncy, such as
a fire, or an ambulance caU to
lower town, a long, or broken
down train, could cause a dis-
asterous delay.

The state commission said it
doesn’t seem fair to fine the train
crew, as they are not responsible
for the makeup of the longthly
trains. The only way to fine the
railroad company is to enter a
complaint and go through the
Prosecuting Attorney's ofticc for
court action. They said a bill is
now before the House of Rep-
resentatives in Lansing to in-
crease the fine against a railroad
company from $25 to $100 for a
train holding up traffie fur more
than five minutes.

Such a fine may help in making
the large railroad companies
more cooperative, in helping
settle a traffic problem that has
been before the residents of
Plymouth for some time, and is
continually getting worse.

B.P W Club Hears

Psychologist

A. N. Hilliard, psychological
councilor of Jackson prison spoke
to the members of the Business
and Professional Women’s club
Monday evening. He discus.sed
sexual deviation and gave a pic-
ture of the psychopathic person-
ality as distinct from the psycho-
tic.

Mr. Hilliard stressed the com-
plete lack of edequate psychiatric
care for sex deviates in Michigan
prisons. Typical rationalizations
of the psychopathic personality
were explained. “One out of nine
offences in the state is a sex of-
fence,” he stated.

He strongly lecommended that
state bill 69 be passed. This would
IM'ovide adequate psychiatric care
for the prison inmates and would
eliminate the hazards of parole.

Ho also recommended that the

state  should csUiblish  child i
clinics, promote betlc'r wunder-
standing by the public, parole

only wh(.*h the I'isk is pi'oved min-
imized, eliminate judges’ hostil-
ity, provide adequate psychiatric
care and faniily eounseling, and
eliminate primitave handling of
juvenile delinquency.

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Women’s Long Skirts Helped to End The Era of Wooden Sidewalks

To Keep Pigs, Cows and Horses Out of Gardens
Early Plymouth Residents Were Forced to
Build Fences Around Their Hpmes

The writer well remembers the
seemingly minor changes in our town of
yesterday that have made it the un-
usually attractive and beautiful city of
today.

As a small boy | walked the streets
of Plymouth upon the beaten paths
worn quite smooth by the tramping feet
of the men. women and children of the
community. We had no sidewalks ol
any kind, no fences and no pavements,
and if thirsty one could go down to the
town pump or go .home and let down
the old oaken bucket in the well and
"then wheel up a pailful of water.

If one was "in the moneys he could drift into Root's Drug
store and procure a "snort" of strawberry soda water. To you
w'ho have ever drank soda water, "snort" will seem the right
word.

Around 1872 the change in our civic needs began to
appear. The first sidewalk of wood construction was laid by
E. J. Penniman in front of his home on Penniman avenue. It
was soon after this when wooden sidewalks were built from
Mr. Penniman's place to Mr. Conner's store on one side of the
street only. The opposite side was mostly all farm and with
out a house and no sidewalks were needed. The only twe
buildings on the opposite side of Penniman avenue during
that period was the large wooden structure which was on the
exact spot where today stands the Penniman-Allen theatre,
and the wagon shop owned by Sam Rhone, which was located
where the Huston hardware store is now located.

This former wooden structure was at that time used as a
livery stable that was owned and run by a Washburn Bennett,
who was no relation to my family. After Mr. Bennett's death
this livery stable was sold to a fellow townsman, Ashley Per
rin, who later moved to South Bend, Indiana after selling hi;-
stable to James Parks who, in tuyn, .sold the property to the
one man in PI>'mnuth whom every one knew and one whe
knew practically everybody in Wayne county — none othei
than Harry Robinson. (1 must hal'e fallen off that board side-
walk at Conner’s corner, now back to the sidewalk subject.)

The sidewalk from Conner's store, continued on up Main
street, on the left side of the street only, until at last it was
built as far north as the present Jcjhn McLaren and Son eleva-
tor. This good work continued over a number of years and it
wasn’t long before th.ere were wooden sidewalks on every
well traveled street in Plymouth.

One ne.xt community inmn’ation was to install fences
around our houses and lots. A large number of fine gardens
were appearing in town along about this time as well as a
large number of stray, also well known, animals were walk-
ing our streets without restraint—meaning that many cows
whose owners did not belie\'e in gardening, were reaping

through the aid of their cow.s the cabbages and sweet corn
they had not .sown. *

There being no other recourse, the inwardly incensed but
outwardly common sensed garden-minded citizens began
building fences that completely surrounded their property.
The neighbor or neighbors wh.o were cow owners were thus
placed on the spot and to save face, they too began to fence
their town lots., In a short time nearly every lot in town that
had a house on it also had a fence around it. These fences re-
mained until Plymouth became a village large enough to
have a village council. One of the early ordinances passed by
the village council made it unlawful for owners to permit
their horses, cows or hogs to browse along the streets of our
village.

