A new, m odern  l ib ra ry  is in 
prospect for P lym outh  in the 
near  future. W ithin a period of 
five years, since the Dunning lib­
ra ry  was transfei ied over to the 
city, the  c irculation has increased 
to such an extent, that  an  e x ­
pansion program  has become nec­
essary. Construction will begin 
this sum m er on the rea r  portion 
of a new building. This new add i­
tion will be ad jacent to the  p re ­
sent building. Eventually  the  old 
building will be replaced by the 
r e m a in d t r  of the new s truc tu re  
w hen m ore funds become ava il­
able.

Mrs. Ada M urray  says tha t  the 
c irculation has nearly  doubled 
since the lib rary  was moved, 
from across the street, to its p re ­
sent location in 1945. At tha t  
time the c irculation was 48,814. In 
1947, w hen  Mrs. Bessie Dunning 
purchased the building and gave 
it to the  city, the  circulation had 
jum ped  to 71,848, and the pi'c- 
sent c irculation is 92,768.

Mrs. M urray  states tha t  this 
trem endous increase has made

the present building inadequate  
to local needs. The im m ediate 
need is for new rooms for books, 
a new  heating plant, and m odern  
lavatory facilities.

The lib rary  fund now contains 
$16,000, and this figure is expect­
ed to reach $20,000 by this su m ­
mer. P resen t plans call for a 
rnodern, beau tifu l  new s truc tu re  
when completed.

The plans d raw n  up by B yron  
Becker, have been approved  by 
the City Commission, and  the  
W ayne County L ib ra ry  Com m is­
sion. The City Commission has 
lequested  City Manager, A lbert  
Glassford, to obtain inform ation 
in regards to mechanical insta l­
lations, estimates of cost to con­
s truct the rea r  portion, and the  
es tim ated  cost of the  proposed 
fu tu re  rep lacem ent of the p re ­
sent building.

This new portion will help a l­
leviate the  p iesen t crowded con­
ditions until the  rem ain ing  unit  
can be completed. When all  this 
is realized, P lym outh  will be able 
to boast of one of the  finest com ­
m unity  libraries  in the  state.

For a tim e a few years  back an 
effort was m ade to provide a sa t­
isfactory service betw een P ly m ­
outh  and Detroit bu t the effort 
d idn 't  last long.

A hospital for this area  moved 
a step closer M onday night w hen 
the efforts of the  P lym ou th  W o­
m an’s Club w ere  jo ined  with the 
present C ham ber of Commerce 
Hospital Committee.

WEEKLY SERMONETTE
The M eaning of Lent

Yesterday, C a t h o l i c  priests 
th roughout the  world m arked  the 
foreheads of the  faithfu l with a 
cross of ashes as they  said to 
each :^ ‘Rem em ber, man. th a t  thou 
art  dust, and unto dust thou shall 
return ."

Rem inding m an of the  m u tab il­
ity of his hum an  nature , as the 
words ju s t  quoted do, would 
•scai'ccly seem to be the way to 
encourage a m an  to lead a  be tte r  
life— if that weie all. But. of 
jourse, it is not all— there  is the 
Cross!

The Cross is the central, indeed 
.he most im portant, m atte r  of all; 
and every th ing  in Lent, directly  
or indirectly, should point t o ^ .

Lent is the  period' of 40 days 
from Ash W ednesday to Holy 
Sa tu rday  (excluding Sundays) in 
.vhich we p repa ie  fur the  passion, 
ieath and resurrection of Our 
Lord by penitence, p rayer  and 
lasting. Forty is the num ber  of 
days of the Flood, of years  of the 
[.'laelites’ wandering, ol the days 
jf the  fast of Elias, of Moses on 
Sir.ai and of Our Lord in the des- 
■'11.

Following the  thought of a fa ­
mous. poet, thb wi. '̂h is often e.\- 
pressed that one might have the 
giJt of seeing himself as others 
'ce  him. How much better  it 
would be if we could see our.sel- 
vcs. as God sees us I We can fool 
our relatives, our friends, our 
neighbors, our admirers, we can 
even fool ourselves, but we can ­
not fool God— and what He 
th inks of us is the only thing that 
matters. Lent gives us an oppor­
tunity  to dwell on that!

