were pleased to read last week of the recommenda­

tions that had been made by the parking committee of the 
Chamber of Commerce to the-city commission, which set 

I forth the e.xcellent ideas of a group of business men who 
f  have given much of their time and effort to bring about a 
' solution of the parking problem.

We were ELATED when advised that the city commis­
sion without one single objecting vote, approved of the park­
ing committee recommendation that a parking area fund be 
set up in the city budget and that parking meter money here­
after go into that fund. That’s GOOD SENSE — and a long, 
long step in the right direction.

May The Plymouth Mail now suggest that the city take 
immediate steps to enlarge our central parking area by pur­
chasing ALL the property lying between the western boun­
dary of the parking lot right up to Harvey street—and all' 
the land lying south of the alley now being used as an outlet 
for the present parking area. We do not suggest the purchase 
of property facing either Penniman avenue or Ann Arbor 
trail, but we do suggest that the purchase include the Bron­
son property as well as the three or four houses along the 
east side of Harvey street.

This step, if taken, will more than double the present 
capacity of the Central parking area. It will give parking 
relief to other parts of the city, for the present at least.

It was the suggestion of The Plymouth Mail way back 
years ago that the vacant lots back of the stores on Main 
street and Penniman avenue be converted into a parking area. 
It was through the untiring effort of Charles Bennett who 
successfully induced some hesitant property owners to sign 
off bits of their property which extended across the alleyway 
and into the proposed parking space.

That wasn’t an easy job back some 18 or 20 years agOf 
but it was accomplished—and it WAS the Chamber of Com­
merce with Mr. Bennett’s help that gave unlimited support 
to the effort.

The proposal of The Plymouth Mail for the doubling of 
the size of this central parking area is* as important as was 
the first step taken in the creation of this area—but as we see- 
it the stumbling blocks will be no where near as difficult to 
surmount as they were in the beginning.

While they  have  no 
m ore idea of how the  fire  s ta r ted  
than  a ppa ren tly  do the  investi­
gators w orking  on the case, they 
frank ly  express the  prevailing  
sen tim ent th a t  it is impossible for 
them  to unders tand  how  the  fire 
s ta r ted  so sudden ly  unless it was 
set.

While the  Ford  com pany m ain ­
tains a close w atch  of the  p ro p ­
erty  both night and day, it is s ta t ­
ed th a t  the  incom pletcd buildings 
arc  not ye t  lighted and  th a t  a f te r  
nightfall, the  intense cfarkness 
w ith in  the build ings would p r e ­
vent any one from  seeing ano ther  
person even though  they  m ight 
be but a f e w 'fe e t  apart.

The Livonia fire d ep a r tm en t  
received the  first calj to  the  b laz­
ing building. T h a t  wjas ju s t  a  few 
m inutes before 9 o’clock F r iday  
night. Alm ost ins tan tly  it  was 
realized th a t  all the  help  possible 
to get would be needed. I t  was 
then  tha t  the  P lym outh  city fire  
departm en t, the  P lym ou th  to w n ­
ship, DcHoCo, and Redford  to w n ­
ship f irem en w ere  called to help 
ba tt le  the  flames.

Im m edia te ly  following the  e x ­
plosion seemingly the  en tire  
building th a t  was nea r ly  com ­
p leted  on the  southw est section, 
was in flames. By m idnight these 
small fire fighting units  had 
checked the advance of the  
flames, using hand fire  ex tin g ­
uishers and two hose lines.

Not only did the speaker  point 
ju t  th(' various steps his o rgan i­
zation hopes to take  in bringing 
about im provem ents in our court 
practices, but he reviewed briefly 
much 01 the work being accom ­
plished by the law yers  .of Michi­
gan in setting  their  own house 
in order and to term ina te  .some 
of the  ju st  or un just  criticism tha t  
.has been hurled  at m em bers of 
the bar.

He emphasised strongly one of 
the aims of Michigan law yers  in 
which they  hope to be able to 
provide people who are  unable 
to h ire law yers whth free legal 
.service.

