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r S E  CITY COMMISSION'S BIGGEST 
AND MOST IMPORTANT JOB FOR 1952.

We have only the highest of praise for the many Plym­
outh business merr and citizens who during the years have 
given much of th^ir time and effort to the city’s serious park­
ing problem. They feave studied it and worked like Trojans 
to bring about a solution so badly needed.

But this is NOT a job that the business men of the com­
munity can solve.

It is a D liyY  and a RESPONSIBILITY of every member 
of the city commission.

Public automobile parking has become a civic responsi­
bility. This community years ago, in the face of strenuous 
opposition, accepted the duty of supplying Plymouth with a 
water supply. Some opposed the plan. They even went to 
court to prevent the little village of Plymouth from putting 
in a PUBLIC water supply. But the court decided with the 
majority of the citizens, that the village council had the right 
and responsibility of providing Plymouth with a sufficient 
water supply.

So it is with lighting, with sewage disposal, with street 
improvements, and all other public conveniences.

With the changing in our methods of transportation and 
the necessity of providing facilities for the use of automobiles, 
no one has ever questioned the right of city, county and state 
officials to pave our streets and thoroughfares.

Along with this change in transportation has also come 
the necessity for providing the public with proper parking 
facilities for their automobiles.

Mayor William E. Brown of Ann Arbor, some five years 
ago fully recognized the civic responsibility for public park­
ing. He not only recognized the'responsibility but he set out 
to do something about it.

He has frequently declared that parking is the third 
municipal utility, the other two being water supply and puri­
fication and sewage disposal.

As we see it, the same rule applies to Plymouth. Mayor 
Brown in Ann^Arbor did something about this third munici­
pal public utility — parking. S

As a result of his efforts Ann Arbor now has six city- 
owned parking areas and a large downtown parking building. 
These parking spaces, which provide parking for more than 
700 cars, were located primarily for the convenience of shop­
pers. Their development did not cost the taxpayers of Ann 
Arbor a single red cent.

The cost of parking in any of the Ann Arbor lots is only 
ten cents for the first two hours and five cents for each addi­
tional two hours.

Mayor Brown frankly states that the public officials of 
Ann 'Arbor fully realize that the business men of that city 

•or any other city are not in a position to provide parking 
facilities for all the people who come to Ann Arbor to trade, 
and thereby help build up a good city.

His position, of municipal government responsibility for 
parking is being accepted throughout the country.

There are no local organizations that have authority to 
take any legal steps of any kind. All a Chamber of Commerce, 
a committee or other organization can do, is suggest ways to 
accomplish things. But they possess no right to spend public 
funds. They possess no-right to condemn property. These are 

I rights possessed only by public officials such as our city 
commission.

From recent actions of our city commission we believe 
that they fully realize this responsibility. In fact the mem­
bers have made it manifest in more ways than one. We be­
lieve that with the backing of the progressive business men 
of Plymouth and immediate action upon the part of our city 
commission, much can be accomplished within the present 
year.

We can enlarge the Central parking area. It may take a 
little time as some property purchases will be involved, but 
these are not difficult problems to surmount.

Then too, we think the past practice of the city govern­
ment in designating certain property areas for parking pur­
poses and then doing nothing to develop these parking areas 
is dead wrong.

When the city commission designates a section for park­
ing, that immediately takes away from the owner of the 
property any right to use it or sell it for any sort of building 
purposes. The land must lie there year after year, awaiting 
the pleasure of the city when and if it ever acts.

That’s all wrong. If the city does not intend to develop a 
parking area, then it should lift its restrictions as to the fu­
ture use of the property. But as we see it, the city needs all 
of the additional parking facilities it can create—and not 
much time should be left if doing so.

No—the parking problem is NOT that of a few business 
men who have no legal authority to do anything—it is strict­
ly a city government problem—and we respectfully suggest 
that our city commission make the parking problem of this 
fast-growing city its NUMBER ONE project in connection 
with street .widening and improvement.

