M O R E  A B O U T  T H I S  P A R K I N G  P R O B L E M .
It was pleasing to note the general interest manifested in 

our comment of last week pertaining to a solution of our 
parking problem. With but few exceptions, there was wide­
spread approval of the recommendations and of the part that 
our city government should take in bringing about some 
immediate solution.

No loitger is the authority of the city to do something 
about it challenged. The courts, as well as the Michigan 
supreme court, have ruled that cities have the right to pro­
vide public parking facilities—that cities can use funds from 
parking meter funds to purchase or condemn necessary prop­
erty for this public service.

There are several Public Acts which delegate this re­
sponsibility to the city government, the most sweeping one 
being Act 286 of 1947, which provides wide powers for a city 
in dealing with public parking. And there are several Michi­
gan supreme court decisions which affirm the rights of cities 
to establish and maintain public parking areas.

We believe that the income from parking meters will be 
sufficient to meet the costs of providing badly needed park­
ing sites. Unfortunately some $80,000 or more that have been 
collected by the city since the installation of parking meters 
has been diverted into the general fund and used for operat­
ing expenses of the municipality.

But the new commission has decided that hereafter all 
parking meter funds shall be set aside for additional parking 
services, except of course funds necessary to purchase new 
parking meters and repair old ones.

This ought to give the city something like $20,000 or 
more to use during the forthcoming year as we have installed 
more meters and there is better enforcement of parking regu­
lations than has-'existed in the past

As we see it Plymouth is fortunate in having a year or 
so longer in order to put its house in order before meeting 
new competition from new shopping centers that are pro­
posed in this area.

IF — IF — IF we can increase the size of our Central 
parking area and develop the two sites that have been pro­
posed north of Penniman avenue, we have placed ourselves 
in a position to meet any sort of competition that might arise 
within a five or six mile zone of Plymouth.

As we said last week, we say again this week, the prob­
lem lies right in the lap of the city government. The officials 
know what to do, they have the right to do it, and backed by 
public good will and support, there is no question but what 
the year of 1952 will see the accomplishment of a parking 
program worthy of this most desirable and fast growing city.

' T O  O U R  W A Y  O F  T H I N K I N G — I T  W A S  T R E A S O N .

According to Mr. G utherie  he 
went to the  closet hiding place ' 
of a portable  safe' in his bed ­
room Monday night to s tart  an 
inventory of the non-negotiab le  ■ 
stocks and bonds that he had 
stored in his home. W hen he went 
to the hiding place the safe was 
not there.

The last time he had checked it 
was previous to a liusiness trip  t(> 
Florida last m onth and at that  
tim e it was in the clo.set. He had 
purchased the vault  and moved it

to h,’s hdn?e afte r  tne  bank pTora- 
torium  and had kept his stocks 
and bonds there  ever since.

An inventory list of the stocks 
liad been kept at his office but 
several m onths ago tha t  Was 
broken in and the list was lost 
along with o ther  items taken  at 
that time.

A sample m achine w’ill be at 
the  voting prccints  on election 
day for voters, who have not had 
the chance to observe one.

The opera tion  the voting 
m achine is really  a'^simple m a t ­
te r  s tates Mr. Sibbold. T here  are  
only th ree  basic operations one 
need know. W hen a voter en ters  
the  bootli. he will notice a switch 
in the  upper left hand corner 
with directions nea r  it w hich tells 
how to operate. W hen he enters, 
the  switch hand le  is as far  as it 
will go to the  left. Following 
prin ted  directions, . the  vfiiler 
tu in s  the  switch to the  right, 
which closes the  curtain, and 

! p repares  the  m achine for him to 
I cast his ballot. At the  r igh t of 
I each cand ida te ’s nam e is a lever 
! w ith  which to m ark  the  ballot— 
the voter pulls the  lever of his 
choice and  an  X appears  opposite 
the  nam e he has voted for. If  the  
voter makes an  e rro r  in his selec­
tion, all he has to do is switch 
the lever  back, the  X  disappears, 
and then  pull the  one he orginally 
wanted. A fter  he has voted, he

Included in the  two page digest 
a re  reports  from the  city t re a s ­
u re r ’s office, the  police d e p a r t ­
m ent ,fire departm en t, recreation 
commission, cemetery, city m an a ­
ger, city  commission, city clerk, 
de p a r tm e n t  of public  works, and 
the  city assessor. Also listed are  
the  m ajo r  accom plishm ents of 
1951 and the plans forl952.

