HATS OFF TO CAPTAIN WILLIAM ROBERTSI

Sunday afternoon was a great day for the members of
the Salvation Army of Plymouth. The day marked the dedi-
cation of the new Plymouth Salvation Army citadel, a beau-
tiful church edifice that is without the slightest question the
peer 6f any similar structure in any city under 25,000 popula-
tion in these entire United States.

The church comprises a beautiful auditorium which will
seat 250 or more people. It has perfect lighting arrangements
for day or night meetings. Its altar rail and pulpit, manufac-
tured in the Henry Penhale plant and donated to the Army
by Mr. Penhale, is a masterpiece of woodworking craftsman-
ship.

The basement where Sunday school classes meet, has
been equipped as a social room, with a kitchen. Some day
Captain Roberts is hoping Some friend will provide the stove,
the dishes and other necessary equipment needed by the
Army for use in the social room.

Plymouth citizens donated most of the funds used in
building the structure, apd members of the little Salvation
Army band of Plymouth did much of the manual labor —
but to Captain William Roberts and his father, who will with-
in a few months celebrate his 80th birthday, goes unlimited
credit for weeks and months of tireless work in and about the
building.

It was Captain Roberts who carried the cinaer blocks to
where they were needed. He help>ed put the roof on the
building, installed the sound-proof ceilings in all the rooms,
“tended” masons and, with his aged father, did the thousand
and one other jobs necessary in the erection of such a fine
Army citadel as Plymouth now claims.

It certainly must have been most gratifying to Captain
Roberts and the members of his Army Sunday afternoon
when large numbers of prominent Plymouth citizens attend-
ed the formal dedication of the new home of the Salvation
Army, located at the corner of Maple street and Fairground
avenue.

Frequently in the past we have commented about the
beneficial type of religious and humane work that the Sal-
vation Army carries on in this city. The good they do is al-
most beyond belief—and the work they carry on among pris-
oners out at the Detroit House of Correction is an extra bur-
den assumed without complaint—and with great success.

We take our hats off to Captain William Roberts and his
faithful band of Salvation Army workers! They have right-
ly won the plaudits of a busy and most appreciative city.

WHAT'S THE ARGUMENT ABOUT?

The following letter was received last week by *“yours
truly” from City Commissioner Russell Daane. It pertains to
some of our comment about Plymouth’s parking problem in
last week’s column:

Elton; . . ; .

I've just read your latest editorial on the parking probiem anu
while maybe it’s a mistake to do so I'm writing this before I've
cooled off. | wanttalake violent exeeption to™yonr ntatemeat Ifcat
“780,000.00 or more in revenues have been diverted into the general
funds for the operation of the city.” This statement is NOT TRUE
and should be cleared up by you, at the first opportunity, and in no
uncertain terms admitting that it was not a statement of fact. While
it makes good reading, and there may even be a question as to that,
I hardly think it a good way to win friends or influence people.

The actual figures, all of them, arc available to you and any
other taxpayer upon request from the City Manager. To save you the
trouble of asking for them here they are—to the last cent— Total
revenues from the origin of parking meters in 1946 to 1 Feb. 1952
amount to $75,517.24. Against this have been charged; $17,160.04 for
blacktopping, graveling, paying rental on, and school taxes on park-
ing lots owned or controlled by the City on a rental basis. Another
~A,500.00 went for land acquisition of the central parking lot area.
$14,060.66 went for parking meters, a very necessary item to produce
the revenues, as I'm sure you will admit. $700.00 was spent for the
service car. and $21,600.00 for policing the meters, issuance of tickets
for overtime, collecting the money frojfi them and that sort of thing,
and I think you'll agree too that this iNecessary to produce the reve-
nues. $3,428.00 went for parking lot operation and $16,000.00 was
set aside for future site acquisition. These expenditures total
$81,448.70 or they exceed revenue by $5,931.46. Does that look like
all of the revenue has been used—or diverted—into general funds?

