Wins Its Trailer 
Camp Zone Battle

Court victories seem  to be com ­
ing thick and fast for Attorney 
Earl Demel of this city.

A  few  days ago he won the 
freedom of a navy lad who bad, 
been charged w ith murder. A d a y  
or so ago he received a copy of 
a decision just made by Circuit 
Judge Frank Fitzgerald which  
upholds the contention of Mr. 
D em el^nd  Canton township that 
townships have the final say as 
to whether trailer camps can .be  
established within the township  
limits.

Som etim e ago W illiam  Gust 
of Dearborn purchased on con­
tract 20 acres of land in Canton 
township near H aggerty highway  
and just off old Michigan avenue 
for the reported purpose of es­
tablishing a trailer camp. He se- 
C|Ared approval of his camp from  
both tlje state health department 
and the Wayne county health de­
partm ent— then he went to the 
township officers to secure a 
building permit for a service  
and maintenance building for the 
camp.

The Canton township officials 
after carefully looking into his 
plans, refused to issue the re­
quested permit.

The applicant then went before 
Judge 'Toms of Detroit and de­
manded a show cause order 
against the township officials as 
to w hy the permit should not 
be issued. This the Judge didn’t 
issue.

From Judge Toms court the 
applicant then w ent before Judge 
Fitzgerald and sought to mand­
amus the Canton officials into 
issuing the permit. Attorney 
Demel, appearing for Canton 
township, contended that the  
mandamus should not be issued 
because the zoning 'regulations 
of the township prohibited such 
a camp as the applicant intended  
to build and operate.

Judge Fitzgerald has just ruled 
that the township and Attorney  
Dem el are right in the positions 
they have taken and that the  
zoning law is O.K.

It was the consensus of opinion 
of about 70 people last Tuesday  
night that the Plym outh school 
system  should keep pace w ith the 
growth of this area. In the first 
joint m eeting of members of the 
school-com m unity planning group 
and other civic and business lead­
ers the first definite needs of the 
present school system  were out­
lined and it was apparent that 
each of the suggested ideas was a 
necessity.

Under the capable direction  
and leadership of Carvel Bentley  
the m eeting was the culmination  
of a half dozen conferences by the 
study group which indicated that 
several major steps were neces­
sary if local schools were to keep 
up w ith increasing demands on 
the system.

Definite decisions on the sugr 
gested projects remain in thq. 
hands of the Board of Education 
and in an em ergency session to be 
held som etim e this weekend thrcy 
w ill determ ine what aid to ask of 
local school electors. To include 
all of the item s in the new pro­
gram could conceiveably cost 
local taxpayers an increase of 
about seven m ills. H owever the  
present valuation of the district 
has not defin itely been determ in­
ed and it is expected that it could  
reach 32 m illion dollars this year. 
In this case additional revenue 
from the increased valuation  
could almost care for the finan­
cial needs of the school on a long 
range basis.

The major decision for the  
Board tp m ^ e  is w hat portion 
of the program should be under­
taken or should the entire pro­
gram be subm itted to the voters 
som etim e in May, The projects 
under consideration are as fo l­
lows: The need for an additional 
elem entary school. Should the  
Board build an entirely new  
school or add to the present grade 
facilities. 'Should the Board in ­
clude in the program funds to be 
used for purchasing fu lu K  sites, 
throughout the d istr ic t Should  
the preseht ftlgh school IS^uildbig 
be modernized and adapted to 
present demands of the ittstruc-.

The entire program received  
a warm reception w ith those in 
attehdance at the m eeting and it 
was referred to the Board of 
Education for definite action in 
the very near future.

City Endorses 
Resolution for 
Social Security

The City Commission recently  
made a resolution, and sent it to 
Congressmen from this area, en ­
dorsing bills now pending  m aking 
it optional for s tates to include 
under Federa l Social Security  
those public employees now cov­
ered by an existing re t i rem en t  
plan.

This would allow additional 
benefits under  Social Security  to 
those received under  the  local 
le t irem en t  setup. U nder the  p re ­
sent local system there  ’ is no 
dea th  benefits, and unless a p e r ­
son is 60 years  old, the  only thing 
payable  to the  beneficiary is the 
am ount which the employee paid 
into the system, plus accrued in­
terest. A fter  a person is 60 years 
old. he m ay designate the  plan 
under which he wishes the sys­
tem. to pay him.self, or his bene­
ficiary upon re t i rem en t  or death.'

