Members of the Board of
Education v'oted Monday
night to submit two proposals
to voters at an election to be
held May 26th. On the recom-
mendations of the school
study group two of the three
proposals were accepted by
the board and voters will be
asked to vole additional mill-
age for operation expense and
building a new elementary
school and the complete alter-
ation and improvement of the
present high schobl building.

The board will ask for two
mills additional to cover in-
creased operation costs and
two mills to cover the cost of
an additional elementary
building and renovating tho
present high school. The oper-
ational levy will be spread for
five years and the building
levy will be spread over a 14
year period.

The thiid propo.sal as suggested
by the study group covered the
lestablishment of a building anij
Isiti" fund which would provide
]money for the purchase of addil-
lional sites and buildings for the
Ifuture. This would have been an
radditional two mills for voters to

,approve which would have
brought the entire lax increase
to six mills.

However the board decided

;against the third proposal at this
lime ana" will submit only a four
mill proposal to the voters next
month. In view of the fact that
the school system is desperately
in need of another grade school
and that it is imperative that the
present high school be altered
board members felt they should
only submit those items which
were an absolute necessity at this
time.

They point out that the in-
creased valuation of the district
will make it po.ssiblc to almost
pay for the proposed program
without heavy burden. However
to get tho funds at once to do the
job that is needed an increase in
millage must be voted by the
taxpayers.

VoUis will be presented three
ballots at the election. One foK
approval of two mills for opera
Itional expenditure and two for
[the elementary and high school
Iprojects.

Tho school levied a lax of

j13.899 mills this year and if the

lincreased millage should be ap-
iproved the tax would be 17.899
Imills. In proportion to other
Ischool districts in this area of
IMichigan, Plymouth would be
about avciago in its tax. Many
districts levy from 20 to 27 mills
for their schools and Plymouth,-
even with the increase, will be
considerably lower than most dis-
Iti icts its size.

The Board of Directors of the
Plymouth Community Fund is
considering a move which would
tie the Plymouth Fund to the De-
troit United Foundatioft Torch
drive much more closelj' than it
is now'".

As the situation now stands, the
Plymouth Fund pays a percent-
age of its yearly budget to the
United Foundation and receives
in return the services of 23 Uni-
ted Foundation organizations. In-
cluded in these organizations are
the '"American Cancer Society,
Michigan Society of Mental Hy-
giene.

Dog League for the Blind.

The proposed agreement would
open to Plymouth icsidents the
entire list of United Foundation
services.

The Ply-
mouth group would share over-
age and underage with the Torch
drive on a percentage basis.

Foreign visitors to the United
States are always amazed the
first time they visit an American
supermarket. Nowhere else in
the world will you find such
clean, weil-lighted and efficient
food markets. These markets are
usually a combination grocery,
fruit, vegetable and meat store
in one big food department store.

Even with an efficiently ai-
ranged and operated store in
which to sjiop, the homemaker
will find the job much easier and
the cost less if she does some
planning for the shopping tour.

Make a shopping iist. Divide
the list into departments to save
time and possible retracing of
step.s when you arc in the store.
Watch for special buys offered
and take advantage of them when
storage or use will permit. The
food advertisements usually give
the special so you can look for
them in the store and plan for
them in your menus.

Buy in quantity whenever pos-
sible. Storage facilities and the
size of the family will determine
how large a quanity can be pur-
chased economically. Where pos-
sible, buy by weight instead of by
unit. Heads of cauliflower and
bunches of celery vary in size.
When purchased by weight you
pay for only the amount you take
home.

Buy fresh foods in season. At
that time you receive the best
quality for the lowest cost. The
very beginning or close of a sea-
son, however, usually gives poor
quality, high prices or both. Se-
lect the grade or quality accord-
ing to how you plan to use the
product. It is not always neces-
sary to have the highest quality
tc have good food value. Lower
quality may serve the purpose
as well anti cost less.

Read the labels on tans and
containers to determine quality
and the number of servings. Fig-
ure cost according to the number
of servings available instead of
by the can or box. Shop at hours
and on days of the week when
the market is less crowded if
possible.

in the Great Lakes, as the eel
that came into the Great Lakes
through the Welland canal have
killed most of the trout and white
fish. The smelt, perch and her-
ring are too small for these big
ocean eels to attach themselves
to, and as a result they seeming-
ly are free from assaut.

Speaking personally for just a
moment, the writer “fathered”
the legislation which made pos-
sible purchase by the state of the
hundreds of public fishing sites

that the state now possesses along,

rivers and lakes throughout Mich-
igan.

The legislation all grew out of
an experience the writer had
years ago when he attempted to

a bit of fishing in Orchard
lake and was told that no one
could fish in it, even though the
state had planted most of the
fish that were in the lake. We
talked with any and everybody
about it, and then when elected
to the legislature, an amendment
we attached to the conservation
department bill authorizing the
state to use a certain amount of
money derived from each fishing
license ci-eated a fund that the
department used to buy public
fishing sites, here, there and
everywhere.

We mention this act taken
many years ago because we not-
ice that many other states are
.now following a similar example.
From Wisconsin comes a bit of
news pertaining to what that
state is doing to create public
fishing sites, just ~ has been done
in Michigan.

