"I believe in free enterprise, 
but on an  honest, open, and 
above board basis. I believe that 
Russia is behind the sku lldugery  
and I w ant to be w here  I can 
‘sec’,” he emphasized.

Mr. B arker  quoted a chain store 
profit increase from $1,000 to 
$30,000,000 in 12 years  and w on­
dered if th a t  was not inviting 
governm ent control and ow ner­
ship to everyone’s loss.

He stressed the point th a t  such 
companies m ay be doing this to 
disgust the  public  so m uch that  
it will be ready  to swallow a 
whole d ictatorship, hook, line, 
and sinker. He concluded this 
point with the  s ta tem ent, “I t ’s 
tim e to w ake up Am erica.”

“A nd so, little  by l i t tle— in 
this way and that, A m erican  free 
en te rp rise  is going— always by 
offering hungry  citizens a little 
sugar; a lw ays by putting  a little 
bu t te r  on the whole slice of 
bread to d istrac t your a ttention 
from the stealing of the  whole 
loaf,” he emphasized.

Mr. B a rker  concluded the 
speech by listing the p lanks in 
his p latform . The first is the 
continuation  of Am erican labor 
which he said can not continue 
if the  alien elem ents take  over. 
Plain common honesty is the  sec­
ond p lank  in the platform . 'World 
Fedeialism , m ore investigation 
and full em ploym ent complete his 
platform.

During the speech, Mr. B a rk e r  
also discussed the St. Law rence 
w aterw ay , pension plans, and  the 
RFC.

The fowling piece he carried that 
night was a beautiful single barrel shot gun which Bill had 
borrowed from my father a few days previous. Bill told, 
father .the use he intenNied to make of the gun iri the forth 
coming drama and father said, “Sure you can take it Bill, but 
I shot it several times while hunting Saturday and it should 
be cleaned before being used again. I w ill clean it for you 
this evening and will take it up to your store tomorrow 
morning.”

This father did. He also added Ws good deed for the 
day. Thinking Bill might not know how or that he might for­
get in his excitement of becoming an actor to load the gim, 
father loaded the gun by ramming down a good charge of

a watch repairer by the name of John Steele. Mr. St^^le was 
not only an excellent watch tinker but he claimed toj be just 
as clever as a chemist.

So on opening night Mr. Steele with his hellish powder 
was sitting under the stage with a can of red powder at his 
left and a box of matches in his right hand waiting impatient­
ly for the devils dive.

Raws thought, “well here’s a good gun- all right 
but Bill Bassett has no way of loading it and has left it here 
unloaded and if it only clicked in that last act when Bill pulls 
the trigger, it would almost ruin the act, so I will act the 
good Samaritan by taking this weapon down stairs in the 
store and load it for him.” So onoe more this shot gun was 
loaded and returned to its hiding place. My readers may 
think this gun had been loaded too many times already but 
it was still to have one more load and for your information 
it is a fact that each of the four people who loaded j^is gun 
later acknowledged their participation in this comedy of 
errors.

On the morning of the first night of the play, chief in­
stigator and investigator of all home entertainment given in 
Amity Hall, Sir Charles Miller, made his accustomed rounds 
and did he find what he thought was an unloaded gun? He d.id. 
t)id Charley put another load of powder, and in order to con­
vince the villiauKfhat he really had been shot, place another 
two extra w ^ s  in that gun? He did. Did this quadruple 
loading come' close to causing a sad disaster in Plymouth? 
It did.

As the hero and his bride were walking out of their 
garden. Bill, tbe cherished friend with gun in hand, turned 
to mount his horse. As he did so he espied the villian with a 
pistol in his hand half hidden behind a tree but before the 
villian could draw a bead on Bill, the trusty gun was at Bill’s 
shoulder and the trigger had been pulled. The result of that 
trigger-being pulled was beyond all expectations. In the 
split second before every light in Amity Hall went out, the 
audience saw the villian drop in his tracks as if really shot 
(and he thought he was). Bill, who had dropped his gun 
because of the terrific kick he received from it as he pulled 
that trigger and as his position at the time was near the foot­
lights near the edge of the stage, he stepped back 'just far 
enough to topple from the stage and down into the orchestra. 
The last the audience saw of Bill that night, before darkness 
blurred their vision, was our good friend disappearing head 
first through the bass drum in the orchestra circle. That 
audience as well as the actors arid helpers behind the scenes 
were completely stunned. Then came the unusual tinkle of 
much falling glass as every lamp chimney in the large chan­
delier and those of the six footlights came toppling to the 
floor. Those in back of the stage had their share of the excite­
ment too as each and'every small pane of glass that had so 
recently acted as the windows back of the stage fell into the 
alley. Here was anxiety and a big chance for real tragedy. 
There was tota>darkness and no, one really knew what had 
happened.

Then it was that Charley Miller proved himself an actor. 
Stepping from behind the scenes, he addressed that audience 
something like this: “Ladies and gentlemen, listen to what I 
have to say and please keep your seats until I finish talking. 
We have had a little-accident happen but nothing serious and 
no one is hurt, however, what has happened put out our lights 
and I guess most of our chimneys are broken—let me take a 
look.”

Then Charley took a match from his pocket and light­
ing two or three of the stage footlight lamps, which even 
without their chimneys dispelled the darkness in the hall to 
some extent, and fears of a fire or panic were at once eased 
and now continued Charley, “I see we are short of chimneys 
and no chance of obtaining more until tomorrow, so let’s call 
it a day and go home as it is a bit dark in here. Please go out 
laughing and slowly.”

