It was shortly after the Civil
war when it became more or
Ifess of a local custom for various
communities to decorate with the
early spring flowers the graves
of .soldiers and sailors.

Three years after the Civil War
a suggestion \Wids made to Gen-
eral John A. Logan, then Com-
mander of the Grand "Army of
the Republic, that a special day
be chosen. He approved of the
suggestion and named May 30, as
the day for the decoration of the
graves. This was-done in the year
1868. Bodies of those who have
died in defense of their country,
lie in most every city, town, ham-
let; and churchyard cemetery.
May 30 is observed in most every
state as Memorial Day.

Other countries pay tribute and
respect to their dead also, how-
ever, they pay homage in differ-
enit ways and observe different,
days.

The Greeks had improvised rit-
es; which they called Zoai, which
were performed on each new
gcave. Offerings of flowers and
olive branches were placed on the
graves. If after months and years,
blossoms and shrubs should ap-
pear on the graves, it was an
omen that the soul of the de-
parted had found happiness.

George Richwine
les- Funeral to
be Held Saturday

M over a period of many
months. George W. Richwine, one
of Plymouth’s best known citi-
zens and active in civic affairs
during the greater part of his
life, died shortly after 7 o’clock
Wednesday morning.

He was 80 years old. His death
removes from this area probably
the most expert harness and sad-
dle maker in Michigan. Of such
high type was his work that
horsemen from all parts of the
midjAlevvest would frequently
come to Plymouth to have Mr.
Richwine make a saddle or
bridle.

He was born on Juno 1< 1872
in Cleveland. Ohio, the son of
George V/. and Elizabeth Rich-
wine. The family later moved to
Chicago, Illinois and from Chi-
cago to Detroit and teler to
Romulus. George Richwine’<
father was a steel worker aind
specialized in spring making. He
had a large family and purchased
a farm south of Romvi-J6*jki-} ore
the family did the farming while
the father worked in the spring
factories at ~le wvarious steel
cities during the winter months.

The son, George Richv.ine pur-
chased a harness business in
Romulus in 1893. He was married
April 24, 1895 to Edna E. John-
son of Romulus, and their first
child, Alton J. Richwine, was
born in Romulus on March 7,
1896. The family then moved to
Alint Where Mr. Richwine was a
foreman in a harness, factory
which was later purchased by
the Dort Buggy Company and la-
ter became part of the Dort Au-
tomobile Company. Mr, Rich-
wine’s first automobile, which
was purchased in 1919, was a
Dort model. The Riehwinc's sec-
ond child. Edna E. Richwine, was
born in Flint, on May 7, 1900.

When the harness factory in
Flint closed, the Ricbwines mov-

.d back to Detroit UTicre Mr.
Riciiwine again worked in the
harness factory and it was one

of his employers there that advis-
ed him of the harness business in
Plymouth which was available,
i With- the assistance of his em-
Iplover, his father, and his young-
er brothi. r he came to Plymouth
in May. 1903 and purchased the
harness business at the location
which is now occupied by the
Charles McConnell Barber Shop
and Plymouth Taxi company.

He declares emphatically that
Henry Ford did more to help res-
tore prisoneis to useful and ben-
eficial citizenship than any other
industrialist in Michigan or any
other state.

“When | entei-ed prison work,”
said Mr. Gillies, “there was no
such a thing as a welfare plan to
aid prisoners after they' left the
institution. They were thrown out
on their own, to shift as they
pleased with not a cent in their
pockets and no one to give them
aid or direction. When Mr. Ford
was asketf if he would give a
helping hand to men worthy of
another chance to make good in
life, he gladly consented to do ,s0

There aie now in Detroit and
el.sewhere in Michigan hundreds
of excellent citizens who were
given that opportunity .so badly
needed by men when tiiey leave
pVison. Some of these men ad-
vanced to important executive
positions not only in the Ford
plant, but in other automobile
plants where they were able to
secuie employment after leaving
Ford employment. With the death
of Henry Ford that doorway to
‘oettei- citizen.ship was closed and
it hasn’t always been easy since
to place some men where the
same opportunity existed,” said
Mr. Gillies in tribute to Mich-
igan’s greatest industrialist.

George Richwine
Dies — Funeral to

The Richwine family moved in-
to the wupsta’irs of the building
which is now Ken and Oiks and
here Perry W. Richwine was
born in 1905 and Walton Rich-
wine was born in 1915. While in
Plymouth, Mr. Richwine was
elected and served as President
of the Leatherworks. Association
of Michigan.

