The
business men are arguing the immediate enlargement of the
Central parking area, pointing out that EVERY section of
downtown Plymouth will benefit by this plan. They believe
that our parking areas should be developed one by one
AFTER the business center of the city has been properly
cared lor. We know that some disagree with this, but we
think it is one hundred per cent right. And our recommen-
dation'is that we stop arguing about it—and DO SOME-
THING ABOUT IT.

READ EVERY ONE OF THEM.

The Detroit News right now is publishing an intensely
interesting, as well as alarming, series of articles written
by James Sweinhart upon the Communist threat in this
state and nation. Mr. Sweinhart is probably the outstanding
authority in our state on the treasonable operations of these
filthy polecats.

The industry that has peaceful
relations with its workers is the exception these days.

And there never will be labor pe™ee™until we take the
dirty hands of dirty politicians out of * e problem. The coun-
try made a terrible mistake when it permitted Roosevelt and
old Senator Wagner to'put over that big fake on the nation.
But let's hope that the time is near when a remedy can be
applied.

AND STILL THEY COME.

When Dr. “Ace” Williams recently brought back from
the South a number of editorials taken from southern news-
papers for the purpose of enlightening “Ye editor” about
southern Fair Deal sentiment, he really started something.
We are glad of it, too, because it has revealed'the fact that
gven in the "solid south” there are many editors who are not
afraid to tell the Washington political fakers what they think.

A few days ago E. S. Anderson of the Whitman & Barnes
Icompany sent to the writer a clipping that had been taken
from the editorial column of The Riemnohd News Leader of
Richmond, Virginia, and mailed to him.

The editorial entitled “Faith of Our Fathers” is worthy
of reproduction even in a community that has to its credit
the distinction of never having gone off half-cocked and voted
'for a lot of the nincompoops now trying to run affairs in
Washington. It follows:

It is by ironic coincidence, perhaps, that a transcript of President
Truman's press conference of last Thursday should come across the
d“sk just as we begin an editorial on this week’s celebration in King
William County. They are planning big doings down in King Wil-
liam. There will be a pageant on Thursday at West Point High
School, a pageant on Friday at King William High School, a tour of
historic homes, a speech by Senator Robertson, and a full-dress
Colonial ball on Saturday night. The week's events have been in
paepaiation for months. It is the 250th anniversary of the forming
of one of Virginia's smallest and poorest counties, and the people of
King W'illiam, who love the place, proptose to make the most of it.

Many of the Tidewater counties are older, of course, and many
have known more colorful times. Quarto-millenai|r celebrations come
along all the time. Probably King William’s program would prompt
little editorial mention, but for one thing.

The whole week is being dedicated in King William to “Individ-
‘ual Liberty—the Faith of Our Fathers’” In a day of little faith, it is
a thrilling and inspiring thing.

W’e lift our eyes from King William’s simple program (Students
Participating . .. Lunch Will Be Served on the Courthouse Green)
and the text of the President’s conference slips across the desk.

The President was asked: “If it is proper to seize the steel
mills, can you, in your opinion, seize the newspapers and radio
stations?”

Mr. Truman replied that under similar circumstances, the
President of the United States has to act for whatever is for the
best (>f the country. That is the answer, he added.

The faith of our facers! Could there be more damning evidence
of how faiiilbis nation has slipped from that tremendous creed? In-
dividual liberty! What could point up more revealingly how weak
this liberty has become?

Here, on Thursday, was the President of the United States say-
ing. in effect, that he—one man—would determine what is "best for
the country.” and pursuant to such determinations would seize
whatever private property he desired. He would fix the income of
indu~ry. He would tell labor that it could engage in collective bar-
gaining only so long as “such activities do not interfere with the
operation of such plants .. .” For the divine right of Kings he would
substitute the “inherent powers” of the President. Whatever one
man deemed best, that would be seized in the government’s name.
And gazing in some irritation at his audience, the President had made
his meaning crystal clear: That, he said, is the answer.

The real’meaning of King William’s celebration lies in this: It
is not the answer, Mr. President. In West Point and Ayiett and
Mangohick this week, men will be reminded anew of basic Ameri-
can.,doctrines of individual liberty, of sacred rights of prpperty, of
the granite-hard realities of freedom. Ours is a government, they
will be told, based not on men, but on laws; not on “inherent pow-
ers,” but on specifically limited grants pf authority; not on they mas-
ter state, but on the servant state.

Main Street Nay
Be Resurfaced in
Next Few Months

Do not be surprised if some-
thing should be done during the
present summer towards improv-
ing the paving cm Main street be-
tween Penniman avenue and Mill
street.

While some Plymouth residents
had given up all hope for the
street ever being given even a
sort of “facial” treatment. City
Manager Al GlasSford yesterday
hinted that there were strong
hopes of something being done
in the immediate future.

This surprising news— if it
really becomes news— resulted
from the fact that Plymouth this
year is going to get more than
$30,000 out jjf state highway
funds for street improvements.
That is almost twice the amount
the city received last year. The
increase is due to changes in the
distribution formula of state
highway revenues.

