Main street between Penniman avenue and Ann Arbor
Trail is an exceptionally wide street. Penniman avenue, run-
ning along the north side of Kellogg park between Main
street and Ann Arbor trail is also another wide street.

We've been walking around and through the park and
along its edges for years. A while back the idea came to
Yours Truly that we could easily create a lot more parking
space on Main street without interferring with through traf-
fic, the fire lanes or anything else IF —

We removed the sidewalk along the east side of Main
street and moved it back into the park just east of that row

"of trees that sets some 15 or 20 feet back from the present

street curbing. Then we could ihnve the curbing back to a

proper distance, thereby adding some 20 or more feet to the

width of Main street.

This would permit angle parking on both sides of the
street—and also enable Plymouth to do as hundreds of other
cities do throughout the country, permit parking for a row
of cars in the middle of Main street.

That would leave more space for both north and south

bound traffic than most cities now possess.

It would enable

the parking of some 40 or 50 more cars on Main street. To
gain more room even the unnecessarily wide sidewalk along
the west side of the street could be cut back four or five feet.
By moving the sidewalk inside the row of trees along
the north side of the park on Penniman avenue, some 10 or
15 feet could be added to the width of that street, thereby
permitting angle parking on both sides of this street. -
By doing these things we can still retain all of our beau-
tiful Kellogg park. All we would be doing is simply widening
the streets on two sides of the park, as has been done at vari-
ous times in past years. The plan does involve some street

paving expense as well as rebuilding some sidewalks. Bl

The Board of Education, on rec-
ommendations submitted by the
School - Community Planning
Group, are asking for a new ele-
mentary school, remodeling the
present high school building, and
operational expenses.

Board of Education members
say that these proposals are irr.

The Board of Education reveal-
ed the fact Monday that passage
of the entire proposed bond is-
sue could only at the maximum,
cost local tax payers $4.00 per
year per thousand dollars of their
assessment. Therefore a local
piece of property assessed at
$5,000 would be taxed $20.00 more
the first year to help pay the cost
of the enlarged school program.

The three proposals which will
be submitted next Monday to the
voters cover the following issues.
Number one is the right to levy a
two mill tax to pay the principal
and interest on a $650,000 bond
issue.

Number two is for the approval
of two mills for operational ex-
pense for a period of five years
including salary increases and
co.st involved in the opcivation of
the new units of the school such
as the swimming pool and the
gymnasium. The third proposal is
for the right to borrow the nec-
essary funds needed to build a
new elementary school. Propo-
sals one and three must both pass
if either is feasible.

Of the $650,000.00 which the is-
sue will raise for the schools it is
thought that about $425,000 will
be needed for the grade schodi
and about $200,000 for remodeling
the high school. If there is a bal-
ance it is hoped that future sites
may be purcha.sed by the board
to provide additional facilities
in the future.

The polls at the high school
building will open at seven a.m.
next Monday morning and re-
main open until eight in the eve-
ning. Residents are asked to vote
as early as is possible in the day
so that the usual late afternoon
and early evening rush may be
avoided.

Bird's Nest Barely
Precedes the Egg

TF it WEREN'T for such things as
A weather and accidents, most
birds would be as predictable as
the cliff swallows of San Juan Capi-
strano, which seem to come and
go by the calendar and the clock.
Or as the puffins of Labrador,
which give up a carefree life at
sea at a definite time each, spring
to take up nesting duties ashore.

In general, a bird’s behavior—mi-
grating, singing, matirig, building
a nest, incubating the eggs, feed-
ing the young—is controlled by two
major forces, which apparently
leave little room for the use of in-
tcligence. These forces are de-
scribed by Arthur A Allen, pro-
fessor of ornithology at Cornell.

There is first, the physiological
control from within the body, ap-
parently governed largely by the
activity of the bird’s pituitary
gland. Second is the force from
without in the form of what students
of bird behavior term *“releasers.”

Most of the releasers are visual
Dr. Allen says; but kf-.
sociated with hearing, and a
are due to the senses of touch aad
smell. Thus the urge' from within to
migrate, breed, and so on Is not
necessarily obeyed unless sur-
roundings look, sound, feel or pos-
sibly even smell right.

