Displays Talent
at Local Grange

Grange members will welcome
Karl Laurell, artist-craftsman
and director of the weaving shops
at the Plymouth Colony Farms,
as their guest speaker at the
meeting to be held on Thursday,
June 5.

Mr. Laurell, will illustrate his
lecture with a film prepared at
the School for American Crafts-
men, a department of the Roch-
ester Institute of Technology,
Rochester, New York. The film
depicts important phases of the
four major crafts; weaving, pot-
tery, metal and wood working.
Not the wusual presentation of
strangers at work, the film will
show a more personal approach to
the young craftsman and his love
for the work he carries on in the
spirit of today and tomorrow.

When Mr. Laurell was a senior
student in handweaving he was
looking forward with much vim
and vigor to starting a weaving
shop of his owrt. Since that time
he has not only started his own
shop with the assistance of his
wife, Rigmor, but he has produc-
ed weaving there which”has es-
tablished him as one of America’s
foremost artist-craftsmen.

He has won several awards in
important exhibitions. His fab-
rics were included in the “Design
for Use,. U. S.A.” which ewas sent
abroad by the Museum of Modern
Art, New York. Among his com-
missions which brought him
much fame was the designing and
weaving the background fabrics
for cases holding the priceless
mediaeval chalices and other lit-
urgical pieces in The Treasury
which was opened at The Clois-
ters. Fort Tryon Park, a division
of the Metropolitan Museum of
Art in New York City.

While a ~udent Mr. Laureil
sold enough of his work to con-
vince himself that with the right
control the production of hand-
woven fabrics would be commer-
cially feasible. Through his train-
ing and the selling of his magnifi-
cent works, he had received not
only training in weaving but in-
valuable information on produc-
tion and marketing of weaving.

His work on a casement cloth,
won the first citation of merit
in the fabric group at the exhibi-
tion of the American Institute
of Decorators which was held at
Grand Rapids, Michigan last
spring in connection with their
annual convention.

A project which brought him
great renown was his assignment
to design and >weave casement
material for one entire wall of a
room in the Grand Rapids Furni-
ture Museum at Grand Rapids,
Michigan.

election called by township offic-
ials to decide the fate of a pro-
posed zoning ordinance.

Spearheading this move to reg-
ulate the size and location of
buildings and their relation to
highways, and safeguarding of
homeowners against unhealthy
living conditions. Township pro-
ponents have been subject to
some criticism.

Much of this criticism comes
from misinformed persons mak-
ing misleading statements, these
proponets say.

They point out that the propos-
ed ordinance was drawn up to
protect homeowners, farmers, and
businessmen from property de-
valuation, creation of slum areas,
trailer camp projects, and over-
crowding of schools — the latter
resulting in higher cost of edu-
cation with no relief from tax
revenues.

Township zoning, the proponets
say, will not, in effect, be a re-
striction against local farmers.
If Township zoning is accepted,
farmers may still use their land
for all general farming. Any new
building constructed after zoning
takes affect, however, will come
under the zoning ordinance.

Protection to the farmer under
the new ordinance, would pro-
hibit exploitation of their land by
those interested only in profit,
with no regard for the general
appearance, health and welfare of
the community as a whole.

The new proposal would still
permit Salem Township land-
owners to subdivide and sell their
land with assurance that new
owners will not be permitted to
build indiscriminately, lowering
surrounding property values.

The new ordinance would also
restrain the use of land for dis-
posal of garbage or other waste.

mrow e ven avowoven. NaLIVE Lad of Guam Tells Why
He's in Uncle Sam's Fighting Army

From Albert Dusten, a Plym-
outh High school graduate who
was employed by The Plymouth
Mail for a number of years be-
fore he enlisted in the military
forces of this country, Comes an
interesting note from Germany,
where he is now .stationed. H”*has
been in Germany for several
weeks and thinks it a pretty good
country.

He enclosed for publication in
The Mail a letter written by one
of his comrades now wearing the
uniform of a United States sold-
ier, a lad" who is a native of
Guam, a Pacific coast island that
was over-run by the Japs during
the early months of the recent
World war.

The letter written by Private
Jesus S. N. Tenorio, declares that
he enlisted in the United States
army to help pay back the debt
his people owe the United States
for freeing his native Guam
from Japanese oppression.

