Meanwhile Mr. Alleman called upon Gen-
eral MacArthur in person in New York to discuss details of
his visit to Michigan.

During the winter Republican members of the Michigan
Legislature, acting upon their own, passed a resolution invit-
ing General MacArthur to speak before the law-making body
when he came to Michigan. The legislative committee chair-
man and Mr. Alleman then arranged a definite date with
General MacArthur for his visit to Michigan, where he spent
several hours at a luncheon with some 400 or more Michigan
editors and their wives. The evening of that day he addressed
the legislature upon invitation of the members of the legis-
lature. Mr. Summerfield had about as much to do with bring-
ing General MacArthur to Michigan as the man in the moon.

Haircuts are lower in price
today than at any other period.

In 1910, when a license became
necessary at a cost of 50c— a
three-chair barbershop was worth
about $400, rent $15 a month and
haircuts weie 25c in a dirty shop
with a dirty towel and a dirty
barber plus tobacco juice.

A workingman has only man-
hours to pay for anything he
buys. At that time, 15c per hour
was the usual rate. Therefore, a
haircut cost about one and a half
hours labor. In 1920, haii'cuts cost
;15c and wages were about 25c per
hour. In 1930, haircuts were 50c
and wages less than 50c per hour.

Today in Plymouth the very
lowest pay is $1.50 per hour and
you can get a haircut in a state
inspected fairly clean barber-
shop for $1.25 by a barber who
has spent two and a half years
at least in training and exper-
ience to secui-ef a license and his
wages may amount to $60 pei-
week providiag he is a fair opera-
tor.

A three-chair barbershop in
Plymouth, teday, is worth $2,000.
If the ownei' should be fortunate
enough to have one good operator
and they work 40 hours each, the
operator should get about $75 and
the owner who pays $10 for this
year's license plus the cares of an
employer will probobly net $100.

which led him into the creamery
business and his eventual location
in Plymouth. He had started a
creamery at Marshall, which
still exists, when he decided to
move into the Detroit area where
he established the first creamery
that Plymouth ever had. It was
located’” on a part of the site
now occupied by the McLaren

lumber and coal yards.

Out of his Plymouth creamery
business grew his cartage bu.si-
ness. He began hauling milk” from
the farms to hfs creamery by
truck. At that time all milk from
Michigan was shipped into De-
troit by train or on the D.U.R.
interurban cars which operated’
through much of this territority.

Mr. Powell hit upon the plan
of hauling his.surplus milk to
Detroit by truck and out of his
idea grew the vast milk trucking
business that prevails throughout
Michigan and other states. It was
a few years after this when Ira
"Wilson accepted a contract from
the Detroit Creamery business to
go into the milk hauling business,
a contract that had previously
been offered to Mr. Powell.

With the development of his
cartage business he soon disposed
of his creamery and went into
construction work, for years oper-
ating the only steam shovels own-
ed at that time in this entire
area. One of his last big con-
struction jobs was the building
of the vast conduit which carries
Tonquish creek undeiground
through thg heart of the city from
Harvey street to Main street.

M ~Anwhile he used his ca<tagc
business, for soft drink distribu-
tion and when the prohibition act
was repealed he became one of
the largest beer wholesalers in
western Wayne county, a business
he was operating with his son
Russell at the time of his death.

He was probably one of Plym-
outh’s most enthusiastic sports-
men, never failing to go deer
hunting in the fall and taking
numerous fishing fi'ips into Can-
ada each year with close friends.
He was a charter member of the
Western Wayne County Conser-
vation Association. He also be-
longed to Tonquish Odd Fellows
lodge as well as the Knights of
Pythias.

Surviving besides his wife and
two children are two sisters, Mrs.
Eva Hall of Berrien Springs, Mrs.
Nora Singbueil of Galicn, and
two brothers, Edward Brackett
of New Troy, Michigan and Tim-
othy Powell of Galien.

Edwin Schrader Monday eve-
ning at the city commis.sion meet-
ing verbally presented his ob-
jections to the special assessments
put upon his property on Fralick
Svei’ue.

He stated that he did not re-
ceive any communication regard-
ing the hearings on the proposed
improvements or on rhe special
assessments and did not know
about them until he received his
tax bill.

Mr. Schrader’s main objection
was to the assessment for thfe bi-
tuminous pavement which was
put on the street about nine years
ago. He .stated that he felt too
long a time had passed between
the installation of the pavement
and the assessment of the prop-
erty. He also objected to the 100
per cent assessment on the other
improvements, sidewalks on the
north side, a bituminous recap of
the existing pavement and com-
pleting of the bituminous pave-
ment on the street.

