Herbert pegged the game of 
skill as a good game “for every­
one.” Most p e rso n h e  said, are 
always critical of their own 
scores, always wa'iiing to become 
more skillful.

He pointed up to Rotarians that 
the aggravating pai t of golf came 
as the player foug it against the 
golf course and against par— two 
factors that do not change from 
day to day.

Changing the tenor of his 
speech, Harbert gave his listeners 
a run down on organizational 
work necessary to put a national 
golf tournament on ;he fairway.

“Few persons,” he stated, “real­
ize the huge amount of work go­
ing parking facilities, crowd 
handling, scoring and a myriad of 
other details.”

An outstanding figure in pro­
fessional golfing for over 10 
years, Harbert is vice-president 
of the National Professional Golf­
ers’ Association. A 1952 runaer- 
up in NPGA competition, he is 
famed as the longest ball hitter 
in the game. Besides a standing 
recognition as one of the top 15 
NPGA pros, Harbert is also 
known as a member of the Ryder 
Cup team that played in England 
in 1947.

Community Fund to Start Drive 
That Supports 8 Social Services

Early in 1952 the Plymouth 
Community Fund quietly — and 
without fanfare or recognition— 
gave away $17,000.

By this act, it signified another 
milestone in a design to make 
Plymouth a better place to live 
through acting as a central col­
lecting agency for eight medical, 
dental, recreational and social 
service organizations set up for 
you—the resident.

But this wasn’t the first time 
PCF had come forward to help 
community growth and security. 
Since its organization before 
World War II. it has turned over 
an estimated $150,000 to $200,000 
to community organizations.

And last year’s budget support 
is indicative of a need that will 
be fulfilled again this year.

Starting October 18, the Com­
munity Fund kicks off a drive 
that lasts for two weeks.

It will send subscription notices 
throughout the City, petitioning 
city-wide support of industrial 
leaders, businessmen, service or­
ganizations and just plain you — 
the homeowner and resident.

Yearly, about $9,500 of the PCF 
budget comes from all local 
manufacturers, including the i  ord 
Viotor company and the Kaiser- 
Frazer corporation. The rest 
comes by subscription from 
generous businessmen and resi­
dents who contribute a combined 
total of about $7,500.

Its current president and board 
of directors emphasize that the 
Community Fund is not a charit­
able organization. Set up with the 
one objective, “to make for better 
living”, they insist that the Com­
munity Fund “just makes possible 
necessary health and security or­
ganizations.”

One “disaster” organization — 
The Salvation Army—is just one 
example of a PCF supported 
group whose work crosses com­
munity lines.

Supported yearly with a $4,500 
budget from the fund. The Salva­
tion Army gives welfare aid after 
making home calls besides giving 
emergency aid and disaster aid 
where needed.

Ofte striking case where the 
PCF supported Salvation Army 
put its resources to work for the 
comniunity is told of a family 
whose home was burned out from 
under them.

Destitute, with no place to go, 
their clothing and household fur­
nishings destroyed in the build­
ing razed by the disastrous fire, 
the family was fed, clothed and 
relocated in another house by the 
organization working in conjunc­
tion with heads of the Commun­
ity Fund.

2 Hurt Seriously 
as Car Hits Tree

Two Plymouthites received 
serious injuries last Sunday when 
their car skidded out of control 
crashing sideways into a tree.

The accident that occurred on 
M-66, five miles south of Ionia, 
put Albert Hubbs. 46, 11021 Mc- 
Clumpha road, and Merritt Rora- 
bacher, 39, 845 Church street, on 
the critical list at St. Mary’s Hos­
pital in Grand Rapids.

Hubbs, most seriously injured, 
was listed as having a multiple 
leg fracture, a broken nose and 
severe 'head and face lacerations. 
Rfirabecher suffered deep head 
and facial bruises and lacerations.

Robert D. Burley, 525 Irving 
street, a member of the Hubbs- 
Rorabacher party, travelling in 
another car, said the crash came 
as Rorabacher avoided crashing 
into his car, which had slowed 
down for traffic ahead.

He said Rorabacher swung 
sharply to the right, onto the 
shoulder of the road, losing con­
trol of his car that careened into 
a tree.

Hubbs is part owner of Hubbs 
and Gilles, electrical contractors, 
with offices at 433 Auburn St.

Caring for the health of the 
community, PCF helps support 
three clinical groups. They are: 
the Visiting Nurses Association 
who gets a yearly check for $1,000; 
the Well Baby Clinic receiving a 
yearly stipend of $175; and the 
Plymouth Dental Fund; it gets 
$200 from PCF coffers.

