Rev. Johnson Calls 'Wise Ignorance'

OneSolutiontoW orld's Troubles

“Nelective” and “wise ignor-
ance*’ was pointed to last week as
one measure that “can save the
democracies of the world from
further shipwreck.”

Speaking before members of
the Lions Club, Reverend Mel-
bourne 1. Johnson, of the First
Methodist church, told the group
that “never was mere a grreater
need for a thinking public to save
us from the gullibility of politic-
ians.”

They “would perfume us with
pretty promises,” he asserted,
“and by so doing (would) put our
minds to sleep.”

Defining “wise ignorance”, he
said that it was the only kind of
knowledge that can be used in
solving the problems of life.

“All other knowledge,” Rev-
erend Johnson warned, “is excess
baggage. It is surplus weight. The
man who tries to absorb all the
miscellaneous and indiscriminate
interests which modern life
thrusts upon him is sure to be-
come intellectually and spirit-
ually obese. To be educated
means to know how to be wisely
ignorant.”

He went on to tell his audience
that the American public could
notsbe led to what he called an
“intellectual slaughter house” at
election time if they learned to
select truth from falsehood.

“l see no hope for a democratic
form of government,” he declared,
“if the people do not help think
out the problents of the day.”

Why, he asked Lion members,
“do people have a vote and blind-
ly and even dumbly go to the
polls to elect a man whom a few
men under the,guise of national
patriotism want elected so that
they may save the country? Only
a wise ignorance can save the
democracies of the world from
further shipwreck.”

Reverend Johnson declared that
“wise ignorance” knows true
meaning, stating that it is just the
“practice of minding one’s own
business.”

Wise ignorance knows its limits,
he said. “It is not guilty of the

During fire prevention week,
fire-fighting elements from some
14 cities, townships and cities will
make demonstration runs, display
fire-fighting technics with lad-
der trucks and high-pressure
hoses. Flaming pits of gasoline
and oil fires will be snuffed out
with special “foam” extinguish-
ers.

Present plans call for the “sev-
eral” day meet of fire fighters to
be held in Plymouth, possibly be-
hind Plymouth High school.

Last year Plymouth’s fire-
fighters answered 38 alarms that
caused between $26,000 and $27,-
000. One person was killed follow-
img a blaze, and earlier this yeai*,
Chief McAllister said, a second
jiigrson died following a house fire

Caused an estimated $3,000
damage.

Though these were the first
deaths from fires he recalls for
a six-year period. Chief Mc-
Allister suggested that “Opera-
tion Fire Safety” be instituted in
every home.

*T an amended MGfater con-
necting ordinance passes its
last two readings successfully,

home builders in Plymouth area
will pay the city $30 to $35 more
for connecting their water lead-in
pipes to city water mains.

This was made public following
the first reading of the tie-in hike
before City Commissioners, last
Monday. The change will affect
both city dwellers and those in
the township using city water.

This hike is necessary, say city
officials, to compensate for a 25

per cent rise in material and
labor costs.
Currently, it costs builders

within the city $50 to hook up to
city water mains while persons
being served in the township pay
$65 for the connecting service.

The new rates would cost city
dwellers and persons building in
the township $80 and $100, res-
pectively.

For water connections exceeding
three-quarter inch, $70 plus the
actual cost of making connections
woulcf be charged. To this would
be added a standard 15 per cent.

The $100 figure to be levied
against builders outside the city
using city water is a minimum
charge. The yardstick for measur-
ing water hook-up charges under
the new law would be the actual
cost of making the water con-
nection plus 15 per cent. How-
ever, that charge must not drop
below the $100 figure.

Current hook-up charges for
connecting disposal and storm
sewers currently cost city home
builders $50 and respectively.
Both these figures are expected to
be hiked to offset growing costs.

The city’s social, fraternal or
service organizations received a
standing invitation this week to
avail themselves of Plymouth
high school’s swimming pool fac-
ilities.

