Bold Thieves 
Enter Factory; 

MachineSteal
There seems to be nothing safe 

in this area these days. Saturday 
night thieves visited the Peerless 
Industries plant on Territorial 
road and removed a* Brown and 
Sharpe automatic screw machine 
from the production line^

The $10,000 theft marks the 
first of its kind in and around 
Plymouth and police are baffled 
for clues. A truck was reported 
seen in the factory driveway 
about 10;30 by neighbors in that 
locality but other than that auth­
orities have nothing else to work 
on.

The thieves used a bolt cutter 
to cut the chain on the property 
entrance gate and then used the 
same to cut the hasp on the door. 
Apparently s o m e o n e  familiar 
with the company participated in 
the theft in view of the fact that 
the machine taken was the best 
one in the production line, it 
having been completely overhaul­
ed in the last few months.

In addition to the machine all 
of the tools and machine parts 
were also taken. An electric hoist 
used by the factory was used in 
moving and loading the machine 
onto a truck.

Sheriff’s officers. State police 
and the F.B.I. have been called 
into the case by Russell Hoffman, 
president of the company.

Fire D.e$iroys 
Barn, Food Crop
• A $40,000 fire fought for 10
hours by four fire departments 
and 150 inmates completely des­
troyed a barn last Friday at the 
Detroit House of Correction.^

The 2:40 a.m. conflagration, be­
lieved to have started by faulty 
wiring in a hay loft motor, sent 
a shower of flames and sparks 
some 150 feet into the air.

It destroyed a stored crop har­
vest of 250 tons of hay, 100 tons 
of <6traw and over 5,000 bushels 
of oats.

Rescued in the destructive fire 
t h a t  endangered surrounding 
prison buildings, were 12 panic 
stricken cows who bolted to safe 
ground amid bawls and screams 
of terror.

Called to the scene of the blaze 
at 3:00 a.m. as a member of the 
Mutual Firemen’s Aid Association 
was Plymouth’s fire department. 
They helped fight the fiercely 
burning fire as 150 inmates from 
the prison were roused from their 
beds to head off destruction of 
other buildings.

“They worked their heads off to 
save the barn,” Superintendent 
Blake G ill^ said, “playing 
streams of water on nearby barns 
to save them from being engulfed 
in flames.”

Still smoltering 16 hours after it 
started, a blackened, flame 
scorched pile of rubble lay where 
a few hours before stood a neat 
farm building stuffed to its raft­
ers with feed for prison cows.

Firefighters from Northville 
township, Wayne County Train­
ing school, and the House of Cor­
rection also answered the four 
department call, helping fight the 
fire throughout the night.

Wiping out in minutes farm 
products that took Correction in­
mates months to grow and pro­
cess, Superintendent Gilles said, 
“if we attempted to replace the 
building and feed sflor^ in the 
barn, it would cost us between 
$40,000 and $50,000.”

There were no injuries in the 
fire. Reports drifting back, more 
on the humorous side of the des­
tructive blaze, indicate that the 
only casualty was a year-old bull 
who stampeded into a ditch. 
When discovered by inmates the 
animal was buried up to his neck 
in quicksand. “He had to be haul­
ed out yvith tractors,” Gilles re­
marked.

1951.

Its four plants, two in the mid­
west, one in Santa Ana, Calif., 
with the main plant and general 
offices in New Brighton, Pa., 
daily produce over 60 million 
studs and fasteners a day.

The company also produces a 
large variety of self-tapping 
screws, locknuts, special nails and 
is widely known as the only na­
tional producer of a complete line 
of blind rivets, used exclusively in 
the aircraft industry.

Rapidly increasing production 
and types of products manufac­
tured by the four plants, com­
pany officials here reveal^ that 
a “new device” they,classified as 
“top secret” will be in produc­
tion at the Plymouth plant 
“within the next six months." 
Company officials declined to 
coihment further.

