Job opportunities in Plymouth
and the Plymouth area are nearly
unlimited.

“In the six years the state Em-
ﬁloyment_ Security Commission

as been in Plymouth, | have nev-
er seen a greater demand for
skilled and semi-skilled workers,”
says Clarence Jetter, manager of
the Plymouth branch of the Em-
ployment Securit%/ Commission.

He points out that currently his
office has between 00D and 350
job offers with no one to fill
them.

Unemployment eompensation,
says the employment expert, has
dropped to a new low—one more
indication that there is a grow-
ing shortage of workers.

Already on the acute shortage
list are needed skilled workers
for tool and die and machinist
work. Also in short supply are
stenographers and typists.

Locally the employment op-
portunities run to 141, with an
additional 200 openings current-
ly available at the Ford Tank
Plant.

Mr. Jetter indicates that even
these figures might be low. When
his office gets, an order for a
certain type of help, “persons are
just sent out,” he says, indicating
that they raroly return.

With job employment reaching
new peaks™and a prediction that
the demand for more workers
“will continue to grow,” work-
ers displaced from one job should
have no trouble getting another,
he said.

The Plymouth branch serves
over 500 area employers. Other
than Plymouth the areas served
include South Lyon, Northville,
parts of Livonia, Novi, New Hud-
son, Wixsom and Walled Lake.

Voters io0 Rule on

Amendments

to Reapportion State Legislature

Two constitutional amendments
calling for reapportionment of
the state Legislature in different
ways face voters going to the
polls on November 4,

A political “football” since run-
ning the gauntlet through the
legislature, the proposals have in
common one objective—to correct
certain existing “evils,” sych as
refusal of the legislature to re-
apportion its members under ex-
isting constitutional laws.

,One will appear on the J*ovem-
ber 4 ballot as “Amendment No.
ﬁ’ an3d the other as “Amendment

o. 3”

Amenciment No. 2 calls for botli
the Senate and the House to be
elected on a population basis.'The
state would be divided into 33
districts, each having a given
population. No district could be
more than 15 pej: cent above nor
more than 15 per cent below the
given population. Each district
would elect one State Senator
and three Representatives, mak-
ing a total of 33 Senators and 9
Representatives.

Amendment No. 3 proposes to
keep the Senate substantially the
same as it is now except fol' ad-
dition of two scats for fast-
growing  counties  adjoining
Wayne. House membership could
go as high as 110 to balance the
34-member Senate.

Critics of Amendment No. 2,

backed by a heavy labor support,
protest this proposal claiming that
If both houses of the Legislature
were selected on the same popu-
lation it would be equivalent to
only a single house. It would,
they assert, make it possible for
only four heavily populated coun-
ties to control the wMle state.

The labor backed“mendment
requires that each district stay
within 15 per cent of the given
population in order to remain an
election district.

But under Amendment No. 3 a
county or a group of counties
having a population of just half
the Piven average population is
entitled to a representative. The
present apportionment of sena-
tors would remain the same with
House membership rising as high
as 110 \to offset population dis-
crepancies in lightly sparsed
areas.

Forestallmg possible \legal en-
tanglements>-State Attorney Gen-
eral Frank G>Millar*has ruled
that the greater nttrrfber of "yes”
votes will determine ' which
Amendment will be used as a
guidepost to reapportionment.

that 'last year the fire depart-
ment' answered 38 fire alarms
that caused between $26,000 and
$27,000 in damage. One person
was killed following a blaze, and
earlier this year, a second person
di” following a house fire that
caused an estimated $3,000 dam-

age. _
Though these were the first

deaths from fires he recalls for a
six-year period. Chief McAllister
suggested that “Operation Fire
Safety” be instituted in every
home.

During Fire Prevention Week,
especially, he said, residents

should take these five steps to
prevent fire;

1 Make it a weekly Brogram
to clean out all combustible rub-
bish in closets, attic, cellar.

2. Get rid of gasoline and ben-
zine. Keep other flammable lig-
uids in tightly closed cans.

3. Put oily rags, paint cloths
in covered metal containers or
dispose of them.

. Keep electric wiring cords,
electric aplpllances in good repair.

5. Install basic home fire fight-
ing equipment. The National
Board-suggests a five-gallon hand
Bump, a garden hose, several

uckets of water and sand and a
shovel.

The fire chief said that com-
mon carelessness is still the lead-
in?_lcause of institution fires.

e suggested a careful inspec-
tion of all buildings and organ-
ization of a dgily fire safe house-
keeping program with special at-
tention to danger spots such as
storage rooms, paint shops, car-
penter quarters and lundry.

