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Concert Season to Open 
Here on Sunday October 26

From the opening bars of 
Brahms’ Symphony No. 2, Con­
ductor Dunlap will herald the 
seventh cons^litive concert sea­
son backed up by 11 instrumental 
and vocal guest artists known 
largely in Detroit for their tal­
ents.

Dunlap, director of the Univer*. 
sity of Michigain Symphony and 
an assistant professor of music 
there, asserts that the "one thing 
we’ve tried to do is make sym­
phony music interesting by giving 
music lovers the type of music 
they like to hear.”

“Symphonies,” he declares, 
"can easily compete with tele­
vision,” indicating that one way 
to do this is to prove that "sym­
phonic music is first class.”

Conductor Dunlap notes that 
Plymouth is one of just 20 other 
communities its size having a 
symphony orchestra that belongs 
to the people.

He goes on to indicate that cul­
turally Plymouth is far advanced 
over many small cities its size, 
noting that many patrons of the 
arts have responded to endow the 
symphony and give it a vote of 
confidence.

Bearing this out is the steady 
growth of the orchestral group. ̂ 
Conceived and organized here in' 
1945, it has surged from a 19-piece 
symphony to a '60 member orch­
estral .group.

"It is hard to place a money 
value on such an organization, 
Mr. Dunlap notes; "but conserva­
tively I’d say tl^e orchestra is 
worth more than $40,000.”

Himself, a concert director, Mr. 
Dunlap stresses artistic perfec­
tion. Appreciative of this, he has 
collected about himself outstand­
ing musicians.

The cellist is currently a mem­
ber of the Detroit symphony, the 
bassoonist formerly with the Chi­
cago Symphony, with the oboist 
backed by years of experience 
played in ^the Minnesota Sym­
phony. The concert master was 
formerly with the Cleveland 
Symphony.

Mr. Dunlap will tell you that 
keeping such an organization 
functioning is jQove than a one- 
man job. It takes the cooperation 
of all, he declares, down to the 
listeners themselves.

Subscribers to the symphony— 
the patrons of the arts— know 
this. Yearly they have pledged up 
to $4,000, and it is anticipated 
classical and semi-classical-popu­
lar music lovers here will again 
respond to meet growing budget 
needs.

Again this year, the symphony 
invites music lovers throughout 
the area to gain an active mem-

Plymouth’s basement jail has 

been condemned again by the 
State Inspector of Jails.

Only this time it is a little dif­
ferent.

In a letter addressed to City 
Manager Alfred Glassford. De­
partment of Corrections Inspector. 
W. H. Nestle,;warned that if the 
city fails to “better jail condi­
tions” here that a court injunction 
might be sought to close the jail.

“We want to be fair and reason­
able in bringing about better jail 
conditions for your city,” he said. 
“There has been considerable talk 
and time spent on these factors, 
and apparently we are now in 
the same place we were four 
years ago.”

“What the State would like to 
know,” he asserted, “is whether 
or not there is any assurance that 
the city is going to take care of 
this situation, or if it will be nec- 

■ essary for us to take court action 
to close your jail.”

Following its reading before 
CommissiPners, the motion was 
made and accepted to “receive 
and file” the letter with the rec­
ommendation that a letter re­
questing suggestions for improve­

ment of the lockup be sent to the 
Department of Corrections.

Condemned periodically for the 
last four years, the jail is located 
in the basement of the city hall.

It was condemned because of its 
basement location, poor ventila­
tion and lighting.

Described by one police officer 
as a place “I hate to put a pris­
oner in.” the jail is a scene of 
poor city maintenance.

When inspected last Monday, 
the floor was littered with cigar­
ette butts and dirt. A heavy, 
hard-to-breath atmosphere, dim 
lighting from two basement win­
dow apertures give the lockup a 
dungeon-like appearance. A sin­
gle 60-watt bulb furnished arti­
ficial lighting.

Blankets covering two steel 
cots enclosed by a five by ten 
feet by eight feet steel cubicle 
were another testimony to poor 
maintenance and upkeep. It ap­
peared they had not been washed 
in months.

