Costs at PH S
Little known, “hidden” stu ­

dent costs th a t may range up­
w ards to $50 per semester for 
each high school student will be 
one subject earm arked for in ­
vestigation by School Community 
Planning, meeting initially this 
year on November 5.

One of the objectives of the 30- 
m em ber group is seen as an in­
vestigation uncovering the exact 
per-sem ester student costs for 
such things as class dues, books, 
health  exams, rings, class trips 
and a m yriad of sundry costs.

“The combined total of such 
items may run as high as $50 per 
student.” reveals Superintendent 
of Schools Russell Isbister.

“We would like to know w hat 
these exacts costs are and w heth­
e r they should be shared  in a 
larger proportion by the schools 
or parents.”

Mr. Isbister notes tha t books 
cost each high school student 
about $10 each semester. To this 
student costs are added additional 
burdens of gym suit costs of n ear­
ly five dollars. Class rings account 
for another $7.50, w ith graduating 
invitation cards adding notably to 
hike educational expenses.

These are ju st a few of the 
costs involved, he says, stating 
tha t education of individual stu ­
dents can be threatened by pacing 
public education to “extras.”

H I warns that if this continues, 
“education m ay no longer be 
public,”

American Education 
Faces Worst Crisis,
Says MSC President

A stern  w arning that America’s 
higher education system may not 
be physically or intellectually 
equipped for its greatest crisis— 
expected in 10 to 15 years — has 
been issued by Michigan S tate 
College President John  A. H an­
nah.

Speaking at Portland, Oregon 
before the Association of Gov­
erning Boards of S tate U niversi­
ties and Allied Institutions, Dr. 
Hannah predicted tha t United 
States colleges will face their 
greatest crisis after 1960 when 
enrollm ents are expected to 
double.

To pass the crisis successfully, 
Pinesident Hannah said tha t we 
must tell the story, task  and 
problems of higher education to 
the people and the legislatures.

“State legislatures need only to 
be rem inded tha t the a lte rna­
tives. to providing adequate 
physical plants and operating 
funds for the years ahead are to 
lim it enrollm ents— or adm it all 
comers and lower our educa­
tional standard.s trem endously.”

N either of these would be 
ceptable to the American people, 
H annah added.

A nother problem which the col­
leges m ust take to the people. 
President Hannah pointed out, is 
tha t the Korean veteran will be 
more costly to taxpayers for edu­
cation than was his older bro th­
er, the World War II veteran.

“We would be well-advised to 
acquaint our legislatures w ith this 
fact.” the M.S.C. president con­
cluded.

To 
counteract it, the public is being 
assured by authoritative soui'ces 
that a varied, balanced diet of 
available foods will provide the 
nutrients necessary for buoyant 
health.

In order to simplify the plan­
ning of nut r i t ious  meals, the 
Seven Basic Food Groups were 
developed, as an easy-to-follow 
blueprint. Those who choose foods 
from each group daily, regularly 
obtain protective foods that help 
build sturdy, bodies, make minds 
alert, and produce quick energy.

F eatu red  in the seven food 
groups are: Meat, fish and eggs 

for muscle-building pi’otein, essential vitamins and mineral."^: milk and 
milk firoducts foi' calcium as well as protein; brcatl, flour and c(>reals 
(enriched or whole grain) foi- three R vitamins — niacin, thiamine, 
riboflavin—and iron, in addition to energy-sparkitig carbohydrates;

Addresses Society

The Plym outh Historical Socie­
ty  met at the home of Mrs. Ethel 
Clark Thursday, October 9. 
Forty-five m em bers attended the 
meeting. ^

E arl W. DeLaVergne of Livo­
nia, who represented the society 
a t the 78th annual convention of 
the Michigan Historical Society in 
Petoskey recently, gave a report 
on the convention.

Mrs. Bessie Dunning read her 
paper entitled "Recollections of 
My Childhood and Youth on the 
Farm .” The farm  on which she 
lived was located at the corner 
of P lym outh and M errim an roads, 
now Rosedale Gardens.

“Around 1880,” Mrs. Dunning 
related , “district school teachers 
moved from home to home for 
room and board. Fam ilies sending 
children to school were supposed 
to keep the teacher a certain  
num ber of days and nights.”

A teacher who received board 
and room free was paid about $10 
per month. If she did not have free 
room and board, she received 
about $15 per month, according to 
Mrs, Dunning. Women received 
less than  men. Top pay for men 
was between 825 and $30 dollars.

A teacher taught grades one 
through eight and sometimes nine. 
The teacher also did jan itor work, 
sw ept the floor, carried wood, 
built fires, took out ashes, kept 
the w ater pail filled and called 
the pupils into class w ith a brass 
hand bell, she said.

