Ownership of the lines that ex-
tend to the subdivision lots bor-
dering Sh”op road is mandatory
where wataiuis supplied to users
outside the city limits.

Ownership of the six-inch wa-
ter lines, that cost subdivision
owners some $18,000 to install, is
seen as a valuable adjunct to city
water facilities.

In other action at this same
time. Commissioners approved
the water and' sewer plans of
Fred Carling’s Subdivision num-
ber two and the Birch Estates
Subdivision.

Review of the tenative water
and sewage plans for the sub-
divisions also led to the appoint-
ment of Civil Engineer Harold
Hamill to 'work closely with
subdivisions owners and the city.

Following final installation of
water mains and sewage lines,
some 132 residential lots will un-
dergo development in an approxi-
mated $1,250,000 building pro-
gram.

Developers of the two sub-
divisions have not to date re-
leased plans as to the size, type
and cost of the houses to be built.

Carling’s latest subdivision con-
taining 52 lots is located eas" of
South Mill, bordering one side, of
Park avenue.

The Birch Estates Subdivision
with the remaining 80 lots is lo-
cated one block north of Ann
Arbor road and one block east of
South Main street.

Walch.

“Right now,” Reverend Walch
declared, "‘we face a real dilemma
that threatens to curtail or cancel
part of the concert season.”

Seeking $4,300 in area-wide
subscriptions for its concerts open
without charge to the public, the
Society five weeks ago started its
annual drive for support that has
fizzled down to a near bust.

Just $740 has so far been sub-
scribed, with over $3,600 needed
to meet operating expenses that
in the face of rising costs threat-
ens to far exceed earlier esti-
mates.

“We are going ahead with the
concert season,” Re”rend Walch
said, “on the theory that music
lovers will respond wholehearted-
ly to the need for support.”

First Snow Bad
For Wheat Crop

'Plymouth had its first touch of
winter last Monday when the first
snow of the season decended to
fill the air shortly after noon. The
day was a welcome one for the
thousands of hunters that covered
thei fields in this area where the
majority of them reported un-
usually good luck on opening day”

The brisk weather made hunt-
ing perfect and Killing frosts had
reduced the cover so that condi-
tions were nearly perfect. Farm-
ers however had a slightly dif-
ferent view of the cold as many
of them were encouraged by last
weeks rain for their fields of
wheat. However as Canton Town-
ship supervisor Robert Waldecker
so aptly expressed it, “if we don’t
have some warm days soon |’ve
lost 65 acres of wheat.”

In accord with farmer Waldeck-
er were William Giummel and
Thomas Gardiner of west Ann
Arbor road, both big wheat grow-
ers. All say that the present
growth is too spotty to last
through the winter and because of
the drought and now the cold
weather they also stand to lose
their next year’s harvest.

It looks very much like the
hunters will have to relinquish a
few of their better hunting days
so the farmers can have a couple
of rains and a few warm nights so
winter wheat can get a little-
firmer stand.

City Modifies Zoning Code That
Would Restrict Manufacturing Here

A four-member Zoning Com-
mittee of the Chamber of Com-
merce moved swiftly last Thurs-
day calling for a reversal by City
Planners of two zoninﬁ ordinance
proposals that would have delim-
ited manufacturing operations
here.

In a move sparked by Nat Sib-
bold, chamber of commerce secre-
tary, the four-man team succeed-
ed in getting modified two pro-
posed codes affecting the, location
and weight limitations of indus-
trial machinery.

In effect, the changes are these:

A light industrial district code
that restricted thei location of
automatic screw machines and up
to 10-ton stamping presses to at
least 100 feet away from resi-
dences was modified. These ma-
chines may now be located inside
the 100 feet area previously for-
bidden by ethe proposed ordi-
nance.

Stamping and punch presses,
previously limited to 100 tons or
below, may now exceed that limit
in the general industrial district.
Metal cutting shears previously

limited to eight gauge were also
placed on the non-restricted list
at this same time. )

Seen as a move lo attract in-
dustry to this area, Sibbold re-
marked that “lI think before any
zoning ordinance is adopted or
passed, persons directly affected
should have the privilege to meet
with the city to discuss the long-
run effect of such rulings.”

City Planning Commissioners
have been meeting regularly for
nearly a year recodifying and re-
vising the city’ zoning ordinance.

It was pointed out thatahe pro-
posed ordinance must still run
the gauntlet before City Commis-
sioners before it finally becomes
law.

Currently, the proposed ordi-
nance is being reviewed by- the
four-man Chamber of Commerce
team.

*We want to have an under-
standing of the zoning ordinance
and how it will affect members
of the community,” Sibbold said.

Tips on Correct
Meat Roasting

Are you roasting meat cor-
rectly? If not, then youre mak-
ing it less palatable and even
wasting meat.

The important “must” in roast-
ing is that you use a low tempera-
ture. Too often meat is cooked
rapidly with the result of loss of
meat. For beef, veal, lamb and
cured pork use a 300°F. tem-
perature. A 350°F. oven is rec-
ommended for fresh pork.

