Slap Quarantine on 8 Townships as
Contagious Disease Infects 500 Hogs

The first recorded outbreak in
Michigan of dreaded wvesicular
exanthema, a high contagious
di.sea.se that affects hogs, was re-
ported last week at the R. C.
Houchard Farm at 5681 E. North-
Territorial road, in nearby Salem
township.

The State Agriculture Commis-
sion, working swiftly to head off
spread of the disease, slapped a
quarantine on Salem township in
Washtenaw county. Seven other
townships were similarly quaran-
tined. They are; Canton and
Northville townships in Wayne
county; Green Oak in Livingston;
South Lyon,and Novi in Oakland
county; and Northfield, Superior
and Ann Arbor townships in
Washtenaw county.

The outbreak was discovered
among Houchard’s 500 garbage-

fed hogs. The garbage comes
from the Detroit metropolitan
area, agriculture  inspectors
learned.

LecInrer Charges "Scared" Slide
Dept. Thwarts Atlantic Unien

The U. S. Department of State
was this week charged with ob-
structionist tactics for burying in
congressional sub-committee the
long-dreamed of Atlantic Union
resolution.

Marking the forward march of
Communism in the Western
World, Mrs. Chase Osborn author
and lecturer, accused the state
department of being unimagina-
tive and too “afraid to take meas-
ures large enough to meet the
needs of the country.”

A firm advocate of a federated
union between western democra-
cies, Mrs. Osborn, a lecturer at
Plymouth High school Tuesday,
declared that despite the firm
congressional support of 25 sen-
ators, the “state department
hasn’t even let the Atlantic Union
resolution out of sub-committee.”

The Atlantic Union proposal,
advocates say, would unite west-
ern democracies under one ban-
ner to thwart world-wide com-
munist aggression, seeking
.equanimity in a federated gov-
ernment.

The Union would also take out
of politics relations with member
countries by putting foreign pol-
icy decisions in the hands of a
jointly - appointed, multi - nation
team.

Speaking off-the-cuff. Mrs. Os-
born warned that with Russian
policy reduced to “divide and
conquer,” we have no other alter-
native than to present a united
front against what is building up
as a two-pronged threat against
national security.

“Russia has long-since embark-
ed on a propaganda drive in Asia
to discredit us among Asiatics
with charges of prision camp at-
rocities in Korea and charges that
we are using Asiatics as guinea
pigs in germ warfare experi-
ments,” she said.

“We have already lost China,”
Mrs. Osborn pointed out, “and
we are in great fear of losing
India to the Communists,” indi-
cating that the present crisis is
due in part to the belief of Asia-
tics of germ warfare charges.

Mrs. Osborn, wife of a former
Michigan governor, also declared
that there was a deliberate com-
munist move to dLscredit the
North Atlantic Treaty by creating
fear and suspicion among mem-
ber nations, amid accusations of
war mongering.

She pointed out that some
measure of integration of West-
ern nations is absolutely essen-
tial to consolidate the military,
economic and political power to
maintain a free world coalition
that would swijig enough weight
to sustain peace”nce it is secur-
ed. A

A stumbling block to an Atlan-
tic community has been a fear
among potential members of a
loss of national sovereignty. Too,
the nation’s internationalists seen
the Atlantic Union as part of a
gigantic rearmament program
with the United States subsidiz-
ing member nations in an ever in-
creasing amount.

The question of whether the
country will go along with weak-
er member nations with a com-

mon policy highlighting inter-
national safeguards against war
has caused some political think-
ers uneasy times.

Against this Mrs. Osborn warn-
ed that “if we believe in self-
government sufficiently, we will
not let despotism organize the
world as it is doing today.

Presently, the Atlantic Union

Resolution has been tabled by
congressional sub-committee act-

ion. It calls for an invitation by )

the President of co-nation spon-
sors of the North Atlantic Treaty
to name delegates to meet in a
Federal Convention to work out
principles of a free federal union.

Mrs. Osborn was hosted in a
day-long series of discussions as
chairman of the Michigan branch
of the Atlantic Union Committee.

Her talks among students here
were in connection with the nat-
ional debate topic: “Resolved,
that the Atlantic Pact Nations
Should Form a Federal Union.”