About this time in our history the wooden sidewalks ol
.he late seventies and early eighties began to disintegrate
ind go the way of all sidewalks. Without a doubt the weather
Tad most to do with the passing (d’the woorlen walks, but the
date of minds of many of our citizcivs who stubbed their toes
jn the thousands of nails with which the boards were nailed
to the two by four scantlings, might alst) have entered the
picture—as well as the long style drosses worn by the women
of that day.

r The savage ire that flamed in the eye of the average man
who stumbled over one of those rusty nails that utterly re-
fused to stay put where it belonged, coulri not be imagined.
One would have to see him in order to understand. Usually
his first move was to sit down on the edge of the sidewalk if
he was not already down, and rub the stubbed toe. The second
move was to replace the boot or shoe on his foot, if it was re-
placeable. This accomplished, lie would then take a firm grip
on the offending board or plank through which the rusty nail
had risen to outrage his dignity. Tearing the board from its
place in the walk, he would break it in two, or failing in that,
he would cast said bSard as far as his strength enabled him.

This show of tc™nper should ha\'c suffered, but, sad to
relate, in most instances the wvictim used language which
could not be printed in this neu'spaper—considering the fact
that it is printed on paper and not asbestos.

Add to this sort of thing the sight of a perfect lady of our
village walking swiftly along the sidewalk upon an urgent
errand, and then having her long flowing skirt catch upon a
nail in the old sidewalkl

In the twinkle of an eye, you have a picture of a very
angry lady disclosing to curious eyes (and they “vere seem-
ingly always around) the lady's under pinnings that, up to
that moment, had never before been witnessed by the passing
public.

Am | joking? I am not. for in those days it was the fashion
for women to wear dresses that were long enough to sweep
the sidewalks, and a rusty, protruding nail always seemed to
be sticking up out of the sidewalks as a lady came walking
down the street, the nail and the skirt providing merely an-
other incident of the day.

The wooden sidewalks of our village might have been
rebuilt of boards at that time if the present style of women’s
dresses had been in vogue.

Even though butter and eggs have gone up, they are still
low in comparison with tlie ay women’s dresses have gone
up in this year of 19.>2. It appe;irs that no woman is in style
unless when sitting down she can show an entrancing dimple
on each knee.

With our wooden sidewalks fast becoming obsolete be-
cause of the reasons mentioned, new ones had to be built to
take their place. Thus about the years of 1891 to 1895. a new
era in sidewalk building in our village began to develop.
When a wooden sidewalk was torn up it was replaced by a
cement walk, as a cement walk would last longer than one
built of wood, and it would cost less.

The first cement to arr:\(> in this country came from
Germany, carried here very cheaply as a balla.st in ships ar-
riving at our Eastei-n seaports and then shipped by rail to
cities in the midwest.

The first shipment of German cement was brought to De-

troit by a wholesale contractor by the name of Dyckerhapf.
who in turn sold large ciuantitics to L. C. Hough & Son, who
at that time wei'e conducting the business of the Plymouth
Elevator. The first shipment purchased bv them was used in
the building of cement walks by E. C. Leach, W. O. Allen.
T. C. Sherwood and L. C. Hough, all having adjoining lots
along the westerly side of North Main street.

These walks remained in perfect condition for over fifty
years. The cost in building was 25 cents per square foot. The
information pertaining to the costs was given to me by Ed-

ward C. Hough. It makes m> eyes and mouth water even to
think about it.

Plentiful in1 952

Practically all homemakers use
dry onions year around to add
;flavor and variety to their foods.
ABuying onions in HI or 25 pound
1bags is the most economical way
Ifor average home use.

Most homemakers can provide
a cool, dry place away from other
foods for the stoiage of a 10-
pound bag. Onions keep well with
di'3, cool storage. Waste and loss
lesult from decay and root
growth if they’re stored in a
aamp place.

Michigan produces mr.inly the
Globe varieties of onions, close to
4 million 50 pound sacks in 1951.
The yellow Globe varieties are
sweet, mild onions that are des-
irable foi' stews or general cook-
ing. The white varieties are very
mild and theiefore more popular
lor salads and sandwiches. The
deep red Globe varieties are
much stronger in flavor.

Select onions with skins that
are clean, dry and brittle, Use
them in salads, soups, stews, with
meats, as poultry seasoning, with
other vegetables, or as a vege-
table by themselves, either but-
tered, creamed or fried.

Most of the objectionable odor
from cooking onions can be avoid-
ed by not overcooking. Cooking
quickly in a small amount of
water al.H) helps preseivo min-
erals and vitamins.

With a slightly above average
supply of onions in Michigan and
the other late onion produc-
ing states, a good supply is assur-
ed for homemakers at reasonable
prices.

Thousands of potential
winners have quit dismally— or
failed even to start— because ob-
sessed by the Dollar Delusion.
They think only of going to their
Bank, instead of their Church,
for the needed “Capital.” Abra-
ham Lincoln, | believe, was the
keen observer who noted that
"God must ivave loved the com-
mon people, because He made
so many of them.” In all rever-
ence. may we conclude that the
preponderance of smaller con-
cerns is testimony to their endur-
ing importance 5afnd perpetuity.