W hat is more pitiable, m ore i 
tragic, than  the smugne.ss of some 
nouveau liche on whom fortune 
has, for a passing moment, sm il­
ed? W ith his thoughts  fixed on 
worldly comforts and honors, he 
revels in the en jo j’inent of power 
and popularity  and  finds his 
greatest satisfaction in the  envy 
of o ther  men. How he loves to 
talk  about greatness! But does he 
know' what greatness really  is? 
W hen Massillon preached his 
famous sermon at the  funeral of 
Louis XI'V, he had no fear of of­
fending the grea t m onarch when 
he rem inded the crowded ca th ­
edral that  "only God is grea t.’’

It was not without pui pose that 
Jesus reserved until Flis last day 
in the  tem ple His scathing rebuke 
of hypocrisy. There  was nothing 
gentle about it, Jesus  was vehe­
ment: “Woe upon you, scribes 
and Parisees, you hypocrites tha t  
swallow up the  property  of w id ­
ows, under  cover of your long

prayer.'-; your sentence will bo all 
the heavier for that" ;  "woe upon 
you, scribes and Pharisees, you ' 
hypocrites th a t  will aw ard to God ! 
His title— and have forgotten  - 
the weightier  com m andm ents of 
the law, justice, mercy and hon ­
our” ; ‘'Serpents  tiiat your are, 
brood of vipers, how should you 
escape from the aw ard of hell?” | 

Jc.sus knew w here  He \yas go­
ing— but did they know w h e r e  ; 
(hey were going? He was on His ' 
w ay  to Calvary. And that  brings | 
us back to the  Cross. He. the King. I 
was not shrinking  from that  
Cross. He eagerly sought it that 
we, the  slime of the  earth , s in ­
ners all. selfish, cruel and arro- 
iiunt. may escape re tr ibu tion  if 
We will but tu rn  to it. |

Lent, but every day of the  year, 
the Catholic Church raises high 
the figure of tin* dying Jesus— His ' 
majestic brow crowned with 
thorns. Hi.s eyes blinded with 
blood. His tongue parcheef. His , 
sacred hands and feet nqiled.

Heckler” Who Opposed Building 
o f Water System, Got Good Soaking

By Charles H. Bennett
His Uniortunate Bet That Water System 

Would Fail Led to Incident Long 
Talked About in Days Gone by

It was along in the late months of 
the year 1891 when the citizens of 
Plymouth began to tire of the old oaken 
bucket and of leading old Dobbin down 
to the creek for a drink of water twice 
or three times every day. So they began 
to plead with the village council to take 
some steps of finding means to secure 
an adequate supply of pure drinking 
water for present and future use.

Thus it was that in 1892 a citizens’ 
committee was formed to consider the 
matter and if possible to find a flowing 

 ̂spring with enough water to supply the needs of our com­
munity.

My father, L. H. Bennett, was asked to head this com- 
^nJHtee. 'Immediately a long and careful search was begun. 
Ewntually a large and healthful spring of water was lo­
cated and' finally chosen by this committee as a source of a 
water supply for the village. An option to purchase the prop­
erty on which the spring was located was secured by the 
committee.

In 1892 Plymouth citizens voted a bond issue for the pur­
pose of purchasing the beautiful spring of water located on 
the Beck road some four miles northwest of the village and 
to provide funds for laying a water main from the springs to 
Plyrnimth. The laying'of the water mains was started that 
same year and the work was finished in late 1893.

Ju^ a few days before the work was finished and the 
water ready to turn on, Plymouth had the most disasterous 
fire in Its history. This fire wiped out most of the business 
block on Main kreet between Penniman avenue and Ann 
Arbor trail.

' There were many disgruntled taxpayers who predicted 
that the engineers hired by the village to look after the con- 
structipli of our water supply system were “plumb crazy.” 
These;‘'d taxpayers” knew, they said, that no water would
ever climb the hills that must be climbed before it could 
reach-Plymouth.

These "crepe hangers” as they were called at the time, 
had a* real surprise awaiting them.

The day the water was finally turned on, my father, wl^o 
had held his job without any compensation whatsoever ex­
cept tJhe constant jibes of these fellow citizens “who knew” 
that \«^er from the spring on Beck road would never reach 
P ly m ^ h , was allowed to hold the fire hose as the water 
was turned into the mains for the first time.

Well wishers and "crepe hangers” stood about. One of 
Dad's hecklers who had fought the building of a water sys­
tem. was noisier than he had been at any time since there 
was first talk about getting a water supply for Plymouth.