“One would be amazed to know 
how m uch free legal service is at 
p resent given to those who are 
unable to enrgage lawyers. We 
hope through steps we a re  taking 
to be able to ex tend  this service 
0 all of the  deserving people of 

ichigan who m ay at some time 
find the need of legal service, 
bu t which they are  unable  to 
provide." he said. P resident 
Dobbs is giving nearly  all of his 
■ ime at p resent to the  affairs of 
the  Bar Association.

"Only one half of the  tu rkeys  
eaten in the  s ta te  of Michigan 
w ere raised in the  state  during  
1951,” stated William Aho, pou l­
try  expiert from  Michigan State  
College. Mr. Aho was one of the 
main speakers  at the  annual 
“T urkey  roundup” held at the 
M ayflower hotel on Tuesday, 
F eb ruary  28.

"T he  num ber  of tu rkeys  p ro ­
duced in Michigan du ring  1952 
-hould increase nine percent. This 
increase still will not care for the 
needs of the  residents of M ich­
igan,” he continued.

The m ain  problem  of Michigan 
tu rk ey  raisers is m arke ting  the 
birds. M any raisers  delay taking 
the tu rkeys  to m arke t  hoping 
^hat the  price will go up if they 
wait a day or so. Instead of in-

Ralph Dower, m anager  of the  
poultry  depa rtm en t  of Kasco 
ijdills, Inc., listed the m ain points 
tor tu rkey  grow'ei'S to rem em ber 
in o rder to raise be tte r  tu rkeys 
at less cost to themselves. Among 
the items li.sted w ere good poults, 

^proper feeding, good sanitation, 
protection from disease, and 
early  m arke tab le  birds.

Both Mr. Dower and Mr. Aho 
stressed the fact th a t  too m any 
growers w ere relying on drugs to 
keep the tu rkeys  healthy  and not 
following the necessary san ita ­
tion and cleanliness proceedings. 
They also rem arked  upon the fact 
th a t  most birds sold in the  stores 
now w ere  packed oven ready

A film showing tu rk ev  broiler 
raising in the  Shenandoah Valley 
was presented. These broilers are 
the smaller tu rkeys, commonly 
called oven birds. There  a re  not 
m any b^oilers raised in Michigan.

N aturally, he v isited  a navy doctor, who listened to his sym p­
tom s sym pathetically  and exam ined his eyes wdth all the com pli­
cated instrum ents the navy had to offer. At the 
end of the exam ination, the doctor told him  quite 
firm ly that there w as absolutely nothing wrong  
w ith  his eyes. But he did not believe the doctor.
A fter all, he knew  his ow’n eyes.

Shortly after, he w'as transferred to Chicago, 
w here fear and worry follow ed him. 'While there, 
he w ent to see a navy doctor. As fate would have  
it, it w as the very sam e doctor who exam ined him  
in Norfolk. A fter scciifg his records, the doctor 
said, ‘Young m an, I told you in Norfolk that there 
was nothing w rong w ith your eyes, and I do not 
w ant you chasing m e all over the country w ith  
your assinine ideas.”

N ow  his fears w ere doubled. He knew  his sight w as failing, 
and on top of this, he could get no reliable m edical aid.

Around this tim e, he happened to run across an article in a 
m agazine w hich told of a man who w as alm ost totally  blind. He 
devised several eye exercises whereby his vision w as restored to 
normal. He im m ediately tried these exercises and soon forgot all 
about his eye troubles.

He realizes now  the doctor w as right, that there w as nothing  
wrong w ith his eyes.

How An Alert Village President of Years Ago 

Tested a  Paving Brick That Has 
Lasted for More Than 44 Years

Whilc^there were many arguments 

and some bitterness felt over the water­
works question, as it was called back in 
1892 or thereabouts, it was but a minor 
exchange of pleasantries as compared 
with the most controversial and highly 
charged battle of words, opinions, and in 
one case of actual fist-cuffs that all but 
tore our fair city of today apart back in 
the year of 1908.

All of this bitterness and excite­
ment was over the laying of the present 
brick pavement on Main street. This 

pavement was laid from the corner of Ann Arbor Trail to the 
east side of Mill street, a distance of six or seven blocks.