The commission will win the everlasting gratitude of not 
only the entire city, but of our surrounding territory, if im­
mediate steps are taken towards solving our sdrious parking 
problem.

misleading oews column that old “Grandma” Free Press 
flau'nts in front of its tolerant readers every morning.

The com m ittee com­
posed of a represen ta tive  of each 
departm en t  i« the high school, 
a school board m em ber, the  sen­
ior high principal and two m em ­
bers of the P lanning  Group, made 
a tOLii- of the building, and readily 
agreed tha t  the  present 35-year 
old high school p lan t (1) was 
most inadequate, (2) th a t  im­
provem ents must be made, (3) 
tha t  the  condition of classroom 
s tudent desks was shocking and 
most unsatifactory, (4) that 
possibilities exist for improving 
the high school to fit curricu lum  
changes of the  past 20 years.

The concensus of opinion was 
tha t  all im m ediate im provem ents 
be made with the thought in mind 
of fu tu re  necessary im prove­
ments

Some of the im m edia te  im ­
provem ents sugge.sted were the 
following; Converting the old 
gym nasium  into an  all-purpose 
room, re -a rrang ing  the present 
cafeteria  and hom em aking rooms,

■W’ere hopeful that clean-up squads could be working by to­
day so that production could be resumed within the qext 
few days.

According to plant superintendent, Henry Lorenz, it was 
the worst fire the company had experienced in the 16 years 
he has been in Plymouth.

Senator Ferguson appear as the one who should be under 
inquiry instead of Lattimore, whose intense interests in Asia­
tic Communism has been a source of Congressional inquiry 
over a period of years. This is apparently just a little thing, 
but it reveals the slippery methods of Slippery Pearson.

Checked up by the committee on some of the false state­
ments made before the Tydings whitewash committee, Foxy 
Lattimore blamed all of his errors about Communist asso­
ciations to a faulty memory. Time Magazine says Lattimore 
“confessed” to being absent-minded.

Maybe the time will come when the Drew Pearson type 
of political baloney will be a thing of the past, but mean­
while, as we see it. he continues to be a mighty bad influence 
in American public life.

enlarg ing  the a r t  room, convert­
ing the old boys’ locker room into 
a welding room, m aking add it ion­
al classrooms, adding a room for 
the m en teachers, providing for a 
ca rpen te r  shop, there  is need for 
additional d r inking  fountains, im ­
provem ents of l ighting facilities, 
m any rooms need m odern desks, 
floors and windows need repa ir  
work in some rooms.

For fu tu re  im provem ents, the 
construction of a new vocational 
arts  building to house all classes 
in m achine shop and m anual 
tra in ing  on the first floor, and 
all commercial subjects on the 
second floor was suggested. Such 
a building would free 8 additional 
class rooms in the  high school. It 
was also suggested tha t  the  con­
struction  of a new 1000-seat aud i­
torium  for school an d  civic use 
would be advantageous. The a d ­
dition of an office m achines 
course to the  comm ercial d e p a r t ­
ment, and addition of a d r iver  
tra in ing course was also sug­
gested, as well as a greenhouse 
addition to biology room.

Jesus  C hrist-sum m ed up many 
of the cardinal teachings of C hris ­
tianity  in His great Serm on on the 
Mount, in the  Gosp'il of St. M att­
hew, chap ter  5, 6, and 7. He plac­
ed part icu la r  eniphasis on this 
spirit of sacrifice which is so im ­
portan t  to effective Christianity.

Jesus  said, “If a man asks you 
to walk a mile with him, walk 
two. If a man asks for your coat, 
give him your clo:ik also.

To give you r  houseman alti'Sc- 
tivo setting, you will p robably  
need to employ trees, sh rubs  and 
p lan ts  both  as single specimens 
and in groups and masses.