Among the  items of in terest is 
the  fact th a t  the  t re a s u re r ’s of­
fice collected $318,596.28 during  
the past fiscal y e a r  for the oper­
ation of the  city governm ent. 
Most of this was from  local p ro p ­
e rty  taxes.

D uring the fiscal year, $87,678.- 
74 was collected by this office for 
m etered  w a te r  services. O ther  
fees collected by the  t re a s u re r ’s 
office a re  those for w a te r  and 
sew er connections, dog licenses, 
traffic  violations fines, cem etery  
lot sales, buria l fees, and special 
assessment taxes.

The police de p a r tm e n t  reports  
an  increase in all of its operations 
and  activities except in traffic  
accidents and au tom obile  thefts. 
T ra ffs i"acc id en ts  dropped  from  
147 to 133. T here  w ere  no fa ta l  
accidents. E ight h u n d red  and  
fifty-seven traffic  tickets  w ere  
issued.

Larceny  cases increased to 118 
from a previous f igu re  of 87. 
Eight cars w ere reported  stolen, 
and all eight w ere  recovered. 
This is th ree  less than  w ere stolen 
during  the preceding year. M em ­
bers of tile police, de p a r tm e n t  
check the  doors and windows of 
all business location+i several 
times each night to m ake sure  
tha t  the  p roperly  is .secure.

For m any years  it has given me pleasure to encourage 
songbirds to m ake their  home near mine so I could watch them  
and hoar their song, but something recently happened  in my 
yard tha t  causes me to write  this letter  hoping th a t  similar 
occurrences may be prevented.

I have paid no particu lar  a tten tion  to cats prowling around 
my yard  until I recently saw w here one had killed and d e ­
voured a cardinal, my favorite bird, and left only its feathers  
to tell the tale. NOw I like anim als and do not b lam e my ne igh ­
bors for keeping cats, but I am sure they do not realize th a t  i t ’s 
a cat's instinct to kill and we cannot change w hat has been 
bred into them. It is possible however to provide a m eans of 
warning nesting birds of the ir  approach in the  da rk  and give 
the bird an even chance for its life.

It has been found in o ther comm unities th a t  two or th ree  
tiny bells tied to a ribbon or collar around a ca t’s neck will do 
tile trick of warn ing  the birds of a ca t’s approach  and tha t  
there  is nothing objectionable to the cat for w earing them. They 
soon become accustomed to the tinkle of the bells and seem 
ra ther  proud to w ear (hem, so I am advocating th a t  we give 
the plan a trial in P lym outh  and I will see tha t  a stock of bells 
is provided at the office of the P lym outh  Mail, w here  you can 
call and get them  for your cat.

I hope to have the full cooperation of my neighbors 
bring about this needed help for our fea thered  friends.

I have 
not been in P lym outh  since S e p t­
ember, 1949, but am hoping to 
re tu rn  for a short tim e this su m ­
m er after  I receive my discharge 
from the Naval service. Perhaps  
1 can become acquain ted  w ith  the 
organization and some of your 
m em bers then.

I wish I could divulge some of 
the' things we a re  doing here  on 
the cu rren t  K orean  conflict, 
vyhich everyone out in the  F a r  
E a s t  w o u l d  like to s e e  
end t o m o r r o w. I am on 
a light cruiser and we are  con­
stan tly  operating and underw ay  
in the Sea of J a p a n  and off the 
coast of Korea (eastern  pa rt  of 
that peninsula).

I find t r a v e l i n g  
around J a p a n  a fascinating 
experienc'e a n d  it certainly 
has enlightened me considerably 
to have the opportunity  to get 
around and sc'c how these people 
live and work. They apparen tly  
are  catching on to our way of l iv ­
ing v'ery fast. E x trem e courtesy is 
shown you everyw here  you go. I 
only wish you could see some of 
Japan :  you would be interested 
in this Orient land.

Our Christmas, of course. wa.s 
not w ha t we expected or would 
like so far  aw ay from home. For- 
tunatel.v. we were able to spend 
three days in the  ha rbor  at Pusan. 
Korea. On Christm as night I 
spent th ree  hours in this city full 
of ix'fugees, allied forces, natives 
of the  city, and probab ly  some 
of the enemy, too. I got a glimpse 
of w hat Korea is like; all I can 
say is that  I am so glad tha t  I 
have lived in the  United States. 
The people a re  destitu te  and beg 
our forces to give them  anything, 
no m atte r  w ha t  it is. Some of the 
little children hang on to you for 
dear  life until you give them  
something. I p ity  them  and feel 
sorry for them  tha t  this conflict 
is ru in ing their  coiintrv. At any 
rate, the  conflict is still going on 
and will p robably  do so for som e­
tim e yet.