In absolute fairness to all I can’t for the life of me understand
why you would ever make such a statement. Surelgl %/ou do not think
that all revenues should go into parking lots and future sites, etc.,
while' the cost of the meters, policing, maintenance, rentals, land
acquisition and other items necessary to produce the revenue should
be charged to the general funds. | think I know you too well for that.

'The parking committee, of which Sterling is a member, are
aware of the problem and are trying to bring some concrete accom-
plishment out of the meetings we have had and there have been
results. Contrary to a previous newspaper statement these results
and the action by the committee are not, as has been stated, the result
of the business men insisting that the City do something. They are
the result of some careful thinking and planning. Personally | think
the efforts of the committee in handling a difficult job is made more
difficult and tougher because of erroneous statements that are some-
times made or misquotes of other statements. They do more harm
than good. Such statements only lead the reader to believe the state-
ment to be so and he adds to the mis-statement and improves on the
story. '

yYes, it makes me a little hot under the collar, especially when as
our mutual friend Sen. A. H. Vandenberg would have said “the state-
ment will not stand the light of day.”

Have been trying to figure out for four or five days what there
was in that brief comment we made, that any one should get so
“het up” about. All we’re trying to do is get some more parking for
our good little city of Plymouth. "

Now about that “General fund” Russ thinks | went so “haywire”
on. Maybe I'm getting blind or maybfe | can’t read any more. Maybe
he’s dead right, but I’ve searched through the city budgets for last
year, the year before, and the year before that and the year before
“that’n,” too, and | can find w'here the city maintains only four funds.
One is the General fund. Another is the Cemetery fund. Another is
the "Water fund and the fourth is the city Equipment fund.

As we said before, ALL parking meter money goes into the
general fund, from which are paid most city accounts. We said a
total of something like $80,000 or more had been collected since the
meters wore installed. Mr. Daane says the total is $75,517.24.- The
difference isn’t much, we simply used a “roural” figure.

We do wish, however, to call attention to the figures Mr. Daane
uses "‘for policing the meters, issuance of tickets for overtime, col-
lecting the money from them and that sort of thing."

He says for this service and collecting the $75,517.24 in nickels
and pennies out of the parking meters, the city paid out $21,600—
which is more than 25 cents out of every dollar of parking meter
money. About one-half day a week has been spent by only one
policeman in collecting parking meter money. That represents only
26 full work-days for an entire year.

A short time ago an officer was put on full time to check over-
time parking and to collect meter money. But previous to three or
four weeks ago_little effort or time had ever been expended on
checking over-time parking.

We have commended the city commission once, and we are

leased to do so again for its action in setting up a separate parking
t fund ip the new city budget which is now being prepiu~d for
the city’s fiscal year of 1952-’53.

“We ain’t mad at nobody or nuttin’. We didn’t say nuthin’
naughty about Russ or anybody.

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‘*One Old Cat** Was Popular Game Played by School Children Years Ago Local News

""Professor' Cracked Heads of Pupils Together When
Punishment Was Needed How Good
Memory Was Taught in the "OIld Days"

Well let’s get on with our higher
education of that period. When we
youngsters absorbed all the books in
the lower rooms which consisted of
reading, writing and arithmetic, we
were adv'ised that at the beginning of
the new term or new year we would
have to have our parents buy a new set
of books and when school again opened
m\e would be required to take our place
fh higher learning on the second floor
thus putting us some twenty-two stair-
Charles H. Bennetl  gtans higher than before.

On this upper level we did get a little break for in these
upper rooms of learning both girls and boys were permitted
to sit in the same room. The girls occupying the seats on the
left side of the room while the boys sat on fhe right. The
only drawback, if one could call it a drawback, was the fact
that an aisle about fifteen feet in width extended the entire
length of the room. This meant that the girls were separated
from the boys by the space of fifteen feet. 1 still think an
aisle two feet in width would have been sufficient.