With Federal Social Security, a 
widow w ith  children receives 
many additional benefits.

At present the  cost to em ploy­
ees under  Social Security  am ­
ounts to 1 '2 per cent of salary, 
$3600 or less, and the cost to the 
em ployer am ounts  to per
cent.

At present, city employees are 
paying 5 per cent into the re t i re ­
m ent system, up to $3600 a year, 
and the city pays 8.47 per  cent.

A nother  advan tage  in belong­
ing to Social Security  also, is tha t  
persons t ran sfe r r ing  to municipal 
w ork do not lose the  benefits  ac­
cum ulated  in industry .

He pointed out tha t  the traffic 

Ic.w ivqiiires tha t  the driver, bc- 
loie tu rn ing  sliall d r ive  hi.s car 
into the p roper  lane "and befoi'c 
slopping'’ or m ateria lly  vary ing  
the coui'se in wliich he is proceed­
ing”. shall give a w arn ing  signal 
e ither  by ex tending  the a rm  in an 
out.-tretched horizontal position 
or by using a dii'ectional signal 
device to signify his intentions.

"Failu re  to signal produces two 
chief I'csLilts." Chief Greenlee 
.-aid. “It is a violation of the  law 
which causes a grea t num ber  of 
accidents. Secondly, it causes 
mora frayed terrtpers, which in 
tu rn  produce accidents, than  any 
olhei' violation.

He emphasized tha t  this was 
not to be considered a crackdown. 
It is m ere ly  enforcem ent of a 
law, which is too often violated. 
Failure  to signal is p robably  the- 
chrcT "gripe” of d i ivc rs  in our 
aiea« he said.

H(' cited a typical exam ple of 
how this violation produces bad 
tem pers  and jangled nerves.

"A dr iver  pulling up to make 
a left tu rn  fails to ,-ignal. th e re ­
by holding up the d r iver  behind 
him," he -aia. "The d r ive r  in the 
I'car s ta r ts  to blow his horn, more 
insistently the  longei- he is held 
up. The first driver, who should 
have signaled- is held up by on­
coming traffic, and becomes i r r i ­
tated* at the  hornblow er behind 
him. M uttering  angrily  to him- 

' self, he finall y gets an opportun- 
I ity to complete his ' tu rn . The 
j hornblow er is also ta lk ing  to 
I himsd'lf as he goes forward. This 
i is the mood tha t  too often leads 

to accidents.
An educational p rogram  e m ­

phasizing the im portance of giv­
ing signals is being conducted by 
police and the S ta te  Safety  Com ­
mission. It stresses tha t  the four 
steps in p roper  sequence to m ake 
a safe and legal tu rn  are: (1) O b­
servation (2) Pu lling  into the 
p roper  lane (3) Giving a signal 
well in advance, and (4) Com ­
pleting the tu rn  when sate.

• They told farmers not to worn 
with or open animals that have 
died from the disease. They also 
warnt-d farmers to call thoii 
local veterinarian if they suspect 
the disease as a cau.se for liv e ­
stock death on their place. The 
double warning camo.because an­
thrax is communicable to humans 
and if it gets a foothold on a 

'farm without proper sanitary 
measures it may be years before 
the soil is fi'ee of the disease 
spores.

The disease, which is believed  
to have come into Michigan from  
a shipment of imported bone 
meal, attacks animals so fast that 
the first noticeable sympton us­
ually is sudden death. If you sus­
pect the disease contact your loyal, 
veterinarian or state di.scase reg- 
ulaloiy officials im m ediately. If 
,\-ou try to post tho animals or 
.vni'k with the carcass without 
advice you may contact the dis­
ease yourself.

Four fires w ithin  a triangle 
'haped area 2Vz m iles long and 
’entered at the intersection of 
Gotfredson and Warren roads led 
the police to suspect that an 
irsonist is working in the area. 
Gne of the fires occured early 
ast Wednesday morning and the 
ither three were Thursday morn­
ing.