W ith general public supoprt,
land purchases are made for the
purpose of public access and
management. Wisconsin people
are anxious to see a lot of land
devoted to public purposes. But
people see that less than a thou-
sand dollars worth of land is
bought with a thousand dollars.
A common critism is that the
W isconsin conservation depart-
ment uses much of this money
tor “administration” rather than
land purchase. Kettle Moraine
forest land purchases are fre-
quently scrutinized from this
standpoint. By “administration” Is
meant land appraisals, purchase
negotiations and expenditures, to
make the land serve the purpose
for which it is intended. As pro-
grams like the public hunting
grounds program grow, manage-
ment costs mount. 'Tliis holds true
even where management is held
tg-a minimum. People must be
able to find public hunting
grounds and find something to
hunt when they get th«i®. An
item of expense on the Kettle
Moraine is management lo see
that people get a return on their
investment. The same condition
prevails everywhere. In the last
17 years the U. S. Fish and Wild-
life Service has had $27,000,000
for waterfowl management. Of
this only $4,000,000 was used for
land purchases and the rest of
the expenditures were the kind
that are often roughly lumped as
“administration”. Most of the
money went for investigation.®,
law enforcement, development
and general items of manage-
ment.

game, but losing, battle for ex-
istence when two discoveries
were made. Men found it was eas-
ier to get oil from the ground,
and they learned that electricity
gave better light than whale oil.
Thanks to the rise of the petrol-

eum industry and the invention
of electric lights, whales were
spared.

But today, says the National

Wildlife Federation, they face a
new threat. Whale oil, though no
longer needed for lamps, is a val-
uable raw material in the manu-
facture of textiles, cosmetics, and
candles. In some countries, people
buy and eat whale meat.

"To meet these demands, 20th
Century whale hunters rove in
deadly packs. Leading the chase,
in each whaling fleet, is a fac-
tory ship. It is outfitted with ma-
chinery to butcher a record haul
of whales on a single voyage. The
crew is seldom idle, because small
killer ships keep bringing in fresh
victims— all of them snared' by
accurate, hard-firing harpoon
guns.

Among the prizes caug.ht in tnis

way are the massive Sperm
W hales. They live in all the
oceans of the world, staying in
warm currents when they can,

but often swimming in the frigid
Antartic.

The male is among the largest
of the entire whale family. He
sometimes grows to be 60 feet
long, and he may weigh as much
as 60 tons. The female Sperm

W hale is about half as big.
Both are dark in color and
shaped like gigantic tadpoles.

They have big, blunt heads and
powerful teeth. With the aid of
their side flippers and their

broad, forked tails, they can
swim at speeds of three to four
knots with ease.
they can plow ahead at ten -or
twelve knots. Forvfood they eat
mostly squids or ci®le-fish, but
sometimes they gulp down larger
creatures.

From the time they are born,
at a length of ten to twelve feet,
until they reach full size. Sperm
W hales grow thick layers of
blubber around their bodies. It
is from this coating of fat that
much whale oil is taken. An even
finer grade of oil comes from

their heads.
Besides oil, the Sperm W hales
sometimes produce a valuable

substance called ambergris. It is a
gray or blackish mass of material
which forms inside them when
they are sick. Though ugly to look
at, it is a highly prized ingred-
ient in the making of fine per-
fumes. A 400-pound chunk of
ambergris once sold for more
than $100,000.

Socialistic ideology by means of
the so-calleo Fabian method.
Fabianism is a name for social-
ization by stealth and indirection.

The Fabian Socialists, among
whom George Bernard Shaw was
the best known, fought always for
higher taxes, for greater govern-
ment spending, and for more and
more government services to the
people, even in fields where the
people were better able to serve
themselves.

By the end of World War II,
with the help of deluded trades
union leaders, they were almost
completely successful. More than
U per cent of commercial and
industrial profits were taken in
taxes. Wages, prices and rents
were subject to absolute bureau-
ciatic control. Almost everything
was rationea. The buying power
of British money was made sub-
ject to government fiat when
Britain went off the gold stand-
aid.

Nothing remained, then, but to
vote in a Socialistic regime,
which would socialize the means
of pnxluction of goods and serv-
ices. But after this was done, the
British people found that wages
did not go up, although prices did.
Housing shortages and shortages
of nearly everything else pre-
vailed, as production fell off.
Socialized med,icine proved un-
satisfactory to nearly everyone.

In Great Britain austerity, an-
other name for national poverty,
became the order of the day. But
nobody could do anything about
it, so long as the people sub-
mitted to regimentation by the
iron-fisted Socialist government.
They did not submit permanent-
ly. Britons staged a revolt at the
polls. Socialists were tossed out
of office.

Now why does the British ex-
perience apply directly to our
own affairs in'the United' States?
It dues for the simple reason that
today we are almost exactly at
the same mile-post along the road
to Socialism as the one at which
the British stood when they be-
came a Socialist'Stat”®

The British p'eople voted for
nationalization. In the, United
State." the federal administration
did not wait for a vote by the
American people. Long' ago the
President seized the railroads.
Most people appear to have for-
gotten that our railways are opei'-
ated under government control.
Now he has seized, the steel in-
dustry. He did so in open difiance
of the law enacted by Congr-ess
for handling just such emergen-
cies as the steel wage dispute.

We have nationalization of two
great industries— the key indus-
tries of the nation— by executive
fiat instead of by law or in res-
ponse to the will of the people.
Then what is to stop the federal
administration fron\ seizing the
other industries on one prx'text or
another? What is to prevent the
administration fr'om seizing the
cor ner drug store, the farmer’s
crops, or anything else?

It seems to me that Congress
must act quickly to clarify this
situation, and to put America
back on the right road.