This good advice was followed ahd thus what otherwise 
might have been a serious catastrophe was averted. There is 
little more to. add except that chimneys were in great de- 
H&and the next day. A new bass drum had to be purchased 
for the orchestra, a new shot gun was bought for L. H. Ben­
nett as the barrel of his gun had a bulge in its middle that 
made it look more like a long lamp chimney than a gun bar­
rel. Had the bulge continued to the end of the.barrel he 
might have been able to shoot baseballs instead of bird shot.

The second night of Esmerelda had a packed house. The 
audience, evidently expecting and perhaps hoping for a repje- 
tition of the night before, must have been very sadly dis­
appointed as nothing went awry that sdCond night unless

Roger Bahson Says—
Babson Discusses His Youth
Babson Park, Mass., May 1. 

We read much in the newspapers 
these days about the need of 
America to undergo a moral re­
juvenation. In this column I havfe 
tried repeatedly to give §uggest- 
ions as to how to bring this 
about. I have suggested religion, 
ethics, education, thrift and a clo­
ser attention to land ownership 
as some of the remedies. Today, 
I shall attem pt to go further into 
the “grass roots” of the problem.

Where Do We Belhng?
About the turn of the cen­

tury a great sociologist named 
Charles Horton Cooley coined a 
new word: “Socius”. This man 
said that you could look at any 
man from tw d points of view: (1) 
As a member of his social group; 
or (2) you can look at any man 
as an individual apart from his 
group, or as a “rugged individ­
ualist.”

The “Socius” is what politicians 
and labor leaders want all m en to 
be.

uality, they w ill then be able to 
achieve their goals. This explains 
why the Russians are working so 
hard to develop collective farms. 
The independent farmer thinks 
too much, as an individual, to fit 
into the Russian purposes. This 
also applies to Chinese farmers 
who OWN their farms, but not 
to “renters”.

Lei's Look, at History
In the ’‘horse-and-buggy” era 

of our history the rugged iiidivid- 
ual rarely, if ever, let his own 
private convictions be submerged 
by the group judgm ent of a com­
mittee, board of directors, or pol­
itical party. He believed that 
“One with God is a m ajority.” He 
discussed his ideas w ith other 
rugged “grass-root” individuals. 
Democracy in America came 
from long hours of “cracker- 
barrel” discussions in country 
stores and homes far from city in­
fluences. Thinking requires quiet.

Few  people can think out 
problems w hen their ears and 
eyes are distracted by radios and 
televisions. However helpful for 
quick comm unication these mod­
ern mechanisms may be., the dan­
ger always can be that politicians 
or some selfish group w ill dish 
up over them predigested danger­
ous ideas and propaganda that 
they want us to believe.

Littla Red School Houses'
The Little Red School House 

was a symbol of what was of 
great value. When it vanished in 
most com m unities and was re­
placed by the Consolidated 
School, that change marked the 
turn from an old to a new  epoch. 
What is the significance of this 
symbol, the L ittle Red School 
House?

The farmer boy’s daily educa­
tion began in the ^ r l y  dawn, 
doing his chores— taking food 
and water to the animals, handl­
ing m achinery, planting, grow­
ing or harvesting crops. When 
em ergencies arose, he had to be 
alert to cope w ith them, which 
developed ingenuity and reason­
ing. B y such training he also 
developed honesty, common sense 
and industry. Farm chores give 
real education, impossible from  
books.

The Best Education
A fter breakfast, this lad was 

not bundled into a bus to be 
driven to some Central School, 
often located many m iles away. 
Instead, as a rule, he walked to 
his school. That w alk did his body 
good. If he had to buck a bliz­
zard, resistance to the storm  gave 
strength of w ill.

A t school, our farmer lad found 
him self largely on his ow n and 
was compelled to dig out most of 
the facts under the rule “God 
helps them that help themselves."  
At noon he could indulge in “ex -  
trd-curricular” activities, such as

Archers Defying 
tonquish Floods

Members of the W estern Wayne 
County Conservation Association  
w ill no longer have to chase down  
Tonquish creek every spring to 
find and return the wooden 
bridge that connects the main 
club grounds w ith the archery 
and gun range on “the other side” 
of the creek.

Years ago when the club was 
young and poor it built a wooden  
bridge over the creek. Just as 
sure as the sun comes up, every  
spring w hen there was a flood  
in the creek, the bridge would 
be carried down stream some 500 
or a thousand feet or more where 
it unusually landed high among 
some trees.

Plym outh’s nearby prison, the  
Detroit House of Correction, was 
called upon by officials of the 
Michigan Southern prison at 
Jackson last w eek to help care 
for some 30 or 40 prisoners of 
that institution who could not be 
tem porarily housed because of 
the Jackson riot.

These prisioners at the tim e the 
riot broke out w ere busy in other 
sections of the prison cleaning 
corridors and doing other types 
of work. A fter the riot started  
the Jackson authorities had no 
place to house these prisoners so 
they were quickly transferred to 
Plymouth.

W hile officials of the big prison 
near this city will, m ake no com­
ment of any kind about the Jack- 
son riot, it has become known  
through some of the em ployes 
of the institution that the “set­
tlem ent” m ade by M ichigan’s 
barn-dancing, queen crowning  
Governor is regarded as a dan­
gerous threat to all prison m an­
agement.

There has been no outbreak of 
any kind at the Detroit House of 
Correction and none is expected, 
although, like all prison m anage­
m ents throughout the country, 
the local officials took every pre­
caution to prevent any such a 
demonstration as took place at 
Jackson.

The DeHoCo has at present > 
more than 1300 prisoners housed 
at the local institution. It has, 
never adopted any of the fool, 
ideas that have prevailed at Jackr 
son and which apparently led to 
the sham eful riot which w ill cost 
the taxpayers of Michigan closer 
to $3,000,000 or more rather than 
$2,500,000 as reported.