He became city treasurer in
1920 and his treasurer’s job was
performed in his place of busi-
ness on Penniman avenue. He
continued as city treasurer until
1931, during which time he tem-
porarily discontinued his harness
business and took up full time
work in the city hall.

In 1931 Mr. Ric'nwme moved
to the township of Plymouth
where he became Justice of the
Peace and again established his
harness business. It was while
in this location that Mr. Rich-
wine began to specialize in the
manufacturing of harnesses for
trotting and pacing horses. The
many tracks in the Plymouth vi-
cinity kept him more than busy.
He also assisted many horsemen
interested in riding horses, es-
pecially Western type riding, and
worked on many of the finest
Western horse rigs in this part
of the country, including the sad-
dle and bridle presented by the
late Henry Ford to Harry Bennett.

George W. Richwine continued
as Justice of the Peace and a
member of the Plymouth Town-
ship board until illness made it

advisable for him to retire in
July, 1951. In December, 1951
the George Richwines moved

back to the city of Plymouth and
since have resided in their resi-
dence at 869 South Main strtt.

In addition to his many other
activities, Mr. Richwine was at
one time secretary of Plymouth
Rock Masonic lodge, as well as
serving in other lodge official po-
sitions.

New City Budget
mJumps by $60/000

tions from the plan may become
necessary. For instance, the mer-
chants, in order to maintain free
parking in the Central lot, may
offer to purchase the land, pro-
vide all the improvements and
turn the lot over to the city for
maintenance and policing. Such
changes in plans may be nec-
essary, since the business houses
will be in competition with the
new shopping center to be lo-
cated at the intersection of Farm-
ington and Plymouth roads offer-
ing free parking.

The new budget includes S12,-
000 for library construction, of
which $8,000 is a carry-over of a
portion of the cash surplus from
operations during the current fis-
cal year. The Library Fund has a
balance of approximately $16.-
000. The new budget will bring
the total to $28,000 which is the
recent estimate of cost submitted
by the architect. 'Work will be-
gin on the new library addition
this summer, and bids will be
let for such work as soo,i as pos-
sible.

The 1952 assessment roll was
confirmed by the Board of Re-
view at $13,551,770 which repre-
sents an increase of $1,404,220
over last year. Personal property
increased in valuation 'oy $740,260
and Real property by $663,960.

Breaking down the Ictal bud-
get. one finds $60,620 being asked
for the General Fund, an in-
crease of $3,000 over last year,
and representing 18 pei' cent of
the total budget. Public Works
will require the biggest percent-
age of. the total as $108,300 is
requested, or 32 per cent of the
total— an increase of $14,000
over that of last yeai'. Another
big item is Public Safety, where
$87,740 is requested, an increase
of $11,000 and repiesenting 26
per cen't of the total budget.
Others arc Building a»d Struct-
ure Fund $11,130, Hc'alth and
Welfare $5,000, Recreation and
Parks $22,820, Debt Retirement
and Interest $4,800.41..

Non-tax levcnues of S129.915
from the total budget leaves a
total of $203,119.35 to be raised
by taxation.

City Manager Albert Gla-'S
ford says, “Because of the in-
creased expenditures, it has been
necessary to estimate more ac-
curately the revenues."

people must realize that these are
immediate necessities. If the
proposals are not approved, it
will not be long before the ele-
mentary schools will be on half-
day sessions. At the present time
some classes have 40 children en-
rolled, which is way over the sug-
gested number by leading educa-
tors. There seems to be some
misinterpretation on some
people’s part, in that we have two
new elementary schools. The
buildings are new. but only one
was gained as all the children
who formerly attended the old
Central elementary school, mov-
ed to the new building at Bird. At
that time niany children were at-
tending emergency clas.ses in the
Bapti.st and Methodist churches,
and this overflow, plus many new
children, has filled the new Smith
school to capacity. The old Cen-
tral building now houses the Jun-
ior High school. The influx of
population, and the e.xpecled in-
crease in the next few years
deem it advi.sable and necessary
to construct a new building now.
Even if the vote is favorable, it
will take over a year to build and
equip a new building, and by that
time the present facilities will be
taxed to over ciipacity.