Manager Gla.ssford said he hop-
ed to place before the city com-
mission, at one of its meetings in
the near future plans for Main
street improvement that if car-
ried out will be highly satisfact-
ory to Plymouth residents.

He didn’t .say whether the plans
might call for a widening of the
street by 10 or 12 feet in some
places where there now exists
several so-called "bottle-necks.”

At any rate hope is revived that
the new city commission may
take the jolts, jars and shimmies
out of Main street before the end
of the present summer.

Manager Glassford's plan will
probably provide, also, for im-
provements on many other
streets in the city.

Drivers' fp[ram
Underway Here

A drivers’ program for Con-
sumers Power company employes
is now underway in the city of
Plymouth. The course is under
the direction of Basil Mills from
the Pontiac office of the com-
pand.

The program which takes two
to two and a half hours per per-
son has two n>ain objectives. The
first of thesa is ikjttj*velop alti-
tudes which wiffrelp present’

drivers- becomiJ™wetter drivers!
Helping the individual finci de-
ficiencies which; may influence

his driving perfermance and to
compensate for tfiem* and there-
fore become a safer driver is
the second objective.

There are vision, coordination,
written and road tests. These
tests; developed J5y the American
Automcjbile Association, are giv-
en by a skilled person. During
the past three years 5,000 per-
sons in the country have taken
Jhe tests.

The vision and coordination
tests include mental and physical
coordination tests such as visual
acuity, field of vision, depth and
color perception, night vision and

glare recovery. Reaction time
is also checked, but this is done
at the time of the road test.
Smoothness of the operation
recorder.

The written tests are for driv-
ing aptitude, attitude, (new em-
ployes only) and driving know-
ledge, The driving knowledge test
is Very complete and covers the
main points necessary foi- good
driving.

Each employe talking the road
test is taken over the same course
by a trained observer who uses
a printed check list. Each person
receives a card’ containing his
test results.

An employe general informa-
tion sheet is distributed to each
employe a few days before the
program begins. Drivers for the
company which has the second
largest fifeet of trucks in the state
of Michigan are required to take
the tests and other members of
the company may,_

Upon completion of the course,
those who pass it receive driver
authorization cards. An employe
who fails all or part of it has a
basi™ from which he may go
ahead and correct his driving
faults.

Lard Plentiful,
Good Fat Buy

The food budget can really
have a break if budget-minded
homemakers will take a look at
the price and quality of lard on
the market.

Lard is unusually plentiful and
the lowest in price for some time.
Of the fats, lard is the best buy
today. It is selling for about one-
third the price of the hydro-
genated vegetable compounds.

Several types of lard are avail-
able. Leaf lard and kettle-ren-
dered lard are the highest qual-
ity. Steam-rendered lard has
been bleached and mdeodorized
and will be less expensive yet
very usable.

Lard should be kept in a cool
place, away, from light, to keep
the quality good and the flavor
sweet.

In using any fat for cooking, a
neutral fiavoi- and odor are de-
sirable. A fat, such as lard, with
a high "smoking point” is best
for deep fat frying. It does not
bleak down as easily during the
cooking process. This breakdown
gives undc.sirable products which
are hard to digest and gives "off”
flavors to the., foods.

Lard has a relatively low melt-
ing poi.nt and a fairly high smok-
ing point, making it a good fat
fur deep fat frying. Lard also has
more shortening power than the
vegetable products. Lard will
give a more flaky and lender pie
crust than an equal amount of
vegetable shortening In fact, you
can use about one fourth less lard
to get a comparable produc”.

Bland flavor, high shortening
power and high smoking temp-
eiature make lard a good buy at
any time, but with prices low
and the supply plentiful, lard be-
comes a real bargain in this day
of high food prices.

, Dne of the pleasing as well as interesting incidents that grew
out of the publication of the series of articles by Charles H. Bennett
recalling the early days of Plymouth has been comments both per-
sonally and by letter that Mr. Bennett has received from scores of
former and old-time residents of Plymouth.

Mr. Bennett has kindly consented to the publication of three
or four out of the many letters he has received about his stories of
early Plymouth.

Readers of The Mail will be interested Jn some of them. The
following letter is from Mrs. Theresa Root, now a resident -of Clayton,
Michigan but for years one of the best known residents of this area:
Dear Mr. Bennett—

I will introduce myself at once: I am John Root’s widow. John
died in '42. We were then living on Ridge road, 9259, where his son
now lives. (Henry C. Root)

| desire to tell you how keenly | have enjoyed your articles in
the Plymouth Mail. Not only for myself alone, but sharing them, in
imagination, with those departed: John, Mr. and Mrs. Carmen m'Root,
and the Loomiss’ and Ben Geer, especially.

I have been in the Plymouth vicinity for 47 years. When Mr.
Root and | were married in 1928 he immediately began my educa-
tion of his forbearers, and the historical events in Plymouth with
which he was so well acquainted (b 1860). Youh contributions became
a delightful review. 1 eagerly awaited your account of Ros., ROot,
and the post office. He was held in high regard in the Root family.
Many times | have had the place where the nice stump, upon which
he s”nk exhausted and died; the sudden death being a great shock
to his relatives and his friends.