Experimentally, autumn has been
turned into spring for captive spar-
rows, crows, pheasants, and other
wild species. Gland activity is stim-
ulated by gradually increased doses
of light in a manner corresponding
to the lengthening days of spring.
Hand-reared grouse and quail will
actualy produce eggs in winter;
but birds trapped in the wild do
not proceed quite so far, since nest
building and egg laying are con-
trolled by releasers which are not
so easily supplied.

With song, plumage, and fancy
strutting, the male contrives liter-
ally to raise the rate of the female’s
pulse. It is usually the female’s
job to build the nest. In most spe-
cies, nest building appears to oc-
cupy the six-day period required
for forming and developing the
first egg. The instinct to build
seems to come with the formation
of the first yellow yolk.

Broilers or broiler-fryers will
be most abundant.

It is possible on some mar-
kets to buy Ilive chickens or
dressed, not drawn, chicken.

Price per pound of ready-to-
cook chicken will be higher than
for live or feather dressed birds.
The cost of ready-to-eat chicken
will be about 25 per cent higher
than the feather dressed because
of the amount of waste.

In buying chicken, allow a
malf broiler per person or ™
pound of ready-to-cook chicken.
.Look for smooth white or yellow
skin with no pinfeathers.

m Chicken is quite perishable
mand when brought home should
"be placed immediately in the re®
. frigerator meat container or close
to the freezing unit. To keep
phicken more than a couple days,
freezing is best. Frozen chicken
may be th&wed in the refrigerator
or at room temperature. Soaking
in water should be avoided.

Chicken may be cooked in such
a variety of ways that folks need
never tire of eating it. Chicken
chowder, paprika chicken, south-
ern fried, bar-be-qued, broiled,
and fried chicken are suggestions
for variety. Remember to cook
chicken slowly and at a low tem-
perature for that testy, juicy
flavor. Too high temperature will
give a dry, tough and less flavor-
fiil dish. Turning occasionally
with tongs makes for even
browning, prevents broken skin-
and loss of juices.

. This method is excellent when
stwo or mbre chickens are being
Xfried.

"pieces at a time, in bag to coat
ttenly. Save any leftover flour
for grayy.

Brown pieces of chicken in at
least 2 inch layer Of fat in a
heavy skillet. If a large quantity
of chicken is being prepared the
browning will go much faster
if a 1 to 2-inch layer of fat is
used. Place golden-browned
chicken one layer deep in a shal-
low baking pan.

For each cl*icken spoon a mix-
ture of 2 tablespoons of melted
butter and 2 tablespoons of
broth or milk over the chicken.
Continue the cooking in a moder-
ate oven (350°F.) until chicken
is tender, 30 to 40 minutes. Turn
once to crisp evenly. During the
cooking more broth or milk may

bt driziled over chicken if it
appears dry.

Combine chicken, rice, parsley
and pimiento.

Mix
carefully. Heat chicken stock
and add to chicken mixture,
stirring constantly. Pour into
greased baking dish or pan 8 x8
inches; mixture should be about
2 inches deep. Mix melted butter
and rice Kkrispies together and
sprinkle over top of dish. Set in
pan of hol*water and bake in
moderate oven (350 F.) for 50
minutes or until set. Cut into
squares and serve hot or cold.

Molded Chicken Loaf

1 envelope unflavored gelatine
2 cup cold chicken stock
1 cup hot chicken stock
‘4 teaspoon salt
2 tablespoons lemon juice
1 cup diced cooked chicken

Soften gelatine in cold chicken
stock, Add hot stock and aslt;

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Wise buying is the fir.st step in
getting your money's worth in
wear in hosiery, clothing special-
ists advise women who are con-
cerned about the dollars they lose
from breaks and runs in stock-
ings.

It’s not enough to tell the sales-
girl whether you want service
weights or sheers because there’s
considerable difference in wear-
ing quality even among sheers.
The shopper will be wise to know
and specify both gauge and den-
ier number, and length as well
as size. Worth consideration is
the wearing advantage of crepe
hose.

Gauge indicates the fineness or
closeness of knit; denier the fine-
ness of nylon yarn. Today 51
gauge is considered low or coarse,
54 gauge is medium, 60 is fine,
and 66 very fine. In denier 15 or
20 is the fine yarn used in sheer
hose and 30 the heavier for ser-
vice weight hose. Very fine yarn
calls for a fine or close knit to
endui-e the tension of wear. Thus,
15 or 20 denier hose can be ex-
pected to last longer in the close
60 or 66 gauge rather than in 51
gauge. The heavier 30 denier,
however, can give good wear in
51 gauge or lower. Brands differ
in wearing quality so the spec-
ialists suggest that when you find
one that wears well, it’s wise to
remember it for your next pur-
chase.