The letter follows:

"Why | am in the U S Army:
My name is Jesus San Nicolas
Tenorio. a resident of Agana
Guam, born December 16, 1930. In
the year of 1941, December 9
Japan had declared her war
against our country of the United
States of America and had in-
vaded the islands of American
Possession in the Pacific. So,
since Japan’s invasion of Guam,
they had ruled us under their
circumstances for almost three
and a half years. The people of
my coLintiy had suffei’cd seveily

in life: such as fear, lack of
clothing and starvation.
At that time, we people of

Guam had no experiences of war
at all: almost half the people
went crazy when they saw what
it was, what it looks like, and
how it was done. Unfortunately
during that time the Japanse
.soldiers had no consideration or
mercy upon the younger and
older generations. The town of
Agana alone had nothing but
dead bodies with precious Ahier-
ican and Guamanian blood spilt,
making the days since then seem
to be a very unpleasant situation
for the life of Guam.

“In the year of 1944, July 7. |
was put in a concentration camp
and saw many brutal things done
by the Japanese soldiers against
us people of Guam. AIll these
sei ious occasions such as people
being punished and beaten to
death happened day after day.
My heart was filled with pity and
sorrow toward those very inno-
cent people being punished with
such a severe penalty. Sometimes
a large number of people, includ-
ing families, were beaten until
they were unconscious with
broken bones in their bodies.
Several wei-e put to death by
chopping their heads off.

"So since then I’d been praying
and wishing to God to hear my
words for His protection over us

against further destruction. Even
I myself had suffered under very
severe conditions, so 1 promised
myself that once again if the
United States of America hadn’t
forgotten us Under these circum-
stances and took us back under
the "Old Glory” with me not
being killed, 1 would join the
U S Army to help serve our
country and protect our freedoms
from further aggression.

“And in closing | would like
to thank all the Afnericans who
fought in the Pacific and helped
to make Guam a free country
once again, thereby making it
possible for my dreams to become
a reality. If aggression should
come ot our country. | will be
proud to be fighting along side
the Americans and sharing their
responsibility.”

over low heat until delicate
brown on bottom (about 10 min-
utes). Place in slow oven (300°F)
about 10 minutes or until top is
firm and dry to the touch.

Cut part way through omelet
in center, fold in half and slip
onto heated platter with pancake
turner or spatula.

Eggs put down in the freezer
this spring may save money on
angel food, sponge cake, custards
and other egg dishes next fall and
winter. Freezing is the best way
to preserve eggs. In home freezers
or freezer lockers eggs keep in
good condition for nine months to
a year. Now is the time— while
the supply is plentiful, prices
down and quality up.

Only clean, top-quality eggs
are suited to freezing. Remove
from the shell, then freeze the
whole egg or the whites and
yolks separately. To prevent
yolks from becoming.gummy in
freezing, whole eggs and yolks
need to have sugar, sirup, or salt
added, depending on how they
will be used. For example, add
salt to eggs for scrambling and
add sweetening for cakes and
desserts.

WHOLE EGGS. Break eggs into a
clean bowl. Stir with a fork just
enough to break yolks and mix
well with whites. (Don’t beat be-
cause this whips in air.) To each
cupful, mix in ’'& tablespoon of
sugar or light-colored, mild-fla-
vored sirup, such as corn sirup
or honey. Or add ’'2 teaspoon salt.

Then put through a medium-
mesh sieve.
YOLKS. Separate eggs. Put

yolks in a clean bowl. Stir with a
fork to break yolks and mix in 1
tablespoon sugar, \2 tablespoon
honey or sirup, or >> teaspoon
salt. Sieve.

WHITES. Freeze without stirring
and with nothing added. Sieve for
uniform texture.

PACKAGING. For convenience
and to save thawing more egg
than will be used at one time,
put just enough in the container
for one cake, for example, or for
scrambled eggs for one meal, or
for the'quantity needed for a fav*
orite recipe— and label accord-
ingly. The label should tell the
date when put into the freezer,
the quantity— measurement and
number of eggs, and the'salt or
sweetening added.