The city commission was'un-
able to take any action on Mr.
Schrader’s protest because the
charter rules that all such pro-
tests must be filed in writing
within 15 days after approval of
the assessment roll. The commis-
sion did answer some of Mr.

Mayor Daane explained that
all legal requirements of adver-
tising and notifying the property
owners of the area had been ful-
filled.

Dividers for Drawer

I"NI'VIDERS in tlie silverware drawer
w' can be made in a jiffy by the home
handyman.— or woman. They are a great
help in keeping the silver nicely sepa- j
ruled and in apple-pie order. I
Tliey have similarly ii"*efiil purposes in
oihrr lumsehold drawers. 1on. For e\-
ample. they will quickly bring order out i
of chaos in the sock and handkerchief |
drawers of the men and boys of the fam- |
ily. Tlieie probably are drawers in the

kitchen, basement, utility room or linen
clo-el in wiliicli dividers would be most
wi'h onic by the homemaker.

1he “makings” are pieces of Mason-
ite one-eigluh-incli tempered liardboard.
which serve as the partitions; piece.s of

uarter-inch quarter-round which form
the slots into which the hardhoard panels
slide; and some brads to nail the latter
to tlie drawer frame.

Advantages of the liardboard dividers
are that they won’t splinter or chip, tliey
can be removed and washed, and tliey
will wear indefinitely. Cross-dividers can
be made of the same material by cutting
one-eightli-inch notches -and filling the
pieces together as in an cgfe crate.

R. E. Key Named Head
of Christian Science
Mother Church, Boston

Lt. Col. Hob't Ellis Key

The Christian Science Board of
Directors announced the appoint-
ment of Lieutenant Colonel Rob-
ert Ellis Key of London, Eng-
land, as President of The Mother
Church. The First Church of
Christ, Scientist. Boston. The an-
nouncement was made at the
annual meeting attended by
Christian Scientists from all over
the world. Colonel Key, associate
of the Christian Science religious
periodicals and former lecturer,
is a Christian Science practi-
tioner and has been an author-
ized teacher of the religion since
1937.

"The keynote of this century is
not chaos, but Chi'ist,” Colonel
Key stated in his address to those
attending the meeting. "War and
destruction have been associated
with the first half of the twen-
tieth century, but progress and
spiritualization will mark the
succeeding years.”

George Channing, manager of
the Christian Science Committees
on publication, reported increas-
ing official state and local recog-
nition of the right of the indi-
vidual to exemption from com-
pulsory physical examinations in
good faith on religious grounds.
He said fluoridation of the public
water supply fs being opposed on
the grounds that it represents
state medicine.

Many canape trays io”k far
too complicated for the average
homemaker to duplicate. How-
ever, you can prepare a tray of
appetizers (guaranteed to be the
talk of your guests) quite sim-
ply with the aid of canned meats
on your kitchen shelf.

1 You’ll find day old bread eas-
ier to work with than fresh
bread. Use your small cooky cut-
ters for cutting it into various
.<hapes and designs— crescents,
rounds, triangles, rectangles and
etc. Then let your imagination
rule. For instance, spread some
designs with deviled liam. Top
with minute pearl onions, then
outline the design with finely
minced parsley. Top other bread
designs with cream cheese, then

aiiange paper-thin slices of
Vienna sausage over the top.
Here’s a tip— it’s wise to

spread bread with softened but-
ter or margarine to prevent
soaking. Or for a grand flavor
combination you might spread
bread with mustard butter, then
top with a matching slice of
smoked tongue. Horseradish
butter is another choice. Cream
butter and add a bit of drained
horseradish, then top with
smoked tongue.

Chipped beef rolls are another
appetizer for your tray. On thin
strips of chipped beef place a
little cream cheese slightly thin-
ned with cream. Roll up the
chipped beef and stick with a
colored pick.

If you make the canapes earlier
in the day wrap them in waxed
paper or aluminum foil and im-
mediately place in your refrig-
erator. Plan, however, on mak-
ing these appetizers as late as
possible before serving so they
will be at their best.

June Is The
MonthFor Crisp
Vegetables

Bright crisp spring vegetables

are much in evidence during
June. They are coming from the
markets and home gardens- to

add variety and flavor to meals.

Green onions, radishes and red
table beets are among the first to
arrive and add the springtime
note. They make excellent rel-
ishes and go well in many spring
and summer salads.

Look for green omons with
bright green tops and 2 or #
inches of white at the root. Store
them in the refrigeiator tightly
covered. A few sprigs of parsley
in a small glass of water will
help to absorb any odor that
might escape and flavor other
foods. [

Select radishes that are not
too large, are free from growth
cracks and have fresh, green tops.
The smaller radishes are apt to
be milder in flavor and free from
pithiness. Radishes which grow
rapidly will be more mild than
those that grow slowly, so you’ll
find them at their best before the
weather becomes hot.