The Visiting Nurses association 
—a Detroit organization—makes 
daily house calls advising and 
nursing aged, sick or diseased 
persons, locally. When needed, 
the nurses advise new mothers in 
latest baby-tending techniques. 
Working on an hourly rate basis 
the nursing service is partially 
paid by the patient or given as 
just a social service, depending

Tiny, diminutive Jennie E. 

Donnelly, for all her five feet 
height, is one more added proof 
that men can no longer scoff or 
look down their nose at women as 
inequals in professional life.

Married, with two children 
nearing adulthood, 40-year-old 
Mrs. Donnelly maintains a stolid, 
respected position as director of 
women’s «nd diildrens’ recrea­
tion for all Plsmiouth’s eight 
schools.

Youthful, with the zest of a 
teen-ager, Mrs. Donnelly has left 
behind her a record of accomp­
lishments. In just a two-year span 
She has gi'ven Plymouth two addi­
tional playgrounds, a doubled 
playground attendance, a new 
teen-age program, sports and act­
ivities for girls and a “small fry’’ 
pre-school program where none 
existed before.

She first became interested in 
juvenile and teen-age recreation 
as youth director, heading Plym­
outh’s Girl Scout Troop 13, a 
position she held for five years, 
until 1950.

A day camp counselor and 
later women’s recreational direc­
tor for the city, she recently re­
ceived a boost up the professional 
ladder— and a hike in salary— 
when the recreation department 
was transferred to the school 
system last July.

An advocate of teen-age and 
juvenile “rights”, Mrs. Donnelly 
believes iier charges should have 
a voice, helping chart the course 
of recreation.

“Anything teen-agers feel is 
lacking in the recreational for­
mat,” she stated, “they certainly 
should come forward and ask for 
it.”

Though she mentioned nothing 
about a teen-age youth center 
where dances, social gatherings 
and “coke” parties could be held, 
it was (and still is) a subject open 
to exploration by teen-age lead­
ers within their own groups.

Working closely with school 
officials to give youth a large 
and varied recreational program, 
this and her other background, 
has given Mrs. Donnelly not only 
her youthful appearance but has 
left her with an attitude of the 
“young in heart.”

I feel duty bound, she stated, 
“to give every child an oppor­

tunity to participate in activities 
that will help him recognize his 
talents and hobbies— to give him 
(or her) a sufficient variety of 
activities that are character and 
moral builders.” *

Posing these questions: Do we 
listen to teen-agers, do we know 
what they need and want? Mrs. 
Donnelly indicated they were two 
guide posts that are equally valW 
in the recreational realm or in 
the home.

Highlighting “g u i d a n c e ” of 
youth rather than strict authori­
tarian thinking, she warned that 
parents “must remain flexible in 
their thinking” about their off­
spring.

Taking a deep interest in her 
own children, she steered her 
son, Arthur, 18, in through col­
lege doors, starting this Fall. Her 
daughter, Joan, 15, is a Plymouth 
High school student.

Not satisfied with grooming her 
own children, running a busy 
household and directing the rec­
reational course of school-age 
youth, Mrs. Donnelly is also a 
youth advisor for the Presbyter­
ian church, helping set up a youth 
program under religious guid­
ance.

An alumnus of the University 
of Michigan and Oberlin Con­
servatory of Music (Cleveland, 
Ohio), Director Donnelly was a 
music major while in college.

A  MINOR casualty of the me­
chanical age is the fan. not 

the electric fan but the “light in­
strument held in the hand and used 
for the raising of a current of air 
to cool the face.”

In more delicate, pre-mechanical 
times, ladies often depended on 
fans to signal swains—summoning 
them or dismissing them, encour­
aging or discouraging them. “Worn- 
en,” said an English wit of a 
gentler age, “are armed with fans 
as men with swords—and some­
times do more execution with 
them.”

The fan itself is an ancient de­
vice. Fans have been found in the 
tombs of Egyptian pharaohs; they 
were known to the (Chinese 5,000 
years ago, and they were made by 
the ancient Greeks and Romans.

Probably the first fans were used 
In prehistoric times for the win­
nowing of grain and as bellows to 
fan the flames of campfires. They 
are still employed for this purpose 
in many parts of the world. Their 
first use as cooling devises prob­
ably was purely coincidental.

A more romantic version of the 
origin of the fan is found in myth­
ology. Cupid is said to have 
plucked a wing—or maybe just a 
handful of feathers—from the back 
of Zephyrus, god of the west wind, 
to fan his beloved Psyche as she 
lay sleeping on a bed of roses.