Thursday nights have been set
aside, recreation officials reveal,
to rent the swimming pool for
club swimming. A standard
charge of $15 has been set up for
the 8:00 to 9:00 p.m. swimming
hour.

Recreation officials point out
that the $15 fee is some $25 below
rental costs of swimming pools
elsewhere. “It is a minimum
charge made just to defray the
expense of operating the pool,”
they declare, stating that if 50
club members, their wives and
guests used the pool that the cost
would be just 30 cents per person.

Daring thieves pulled off a
series of two daylight drug store
robberies here last Monday, mak-
ing off with $1,020 in cash and
checks as customers quietly ate
their lunches nearby.

Victims of identical thefts, dis-
covered hours after they occur-
red, were Beyer Drug Store, 505
Forest and Sam and Son Drugs,
of 859 Penniman.

Victim of a cleverly laid ruse
that was tried twice before it
worked was Sam & Son Drugs
who suffered a $900 loss in cash
rifled from a locked prescription
counter drawer as nearly 50 high
school students ate their lunches
or bought candy and magazines
in the store.

Pharmacist Charles H. Emery
said an earlier unsuccessful at-
tempt to rob the store came as

one of the men, described as
between 21 and .23 years old,
blonde, and about five feet, 10

inches tall, decoyed Clerk Nina
Ritenour to the cigar counter
where he bought a package of
gum. The second man, Emery
said, went to the rear of the store
where he asked for a drug, the
name of which he could not re-
call.

It was at this point the owner.
Jack Levin came in through the
back door adjacent to the pres-
cription counter. Emery, who had
gone further toward the front of
the store, said Levin’s appearance
prevented the theft at this time.

The same ruse was worked
minutes later on clerks decoyed
from the rear of the store as one
of the thieves calmly walked be-
hind the prescription counter,
smashed a padlock off a drawer
contairung the money and walked
out the rear of the store.

A similar method was used in
robbing Beyer Drug Store of $120
dollars in cash and a paycheck.

.Drug store clerks .said the
thieves must have calmly waited
their chance to rifle a drawer be-
hind the pharmacy counter.

They noted that capacity lunch-
eoners were demanding their at-
tention and theorized that the
thieves waited their chance to pry
open a prescription counter draw -
er, not locked at the time.

Following the rash of drug store
thefts, police reported that the
Bathey Manufacturing company,
of 100 Mill street, lost about $12
in change after a tool crib was
rifled, sometime Monday night.

Entry into the plant was gained
through a smashed window. A
watchman reported the incident
to police after detesting several
open doors.

Natural and synthetic fabrics of
the future promi.-"e to be a new
source of our suits and dresses,
our stockings and underwear— all
made out of compliwtcd chem-
ical derivitives.

At least, this is the opinion of
one of the nation’s leading fabrics
researchers— Dr. Milton Harris—
who reports his findings in
Science Service.

Dr. Harris, in Chicago last week
to address a symposium on
*Looking Ahead With the Chem-
ical Industry”, told the seventh
National Chemical Exposition
that the chemical industry will
soon be hard at work exploring
new uses for fabrics recently in-
vented.

The next few years, he told the
(egroup, will see the industry slow-
ing down in the introduction of
synthetics. Rather, the industry
will concentrate on "alloys” of
several kind's of now synthetics
and natural fibers already invent-
ed.

Dr. Harris himself was wearing

imental blend of cashmere and
nylon. They have all the softness
of cashmere, he said, yet they will
wear 10 times longer than pure
cashmere socks.

The blending of fabrics is no
longer just an art. Dr. Harris
pointed out, stating that it has be-
come a science with regular ex-
periments going on.

Thousands of experimental and
modified fabrics are right now
within the chemists reach, he as-
serted, and more are sitting on
chemists shelves. Some of them
are only slightly different from
those already commercially availL-
able, he said, hinting that one
chemical company . alone has
thought up in the past two years
some 600 different types and mod-
ifications of fabrics.