Currently employing 100, it was 
announced at this same time that 
employes this week were award­
ed a 15 cent an hour pay increase 
plus fringe benefits, all retroactive 
to May fin^

The firm has been located here 
since 1925. It has an extensive 
company insurance and retire­
ment plan for its employes who 
also receive quarterly dividends 
ias part of the company’s profit- 
sharing plan.

Evans Products ' 
Buys $1.5 Million 
Plant in Oregon

S. Evans, Jr., president of the 
Evans Products Company, an­
nounced this week acquisition of 
a new $1,500,000 plywood plant 
at Winchester, Oregon./

Operation of the new plant, 
completed in 1951, will be under 
the direction of H. B. Garrison, 
vice president of the Evans com­
pany’s Western Division. In add­
ition to the new plant at Win­
chester, the company also oper­
ates plants at Coos Bay, Oregon, 
and Vancouver, B. C.

The plant at Winchester, be­
lieved to be one of the most mod­
ern in the industry, differs from 
most West Coast plants. It is 
constructed of steel, aluminum 
and concrete rather than wood. 
The plant buildings have con­
crete floors, steel structural mem­
bers and aluminum siding and 
roofs which are heat-reflective 
and make for interior coolness.

The plant is lofated near Rose- 
burg, Oregon, 20 miles from a 
400,000,000 board-foot tract of 
Douglas Fir owned by the Evans 
Products Company.

It has an annual production 
capacity of 48 million square feet 
of Douglas Fir plywood and con­
tains over 83,000 square feet of 
floor q>ace with facilities for 
manufacturing both exterior and 
interior grades of plywood.

In announcing the purchase, 
E. S. Evans, Jr., said “this plant

“I believe.” be states, that “it 
will clarify many obscure pas­
sages and put them in a language 

. ̂ naers-raadilyp^mderstood by the

could mean the beginning of a 
spiritual renaissance in religion 
of our time.”

The first Bible— and the first 
complete book— printed with 
movable type was done by 
Johann Gutenberg and Johaan 
Fust in Mainz, Germany, from 
1450 to 1455.

It was followed in 1611 by the 
famous King James Version that 
has held sway in many churches 
some 341 years.

But there are some versions of 
the Holy Bible unknown to most 
laymen of modern limes. In exi$t- 
ance are editions of the Bishop’s 
Bible authorized by the church of 
England in 1568. It is a facsimile 
of the Tyndale Bible of 1525 for 
which its translator was burned 
at the stake for hersey.

Then there is the Cloverdale 
verson of this same period, which 
gives eight parallel translations 
in eight colwiifls. Included are 
Hebrew, Latin, Greek, Arabic and 
Chaldee.

But long before the turn of the 
fifteenth century, the Bible was 

.qopied .oyer. awdi^rer by monks 
through the centuries. While most 
of such rnanijscript copies were in 
Greek or Latinronie was done in 
Anglo-Saxon in the seventh cen­
tury by Caedmon, a lay monk.

Caedmon ^pBfMpBrtions of the 
Old Testament, life of Christ and

teachings of the apostles in met­
rical form and the verses were 
sung to the people, who memor­
ized them' and passed them on 
from generation to generation, 
much as folk songs were trans­
mitted.

Always grasping for the true 
•vords or meanings behind the 
Bible, there are earliest trans- 
mittions of the Book found in 
handwritten scrolls. Many val­
uable papyri, manuscripts-and a 
recently discovered leaf from the 
Epistles of St. Paul, written in 
Greek and antedating to the third 
century, make up the known rec­
ords of the growth of the Bible 
to its present day form.

The leaf from St. Paul, the most 
recent discovery, was discovered 
in an Egyptian market in the 
early 1930’s. Several leaves are 
now among other rare biblical 
finds owned by the University of 
Michigan and By the British Mus­
eum.

In addition to the English trans­
lation, the Bible is now in 1,000 
different tongues. It has run the 
gauntlet of numerous' translation, 
the most famous of which is the 
King James Version.