Chief McAllister revealed that
he is calling for a tight inspection
of all public buildings, esdpecially
where the public is served.

He said that his department and
staff is free to advise, inspect and
make suggestions to homeowners
regarding installations aid situa-
tions where fire might break out.

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Tied to M odem Parkiiig Centers

The need for automotive park-
ing facilities in Plymouth town-
ship are currently being studied.

This was revealed last week by
Township Supervisor Charles H.
Rathbum, who says the Plym-
outh Township Zoning and Plan-
ning Board is working in coop-
eration with, the Detroit Regional
Planning Commission and the
Northwest Wayne Development
Council.

“Currently,” Mr. Rathburn re-
marks, “we are advising business
and industrial owners to pro-
vide sufficieht parking facilities
to cover their own operations.”

However,, he stated that the;

town”p is working closely with
various planning agencies “rela-
tive to development of the
township.”
" Reaffirming the .position of the
township, the city and the “ordi-
nary taxpayer,” the Plymouth
Mail publishes extracts from
“Planning Thoughts No. 3,” De-
troit Regional Planning Commis-
sion—statements that are equal-
ly valid for rapidly growing areas
struggling with a surging growth
within their borders.

It is of vital importance to any
taxpayer, whether or not he
earns his living in the city where
he resides, that the economic base
of the community be as sound as
possible. In a balanced commun-
ity it is only the very best resi-
dences. that OIpay in taxes the full
cost of providing them schools and
public services. For 80 to 90 per
cent of the residences, the differ-
ence between what they pay in
taxes and what it costs the mu-
nicipality to service them is made
up by the net return in taxes,
licenses and fees on industry and
business.

In communities where there is
no industry or business, taxes on
residences must inevitably be
high if the people are to receive
urban services such as sewer, wa-
ter, streets, street lighting, police,
fire protection and schooling for
their children. When properly as-
sessed good business and indus-
try relieve the residential areas of
a considerable portion of the
cost of providing these services.

By selling its production in
other areas an industry brings in-
to the community outside funds
for distribution through wages
and taxes. Retail establishments,
in a similar manner, not only em-
ploy local citizens but also by
selling goods and services to peo-
ple of other taxing jurisdic-
tions bring money into the com-
munity which they pass along as
taxes. It is import™t, therefore,
that most municipalities do what-
ever they can to encourage in-
dustry and business within their
borders.

There are a few instances, of
course, where a municipality is
puregl residential in character
and does not have within its bor-
ders any areas which are desir-
able for industrial development
for the location of retail stores.
These instances are extremely
rare, however, and the residents
will simply have to pay the price
of not having their boundaries
include a balanced community
pattern.

In the Detroit Region, as in
most other urban regions of the
country, intelligent retailers are
setting up modern shopping cen-
ters. The principle feature of
these is an abundance of easily
accessible  off-street  parking,
awaiting only materials to start
construction. If the existing shop-

ing areas want to keep their
usiness they wijl, therefore,
have about two years in which
to provide convenient, that is to
say, nearby and adequate park-
ing facilities.

Although we are very much
against government interference
with private initiative, neverthe-
less it is obviously in the public
interest for government to pro-
vide certain services now partial-
ly supplied by private business.
Off-street parking is one of those
services.

We feel very strongly that off-
street parking facilities must be

as the streets of the city. There
is only one right place for a park-
ing lot and that is within the retail
district it is designed to serve. It
seems obvious,' therefore, that the
welfare of the community in this
matter cannot be served by rely-
ing on private ownership of off-
street parking lots which may and
probably will be sold when the
owner receives an offer, the re-
turn on which would be greater
than the return on the parking lot.

The public acquisition of the
right site either through agree-
ment or by condemnation, where
necessary, will often be costly but
it is absolutely necessary.

In order to ayoid the high cost
of providing good parking areas
in the future two steps should |?%
taken — first, of course there
should be a careful job of com-
munity planning* so that future
needs  for all services including
off-street parking maﬁ be anticl-
Bated. Then, second, there should

e inserted in the zoning oi-di-
nance of each community a clause
requiring that certain types of
new business provide adequate
parking for their customers. The
amoimt of parking needed for
each type of business has been
Bretty well established, and can

e obtained by this commission for
any community which needs it.

Containing a shorter vetsion of
the Lord’s Prayer is the revised
New Testament, completed and
published four years ago.

With the recent completion of
the revised Old Testament, the 15
year job by 32 scholars has been
completed.

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Local Woman Sets
55 Year Sunday

School Record

Mrs. Lona Otto, of 15596 Cadil-
lac road, received special honors
Saturday as the Plymouth Sev-
enth-day Adventist church paus-
ed with fellow churches the world
around to observe the 100th anni-
versary of Adventist Sabbath
schools.