Commissioners complained that 
the State has recommended the 
city spend $30,000 for a properly 
lighted and ventilated jail.

“That cost,” they said, “is pro­
hibitive.”

Another indication of the rap­

idly growing population of Plym­
outh was made known Tuesday 
when Principal Carvel Bentley 
received a letter from Charles E. 
Forsythe, state athletic director, 
saying that Plymouth High school 
is now a class A school. This 
means that in all district, regional 
and state contests such as band, 
track and basketball, the high 
school will have to compete 
against schools from Detroit, 
Lansing, Flint, Grand Rapids and 
other larger schools.

The fast-growing school popu­
lation made it necessary this 
year to bring some sixth grade 
classes from the over-crowded 
grade schools to the junior high 
school. The above action was 
made possible by transferring all 
the ninth grade classes to the 
high school building. Mr. For­
sythe stated that this year the 
ninth graders would have to 
count in the high sertool enroll­
ment. This made a total of 852, 
which is 53 over the limit for class
B. Class A schools are those with 
an enrollment of 800 or more stu­
dents.

A breakdown by grades finds 
that there are 245 ninth graders, 
247 tenth graders, 191 juniors and 
169 seniors.

way. A projected Marlowe ave­
nue, already on the master plan­
ning sheet, would account for 
the final quartering of his prop­
erty.

Demel contends that the prop­
erty “has been removed from the 
market as a supermarket site.”

He told Commissioners, “I have 
already lost attractive deals. 
Your action diminishes the prop­
erty value 80 per cent.

Earlier, property assayers had 
placed the Ann Arbor road busi­
ness area property at $100 a 
foot.

City building codes prohibit 
building any structure that would 
intersect proposed improvements 
■«hown on the master planning 
sheet.

In the near hour-long discus­
sion, Commissioners reviewed the 
Planning Commission’s action in 
passing on the controversial alley, 
accepting testimony from one of 
its members, Ezra Rotnour.

Supporting the Planning Com­
mission’s position, Rotnour says, 
“we try to give everyone as fair 
a deal as possible. We bend over 
backwards to help business or in­
dustry.”

Mayor Russell M. Daane sees 
the projected alley as a “safe­
guard to development of the 
area. I personally agree,” he says 
with the Planning Commission’s 
action.”

Commission Bauer claims “it’s 
just common sense.”

Thomas W. Randall, a realty 
broker from Detroit representing 
a Mrs. Kryda in 30 acres of 
property bordering the Ann Ar­
bor road area, warned Commis­
sioners that they should assay the 
Ann Arbor road business site as 
the potential location of a “fine 
business center.”

It would, he states, prove 
economically valuable to the city 
in terms of taxation revenues and 
development of the city.

He charged that the Planning 
Commission had failed in not­
ifying his client of the time and 
date in July when final approval 
ef the alley was made.

Randall says he recently rep­
resented clients in the purchase of 
100 acres of land being develop­
ed into a $10,000,000 industrial 
center.

Supporting Demel in his bid 
for further consideration .of the 
alley were Commissioners Floyd 
Tibbitts, Ernest Henry and Frank 
Arlcn.

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Good Buys 
inCanned Foods 
Now Available

Right now is a good tim e to 
find especially good buys in can­
ned fruits and vegetables .

Septem ber and O ctober is usu­
ally the tim e w hen processors and 
distributors are beginning to sell 
their new fru it and vegetable 
packs. The re ta ile r m ust clear his 
shelves to handle the  new pack 
and  featu re fall sales of canned 
foods. Many families who have 
dry  and relatively cool storage 
place plan to lay in a consid­
erable part of the ir fall and w in­
te r  eanned food requirem ents.

Costs of many canned food 
items are a little  higher than  a 
ye: r ago but there are many good 
bargains among them — to find 
these bargains the foed shopper 
must learn to read the labels and 
know w hat is in a can. The law  
requires tha t all labels m ust in­
dicate the nam e of the product, 
the name and address of the pro­
cessor or d istributor and the net 
contents. If the product is a m ix­
ture, all the ingredients m ust be 
li.sted on the label.