To help the teacher, .sometimes 
the older girls would hear the 
younger ones recite on the side- 
scats.

A fter describing the schools, 
Mrs. Dunning w ent on to talk 
about the typical country store 
w ith  its  pot-bellied stove w ith 
m en sitting around it in the w in­
te r solving all of the problems of 
the world, and settling them  to 
the ir satisfaction.

Clarence W right, a former resi­
dent of Plym outh and a gradu­
ate of Plym outh High school, now 
an engineer w ith the Detroit W a­
te r board gave a review o f the 
d iary  of his grandm other, Ju lia  
Hough.

A social hour followed the 
meeting. Refreshments were serv­
ed by Mrs. Clark assisted by Mrs. 
Ivah Bentley, Mrs. Karl S ta rk ­
w eather, Mrs. J. H. Todd, and 
Mrs. Paul Ware.

NESC Urges New 
Vets to R o iste r 
for Work Here

Recent veterans of the arm ed 
forces, who may be eligible to file 
claims for unem ploym ent cenn- 
pen&ation under the V eterans’ 
R eadjustm ent Assistance Act of 
1952 after October 14, today w ere 
urged to visit the branch office 
of the Michigan Em ployment Se­
curity  Commission and register 
for work if they arc not w orking

Clarence Je tte r, m anager of the 
Plym outh office, which is to 
handle claims under this act, cov­
ering paym ent of unem ploym ent 
compensation to veterans, pointed 
out tha t there aiv several condi­
tions which must be m et to be­
come eligible for benefits.

This compensation is payable 
only to veterans who aix* unem ­
ployed for no reason other than  
tha t they cannot obtain a su it­
able job. One of the first requ ire­
ments is tha t the unemployed v e t­
eran be rcgistci'ed for work w ith 
the MESC. A nother i.s tha t ho 
m ust be able to work, and avail­
able for work. Openings exist 
locally for these jobs; toolroom 
w orkers, production w orkers and 
stenographers.

Mr. Je tte r  also announced that 
his office of the MESC, at 585 W. 
Ann Arbor trail, has full inform a­
tion on rc-em ploym ent rights 
under the Selective S('rvicc act.

He also stated that the purpose 
of the new veterans unem ploy­
m ent compensation legislation i.s 
to provide job insurance until the 
veteran can be successfully plac­
ed in a job he is qualified to do. 
The maximum amount payable is 
$676, in weekly paym ents of $26 
for 26 weeks. The money will re ­
main until used.

V eterans who arc receiving 
m ustering out pay cannot receive 
these paym ents for the same per­
iod. Nor can unem ploym ent com­
pensation for veterans be collect­
ed while the veteran is receiving 
allowances for education subsis­
tence or on the job training.

In addition. Mr. Je tte r  pointed 
out, if the veteran had any credits 
under the Michigan Em ployment 
Security Act, for work before he 
entered service, lie must draw  
those beni'fits first. The branch 
office at Plym outh will be glad to 
advise veterans of their rights.

Vetierans should bring their 
discharge or s.’paration papers 
w ith them wlien they file the 
claim after Octobi-i' 14, tli(‘ir 
social security card, and a list 

i of the employers for whom they 
worked prior to entering .service 
and up to date of claim.

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D. A. R. Tells How to Display U. N. Flag
M embers of the Sarah Ann 

Cochrane C hapter of the D augh­
ters of the American Revolution 
have asked their defense com­
m ittee to release the following 
inform ation regarding the new 
usage of the flag of the United 
States when displayed w ith the 
United Nations flag.

“Never in the history of the 
United States has it been neces­
sary to legislate to obtain the 
honor and courtesy due our flag: 
that is. never until the Alger 
Hisses succeeded in forming a so 
called “United’’ Nations and de­
signed a banner as its emblem. 
Senate bill 2039 was passed d u r­
ing the 82nd Congress but pigeon­
holed by the House Judiciary 
Commission. This bill will make 
it unlaw ful and therefoi'e a 
crim e to trea t the flag of our 
country w ith disrespect.

“Only an unholy alliance could 
have brought our flag, the symbol 
of all we hold dear, of honor, in­
tegrity . pride of heritage and 
love of country to such a low 
esteem tha t it m ust be safe­
guarded by lawYin its high place 
of honor.

“The UN bann'er, fashioned 
after the Red flag of Soviet Rus­
sia—w ith the ham m er and sickle 
replaced by olive branches—is 
being used as a means of relegat­
ing the flag of the United States 
into an inferior place. Is it the ir 
hope tha t when they have a t­
tained their dream  of world 
governm ent this banner will at 
all times be flown and revered 
above the flag of our country.