Here’s how to place the meat
in your oven. Arrange the
roast with the fat side up on
a rack in an open roasting pan.
The rack holds the meat up off
the bottom of the pan with the
result that air can circulate
around it. You’ll solve the prob-
lem of serving meat at the de-
gree of doneness desired if you
use a roast meat thermometer.
Before placing the roast in the
oven, insert the thermomenter
into the meat so that the bulb
rests in the thickest muscle, but
not in fat or on bone. Remove
the roast when the thermometer
registers the degree of doneness
desired.

Sauerbraten
Spicy Way
To Serve Beef

For true eatihg delight serve
your family Sauerbraten. This is
the famous old European dish
prepared with beef pot-roast. The
beef is first pickled for several
clays .then it is cooked slowly by
the”braising process until tender.

To make the spicy brine for
the pot roast, heat 12 cups each
of vinegar and water with 2 bay
leaves, 12 whole cloves, 's4 teas-,
poon each of pepper and mace,
12 teaspoons salt and 1 tablc-
'wpoon sugar. When at the boiling
point, pour this mixture over two
large sliced onions. Cool, then
stir in 1 cup of cooking oil.

The mixture is then ready to be
poured over :the.j)pt roast. (This
Is .enough marinade for a 3 to 5
pound pot roast.) Let it stand in
your refrigerator for 2 to 4 days.
Be sure to turn the meat once a
day to marinate it evenly.

When ready to cook drain the
marinade, then dredge the meat
with flour. Following the brais-
ing cookery method, brown the
meat on all sides in lard or .drip-
pings. Adefone cu” 07 marinade,
cover the meat closely and sim-
mer for 3 to 4 hours or until the
meat is tender.

You’ll want gingersnap grav.v
to go with the meat. To make this,
add enough marinade to the lig-
uid in the pot roast utensil to
make 2 cups. Thicken with 3
tablespoons of floui-. Bring the
gravy to a boil and cook it until
it is thickened. Then add ‘2 cup
of fine gingersnap crumbs just
before serving.

Honey Keeps
Baked Goods
From Drying Out

A new crop of honey, the
world’s oldest sweetening, is com-
ing to market in lar”™ volume
for your family to enjoy.

This year there is a large crop
and, best of all, the quality is
high and the color and flavor well
above normal. Most of Michigan’s
honey comes from cloyer which
gives a mild flavor and a "white
honey”. There will also be other
delectable flavors and darker
colored honeys available. In gen-
eral, very pale honeys are mild
and delicately flavored with the
darker honeys having a more
definite, tangy taste.

Honey is a natural, wholesome
sweet, in a form which blends
readily with other foods without
cooking. It’s a good idea to know
the several forms in which honey
comes to the market. By far the
most popular is liquid or extract-
ed honey. Honey in the honcy-
corrib has long been a favorite
form for many folks. A combina-
tion of chunks or strips of comb
in liquid honey is also available.
Creamed honey— finel.y crystal-
lized honey with a spreadable
consistency— is also rapidly
growing in favor.

Five, 10 and 60 pound cans arc
the most economical containers
for purchasing honey if you have
storage space. Honey must be
kept in a dry place because it
absorbs moisture readily. Freez-
ing will not injure the color or
flavor but may hasten granula-
tion— so it does not need refrig-
eration. Honey which has granu-
lated can be liquefied by placing
the container in a bowl of warm—
not hot— water until the crystals
are melted.

Practically everyone knows the
many simple ways to use honey—
as a spread on bread, a swei‘tencM-
for beverages and fruits and as
a sandwieli ingredient when mix-
ed with cheese or peanut butter.
But have you tried thc.se hints for
using honey for baking:

1 One cup of honey contains
one-fourth cup of liquid. In using
honey in place of sugar use a
qguarter cup less liquid in the rec-
ipe for each cup of honey you
u.sC.

2. It is customary to use from a
qguarter to a half teaspooYi of soda
for each cup of honey in addition
to the amount of baking powder
called for in the recipe. This rteu-
tralizes the acidity in the honey
and gives a milder flavor to the
baked product.

3. A lower oven temperature is
required ,for baked goods mjjde
with  honey. Honey prododts
brown very quickly.

4. Honey is easier to measure
accurately if the spoon or cup is
greased first with a little fat.

5 Granulated honey may be
used with equal success to the
liquid form if the product is cook-
ed or baked so the granules have
a chance to melt and blend.

6. Cakes and cookies made with
honey retain their moisture and
keep for long periods without

drying out and staling.

For Diphtheria
Booster Shots

The need for d.iphthei ia booster
shots was cited recently by State
Health Department officials who
pointed to rising numbers of diph-
theria cases in the state.

Dr. F. S. Leeder. director of the
department’s bureau of disease
control, said large-scale immun-
ization has reduced diphtheria to
its lowest point in state history.