A national figure, Mrs. Osborn
authored five books in collabora-
tion with her husband, Chase
Osborn, governor in Michigan
from 1911 to 1912.

Among her historical and aca-
demic writings are: “Schoolcraft-
Hiawatha-Longfellow,” and
“Conquest of a Continent.

The present municipal judge
must disavow-jurisdiction when
representing a client whose case
is pending litigation before the
local court. It was at this point
Cutler called an associate judge-
ship a valuable adjunct to the
city’s municipal court.

The city’s newly installed char-
\er, effective in November, 1951,
permits appointment of an as-
sociate judge in accordance with
State laws. The charter also pro-
vides for a $2,000 to $6,000 year-
ly salary foi-*the Municipal judge.

Appointment of an associate
judge. Cutler Asserted, would not
only serve to keep jurisdictional
cases in the city but would help
relieve some of the burden con-
nected with the municipal jud-
ge’s office.

Slightly over two months re-
main before final petitions must
be filed for election of a new
municipal judge in April, 1953,
Cutler warned.

“It is now generally recognized
that the child who can not read
is greatly handicapped through-
out his life,” stated Mrs. Marjorie
Bromley, remedial reading teach-
er.

The answer to what is being
done here in the Plymouth school
system to help the child with this
handicap was the subject of a
panel discussion presented at
Starkweather P.T.A.’s last meet-
ing.

Planned and moderated by Don
Rank, the principal of Stark-
weather, the ]”el consisted of
Miss Mildred Field, the visiting
teacher, Mrs. Mary Strasen, the
school nurse. Miss Margaret Rob-

erts, a first grade teacher at
Starkweather, -and Mrs. Brom-
ley.

“One child in five has difficul-
ty reading because of some emot-
ional bloc, sometimes due to
jccilousy of a brother or sister,
family pressure to have the child
do as well as another, classroom
pressures, and the like,” said
Miss Field. The visiting teacher
goes to the family of the child
with such a handicap, and here in
Plymouth has the services of the
Psychological Testing Depart-
ment of the Wayne County Train-
ing school, and the Child Mental
Health Clinic at Ann Arbor. Miss
Field stated that she always has
had splendid cooperation, but
the demand for the above ser-
vices is so great that it often
takes a long time to carry out a
remedy for each child’s problem.

Mrs. Strasen presented the part
the school health program has
in helping where the child’s dif-
ficulty is due to a physical cause.

Miss Roberts stated that over-
crowded classrooms and absen-
teeism make it difficult for the
child, not otherwise handicapped,
to learn to read. The reading
teacher should hear each child
every day; furthermore, if a child
misses the few new words added
each day, it doesn’t take long
until he presents a real problem
requiring special help.

Mrs. Bromley, the Remedial
reading teacher, to whom a child
is referred for special help when
he drops behind his reading class,
explained the various methods
and instruments used in her
work.

More and more the people
who say they can take it or leave it always take it and never
leave it. Social modtes and customs almost dictate the neces-
sity of cocktail parties proceeding social functions. While this
may be 'a niatter of' personal concern to each individual the-
Christiati Church caianot stand by and allow the cncroachmmt
of this evil without making its protest. It must and does speak
out against any action which encourages the use of alcohol. The
only argument for rijpealing the present City ordinance regard-
ing the sale of liquor by the glass is that it will be profitable
for some business .'groups in the City of Plymouth. This is a
very weak and vicious argument. On this basis one could argue
that Jjrostitiition is ;also penriissable in that it, too, is a pro-
fitable enterprise. Any force which feeds on the weakness of
man arvi degrades,his nature as a spiritual being is an evil

force and the Church must resist it with all its power.

The Ministerial A'ssociation of Plymouth therefore wishes to go
on record as being unutterably opposed to the repeal of this
ordinance and ur'ges all fair thinking people who are concerned
with the welaf.er of Plymouth to vote against its repeal.

Behrendt Says He W|” Refuse $4’127 THE PLYMOUTH MAIL Thursday,OctoBw30,1952 S
Salary Hike Asked by Incumbent

Former Sheriff Edward Beh-
rendt says'he “does not want and
will not keep” any personal sal-
ary raise if elected November 4.