As the crowd waited, he offered to make a bet of ten dol­
lars that he could stand on the roof of Conner’s store and 
that no stream of water from the hose could reach him. His 
bet was immediately covered by one of the boosters for the 
water system.

At the fateful time, Mr. “Heckler” climbed to the roof 
of the store. My Dad held the nozzle of the hose. As he did 
so, he directed it right towards the heckler standing on the 

,»roof. Then the first hydrant was opened.
' The stream of water proved to be a powerful one and it 

was well aimed. It, hit the heckler directly and all but swept 
him off his feet and down the roof into the street.

The crowd that had gathered had the fun of witnessing 
a thoroughly soaked^citizen of our village climb slowly down 
the ladder from which he had ascended to the roof, with a 
stream of cold water from the hydrant playing upon him 
until he reached the street. My guess is—that he was a 
sadder and wiser man.

When I think of that good drinking water we had back, in 
1893 I sometimes wish our city had not outgrown the Beck 
road spring that in the beginning furnished us with all of our 
water.

T he  spring and land tha t  they recom mended be purchased at th a t  
t im e, has been developed into a w ater  p lant th a t  engineers  say will 
provide a sufTieient w ater  supply for a city of 40,000 to 50,000 peo­
ple. The w ater  no lon.ger comes from the old spring, bu t wells on 

. th e  city's "w ater  farm," purchased in 1.892, provide an amazing flow 
* of good water. The spring mentioned in Mr. B enne tt’s article was 

close to the side of Reck road, and up to a few years  ago before the  
adven t of gravel pit operations bea rby , w ater  still stood in  the  
spring, clear as a crystal.

Prunes are  sola a.s ex tra  large, 
large, m edium and small. While 
there a ie  more seeds in the  small 
sized prunes, they  are  usually  
more economical than  the ex tra  
large sizes. The m edium  size 
usually is the best buy consid­
ering the am ount of p rune  m eat 
per pound. One pound of whole 
dried prunes will give 2-'*'4 cups 
ol a ried  prunes  or 3 2/3 cups of 
cooked prunes.

Raisins are  sold e ither as 
seeded or seedless. The common 
sized package contains 15 ounces 
and yields about th ree  cups. The 
lai ger sized 2-pound packages are 
usually a betted buy price-wise 
and the quality  is essentially the 
-ame.

Dried figs, peaches and pears 
ai'i' gnocl buys in compaiason to 
the canned fruit but are more 
e.\peiisive tlian cithei' raisins or 
piiii'es. Dried peaches and pears 
are sometimes t rea ted  with su l­
phur tn im proveItheir  appearance 
and kdl t)rganLsms that  might 
cause spoilage. . This t rea tm en t  
h;is not been tounu to have any 
harmful effect on hum an health  
l)ut the wurd.s "su lphur d ioxide” 
must appear  on the label.

Keep dried fruits  sealed in their  
packages or in an  a ir- tigh t  con­
tainer. They will keep at room 
tem pera tu re  for a short time. 
Duting  humid, hot w ea the r  dried 
fruits will be less apt to mold 
it they  are  kept in the  re fr ig ­
erator.

For ki'cn family appetites plan 
a beef brisket dinner. Allow the 
meat to slowly s im m er on top of 
the range, then add vegetables 
tor a one-dish meal.

P ie p a re  beef brisket by the 
same cookery m ethod as a stew; 
that  is. completely cover the 
meat with water, then place a 
cover on the utensil an d  allow 
It to cook slowly allowing about 
one hour per pound. Fur the 
ene-dish d inner  add such vege- 
tahh 's  as sweet potatoes, cab­
bage. carrots, onions or potatoes. 
When cooked, remove the meat 
and vegetables to a chop plate. 
Slice the  brisket across the  grain 
and complete the  menu w ith  an 
01 ange - g rapefru it  salad, corn 
sticks, baked pears and beverage.

To vary p repara tion , braise 
the beef brisked. Dredge the
brisket with a m ix tu re  of flour, 
salt, pepper and paprika. Browm 
the m eat slowly in lard, then
add one cup of water, cover
closely and cook slowly for an 
hour per pound or until tender; 
Make g ravy  with the drippings.

Prewar Siiualion
Prio r  to 1940, the  region was 

almost entirely  dependent for its 
pi'osperify on selling its raw  
materials. Its products w ere m ost­
ly shipped eastw ard  in a raw- 
s ta te  for processing and d is tr i ­
bution to m oie profitable  mass 
m aikets .