My younger brother. Fred F. Bennett, happened to have 
been our village president when this paving question came 
up. Jdst as my father was strongly in favor of the so-called 
waterworks project, just so was brother Fred in favor of pav 
ing Main street. And why not? It certainly needed to be 
paved.

Let me say h^re that I have witnessed a sea of mud di­
rectly in front of what is in this year of 1952 known as the 
Veterans Memorial building at 178 No.rth Main street, so deep 
that a span of large horses drawing an tignpty high-box farm 
wagon were stalled in the mud and wei*e unable to move 
until the driver received help from another* pair of horses 
hitched onto the wagc)n's pole in front of the team that was 
stuck in the mud.

This scene was not an unusual one in the old days. A 
similar scene could have been witnessed in another sea of 
mud that for years was to be found directly in front of Mi. 
Conner's store, now occupied by the Norma Cassady Dress 
Shop. These scenes usually occurred twice each year, due to 
the spring and fall rams.

The spring rains never failed to carry away the wooden 
bridge that spanned Tonquish creek, which ran directly in 
front of where Peterson's drug store on Ann Arbor Trail is 
now located. I have known the very few residents who at 
that time^ lived on Ann Arbor trail, to be compelled to take 
a long roundabout way to reach their homes after one of 
these spring rains. It usually required two or three days, and 
four times that number of horses, to haul that wooden bridge 
back into the place from which the stream had carried it. 
The bridge usually landed up about where the creek goes 
undr South Main street next to the Pursell store.

This annual hunt for the Ann Arbor trail bridge should 
not be confused or compared with the bridge games as now 
played by the ladies of our fair city. TKe difference is quite 
obviSus. The first was a test of strength of those who partici­
pated. The latter—so I have been advised—is purely a test of 
tempers. Enough advertising for Ann Arbor trail—let’s re­
turn to Main street.

It is my understanding that the'hue and cry that went 
up from many residents of Main street when the paving con­
tract was really signed, was not so much on account of an 
assessment or an increase of taxes, but it was because Main 
street had to be level, and to level the street meant cutting 
down on its high spots, which in doing, meant an unusually 
•st^p grade on the northwest side of the street, from the 
Plymouth high s ĉhool corner, with a few' exceptions, to Mill 
street.

In many cases this made it very hard and disagreeable 
for some residents to navigate automobiles up these grades 
to their driveways. In fact it was f<mnd impossible to do so 
for the entire distance from the Ernest Allison Chevrolet 
garage to Mill street. If you think all of the residents living 
on Main street in 1908 were happy over the prospect of hav­
ing the street paved you have another guess coming.

The greatest objector to the paving project was one 
Seneca Everett, well known to his fellow townsmen as “Sin.'’ 
Whether or not this nickname was deserved is not for me to 
judge, but on the paving of Main street, he certainly acted 
the part. At the time he lived in a large house on the north- 
w’est corner of Starkw'eather and Main street and the cutting 
do^’n of Main street left ’‘Sin's" house so high that a tractor 
w'ould hardly have been able to pull an automobile up a drive­
way to his door.

This fact might have stirred sin in a milder citizen but in 
Mr. Everett, it reached his “top” and boiled over. While he 
was the "chief boiler" he was far from being the only one. 
Those who refrained from “boiling" did not fail to do a pretty 
good job of "simmering" almost constantly.

Brother Fred was, w'ithout a doubt, the most unpopular 
man in Plymouth during his regime as president of the vil­
lage. All of this disturbance kept Fred on his toes and he 
became determined that at least a pavement would be paved 
with which the village—including the “boiling citizens”— 
could find no fault.

At this period in our history F. F. Bennett was acting as 
the plant superintendent of the Daisy Manufacturing Com­
pany. And m this same year William (“Bill" to his friends) 
Taylor, nou- head of the Taylor & Blyton store, was also an 
employee of the Daisy Manufacturing Company.

The following words are Mr. Taylor's own as regards to 
the care taken by F. F. Bennett to secure the best of ma­
terials on the market at that time in order to be certain that 
a least he would not be burned at the stake for putting down 
an inferior pavement. Mr. Taylor says;

“They wanted to buy the best brick available for the 
purpose and Mr. Bennett, the village president,, had several 
brick manufacturers put in their proposals with samples of 
the brick.