I t  is possible to find w hat a p ­
pear  to be well-form ed trees and 
sh ru b s  and combine them  into a 
group unit which looks as if it 
had been grow n n a tu ra lly  for a 
good m any years. In the  mass, of 
course, the  individual form of the 
p lan t  is alm ost en tire ly  lost. The 
form  of the  mass as a whole— its 
height, length  and thickness and 
g row th  line— is the  im portan t  
thing. Individual plants  will be 
b lended, in term ingled  closely 
w ith  the  rest.

One thing to rem em ber  is that 
a mass of large t iees  has an in ­
ter io r  as W el l  as an e.xterior.
W hile you are  comp(jsing the e x ­
ter io r  of the  mass, you can also
a rran g e  the in terior by gi-ouping ^geous year-round  effect combines

woods.

P robab ly  you will employ your 
specim en trees prim arily  for form 
and shade. For this purpose, the 
canopy type of tree is preferred. 
Others, such as the soulange m ag­
nolia or the yellow-wood tree, 
m ay be p lan ted  for their  beauty 
of form plus the ir  color and te x ­
ture  of leaves. You can use o rch­
ard fru it  trees as a ttrac tive  spec­
imens in the garden but don’t fo r­
get you will need to keep them 
shaped and pruned for o rn a ­
m ental appearance  as well as 
sprayed for their  fruit.

If you are planning a group 
unit, don ’t overlook the possibil­
ities of using nursery  stock. Most 
m ursery  stock is p lanted to be 
grown as specimens. However, i r ­
regu lar  or what would be d isca rd ­
ed trees from a nursery  or reg u ­
lar or one-sided trees from the 
woods can be used for very  fine 
gi'oup units.

Fair in the Light of M em ory Shines

Late lepui'ts to the Conservation d ep a r tm en t  a t  Lansing ix'veal 
the fact that so fai- this year the num ber of deer found starved to 
death  in the woods is far less than  a year  ago. The total up to a 
week ago was only 18. This did not include a half dozen or so tha t  
had been killed by dogs, which have become a pest in both Gladwin 
and Iosco counties.

Six of the s tarved deer wei'e found in the Mio district, up w here  
former Past P residen t Bi ick Cham pe of the  W estern W ayne G ounty  
Conservation club and several o ther  P lym outh  residents have h u n t ­
ing cabins and where they have been urging a regu lar  deer feeding 
program. The depa rtm en t  s tates tha t  the critical period lies ahead 
but old time hun ters  like Dr. C ham pe say they believe tha t  w ith  the 
snow fast d isappearing  in the woods tha t  the  critical period has 
a lready passed and tha t  the  hunger-k ill  th is w in ter  will be the 
lowest in years. Last year over 50,000 s tarved deer were found.

Here's bad news for hundreds of P lym outh  fishermen who get 
a great kick o u f 'o f  fishing through the ice. Sa tu rday  at m idnight, 
M arch 15. ends the ice fishing or any o ther kind of fishing for w a l l ­
eyes, northern  pike and m uskellunge on most inland lakes.

But most non -trou t  s tream s are open the year  ’round and there  
also is no closed season on these species in Muskegon, Spring and 
White lakes, Muskegon county; M acatawa and Spring, O ttaw a coun­
ty; and P en tw ater ,  Oceana county. O thers  open are Pere  M arquette  
lake. Mason county; Bar at Arcadia, M anistee and Portage, M anis­
tee county; Betsie, Benzie county; and Lake Charlevoix  and Round 
lake, Charleviox county. Lesser exceptions are listed in the  anglers’ 
fish law digest.’

Bluobill and sunfish season on regular inland lakes and stixam s 
continues through M arch 31. Other pan fish still m ay be taken  in 
the .southern third of the state  after March 31. as the  result of legis­
lative action last year. As already applies on n o n - tro u t  w aters  in 
the no r the rn  tw o-th ird s  of the state  and on G reat  Lakes and con­
necting waters, this m eans perch, crappies, rock bass and w arm outh  
bass are open to year 'round fishing on like lakes and stream s in 
the  southern  third of Michigan. Connecting w aters  include Lake St. 
Clair as well as the St. Clair. St. Marys and Detroit rivers.