I did not mean to go into a lec­
tu re  on the subject, but a thought 
or two certain ly  can not h u r t  a n y ­
thing as far as you a re  concerned. 
Many thanks  again for the w on­
derfu l greeting card and best 
wishes for the  success of your 
post.

Or he has even had cases 
w here families have been s t r a n d ­
ed in “ja lopies” w ith  tire  trouble  
and held- up on the ir  tr ip  to some 
destination,’w ithout enough funds 
to buy even a sandwich for the ir  
kiddies, who of course suffer most 
from the ir  pu ien ts  ill fortune.

These are  only a few of the 
charities  of the A rm y in addition 
to furn ish ing  duffle  bags to the 
service m en who leave from  this 
area. At th is  w riting  somd 200 
have a lready  been d istr ibu ted  in 
P lym outh. Is it any wonder the 
w rite r  is enthusastic  about the 
dedication of the  new building?

am ounts of governm ent bonds 
which were in the  loot and had 
been purchased for his three ch il­
dren Rosemary, Tom and M el­
vin, Jr.

These he said, he felt could be 
cashed and he was particularly  
worried about the  ch ild ren’s sav ­
ings. He fu r the r  pointed out that  
he felt the guilty parties  must 
have been fam iliar with the fact 
that the vault was in the home 
because nothing else- had been 
disturbed and there  was no ev i­
dence that anyone had entered 
the house during  the family a b ­
sence.

He said in the  closet w here the 
vault was taken  from was a new 
fur coat which would have eas­
ily brought a thousand dollars in 
a “hock shop” and several thous­
and dollars w orth  of diamonds 
were also in the bedroom which 
had been left behind by the 
thieves.

He added th a t  he had put off 
taking inventory  of the  securities 
and he had w orried lately about 
such stocks as E ureka  and Reo 
Motors and others. Not rem em ­
bering w hat he had paid for them 
he felt, he should check them  and 
bring himself u p - to -d a te  on 
their cu rren t  values.

He stated the securities r e p re ­
sented part  of an estate  which he 
had built himself by the o pera ­
tion of th ree  lum ber companies 
in Detroit and from investm ents  
he has m ade over a period of 
years.

The theft  was reported  to the 
t^’ayne County  Sheriff’s office 
Monday night on discovery and 
on Tuesday several people had 
been detained by detectives for 
investigation.

(C ontinued from  Page  1) 
cases during  the  year.

The vast m ajority  of complaints 
received by the  city a re  handled 
by the police departm ent. H ow ­
ever, complaints about s tree t  r e ­
pairs, garbage or rubb ish  collec­
tions should be called to the  
a tten tion  of the  Director of Public  
Works.

Three fulltime and 17 volunteer 
firem en responded to 98 alarms. 
Of these 46 w ere em ergency  and 
rescue runs  with only the  rescue 
car being used. There  was one 
false a larm . P rincipal causes for 
fire in P lym outh  w ere  children 
playing w ith  matches, careless 
smoking, overheated furnaces, d e ­
fective wiring, sparks from  ch im ­
neys and careless use of pe tro l­
eum  products.

During the  past year, a new re- 
suscitator was purchased. A r e ­
ciprocal fire  fighting a r ra n g e ­
m ent has been worked out with 
fire  fighting companies in  a d ­
jacen t areas.

The combination of recreation 
and adu lt  education has been 
handled by the  P lym outh  R ecrea­
tion commission. Enro llm ent in 
all activities has  practically  
doubled. The report s tates th a t  
the  varied  p rogram  is the  con­
tribu ting  cause for this increase 
in interest and participation. .

Cooperating w ith  the d e p a r t ­
m ent are the  public and  parochial 
.'Schools, W ayne County Training 
School. Detroit House of C orrec­
tion, W ayne County parks, civic 
organizations, service clubs, and 
s ta te  and national organizations.

Total expend itu res  for the com ­
mission came to $1_4,403.72 for the 
year. However, w hen the  activ i­
ties of the  commission a re  moved 
into the new gym and swimming 
pool the  budget will have to be 
increased to betw een $4500 and 
$5000 to allow for the  ncreased 
activities.