The change from the lower grades to the higher was not
too great a shock. We found our additional studies included
Algebra, U. S. and World history and the German language.
If these could be mustered we were ready for high school and
the nearest high schools were in either Ann Arbor, Ypsilanti
or Detroit. It reduced the number of Plymouth high school
students to almost zero. Such studies as philosophy, English
literature, mechanics, chemistry, music and many others
taught today in our Plymouth schools were among the dead
languages so far as we knew. When a scholar had absorbed
all that his school books had to offer he was through. He left
with a light heart, and in my own case a light head, and no
graduation exercises as we had none. As to receiving a diplo
ma, | was in the class with the man who claimed to be the
youngest child of a family of fourteen healthy children and
he told a friend that he was twelve years old before he knew
that a chicken had anything else but a neck. This reminds
yours truly that he never saw a diploma until he was sixteen.
Up to that time while | had heard the name a few times, 1
had thought it was an African bird.

Our school head was known as Professor, that being tops
so far as titles went. When | became eligible to enter the sec-
ond room front | found our Professor was Mr. Frisbee. Mr.
Frisbee was a fine man and a well liked citizen of the village,
but he was also a very stern disciplinarian and in my opinion
his classes were more inspired by fear than by algebra.

There were some rough and rugged boys in Mr. Frisbee’s
time and could be fear was needed to keep the building from
being demiolished by a certain crew of the larger boys, but
Professor Frisbee. being one of the largest and also the
strongest men | have ever seen outside the ring or profession-
al weight lifting, kept his school pretty well in order. He for
one did not carry a ruler. He did not need to. 1 have on two
occasions, that still linger in my memory,'seen him pick up
by the neck two of the largest boys in his school room.

A boy in each hand, raising each a distance of two or
three inches from the floor, crack their heads together so hard
that some of the more timid scholars, especially the girls,
would rush from the room. Nothing more serious than a few
black eyes and a few terrific headaches ever developed after
these exhibitions of man power, but from some of the remarks
made later outside the school by some of the larger and older
students, 1 am quite certain that the professor exerted quite
a pressure on cussedness. Mr. Frisbee later retired from
school work to become the partner of Mr. Connor, the hard-
ware dealer, and for some time the business was carried on
as Connor and Frisbee. After severing his partnership with
Mr. Connor he opened apd ran the lumber yard now owned
and operated by our present president of the Rotary Club,
David Mather.

While the children of the early -sixties and seventiei-
did not ha\’e football, baseball, basketball, swimming pool."
or gym.s, we did have a hne lot well baked by the sun on which
“One OId Cat™ could be played by several different teams
at the same time. This sun-baked lot is the small park in
front of the High School. It is now fairly covered with tiee."
and lias a stoge wall topped by cement on its West side and
our old swimming hole, which could be found by going
through Siron Kellogg’s woods to the Rouge river, was handy
as it was less than a mile to walk.

We were a trifle short on phonographs, radios and tele-
vision. but we had a couple of home talent shows in Amity
Hall each winter and usually two circuses in town during the
summer months and "where ignorance is bliss 'tis folly to
be wise.”

The first telephone | ever saw was operated between my
Uncle Henry Baker’s home, which Claude Buzzard now
occupies, and our house at that time directly across the street,
now the property of Mrs. Charles Neal formerly owned by
her mother, Mrs. Charles Greenlaw, whose home burned
down some seven years ago. This phone was constructed by
Uncle Henry and my father. It consisted of a length of strong
wrapping twine fastened at each side of the street and to a
baking powder can which in turn had its ends removed and
one of these ends had been covered with a piece of bladdei
drawn tight over the end and \he twine fastened to the blad
der. No electricity was used and there was no thought of its
ringing a bell. A bit crude but also inexpensive and it worked.
All my fattier had to do when he wished to converse with
Uncle Henry was to send one of his boys—he had four—over
to Uncle’s and tell him to go to the phone. Simple was it not?