A barn on the Harlow Ingall 
farm at US 12 and Joy road was 
destroyed on W ednesday. In the 
barn were nine head of swine, 
several tons of fertilizer, a tractor 
and farm implements. Mrs. Ingall 
states that there was nothing 
combustionable in the barn, no 
wiring and that her husband does 
not smoke.

The fire began some tim e dur­
ing the early morning hours. A 
person driving down US 12 spot­
ted the blaze and drove to the. 
Ingall farm and awakened them  
at about 2 a.m., according to Mrs. 
Ingall.

The next morning the Free 
Church school on Gotfredson 
road, a barn on the John Marshall 
Farm at 10685 Warren road and 
a partially completed, but not 
wired home, between Warren 
road and U.S. 12 on Gotfredsen  
road were set ablaze.

Evidence at the  school ind i­
cates th a t  the  arsonist broke a 
window pane, reached  through 
the opening and set fire to the  
ribbon on a Venetian blind. The 
metal slats on the  blind rc ta rted  
the flame and no m ore fire d a m ­
age resulted, reports  say.

Investigating troopers said that 
the arsonist tied together the 
straw ends of two brooms and 
lighted papers under them in an 
attempt to burn down an out­
building at the school. The only 
damage consisted of the brooms 
and a charred hole in the wooden 
wall of the building.

At the Marshall farm, fires 
were set in the stalls of four 
cows, states Mrs. Marsall. The 
four cow s were burnfed, but all 
tire expected to survjve. Mrs. 
Marshall reports hearing a car 
racing down the road shortly 
after she turned on a light about 
midnight.

Fred Coverdill, construction  
engineer, for the new ly built  ̂
n^tatorium, gym nasium  and band 
room of the high school, w as 
guest speaker at the junior and 
senior high assem bly, held Thurs­
day, April 11 at 2 p.m.

Plymouth Wild Lifers Propose 
Creation of More Marsh Lands
Ifigh Lake Levels May 

^ o v e  Benefit—Hunters 
Killed and Injured Last 
Year Show Big Increase

Some enthusiastic  m em bers  of 
the  W estern  W ayne County Con­
servation  Association are  quite  
“s team ed-up” about a p lan  that  
has ju s t  been inaugura ted  in New 
Y ork  sta te  w here  the conserva­
tion d e p a r tm e n t  is going all out 
in the  construction and res to ra­
tion of small m arsh  areas for 
waterfowl.
N inety-tw o m arshes  which p ro ­
vide stand ing  water, averaging  a 
little  b e tte r  than  th ree  areas in 
size, w ere  built in New York 
s ta te  du r ing  the  past year. The 
to ta l n u m b er  will be increased 
this year.

P lym outh  duck  and geese h u n t ­
ers point out the  fact tha t  over 
a long period of years, county 
d ra in  commissioners not only in 
this pa rt  of Michigan but in n e a r ­
ly every  county of the s ta te  have 
spent thousands of tax  dollars in 
dra in ing  lands th a t  should never 
have been dra ined  and tha t  are 
useless a f te r  they  have been 
drained.

They feel, said one m em ber, 
th a t  some of these dra ined  kinds 
shou ld  be restored not only for 
the  benefit of wildlife, bu t for 
the  good of soil conditions in the  
state. 'They point out tha t  u n d e r ­
g round w ate r  levels can be kept 
h igher by less dra in ing  of lands.

These m arsh  res tora tion  ac tiv ­
ities a lready  a re  p roduring  r e ­
sults I n  bringing back nesting 
w aterfow l to the  Em pire  State. 
In  addition, each constructed  or 
restored area  provides excellent 
cover for cottontails and r ing ­
necked pheasants. The m arshes 
are  built on p rivate  lands under 
a cooperative a rrangem en t be­
tw een  the state, the  U. S. Soil 
C onservation Service, and the 
Soil Con.servation Districts as 
p a r t  of a Federa l Aid in Wildlife 
Restoration (P i t tm a n -R o b e rtso n ) 
Project. Of the  to ta l construction 
cost, the  landow ner contribu tes 
m ore th an  50 per cent. The De­
p a r tm en t  of Conservation con tr i­
butes $50.00 to the  Soil Conserva­
tion District for the  f irst acre of 
m arsh  and $25.00 for each a dd it­
ional acre of m arsh  constructed, 
or one-half  the  total construction 
cost up to a m axim um  $250.00.