Tree Planting
Very Essential

In 1921 President Harding is-
sued the first proclamation that
the last week in April would be
American Forest Week, a week
which is designated to develop
interest in forestry conditions.

Originally the' "voorst” or for-
Jst 'was the segregated property
of the people. At the close of the
eighth century it referred to all
tlu' l'oyal Woods in which the
right to hunt was reserved by the
king, but other rights such as the
clearing of the land and the right
to cut wood was free to all.

Today there are hundreds of
national forests throughout the
nation. Each forest is divided
into ranger districts and each dis-
trict has facilities for storage of
equipment, supplies, lookouts and
lilteguards. Each district ranger
is responsible for making the re-
sources of his district render the
greatest possible service to the
country, state and nation. He sup-
ervises the planting of trees, is in
charge of the forest fire preven-
tion, con.structs recreationa.l sites
and ha” charge of the wildlife.

Michigan has four national for-
ests namely: the Huron, Ottawa,
Manistee and the Hiawatha.
Michigan citizens must help sup-
port public education in forestry
in order to stamp out fire evil,
control tree pests, and to enlarge
the tree planting programs.

Approximately every four
years enough newsprint is made
for-a .strip as wide as a daily
paper and long enough to reach
to the sun and back. File million
Uees are cut annually for tele-
graph and telephone poles; we
use 500,000,000 fence posts every
year. Railroads of the United
Stales use about 130,000,000 new
wood ties every year.

01 forestry. Anyone can be a
member of this association. The
only requirement is to plant a
tree and register it with the as-
sociation at Washington. There
are no dues.

If Plymauth residents who gave
to the Wayne county road com-
mission all of the land comprfs
ing the Plymouth-Riverside park,
which is one of the largest and
best developed areas of the en-
tire county parkway system, have
any idea that they can use any
portion of that area during week-
ends or on Sunday, they had
better give up any such thought
at once.

Last Sunday, like the previous
Sunday, saw the entire parkway
in this area flooded to over-flow-
ing with all types and kinds of
people from the great city of
Detroit. Local residents who over
a period of years have observed
gradual use of their former park
being taken over by Detroiters,
have been amazed at .the numbers
who come from all sections of
Detroit to use that portion of the
parkway once regarded as Plym-
outh’s own.

Park attendants say that if you
register for a picnic or some
other type of gathering in time,
you can generally get the spot
you desire in the park, but even
previous registration does not al-
ways protect the individuality of
your gathering,

Detroit crowds come early and
stay late. At one time late Satur-
jay afternoon there were not aoz-
ens, but hundreds of fish-pole,
oait and bobber fisherman lin-
ing the banks of the Rouge river
that flows down through the park
and along the banks of Wilcox
pond as well as Phoenix lake.

Not in years have such large
crowds come so early in the sea-
son. Park workers had barely
finished placing the newly paint-
ed picnic tables, installing some
new playground equipment and
repairing the stoves when the
crowds began to arrive.

Newer sections of the park be-
low Newburg and near Nan-
kin Mills have not been taken
over so completely by Detroiters
dS has been the Plymouth-Riv-
erside section of the parkway, al-
though the newer sections of the
park are nearer Detroit than is
the Plymouth-Riverside section
by several miles.

Plymouth residents who desire
to use the recreational facilities
of the parkway better do the
same as they did last year, use
the park during the early days of
the week, but not much after
Thursdays unless they want some
of those who come from Detroit

“People tend to forget that un-
wieldly pipes are likely to topple
against overhead wires,” Millis
notes. “Lives can be saved each
year if the electrical hazard is
eliminated from weU-repair
work.”

Detroit Edison’s offer applies
to all its customers, and the com-
pany will take care of the hazard
whether the wires are on the cus-
tomer’s own property or are on a
public right-of-way.

Rhubarb Adds
Zest to Meals

Homegrown rhubarb will soon
be available. It is a sure sign
of spring that can add farl-sweet
flavors to meals that may have
been lacking in taste and color
appeal.

Rhubarb is one fi'uit to which
sugar is added before it is cooked
it it is to remain in whole pieces.
Viater should be added in small
Ouanlities as the rhubarb ha.- a
naturally hiph Water content.

In preparing rhubarb sauce,
remember that the fruit should
be cooked as short a time as pos-
sible 'O retain the most of the
fresh fruit flavor— the more
aroma in the air. the less flavor-
iiil the cooked sauce.