Did you know John’s grandfather was a pseudo lawyer and a
member of the first State Legislature when it met in Detroit?

‘I remember Charlie Shearer’s skunks: we drove by their place
on our way to and from Plymouth. | also recall that my fifteen year
old son hopped over a fence in the dusk of evening, thinking he was
picking up his cat. He almost duplicated your experience; only his
mother was not at the door but in response to his rap, and then came
the procedure; a bath in the shop (NOT SOFT-SOAP didn’t have
anyi and buried clothes and averted noses.

Al'Tiave clipped all you have presented to us of your delightful
memories, and wondered to whom | should send them. First, |
thought of Rev. and Mrs. Richard Neale, now in Wheaton, 111 Re-
member? They lived in your home and the “Calvary Baptist” church
held their first assemblies there. Now the church is well established
at the corner of Elizabeth and Ann Arbor Trail. (910 University
Place, Wheaton, 111)

But today it occurs to me how much Floss (Taft) Lair would
appreciate them. More'than any one | krfdw of. She was here in 1940,
I think, and you entertained her, | believe? She writes me at least
once a year, and sends interesting news print accounts of wonderful
California. Was it her mother who married Mrs. Bennett’s brother? 1
am dubious about that, it's hard to remember too many details, with-
out John to correct me.

Anticipating one of the lar-
gest kindergarten enrollments in
the history of the Plymouth Pub-
lic Schools, Superintendent of
Schools Russell L. Ishister, has
set the date for next year’s kin-
dergarten children to enroll.

Registration will be held for all
those living in the Bird School
district from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m.
Tuesday. May 13, at the Bird
School. Those planning on at-
tending the Smith School will
register on Tuesday, May 20,
from 9 am. to 3 p.m. at the
Smith School. While those in the
Starkweather District will reg-
ister at the Starkweather School
Thui-sday, May 22, from 9 a.m.
to 3 p.m.

It is requested that the parent
please bring the child’s birth cer-
tificate along. Only tho.-=c childi’cn
who become 5 years of age on or
before December 1, 1952, will be
permitted to register.

Because of the large enroll-

Streets in City

The City Commisison approved
of special assessments for street
improvements on IS streets at the
recent meeting held in the city
hall. Many of these streets are
not completed, and some have not
been started, but it is customary
in other cities to collect the first
payment of the special assess-
ment rolls, in order that it may be
determined the amount of bonds

to be issued against the special
assessments.
Some property owners may

want to pay the total balance and
thus save the interest expense.
Others may want to pay on 5 or
10 year installments, which ever
the case may be, and these are
the ones the city wants to know,
in order to determine the amount
of bonds to issue.

For that reason, the first pay-
ment is now due. and the proper-
ty owners will be billed within
30 days for their share.

Two are for a maximum of five
year installments — Elizabeth
from Roe to W. Ann Arbor trail
for curb and gutter, and the other
is Fralick for a sidewalk on the
south side of the street.

The others are all for 10 -year
installments— Fralick. a con-
crete pavement: Fairground from
W. Ann Arbor trail to Fair, a 12
inch storm sewer; Evergreen
from Penniman to Blanche, curb,
gutter and bituminous concrete;

Poppy Day

As members of the Passage-
Gayde American Legion Aux-
iliary, we know the Poppy
story, as do the other veteran
organizations, but we are won-
dering if you, the public, know
the story.

The custom of wearing pop-
pies in honor of the war dead
sprang from World War |,
when the little red flowers
grew between the crosses in
the war cemeteries in Europe.
The flowers have come to sym-
bolize sacrifice of Ilife for
America where ever it occur-
red. We wear the flowers for
those who died in the Far Pa-
cific in World War 11, as well
as those who gave their lives
in the European theater where
the poppy is a native wild
flower. And now we wear them
too, for the dead of the Korean
conflict.

Poppies were first worn to
honor the nation’s war dead
in 1918. The custom of con-
tributing to the welfare of
war’s living victims, in ex-
change for the flowers was
begun the following year. e

The disabled veterans of
both world wars in veterans
hospitals throughout the nation
are working to complete the
thirty million memorial pop-
pies which we will) wear on
Poppy Day. Veterans who are
unable to perform other work,
have been given employment
by the American Legion Aux-
iliary in its poppy hobby shops
in hospitals of the Veterans
Administration. Many have
been employed at special pop-
py workrooms maintained by
the Auxiliary in se\reral states.
With more than 1,500 Korean
War Veterans now in veterans
hospitals, it is probable that
some of the poppies this year
have been made by men dis-
abled in that conflict |oo.

To men who have been con-
fined to the hospitals for
months or even years, the work
is a godsend. It fills the long,
monotonous  hospital hours
with an interesting activity,
keeping hands and minds busy
and turning thoughts away
from themselves. Some appar-
ently hopeless cases have, been
started on the road to recov-
ery by making poppies.

The materials are supplied
by the Auxiliary, and the vet-
erans are paid regularly out of
Auxiliary funds. Everyone who
wears a poppy on Poppy Day,

helps these veterans while
honoring their fallen com-
rades.