Crepe hose usually wear better
than smooth ordinary hose, be-
cause the yarn has a twist that
makes it stronger and more re-
sistant to snagging. Crepe hose
feel more like silk when worn—
more resilient and less stiff. They
stand up well to the extra ten-
sion at knees and ankles. Crepe
hose come in different gauges and
deniers as regular hose do.

For good wear the right length
is very important so the garter
can be fastened to the reinforced
top rather than to the sheerer
part beneath. If hose are too
short, they may br-eak from too
much pull.

Many fancy novelty hose are
for sale nowadays— some with
sandal feet, beaded or embroider-
ed clocks or heels of contrasting
color. Extra cost goes into such
trim. The shopper should not ex-
pect extra wear for the higher
price. She’s paying for style, not
durabilitv.

Hundreds of thousands of to-
mato and green pepper plants
have been planted during the
present week in,the Plymouth
area by the scores of gardeners
and farmers who raise vast
amounts of the j*egetables that
are sold each year on the De-
troit markets.

While lat week there was
some concern ovei' the cold
weather, most growers now feel
that they are beyond the danger
of any severe frosts, although
some plants in previous years
have been nipped as late as the
last week in May.

Says Political
Bungling Cause

of Potato M ess

When you went down to one of
the many excellent and well-
Jstocked Plymouth food stores this
week to buy potatotes, did your
dealer have them on hand— and
did you pay what you thought
was a pretty good price for the
"spuds”?

If* you did, don’t blame the
Plymouth grocer. It isn’t his
fault. While most of them have
had potatoes on hand to sell,
some of the stores have been out
of potatoes a part of the time.
But take his word for it, potatoes
in this rich farm producing center
of Michigan are hard to get. In.
fact maybe you have been eating
potatoes that have been imported
irom Spain.

Remember, do you, when driv-
ing home from some trip last fall,
of seeing potatoes at farmer
stands along the highways and
the price was only a dollar a bus-
hel?

What happened to the potato
market anyway— and why are
there no potatoes and the price is
so high if you can find some to
buy, asks every housewife when
out shopping.

Fulton Lewis Jr. in a recently
syndicated column published
throughout tlic nation declared
that "Housewives are now paying
for the government’s bungling in
trying to ct>ntrol potato produc-
tion." He adds this bit of startling
mnformation, "Prices will be high-
Yi- and .-iipplies scarcer and good
table spuds practically unobtain-
able.”

His article continues:

"Department of agriculture of-
ficials hope the shortage will only
be temporary, but they admit
that the potato market today is in
a mess because of previous gov-
ernment regulations that cost us
ta.xpayers S500,0tf0,000 and led to
iht' destj'uction of millions of bus-
hels of potatoes.

"Americans consume 1,000,000
bushels of potatoes a day, but un-
less the price ceiling is raised
tlierc won’t be that many avail-
able in the market for several
months. Some growers; are talk-
ing about a 20 per cent increase in
potato prices to stimulate more
farm interest in spud growing.

"The idiotic price support pro-
gram brought thousands of new
growcis into the market, who
made money on submarginal land
by producing below-grade pota-
toes to sell to the government.
Top grade growers in Maine,
Florida, California and Long Is-
land, New York, stayed in the po-
tato business when regulations
and support prices were discon-
tinued in 1951, but most of them
cut their acreage.

"Right now potatoes are being
shipped into this country from
Canada and Spain, although the
quality is not large. The United
States normally imports potatoes
from Canada at this time of the
year, anyway.

"Since 1951, however, Canada
ha.s been buying lai-ge quantities
of cheap U. S. spuds. Oig:.. prices
are controlled, Canadian spud
prices are not, so Canada has
made a good thing out ef buying
from us and then selling hers
back at better prices.”

I "It's not easy to find a place for
Ibooks”, stated Mrs. Ada S. Mur-

‘ray, librarian, when she gazed
upon the new arrivals. Among
The new books received are: “The
Master”, Brod; “April Snow?”,
Budd; “Home- to Tennessee”,
Crabb; “ Smoking Iron”.