Pack in moisture-vaporproof
containers. These may be waxed
paperboard cups, fold-up cartons
with cellophane liners, metal or
plastic freezer “boxes”, or even
glass jars, tightly sealed. Leave 4
inch headspace for half-pint con-
tainers; W2 inch for wide-top pint
containers; inch for narrow-
top pints, such as canning jars.
FREEZING. Freeze promptly and
store at zero F. or lower.
THAWIMG. Leakproof containers
may be placed under running
water to thaw. Otherwise, set the
container in the refrigerator to
thaw slowly, or out in the Kkit-
chen to thaw faster at room tem-
perature. Before using mix the
contests of the container thor-
oughly. For safety the best rule is:
Thaw only the quantity to be
used at one-time, use within 24
hours, and don’t refreeze after
thawing.

With some meat prices soaring

into the luxury class, it takes
close planning to feed growing
children who need abundant

amounts of protein.

Fish have as much protein con-
tent as meat and it is generally
less expensive, so try the family
on some new menus keynoted'
with fish. And canned meats that
have little waste are often good
buys. Corned beef can be perked
up in casseroles or combined with
salad dressing for hearty sand-
wiches.

Growing boys who seem to re-
quire.third and fourth servings of
meat can be satisfied with side
cashes rich in protein, such as
macaroni and cheese, or lima-
bean casserole. Adolescents digest
food more rapidly, so they ne
the staying qualities of hearty
foods like meats, gravies, be<||ns
and cheese. And if the boys seem
to be eating unrea.sonable
amounts, remember this— it .tak-
es a half to three-quarters more
protein for an adolescent as it
does for an adult.

Roger Babson Says---

Middle-class &ving Standards
Decline

This is the group of people who
from 1935 to 1939 earned salaries
ranging from $2,500 to $3,500.
Only last week | talked with a
salaried executive of one com-
p>any. In 1939 he was making
$3,000 per year. Raises since that
time have brought his salary to
$4,000. In 1932 ‘he took out in-
surance policies which would pay
$500 per year toward each child’s
education. The college to which
he planned to send his children
then cost $950 per year. Today
the charges are $1,500.

With inflation and increased
taxes, this man cannot afford the
education he had planned for his
children without going into debt.
It is this segment of our popula-
tion whose bank accounts have
shrunk, who have been forced to
cash in war bonds and insurance
policies— not for television sets
and new cars— but to pay the
food, clothing, and shelter bills.
Yet, this executive is probably
getting f>ay above what the aver-
age reader of this column re-
ceives.

Here's What Happened

The 1935-39 $2,500-a-year male
school teacher would need much
more today to maintain his 1935-
39 living standards. How many
school committees have raised
their teachers as much as they
should? The result is that our
teachers have constantly had to
pull in their belts for the educa-
tion of their children, hospitaliza-
tion, and their old age. 'This ex-
plains why there is a shortage of
teachers. Those teachers whose
salaries have increased most are
the young college instructors,
who have had an average rise
from $1,900 in 1940 to about $3,-
000 today— an increase of 58
per cent.

This unfortunate situation is
not wholly due to inflation. Some
fo the troubles are due to the
school teachers and parents them -
selves. They have failed to instill
into the youth a love for work

workers earned, as a group, about
$23 per week. Today they make

about $66 per week. This rep-
resents an increase of approxi-
mately 187 per cent in wage

earnings. Now | don’t begrudge
these workers this increase— not
at all. They’re not going to live
too riotously even at $66. | am
glad they have benefited. By
way of contrast, however, the
most fortunate college professor
in a relatively small number of
colleges has received an increase
of only 40 per cent during the
same period.

What | am concerned about is
that those white-collar workers
in our community wTio, by the
nature of their training and ex-
perience, have been oui- leaders
have not received the same kind
of treatment as the production-
line worker. Does this mean that
the only w'ay to get the problem
recognized is through group pres-
sure? If top managements docs

not realize the inequities to this

group of workers. | am afraid
they are inviting disaster.

Looking Info the Future

Perhaps the one consoling fac-
tor for the white-collar worker
is that commodity piices and fed-
eral taxes V'ill probably not in-
crease further in 1952. This, how-
cvei', is small encouragement for
a substantial block of our most
solid citizens. On the other hand,
all should [I'ealizc that raising
wages is not the cure for the dis-
ease or the answer to the prob-
lem. Too many white-collar
wmrkers have lost interest in
their work and are trying to do
as little as po.ssible rather than as
much as possible.