Both the tops and roots of red
table beets are edible in either
the raw or cooked form. Tender
beet tops make a crisp green
salad or tasty cooked greens. The
beet? themselves have many pop-
ular uses in cooked form— as
Harvard beets, pickled, or as a
hot buttered vegetable. Their
crisp, bright appearance and
mild sweet flavor make them
equally acceptable when shred-
ded raw and used in salads or as
garnishes.

Buy bunches of red table beets
that are uniform in size— they
will cook done more evenly— and
with crisp bright tops.

With a new season it’s wi.se to
inject variety into menus. Per-
haps you've overlooked serving
a veal roast lately. It’s an ideal
choice for a spring da.yy.

Vi-al, the same as beef, lamb
and cured pork, is roasted in a
300'F. oven. Through extensive
research it has been found that
this low temperature produces a
juicier, more tender roast.

Because veal is a young ani-
mal and has little fat, it’s sug-
gested you lay strips of bacon
over the top of the roast before
cooking. Then place the roast
on a rack in a shallow rofisting
pan and cook without a cover
and without water. A leg roast
requires appro.ximately 25 to 30
‘ninutes per pound cooking time.

Garnishes show off your roast.
Perhaps you'll want to center
canned pear halves with bright

red maraschino cherries and
circle them around the roast.

Speak at Wayne U

Seventy-five students, enrolled
in Detroit’s Wayne University
basic survey course in Materials
Handling, last night heard in-
dustry spokesmen discuss the
fundamentals of modern packag-
ing, shipping and warehousing.

Two of the speakers, R. B.
Ev-ans and Harvey Cooper, rep-
resented the Evans Products
Company, Plymouth. Their com-
pany, first to make a financial
grant toward support of the
Wayne University Materials Man-
agement Research and Training
Center—, the first of its kind ever
established, is recognized as a
pioneer in the field of scientific
loading, both in the field of rail
and air shipping. A

Mr. Evans, who is vice presi-
dent of the company, reviewed
the basic principles of packaging,
materials handling and ware-
housing and emphasized the im-
portance transportation of goods
and materials plays in modern in-
dustry. Briefly, he told of the
work his company had done in
developing and proving the value
of modern bo.\ car and aircraft
shipping devices that have elim-
inated millions of dollars worth
of damage and have made more
efficient use of railroad cars and
cargo craft.

Mr. Cooper described the work
the company has done over the
past 30 years in developing spec-
ialized car loading devices to
meet the needs of all shippers. He
also discussed the various types
of box cars which are being pro-
vided to shippers by the railroads
in an effort to reduce damage
losses in line with today’s im-
proved materials handling tech-
niques.

The Materials Handling course,
conducted by John Anderson,
consulting assistant professor, is
part of the Wayne University Ma-
terials Management Center and
is equally divided between class
and field work.

Win Track Crown

A very surprising upset was

Wagenschutz was fourth in the
180 yard low hurdles.

Plymouth took third in the "80
yard relay, which was won by
Allen Park.

In the field events, Plymouth
scored 13 points. Ron Nyhus made
the best shot put of his career
when he pushed the iron ball 45
feet 772 inches, but that was only
good for second place as Glenn of
Belleville, broke the league rec-
ord with a toss of 49 feet 74
inches.

Tree Planting
Profitable

Owners of private lands can use
ti-ees profitably for many jwr-
poses in addition to soil erosion
control. A group of trees around
the homestead helps to beautify
the grounds and may serve as a
windbreak where necessary. If
the trees reduce the wind from 12
to 3 miles per hour at 32'F., it
lako.s only half the amount of
fuel to heat an ordinary house.
Planting America means beau-
tifying home gj'ounds for comfort j
and better living.

A farm vvoodlot on eroded |
areas acres will furnish posts and |
firevTOod. The trees may be har-
vested for a profitable crop ot
pulpwood, or timber. Field wind-
breaks, e.specially in the Great
Plains area, help to prtrtect land
against wind' erosion. A good
stand of trees and the forest lit-
ter that accumulates beneath
them will prevent rapid runoff
from slopping watersheds during
heavy rains, thus helping to re-
duce flood crests on creeks and
rivers.

Tree seedlings for planting may
be obtained from nurseries spec-
ializing in them at very nominal
costs. Commercial nui'scrio.s sell
“graded” stock, which is uniform
in both size and quality. For the
vai'ities recommended in your
locality consult with your local
nursery man, your soil conser-
vation district, your county agent,
or your state forester, or. consei'-
vation department. For planting
around the home consult your
local nurseryman, or a state ex-
tension landscape specialist at a
state university.