Feathers have been used in fans 
from the first. The ancient Egyp­
tian fans employed peacock and 
other feathers; the oriental fans 
often were made of feathers, and 
they were sometimes incorporated 
into European fans which reached 
their peak in artistry in the 18th 
century.

The folding fan was invented by 
the Japanese in the seventh cen­
tury, A.D., and probably was 
brought to Europe by Portugese 
traders a thousand years later. 
These folding fans used many ma­
terials, such as ivory, mother-of- 
pearl, tortoise shell, and carved 
aandaljWood for the sticks, or ribs.

Community Fund to 
Start Drive That Supports 
Eight Social Services

on ability to pay.
“With hundreds of local nursing 

calls behind it, the Visiting Nurs­
es association is calling upon the 
Community Fund for an addi­
tional budget allocation of $1,000, 
indicating a 100 per cent growth 
of area-wide nursing care of 
Plymouthites.

The Well Baby Clinic that 
meets once a week at Plymouth 
High school during the fall and 
spring semesters is attended by 
a physician and nurse. Valuable 
nursing and feeding hints as well 
as physical examinations make 
this an outstanding service to 
mothers.

Dental care for youngsters at 
reduced costs is one result of the 
Plymouth Dental Fund. Parents 
whose tight budgets do not permit 
ready dental care are given a 
boost here by the fund that works 
this way:

After a school dental technician 
discovers the need for dental re­
pairs, the youngster is sent to a 
dentist by his parents who re­
ceive a helping hand from the 
fund to pay the dental bill. After 
the minimum charge is made to 
the fund, the parent pa^s back 
the loan in easy installments.

The Veterans’ Memorial Fund 
is another allocation accounted for 
in PCF budget ledgers. Yearly, it 
receives $2,700 to pay the cost of 
maintaining the Main street 
building — meeting place of the 
American Legion, Veterans of 
Foreign Wars and their auxiliar­
ies. Deeded to the city by the 
Hough family, support of the vet­
erans’ memorial is being reduced 
by 27 per cent.

Receiving over one-third of the 
Community Fund's budget are 
three organizations who have as 
their objectives character build­
ing through recreation. They are: 
the school recreation fund which 
receives $3,000 each year, along 
with the Boy Scouts, Sunset divi­
sion, $1,948, and the Girl Scouts 
who get $1,325 to support the 
troop’s day camp.

Concerning the yearly campaign 
for funds to support the eight 
community organizations, fund 
officials point out that there is a 
continual need for support.

“We receive funds committed 
to us throughout the year, we 
never stop accepting contributions 
—there is a constant need,” says 
one official.

He points out that nearly every 
person participates at one time or 
another in the groups supported 
by public contributions that can 
be mailed in any amount to the: 
Plymouth Community Fund, 
Plymouth, Michigan.

In the two days during the month, 
an inch of rain was recorded with 
three other days yielding the ma­
jority of the remaining .86 of an 
inch. Then came the heat that 
took the rain right back where it 
came from.

With September already yield­
ing three-quarters of an inch of 
rain, the month ahead looks like 
it may run a natui'al course, say 
weather experts.

An average September to them 
is a mean temperature of 62.9 
degrees with a daily maximum of 
73.3 degrees and a low of 52.5.

Precipitation average, for the 
month is 2.36 inches.

Weathermen point out, how­
ever, that September can do 
funny things. They report that in 
1943 the temperature one day of 
the month surged to 93 degrees. 
A 1942 low, on the other hand, 
was recorded at a cool, cool 33 de­
grees.

With the way pointed to cool­
ing temperatures, the Weather 
Bureau warns that we are getting 
closer to dew-hardened (frost) 
weather.

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Apples Combine With Rice, 
Prunes, Spices for Desserts

Apple season is just around the 
comer. Apple rice Betty, apple 
chiffon pie, prune and apple 
pandowdy, and Canadian style 
bacon and spiced apple s îuce are 
but a few of the ways in which 
apples may be used.

The recipes for these different 
ways of serving apples follow, 

Apple Rice Betty
A new slant on the old Betty— 

this year’s model has a new base, 
rice. Try it! The flavor combina­
tion— apples, spice and rice will 
make this a popular dessert for 
all.
2 lbs. (4 large) cooking apples 
1 cup beet or cane sugar
1 tablespoon cinnamon 
1 teaspoon salt
3 tablespoons butter or margarine 
% cup uncooked white rice
3 cups boiling water

Wash, peel and slice apples. 
Mix. sugar, cinnamon and salt to­
gether.