Asked about the theoretical
chances of producing a fabric that
would never wear out, never
stain, never wrinkle, such as the
ficticious fabric of the “white
suit” of a recent movie. Dr. Har-
ris said such a “fabric” would not
be a fabric at all. Explaining, he
said that it would have to be some
kind of an inert material, some-
thing like the quality of dia-
monds, not a cloth.

Speaking of the very improb-
able, Dr. Harris said that if wo-
men were content to wear nylon
stockings about four times thicker
than the present “sheer” that they

would never wear out. OS course,
he pointed out, women will not

wear such coarse stockings.

The wholesale removal of
healthy teeth in an attempt to
cure arthritis was decried by
three dental and medical author-
ities last week in a panel discus-
sion at the American Dental As-
sociation Convention, held in St.

Louis.
Dr. James R. Cameron, oral
surgeon from Philadelphia, Dr.

William E. Wellman of the Mayo
Clinic Medical Division, Roches-
ter, Minn., and Dr. Kenneth A.
Easlick of the University of Mich-
igan, Ann Arbor, all voiced denial
of the validity of removing
healtjiy “choppers”.

The experts based some of their
discussion as to whether infected
teeth could disease other parts of
the body, a theory upon which
there was not mutual agreement.

D ecry E xtraction

Dr. Cameron said “there is suf-
ficient evidence to show that
diseased teeth can, and do, cause
disease in distant parts of the
body.”

He pointed out, however, that
too many physicians “on general
principles” order wholesale ex-
traction of teeth without due
benefit to the patient.

Dr. Easlick declared that evi-
dence is “very poor” of any re-
lationship between diseased teeth
and chronic disorders as arth-
ritis, kidney infections, eye ail-
ments and skin diseases.

He went on to assert that in-
fected teeth should be treated or
extracted, but “only to eliminate
infiection in the mouth.”

Condemnation was the word
used by Dr. Wellman who said

o fH ealthy Teeth

that the “whole removal of tepth
on the assumption that a focus of
infection may be present is to be

condemned.”

Teen-Ager From
Drinking in Cars

Teen-agers caught drinking in
cars from now on face the penal-
ties of a new weapon placed in
the hands of law enforcement of-
ficials.

An amendment to the State
liquor laws, a new statute makes
it a misdemeanor for any person
under 21 to purchase or know-
ingly possess, transport or have
tmder his control in any motor
vehicle beer, wine, whisky or
other spirits. The penalty Is 90
days in jail or $100 fine, or both.

Strict enforcement of the law,
that went into effect just todhy,
has been promised by the State
Liquor Control Commission.

Russell Kirk
IS Awarded
High Degree

Russell Kirk, a graduate of
Plymouth High school in 1936,
has recently received the degree
of Doctor of Letters from the Uni-
versity of St. Andrews, the oldest
Scotch  University, founded in
1410./

Russell is one of only two liv-
ing men to hold this Doctor of
Letters degree from this univer-
sity. He has published two books,
one about an American, Randolph
of Roanoke, and the other about
the great eighteenth century
statesman, Edmund Burke. At
present he is working on “The
Story of St. Andrews”.

This is Russell’s second trip to
Europe, one lasting over one and
a half years during which time he
has traveled over most of the con-
tinent except Russia. Upon his
return he will become a profes-
sor of social science in Michigan
State college.

AIll deposits and withdrawals shall be entered in the books
of the bank and in the pass book, which shall be the depositor’s voucher
or evidence of deposit. When deposits or withdrawals are made, the pass
book shall be presented for entry of such deposit or withdrawal; provid-
ed, however, that upon assurances satisfactory to an authorized repre-
sentative of the bank, payment may be made without the presentation of
the pass book. All payments to depositors may be made in current funds.

Pears and Plums
Economical Buy
for Canning

_ This certainly is the year when
it will pay homemakers to can
pears and plums.

Michigan will have over a mil-
lion bushels of Eears this year and
over seven thousand .tons of
plums-" almost half again as
much of these tjyo fruits as the
1941 to 1950 average. This means
the wise shopper will find econ-
omical buys in plums and pears
to can for her winter supply.