Revised and modernized as re­
cently as 1833 by Noah Webster, 
this latter version has been a 
guidepost to religious thinking of 
many millions of English reading 
people.

Webster, publisher of a dic­
tionary by that name, said he 
called for revision of the Bible 
to free it from words and expres­
sions that become obsolete from 
errors in grammar and^from ex­
pressions “repugnant to modern 
taste”.

This newest revision,-officially 
becoming the biblical and relig­
ious property of all nations, all 
people September 30, was made 
for this purpose. In part, it a 
move by 32 of America’s ablest 
Bible scholars under the sponsor­
ship of 40 Protestant denomina­
tions, to restore the Bible more 
nearly to its original form by 
comparison of recent manuscript 
discoveries such as the Leaf from 
the Epistles of St. Paul.

Storm Warning 
Network to be 
Set up Locally
■‘A storm warning network for 

Plymouth and Western Wayne 
out-county is being organized by 
the U.S. Weather Station at Wil­
low Run airport.

Shooting'for hour by hour “pin­
point” forecasting, the storm 
warning plan calls for a volun­
teer network to provide the bur­
eau with detailed advance warn­
ings of approaching storm centers.

Chief Meteorologist and Plym- 
outhite Ernest B. Williams, of the 
Willow Run station, is heading 
tne drive to put weather alert 
system into operation.

Set up to protect the public and 
property in this area, Williams 
notes that besides his own per­
sonnel and volunteer observers, 

‘he is seelcing aid from state police, 
per^inhel of small airports and 
such agencies as utility companies 
having extensive ‘round the clock 
field operations.

The plan, which will set up a 
protective network a r o u n d  
Plymouth, Ypsilanti and the Ann 
Arbor area, will work this way:

Specially instructed observers 
detesting the approach of a severe 
storm^-center will immediately 
alert the Willow Run station. 
These reports, collected from be­
tween 20 to 25 strategically lo­
cated observers will be .screened. 
A radar scope will be directed 
toward the approaching storm, 
its severity, course, speed and 
time of arrival in each area chart­
ed.

Follo'wing evaluation, all re­
ports of severe storms converging 
on the Plymouth area will be re­
leased for broadcast by area radio 
stations.

“Such a system has proved ex­
tremely valuable, especially in 
those areas subject to tornadoes, 
hurricanes and other types of 
violent storms,” Williams said.

Though violent, t u r b u l e n t  
storms are unusual in this area; 
he noted that records point out 
that severe wind and hail storms 
generally take a heavy toll of 
groperty within the tri-city area.

The advantage .seen in “pin­
point” forecasting through a vol­
unteer observer network in cases 
wliere .severe storms lash the 
area is “to alert all residents to 
take the ne^ssary precautions 
to prevent injury or loss of life."

The tri-city area and their hin­
terlands that will be placed under 
the protective wing of the Willow 
Run Weather station, will be div­
ided into four quadrants. Each 
quadrant will have a staff of at 
least five weather observers.

“Inasmuch as most violent 
storms enter the Plymouth area 
from the northwest or southwest, 
it is to the advantage of Plym­
outh residents to have its spot­
ters in the west side of the city,” 
Williams pointed out.

“What is really needed,” he 
said, “is an alert concentration of. 
spotters in that area, thereby giv­
ing the weather bureau sufficient 
time to post warnings with the 
Plymouth city hall or radio sta­
tions nearby.”

The meteorologist expert ob­
served that violent -stbrms can 
oepuf at nearly any, time of the 
ye'^r. But, generally, he said, 
worst storms can usually be 
pected in early spring and 
throughout the summer motithi.

Urges Care When 
Werking on Lawn

If monsters and boogeymen 
lurked in your own backyard it 
probably couldn’t be any less safe 
than it is!

Few realize that the yard is 
second only to the kitchen as the 
scene of home accidents. The yard 
ranks first in injuries for men 
and boys.

Suggested, in this fall season, 
is extra precaution when you are 
raking and burning leaves and 
getting flowerbeds “winterized”.