With 55 years of continuous
Sabbath school membership Mrs.
Otto tops the list of long-time
Sabbath school members In the
local church. She first enrolled in
1897, at Saginaw, and has been
attending Sabbath school Bible'
classes ever since.

Mrs. Silvia Jewett 98, of Bay
City, holds the record for the
longest period of continuous Sab-
bath school membership for an
known living Seventh-day Ad-
ventist. It was in 1859, in Roches-
ter, New York, that five-year-old
Silvia Hawley joined the Sabbath
school. That was 93 ?/ears ago.
Today, still a faithful member,
she vividly recalls the friendship
she formed as a child with James
White, at that time a leading pio-
neer of the Seventh-day Advent-
ist movement and originator of
the Vdenomination’s  Sabbath
school system.

It was in the summer of 1852
that Elder White felt impressed
with the need to make Bible stu-
dy attractive to 4he children. He
mwes traveling by carriage from
Rochester, New York, to Ban-
gor, Maine at the time. He had
stopped for lunch beside the road,
and while waiting for his horse
to feed and rest he commenced
composing a series of simple les-
sons for youth. White’s Writin%
desk was his now empty lunc
basket.

Those and subsequent lessons
have proved to be the backbone
of the entire Sabbath school orga-
nization, grown from that simple
beginning to a round-the-world
international *“school” operating
in 716 languages.

At first children met at home
to pursue these Bible studies.
Then churches in Rochester, and
Bucksbridge, New York led the
way in organizing Sabbath
schools for children like Mrs.
Otto and Silvia Hawley. But there
was no official organization of
the program until 1878. At that
time the denomination, in Gen-
eral Conferenc-e at Battle Creek,
Michigan, created the first gener-
al Sabbath school organization,
with 5,851 members in 177 schools
throughout the United States.

John E. Johnson Sr., Sabbath
school superintendent, who pre-
sented the honors as part of the
centennial program, revealed that
since that year the Sabbath
school membership has doubled
nearly eight times, and the older
members of the church run the
youngsters close competition in
perfect attendance records. In
1951, Sabbath school headquarters
in Washington, D.C., reported 1-
034,060 members in 17,373 of these
weekly schools throughout the
world. He further stated that
since the first Sabbath school was
organized, in Rochester, in 1852,
more than $81,000,000 has been
contributed through this branch
of the church to promote the
spread of the gospel overseas.

The Plymouth Sabbath school
was organized in 1935 and met in
the home of Mrs. Georgianna Hel-
ler, 630 South Main street for
some time, however, because of
its rapid growth it was necessary
to find a mure suitable location
and, after meeting in the Jewcll-
Blaich Hall for a year or more it
was thought advisable to secure
a permanent location so the prop-
erty at 1058 South Main street
was purchased which is now the
home of the Plymouth Sababth
school.

At the 11 o’clock worship serv-
ice Mrs. Otto was presented with
a corsage in honor of her long
Sabbath school record by the Pas-
tor A. J. Lock. Mrs. Olive Troyer,
85, also received a corsage as be-
ing the oldest member present, at
which time she shook hands with
the youngest member of the
Plymouth Sabbath school, Cheryl
Annette Johnson, 16”month-old
daughter of the superintendent,
who started her Sabbath school
record at the age of three weeks.
There were other members pres-
ent with close attendance records
with Mrs. Otto.

Now as the Seventh-day Ad-
ventist Sabbath school organiza-
tion stai't on the second 100 years
of brotherhood and expansion in
their great Missions promotion
program they wish to thank all
who had a part in the wonderful
progress made in the past cen-
tury, and extend a cordial invita-
tion to any.,one who wishes td join
thbm in achieving a greater rec-

rd of advancement in this great
world-wide work.

Walnut pickles, marrons, chunk
ickles and cauliflower pickles
which can be canned now are
ta.stc appealing during the winter
months.

Walnut Pickle
2 quarts green walnuts
1cup water
S cups vinegar
'§ cup sugar
1 tablespoon mixed spices

Use green walnuts tender
enough to be pierced with a
needle. Soak 5 days in brine made
of 1cup salt, 1cup vinegar, and 2
quarts water. Freshen in several
changes of clear water. Boil 1 cup
water. 4 cups vinegar, sugar, and
spices 10 minutes. Pour, while
boiling over the walnuts. Let
stand 3 days. Pack walnuts in
hot jars. Heat- sirup to boiling.
Pour over whalnuts; seal at once.