The label on canned fru its and 
vegetables must also indicate the 
style of pack, the variety  w hen 
tha t :s im portant and if syrup is 
used, the sweetness of the syrup.

O ther inform ation can appear 
on the label which will prove 
helpful. Such items as to the num ­
ber of cups of food, the num ber of 
servings and methods of p repara­
tion may also be found on the 
label and be a guide to buying.

The ir*52 pack of canned fruits 
is e xpected to be about 10 per 
cent .-mailer than  last year’s pack 
but because of the carry-over 
from the 1951 pack the total 
volum e of available supplies of 
canned fru it will about be equal 
to last year. The volume of can­
ned vegetables will also be about 
equal to last year.

Despite increasees in the  use of 
frozen fru its and vegetables, the 
use of canned fru its and veg­
etables has steadily increased. We 
are now using 18 to 20 pounds of 
canned fruits, 15 to 18 pounds of 
canned fru it juices and 35 to 
40 pounds of canned vegetables 
per person each year.

Plan Nutritional 
Packed Lunches

W hen children’s diets are in- 
adequata, the nutrien ts most like­
ly to be  short are calcium, v it­
am in C an d  vitam in A, yet these 
n u trien ts  can be increased by 
greater use of milk and other 
dairy products, citrus fruits, to­
matoes and green and yellow 
vegetables.

Tim ely rem inder this, for the 
packed lunch can make a regular 
contribution to variety  and good 
appetite . H»should contain:

1. A substan tial sandwich with 
a filling  of meat, hard-cooked 
egg, cheese or peanut butter.

2. A succulent food, such as a 
vegetable, crisp greens or a p re­
pared salad  in a screw-top con­
tainer.

3. M ilk in some form.
4. F ru it— canned, fresh or dried 

or a dessert. (Easy to manage 
hand fruit.s. are alw ays welcome).

5. A sweet, if desired. This may 
be a sw eet sandwich w ith a m ar­
m alade, jam  or jelly, a piece of 
plain cake or cookie.

How to Remove 
Ice CreamStains

Ice cream  stains on children’s 
clothes are often problem s for 
many mothers. W hether it was 
chocolate, vanilla, s traw berry  or 
.some other kind of ice cream tha t 
dripped, may m ake a difference 
in the best way to remove the 
stain.

Ice cream stains contain milk 
or cream, sugar, sometimes egg, 
often coloring or fruits of d iffer­
en t sorts. These different ingred­
ients have to be considered in 
treating the stain.

Ice cream, like any other stain 
comes out most easily if treated 
while it is fresh and  moist. F irst 
aid for a stain  on washable fabric 
is sponging in lukew arm  w ater. 
The w ater helps remove sugar, 
egg, milk and some colors. To re ­
move greasy traces, a cleaning 
fluid that dissolves grease ms^y be 
helpful but usually is unnecessary 
on washable fabric.

A fter sponging with clear 
w ater, vanilla or chocolate ice 
cream stains usually can be w ash­
ed out w ith lukew arm  suds. If 
traces still i-emain, apply pow der­
ed pepsin to the dam pened stain, 
let stand half an hour, then brush 
and rinse off thoroughly.

F ru it ice cream  stains may 
need the same trea tm en t as fru it 
stains. Some fru it stains come 
out when boiling w ater is poured 
on them ; others— like peach or 
cherry, which contain cortsid- 
erable tann in— may be set by 
heat. For the latter, try  sponging 
with lukew arm  w ater first, then 
I’ub in a few drops of glycerin or 
.soapless shampoo, let stand a few 
hours and rinse out.

If, afte r these careful tre a t­
ments, there are still traces of the 
stain try  a mild safe b lw ch, such 
as sodium p erbo ra te ,'* sold as 
powder a t drug stores. Shake it 
on the dampened stain, let stand 
several hours, then brush and 
rinse off.

BuyNewCoat to B lend 
With Other Clothes, 
Choose StyleCarefully

A fter the youngsters are out­
fitted for school, m other can tu rn  
to thoughts of her own w ardrobe. 
If a coat is on the shopping list, 
give careful thought to this major 
investment.