“Possibly you have noticed the 
use of the word ‘banner’, instead 
of flag, in reference to the sym ­
bol of the UN. This is because 
the UN is not a country or a sov­
ereign nation. It is not represen­
tative of a people—just of an idea. 
I t actually has no more status 
as a flag than the banner of the 
U niversity of Michigan or of 
M ichigan State College.

“Since so many misguided per­
sons have tried  to honor the UN 
to the detrim ent of the S tars and 
Stripes, there is now a regula­
tion of the Defense D epartm ent 
pre.scribing the m anner of dis­

play and use of the Flag of the 
United States. The order is as 
follows:

‘1. The United Nations flag 
w ill be displayed at installa­
tions of the armed forces of the 
United S tates only upon oc­
casion of visits of high digni­
taries. of the United Nations 
while in performance of their 
official duties w ith the United 
Nations, or on other special oc­
casions in honor of the United 
Nations. W hen so displayed, it 
will be displayed w ith the Uni- 
te(^ States flag, both flags will 
be of the same approxim ate size 
and on the same level, the flag 
of the United States in the po­
sition of honor on the right (ob­
server’s left).

■2. The United Nations flag 
will be carried by troops on 
occasions when the United N a­
tions or high dignitaries the re­
of are to be honored. When so 
carried, the United Nations flag 
will be carried on the marching 
left of the United States flag 
and other United States colors 
or standards norm ally carried 
by such people.

Naval Use Prescribed
‘3. On occasions sim ilar to 

those referred to in paragraph 2, 
United States naval vessels will 
display the United Nations flag 
in the same m anner as is p re ­
scribed for a foreign ensign du r­
ing visits of a foreign president 
or sovereign.

‘4. Except as indicated in 
paragraphs 1, 2, and 3, the U ni­
ted Nations flag will be dis­
played by United States armed 
forces only when so authorized 
by the President of the United 
S tates.’
“It should be unnecessary to call 

the attention of the people of 
America to the fact tha t they 
have dishonored their own flag. 
Had it been another country or 
other nationals whp perpetrated 
the affront to the United States 
Hag, we would (or, so it is hoped!) 
rise in indignation, and send d ip ­
lomatic notes of protest. But the 
people who cause this affront to 
our flag are Americans of high 
trust.

“President Trum an and Secre­
tary  Acheson insist th a t the affair 
in Korea is a police action, not a 
war. To the 20,915 Am erican boys 
who have been killed to date (U. 
S. News and World Report, Oc­
tober 10) it really  didn’t  m atter 
w hat it was called, bu t to be de­

By 1939 arbitration between 
m anagem ent and labor had be­
come a guidepost. Too, it m arked 
the birth  of the then “infant” L a­
bor M ediation Board set up by 
the Michigan Legislature.

little  economic loss, and in  the 
A m erican tradition  of collective 
bargaining.

Postulating this “hands-across- 
the-tab le” idea of equanim ity, is a 
soft-spoken, 37-year-old  D etroit 
attorney, who resides in P lym ­
outh, George E. Bowles, now 
chairm an of the S tate Labor 
M ediation Board.

Seeking to kick off the shac­
kles of federal interventibn in 
state labor disputes, Bowles 
speaks fondly of a new ly created 
in ter-sta te  organization—Associa­
tion of S tate M ediators Agencies 
—as the beginning of the end of 
long draw n out and costly labor 
strikes.

ASMA, he believes, has the po­
ten tia lity  of saving the nation’s 
m anufacturers and wage earners 
millions of dollars in production 
and wages each year, m aking a 
huge contribution to the nation’s 
defense effort.

Expecting some sort of a 
“gimmick,” I asked M ediator 
Bowles in an interview  w hat sort 
of magical form ula was involved.

His answ er to begin w ith  was 
a criticism  of nearby m etropolitan 
daily papers for failing to accept 
a scholarly approach, consider­
ing ASMA some sort of a ha ir­
brained scheme—a “blue baby” 
born of frustrated  mediators.

Actually, this could be no 
farther from the" tru th .

Records antedating to 1943 
show tha t the Labor M ediation 
Board has set betw een m anage­
m ent and labor, helping settle 2,- 
813 strikes th a t involved the 
staggering sum of 23.747,700 lost 
hours of m an labor. Besides the 
millions of production dollars lost, 
there w ere also lost wages of 
1,996,400 workers that, undoubt­
edly, added up to a lot of econo­
mic suffering.