“While this is all to the good,
if we want to keep it that way we
have to make an intensified effort
to keep immunization on levels
up.” Dr. Leeder warned.

He pointed out that when
people are not constantly ex-
posed to the diphtheria bacillus,
they lose their artificially induc-
ed immunity faster and must be
more vigilant about keeping up
strong defenses against the dis-
ease.

So far this year 28 cases have
been detected by health officials.
Reports showed that in 1951,
only 48 cases were reported state-
wide. In 1945, the stale had 630
cases. As a result a large scale
immunization drive was started.

Significant statistics also point
out that in 1950 exactly 1,680
died following auto accidents. In
1910. the first time any auto
deaths were recorded, 49 persons
lost their lives.

Disease of the heart, cancer,
appoplexy, accidents, pneumon-
ia, and influenza, diabetes melli-
tus, arterioxclerosis, tuberculosis,
immaturity, and nephritis and
nephrosis are listed as the top 10
killers.

The 10 causes of death at the
turn of the century were diseases
of the heart, tuberculosis, pneu-
monia, diarrhea and enteritis, ac-
cidents, cancer, appoplexy, neph-
ritis .typhoid fever and bron-
chitis.

Seven of diseases that were
listed in 1900 as major causes of
death aie still, in 1950. listed
among the top 10 Kkillers.

The major causes of death of
perons over 34 years of age in
1950 was listed as "due to diseases
of the hcait." Under that age
peak, the majority of deaths were
caused by accidents.

CarofFuture Seen Propelled by Gas Turbines

Purring, “nugget” sized gas tur-
bine engines are slated to propel
automobiles of the future, says a
University of Michigan scientist.

Professor Frank L. Schwartz,
of the College of Engineering, re-
cently told the American Soc-
iety of Civil Engineers in Chi-
cago, that smooth-running, space-
saving gas turbines are suitable
and adaptable for propulsion of
road vehicles.

In making his prediction, he
noted that “two suitable applica-
tions of gas turbines have appear-
ed to date. The Rover turbine has
actually been installed in an auto-
mobile and the Boirg turbine has
been successfully used to propel a

Pension Groups
Asked by Vets to
Honor Gl Loans

Governmental pension groups
this week were urged by com-
manders of Michigan’s Veterans’
organizations to invest substan-
tially in Gl home loans to permit
war veterans to take advantage of
federal lending policies.

Ben Levinson, president of the
Michigan Mortgage company
made the proposal as a result of a
meeting with the veterans groups.

Levinson asserted that ex-Gl’s
virtually are blocked in their at-
tempts to build homes with GI
loans, because the investment
market will not touch the guaran-
teed home loans.

During the Lansing rr>eeting, he
contended that pension groups
haVe millions of dollars invest-
ed in government securities which
“could just as well be invested in
Gl loans and federal housing ad-
ministration loans.”

As an example, he pointed out
that Detroit Common Council
alone has $34,000,000 of pension
monit's invested in government
securities.

Wayne county, he said, has al-
ready invested in Gl home loans
to some extent.

4. "Shiftless Detroiters"—so-called by the first group—are the
remaining 30%.

The term “Detroiters” is applied by the “natives” to everyone
who hasn’t been born and raised on the land.

These divisions in what used to be a closely knit rural community
naturally make tor something less than an ideal climate for city
progress. “Detroiters” complain that their neighbors show none of
the friendliness for which rural America was so long noted. The
“good natives” retort that they’ll be willing to be sociable “but the
Detroiters won't even ask us for advice.”

The customary activities that trend to weld a community are
almost all concentrated among the “good natives.” Building be8s.
Grange and Farm Bureau activities, church affiliations, card parties

in the top 50%.
bo normal association between the old and new groups is slim.

But the barriers break down in the younger generation®

School kids whose parents have nothing in common soon grow
buddy-buddy. They don’t care if their fathers arc working In a
nearbK factory or operating a successful farm. Their friendship is
nrobahly Ut' bificesf siTitile factor that points to the ultimate crea-
tion of a good neighborhood spirit.

Of the “good natives." two fifths are 65 years of age or over.
That means that the gounger generations are predominant in the
other three groups and that the friendship of ¥oungsters will soon
become even more important as the elders die off.

"The new rural community is just like a new froniieir." explains
Miller. “It's growing and it doesn’t know what it’s growing into. It
will take time for its character to crystalize.”

"When a man moves out into the country and bulys three or five
or 10 acres, that land goes' out of farm production. Will that eventual-
ly mean we’ll have too little land to grow the crops we need?”

That question was put to Miller.

"l think that the natural balance between maifsilifeeds and
the Ia(ljnd that supplies them will prevent this from hiap|feni*g,” he
opined. :

“But | do think that rural townships would do wffi t6 I*gin at
once with zoning plans. I’'m not a zoning expert: but | feel that too
many township zoning plans are the work of an attorney and an
engineer instead of a reflection of what the people themselves want.

“The citizens of every community ought to get together and
thresh out this problem.”