The promise will hold he
said, whether the pay hike is for
$4,127 a year, as asked by the
present sheriff, or any lesser
amount the County Supervisors
may vote as their present meet-
ing.

Behrendt’s goal is to match or
even better his record of 1947, his
first year in office, when his sav-
ings amounted to $77,726.49 out
of a budgetary appropriation that
had already been approved be-
fore his election.

The Supervisors have before
them the present sheriff’s request
that he be allowed $1,734,417 to
meet expenses of running the of-
fice during the next fiscal year,
which begins December 1

This appropriation, if finally
approved, will be $91,404 higher
than the currect fiscal year and
does not include any salary
raises the sheriff or his aides may
be given by the Supervisors,
Behrendt said.

Noting that the taxpayers’ bill
to operate the sheriff’s office dur-
ing the incumbent’s present term
will be well over three quarters
of a million dollars more than
when he was sheriff in 1947-48,
Behrendt said he is receiving en-
couragingly strong support for
his economy program  from
Democrats and Republicans alike.

“l believe public officials, in all
levels of government, should take
the lead to relieve the already op-
pressive burden of taxes,” Beh-
rendt said.

As his first step upon assum-
ing office, Behrendt said he
would  “begin unloading the
featherbed payroll of all unnec-
e.ssary personnel and political
paycheckers whose principal
interest is not in the job they do
for the taxpayers, but to keep in
office the man who appointed
them.”

Municipal Court
Collects $1,091
In Fees, Fines

The 40 municipal court cases
heard in September netted the
city $139. boo.sting to $1,091.95
in fines, "the fees collected by the
local court since July 1

The largest single amoupt to
date came from fines received in
city ordinance cases. That figure
ran to $880. Of that figure, $105
in fines were levied against 16
persons in September found
guilty of reckless driving, dis-
orderly conduct and other or-
dinance violations.

During the past month 17 new
civil suits were instigated in the
court of “first chance” netting
the city $65 of which $31 was
paid out for constable fees and
refunds to attorneys'.

High on the list of collections
for traffic violations was $206 in
fines collected by the Traffic
Bureau in September. To date,
since July 1, 1952, $564.00 has
been collected for these viola-
tions.

State and county cases heard
here since last July have netted
the city $75.95. Since September
1 seven such cases have been
processed by the court.

There is a scientific ibasis for
the waterfowl hunter’s hope for
an early, cold, and rainy fall.

That has been brought out by
a study of how many ducks were
shot in each hunting season since
1924. The study—just published
— was made by Joseph J. Hic-
key, professor of wildlife man-
agement at the University of Wis-
sonsin.

Professor Hickey found that
the greatest single influence on
year-to-year variations in hunt-
ing success is the weather.

The next most important is the
system of hunting regulations.
But the regulationstelxert their

Igreatest influence over a five-
lyear period or longer. The weath-
er accounts for the difference in
the number of ducks available
overhead during successive hunt-
ing seasons.

Why? Because nluebird weath-
er—Canadian for Indian summer
—keeps ducks in the Far North
where hunting pressure is very
light. When the clouds scud low
and the squalls move in—that’s
when the ducks move out, giving
U. S. hunters a chance.

How the regulations influence
hunting is shown by the statistics.
Some 64 per cent of banded adult
mallards died each year from all
causes around the end of the

1920s when seasons were long.
This was down to 40 per cent by
the end of the 1940s when seasons
had been shortened to counteract
the drastic effects of the drought.
More recently, the number has
been on the rise again, following
the lengthening of seasons.

But good duck weather—mean-
ing bad weather—may double the
take of ducks in any one year
over the previous year.

The conclusion Hickey draws is
this:

Hunting regulations affect the
duck haunting mortality—but they
can do so only over a period of a
few years, auid only on an aver-
age. The take in any one year
may be up or down depending
on the weather.

Hickey’s study of mallard hunt-
ing mortality is a part of one of
the moist complete surveys ever
made of banded birds in the Uni-
ted States. '

Working with all of the known
facts and figures available on bird
banding, including those of the
U. S. Fish and .Wildlife Service
which has issued bird bands and
kept records of returns since 1922,
Prof. Hickey took as his subject
mallard and redhead ducks, cor-
morants. herons, hawks, terns,
doves, owls, and bluejays.