H eie  was an im portan t lu m ­
ber district, but all its lum ber 
was shipped East in the raw  state. 
Rich northw est  farm  lands sup ­
plied a lai'ge part  <jf A m erica’s 
fru it  and grain, bu t often at a 
lo. '̂s. Copper zinc, lead, silver, 
gold and  antim ony w ere  scooped 
from its mines and shipped else­
w here for refining and fabrica t­
ing. Fishing, especially for .sal­
mon, was big business. But, m an ­
ufacturing industries w ere badly 
needed for lasting strength.

Warlime Experience
Expansion to t  \'.-ar needs s t im u­

lated m anufactu ring  industiies  
lemporaril.v. A ircraft lac tones  
m ushroom ed overnight. A fu ll­
blown a lum inum  industry  sprang 
up, and there  was a new p lu ton ­
ium plant at Hanford. Ferroalloy 
and fither electro-procxxss w ar in­
dustries  were' s tarted . Huge pow ­
er requirem ents  pushed ahead 
hydro-util ity  construc-tion. P opu ­
lation g row th  kept p.ace with in ­
dustria l  expansion. People rushed 
in from adjoining sections to get 
employment. There could have 
been a very bad s lu m p 'w h e n  the 
w ar ended.

There  were no establl.^hed 
peacelinu' products or m arke ts  to 
'.\’hieh the industries and w orkers 
could return.

Labor today is even 
scarce in some lines and net mig-l' 
ration into the area  has continued 
high.

Postwar Events
Aided by extensive  research 

and these few businessmen, their  
raw  m ateria ls are  now going into 
finished goods. P rew ar,  no a lu ­
minum  was produced in the  P a ­
cific Northwest; today nearly  
half of all our a lum inum  comes 
from this area. Food processing 
has been em phasized to take  ad ­
vantage of the a re a ’s growing o u t­
put of agricu ltura l products. Its 
hustling businessmen arc m aking 
it the  center of the  new frozen 
foods industry. They a ie  s ta r t ­
ing new flour mills, new canning 
plants, and o ther  industries  to 
employ nearly  twic-e as m any 
w orkers as in p rew ar  1939. This 
proves again tha t  every  com m un­
ity depends upon the ability and 
courage of about 5 percent of its 
people.

F u rn itu re  production has be­
come a big indusV'.v utilizing the 
regions lum ber resources. Paper 
and pulp industries have ex p an d ­
ed 50 percent since 1940, while 
the chemical industry  is being 
doubled. O ther  industries  have 
been induced to move into the re­
gion to decentralize  operations, 
and be closer to raw  m aterial 
supplies. Electric power output, 
despite  trem endous growth, is 
being fu r the r  increased.

Important Lesson
New stores, laundries, filling 

stations . and res tau ran ts  have 
been financed by forw ard  looking 
citizens before they  w ere really 
needed. This has all occurred in 
an area  which seemed on the 
brink of a depression only some 
five years  ago. Don’t lot any com ­
m unity, w here this colum n is 
printed, get discouraged under 
any conditions.

No one exam inging the s i tua ­
tion in 1947 would have been 
willing to forecast such a rate  of 
growth. Today, similarly. 'Ih e re  
a re  o ther  regions, as v.X'l! as in ­
ventions and ideas, which stand 
on the threslioid of most rapid 
growth. Our fron tie rs  never 
really pass; the experience of the 
Pacific Nortiiwi'st shows that  the 
brightest opportunities  often lie 
w here  the prospects seem least 
promising.

First President

It 
was W ashington's devotion to his 
b ro the r  Lawrence, who died of 
tuberculosis, which led to his in- 
heritane-e of Mt. Vernon, the 
home of W ashington du r ing  most 
of his lifetime. His leadership 
welded j^ito a fightipg unit  a 
leaderless mob tha t  defied the 
ty ia n n y  of an English king, tha t  
finaTl y  resulted in A m erican f re e ­
dom, said Dr. Hobart. '  .

Russell Isbist^r of the 
P lym outh  public schools, who had  
invited Dr. Hobart to speak be- 
foie the high school assembly 
Friday, also introduced him to 
the R otary  club. P ies iden t  David 
M ather expressed to the speaker 
the c lub’s appreciation of his 
time as well as patroitic address.