“Village President Bennett came into the Daisy Manufac­
turing Company's engine rooni carrying six gatlYanized pails 
and the samples of the brick, all numbered. He had each pail 
numbered as well. Then he left instructions to fill the pails 
with water of 70 degrees temperature, and weigh each brick 
to the exact ounce and then put the bricks in the pails of 
water—keeping a record of the time and weight. Each brick 
was left in the water exactly 24 hours, and then taken out and 
weighed again, with a record of the weight being kept the 
same as before they were placed in the pails. After doing this 
test for several times, the village purchased the brick that 
absorbed the least amount of water. When a car load of brick 
was delivered, samples were again taken from the car and the 
same test was made again to make sure that the brick were 
like the sample that came with the proposal. Several car 
loads were returned."

- -With the exception of the patching of the M»in street 
p i w g ,  which was dime with cement instead of brick When 
the street car tracks were removed, our pavir^ is not too bad 
C (^dering the fact that it has been down for 44 years and 
c ^ l e s  about as heavy traffic as any thoroughfare in the 
state of Michigan.

"T h e Genocide Convention 
treaty, if ratified, nullifies the 
Constitution of the  United States 
of America and the Bill of Rights. 
This T reaty  means World Gov­
ernm ent and to you indivdually 
the loss of your Constitutional 
rights."

There  is a great deal of confus- 
.-̂ ion in regard to the Genocide 
Treaty. It is com parable  to an 
In te rnationa l FEPC, Fair E m ­
ployment Practices Commission 
If a citizen of the U. S. or any 
u ther country  w ere to designate 
a poison as a ‘'Com m unist even 
it he were in fact a m em ber of 
that organization, and he con- 
.'-idered that  the nam e “Com m un­
ist” caused him m ental h a rm ” 
(worris in that  trea ty )  he could 
ask fi.r the citizens’ tra il  before 
this In ternational Court which 
would have p iecedence over our 
United States Courts in its d e ­
cisions. This is t rue  of any other 
' 'nam e" such as Indian, Negro, 
Cliinese. etc.

'I'lu' ratification of the Genocide 
Convention and the es tab lish­
m ent of *n in ternational court 
or tribunal would allow citizens 
of the United States to be sent 
outside of the United States for 
trial, to any place w here  the t r i ­
bunal might be in session, for of­
fenses com m itted  in their  own 
homes but claimed by an enemy 
to be an act of genocide.

Only tw o-th irds  of the  m em ­
ber-^ of the U. S. Senate  p re ­
sent— not two th irds  of the entire  
m em bership  of the Sena te— may 
ratify a tready  and Article VI of 
the  U. S. Constitution provides 
tiiat V “shall be the suprem e Law 
i-t the Land, and the Judges in 
t very S ta te  shall be bound th e re ­
by, anyth ing  in the  Constitution 
or Laws of any state  to the con­
tra ry  no tw iths tand ing”. T h i s  
point of the  t rea ty  becoming the 
suprem e law of the  land has been 
established by certain  decisions 
rendered  by the :U. S. Suprem e 
Ca n t ,  notably  th e  M igratory 
Bird treaty.

If American citizens th ink  it is 
unlikely to happen  to the ir  State 
laws they should  stop and eon- 
s idet tha t  it has a lready  haftpen- 
ed in California, w here  a District 
Court of Appeal declared the 
Alien Land Law invalid because 
the United Stales was a signer of 
the U. N. C har te r  and the un i­
versal declaration of hum an 
rights. Regardless of the  opinions 

1 on the ow nersh ip  of land by 
I aliens, it was a California law 
I which the Court held was super- 
I seded by the U. N. C har te r  and 

its Declaration of H um an Rights.
In this way the Am erican 

people will be slipped into World

G overnm ent before they realize 
it and th a t  is exactly  w ha t  will 
happen  by the ratification of the 
Genocide Convention t rea ty  by 
the U. S. Senate. Im m igra tion  
Laws and o ther  Federa l and State  
laws will be nullified, tak ing  a 
long step towards World G overn ­
ment.