Week of March 16-22 will have special m eaning  for m em bers 
of M ichigan’s num erous conservation-m inded  organizations and 
should gel more than  a polite nod from other persons, the  conser­
vation departm en t notes.

March 16-22 is National Wildlife Restoration Week. Sponsored 
by the National Wildlife Federation annually  since 1938, the  week 
this year is dedicated to helping the rrearly ex tinc t Key deer herd 
in Florida.

The depa rtm en t  calls atten tion  to the fact th a t  the  week, with 
its deer them e, deserves ex tra  a tten tion  in M ichigan . . .  a state 
with a problem herd of close to one million head.

Michigan United Conservation Clubs are among the organiza­
tions a rrang ing  special program s during  the week.

In proclaim ing observance of the  week in Michigan, G overnor 
Williams appealed to ail citizens to recognize the im portance of the 
problems of wildlife conservation and to work for proper p ro tec­
tion and preservation  of our wildlife assets.

When will the  smelt run?
Scooping up the little silvery fish in hand  nets  actually  is legal 

now in non-trou t streams. However conservation departm en t  rec ­
ords show most runs do not begin befoix early  April and peak runs 
until days later.

An early  spring hastens the start  of the  annual spaw ning  runs; 
continued cold will delay the seasonal dashes up the m any t r ib u ­
tary  stream s of the  G rea t  Lakes. Usually, over 40 degree w ater  
tem pera tu res  are  needed to induce a ruh and peak upstream  m ove­
m ent develops in close to 50 degree tem pera tures .

Two of the  biggest run  areas in recent years  have been; 1. Green 
bay t r ib u ta ry  s tream s in M enominee and Delta counties. 2. Sag i­
naw bay t r ibu ta ry  stream s in Arenac. Huron and Iosco counties.

Substan tia l runs  have developed in t r ibu ta r ies  in Alcona, A l­
pena. Leelanau, Em met. G rand  Traverse. Antrim , Charlevoix, M acki­
nac and C hippew a counties. Most runs  finish for the season by the 
first or second week of May.

There  are no limits on num ber  and size of sm elt which can be 
laken, but the hand nets used cannot exceed five feet in c ircum fer­
ence. with or w ithou t handles. Fishing license is required.

S tream s in 40 counties, bordering G reat Lakes or connecting 
waters, are open. Some s tream s have been newly added to the list. 
For the most part, all t r ibu ta r ies  in which smelt runs occur are open 
to hand nets. The local conservation officer can advise as to s tream s 
or sections of s tream s open to smelt dipping.

Meter Expense Is 
Paid Out of Fund

City officials have requested  
tha t  it be m ade clear th a t  the  cost 
of new park ing  m eters  and their  
repairs is regarded by the city as 
an expense w h ic h  is chargable  to 
the  park ing  m eter  fund.

This rcqut.'st grows out of the 
s ta tem ent m ade la.st week that 
all park ing  m eter  funds hence­
forth  will go into a ftrnd to be 
used for park ing  developm ent.

The fines from over-parking, 
which during  J a n u a ry  ran up to 
$119 and over $200 in F ebruary  
still go into the city’s general 
fund and can be lased for any 
purpose the commission m ay des­
ignate.

The purchase of new park ing  
m eters and the ir  m ain ta inance  is 
generally  regarded as an expense 
which is chargable  to the  park ing  
m eter  fund.

These are excellent me at a l te r ­
nates because they  supply ade ­
quate  protein and minerals.