The cem etery  report  states that 
Riverside C em etery  showed a d e ­
ficit of $1,731.35 du ring  the  past 
year. The cem etery  is cared for 
th rough  the Perpe tua l  Care Trust 
fund and fees. There  w ere 93 b u r ­
ials du ring  the year, of which 10 
buria ls  w ere  made in the  mauso- 
leuiti.

The city m anager reports  the 
changes in the  adm in is tra t ive  o r­
ganization of the city not readily 
seen by the public. Some of the  
m ore noticeable changes have  
been a m ore  effective enforce­
m ent of ordinances, new policies 
of the city commission, and new 
procedures suggested by the  ju d ­
icial b ranch  to e lim inate  d iso rder­
ly conduct.

D uring the past year, <he size of 
the city commission was increas­
ed  from  five to seven m embers. 
The new  ch a r te r  provides for a 
four y e a r  te rm  of office and new 
election procedures.

The city commission holds its 
regu lar  meeting's on the  first and 
th ird  Monday.s' of the m onth  in 
the  commission cham ber of the 
city hall. Norm ally these m ee t­
ings begin at 7:30 p.m.

Each commissioner leceives $5 
a meeting, the  num ber  of paid 
meetings m ay not exceed 52 a 
year. The m ayor who is elected 
by the commission a t its first 
meeting receives an additional 
$100 per year  for hi.s services. 
This is m ere ly  a token paym ent 
for t im e devoted and services 
l endcred, the  report  reads.

The m ajor  function of the city 
clerk  is to p repare  the agenda and 
m inutes of the  city commission 
meetings and to handle all corres­
pondence for this body. He a p ­
proves all bills and keeps the 
books of all financial t ra n sa c t­
ions. The office of the  city clerk 
also supervises all elections. This 
includes m aintain ing a I’egistra- 
tion roll of approxim ate ly  3,300 
voters.

Over 92,000 volumes were cir-‘ 
culatcd from Dunning lib rary  
during  1951. The num ber  of books 
in the  collection increased to 
more than  13,000. The lib rary  per- 
;onnel. equ ipm ent and books arc 
obtained th rough  the county. 
However, the  building mu.st be 
m aintained and enlaigecf by the 
city.

The D epartm ent of Public 
Works is supervised by S. L. 
Besse, assisted by a part  time 
jun io r  engineer. A crew  of 27 
m en and six trucks to rm  the 
working nucleus of the  d e p a r t ­
ment. The city w ater  departm en t  
is under  the  auspices of the  d e ­
p artm en t  of public works. One 
forem an and a’m eter  reader  con­
sti tu te  the  working force in the 
field.

The p roper ty  tax, the  main 
source of local revenue is levied 
by the  city assessor. Each year, 
the assessor inspects, in the  field, 
all the  parcels of land and  bu ild ­
ings for any  changes of new  con­
struction. This field work is done 
bn approx im ate ly  J a n u a ry  1, 
legal tax  day. Building perm its  
help the assessor locate new 
buildings and alterations.

Notices a re  mailed to all t a x ­
payers whose assessments have 
been changed for the cu rren t  year  
by the  a'ssessor. Any taxpayer  
maj^ appeal to the  Board of R e­
view if he feels that  his assess­
m ent is not correct.

the  p icture  and should have a 
Commissioner’s attention.

Ŵ e have a fine Cultural C en­
ter  which, perhaps, has been a 
leading reason to r  many people 
tak ing  up residence here. It is 
woefully lacking in park ing  facil­
ities.

Our m erchants  see a need for 
added park ing  space. Some new 
businesses have furnished off- 
•street parking, a t  no cast to the 
city, and have dem onstra ted  the 
w orth  of these. The established 
businesses m closely bui]t*-up sec­
tions of the city have been unable 
to so easily solve, individually, 
the ir  problems. Here lies the  need 
for a coordinated effort betw een 
business and the City.

According to S ta te  Law the 
City cannot use Gtmeral Funds 
lor purchase and  m ain tenance  of 
parking. The City may acquire 
and opera te  automobik* park ing  
facilities and m ay finance the 
same by issuance of revenue 
bonds. Pro jec ts  so financed must 
be self-liquidating and m ay not 
rely upon general tax for support.