Ont
of whom always held me in awe (Mr. Frisbee). the other held
me by the paw (Miss Blodget). Where this teacher came frorr
I never knew. Where she is now | could make a good guess
When 1 think of the bhsters | carried on both “paws” foi
slight infraction of the rules, | could be slightly prejudiced
As Al Smith would say “let’s look at the facts.” Let it be
recorded that Miss Blodget came into our school with ar
unorthodox weapon of torture. Instead of the usual two foot
luler whic™ was standard practice. Miss Blodget carried one
thirty two inches in length but owing to the rapid motion it
was always in. | do not exactly know of what material it was
made, but my guess would be either lead or .stainless steel
the manner in which she wielded same showed long practice.

A much larger boy of about my own age. son of a promi
nent farmer of our community, Charles Shearer by name,
happened to be drawing his education to a close in the room
in which Miss Blodget and yours truly were both located. For
some reason our teacher picked on Charlie Shearer and my-
self for the fall guys—at least her 32 inch ruler fell upon us

+ more often than upon any other students in her room.

In the old school house each room had a raised platform
of about fourteen inches high at the end of the room. Upon
this platform was a chair and a small table for the exclusive
use of the teacher. From this unfair elevation the teacher

had a fine view of her room and her portion of Plymouth’ ris-
ing generation. | feel sure Miss Blodget could have seen
what her scholars were doing at all times without that extra
eye she had in the back of her head. Not that | had any
thought of breaking the rules, but just to prove to my own
satisfaction that she really had an extra back eye, | have
maken my trusty bean shooter from its accustomed hiding
place and being sure that the teacher’s back was one hundred
percent toward me, | would let a little bean fly just a few
seats in front of me, not with intention of hitting™anybody ol’
course, but being such a poor shot I invariably ji”*sed noth-
ing and the bean would land on the ear or neclc;C™ some boy
way in front of my desk. Out of the stillness ~ that room
would come a }'ell that would have made any Indian hang his
head in shame. With the start of that yell, also started the
teacher. If said bean came from the side of the room on
which I was sitting, and while | thought I was pretty fast in
movement in those early days, | now realize quite clearly
that I was a “Slow Poke”. In fact, on dark and rainy days—
and J™acher was wearing a red dress—the surprised scholars
thought lightning had struck the building as she would come
to a sudden stop at my desk and | think | hear her sharp cr.isp
voice from just above my head saying, “Charles, you will
arise, hand me that bean shooter, and hold out your hand.’
Believe it or not |1 would do it. She would take my hand a bit
forward at the fingers and bending my fingers well back and
down, would commence to bring down the stinging ruler
blows upon my bare hands along with some stinging tears
to my bad eyes. If my blisters caused me to stay off the air
for a while, my bean pal, Charlie Shearer, would dome in
on the line and always with the same result — blisters. To
this day | cannot understand why the fine strategy Charlie
and 1 tried to make work never made the hit with teacher
that was intended.

Our present day slogan is “An apple a day keeps the doc-
tor away.” In the old days most of our teachers had delicious
red apples on their desks—our slogan being, “An apple a day
keeps the teacher away.” I have lost faith in this slogan for I
tried it all one winter, but after placing more than half a
bushel of juicy red apples—one apple each morning—on her
desk, I gave up the idea with the same reluctance | had given
up the apples. Apples made no showing in teacher’s heart
though, at times, | did think they were beginning to show a
bit further south in her anatomy. In the meantime, she con-
tirtVied to alight on me like a hawk on a June bug. By the
time we had enough warm sun in which we could play “one
old cat”, I had enough blisters on each hand so that caching
a baseball was as pleasant a sensation as walking with bare
feet through an alley littered with a few thousand broken
bottles.