One of the most significant d e ­
velopm ents in 1951 was the a p ­
proval by the s ta te  legal d e p a r t ­
m ent of an  a rran g em en t under 
which the  Conservation Depart- 
merit m ay lease lands on which 
it m ay defray  all costs of deve l­
opment. The length  of the  lease 
depends upon developm ent costs 
and ranges from five to 25 years. 
This ruling is expected to lead 
to a m arked  acceleration in the 
m arsh  p rogram  during  the c u r ­
ren t  year  since it e n v i e s  the  De­
p a r tm en t  to develop lands in 
counties w here soil conservation 
districts have not yet been o rgan ­
ized. Increased experience by d e ­
p a r tm en t  personnel and the ac­
quisition of equ ipm ent during  the 
past years  also should pe rm it  a 
definite increase in the  applica­
tion of this activity. Severa l  new 
bulldozers and o ther  equipm ent 
are  being purchased.

One of the hearten ing  features 
of this program  has been its wide 
acceptance by the landowners. 
W herever one of the  wildlife 
m arshes has been constructed, 
there  have been dem ands  from 
other local landow ners  for s im ilar 
projects on their  properties. Says 
P e r  r.y Duryea, commissioner 
of conservation, •The  areas sell 
them selves.”

Always Kept Easy Chair in Front of Door for 

Use ojf Friends — Installed First Set of 
Scoleis for Use of Local Farmers.

I have asked the editors of The 
Plymouth Mail if I might chronicle sorne 
of the amusing things that occurred in 
our village in the early days of which I 
have been writing and of some of the 
actors that participated therein. In my 
book, Shakespeare was indeed right 
when he wrote the line “All the world’s 
a stage and all the men and women in it, 
merely actors.”

While I know that life holds as 
. much of tragedy as of comedy, I am 

, Bennetl thankful that the Lord has permitted 
me to see so much more of comedy than of tragedy.

I have already written in this article of a citizen who in 
memoriss of my earlier years could and did cause much fun 
and laughter in his day. In this day of long faces and high 
taxes, I pay him a compliment he well deserves. Anson Pol­
icy, who had a'^ugh on tap for all occasions. Mr. Polley had 
his hlacksmith’sSsWp on the site of our present City Hall and 
a few feet south m the wide open door of the present fire de­
partment stood the wide open door of the old blacksmith’s 
shop. As it is usual to have an open and wide door in order to 
drive a fire truck out, so the blacksmith's shop had a wide 
door in order that a pair, or span, of horses could be driven 
in and be weH shod.

Also in the doorway of Mr. Polley’s shop was a large 
and comfortable easy chair. While Mr. Polley could at times 
be found seated in his favorite chair, it is my belief that this 
easy chair was placed in this conspicuous open door and but 
t ^  or tvvelve feet from Mr. Policy’s anvil in order that his 
many friends, acquaintances and passers-by might have a 
comfortable vantage point from which to visit with their 
host. And did he like to visit! If none other than a small boy 
happened to be passing by Mr. Polley would hail him and 
lat^r said urchin would be on his way to retrieve Policy’s 
left-handed monkcv wrench which had been loaned to some
friend, whose business was always far, far from the black- 

lith strop.smith sTrop
Plymouth was no exception to other parts of these Uni­

ted States in the tlays of the 1860’s and ’70's. Conversation 
and papers were the only means of getting the news in those 
days. No telephone, no telegraph, just tell a woman — or a 
man, if no woman came along — and the news was on its 
way. With a wide open door, an easy chair, plus a smiling 
countenance and a real desire for news, is it any wonder that 
Mr. Polley was the oracle of our village in 1870?

Mr. Polley was a keen observer. He told me of the first 
fire apparatus or machine ever to show up in our town. He 
said it looked much like an old fashioned hand Car that was 
used by the railroad laborers in repairing and replacing rail­
road ties and equipment; the kind that had handles on it. By 
pumping or raising these handles up and down the watei* 
could be pumped from the creek or cistern and be thrown 
upon the fire.