Rhubarb lends itself to bak-
ing.-The prepared fruit should
be placed in a baking dish*which
can be lightly covered. Sugerr
and a ver\- small portion of water
are needed. Bake the fruit in a
350 degree oven. One part dates
to three parts rhubarb make a
rich baked fruit combination.

Classes Held For
Local Firemen

A fire school conducted for the
volunteer firemen of Plymouth,
Canton township, Salem town-
ship, the Daisy Manufacturing
company and Whitman and
Barnes ended yesterday evening.
The school sponsored by the Uni-
versity of Michigan Extension
service, and the Office of 'Voca-
tional Education, Lansing, was
conducted by Wallace F. Gannon.
The class met in the Plymouth
fire hall from 7;00 to 9:00 p.m.
for seven evenings.

The importance of the first five
minutes of a fire, and how fires
can be cither lost or won during
this crucial perio<) was the first
topic discussed by the class. “A
fire can be won by correct think-
ing, or lost by excitement and
poor thinking during these im-
portant five minutes,” stated Mr.
Gannon.

Mr.
the Muskegon Fire Department
for 28 years, for the last five of
these he was one of the chiefs.
He has been affiliated with the
extension service and vocational
office for the past five and a half
years. During this time he has
visited 200 departments and in-
structed 4,000 men.

The second evening, the fire-
men discussed the strategy of at-
tack. Mr. .Gonnan stressed the
importance of fighting a fire
from the inside. “More fires are
won by fighting them from the
inside than from the outside,”
he said.

Ventilation, the subject of an-
other evening’s study, has a dir-
ect bearing of the strategy of
attack. The firemen were taught
the best ways to open a build-
ing and let out heat, smoke and
gas so they might enter and
fight from the inside.

Fundamentals of fire fighting
and control were also discussed.
Mr. Gannon demonstrated many
short cuts to effective fire fight-
ing it would take an uninstructed
fireman many years to leam.

Fire preverition and control in
industry were discussed during
the week. Mr.'"Gannon said that
he usually did not spend an entire
evening on this subject, but be-
cause of the number of men
from Daisy and 'Whitman and
Barnes, he did.

The firemen conducted a res-
cue practice using ropes and lad-
ders, saw an oil pit fire demon-
stration and discussed the princi-
ples of fog fire fighting.

“The course is given free,” re-
marked Mr. Gannon, “because
the sponsoring agencies feel that
the persons’who benefit from it

are the residents of the commun-
itv."

Do these particular abilities

pay off in business? Not espec-
ially, except in The professions.”
Of course, if the college, in addi-
tion to developing scholastically
competent individuals, has done
something about character and
personality development, then
we have a different situation.
But too many colleges give only
lip-service to character educa-
tion.

What Business Needs

I hope company rccrqg.itment
officers won’t let the schools
and colleges over-emphasize the
grade aspect of a job recommen-
dation. What business needs
most today are men with the
character qualities of wisdom and
honesty, a personal philosophy of
self-reliance and the ability to
act and get things done.

Employment experience has
shown that some of tliese quali-
ties are best developed outside
the classroom— editing the
school paper, managing' a team.
lepresenting the student body in
student governmont, being social
chairman of a fraternity. The
extra-curricular record also
measures best drive and follow-
through. Wisdom should have
been developed in the classroom.
The scholar is often wise but has
poor judgment. The scholar secs
people acting as he believes they
ought to act. The successful busi-
nessman, however, sees people as
they really arc.

Importance of "Drive

Practical application of good
judgment can be measured in a
man's personal conduct record,
woi'K record, campus participa-
tion, and in a variety of ways. A
high degree of self-reliance and
competitiveness as measured by
hobbies, part-time jobs, and the
kinds of cxtra-eurricular activ-
ities in which one has partici-
pated are character traits abso-
lutely essential to success in any
Ifree enterprise economy.

I | want to know what kind of
lan economic philosophy the
lyoung graduate has picked up
in college. The successful young

lexecutive must learn to drive
Ifiimself and deprive himself—
lperhaps even his family— be-

cause he .sees in the long run that
it is for the good of all. The high
Nurnover of young c.xecutives on
their first jobs suggests that both
college and company recruitment
officers ought to pay more at-
Umtion to some of the practical
i lequiremonts for success in the
professions, manufacturing, com-
mei'ce, and even in farming.