Melt butter or margarine in 
frying pan on medium heat. Stir 
in rice until it is golden brown, 
about 5 minutes.

Cover the bottom of a llz  qt. 
casserole with half of the brown­
ed rice; then add layer of apples, 
about 1 inch deep. Sprinkle Vz 
of the sugar mixture evenly over 
apples. Repeat rice, apple, and 
sugar layers again.

Pour on boiling water; cover 
casserole. Bake 1 hour in mod­
erate oven (375“F.)

Allow to cool about 15 minutes 
before serving plain, with pour 
or whipped cream. Serves 6 to 8.

Sprinkle a tablespoon of gela­

tin on a fourth of a cup of cold 
water and let it soak a few min­
utes.

Beat 3 egg yolks slightly^ and 
add V/z cups of applesauce, 14 
tsp. ginger, V4 tsp. cinnamon, Vz 
cup milk, 1 tablespoon of lemon 
juice, % tsp. grated lemon rind, 
and 1/4 cup of sugar.

foods, or add eggs or breakfast 
moats to the basic pattern.

What Is The Remedy?
The only sane way to prevent 

such a catastrophe within the 
next few years would be for our 
people to work harder and longer 
hours without now asking for 
more' wage increases. This would 
reduce the prices of goods made 
in this country. If costs and prices 
here can be reduced, then our 
people will have enough money 
to buy both-the goods made in the 
U.S.A. and also the foreign goods.

If you now have a job, make 
the best of it. Be the first to ar­
rive every morning; and the last 
to leave at night.- Subscribe to the 
Trade Magazine of the industry in 
which you are employed. Take a 
correspondence course to become 
more efficient, Be loyal to’ and 
speak well of your employer. He 
ha? more troubles than ^ u  have. 
He has the. job of selling the 
goods or services which you are 
helping to make or render. His 
job will be especially hard in 
1953.

What About Labor Unions?
Labor unions are here to 

stay, especially in large cities. 
Where big business exists, we 
must expect big unions to follow. 
This means steel strikes and tex­
tile sti'ikes will continue. In these 
large cities where employees are 
more impersonal reasonable labor 
unions and collective bargaining 
are convenient and serve as a 
protection to both wageworkers 
and employers.

There, however, is no excuse 
for labof unions in small cities 
where know one another. 
Labor unjons ai-e unnecessary 
whci c an employer knows all his 
wageworkers by name and is ac- 
quinted with their hppes and 
troubles.

Don’t try to be the richest 
man in the cemetery!
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2  Agencies Work Jointly to Cut Builders* Costs j
What the nation needs is a good 

$5,000 house.
Whipping up this cliche is easy 

but it has taken the combined 
efforts of the Federal Housing 
Administration and the National 
Association of Home Builders to 
do something about reducing the 
cost of buying a house.

For more than a year now both 
organizations have been working 
jointly on ways and means of cut­
ting. high costs of construction 
and material going into “ye 
dream houses.”

Latest word from NAHB’s ma­
terials experts, Leonard G. Hae- 
ger, reported by INS, is that real 
results are in the offing. In fact, 
H ae^r says builders - in many 
sections of the country will be 
bflerittg nyrfw homes to the genfe?sd 
public next spring at amazing low 
prices. ,

Antiquated building codes have 
been struck at by some men high 
in building circles, who claim 
construction costs can be pegged 
between $500 and $1,500 lower 
just by modernizing codes using 
practical knowledge gained of 
material strengths and engineer­
ing design.

Though this has been one ob­
jective of NAHB, Haeger isn’t 
ready to report on this achieve­
ment yet. Rather, he says, “it 
will be a slow laborious job,” that 
probably will take time. The big 
push now centers on FHA and 
joint industrial-government ef­
forts to cut waste out of home 
building.

Helping to offset the growing 
costs of new houses have been 
methods devised to r e d u c e  the 
amount of concrete u se d  in  f o u n ­
dations, add to the r o o m in e s s  a 
new house without enlarging the 
structure and make better use of 
plumbing facilities.

Now under discussion between 
FHA and NAHB is the federal 
agency’s trend toward wi4er and
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heavier streets in new develop­
ments to handle growing traffic 
problems.

The industry, however, idis- 
allows the envisioned raising of 
standards of street, curbs and 
sidewalk construction, all of 
which would hike building costs 
considerably.

NAHB experts feel the govern­
ment could forego this proposal