For those not familiar with
plum varieties, the Green Gage
variety is yellow, medium sized,
oval, yellow fleshed, and is ex-
cellent for canning. The Damsou,
a small purplish-black plum,
tart in flavor, is used mostly for
making jams and jellies. Japan-
ese varieties are yellow fleshed,
cIinEStone plums like the Bur-
bank and Abundance that are ex-
cellent eaten fresh. The domestic
type plums, like the Lombard
and Italian and Stanley prunes,
are also excellent canning var-
ieties.

Look for P]Iums that are plump,
clean, fresh looking and full
colored, when you buy. They
should be soft enough to yield to
a sliglht pressure at the tip of
the plum. Ordinarily plums are
sold in a 16 pound lug, a 28
pound crate, or a 56 pound bush-
el. It takes 2 to 2V* pounds of
fruit to fill a quart jar, so a bush-
el of plums will yield approx-
imately 24 to 30 quarts canned.

Pears have a longer marketing
season than plums, can be stored
for eating out of hand, and are
excellent for canning. They aren’t
adapted for freezing, because they
are apt to become granular and
mushé during the freezing pro-
cess. Because they are low In pec-
tin, they are not too well adapted
for jams and jellies without the
use of a commercial pectin.

The rhain varieties of pears
available in Michigan are Clapp’s
Favorite, Seckel, Bartlett, Bose
and Kieffer. The Bartletts are one
of the best varieties for canning;
the Seckels are best for pickling.
The Kieffers have coarse granu-
lar flesh and are used extensively
for conimercial canning.

When buying, look for nears
that are firm but not hard. It
may be better to buy those that
are slightly under-ripe and al-
low them to ritpen at home. If
they are used for eating out of
hand, they should be stored in a
dark place at a cool temperature.
Pears will usually yield 18 to 24
quarts of canned fruit per bushel.

Suggestions For Mud Removal

Mud is a familiar problem in
many households— mud-stained
clothes, muddy shoes, mud track-
ed in on rugs and floors. Here
are some suggestions on remov-
ing mud:

Clothes: Brush off all loose dry
mud first. Then rinse mud-stain-
ed fabric several times in cold
water to take out all particles of
soil lodged in the yarns. Don't
ﬁlunge mud-stained fabrics into
ot soapsuds because some red
or yellow clay makes a stain like
iron-rust that may be set by hot
soapsuds. When no more mud can
be rinsed out in cool water, wash
in warm soapsuds, using several
washings if necessary.

Shoes: Even though dry mud
comes off shoes more easily than
wet mud, the specialists advise
against the familiar practice of
letting it dry on before brushing
it off. Mud stains leather, and
the longer it stays on, the worse
the stain may be. Scrape off
moist mud as promptly as pos-
sible and then wipe leather clean
with a soft moist cloth. Stuff
shoes with paper to help hold
their shape, dry slowly and then
repolish.

17Uy Needles
By Sizie, Not Set

The best way to buy needles
is by the size rather than the set.
Packages of assorted sizes may be
the easy buy, but often prove
inconvenient because they in-
clude so many coarse needles
rarely used in _home sewing and
mending. No. 7 generally Is the
largest needle the home seam-
stress uses, yet sizes in packed
assortments often run as large
as No. 3 which is suited only to
sewing heavy canvas or duck.

It pays to know both size and
type of needle suited to home
jobs and buy accordingly. Other-
wise, the sewing basket may have
plenty of idlers but be short on
the more useful sizes. Emergency
mending jobs come up frequently
in most households and then it’s
more than a nuisance to be out of
the right needle. Sizes 9 or 10 are
best for most dress materials and
for hand sewing that calls for
small stitches, so these sizes
should be kept in ample supply.
Sizes 7 and 8 are better for Work
on heavy fabric or basting.