Never allow rakes and lioes to 
lie in the grass or leaves with 
teeth and sharp edges turned 
up— keep them in a storage place 
when not in use. Tlandle scythes 
and grass-cutting equipment with 
care. Provide closed containers 
for broken glass arid other dis­
carded sharp objects:.

Fires, of course, must be care­
fully controlled in yards so it 
is wise to have a metal container 
for burning. A fire eoctinguisher 
in the garage would be. a wise in­
vestment, but remember to keep 
it filled and in good> working 
order. Become safety-conscious 
about not throwing lighted 
matches and cigarettes in grass 
and leaves, too.

Falls rank high as the cause of 
home injuries and often prove 
fatal for persons over (55. Keep 
steps, walks and porches in good 
repair at all times. Provide a 
.sturdy handrail for all steps and 
be careful that snow and ice are 
removed in the wintertime. As 
inside the house, toys anc  ̂ trash 
on the ground can be menace. For 
nighttime, rig up good lights on 
driveway, walks, steps and porch­
es. Such a light should be con­
trolled by switches in both house 
and garage.

A refusal io release a shared 
telephone circuit to a person sum­
moning firefighters or police, 
seeking medical aid or calling for 
other emergency help is now an 
offense under criminal statutes 
of State law.

The amendment went into ef­
fect last week. It provides a pen­
alty ^f $100 in fines ahd up to a 
90-day jail sentence for an offen­
der refusing to surrender a party 
line for most types of emergency 
calls where life or property is 
endangered.

The party-line law, that went 
into effect 90 days after it was 
approved by the chief executive, 
is hailed by fire chiefs through­
out the state.

Twice within the last year two 
persons died in fires resulting 
h’om partv’-line telephone users 
refusing to yield a telephone cir­
cuit as the interrupting caller’s 
home was engulfed in flames.

A second amendment approved 
by .legislators also makes it a 
misdemeanor for anyone to pur­
chase a gas or compressed air 
gun Without receiving a pur- 
chascr'.T license for the weapon.

Buyci^ of such guns, not in­
cluding spring operated weapons 
(BB guns', must be a citizen of 
the United States, resided in the

State of Michigan for at least six 
months and be at least 21 years of 
age.

The guns must be' registered 
and a permit to carry them must 
be issued by the county conceal 
ed-weapons licensing board.

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Michigan Apples Now on Market
Apples from Michigan orchards 

are on the market. Michigan’s 
crop— although considerably be­
low last year’s crop in volume— 
is of good quality and ready for 
consumers to use for between- 
meal snacks and flavorful salads 
and desserts.

Although apple prices are rea­
sonable this year, the best buy is 
still by the bushel. Usually a 
bushel of apples cannot be kept 
in the refrigerator, which would 
be the desirable place.

The next best thing to do is to 
find the coolest spot in the house, 
where there is good air circula­
tion. This may mean the base-

ment, or an unheated bedroom in 
the fall. Remember that at room 
temperature apples will continue 
to ripen and resulting spoilage 
increa.see the cost of apples you 
use.

Different apple varieties will 
cook differently and each family 
will have their own favoi'ite var­
ieties. Right now you will find 
Wealthy, Duchess and Wolf Riv­
er apples in greatest quantity.

Apple sauce will have the best 
light color and tart flavor if cook­
ed rapidly. If you like a granular 
sauce, add sugar when the apples 
are nearly done. If you want 
sauce with unbroken apple pieces, 
make the syrup first and add the 
apple pieces to the syrup. If cin­
namon or nutmeg is-^used, use 
only small amounts to bring out 
the flavor of the apple.

Use apple skins whenever pos­
sible. Much of the nutritional 
value is close to the skin.

Whenever baking apples, guard 
against o^rcboking. "Two table­
spoons of sugar is usually enough 
for one apple. Apples baked on 
top of the stove in a heavy pan 
with a tight-fitting lid will bake 
in about half the time it takes in 
an oven. To keep the apple skin 
from splitting; slash the ‘skin 
around the circumference of the 
apple with a long cut to allow for 
swelling.