Marrons
(Preserved Chestnuts)

Boil chestnuts 30 minutes. Re-
move shells. Fateach quart shell-
ed nuts, make a sirup of 1 cup
sugar, 2 cups’oney, and 1 cup
water. Boil 10”inutes. Let stand
overnight then cook until tender
(add more water if necessary).
Add 1teaspoon salt. Pack into hot
jars; .edl at once.

Pack the
pickles into hot jars. Bring the
sirup to boiling. Pour over the
pickles; seal at once. If there is
not enough sirup, add more vine-

ar.

The harmony of fall’s variety
of brightly colored vegetables
gives both eye appeal and econ-
omy to Michigan homemakers.
The list of vegetables available
through the fall is a long and
colorful one— green and’ wax
beans, “cets, broccoli, squash,
cabbage, carrots, celery, cauli-
flower. cucumbers, eggplant, on-
ions. peppers, potatoes, radishes,
spinach, tomatoes, turnips and
sweet corn. Generous use. of these
bright fall vegetables will help
homemakers give the family good
nutritious meals with plenty of
color and flavor and will do much
to keep food costs low.

Here arc a few tips on buying
and storage of some of the more
important fall vn.cetablcs.

Carrots, bccts,..turnips ,and par-
snips, if stored in a cool dark
place in sand kept slightly moist
to Iprevent drying out. will bo
usaljle most of the winter. Those
vegetables that arc firm, smooth
and free of cuts and bruises keep
the best.

Buy potatoes that arc firm,
smooth, well shaped, clean and
free from di.seasc blemishes and
mechanical injury. Kept cool in
dark storage where (lie ti'iiipera-
ture is above freezing, it is prac-
tical to buy the entii-e winter
supply.

Tomatoes are at their peak dur-
ing the earI?/ days of the month.
There arc all kinds of tomatoe.s on
the mai’hCt this season, with the
best bringing high priee.s.

Onions, .squash and i)_umpkin_s
aro vegetables that slimild lie
Stored in a dry. cool, well-venti-
lated place. Moi.slure causes these
vegetable's to spoil quickly. Many
folks find their attics ide'al for
storing these crops. It is impoi'-
tant In buylnﬁ thc'se vi'gctables
for storage that Iht'VV be fully
matuie. Onions that are- blight,
clean, hard and well shaped, with
dry skins, are usually mature.
Squash and pumpkin are mature
if the skin is hai'd to %cratch with
the fingernail.

Late cabbage with solid, firm
heads for their size, fAae from in-
sect damage will usually keep
well if stored’in a cold dark stor-
age that is not too moist.

Broccoli and cauliflower need
cool weather for best growth and
flavor. Look for those two vege-
tables now.

Many homemakers will find
eggplant, peppers, late celery and
the fall greens, spinach, chard and
head lettuce, excellent for add-
ing variety to their fall menus,
but they should not generally be
purchased for storage as they are
not partfl'iilaily good kcepens in
home storage.

Remember that the heavy
harvesting season is the time to
get the most for your money and
to get the bc'st quality in fall
vegetables.

Freeze only firm, well-ripened
fruits and vegetables and highest
quality meats. In all cases, propei'
handling is essential to a quality
frozen food.

I’ll now continue the expla-
nation of the game of football 1
began two weeks ago. Some have
asked the difference between a
safety and a touchback. A safety
occurs when a member of the
team supplying the impetus to the
ball, is caught behind his own
goal line. A safety results, and 2
points is scored for the other
team. . %

A touchback occurs when a ball
is put into the end zone by an of-
fensive team, usually by a punt
or pass. If by a punt it is an auto-
matic touchback as high school
players are not allowed to run it
out after it crosses the goal line—
in college they can. If a pass is
caught by a defending placer it is
a touchback provided he grounds
it and does not try to run it out.
If he does and is tackled behind
the goal line it is a safety. The
same applies to a fumble by the
offensive team— if a defending

layer falls on it, it is a touch-
ack, but if he attempts to run
it out and is tackled behind the
goal, it is a safety. A touchback
brings the ball out to the 20 yard
line where it is put in play.

In high school an offensive
player cannot(?round a punt in-
side the 10 yard line to prevent it
from rolling into the end zone.

‘The three officials in a high
school game are the referee
who is in charge of the game; the
umpire, who along with the ref-
eree watches for rule infractions,
and the head linesman, who keeps
track of the downs.

The difference between a for-
ward pass and a lateral is as de-
fined— a pass that goes forward
from the passer to the receiver is
a forward pass, and one that goes
laterally to the side, or back-
wards, Is a lateral. A fumbled for-
ward EasS goes as an incompleted

ass, but a fumbled, or missed,
ateral is a free ball and the team
that recovers gains possession.