Follow general fashion trends, 
but avoid extrem es, if you plan 
on w earing a w inter coat several 
seasons. Extrem e styles are dated 
in a short time.

The variety  of coat styles this 
year is so great tha t you can 
almost assuredly find one becom­
ing to your figure. There are 
straight' box coats, a revival of 
tailored chesterfields w ith velvet 
collars, fitted coats, sporty polo 
coats, or the new “tu lip” silhou­
ette. The tulip  coat has a low- 
placed flare ra ther than  fullness 
that falls from the shoulder line. 
For dress w ear fur trim m ed coats 
are good this year, too.

Fabrics for coats are perhaps 
the biggest news. Textures w ere 
never so varied. Look for curled, 
looped, grainy, rough, fleecy and 
smooth woolen fabrics in coats. 
Tweeds are im portant fashion 
wise this season w ith two-color 
combinations and kaleidescope 
tweeds using many bright colors 
together. Poodle cloth is w ith 
us again this fall in flatter, less 
loopy versions.

A woman in search of a new 
w inter coa{ should consider her 
present wardrobe. If you w ear 
m any suits, a fitted  coat will not 
be so com fortable over suits. If 
your clothes are generally  dressy 
or tailored, select a coat to blend 
w ith them.

For Efficiency, 
KeepStoveClean

A clean kitchen range looks, 
cooks and lasts longer than one 
tha t is allowed to gathqr grease, 
spilled food, dust and rust. For 
full, even, efficient heat, cleanli­
ness is im portant. Reflecting su r­
faces must be kept shining to do 
their job of giving off heat. A 
clean range also helps keep the 
kitchen clean and free of u n ­
necessary smoke and odors.

The m anufacturer’s booklet, 
which comes w ith a new range, 
gives advice on cleaning and 
care, but here are some sug­
gestions:

Wipe up spills and spatters 
prom ptly w ith a dry  cloth or 
paper. Grease comes off most 
easily when fresh and hot. Acid 
foods should never be left on be­
cause they may cat into enam el 
surfaces or hasten rusting of 
metal. O ther foods may scorch on. 
until they are difficult to remove 
w ithout strenuous scouring which 
is likely to be hard on the su r­
face.

Metal and porcelain in parts 
of ranges need frequent washing 
w ith a cloth moistened in warm 
suds of soap or detergent, but this 
should be done only after the 
stove is cool. A wet cloth on a hot 
surface is a hazard to hands and 
may crack enam el. Many good 
housekeepers make a habit of 
wiping off the stove w ith a damp 
cloth afte r doing the dishes but 
go easy on w ater so tha t it does­
n ’t d rip  or run down sides' or into 
burners and cause rust or streaks.

C harred particles on burners 
or heating units, or in the bottom 
of the oven, may be removed 
after the stove cools by brushing 
out or draw ing out w ith a vacuum 
cleaner. If gas burners become 
clogged, they may be cleaned out 
w ith a m etal w ire after the gas 
is turned off. Never use a tooth­
pick because it may break off in 
the burner.

Ovens often arc neglected in 
cleaning because they arc closed 
and out of sight. Yet a d irty  oven 
often smokes when heated, may 
even give food cooked in it an  
unpleasant taste. Ovens benefit 
by ventilation afte r use. Leaving 
the oven open to cool helps keep 
it clean and fresh and prevents 
rusting from  closed-in steam.

To remove scorched-on grease 
in ovens, diluted ammonia helps. 
Apply w ith a cloth. Or set a dish 
of am m onia in a closed oven over 
night to let the fumes loosen the 
soil. Then scour lightly w ith very 
fine steel wool or fine scouring 
powder like whiting, and wipe 
off.

New Potatoes Good 
With Beef Pot Roast

Slant your pot-roast serving 
to the season. Today w ith new 
potatoes on the m arket, they’re 
a perfect vegetable to join the 
tender beef.

Brown the  pot-roast (beef 
blade, arm , standing or rolled 
rum p) thoroughly for tha t a t­
trac tive golden-brow n finished 
dish. This should be done slowly 
so it will keep the color th rough­
out cooking.