One of its creators, Bowles ex ­
plains tha t ASMA is a scholarly 
approach by m ediators from 
every state in the Union. Last 
June 6 his agency played host to 
these state m ediation agencies 
out of which ASMA was born.

At this tim e the Association’s 
by-law s and objectives w ere set.

Briefly, the -’O bjectives are 
these;

(1.) E xchange ' among State 
M ediation agencies of experiences 
out of which w ill come “pro­
ductive ideas and plans tha t will 
play some part in the evolve- 
m ent of a system of labor dispute 
settlem ent consistent w ith A m er­
ican traditions . . . and com plete­
ly responsive to pressing needs of 
this period and the fu ture.”

(2.) Evolvem ent of a valid 
social-economic standard of m e­
diation consistent w ith local, re ­
gional and national needs.

(3.) Breakdow n of mediation 
on federal levels not a ttuned  to 
state fnediation boards.

(4.) Good faith  bargaining of 
“litigants” and a realistic operat­
ing procedure for tim e of in te r­
vention.

On the la tte r point Bowles em ­
phasized tha t m ediation is not a 
com pulsory requirem ent levied 
against any em ployer or labor 
union.

“It is voluntary m ediation of 
labor disputes and requires d is­
putan ts to Tile a ten-day  notice 
before a lockout or strike can be 
legally effected,” he said.

Calling the T aft-H artley  Law 
a “political football,” Bowles in ­
dicated th a t the contro'versial 
labor bill shackled disputants 
and put arbitration and m edia­
tion in a m ental straight-jacket.

Our problem today, he declares, 
is “how to best preserve in the 
field of labor dispute settlem ent 
the greatest possible freedom of 
action, and still, in the public in ­
terest, get settlem ents w ith a 
minimum of in terruption  of pro­
duction or service.”

Uniquely qualified for his d if­
ficult job of assuaging fiery tem ­
pers in the interest of strike set­
tlem ent, M ediator Bowles is a 
com bination of political scientist, 
sociologist, school teacher and 
law;fer.

In 1941 he graduated as a fledg­
ling attorney from the Uni'ver.^ity 
of Michigan law school. Earlier, 
he applied his scholarly know l­
edge of Latin as a high school in­
structor in Pennsj’lvania follow­
ing his “sheepskin” aw ard from 
Grove City College there.

Bowles’ appointm ent to the L a­
bor M ediation Board came at the 
behest of Gov. G. M ennen W il­
liams. It culm inated 10 years of 
experience as a mediation expert 
on the National Labor Relations 
Board and War Labor Board, d i­
rector of D etroit Regional Labor 
Board and m em ber of the newly 
formed Association of S tate Me­
diators’ Agencies.

He strikes out sharply indicat­
ing tha t the urgent word “em er­
gency” had been used as a stick to 
beat labor “lion” into subservi­
ence.

“It is in periods of emergency, 
in periods w hen the average citi­
zen and men in positions of re ­
sponsibility in business, labor and 
governm ent are most im patient 
w ith interruptions of production 
tha t we are most likely to place 
greater reliance upon compulsory 
procedures,” he declares, s ta l­
ing that such action had tended 
to weaken mediation.

“Significantly in this period 
when the whole fix-e world is 
looking to America for Icadcr-

ship in pi'escrving the greatest 
fi'ccdom of the individual and 
group action, every conceivable 
effort should be exerted to p re ­
serve. strengthen and expand vol­
untary processes.”

Bowles warns tha t in the n a ­
tion's zeal and desire for speed in 
a rm in g 'th e  nation and its allies 
agiunst com munist aggression, it 
c:mnot afford to w eaken or de- 
stioy voluntary action and indi­
vidual and group responsibility.

They are, in themselves, he 
cautions, “tho basis for a govern­
ment of free people.”

He points out tha t from his ex- 
pei ienccs, m ediation of labor dis­
putes "can best be handled on a 
state level,” calling federal in ter- 
vc'iition “unnecessary” in sover­
eign state affairs. He again de­
c id ed  that ASMA would make 
unnecessary the duplication of 
mediation services.

Equally a t home in the court 
room or a t a conference table 
.seeking concilatory proposals for 
a strike settlem e;it, Bowles has

got firm  suport and recog­
nition from  laoor and m anage­
m ent alike.

In  just one year his two district 
chairm en and staff of eight m e­
diators have been called upon by 
m utual consent of m anagem ent 
and labor to settle 6,102 cases in ­
volving contract and wage dis­
putes as well as individual “h ard ­
ship” cases.

Struggling against a heavy case­
load, nearly  ’round the clock ne­
gotiations are going on some­
w here in the state to help catch 
up w ith  1,780 m ediation cases still 
hanging fire.