The study was conducted in
1946-47 on a Guggenheim Fel-
lowship and has just been pub-
lished by the U. S. Fish and Wild-
life Service.

“For more than a quarter of a

century,” Hickey says, “profes-
sional and amateur ornithologists
— especially the latter — have

been banding birds on a gigantic
scale in North America. These
banders laid the foundation for
the research.”

Hickey found that the best
band returns were for the mal-
lard. Since 1924 some 275,000
mallards have been banded in
North America, and the recovery
of more than 40,000 of these bands
have been reported to the Fish
and Wildlife Service and to the
Canadian government. These
band recoveries, Hickey says,
“represent an enormous research
opportunity that should improve
the art of waterfowl manage-
ment in the years to come.”

From the mallard bands, Hic-
key was able to estimate that the
average mortality rate for adult
mallards in the Mississippi Val-
ley flyway is around 50 per cent

a year—that about half the to-
tal mallard population lives over
from one year to the next. The
other half dies from natural caus-
es or from hunter’s guns.

Hickey also found that mal-
lards raised in captivity ahd
turned loose in the fall have a
much poorer chance ,of Hying
through the hunting season than
wild mallards.

Redhead ducks, however, are
usually in greatest danger from
hunters. Young redheads are the
last of the ducks to get away
from the nests. As a result, they
are-relatively immature when the
hunting season starts — and as
much as 45 per cent are shot dur-
ing their first hunting season.

Hemting takes about 45 per
cent of the young redheads alive
on Sept. 1, and predators take an-
other 35 per cent before the red-
heads are a year old, bringing
the total annual loss of young
redheads to 7U per cent. This con-
trasts with a 55 per cent loss of
adult redheads each year.

These percentages can be com-
pared with the number of ruffed
grouse, for example, that fall to
hunters’ guns—only around 17
per cent of the total population,
according to «n edthnfite in New
York state. 'This indioij;™ that in
New-York, at least, tfe ruffed
grouse is actually undershot or
under-harvested. Waterfowl are

a much more complex and dif-"'

ficult resource to manage.

From reports by biologists over
the country,, Hickey,.learned that
the-average n-est of i female mal-
lard contains eight eggs. The av-
erage number of young mallards
in broods nii6|bers seven, and of
these between five and six sur-
vive until the time they are ready
to fly.

Bands recovered in a number
of areas indicate that at least 12
per cent of the adult mallard po-
pplation is harvested each vyear,
but this is a low estimate for the
country as a whole and probably
represents only one-half of the
number taken by hunters.

The end of the hunting season,
however, leaves the mallard po-
pulation is harvested each year,
each adult—just the right num-
ber. This may, not be true every
year, but is the average over a
long period of t"ne.

“It is of sothe interest that
ducks bandedfTon a federal refuge
in North Dakota showed the
highest recovery rates of those
that 1 examined.” Hickey points
out. “The implication, of course,
is that a federal refuge does not
necessarily place ducks out of the
reach of hunters.”

may also make the birds less
wary of hunters when migrations
take them away from protected
areas.

Split hunting seasons are just
plain hard on ducks. A split 30-
day season on the Pacific Coast
in 1934 “seems to have been fully
as lethal to these birds as a 60-
day season that preceded it Hic-
key found. Short hunting seasons
after 1929, ha-ve resulted in a one-
third drop in mallard mortality
rates along the Pacific Coast.

“Large-scale banding stations
strategically placed throughout
the main breeding grounds of
waterfowl can be expected to
yield valuable information on
the effectiveness of hunting reg-
ulations and provide a useful
guide for estimating the annual
kill,” Hickey concludes.

For Cold Weather Serving

“Tender beef served in a to-
mato sauce with onion season-
ing”—that’s the description many
fofes give of that favorite, swiss
steak.

A swiss steak need not always
be the same. Of course, prepa-
ration is always by the braising
method, only the ingredients
vary. For Instance, you can
braise the beef in a tomato
sauce and serve small onions on
the side, preferably cooked with
the meat. Or you can cook on-
ion slices and fresh or canned
tomatoes with the meat. The
beef may be round steak, chuck
or flank steak. Cooked by the
moist heat method these less-
tender cuts of meat become ten-
der and tasty.