Edison Co Builds 
Big Sub-Station 
Near This City

One of the biggest sub-.stations 
in the  en tire  m etropolitan  area  
’s being erected at the corn-er of 
Eckles and Schoolcraft roads by 
he Detroit Edison company to 

provide increased power demands 
ior this area.

Not only is it being built chiefly 
to provide power for the new 
Ford tank  plant and the recen t­
ly completed additions to the 
General Motors p lan t  on P lym ­
outh road cast of Midd'lebelt. but 
all of the o ther big industrial 
plans in tha t  vicinity will have 
power available from lliis new 
.'-ub-station.

The new sub-station, which at 
the prc'sent time looks more like

: he fl ame woi k of a four or five 
story building, also gives the  city 
of P lym outh additional power re- 
. crvc' to use in ca'^e of emergency.

If is stated that sometime d u r ­
ing the present sum m er the D e­
troit Edison also plans to erect 
anothi 'r  sub-station about half the 
.-ize of tile present new one in the 
N ew burg  area, which will p ro ­
vide that  section a constant flow 
of power at all times.

The erection of these two vast 
power sub-stations ahead of the 
completion of sei'eral of the  in ­
dustries it will serve in keeping 
w ith  the usual Edison policy of 
always being ready to serve in- 
dusti ies and residents in a local- 
it> even before the dem and for 
power has been made. |

between this city and Detroit, 
several well - financed Detroit 
concerns and business m en have 
s tar ted  the erection of a num ber 
of motels along P lym outh  road.

One is nearing  completion on 
the  south side of P lym outh  road 
directly  across from  the new 
transmission p lan t of General 
Motors.

port. T hrough  contained pressure  
labor leaders have been m aking 
wage dem ands in excess of an 
increase in the  work outpu t per 
man-hour. P rice  supports  have 
been such th a t  in 1950, w hen  we 
were in the midst of a boom, only 
six out of seventeen support 
crops w ere selling above parity. 
These supports  are underm ining  
the dollar because they  s tr ike  at 
food prices. Wall S tree t  is realiz­
ing that this kind of prosperity  is 
one of "make-believe.”

Wall Street Getting Scared
A little  inflation m ay seem lik 

a good idea to some of our  econ' 
omic planners. It is m ore of a 
opiate than  good economic sense 
Cheap m oney at first deceiv  
people into th inking they  are  be t­
te r  off than  they rea lly  are. The 
more of it they use, the  harder  
it is to stop: and once you try  to 
stop, the afte r  effects are  disas­
trous. Recognition of this is a 
p rim ary  cause of the recent break  
!n stock prices. A lthough Wall 
S tree t w an ted  inflation two years 
ago, it now is frightened of it.

The various kinds of security 
that have been hardest  h it  are 
old age pension plans (both p r i ­
vate and governm ent) ,  schools 
and colleges, hospitals, churches 
and the like. Investors a t  last 
have come to believe th a t  in fla­
tion creates more tragedies than  
deflation. This is evidenced by 
the increased dem ands m ade each 
year  by the various Com m unity  
Funds.
Cheap Dollars and Totalitarianism

Comm unists resort to the cheap 
m oney-inflation philosophy. They 
find it effective dope. The great 
Englishman, Lord M aynard Key- 
ne.s, wrote  shortly  after  World 
War I, “Lenin said th a t  the  best 
way to destroy  the  capitalistic 
.system is to debauch the c u r ­
rency. By a continuing process of 
'nflaUon, governm ents  can con­
fiscate, secretly  and unobserved, 
m im portan t part  of the  wealth  

')f the ir  citizens.

As the  in ­
flation proceeds, the  real value 
of the  currency  fluctuates wildly 
from m onth  to m onth— and —all 
perm anen t r e l a t i o n s  between 
ieb tors  and  creditors become u t ­
terly d isordered so tha t  legitimate 
jusiness degenera tes into a scan- 
la l  and a lo ttery—”

Fake Prosperity
Presen t dollar business profits, 

plus fictious inventory  gains, plus 
nadequate  depreciation charges, 

plus the  huge dollar  salaries and 
consequent illusion of p rosper­
ity have already  drugged  too 
many investors into th inking  they 
are really  prosperous. Wall S tree t 
is beginning to shudder  w hen  it 
th inks of the  u ltim ate  outcome!