Try combining either cheddar 
or cottage cheese with eggs in 
s o u f f l e s ,  omelets or e v e n  
scram bled eggs. Serve cheese in 
the form of a chi'ese sauce with 
vegetables such as cauliflower, 
broccoli, spinach nr string bean.s. 
Add cheese to tossed or molded 
gelatin  salads for a more sub ­
stantia l  meal. Use cheese in cas­
serole dishes with spagluTti, 
noodles or scalloped potatoes. 
Serve plain in .-andwiches. with 
crackers or with a, bland dessert.

Cottage' cheese is one of the 
bette r  protein buys right now. 
Piocessed cheese or chcesi' food 
is usually made from cheddar 
cheese but is less expensive. P ro ­
cess chc'cse has U'ss food value 
per pound than  cheddar because 
liquid and a stabilizer have been 
addl'd. This m akes a softer cheese 
that  will melt more easily.

Ail cheese should be kept cov­
ered or t ightly  wi apped in the re ­
frigera tor  to preven t drying and 
giving the flavor of ohecse to 
othi'i' foods.

Cheese and cheese dishes will 
not be s tr ingy or tough if a low 
to m oderate  tem pera tu re  is usikl 
in the cooking process. The p u r ­
pose of cooking cheese is usually 
iu.''t to melt the fat or blend the 
flavors.

Cottage and cheddai' cheese can 
be used in terchangeably  in many 
recipes. Ju s t  rem em ber to u.<e tht> 
plain' cottage ehei'se wnich has 
not bi'en creamed. The cottage 
ehe.'.se will have a niilrk r flavor 
than cheddar cheese and have 
m ore liquid. It will also take ap- 
priycimately one-fourth  more cot­
tage checs? than cheddar to give 
the same food value as a meat a l ­
ternate.

I soon learned  th a t  the  politicians 
I w an t to spend money on the 
"black tops which can be seen” 
instead of on the  h ighway founda­
tions “ w hich the  voters do not 
see.” Then  w hen  a  road cracks, 
these politicians blame it on the 
m otor vehicles.

T hat these politicians are 
w rong is proven  by driv ing along 
any state  roads w ith  cracks or 
patches. If  it were  the m otor v e ­
hicles w hich cause the  cracking 
then  every  slab or section would 
be cracked or patched. The fact 
tha t  only a few are  cracked or 
patched proves J h a t  the  founda­
tion was skim ped a t certa in  
points w hen being built. Let me 
here add tha t  in 1950 m otor veh ­
icles paid abou t th ree  billion dol­
lars in taxes.

"H o g g in " ’ The Roads
If motor vehicles do not move 

to the side w hen  you blow your 
horn, or if they  cross two solid 
lines painted on the center of a 
road, then  you should report  
them. In this connection, s tate  
officials say th a t  ignoring and  
crossing double solid lines is res­
ponsible for most of the  bad 
accidents.

The real “hogging” is done by 
us priv'ately owned car drivers  
who park  on s tree ts  f ro m 'w h ic h  
trucks a re  excluded. F u r th e r ­
more, this park ing  by us is so 
choking the dow ntow n business 
s tree ts  th a t— if not forb idden— 
it will severely h a rm  reta il  t rade  
and depress the  value of business 
property. I am  very  serious about 
this an d — if space pe rm itted— 
would like to say a good word for 
the bus companies.
W hat A bout M ore Legislation?

I am  opposed to the  so-called

ton-mile ta.x unless it applies to 
a ll  vehicles. In fact, there  are 
only th ree  legitim ate  purpo.ses 
for the legula tion  of h ighway 
traffic: (1 ) Safety  of all cars 
and persons: (2) Honest founda­
tions for all roads: and (3) M ak­
ing both trucking  and railioad 
rates  so as to be fair  to everj ' 
business and section. W.hcn lail- 
roads or trucks object to any of 
there  goals, they  a re  “hogging” 
legislation.

It  surely would seen reasonable 
to give the In te rs ta te  Commerce 
Commission the r igh t to designate 
the construction of all highways 
to be used by trucks  whose rates 
it now regulates. This Com m is­
sion a lready  closely w atches the