W ith this in mind, I approve at 
the s ta r t  of the new fiscal year, 
the segregation of all m eter  re v ­
enues'. There  should be charged 
against this account all costs r e ­
lated to the  adm inistra tion, orig i­
nal cost, m ain tenance  and polic­
ing of the  park ing  m eters  and the 
rental, upkeep and expansion of 
all off-street park ing  lots. The net 
from this account should be u.sed 
for expansion. Because the  net 
from this accounUwill accomplish 
only a small p a r t  of tl^e e x p a n ­
sion which .seems desirab le  a t 
this time, there  follows the con­
clusion th a t  added revenue  m ust 
be found or expansion costs must 
be very reasonable, indeed.

Revenue m ust come from me- 
lers. There  are  several w ays in 
which this revenue  can  be in ­
creased.

The City, at present, has the 
use of four off-street parking 
areas, which it does not own and 
^•an not keep perm anen tly . To in ­
sure fu tu ie  needs, we m ust ac­
quire land by gift or purchase, 
which we can improve as fast as 
funds are  available.

Ow ners of frontage should rec­
ognize th a t  improved park ing  fac­
ilities ad jacent to the ir  p io p e i ty  
nereases the ir  propei ty valuation 
in direct ratio to its proxim ity. 
Therefore, reasonable charges or 
lu tr igh t gift, u n h a m p e ied  by 
special privilege reservations, 
can be considc'red good tiusincss 
m the part  of the  property  owner 

and one necessity of this eoordi- 
la ted  e ffo it  between City and 
Business. Lower cost of acquisi- 
.ion of land can mean faster im- 
iiovem enl. It is a m a t te r  of d o l­
lars.

I, as a Commissioner, should 
ike to see this problem  resolved 
ind shall do all th a t  I can do, 
egally, to cooperate with the 

Parking Development Com m ittee 
n carry  out their  recom m enda- 
ions.

There are millions of people 
today who are living m dread  
and fear. Think how the word 
security has come into common 
use; it has done so because a 
sense of security  is what people 
want above all else. One great 
cry today is for "social secu r ity” 
and that is secui ity from unem ­
ployment and want. Certa in ly  
another  great cry is for "polit­
ical security” : tha t  is security 
Irom the peril.s of irresponsible 
govi'inm ent .and the devastation 
of war. A th ird  cry is for "m oral 
security” ; that  is security  from 
those evils which destroy the in ­
ner life.

How can we achieve such scc- 
uiity?  There is only one way, 
and that is to trust God. The 
Prophet Is iiah gave the solution 
long ago in the words of text; 
"Thou wilt keep him in perfect 
peace, whose mind is s tayed  on 
Thee: for he ti uste th  in Thee.”

What docs this meap? F irst  of 
all. it diH'S not mean ^hat if you 
trus t  God no m isfortune is ever 
going to happen to you. Many, 
il not most of the misfortunes 
that hapiien to us are  otir oWn 
lault;  if not our own personal 
1 uilt, then the fault of the  m is­
takes and shortcomings of our 
day and generation. We must not 
iiiaki' the m istake of blaming 
these misfortunes on God. But 
this much i.s sure; w ha tever  m is­
fortunes come to us, from w h a t ­
ever cause, and by w hosoever’s 
fault, if we trus t  God. and our 
minds are  s tayed on Him, He 
gives us s treng th  to bear these 
m isfortunes and even in the midst 
of them we can be at peace.

Here is one thing to remem'oer: 
Life, your life, is not solely your 
affair; it is God’s a ffa ir  also. And 
that IS true  not only of your life 
and my life, but the  life of evei’y 
living, creature . God is respon­
sible for our being here, and for 
m any of the  conditions under 
which life is being lived by us. 
We are  not fighting this battle  
alone: He is fighting with us if we 
will let Him. He is on our side, so 
long as we are striving to do what 
I.-' righ*. Jesus  said to His d is­
ciples as He spake His final fare- 
wall to them: "Lo I am with you 
always even unto the end of the 
world." He says the same thing to 
us; He is with us to help and 
.strengthen us. He W ILL keep you 
in perfect peace so long as your 
mind is stayed on Him, and you 
put your tru s t  in Him.”

Another thing to rem em ber is 
that we are living in a day of 
great stress and strain , with many 
problems confronting us, not only 
our own personal problems but 
the  pi'oblems of building a peace­
ful and ordered world; and if we 
take  a long enough view back 
over the lii.-tory of m ankind, we 
will .see a steady progress.