However, life has it’s.-jcompensations for all of our ills
and those old school days had theirs. Let me name one which
to iTiy way of thinking could well be returned to circulation
in most of our grade schools. In my own case it can be called
memory building. Through all my days of school, in each and
every room came Friday afternoon. The rooms were called to
order. The teachers gave command that all books or articles
of any sort or kind be at once removed and placed out of
sight on the shelf that was built under the desk top for sucl\
purpose, thereby, in the language of the ship’s captain, clear-
ing the deck for action.

On Monday morning—sometimes as early as two Mon-
day mornings before a Friday—the teacher in charge of the
loom would stop at the desk of several scholars in her room
and say to each, “lI have picked out this or these verses of
poetry which | found in such a paper or magazine or school-:
book, as the case might be, and on Friday ahernoon—telling
the scholar the exact Friday and date, | shall call upon you to5
come upon the stage or rostrum, make a bow" and repeat each?
and every line of this poem from memory. You may take it;
home for study if you wish, but have it back here hyVny hand”™’
by noon of Friday so that | can sit here on the rostrum near
you when your turn comes to recite these verses and provide
you with a needed word should you falter, buf*seriously my
advice is, don’t falter.” Miss Blodget usually added “or else”
to the above advice.

* | still adhere to my belief that being obliged to memo-*
lize long pieces of both prose and poetry was a good memory-
stabilizer and is, in great measure, responsible for my being
able to write this article at the age. of very close to eighty
nihe years of age. This article is but a fraction of the stored
memories of Plymouth’s residents and to me unusual char-
acters of its earlier days as well as the many pages of old-
time poems that still stick in my memory. 1 expect to get
crowned for still believing in this old fashioned memory
building, but I do not expect the sort of crowning King
George received some few years ago. Of course, one can
find some flaws in this memory building particularly in cases
.vhcre you encounter a scholar who has no memory or let’s
.say one not functioning properly. All schools have one or twc.
if this caliber and Plymouth was no exception. As the teach-
ers staggered their poetry among their students from weel
IO week throughout the year, any mental kettle devoid of
soup was sure to be discovered sooner or later. | remember
a case that shows what I mean. It showed up in Miss Anna
Smith’s room in the usual Friday afternoon session. Miss
Smith had selected the son of a prominent citizrt as one of
the group or orators for the afternoon. In my opinion, she
must have known tiiat this young man was just a trifle slow
on the intake—I am speaking now of knowledge, not of food—
and so had requested said scholar to memorize a piece oi
poetry that was often quoted in its day and one that appear-
ed in many of the school books of that generation. In fact,
it was printed in a book known as a reader in our own school
of that period by a man named Marco Bozzaris. To those of
you who may have forgotten this masterpiece it ran like this:

At midnight in his guarded tent

The Turk was dreaming of the hour

When Greece, her knee in suppliance bent.

Would tremble at his power
.nd on and on until its end. At the proper moment the younj
man who had been given this tragic assignment, walkec
down the aisle and mounting the platform made the usua
lormal bow and commenced gallantly to exclaim, “At mid
light in his guarded tent, the "Turk was dreaming of the houi
when Greece, her knee in suppliance (long pause at thi
point). The youngster started again. “When Greece, he
rcnee” (another pause longer than the first), then he was of
*0 a fresh start—“When Greece, her knee,” he stopped onc(
.more and glanced toward teacher for help only to hear Mis
Smith’s gentle voice remark, “Don’t you think Justin, tha
vou.have used grease enough on her knee so that she will bi
ible now to slip through the rest of the sentence”? A roar o
‘aughter slipped from every student in that -xBom. Justin
dipped from the platform and what happened after that ha;
dipped from my memory.