A team of some eight Plymouthites acted as a team of 
volunteer firemen on the occasion of the first trial of this first 
Plymouth'fire department. They unloaded this pumping ap­
paratus from the freight shed—a part o | the old depot, which 
then stood and stands yet, where the cement block building

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which is now used by the Daisy Manufacturing Company for 
the storage of steel stands.

The fire brigade started down Union street toward Kel­
logg Park and the creek that crossed Union street about where 
Grange Hall now stands. Just before reaching the creek, one 
of the volunteers happened to see a large woodchuck run 
into his hole and it was decided to pump water from the 
creek, putting the other end of the hose into the woodchuck’s 
hole and drown him and his family. This idea was carried 
out and the pumping began. At the end of 20 minutes the 
volunteers were all in and about out of breath. They con­
cluded that the woodchuck must have long since been 
drowned. Mr. Polley told me that the fire department had not 
gotten their hose out and rolled up and moved on as far as 
the park until the woodchuck came out of his hole and seeing  ̂
the coast was clear, he ran down to the creek to get a drink.

An'acquaintance of Mr. Polley’s also well known to .the 
citizens of our town was to be seen frequently seated in an 
easy chair. This man had the largest feet I have ever seen on 
any person I have ever met. . No boot or shoe manufactured 
could be found to fit him, so his boots had to be made to order 
and as he was not in any sense a cripple and in no pain, and 
seemed to take any remarks regarding the enormous size of 
his feet good naturedly, he became “Big Foot Jim” to us 
street arabs.

He sat in the easy* chair one summer’s day as Mr. Polley 
was making a horse shoe. Mr. Pol ley's eye, however, was 
more often on Jim than upon the shoe he was making. At 
last, the horse shoe being finished, Mr. Polley walked over to 
where the enormous feet were resting and said. “Jim, it 
occurred to me while I was finishing that last horse shoe that 
the pair you have on, with a bit of cooperation on your part 
and the help I could furnish, could make us a nice little wad 
of ready cash this fall.”

“Mr. Polley,” replied Jim, 'T am open to argument as I 
could use a little extra cash at any time. "What is the propo­
sition?”

“■Well, Jim,” said Mr. Polley,'“the idea is so big and yet 
so simple and full of ready money that I hardly dare tell you, 
but as you have asked for it here it is. I will build a square 
wooden box high enough and large enough to place a chair 
inside, on which you can sit. The top cover will have a hole 
in it just large enough for your head to stick through. At the 
bottom of this box will be another hole cut in the shape of 
the opening of a dog house. I will then hire a horse and a 
small platform spring wagon. You and I will then take the 
box in the wagon with us and we will visit the county fairs 
that are being held this fall in nearly every county in Michi­
gan including Detroit, Pontiac, Lansing and others too nu­
merous to mention. When we arrive at the fair, we will quiet­
ly and unostentatiously place our box on a prominent spot 
and you will climb into the box while I place the cover so 
only your head will show, then all being ready you will stick 
your feet out through the hole in the bottom of the box and 
our cash will begin to flow in. I will do a little bally-hoo and 
as the yokels begin to congregate, I will tell them that for 
one small dime—ten cents—each they may look at your feet 
and then guess your weight and if able to guess within 200 
pounds of said weight, I will hand each winner a ten dollar 
bill.”

I did not hear Jim’s answer, but I do know that Mr. Pol­
ley did not visit any county fairs that fall.

The following summer on a hot afternoon in July Mr. 
Polley was sitting in his easy chair in the open doorway of 
his shop when a well dressed man driving a span of hoVses 
hitched to a platform wagon and headed south toward the 
business section stopped directly opposite the shop and turn­
ing toward Mr. Polley he asked politely if Mr. Polley knew" 
where Livonia Center was locat^ . The reply was, “Yes sir.

I certainly do.”
“Thanks, mv friend,” said the stranger, “how far is it 

to Livonia?”
“Well sir,” said Mr. Polley, “if you keep right on.in the 

direction you are now headed I’d say it was about 25 thous­
and miles, but if you cared to turn your team around and 
head in the other direction, it’s about a seven mile drive.”

This was Mr. Polley of my boyhood days, I could con­
tinue his stories indefinitely but I will close by telling of the 
only time he turned the joke upon himself.