There are three types of need-
les. “Sharps” are the medium-
length, round-eye needles used
most in home sewing. “Between”
needles are shorter, preferred by
some women for very fine sew-
ing but often too short to, hold
comfortably. Crewel, or long-eye
needles are designed for embroid-
ery and darning thread. But wo-
men who have difficulty in see-
ing to thread needles may prefer
crewels in small sizes for regular
sewing because the long eye
makes threading easy. The long
eye, however, makes the needle
more fragile and easier to break
at the eye end.

To put some attractive flavor
and color into biscuits mix them
as usual, and just before rolling
out the dough, stir in some fine-
ly chopped parsley.

By the acceptance or such pass book or the signing of such
signature card, the depositor shall be deemed to have given uncondi-
tional assent to the by-laws of the bank and these rules and regulations,
and any and all additions, alterations, amendments or repeals thereof
as provided for in section twelve (12).

Sec. 3. AIll deposits and withdrawals shall be entered in the books
of the bank and in the pass book, which shall be the depositor’s voucher
or evidence of deposit. When deposits or withdrawals are made, the pass
book shall be presented for entry of such deposit or withdrawal; provid-
ed, however, that upon assurances satisfactory to an authorized repre-
sentative of the bank, payment may be made without the presentation of
the pass book. AIll payments to depositors may be made in current funds.

Sec. 4. Money will be paid to the depositor in person, or to the order
of the depositor, provided the order is in form satisfactory to the bank
and accompanied by the pass book. The bank reserves the right to require
ninety (90) days’ written notice of all withdrawals of deposits; provided,
however, that all payments shall be made in accordance with the re-
quirements of the Banking Act of 1933 as amended.

The method of determining balances upon which interest will be
allowed the time such balances shall remain on deposit to be entitled to
interest, the method of computing interest and the dates upon which
interest will be credited to depositors will also be as determined from
time to time by the Board of Directors. A record of such determinations
by the Board of Directors will be on file at all offices of the bank.

The grade school touch foot-

states Director Herbert Wool-
weaver. The deadline for team
entry is tomorrow. The first
games will be played next Mon-
day, September 22 at 4 o’clock.

One point is scored
in case of a tie at the end of the
fourth quarter for the team who
advances the ball the furthest
after four downs at the mid-tieio.

There shall be no tackling of a
ball carrier, passer or kicker—
there is a 15 yard penalty for
such a thing. The man carrying
or having possession of the ball is
down when touched below the
belt with one or more hands b
an opposing player. There shall
be no violent blocking, and ail5
yard penalty for such if detected.

Passes may be thrown from any
point behind the lines of scrim-
mage. Each pla{}\//er is eligible to
receive a pass. When a punt is to
be made, the kicking team must
announce it before the kick.

This game became quite.{)op-
ular among the smaller fry last
fall, and quite a number of par-
ents and fans turned out to see
these young gladiators perform. It
is a lot of exercise and fun, and
not much chance for an injury of
any kind. The lads get the “feel”
of football and many of these
youngsters will be future stars of
the high school varsity.

Sports Glances

Hundreds oi fans will be in the
bleachers tomorrow night to wit-
ness the opening football game of
the sea'on. Many of them ai'e
familiar with the great game of
football while others sit through
a contest and wonder what it is
all about— watching only the
ball carrier, the pileups and the
scoreboard. Each week we are
going to attempt to explain some
phase of the game which ma
clarify some points— after all, If
one knows something about the
fundamentals of the game, he
enjoys it that much more.

he first thing you will notice
before the giame actually gets
underway will be the rival cap-
tains in the center of the field
with the officials. The referee will
toss a coin and the visiting cap-
tain will call heads or tails. If his
call is correct his team has the
choice of receiving the Kkickoff,
kicking ~off, or choice of goal to
defend.AMf he wins the toss and
chooses to receive the kickoff, as
most teams do, the home team has
the choice of goal to defend.' He
usually chooses the goal with the
wind in his favor, thinking it may
change during the game. If the
visiting captain loses the toss then
the home captain has the above
first choice.