In jelly making, apples can be 
a helpful addition to other fruits, 
such as ripe currants and elder­
berries, because the apple juice 
adds needed pectin to the combin- 
atioh. Apples are often combined 
with some fruits to modify flavor. 
Adding them to wild plum and 
grape, for example, will result 
in a milder flavor.

Can Fruits in 
Hot Water Bath

The hot-water bath for proces­
sing fruits and acid vegetables is 
recommended b e c a u s e )  boiling 
water supplies enough heat for 
preserving them.

A water bath canner is a flat 
bottom round or oblong contain­
er in which water can be boiled. 
It should bo 12 or more inches 
deep, have a lid and also a rack 
or basket to hold the jars one 
third inch or more above the .bot­
tom of the canner.

A water bath is usually pre­
ferred to a steam pressure can­
ner for processing fruits and to'̂  
matoes because higher than boil­
ing temperatui'e (212'’F. at sea 
level) is not needed to prevent 
spoilage in acid foods and be­
cause fruits and tomatoes are 
less likely to be over cooked when 
processed in boiling water.

To u.se a water bath canner, pyt 
water in canner to heat before 
preparing the food for canning. 
Water should be hot but not 
boiling when filled jars are low­
ered into it. Jars are likely to 
break if put into a canner of boil­
ing water. Add more hot water, if 
needed, to cover the tops of the 
jars one or more inches.

Take along several different 
kinds of meats for the picnic grill 
and let everyone join in the fun 
of being chef for a day.

I m p r o v i s e d  F i r e p l ^ e  f o r  

O u t d o o r  C o o k i n g  

You don’t need special equip­
ment for outdoor cooking. The 
meats may be cooked on a rack or 
a flat metal plate-- or both. The 
rack for the fireplace can be an 
oven rack (one from your range 
or an old one set aside for this 
purpose). For the cooking plate, 
you can use a sturdy cookie sheet. 
Support these on large flat 
stones, bricks or two logs.

Before cooking, let the fire burn 
down to a bed of glowing coals. 
Rub the rack or plate with fat to 
prevent the meats from sticking. 
The fuel may be either charcoal 
or wood. Use dry, hard woods, 
such as oak, elm, maple or hick­
ory.

P i c n i c  C o o k a b l e s  

Meats— For the outdoor grill, 
choose meats which you would 
fry or broil at home. Club, sir­
loin, T-bone, and cubed steaks; 
ground beef patties, frankfurters, 
ham slices, lamb steaks, sliced 
liver sausage, summer sausage, 
bologna and sliced canned lunch­
eon meat all are good choices.

Vegetables— Choose vegetables 
which will require little prepara­
tion. Wrap potatoes, corn on the 
cob or sweet potatoes in alumi­
num foil and place on the back 
of the fireplace or in hot coals to 
roast.

pound of ground beef with 1  teas­
poon salt and Vs teaspoon pepper.

(This can be done before leaving 
h o m e . )  Fry on a hot greased grill, 
turning to cook bacon on all 
sides.

Barbecued Bologna— Slice bo­
logna *4 to ’ 2 inch thick and 
brown on hot greased grill. While 
slices brown, spoon barbecue 
.sauce over them.

Babson Discusses World War III
Philadelphia, Pa., September 

25. Two years ago everyone 
was worried about World War III. 
Newspapers told of the defense 
plans being made by the govern­
ment; magazines printed gory 
descriptions of the probable des­
truction of American cities; while 
families were buying small “hide­
away” farms or building bomb­
proof cellars. Today we hear very 
little talk along these lines, ex­
cept by those families who have 
boys in Korea. General sentiment 
now is that World War III will 
not come for ten or twenty years, 
—“so why worry”

What ihe Experts Tell Me
Strange to say, this “City of 

Brotherly Love’.’ is one of the 
chief centers for producing war 
materials. This gives me an op- 
pcjftunity to get some inside in­
formation. Experts here tell me 
that the prospects for World War 
III during the next year or two 
are greater than ever. They claim 
that Russsia is now putting us to 
sleep and may jump upon us at 
any time. It is hard to believe this 
because it seems to me that Rus­
sia would have attacked us dur­
ing the past si.x months if she 
wanted to start World War III. 
Experts, however, insist that Rus­
sia is waiting only to build up a 
greater supply of atomic bombs 
and supersonic airplanes; they are 
especially disturbed by the Rus- 
sian-Chinese Conference now be­
ing held in Moscow.