In the Northville game Kelly
caughf a punt and lateraled to
Ritter, but the ball went forward
to him, which was illegal. On a
Bunt, or kickoff, a lateral has to
e passed backward or laterally.
A field goal is a place, or drop,
kick over the bars by an offensive
team. It cannot be punted over. A
place kick counts 3 points, and
usually a team resorts to this
when they have a lot of yards to
go on last down, and the game is
rather close, or the time Is run-
ning out at the half or the end of

a game.

origin ,of the fire before calling
the fire department .

Pro-mpt action in case of fire
can, prevent a small home fire
from turning into a real catas-
trophe. In all fires, the fire de-
partment should be notified im-
mediately, before you tackle the
fire with extinguishers.

Much has been written recently
about the need for salesmen to
sell! They say sales are down be-
cause sales men have forgotten
how to sell. Is this really so?

How Much I\/Iong/y Do People

Have”

Much has also been written
about the savings people have ac-
cumulated since World War 1.
We have been told that people
have more money to spend than
ever and that, if they would onl
spend it, business would be good.
Sales managers have long sung
the tune that the ability to buy
has not fluctuated so much as the
desire to buy; that people arent
buying because they are not being
sold! The fact is, however, that
most sales statisticians overlook
the way in which savings are dis-
tributed among our people. Fed-
eral Reserve Board figures for
1950 estimated that the $20 bil-
lion in savings were distributed
as follows: the top 10 per cent
of our population held 73 per
cent of the net savings; the top
20 per cept owned* 9o per cent of
the total net savings. This leaves
the bottom 80 per cent of the
population with but 7 per cent of
the savings, operating pretty
much on a hand-to-ii}outh basis.

Why Do They Buy?

The one time since World War
Il when business conditions were
relatively normal was in the early
months of 1950. The great backlog
of demand was beginning to be
satisfied for those who had the
money. Then, bang, came Korea!
War scares and talk of shortages
Eror_npted a mad rush of scare

uying. According to a recent
sampling study of about 10,000
families by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics, a good cross section
of our population, from almost a
hundred large cities to small
towns, the 1950 buyers were up-
per middle-class families with a
net income, after taxes, of about
$4,300. But their spending spree

ut them in the red to the tune of
that year!

Keep in mind that these were
people with net earnings of $4,300
—an appreciable cut above the
average worker with gross earn-
mgis of $3,000 .Even so, they not
only had to dip into savings but

o0 Into the hole for the purchases
they made. Why did they spend?
Their wants were spawned prim-
arily by war hysteria and cries of
shortages. There were those who
were afraid that if they waited
they wouldn’t be able to buy that
new car, or washer, or suit of
clothes; or that, if they did wait,
prices would skyrocket. In other
words, m'any of these people had
their hands forced by fear.

sumer can’t afford the price tag,
how is he going to buy? We've
watched the recent potato fiasco
change the dietary habits of a
number of people. Potato sales
still havent fully recovered,
while the sales of rice, macaroni,
and spaghetti remain high. When
bus companies raise fares too fast
they lose 10 per cent of their
riders.

Whatever happened to natural
rubbpr— and butter— and the
silk ‘industries? The answer to
this question explains why the
automotive industry is in the pec-
uliar economic paradox of having
both a shortage of cars and a
shortage of buyers. The history of
US industry is filled with the
ghosts of overpricing. Either in-
ustry doesn’t know” the history
of overpricing, or else it is oper-
ating with it head in the sand.
Unless the manufacturers and
labor leaders who depend on
mass markets reduce their costs
to fit the mass pocketbook, their
days are numbered.

Threaten Jobs

Fire ChiefW hms

Calling for a fire safety pro-
gram in stores and factories this
Fire Prevention Week, Chief Rob-
ert McAllister asked all store
owners and employes to assist
in a town wide effort to cut down
mercantile fires.

Employes have proportionately
as large an investment in the fire
safety of the store or factory in
which they work as the owner,
the fire chief reminded town
workers. In case of a serious fire
forcing the plant or shop to close,
employes would be put out of
work until repairs are made.

The worst problem in store fire
safety is smoking. Chief McAllis-
ter said. Here, he warned, em-
ployes’ tact and diplomacy are
needed to suggest to a customer
that he ought not to smoke in the
store. Employes should themsel-
ves set a good example by smok-
ing only in those areas set aside as
safe for smoking.

One person or more, depending
upon the size of the shop, should
be designated to check at closing
time~for lighted cigarettes. Many
fires break out an hour or two
~ter closing \i*hen lighted cig-
arettes may have burned into
combustibles.