Next, add from >4 to ’ 2 cup 
of liquid. Cover the utensil close­
ly and let the pot-roast cook 
until tender. This w ill be from 
2 to 3 hours. I t will be necessary 
to add a sm all am ount of liquid 
from  tim e to tim e during  cook­
ing.

A bout 30 m inutes before the 
m eat is cooked, add pared small 
new potatoes to the^m eat. When 
both are cooked, remove the pot- 
roast and the potatoes and make 
a gravy w ith the drippings— if 
desired. Serve the  pot-roast su r­
rounded w ith the potatoes, light­
ly sprinkled w ith paprika.

Warn Hunters on 
Damaging Wires

The Michigan Bell Telephone 
Company is again asking hunters 
to take cognizance of its over­
head wires and cables.

With the approach of the 1952 
bird season, opening October 20 
this year, Michigan Bell again 
sounded the warning note that 
serious disruptions in telephone 
communication can result from 
careless firing.

"Carelessness jiWth gunfire, 
and especially deliberate pot­
shots at telephone wire insula­
tors, can cut_off communication 
on which a life may depend, or 
can seriously disrupt vital calls 
which number high in the normal 
amount of traffic our wires and 
cables carry,” a company spokes­
man said.

Hunters arc also reminded that 
it is against the law to willfully 
damage telephone facilities by 
gunfire, an offense which car­
ries a felony charge if the dam­
age exceeds $50. In most cases, 
Michigan Bell said, damage by 
bullet or buckshot usually results 
in more than a $50 repair bill 
for the company.

I explained last week about 
the safety, and under w hat con­
ditions it was possible— tha t was 
opportune as the same play I had 
described occured in the first 
quarter of the high school game 
to give Plym outh 2 points. Hope 
some of you understood w hat 
was happening a little  better.

The penalty  so frequently  call­
ed the other night was for holding 
or illegal use of the hands. On 
offense, the ball carrier m ay use 
hand or arm  to w ard off or push 
any player but he shall not grasp 
a team m ate. No player on offense 
shall push, pull or lift the ru n ­
ner, nor shall use hand, arm  or 
leg to push or pull an opponent 
unless during a loose ball or a 
kick when he pushes a player a t­
tem p ting  to block him or to gain 
possession of a  loose ball.

A player on defense may use 
hand or arm  to w ard off an op­
ponent who is blocking or a t­
tem pting to block him, or during 
a loose ball. In  no other case, 
shall he grasp, hold, push or pull 
an opponent o ther than  the ball 
carrier.

There is a 15 yard  penalty  for 
illegal use of the hands.

A nother penalty  you see once 
in awhile is pass interference. 
This is w here the receiver did 
not catch the pass because an  op­
ponent hindered him from  catch­
ing it. For instance: a player 
is down field to catch a pass and 
defensive player is running away 
from  the ball and concentrating 
on the ball receiver, obstructing 
his view w ith no in tent of try ing 
to bat the ball dow n or in tercept­
ing it. The penalty  is 15 yards 
from  the line of scrimmage.

A team  is allowed 4 time outs 
each half; there is no tim e out 
charged if a p layer is injux'ed

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Proper Guidance of Youth Essential 
to Mental Health Says Psychiatrist

For the mutionally disturbed, 
psychosomatic child the world 
is a living nightmare.

This is the testimony of Dr. 
John Pitkin, top psychiatrist and 
staff head of the Huron Valley 
Child Guidance Center, located 
in Ypsilanti— some 13 miles from 
Plymouth.

During his years as a guidance 
expert Dr. Pitkin has treated 
many emotionally disturbed in­
dividuals.

Most of thegj, he says, were 
commonly regarded as “person- 
alit;y problems” by their fam­
ilies.

A few of them were arsonists^ 
thieves, forgers and bullies.

They came from high and low 
income families, and their intel­
ligence ranged from superior to 
low. but they all had one thing 
in common.

They were children under 11 
years of age.

Dr. Pitkin heads a staff of one 
psychologist and two psychiatric 
social workers at the Ypsilanti 
clinic. It is under the Michigan 
Department of Mental Health, yet 
cooperates closely with local 
social, police and educational 
organizations.