Bowles tells of first becoming 
interested in labor relations while 
studying law.

It was in Wisconsin he first cut 
his labor relations “teeth” w’ork- 
ing on the production line at the 
Allis Chalm ers plant.

L /d  there by courtship pursuit

Teachers, participating in ru ral 
areas, use the broadcasts during 
school hours as a supplem ent to 
their regular instruction. Nearly 
30,000 students are served by the 
program s produced on the U ni­
versity  campus.

Note well the time called for baking in 
the recipe below: one hour ten minutes, or until the souffle is firm, 
When cooked, serve immediately—that’s where timing comes in too, 
for this is a dessert that cannot be cooked in advance. Bring it to the 
table steaming hot and serve with your favorite sauce or heavy cream.

The results are ^yell worth the care tha t’s required, for this chocolate 
souffle is a truly delicious dish to add to your cooking accomplishments.

Chocolate Souffle
2 squares unsweetened chocolate 2 tablespoons butter
2 cups milk 
V> cup sugar 
’:t cup flour 
V> teaspoon salt

1 teaspoon vanilla 
4 egg yolks, beaten untH thick 

and lemon-colored 
4 egg whites, stiffly beaten

Add chocolate to milk and heat in double boiler. When chocolate is 
melted, beat with rotary egg beater until blended. Combine sugar, flour, 
and salt. Add small amount of chocolate mixture, stirring until smooth. 
Return to double boiler and cdok until thickened, stirring constantly; 
then continue cooking ii minutes, stirring occasionally. Add butter and 
vanilla. Cool slightly while beating eggs. Add egg yolks and mix well.

Less Pork 
Now on Market

Pork on the m arket— order 
during October -and November 

,:^ab ly  be higher in cost 
than  JasTyvijr.

W ith ■ smiifhs^r pork supplies 
ahead the seasonal price will 
probably be up. Lowest prices for 
pork may come in November and 
Decem ber when movement to 
m arket w ill be heavy, but with 
shorter supply the cost to the 
hom em aker will not be reduced.

Even at higher cost, pork  will 
be a good buy in comparison with 
other red meats. Buying care­
fully and w ith several meals in 
mind from a larger cut will pay 
off. '

All cuts of pork aro- tender, 
flavorful and nutritious. Select 
those that have some fat scattered 
through the tissues— the fat gives 
flavor and juiciness to the meat.

A nother suggestion for getting 
the most out of w hat you buy is 
careful cooking— even though 
pork is a tender mc'ut and re la­
tively easy to prepare. As in all 
good m eat cookery, this means 
observing the rule of low cooking 
tem perature. For pork roasts, 
keep the tem peratu re a t 325 de­
grees F. Use medium heat on top 
of the stove, and about 350 d e­
grees F. for deep fat frying.

In all cases make sure the pork 
is cooked well done. The pink 
color should all be changed to a 
grayish white.

W ith nearly  a th ird  of our food 
dollars being spent for meat, the 
problem  of careful m eat buying 
deserves much attention. Make 
selections w ith the am ount of 
waste, the m arketing season and 
the cooking time as well as the 
cost in mind.

Use Stewing Hen For 

Tasty Chicken Loaf
stew ing  hens are still today’s 

best buy in poultry. Prices are 
very reasonable, and chicken loaf 
is one way to m ake tasty  and 
economical use of a stewing 

j chicken.
S tart preparing the loaf by 

making a thick sauce of 4 tab le­
spoons of bu tte r or other fat, Vi 
cup of flour, 1 cup of chicken 
broth, and 14 cup of milk. Cook 1 
tablespoon of chopped onion and
2 tablespoons of chopped green 
pepper in another half tablespoon 
of bu tter or o ther fat. Then mix 
the sauce, the cooked vegetables,
3 cups of fluffy bread crumbs, 
and one quart of chopped chicken 
together. Season to taste with 
salt.
'  Pu t the m ix ture into a greased 
deep pan, and bake it in a m od­
erate oven until the loaf is well 
brow ned all over. This w ill take 
from 1 to I ’i* hours. W hen the 
loaf is done, tu rn  it out on a hot 
p latter. You can servo it hot or 
cold.

Use Safety 
Measures to 
Prevent Burns

Women and children take first 
place as sufferers from burns, 
statistics on home accidents have 
shown for years. Housewives 
could reduce this unfortunate 
record by taking simple safety 
measures in their kitchens.