Here are the steps to follow for
braising steak. First of all, dredge
the meat with flour, then thor-
oughly brown it on both sides in
a small amount of lard or drip-

ings. Next, add liquid (from

The basic method for cooking
flank is by braising (browning in
a little fat, then cooking slow-

Heres a recipe for a delicious
stuffed flank steak. The dressing
is delectably flavored with onions,
caraway seed and celery salt; the
stuffed steak is cooked until ten-
der in tomato juice.

Stuffed Flank Steak

1 flank steak
salt and pepper
2 tablespoons butter or margarine
\z cup finelg chopped onion
2 cups soft bread crumbs
14 teaspoon caraway Seed
*2 teaspoon celery salt
1 cup tomato juice

Have meat man score flank
steak. Sprinkle with salt and
pepper. Melt*at and in it lightly
cook onion. Mix with bread
crumbs, caraway seed, celery
salt and salt and pepper to taste.
SPread stuffing on unscored side
of steak and roll parallel to its
length. Tie in three or four places
with string or fasten with short
metal skewers and lace with
string. In a skillet or other heavy
utensil brown steak in a little hot
fat. Add tomato*juice, cover and
cook over a low heat or in a mod-
erate oven (350°F.) for 2 hours,
or until tender.

TipsonW ashing
Wool Blankets

Save yourself and your blan-
kets this fall when you do house-
hold laundry.

Essence of this new method is—
don’t agitate the soil out of the
blanket, soak it out. To begin
with, use a synthetic detergent
and operate the machine long
enough to dissolve the detergent
in luke warm water. Put in the
blanket and soak 15 to 20 min-
utes without ogerating the ma-
chine at all. While it 1s soaking,
turn the blanket by hand once
or twice.

For the rinsing process, re-
move the soapy water and allow
the blanket to soak four or five
minutes in clear tepid water. Re-
peat, so the Dblanket gets two
rinsings and during each one turn
the blanket twice by hand.

After the last rinse, stretch the
blanket to original size and dry.

When the blanket is dry there
is still more important work to be
done. Brush it well with a stiff
bristle brush to raise the nap.
Experiments prove that you can
stietch a blanket as much as 10
inches by brushing vigorously
with a .stiff brush.

If you have an automatic dry-
er, put in about four pounds of
dry towels with the blanket and
leave for 15 minutes. Remove the
blanket while it is still mo'ist and
finish di-ying in the air, then
brush it just as if it had been
dried on the line.

However, for the same reason,
full-year 1952 will not show such
a total.

Probably most textiles can he
bought foi' less now than they e in
in December. Sheets, blankets,
and other household goods will
become scarcer as Christmas aB-
proaches. although there will be
the customary “sales” in Janu-
ary. Carpets, including wool and
the blended types, are moving
well now even though they were
a drag on the market early this

there from as far away as India,
Austi Jia, France and Germany.
_ With maintenance costs an ob-
ject of consideration, the hotel has
its own fully equipped .laundry
that washes more than 67,000
pieces ekch month.

It has a one-man maintenance
crew who does nothing but re-
habilitate and decorate the 54
rooms that make up the guest
quarters. “Each week he is as-
signed to completely refurnish
one room,” says Hotel Manager
Ralph G. Lorenz. “It’s a job that
never ends.”

A modernization program that
cost nearly $200,000 in past years
has made the hotel facility ultra-
modern in its accommodations.

New furniture, draperies and
rooms decorated in light, popular
colors give individual rooms that
living-room look.

Among fts “firsts,” reveals its
management, were the installa-
tion of television sets in all rooms
with bath. “We were the finst
hotel in Michigan to give this
free’ service,” Lorenz reports.

Part of the constant rehabilita-
tion program of the hotel has led
to anew $15,000 cuisine that boasts
the latest in food preparation
equipment. It includes a complete

bake shop. A like $15,000 amount
was spent just three years ago
for new carpeting that covers
every square fodt of guest-room
space.

With emphasis on “service to
patrons,” the hotel never turns
away a guest.

“We maintain 22 rooms in
motels constantly,” Lorenz de-
clares, emphasizing that the hotel
does ever?/thlng it can to accom-
modate all guests without turn-
ing any away.