How Most Forest
Fires Started

Debris bu rners  tied smokers 
for the  di.shonor of s tarting  the 
most forest fii'es last year, the 
conservation d e p a r tm e n t’s forest 
fire service discloses.

D epartm ent recently  reported a 
record low 4,495 acres dam aged 
by 669 fires in 1951.

Over 200 of the fires were in 
the  G ladw in and Baldwin d is­
tricts, but most acres w ere  b lack­
ened in the  more sou thern  Plain- 
well and Im lay City districts.

Completed sum m ary  also shows 
246 debris burners  and a like 
num ber  of careless sm okers were 
responsible for nearly  75 percent 
of the fires which did get s tarted. 
Sm okers alone headed the d is­
honor roll in the  past years. O ther 
causes w ere  miscellaneous, 55; 
railroads, 32: unknown. 29: in­
cendiary, 24; camp fires, 21; 
lightning, nine; and lumbering, 
seven.

W ith about 1.000 less acres 
burned  in 1951 than  in 1950, t im ­
ber dam age dropped, from $40,691 
to $23,856. Actual suppression 
costs increased some, from $24,- 
200 to $27,167.

F ire  hazard  period s tar ted  in 
mid - M arch a n d )  continued 
th rough  early  N o v ^ b e r ,  with 
d ep a r tm en t  fire f ighters  pu tting  
out 384 fires in the  under 10- 
acre size class and 78 from 10- to 
100-acre size. Seven w ere  over 
100-acre size but there  w ere  no 
deaths  due to forest fires for the 
fourth  consecutive year.

Cut the salt pork into 
small pieces and re tu rn  it to the

tiic bean pulp from settling to 
the  l)ottom. Stir, reheat and sea­
son '.t iih salt and pepper.
“D;, s up" the  soup by serving 
a slice of lemon and crisp bits of 
salt pork or bacon over the  top.

Base For Bean Soup  
. . . . f o r  the Freezer

Boon to the busy cook and the 
budgi l is a smooth, concentrated 
base for bean soup stored in the 
home freezer. Many hom e-m akers 
have time at this season to take 
advantage  of these th rif ty  buys 
and  m ake a puree of beans for the 
freezer. Because it is concentra­
ted  it is economical of freezer 
space. All it needs is thawing, 
th inning  with liquid, and season­
ing for serving.

.'Miiout 2 cups of dry  lima beans 
will make 4 cups of puree— 
enough for 8 half-cup servings 
of s tu rd y  soup. The size of the  
freezer-container should suit the 
size of the family to be served 
because once the puree is thawed 
it should be used ivoon and not 
he refrozen. Sort and wash 2 cups 
Ilf beans. Boil them 2 minutes in 
•5 cups of water-. Remove from 
heat and let stand for an hour.

-•\dd 2 ti aspoons salt, covt'r the 
pan and bml beans gmitly m the 
same w ater  until tender— about 
one hour for lima beans; I'-j to 
2 hours for o ther kinds.

P u t  through a food mill, or 
colander, or press to remove 
-kins, using all the cooking liquid.

For freezing, cool quickly by 
setting the bowl of puree  in a 
saucepan of ice water. Pack in 
rigid m oisture - vapor - resistant 
freezer confainers— glass, metal 
or plastic. Leave inch of head- 
space for pint containers with 
wide top openings.

W hen ready to make up into 
soup, remove the puree from the 
container, thaw  in a saucepan 
over low heat, constantly stirring, 
or thaw  in double boiler. Si'ason 
as desired.

A Cream of Bean Soup m ay be 
made by adding milk and a little 
fat and flour. Or add' meat stock 
as tht> liquid instead of milk. 
Chopped onion, is a good atidition 
for flavor.

Q. What is this method of meat 
cookery?
A. Panbroiling.
Q. How should meat be panbroiled?
A. Place-meat in a heavy frying- 
pan. Do not cover the pan and do 
not add water. Cook slowly, turn­
ing occasionally, until done. Pour 
off the fat as it accumulates in the 
pan.
({. What meat cuts are cooked by 
fhi.s method?
.A.. Thinner cuts of meat which 
also may be broiled, including: 
Kecf — 'rib, club, sirloin, porter- 
hiiuso steak; ground meat patties. 
Lamb — lamb shoulder, rib, loin 
chops;ground lamb patties.Smoked 
jiork- -ham slice, bacon, Canadian- 
.stvle bacon.