Macbeth said; "Life is a tale 
told by an idiot, full of sound and 
fury, signifying nothing.” There  
are tiim-s when we a re  tem pted 
to .say that he was right. But he 
is not right and time has proved 
it. Look back a thousand years, 
not to .say th ree  thousand years  or 
would be willing to say, look back 
a hundred  years. Has life as lived 
by the overw helm ing  m ajority  of 
people increased in well-being or 
diminished? You know the ans­
wer. Despite tem porary  setbacks 
—war, even the last war, life for

most people is infinitely better  
than  it was even one hundred  
years  ago. And the  end is not 
yet: it will still be be tte r  in the 
lu tu re  if w-e will but w ork and 
apply ourselves. For tha t  fu tu re  
we can pu t our t ru s t  in God and 
have our minds stayed im Him.

Perhaps  you may be saying to 
yourself: “W hat about all the 
evil in the world, the  cruelty  
and the su ffe ring?” The " P ro b ­
lem of Evil” and the "Prob lem  
of S uffe r ing” are  great and ter- 
l ible pioblems, for which no sol­
ution has been found oi- given. 
Even Jesus  gave no solution e x ­
cept to t ru s t  God. Even in the 
midst of suffering and cruelty  
we can be at peace if we trust 
Him. T hat is w hat Jesus did: in 
the midst of His suffering He 
.-aid' "Father, into Thy hands I 
commend my spirit .” ^

And in contrast to th a t  ques­
tion; “What abou t all the evil, 
and cruelty  and suffering in the 
w orld?” I would ask ano ther  
question: "W hat about all the 
goodness, the  kindness, the h a p ­
piness and joy tha t  are m the 
w orld?” If the  piesenci' of evil 
is a fact. . o is the prrsi.77C'e ol 
good. If the presence of the fo r­
mer sometimes makes us question 
the' goodness of God. the  presence 

i of the Litter should equally  cause 
us to ti ust in the goodnes< of God. 
And for every  evil act and for 
( vei y evil person you can find 
ten good acts and ten  good per- 
.'"ons if you will but lock fi.'r them. 
Goodness and kindness are  in- 
teetious; they appeal, they win 
and in the end they always t r i ­
umph. They are of God and w ho­
soever is on their  side is on G od’s 
side. And here  we have the only 
source ,of peace and security; to 
be on G od’s side.

S h o u l d  K n o w  i n  

H i r i n g  M i n o r s
This article  is w ritten  p r im a r­

ily for those employers either 
hiring minors, or desiring to hire 
minors, and for all girls and boys 
under the age of 18. who are 
c ither  working, or contem plating 
going to work in the  near  futui'e. 
It is perfectly legal for girls and 
boys between the ages of 14 and 
18 to w ork  providing the work 
is not injurious to health , in ­
jurious to morals, or unduly  haz- 
aidous. The Michigan S ta te  De­
partm en t  of Labor is the agency 
which determ ines the above c h a r­
acteristics of any part icu la r  job, 
and controls the labor by en- 
foicing the Hittle Juven ile  E m ­
ployment Act, which was wi'itten 
to protect the health  and welfare  
of all young workers. All young 
oeople except those engaged in 
s tree t  trades, domestic work, 
farm  work, a business owned and 
operated by a parent, w ork for a 
non-profit enterprise, or w ork  in 
college as part  of an  educational 
program, must have working p e r ­
mits issued by the local high 
-•chool. Before a m inor m ay obtain 
a w orking permit, however, it is 
essential tha t  the  em ployer obtain 
an occupational approval num ber  
from the D epartm ent of Labor, 
approving the occupation in 
wlifch the minor will work. The 
em ployer then  fills out a brief 
■‘Offer of Em ploym ent” form e n ­
abling^ the m inor to obtain  a 
working perm it from the local 
.school authorities, when p resen t­
ed with a b irth  certificate, or 
o ther  acceptable proof of age.

The procedure may sound r a th ­
er complicated to some prospec­
tive employers and young e m ­
ployees, but it is really  quite 
simple if employer, employee, 
and school authorities  cooperate. 
.All necessary forms for em ploy­
ing minors m ay be obtained from 
Melvin Blunk, the Coordinator 
at the local high school, who is­
sues working perm its  for the 
City of P lym outh  and the  s u r ­
rounding te rn to r i ty .  F u r th e r  in ­
form ation regarding em ploym ent 
of-minors, m inim um  ages for p a r ­
ticular jobs, working hours for 
minors, and prohibitive w ork may 
be obtained by c ither contacting 
or phoning Mr. B lunk at the high 
school.