About a year later Miss Blodget became our teacher (ou’
ruler might be rearer the correct word to use) and it was
during her term of teaching that my pal, Charlie Shearer, me:
his Waterloo. It happened on a sunny Friday afternoon in the
early spring, and could well be called a comic interlude. It
happened that Miss Blodget had handed Charlie the first
piece of poetry that he had so far received and was told in no
uncertain words that on this certain Friday he would mount
the platform, make the usual bow and repeat from mepiory
the lines she handed him, or else. This else problem of Char-
lie’s was the whispered hush-hush underground conversa-
tion of the entire room during that week. When Friday fin-

ally rolled around there were no absentees. It’s possible there

were some sick scholars but they were all in tlieir seats. |
hardly think Miss Blodget had in mind building up any
climax when she elected to have Charlie as the last kind
closing orator of the afternoon, but that is what she did and
this is what happened. One could almost feel the tenseness
of that room as the teacher at last called out the nanie of
Charles S'hearer. Charlie arose from his scat at the back of
that long room and marched slowly toward the raised plat-
form in front upon which sat Miss Blodget on the edge of her
chair and the ever ready ruler ready for action. Charlie
mounted the stage, made his bow and these are the words
he so clearly gjid loudly spoke: “Here | stand before Miss
Blodget. She’s going to strike and I'm going to dodge it”l
Even if Charlie had never told the truth before, he told it
(hen. Miss Blodget did strike and Charlie did dodge it. In
the split second it took teacher to fully comprehend Charlie’s
audacious words, he had leaped from that platform and was
on his way to the exit and the blow that fell did not reach its
mark. It was the concensus of opinion of all those present
that Charlie never made better running time than he made
that afternoon from that platform down the middle aisle, a
hard right turn into the hallway and down the long flight of
stairs and off the school grounds. Great credit must also be
given Miss Blodget for her excellent non-stop flight just be-
hind Charlie the entire distance; but alas, just too far back to
make her ruler effective.

Lately 1 have, at times, watched TV but | cannot remem-
ber ever to have heard such a burst of laughter as | helped to
make as Charlie raced down that aisle with teacher at his
heels. 1 still think we raised the roof a couple of inches, but
it sure settled back in place as teacher climbed the*5rtairs on
her return voyage. The quietness was so intense that it hurt.
Had there been a scholar in that room who had dared to drop
a pin from the moment teacher re-entered the room until
we were dismissed! he or she would have been proclaimed as '
the number two hero of the day. Let me conclude by saying |
that Charlie never returned to school. He left all the edu-i
cational advantages of the Plymouth school on that fateful
Friday and also a new hat which he had hung on a rack in
the hallway. He later claimed that he forgot it — draw your
own conclusions. | have mine. *

Setting of the House with

Relation

to Front Yard and Garden

Proper location of your house
on the property i5 one of the most
important things you wiii have to
discu.«s with the landscape archi-
tect, if technical advice is employ-
ed. So be sure he is brought in in
time to help you make the de-
cision.

Three matters of prime impor-
tance which you will have to
work out are; 1) the set-back of
the house from the street: 2) the
relation to the side lines: and 3)
the grade elevation above or be-
low the street.

The setting of the house as it
‘appears from the street is de-
termineef primarily by depth of
the lot. In general, your house
should be as far from the stieet

as its length and twice as far
as its heigth so that the en-
tire house can be seen in one

glance. This makes it possible for
the house to be a picture in its
own right.

Position of the nouse with res-
pect to the side lines should be

erty line as is the thickness of the
house. The minimum distance of
the house from any property line
is the fire department regula-
tion of three feet but zoning laws
and deed restrictions may require
a minimum of as much as ten feet.

The elevation of nousv above
and below the street is a matter
often poorly worked out. A mini-
mum slope from the house to the
street should be about one foot
in one hundred to provide drain-
age even in a level site. A maxi-
mum elevation of house above
the stieet is determined bj' the
lability of a person to walk up a
Icertain grade. This is considered
to be nine feet in a hundred, or
the maximum slope permitted
without steps. Any higher eleva-
tion would require terracing,
iwith steps near the entrance or
Inear the house.

I If the gi'ound rises rapidly back
iof the house, we suggest cutting
linto the hill, making a sunken
Ig'irden at house level and piling
,the dirt still higher at ~e back.