It happened like this. Mr. Polley was the first man in 
town to install a set of Fairbank scales and placed them in 
the ground some feet south of the present city hall, and very 
close to the present cement walk. Until this set of scales were 
installed anyone wishing to weigh a load of: hay or grain, 
cattle or hogs had to drive to Ypsilanti or still farther away 
in order to do so. Mr. Polley charged a small fee for the use 
of this scale and he did a thriving business.

In the spring following the installation of this set of 
scales, a young man by the name of Walker, whose farm was 
some distance West of town on Territorial road, drove some 
GO head of steers, very young and very Small, into town stop­
ping this herd in front of Mr. Polley’s shop and inquired if 
he could get the herd weighed. The answer was, of course, 
yes. Mr. Polley brought out his weights, a paper pad for 
adding his figures as only six or eight of the herd could stand 
on the platform of the scales at one time and the weighing 
was about to begin when Mr. Walker said to Mr. Polley, “Sir, 
you do a great deal of weighing in the course of a year, so 
jUst for fun I would like you to make a guess on what these 
60 small steers will weigh.”

This was duck soup for a joke; so Mr. Polley put his 
pencil in his mouth and looking very wise he walked slowly 
rii'uund that bunch of calves, returning to his scales he re­
marked to Mr. Walker, “Not much need weighing them, but 
we will do so to satisfy you, however, that bunch will weigh 
32.410 pounds.”

Tne steers were then put on the scales and when all were 
weighed and the figures were tabulated and added the total 
was found to be 3l408 pounds. Just two pounds under par.

“Mr. Polley,” said Walker, “you certainly made^a mighty | 
close guess on the weight of these steers.” |

It was then that Mr. Polley assumed his most dignified ‘ 
manner and this was his reply, “Young man, I am not in the I 
habit of making guesses.'I am in the habit of knowing and; 
as you saw I only walked around that herd very casually. Had : 
I looked them over carefully I would have come much closer 
to the exact figure than I did.”

Eight months later Mr. Walker and his helpers drove a 
very different looking herd of steers in front of Mr. Polley’s 
blacksmith shop. This time they were fat and in prime con­
dition for the market. The herd was again stopped in the 
street and again Mr.. Walker approached Mr. Polley and ask­
ed if he recognized this bunch of cattle as the small calves 
he had weighed for him some eight months ago. Mr. Polley 
replied that he did not but that he had never seen a fatter or 
better looking herd. Mr. Walker then reAiinded Mr. Polley 
that when he had weighed them the first time he had come 
very close to naming their exact weight and would he now 
look them over carefully and see how close he could come, this 
time.

Could he? This was the time and.place for Mr. Polley’s 
act and as usual he did a thorough job of it. He left no steer 
without a careful feeling of neck, haunches,! and belly. He 
even opened a few mouths in order that nothing escape his 
scrutiny, possibly to impress Mr. Walker. Nor did he miss 
using h'is pad and pencil to jot down the weight of each steer. 
When all had been carefully scrutinized and; the combined 
weights had been added most carefully, Mr. Polley announc­
ed that the total was 62,880 tons.

“Well, Mr. Polley,” said Mr. Walker, “that was mighty 
nice of you and I am much obliged.” Then turning to his hired 
men he said, “All right men, start the herd moving.”

“Hold on a minute,” cried IVfr. Pplley, “we haven’t weigh­
ed ’em yet!”

“No need of spending time and money weighing ’em,” 
replied Mr. Walker as he mounted his horse to follow his cat­
tle, “your word as to what they now weigh is near enough 
for me. Good day.”

And that is how Mr. Polley’s joke for once boomeranged.

N atu ia lly , yt)U are  subject to 
definite limitation.-: as to the  con­
trol of the elements. But it is 
possible to do a m rprising  
am ount to m ake living out of 
doors more pleasant. First, there  
is the  m atte r  of the use of w ind ­
breaks on the west and north  

of your property. Such w in d ­
breaks, if properly  employed, will 
block or absorb the first of the 
cold winds of i>arly spring and  
hill, or even the w in ter  wind.