No member of the kicking team
can pass the line the ball is kick-
ed from until the kick has been
made, or an offside is called. If
the kickoff goes into the end zone,
the receiver can try to run it
back, or let it go and place it in
play on the 20 yard line.

In the course of play, the most
frequent penalty Is the offside
penalty. This is where a player
IS over-anxious and cros.sses the
line of scrimmage before the ball
has been put in play by the cen-
ter. The penalty for this is 5 yards
and down remaining the same,
unless the opponent refuses to
take the penalty when it counts as
a down. If both sides are guilty
of offside the play is merely can-
celled.

A team has 4 downs to make 10
yards for a first down. You will
notice a man with a marker on
the sidelines with the numbers
one, two, three and four on it—
the figure facing the field of play
is the down at that time. If a
team docs not make the neces-
sary 1™ yards in 3 tries, it is nec-
essary to punt on fourth down
unless close to th” opponents goal.
Sometimes a team punts on third
down under certain circumstan-
ces,, and once in awhile you will
see a team *“g>iick-kick” on the
first down to catch the other team
napping, and thus gain yardage
on punt exchanges, particularly
if they have a strong wind at

was at its height, while rosefish
(now known as ocean perch)
was thrown away. To illustrate
how times change, the catching,
filleting and freezing of ocean
perch is now Gloucester’s leading
industry. Gloucester, however, Is
handicapped by the fish moving
out further from the coast. They
may later be attracted back by
artificial lighting or the use of
fertilizers.
New Kinds of Fish )

The nextigreat development will
b" the catching and processing of
“waste fisb”, suiW as pogies,
squid, skate, etci*Tliese are now
used for fish oil and chicken food,
but they have excellent nutrit-
ional qualities. Later we will bo
gathering processing and canning
planktonic organisms. This in-
dustry has a great future. Sea-
weed products will also be”pro-
cessed and sold.

The sea is very rich, due to
the drainage accumulations from
the land for millions of years; but
it is now rapidly increasing in
food values. While the farms of
the West are gradually gettin
poorer through erosion and cul-
tivation, the sea is constantly be-
coming richer. Every rain
throughout the great agricultural
West washes minerals, vitamins
and other food pfoduicte from the
soil into the twters and finally
into the sea. A large portion of
fertilizer being put on the soils
finally goes into the ocean, while
the rich sewerage of our large cit-
ies i1s making the sea a great
storehouse for future foods.
Readers who are interested in
these new possibilities should
talk with Dr. Henry B. Bigelow of
the Oceanographic Institute at
Woods Hole, Massachusetts, or
the Seripts InstitjULiM«t<La Jolla,
California.

_ Lessons of History

Durlnﬂ the early days of Glou-
cester, the chief industry was the
cutting of timber, the sawing of
boards, and the building of small
vessels. Most of Massachusetts
was then heavilty wooded. By 1800
the timber of Cape Ann had
largely been cut and shipbuilding
moved to Essex. The next indus-
tr?/ was the granite industry. Most
of the Federal bpil*mg of Bos-
ton, New York, Philad”*phia and
other large cities were built ,of
Cape Ann granite. The “waste”
was made into paving stones,
which paved the streets of these
cities. But concrete and asphalt
came along and killed the granite
business.

Although the fishing business
had always existed in a small
way, yet it was not fully develop-
ed until the granite business be-
gan to peter out. Later came the
“summer people.” Unfortunately,
due (1) to the fish changing their
habits of abode, (? to unreason-
able labor demands, and (3)"in

increasing foreign importations,
the fishing business, as now con-
ducted, may be oh the decline.
But I am not worried as to the
future. | believe that with the es-
tablishment of the new School for
Fisheries the wealth of the sea
will continue to make Gloucester
and other seaports prosperous. In-
stead of filleting plants, Glou-
cester will have chemical works,

pharmaceutical factories and will
can the small planktonic organ-
isms heretofoi® neglected.