Obviously, the present Korean 
situation cannot last indefinitely; 
one side or the other must quit. 
If we should quit, this would cer­
tainly result in bringing on more 
trouble somewhere else; while if 
the Chinese should quit, it could 
result in Russia losing all her 
Asiatic gains. Therefore, the fear 
is that Russia, through the Chin­
ese, may issue an ultimatum to 
the United States giving us a cer­
tain time limit in which to get 
out of Korea, —“or else”- This 
could cause a severe break in the 
stock market and in business. 
This ultimatum could come dir­
ectly after elections in November, 
especially if Eisenhower should 
be elected.
What World War III Would Mean

Of course, Russia may suddenly 
adopt the “Pearl Harbor” pro­
gram by dropping atomic bombs 
on one or more of our large cities 
without a prior ultimatum. Al­
though we are building a marvel­
ous radar system, yet experts tell 
me that some Russian planes 
could get through during the 
fust twenty-four hours and kill 
millions of American people. In 
eithjH- case. Congress would im­
mediately be called into session, 
and very stringent controls would 
be applied to all kinds of business. 
Profits would largely be taken 
awjay by 90 per cent taxation; 
and in 30 days we would be liv­
ing in a new world. ®

World War III would result in 
much further deflation of the 
dollar, its value perhaps falling to 
twenty-five cents. Hence, some 
people believe that the stock mar­
ket— after the first big drop— 
would recover and go to greater 
heights than ever. So long as our

country remains immune from 
damage, this might be true; but if 
some of our big cities were bomb­
ed and a few million Americans— 
including women and children— 
were killed, the stock exchanges 
would be closed and panic -would 
rein. Let no reader fool himself 
that in the next World War he 
will have an opportunity to 
“make money.”

What Shall We Do?
The above does not mean we 

should get panicky today. It. 
nevertheless, does mean that we 
should not forget the possibility 
of World War III coming at any 
time. Even an ultimatum by 
Russia would give our markets a 
great scare, even though Russia 
might try this only as a bluff. If 
Russia should decide to strike 
without notice, as did the Jap­
anese, then World War III will 
have started in all its fury.

In view of the above, I appeal 
to I'eaders to take time to figure 
out what they would be obliged 
to do and how they would be af­
fected if World War III should 
soon come— no gasoline, standing 
lines for foods, and all our boys 
gone to war. Think back to what 
happened to you during World 
War II, and multiply those incon­
veniences by several times. If you 
now live in a large vulnerable 
city, get a small place in the coun­
try before it is too late.

BPW to Celebrate

The National Federation of

E>uring World War if^service- 

men found that Chriatiaa-mission- 
aries had proceeded them. It was 
these Christian workers, often 
financed by Sunday S c ^ c^ , who 
changed even cannibal^c na­
tives into God-fearing.' people. 
Notable among these were the 
fuzzy-wuzzies of the South Pa­
cific.

Better sanitation, constructive 
habits of living, and useful skills 
have been ta u ^ t  millions of 
backward people through the 
work of Sunday Schools.

One of these organizations, the 
Seventh - day Adventist inter­
national Sabbath School (so call­
ed because Adventists meet on 
Saturday rather than Sunday), 
celebrates its lOOth anniversary 
this month. T h e  Plymouth 
Seventh day Adventist church is 
joining with the thousands of 
world wide Sabbath Schools cele­
brating one hundred years of ex­
pansion and brotherhood, Sept­
ember 27.