Children labeled as “problems” 
or believed suffering from emot­
ional disturbances arc referred to 
the clinic by school teachers, 
social agencies and courts or are 
bi'ought in by worried parents.

Dr. Pitkin said fear, anxiety 
and insecurity— whether creat­
ed by real or fancied causes—may 
drive chiloT'en into frequent per­
iods of hostility, resentment, 
boredom, destructiveness or into 
psychosomatic illnesses.

A living nightmare filled with 
child-like fears and uncertain­
ties is often the lot of cmotionallv

distrubed children.
"Often parents expect us to 

perform miracles with their 
children,” he declares. “But it 
takes five to ten years for a child 
to develop a behavior patWrn and 
we can’t change him overnight.”

Many youngsters are victims of 
over-conscientious parents, Dj-. 
Pitkin pointed out, stating that 
usually though neurosis comas' 
from “unfavorable child-parent 
relations.”

He theorized that publicity giv­
en to child psychology had caused 
mothers to become over anxious 
to raise their children properly.

“As a result when youngsters 
start doing any number of per­
fectly normal things common to 
their ages, mother runs to a book 
to see if there is anything wrong 
with them.”

Dr. Pitkin warns that “event­
ually this habit of ‘bringing up 
the book’ instead of the youths 
creates the very tensions and an­
xieties in children that the moth­
er is trying to avoid.”

In many cases where children 
become emotionally insecure, the 
causes are beyond the control of 
the parent, he informs, revealing 
that there afe cases on record 
where a well-behaved child at 
home becomes extremely mis­
chievous at school.

It is a practiced rule at the 
Guidance Clinic to avoid blam­
ing parents for a youngster’s 
emotional condition, Dr. Pitkin 
concluded.

“It is a primitive, punitive 
method to use in attempting to 
correct the emotional distur­
bances of their children. Parents 
love their offspring and are sin­
cerely anxious to properly rear 
them.”

In as detailed plans as a general has on D-m inus-1, the CIO has 
draw n up its field strategy.

They'll spend $2,400 for w orkers in those 17 precincts in the final 

three days of registration for the general election. On election day 
they’ll hire seven crews to d istribute cam paign literature, with 
supervisors getting $16 per day and boys hired at $5 a day.

On election day they’ll hire 180 field w orkers for $2,880 to haul 
voters to the polls and w ill spend over $300 just to pass out cam­
paign literature.

T hat’s jiist one county.
Figure out for yourself—by com paring Muskegon County to 

Wayne. Oakland, Genesee and K ent—just how much money the CIO 
is willing to spend in this, their golden opportunity to capture the 
Legislature as they’ve captured the governor’s post.

On.; November 4, Michigan voters w ill choofee between two 

am endm ents setting up a new system  for allocating the seats in the 
State Legislature.

A m endm ent No. 2 is sponsored by the M ichigan CIO. Governor 
G. Mennen Williams has given it his blessing; the Democratic Party  
put it into their state platform.

Amendm ent No. 3, sponsored by business, professional and farm 
interests, has the endorsem ent of Republican nominee Fred M. Alger 
Jr. and Republican legislators.

* • *
The CIO am endm ent would m ake population the key to the 

whole Legislature.
Reapportionm ent P lan No. 3 would follow the system of the 

United States Constitution w hereby geographic areas as well as 
population assures against dom ination of our federal legislators by 
sheer weight of population.

CIO labor strategy in backing Proposal No. 2 is crystal clear.
A few populous counties would be able to dom inate the Legisla­

ture by sending a majority of senators and representatives to Lans­
ing. Four counties—just four—would be able to control Michigan.

They're Wayne, Oakland. Macomb and Genesee. All have heavy 
concentrations of CIO membership. Add Kent, w ith its big Grand 
Rapids industries, and M uskegon and perhaps Saginaw and the labor 
bosses have plenty of insurance.

Gov. Williams is sym pathetic to the CIO to put it mildly. He 
sees the lajbor-dominated Legislature as a perfect solution to the 
impasse th a \ ^rose when the GOP Legislature consistently opposed 
his corporation profits tax.