To protect young children, who 
often must be in the kitchen while 
the ir m others work there, fence 
off a play space away from the 
stove. Baby’s high chair should 
stand"at a safe distance also— far 
enough away so tha t its young oc­
cupant can’t l each hot utensils on 
the stove top and also far enough 
aw ay so tha t the chair can't tip 
over against the stove. Keep 
matches in hack of the range or 
on a shelf out of reach of child­
ren.

Hot fat tha t spatters or tips 
over is often tlie cause of serious 
burns. Never lift a kettle of liol 
fat. It pays to wait until the tat 
cools to move it. When jilacing 
anything to cook in hot fat. 
do it with cai'c— if possible, with 
tongs.

When cooking bo sure pan 
handles are turned away from tlie 
edge of the stove so pans won't 
be knocked off accidentally. 
Use pans with flat bottoms that 
stand steady on the stove and be 
sure handle's are securely fastened 
so they w on't loosen or tu rn  when 
the hot pan is lifted. When re ­
moving the cover from a pan or 
kettle, raise the far side first so 
the steam will come out away 
from you. Have a place prepared 
to set a hot pan before taking it 
off the stove.

Pot holders deserve considera­
tion for safety, .too. Have pk'nty 
of thick holders w ithin conven­
ient reach of the stove. Use them  
dry to avoid a steam burn on the 
hands. Round holders may be 
safer and more convenient than 
the usual square shape because 
they fit the hand and liave no 
corners to scoich on the stove or 
touch the flame.

Tongs w ith a firm  grasp aro 
good to use in lifting jars, cars 
of corn, potatoes or anything else 
Item  hot water.

Any fabric or paper in the k it­
chen should be kept far enough 
from the stove or any heating unit 
so tha t it can not ignite from con­
tact w ith a hot surface or a flame'. 
This holds for window curtains, 
towels, or clothes di ving on rucks 
or lines, and also for paper bags.

Finally, if you have a gas 
range, rem em ber to open the oven 
door before turning on the ,gas 
and lighting the oven.

Many burns result just from 
carelessness or forgetfulness. So 
it pays to review even the fam ­
iliar safety rules.

On the 
same date last year the total was 
354,958. Long distance telephone 
calls originating in the sta te’s re ­
sort areas showed another in­
crease this«year over last.

Hunting promises to bo as good, 
if not better, than that of a year  
ago when a good take was re­
ported. Some of the better biid 
hunting sections will be those 
around the Thumb area, and in 
Jackson, Monroe, G ratiot and 
Hillsdale counties. More birds 
have also been I'cported around 
the Plym outh area this year.

There were a few unfortunate 
incidents in connection with the 
local season last year where' some 
property owners, who had their 
property posted against hunting, 
reported birds w cie shot in the 
fields, and some even in the yard. 
Such acts of poor sportsm anship 
are unnecessary. More and more 
farm ers are pasting no hunt ing 
signs simply because the hunt t  rs 
do not play the game fair.

If a farm  is not posted against 
hunting, it is common courtesy to 
ask permission of the farm er to 
hunt on it. Do not derstroy his 
crops, fences or animals, but res­
pect his property  as you would 
w ant your property  respected. A 
better relationship can be a tta in ­
ed if the hun ter thanks the f a r m­
er afte r hunting on the farm, 
and, even to offer him a bird.

By all means follow the rules 
of safe hunting—never carry  a 
loaded gun in your car— carry 
your gun as it should be with 
barrel pointed tow ard the ground 
or upw ard— be sure of your 
target.