For heat, 125 tons oif coal were
used in 1951 to heat the 54 rooms.
Present heating improvements
have done away with the coal
stoker in favor of oil heat, one
more step forward in the modern-
|zat|onProgram. Added to this are
tons of air conditioning_equip-
ment constantly “vacuuming” the
air of dust particles.

The hotel also maintains ai)
informal travel bureau service
making travel arrangements for
its guests as an added service that
has helped make it one of Eastern

Michigan’s outstanding hotels,
stand_lngi minutes away from in-
dustrial Detroit, yet in the

istrially big. .
midst of a friendly, small city
atmosphere.

Manager of Mayflower Pulls Hotel
Cat of Financial "Doghouse’

Austrian born Ralph G. Lorenz,
manager of Hotel Mayflower,
took up rhanagerial reins here
in 1939, when, he recalls, “the
hotel, laboring under the ‘Great
Depression’, was mortgaged up to
the hilt.”

“l recall,” .he says, “when 85
per cent of'the nation’s hotels
were flat broke,” stating that
some of the independent hotels
which weren’t disbanded were
reincorporated.

This, however did not happen to
the Mayflower. With something
less than $100 in the bank, Lorenz
set about literally pulling the
hotel out of the financial “dog-
house”, putting operations on a
sound business basis.

There were staff cuts. Expen-
ses were pared and a huge pub-
licity program was embarked
upon that eventually took on
nation-wide proportions, with
private mailing lists eventually
exceeding 10,000.

Now, years after a contin-
uous hardj”ttmg'program that

Ralph G. Lorenz

has put the hotel operation in the
big business category, Lorenz
counts “hard business sense” as a
valuable asset.

The 54-room hotel, since the
days of financial chaos, has been
completely refurnished with mod-
ernistic furniture. Nearly $20.-
000 in new carpets has been in-
stalled throughout the hotel. The
Mayflower Wine Shop and Tap
Room were built, serving the
public as a valuable adjunct to
the hotel.

Added to this was the re-
cent opening of the Captain Room
adding dining facilities for 30
more persons, just one more addi-
tion that has made the hotel the
third largest taxpaying unit in
the city

Lorenz says the hotel lays claim
to having influence(#the growth
and progress of the city simplly
by making hotel facilities avail-
able to businessmen and indus-
trial leaders seeking a place to
conduct their meetings.

“We have been instrumental in
practically all building programs
here,” he declares. “People in-
strumental in such industrial or
business progress in the city have
been quartered or entertained
here.” o ]

Stressing equanimity and fri-
endliness In arranging banquets,
meetings or friendly get to-
gethers, Lorenz indicates that this
atmosphere has been instrumen-
tal in bringing about decisions
favorable to the progress of the

city.

zorenz came here from Austria
in 1921. After graduation from
Plymouth High school, he attend-
ed Michigan State Normal college,
receiving a B.A. degree there.

Following a partnership in the
Hillside Inn in 1937, the 42-year-
old expert in hotel protocol was
appointed Hotel Mayflower mana-
ger in 1939. )

Following his career in hotel
management, Lorenz served 27
mpnths as a senior lieutenant in
the Navy. As a supply officer on
overseas duty in the Pacific, he
was in cfaacge of food operations

Taking up reins a?ain after
the war, Lorenz exg oited the
Mayflower-Pilgrim theme that
has since been taken up”'s a city-
wide theme. "

The hotel’s now famed May-
flower Room is one example of
what retitling has done. In the
year since it was opened refurn-
iIshed and redecorated, over 100-
000 meals have been served to
persons coming here on business
or pleasure from throughout the
nation.

Lorenz is a member of the Nat-
ional Hotel Association, former
chairman of the 10-state Small
Hotels Association, and now vice-
president of the Michigan.

He is also a Rotarian and a
Board of Directors member of
the Chamber of Commerce here,
besides holding recognition, at
Michigan State College as a lec-
turer on the college’s newly in-
stalled Hotel Management curric-
ulum.

‘A Plymouth resident, Lorenz
resides at 45885 Ann Arbor trail
with his wife, Mabel, and four
children.