Spring to Arrive 
Ahead of Time

While F eb ruary  skidded out of 
P lym outh  on wet roads due to a 
s teady but light snowfall over 
most of the last w eek-end res i­
dents of this part  of the world 
can take  some p leasure  in k n o w ­
ing th a t  spring  is due  for an  of­
ficial a rr iva l  earl ie r  than  last year  
regardless of w h a t  the  w ea ther  
m an m ay  dish up in the  w ay  of 
snow, ra in  or sunshine.

The official da te  and time will 
be 11:14 a.m. on Thursday , M arch 
20, according to Hazel M. Losh, 
assistant professor of astronom y 
at the University  of Michigan.

This is nea rly  th ree -fou r ths  of a 
day earlie r  than  in 1951 when 
Spring  a rr ived  at 5:26 a.m. on 
M arch 21. The earl ie r  da te  is due 
to the insertion of the  ex tra  leap 
y f a r  day in February , Professor 
Losh explains.

■‘Days and nights will be equal 
on M arch 20 since the sun crosses, 
the  equa tor  on th a t  da te  and will 
rise and set a t  the  exact cast and 
west points,” she declares. “A fter  
March 20, the  sun will bo moving 
north  on the horizon and our 
hours of daylight will increase 
until late in J u n e .”
’ The effect of m ore daylight will 

be more noticx-ablc in the  evening 
ra the r  than  in the early  morning. 
This is because our clocks a re  on 
Eastern  S tandard  Time and arc 
actually  ahead of the  daily  m o t­
ion of the  sun across the  sky. At 
tw elve  noon on our clocks, the 
sun hasn ’t ac tua lly  reached the 
meridian. This gives us longer 
afternoons than would be t ru e  if 
our clocks w ere  more in tune  
with the sun. Professor Losh says.

Along w ith  Spring. M arch will 
fea ture  th ree  bright planets, as 
well as an e a r ly  evening oppor­
tunity  to check up on two stars, 
A rc lu rus  and Spica.

M ercury will be in its most fav ­
orable position for observation 
by the m iddle of the  month, she 
reports, bu t will still rem ain  quite 
low in the w estern  sky. It will 
reach its highest point on the 
evening of March 18, jus t  a fter  
sunset, w hen it sliould be visible 
about H) dc'grees above tlie true  
west point.

Almost d irectly  opposite in the 
eastern  sky, S a tu rn  will be r is ­
ing a f te r  sunset and will rem ain  
visible all night. A little  to the  
north  ami left of Satu rn , but r is ­
ing almost a t  the same hour, is 
the  brigh t orange star, Arcturus. 
Rising a little la ter  th a n  Satu rn , 
but direell>' below it. will be the 
bright, w hite  star, Spica. M id­
night will bring with il the planet 
Mars, red in color, and b righter 
than any of the  o ther  objects in 
the March skies. M ars will rise 
a bit south of the cast point.

I begin a unique health  survey.

The smoking habits of m en be­
tw een  the ages of 50 and 69 are  
being studied as pa rt  of a national 
su rvey  aimed at finding w he ther  
smoking is a contribu ting  factor 
in the  devek/pm ent of lung can ­
cer.

Many men here will be asked 
to fill out a four-page question­
naire. Both smokers and non- 
,'mokers will be interviewed. 
They will be asked w h e th e r  they 
have ever smoked in the ir  l ife­
tim e more than  five to ten packs 
of cigarettes. 50 to 75 cigars or 
th ree  to five packages of pipe 
tobacco. If the  answ er is “yes” , 
they  will be asked how m uch 
they smoke each day and the 
num ber  of years  they  have sm ok­
ed or when they stopped.

At the  end of every  one-year 
pi riod the volunteer researchers 
will report w hether  or not the 
men are  alive. A medical com ­
mittee will check all deaths  and 
send the  causes to ACS statis-