To sum m arize — (1) The e m ­
ployer obtains an  occupational 
approval num ber  from the D e­
partm en t  of Labor, (2) The em ­
ployer fills out an “Offer of Em- 
plo\ n ien t” form for the m inor he 
wishes to employ, (3) The minor 
presents the "Offer of Em ploy­
m en t” form and proof of age to 
school au thorities  who, after  
checking the occupational appro ­
val num ber, the age of tl)e minor, 
ittendance in school, and s tand ­
ing in school work will w rite  the 
working perm it ii they feel that  
it is in the  best interest of the 
>'iiung worker. (4) the  minor p re ­
sents working perm it tc) employer 
who keeps said perm it until the 
term ination  of the em ploym ent 
when it will be re tu rn ed  to the 
issuing officer.

Grouping of Plants for Form, Color, and Texture

ofBasically, good grouping 
plants, sh rubs  and troos dem ands 
p roper  balance be tw een  their  
m o s t  agreeab le  chai ac tenstie  
s im ilarities  and  differences.

Thus, you m ay achieve h a r ­
m ony ancT in te res t  in a group of 
p lan ts  s im ila r  in size and  form 
but d iffe ren t in color and tex tu re . 
On the o ther  hand, you can have 
ha rm ony  of color and tex tu re  
w ith  big d ifferences in height 
and form  and the group unit  will 
still be a ttrac tive .

A n  exam ple  of the  la t te r  would 
be the  Bolles poplar, a vertical 
grow ing  tree  w ith  greenish bark, 
th e  leaves d a rk  green  aoove and 
w h ite  below, and dcT'ply cut at 
the  ends of the  branches. N ear 
th e  pop lar  you could have  the 
lau re l  willow, a rounded  tree  
w ith  d a rk  green, highly polished 
leaves. A  still lower and mure 
spread ing  tree, the  Russian olive 
W’ith small light-gri 'y  leaves, 
could be addc'ti to the group. In 
this a rrangem en t,  the laure l w il­
low would haiiiKjnize with the 
u p p e r  su rface  of the  poplar 
leaves, the  Russian olive with tlie 
foliage te x tu re  of all would be 
similar.

A no ther  beautifu l group, now 
found frequen tly  in central and 
n o r th  Michigan, combirK's the 
»>ine, oak and birch. Most p ro m ­
inen t tree  in this grouii would be 
th e  s tu rdy  w hile pine, tall with 
horizontal b ranches and vertical 
t ru n k .  This  conical fo rm  is r e ­
pea ted  in the birch witn its cii- 
cu la r  t ru n k  and ex tend ing  b ra n ­
ches giving a s im ila r  outline but 
precisely  opposite colors— white  
b a rk  versus d a ik  and light v e r ­
sus d a rk  green  leaves. The oak, a 
ro u n d ed  tree, would produce a 
tran s it ion  to ground level. This 
group  can be .strikingly tied to 
the  ground by a p lan ting  of red 
stem m ed dogwood and spreading 
jun ipers.

For groupings of sm aller  trees 
or shrubs on sm aller  home 
grounds, you m ight combine the 
m agnificent "K w anzan” J a p a n ­
ese cherry  of upright habit  w ith 
the Japanese  “Yoshino” cherry  of 
spreading form, or one of the  
early  flowering spreading  Asiatic 
crab  apples, the  whole u n d e r ­
plan ted  w ith  yew or w ith  spring 
flowering bulbs suclv as narcissi 
or early  tulips.

One very beautifu l sh rub  com ­
bination is the  blue flowering 
lilac combined wdth the Hugo 
rose of China, or ,the Chinese 
b ria r  .'use, wh^eh'-t^lossoms in late  
May. The latter , %<Mth the  lilacs, 
creates a positively magnificent 
combination of soft yellow  and 
rich lilac blue.

A s.tartlingly beau tifu l  g roup ­
ing can sometimes be m ade by 
using one or two forsythias w ith  
relation to a group of the  tru n k s  
of large trees  in the  spring. The 
s tiong  mass of the  t ru n k s  w ith  
their  g rey  color provides a good 
f o i l  f o r  the  fea thery  but heavy 
mass of yt How flowers.

“They tell me th a t  the  country  

needs top production of food and 
fiber thi# year.’’ This was the 
com m ent of Bill West, service 
fo rem an’ of West Bro’s., local In ­
ternational H arvester  dealer. And 
then  he added, “Next to the 
w eather, the  condition of the 
farm  trac to r  is ju s t  about the  
biggest influence on production.”