A w in ter  wind moving at 20 
miles an hour against an u n p ro ­
tected house will trip le  the 
amount of fuel required  to heat
it. By reducing . tha t  wind to
th ree  or foui' miles an hour you 
can save a lot of fuel. Obviously, 
this can m ake living out of doors 
a p leasanter  affair. The breezes 
from the south and southw est a re  
usually not too uncom fortable  
even in the  the w in ter  and are 
I'.ssential in sum m er to keep us 
cooled off. Thcrt'fore, w indbreaks 
should not be built on the sou th ­
west and south unless you find 
the force of the  wind too much 
for conifort, as m ay be the case 
if it comes to you over a large 
body of water.

If the sunny area  of your p ro p ­
erty  IS combined with a w in d ­
break or series of w indbreaks, 
you can contrive a place into 
which the sun's rays will beat. 
With the  " su n trap ” thus secured 
you can actually- raise the tem- 
pe ra lu re  by solar radiation to a 
point tha t  even  on a cold day  in 
the middle ^of J a n u a ry  it m ay  be 
possih.li' to sit out in your yard

and read a book— w ithout an 
overcoat 1

To m ake your sun trap  this ef- 
lectivei you will need not only 
the main w indbreak  but .secon­
dary  w indbreaks composed of a 
thick hedge or wall imm ediately 
surrounding  the sun trap  on the 
north, northeast or northw est. 
Such devices are  f requen t fea­
tures of English gardens, w here  
the houses are not comfortable 
in cold weather.

Conversely, the  sum m er  heat 
car. be m itigated for you if yoU' 
are able to inveigle all the  avail­
able breeze on a hot day. Trees 
can aid you g reatly  in this m a t ­
ter. They differ, of course, in 
the ir  ability to absorb  solar heat 
depending usually upon the  d en ­
sity of their  foliage. Of the  solar 
heat surrounding  a single leaf, 
about 51 per cent is' absorbed in 
various ways into the leaf. If the  
garden  is on the lee side of a 
woods, tha t  is to say, the  n o r th ­
east or east, the breeze coming 
th rough  the woods even on a hot 
day m ay feel cool due  to this 
m ore than  50 per  cent of heat 
thus absorbed.

C u rry  of lamb is one leftover 
suggestion. This, of course, is 
usually  made w ith  fresh lamb 
cubes: however, it may be p re ­
pared with the leftover lamb for 
an equally  in teresting dish. On 
the  basis of 2 cups leftover cubed 
lamb, cook '■_> cup diced onion 
and 1'i> cups of sliced tar t  apple 
in a little w a te r  until tender. 
Then add them  to l ’  ̂ cups of 
m edium  w hite sauce along with 
the cubed lam b and seasonings 
of I'-j tablespoon cu rry  powder. 
*8 teaspoon each cinnamon, 
ground cloves, nu tm eg  and a ll ­
spice. Thoroughly  heat and serve 
over hot rice in the  traditional 
m anner.

Lam b joined \yith mushrooms 
is still ano ther  w ay for using the 
leftover meat. Cube lamb, then 
heat in a white  sauce along with 
canned and fresh mushrooms, 
sliced and heated in bult^u' or 
m argarine.

Chilled slices of lamb roast 
are  g rand  for a buffet suppei’ or 
for snack tim e sandwiches. L ef t­
over lamb, also, may be ctibed 
and tossed w ith  vegetables or 
fruits in salad combinations.

If the  crack on the t ray  of 
your child's high chair  is con­
s tan t ly  catching food particles, 
t ry  pouring hot paraffin  into it.

Suprise the Family 
with MockVealCutlets

LAMB TOPS FOR SPRING
A centerpiece of pussy willows 

and crocuses and a lamb roast on 
the table are all signs of spring.

To R o a s t  L a m b
Sprinkle the  leg 0’ lam b gen­

erously w ith  thyme, salt and pep­
per. Place on a rack in an open 
pan. Roast uncovered and w ith ­
out adding w ater  in  a slow oven 
(300° F.).

Allow three  and one-half to 
four hours for a six pound roast. 
Baste occasionally with juices 
from the  pan.

If a  m eat therm om eter is used, it 
should read. 175° to 180° F. be­
fore the lamb is served.

Many deaths  and thousands of 
injuries are  reported  each year 
from collisions betw een bicycles 
and m otor vehicles, and the m a­
jority  of bicyclers are in jured 
when violating some traffic  law.