The centennial ceremonies will 
commemorate the establishing of 
this phase of denominational 
work in Rochester, N. Y., in 1852. 
Since then the world has been 
covered with more than 17,000 of 
these “schools”, which every­
where are practically identical in 
procedure with an internationally 
in te ^ te d  study program for the 
million-plus members.

If students here this week are 
studying the Ten Commandments, 
for example, students in Argen­
tina or Denmark will be study­
ing the same thing.

Weekly ̂ essons, prepared in 
English in Washington, D.C., must 
be put Into 716 languages and

dialects for use in 194 of the 
world’s 230 countries.

The Sabbath schools have prov­
ed to be the bedrock foundation 
for the Seventhday Adventists’ 
widespread m i s s i o n  program, 
which pushes the top of the list of 
Protestant mission activities.

•It was the Sabbath schools that 
raised the $10,615 to establish the 
chin‘ch'*s first mission, near Bula­
wayo, South Rhodesia, Africa in 
1887. The year 1890 saw the 
jchurch’s first mission vessel— the 
famed PITCAIRN— launched 
into the South Seas largely as a 
result of Sabbath school offerings. 
And last year Sabbath schools 
contributed a record $5,084,083 
for missions, making a total of 
more than $81,000,000 given 
through the years by Sabb&th 
school members— nearly half the 
denomination’s missions expendi­
tures.

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Helping launch careers, counsel­
ing students or just helping a 
teen-ager solve some fanciful 
problem— they’re, all part of a 
varied professional record of 
Counselor Ruth Rutts, head of 
Plymouth high school’s Guidance 
Service. .

Formerly dean of women at 
Hillsdale College, Miss Butts— 
trim, pert and attractive at 48— 
has helped some 5,000 students 
launch careers in  professional 
life, in business ot industry dur­
ing her 20-year career of teach­
ing atid; icoiaidula^ '

While the exact number of stu­
dents who have nm the gauntlet 
of personal interviews, diagnostic 
tests and iguidance is not known, 
it is estimateed that she helps 
plan the futures of over a thou-- 
sand junior and senior high school 

‘ slud'ents every school year.
. Well-equipped for her tremen- 
i dpus taik. Miss Butts heads a full­

time guidance program far ad­
vanced over many of hs kind in 
th^ state.

Backing this tip are near rock- 
bottotti mortality statistics of high 
school students here dropping out 
of high school or failing to go on 
to college.

State-wide, nearly 45 per cent 
of high school students fail to 
graduate. Here that figure is a low 
20 per cent. And with state fig­
ures showing only a 15 per cent 
trek of graduating high school 
seniors going on.to college, Plym­
outh high schotrf^boasts another 
record. Nearly 40 cent of each 
graduating class here tackles

college academic life.
“There is a definite need for 

a counseling service,” Miss Butts i 
says. “Too many students fumble 
blindly groping for a field of in­
terest or a career that can all too 
easily elude them.”

“That’s what we are here far,” 
she declares, “to line up interests 
and ability together and help set 
up an academic program suffic­
iently flexible to permit changes 
as a student’s span of interest i 
grows.”

By and large, she says, the bulk 
of high school students do not 
go on to college, noting that a 
varied program to meet voca­
tional needs and “prepare stu­
dents with industrial interests” 
has been set up in the local school 
system.

Working closely with teachers 
helping to administrate the Voca­
tional Training Program, Miss 
Butts notes that it is pointed real­
istically toward th ^  student to 
meet his exact needi 

Formerly a school “marm” her­
self, Miss Butts is aSfirm advocate 
of a changing attitude toward 
elementary teachers.

“Future careers of elementary 
students can be made or broken 
in early school years, she asserts, 
declaring that “unhappiness and 
discontent in high school and col­
lege years can be traced back to 
kindergarten training.”

Many children, she says, will 
“ha-ve rough knocks through 
their elementary years, but it 
won’t hurt them if proper guid­
ance from skilled elementary