The CIO thinks the plan is swell. They’d like to have the law ­
making boys-'sit up to their whistle.

The CIO’s W alter Reuther dem onstrated his power this summer 
when he turned down Alben Barkley as a presidential possibility and 
approved the draft that made Adlai Stevenson the Democratic 
standard bearer.

He w ouldn't be hum an if he didn’t savor the taste of such power 
in national circles: he w ouldn’t be hum an if it d idn’t irk him to see 
his contj;ol of the governor go for naught because he can’t control the 
Legislature the same way.

• * *
The Republican position, as outlined by Alger, is: “The Legis- 

ture should function for all citizens, all sections—not for any special 
class or area.’’

Any plan which would make 79 of M ichigan’s counties controlled 
by organized minority groups in fo,T counties just couldn’t give the 
state a Legislature tha t could equably represent the best interest of 
Michigan as a whole.

Michigan's ru ral counties would be stepchildren of the auto 
w orkers under P lan 3. So it’s natu ra l th a t the Michigan Farm  Bu­
reau should get into the fight.
And it’s a plenty hard fight facing out-sta te  Michigan.

According to the Constitution, the seats of the House and Senate 
must be reapportioned every 10 years. That has to happen in 1953.

There m ust be some revision: everyone agrees to that.
The traditional solution of voting no to a puzzling am endm ent 

would be a mighty bad way out of the present situation.
The out-state voter m ust vote NO on Proposal 2 and YES on 

Proposal 3 to protect himself from UAW-CIO dom ination and assure 
reapportionm ent on a basis accepted as equitable through all Michi­
gan’s history.

Because it is such a com plicated issue, backers of P lan  No. 3 will 

hit on a few major points such as:
The whole Upper Peninsula and four Lower Peninsula Counties 

would have only two Senators:
Fifteen areas wiU be ''gerrym andered ''; tha t is, the ir boundaries 

will waver and wobble all over the map to m ake labor unions domi­
nate each voting area;

The plan would destroy the basic American principle tha t the 
lower house should be set up to represent population and the upper 
house to represent areas;

By giving labor the m ajority voice in the Legislature, union 
bosses could rew rite the Constitution to suit themselves. Delegates 
to a Constitutional convention which the Legislature could call 
would be selected on the same basis as State Senators are . .  . again 
w ith the m ajority under union domination.

There are only th ree weeks before the election. Can backers of 
P lan No. 3 sell the voters on a “'Vote No on No. 2; Vote Yes on No

Science Says We 
Shouldn't Starve

SCIENCE believes the world can 
continue to feed its constantly 
increasing population, possibly due 

to rise from the current estimate of 
two and one half billion to as much 
as four billion by the end of the 
century.

The assurance was given during 
the recent International Geograph* 
ical Congres.: in 'Washington. The 
Society was one of the hosts to the 
gathering of delegates from more 
than 50 foreign countries.

Dr. W. H. Sebrell, Jr., director of 
this country’s National Institutes of 
Health, reported to a symposium 
on world food supply that chem­
istry and agricultural technology, 
advancing side by side, inevitably 
will keep pace with the numerical 
growth of the human race.,

He said that eradication of 
malaria—and he called this en­
tirely possible—alone would in­
crease food yields in all parts of 
the globe by making agricultural 
workers more productive.

Dr. Theodore Schultz of the Uni­
versity of Chicago’s department of 
economics told the same group that 
the United States, if called upon, 
could increase its food productivity 
by 20 percent in five years, or 
enough to feed 50 to 100 million 
more people. ,

Dr. George Kuriyan, University 
of Madras, said India probably was 
not as yet making the best use of 
its farm land. In many instances, 
he told his scientific audience, 
tracts are either too large or too 
small to be efficient, and much 
land that could raise foodstuffs is 
presently devoted to commercial 
crops such i-s jute.

Other Congress speakers ex­
pressed the opinion that the in­
creasing population will have to be' 
fed from land already in use be­
cause there are “no longer empty, 
areas worth developing."