and upon conviction thereof shall be punished as hereinafter 
provided.
Section 2. Any person or persons who shod make, or assist 
in m aking any noise, disturbance or im proper diversion, or 
any rout or riot, by which the peace and good order of the 
neighborhood is distuidicd, shall be deemed disordeily persons 
and shall be punished as hereinafter provided.
Section 3. Any person who within the limits of the Citv of 
Plym outh w anders about in the streets, or from house to 
house or sits, stands, or takes a nosition in any plac(> and begs 
h'om passers-bv. cither by words, the exhibiting of a sign, or 
by gesture and every pi-rson who wanders about and lodges 
in outhouses, or in a»̂ v of the pul.dic buildings or places, or in 
the open air in said City, anrl has no perm anent place of abode 
or visible means of maintenance, shall be deenu'd a disor­
derly person, and punished as hereinafter prtivitled.
Section 4. Any person who shall be found in or on any pid'^lic 
street, lane, or alley, square, park or other public place nr 
building in a drunken or intoxicated condition, shall be deem ­
ed a disorderly person and upon conviction thereof shall be 
punished as hereinafter provided.
Section 5. . Any person who uses foul, profane, indecent or 
obscene language in or upon any public street, alley, square, 
park or other public place or building shall be dccmctl a tlis- 
orderly person and upon conviction thereof shall be pun­
ished as hereinafter provided.
Section 6. Any person who shows, offers for sale, sells. give« 
away, exhibits or distributes any indecent or obscene picture, 
draw ing, engraving .card, paper, book or pam phlet, sign, m atter 
or thing shall be deem.ed a disorderly person and upon convic­
tion thereof shall be punished as hereinafter provided.
Section 7. Any person who operates a sound truck or other 
sound or broadcasting device, or who sounds automobile horns 
or sirens unnecessarily, or who drives automobiles with tin 
cans or other objects attached thereto causing noise in, upon, 
or near any public street, alley, square, or other public place 
w ithin the city shall be deemed a disorderly person and tipon 
conviction thereof shall be punished as hereinafter provided: 
provided, however, that the broadca.sting by a loud speaker 
device of announcem ents, speeches or music deemed to be of 
public interest or benefit, if done with the permission of tha 
City Commission or City Manager shall not be a violation of 
this section.
Section 8. Each and every day tha t a person is found violating 
any of the provisions of this ordinance shall be deemed a dis-. 
tinct and separate ofTcnsc and punished separately.
Section 9. Any person who shall violate any of the pro­
vision of this ordinance shall be punished by a fine not to 
exceed One Hundred ($100.00) Dollars and costs of prosecution 
or the offender m ay be sentenced to im prisonment for a period 
not to exceed ninety (90) days, or both such fine and im prison­
m ent in the discretion of the Court.
Section 10. Ordinance No. 14, entitled “An Ordinance to p re ­
vent persons from disturbing the quiet and good order of the 
inhabitants of the Village of P lym outh” : Ordinance No. 77 
entitled “An Ordinance definirkg disorderly persons and pro­
viding for the punishm ent thereof” and all ordinances or parts 
of ordinances in conflict herew ith are hereby repealed.
Section 11. This ordinance shall become operative and effec­
tive on the 27th day of October, 1952.

On that basis, tha t it take more than  one telling to clarify a 
situation as confusing as the one*facing M ichigan voters on consti­
tutional am endm ent proposals, leaders throughout the state are 
“tellin’ the voters,, w hat they told ’em .’’

Business and professional organizations and farm  groups 
throughout out-state Michigan are repeating this them e in the clos­
ing weeks of the campaign;

"Proposal No. 2 would place control of both houses of4he Leg­
islature in the hands of 26% of the voters."

T hat’s a broad and alarm ing statem ent.
To people outside the W ayne-M acom b-O akland area tha t pros­

pect becomes more alarm ing when they are rem inded, again and 
again, tha t 26% of/M ichigan’s voters represents a bloc w hich is ap ­
parently  well under control of CIO labor bosses.

It hasn't been until recently tha t such dom ination of both the 
Senate and the House was possible.

In 1900, for instance, it took 24 counties to account for 51% of 
the state population. These represented both industrial and agri­
cultural sections from  D etroit factories to Thum b farm s to Ionia 
shops.

The House of Representatives, elected on a population basis, 
could therefore never become lopsided in reflecting the w elfare of a 
small segm ent of Michigan.

The Senate, based on area, made representation even more 
thoroughly reflective of the whole state.

Under two state constitutions—those adopted in 1835 and in 
1850—the plan worked satisfactorily. Under the present, 1908, con­
stitution there have been rum blings of dissatisfaction. Because, by 
constitutional provision, senatorial districts have to be redraw n in 
every year ending in 3, labor bosses see the N ovem ber election as 
an excellent way to prepare for reapportionm ent nex t year, ’53.

They noted that Wayne. Macomb. Oakland and Genesee coun­
ties now haye 51.6% of the state’s 6.371 million population. They 
are also well aw are tha t tightly-controlled unions can swing those 
four counties.

Thus, by scrapping the Federal ideal of representation in the 
lower house by population and in the upper house by area the>labor 
bosses would obtain the same hail-bro ther reception in the Legis­
lature they now enjoy from the G overnor’s office.

If the CIO Plan 2 were in effect, there would be no reason for 
two houses in the Legislature, say outstate opponents. The reason 
we have two houses in W ashington and in most states is to give 
equitable representation to areas whose interests are v ita l to the 
general w elfare but whose population would m ake them  im potent 
m inorities on a per-population basis alone.

Farmers, especially, are gravely concerned and, though the 
Michigan and local Farm  Bureaus, are fighting to defeat the CIO 
plan.

In 1900, 60.7% of the state’s inhabitants lived in ru ral areas. 
Today, 64.3% live in urban areas, incorporated places of 2,500 or 
more.