Down beneath the lobby, engi-
neers in the boiler room keep the
furnaces Eroperly fired, so that
heat and hot water are available
at any hour. An electrician stands
bY to make sure that the power
plant and lighting system func-
tion smoothly.

During the night hours, clean-
ers methodically go through the
hotel plant scrubbing the Kitch-
en and public rooms so that all
will be read%/ for the morning.

And for the guest, every serv-
ice and convenience is as near at
hand as his phone: doctor or den-
tist. beauty parlor or barber shop;
room service for food or beverage;
newsstand or florist: drugs or
smart clothing from lobby shops.

In its 25 years of service here
the Hotel Maglflower has not only
been regarded as a social and bus-
iness center of the community
but as club headquarters for 13
local service and fraternal organ-
izations.

The American Hotel Associa-
tion offers these five tips to ease
the lot of traveler and hotel man
alike:

1 Travel during off-peak per-
iods if ¥ou can. Unless the de-
fense effort expands into full
wartime scale, hotels will con-
tinue to be least crowded on Fri-
days, Saturdays, and Sundays.

The sales campaign, recorded in
a 1927 edition of The Plymouth
Mail, depicted the drive as some-
thing bordering a football riv-
alry, with all the spirit of a
closely knit community hard at
work, giving the city one more
thing to be proud of.

Doing a land-office business
during its 15-hour day is the
Hotel Mayflower’s Wine Shop.

"It’s a store within the hotel,”
says Manager Ralph G. Lorenz,
noting that it caters to hotel
guests and local residents with
a flair of the epicure stressing
the proper protocol of “wining
and dining.”

Stocked on the shelves of this
bustling four-year-old enterprise
are imported food delicacies from
Argentina, Japan, Germany,
Spain, France, and England.

From Japanese rice crackers to

\Dusseldorf prepared mustard, the

ishelves read like a travel folder
radventure.

Rare domestic “tidbits” are also
on the “menu” of the store’s of-
ferings.

They all are food delicacies of
the gourmet— the connoisseur
with the Epicurean view of eat-
ingr and drinking fine foods.

he Wine Shop is known
throughout the area as one of just
la few stores in which Michigan’s
famed Pinconning cheese is sold.

"We sell about 300 pounds of
it a week,” Lorenz states, adding
that oftentimes customers drive
20 or 30 miles to buy the
“twangy” cheese.

Besides Caviar, smoked crab-
apple oysters and spiced sweet
watermelon, the store displays
crystalware for wines, liquors,
and champagne.

Available for the gift buyer are
varying “nick-nacks”, beside the
gourmet’s “tools” for serving din-
ner guests.

The Wine Shop, located on the
Ann Arbor trail side of the hotel,
is open Monday through Satur-
day from 8 am. to 11 p.m.

Staffing the shop are Mrs. Lois
Fleury and Harry Knurium. '

Mayﬂo@er Has
Own Laundry

Washing and ironing an esti-
mated five tons of sheets, pillow
cases, aprons and a myriad of
other linens each week is a big
job most housewives would agree.

But that’s the job of three Hotel
Mayflower employees running
the hotel’s laundry.

Putting in a six-day week, the
women employees estimate the
use 225 pounds of soap. 50 pounds
of water softener and 50 pounds
of grease dissolvent.

Ince 1939, when the laundry
was first opened, some 3,380 tons
of linens have run the *scrub-
day” gauntlet.

‘Today that total may be even
higher.” With hotel rooms filled
daily, the staff of three are wash-
ing some 800 sheets each week.
Nearly twice that many pillow-
cases are returned to linen closets
washed and ironed.

With sparkling white linens
mandatory, the complete laundry
facility uses a barrel washing
machine that beats the dirt out
of a hundred pounds of linens at
one time.

A Spin - dryer, gas - operated
clothes dryer and rotary ironer
helps speed the huge week-in and
week-out operation.

The laundry was Manager
Ralph G. Lorenz’s first major
improvement to help cut down
“high_costs.”

In its ™-years of operation, he
says, “thousands of dollars have
been saved,” indicating that it
was one added measure to help
put the hotel on a “sound finan-
cial basis.”

Employed in the laundry are
Mrs. Agda Oaks. Mrs. Lorraine
Ingebritson and Mrs. Ada Adam.

Other Plymouth businessmen