“You know,” Mr. West con­
tinued, “folks around here  work 
their  tractor.s m ighty  hard . They 
haul heavy loads for long hours. 
G radually , trac to r  parts  begin to 
wear. When a t rac to r  becomes 
badly worn, it can 't  deliver the 
kind of power needed for top 
production.”

Mr. West m entioned exhaust 
valves as a typical exam ple of 
the  effects of w ear  in a tractor. 
Each exhaust  valve in a trac tor  
opens and closes more than  a m il­
lion tim es in a 10-hour day, he 
pointed out. In  addition, ti'.ese 
valves close against the  valve 
seat at red-hot tem pera tures .

When, a f te r  long use, the  valves 
do wear, they  no longer seat p ro ­
perly, according to Mr. West. 
Burn ing  gases slip by them airi 
go right out the  exhaust stack.

' power is lost in the c ranscase  by 
i w orn pistons, rings and  cylindc'r 
I walls. W orn carbure tors , faulty

I Mr. W est concludes th a t  i t ’s 
I m ighty  e.xpensive to let these 
j power losses go unchecked in 

farm  tractors. He says th a t  the  
necessary service overhaul is a 
job for experienced servicemen, 
w orking w ith  precision service 
tools, but tha t  the  w ork  will 
quickly pay for itself in increased 
power and production, and in 
fuel savings.

Un'on street and the main entrance to the Daisy offices is now located just beyond the name of 
"Plymouth" as it appears on the sign. During the sum mertim e this section of the building is densely  
covered by ivy. The copings over the windows are no longer trimmed in white. The angle from  
which the picture was taken gives the "M" in the w indm ill appearances of being an "N"—but it's 
just one of those photographic illusions.

R h e u m a t i c  F e v e r  

P r o v e s  D a n g e r o u s
R heum atic  fever is one of M ich­

igan’s most dangerous diseases 
among school childi-en, and each 
year takes  the  lives of more 
youngsters  of school age than  
any o ther disease, the  Michigan 
D epartm ent of Health  said today.

The gi-eat danger  from rh e u ­
matic fever is a dam aged heart, 
which causes disability  in c a r ry ­
ing degrees th roughou t  life.

Rheum atic  fever is not con­
sidered a contagious disease, bu t 
it flourishes m cold dam p w e a th ­
er, under  crowded liviiig condi­
tions and among children who are  
undernourished  or who do not get 
oroper rest. It often follows scar­
let fever, a " s trep” sore th roa t  or 
i “bad cold.”

Rheum atic  fever in its early  
stages is not always easily recog­
nized. The sym ptom s niay be 
vague, including pLior appetite , 
repeated noseblcL-ds. low u nex ­
plained pi 'isistent fi'ver, rapid 
hea rt  action or frequent com ­
plaints of pain in the  aim s, legs 
or abdomen. O ther symptom s 
may be nervous twitching, small 
lumps under the  skin, painful 
and inflam ed points. Any or all 
of these signs dem and the im ­
m ediate  a tten tion  of a physician 
if heart dam age is to be avoided 
or at least minimized.

To aid physicians in diagnosis 
and m anagem ent of the  di.sease, 
the Michigan S ta te  Medical So- 
ciey has established rheum atic  
fever diagnostic and consultant 
centers th roughont .the  state.

Bed rest, perhaps for months, 
is often essential for p iotection 
of tile heart of the  rheum atic  
fever patient. Doctors’ orders 
must be carried out to the  letter, 
/ 'n d  when a child is allow'ed to 
get up, his activities must be 
guided within prescribed limits if 
heart  dam age has occurred.

Not all a ttacks of rheum atic  
fever result  in hea rt  damage. 
But paren ts  should take  no c h a n ­
ces. It is estim ated th a t  m ore  than  
50,000 adults  in the  s ta te  are  now 
suffering from h ea r t  defects as a 
result  of childhood rheum atic  
fever.

How ard 
Nugent, Bad Axe Republican, the  
am endm ent was backed  by farm  
groups on the  grounds it would 
help farm ers  get m ore  of the ir  
crops in before the  hun ters  a r ­
rived.

The Rabbit season in the  Lower 
Peninsula  would be lengthened 
to ru n  from  October 1 to M arch 1 
in the  no r th  and October 20 to 
J a n u a ry  21 in the south.