Four safety rules to stress with

Ride bicycles single file, on the 
right side of the  s tree t and as 
close to the  cui'b as possible.

A bicycle built  for one is for 
just one rider —not two.

Check frequen tly  on brakes, 
horn, headlight, rea r  reflector, 
and t i r e s . '

and the brain  tru s te rs  in W ash­
ington were w arn ing  .the nation 
tha t  a new  w ave of inflation 
was ju s t  ahead  —th a t  there  soon 
would be big shortages again. 
That was only 12 short m onths 
ago. Did these shortages show up? 
They did not. Why? Because the 
peoplq who do the  buying d e ­
cided to save m ore and buy less. 
T h e  governm ent statisticians 
could m easure  inventories, but 
they couldn’t figure out people’s 
feelings!

Everybody Feeling Better
In  my opinion, business and the 

public have both been holding 
back from  m aking  decisions and 
buying until a f te r  the  elections. 
Now, however, w ith  the  P re s i­
den t m aking  his historic “shall 
not ru n ” decision, all th a t  is 
changed. There  is a widespread 
feeling th a t  nearly  all of his pos­
sible successors would be more 
kindly disposed to business. A 
feeling of relief has spread 
th rough  the  coun try  from  one end 
to the  other.

Now, this feeling is not som e­
thing you can m easure  in black 
and white. You can’t pu t it into 
a graph. But, it is the  kind of 
thing th a t  will m ake  a m an  go 
out and spend a little more 
money than  he would have be ­
fore. Ju s t  a m on th  ago he m ay 
have told his wife th a t  “th e re ’ll 
be no new  car this year.” Today, 
however, he m ay feel th a t  things 
a re n ’t so bad a f te r  all and say: 
“There  is enough in the  bank  for 
a ra iny  day; so, w ith  election 
prospects looking brighter, why 
not now enjoy the  new  ca r?” 
This should cause cu rren tly  High 
inventories to be pared  down.

Sw ing to Right
There  is ano ther  im portan t  pos­

sibility th a t  should not be over­
looked, W ith P residen t T rum an  
out of the  running, e v e ry  effort 
will be m ade to pick a candidate 
behind whom  the whole D em ­
ocratic P a r ty  can unite. Now, the 
big bulk  of S ou thern  Democrats 
happen  to be ve ry  conservative. 
If they  a re  to be appeased and 
“kept in line,” it is highly nec­
essary tha t  the  Convention nom ­
inate a team  th a t  will be con­
servative  enough to a t t rac t  full 
support from the  Sou th— like 
Russell, K e r r  or Stevenson. So 
the Democrats don’t look so foi m- 
idable to business as tliey did a 
few weeks back.

W hat about the  Republicans? 
Well, to me, it is p re t ty  ha rd  to 
.see any candidate  outside of 
E isenhow er o r  Taft. It doesn’t 
seem likely th a t  the  Convention 
will be foolish enough to pin its 
hopes on some “d a rk  horse” tha t  
may fall dow n in the big race. 
Businessm en genci-ally w o u l d  
feel p re t ty  good r igh t now if they 
knew for certa in  tha t  a conserva­
tive is to be in the  W hite House 
next Ja n u a iy .  Thus, sizing up 
both the D em ocrats and the R e­
publicans. it looks to me like a 
swing to the  right!

More Spending K gh t Away!
Finally, the  Dem ocrats know 

th a t  if business is good and the 
.voters a re  happy nex t N ovem ber 
4, they will have a be tte r  chance 
to win again. You can bet tha t  
the ir  “smoke-filled room s” are 
a lready  busy m apping the s t r a t ­
egy for peeping things hum m ing 
right up to polling time. They 
m ay have lost the ir  leader, but 
they  h av en ’t lost the ir  sense of 
direction.

A lready  we have seen the  gov­
e rnm en t  g ran ting  perm ission to 
the m ilita ry  tp aw ard  contracts 
to “job  d istress” areas. It isn’t 
a far step from this to finding 
o ther  reasons w hy  defense spend­
ing should be stepped up in the  
months im m ediately  ahead. C er­
tainly, if the  people get an im ­
pression tha t  a new wave of in fla­
tion is on the way, which recent 
.strikes indicate, they m ay do a 
little m ore buying themselves.