Dr. Josue de Castro of the Uni­
versity of Brazil disagreed in part. 
He held that the bottomlands of the 
Amazon River country could be 
made vastly productive.

R oger Babson Saysi-—
Babson Discusses Business Profits 

and T axi^
Babson Park , Mass., October 9. 

I t strikes me tha t a lot of people 
have some queer notions about 
business and profits. They don’t 
say so right out, but they im ply 
tha t there is something wrong 
about making money. It ought to 
be evident to everyone tha t busi­
ness m ust prosper before anyone 
can profit from  it.

How Much Profit?
Surveys reveal tha t the average 

person has an entirely  erroneous 
impression of company profits. 
For exam ple, a recent sample 
study indicated tha t over 50 per 
cent of the people th ink  tha t 
company profits range any­
where from 10c to 40c on the 
sales dollar; and 25 per cent 
th ink  tha t profits are over 40c 
on the dollar; w hereas the actual 
take, according to a sampling of 
companies in varied industries, is 
under 10c on the dollar.

On the theory  tha t large pro­
fits are not a good thing, our 
brain trusters in the governm ent 
enacted an “excess profits” tax. 
The average w orker’s attitude 
toward such taxes has been one of 
“let them  tax  business. That won’t 
hu rt me any. Most companies 
have plenty of money these days, 
so soak them !” But is it true  tha t 
excess taxes don't h u rt the w ork­
er? 'Why of course they do! If a 
company makes a dollar and the 
governm ent takes 80 cents of it, 
tha t 80 cer^ts is gone. I t has no 
chance to find its way into your 
pay envelope. But you’re union­
ized, and you demand a pay raise 
anyway. "You strike and you get 
your raise. Who pays for th a t 
raise? You do, and I do— in the 
form of increased costs on every­
thing we buy. Such a tax, th e re ­
fore, d irectly  affects us.

M ortgaging the Future
I’ve been asked by some w ork­

ers why such taxation isn’t a good 
thing if we’re all w ilting to pay 
higher prices. The a n ^ e r  to this 
question is not an easy one. As a 
m atter -of fact, the New Dealer 
says tha t inflation, heavy ta x a ­
tion, and deficit financing have 
been good for us because we’re 
all better off than we w ere 20 
years ago. T hat’s where the New 
Dealers are smart, because it’s 
practically impossible to prove, 
up to this time, tha t they are 
wrong.

A grave danger of this kind of 
taxation is tha t it penalizes good 
m anagem ent, initiative, h a r d  
work, proper advertising and 
p lant im provements. Therefore, it 
jeopardizes your future. This 
country became great because of 
its rem arkable capacity to pro­
duce. Men were willing to take 
risks and work hard because 
their rew ards came in direct pro­
portion to their success.

Do You Have A Garden?
Just ask yourself w hat your 

reaction would be if you and your 
neighbor had garden plots of the 
same size. The only difference 
betw een them was tha t you had 
your .soil analyzed, spent money 
to build up its productivity, and 
toiled la ter nights cultivating 
and w atering it. The result was 
tha t you had three times as much 
quality produce as your neighbor 
had. The only trouble was that 
you couldn’t keep much of the 
fru its of your labor. You were 
too successful. You had to hand 
over 80 per cent of your “surplus” 
to the government. In  a situation 
of tha t sort, would you have a 
garden the next year?

I believe in the laws of Action 
and Reaction and Supply and 
Demand. Human beings, because 
we a re  w hat we are, cannot be 
forced to buy most things. There 
is a price above which we will not 
pay— at least not in a free 
economy. For the life of me, I 
cannot understand how any red- 
blooded Am erican of character 
who w ants to make something of 
him self would to lerate a ceiling 
on his opportunities. A merica’s 
culture is the heritage of a free 
economy. M onuments built from 
the profits of yesteryear stand on 
m any street corners, —great re ­
search centers, scores of educa­
tional institutions, l i b r a r i e s ,  
churches, hospitals. In the words 
of Chief Justice M arshall, “The 
pow er to tax  is the power to des­
troy .” This power is fast reaching