P art of the shift was the emergence of industry as the biggest 
economic factor in the state. P art was due to m echanization of farm 
work so tha t fewer and fewer farm ers could feed more and more 
city cousins.

There are four methods of determ ining representation. Popula- 
; tion only, the plan the CIO sponsors, which is used by five states: 
Voting participation, w ith representation determ ined by turnouts 
at the polls, which is not used by any state; Functional representa­
tion, with^ occupational or economiq in terest groupings determ ining 
legislature makeup, which is used only by Arizona; and geographical 
only, a plan used nowhere in the United States.

Thirty-three of the 47 states which have two houses use a com­
bination ,a different base for each house. This is the present 
Michigan set-up which is th reatened by the CIO attack.

Amendment No. 3 maintains the current system* has the House 
chosen by population and the Senate by areas. The only difference 
between P lan No. 3 and the present plan is minor. It would raise 
the House from 100 to 107 Representatives and provide 34 instead of 
32 Senators.

So, the outstate battle-cry is "No on No. 2; Yes on No. 3."
Privately, some leaders would be very content if both questions 

were defeated. “It's better to carry the slight handicap of the pres­
ent system than to have the whole state under the thum b of W alter 
Reuther,” they philosophize.

With two strong groups fighting over two questions on the 
ballot. It’s good for the peace of mind of the a v e r s e  voter to know 
that everyone agrees on Question No. 1.  ̂ ^

W ithout any recorded dissent, all parties are agreed th a t pas­
sage of No. 1 w ill strengthen the law in its fight against narcotic 
mobsters. It revises rules of evidence so th a t the scum tha t pushes

(3) Big 
business failures will be p reven t­
ed by the RFC. (4) The banks are 
in a very strong position, and 
most of the large corporations 
have no loans outstanding, but 
ra ther big surpluses. (5) Farm ers 
are insured by price supports, and 
climate controls. The most dam ­
age will come from selfish labor 
leaders, heavy imports, and reck­
less price cutting.

The brightest factor, which I 
have in mind, never existed 20 
years ago. I refer to the billions 
now being spent on wise adver­
tising, salesmen training, and es­
pecially on conventions. During 
my visit here in New York City, 
I have seen some of the brains, 
the planning, and the energy 
which are being spent on copy, 
color, space, type, and even 
models! When you read national 
advertisem ents in a  great weekly 
or in your- local newspaper, you 
have no idea of the work spent in 
preparing those advertisem ents.

The re ­
action of these housewives de ter­
mines who are the best artists, 
photographers, copy w riters and 
psychologists. In case of a depres­
sion, this advertising w ill be 
even increased as a factor in 
giving consumers confidence to 
buy when the nation is _again 
threatened w ith unem ployment.

In  addition to this newspaper, 
magazine, and sim iliar advertis­
ing; millions are being spent on 
radio and television. M odern te le­
vision advertising did not exist 
20 years ago. Not only is this a 
great factor today in ci'eating con­
sum er buying, but plans are be­
ing laid for television to serve in 
a most w onderful capacity in case 
business should suddenly go into 
a tail spin.

Conventions for Salesmen
Tw enty years ago anyone who 

couldn’t get a job at anything else 
could always try  to sell some­
thing on commission. N c ^  this is 
all changed. Eighty per cent of 
the salesmen being employed to ­
day have taken college courses on 
Business Administration. Before 
being allowed to sell, they are 
put through individual plant 
training. Then once a year the 
leading concerns have great con­
ventions here in New York, or 
elsewhere. Preceding the last de­
pression only about 150 of these 
annual national conventions were 
held. I learn today th a t over 585 
are already planned for the next 
eight months. Moreover, plans are 
made so tha t this num ber could 
be doubled if unem ploym ent 
should seriously return.

Visual Demonstrations
At these conventions the sales 

forces not only hear speeches; 
but these speeches are illustrated 
"by films, tape recorders, dioram as 
and “flop photos.’’ In short, when 
the last depression struck, the 
country was unprepared with no 
economic army, navy or air force. 
But, today we have in reserve for 
special use, in case of unem ploy­
ment, a sales army, an advertis­
ing navy, and a radio— television 
air force. These can be throw n 
into activity at the drop of a hat.

So long as people are dishonest, 
inefficient or lazy, there will be 
business depressions; the same as 
there are sicknesses w hen we 
abuse our health. As, however, 
new treatm ents and new diug.s 
are reducing the death  rate, so 
these new sales developments can 
prevent unem ploym ent from  be­
coming too severe. In other words, 
we are now building up an econ­
omic “fire departm ent’’ to p re­
vent an  economic conflagration. 
This, we never had before.
