Homminga reveals that federal
grant-in-aids allocated to the
state for hospital construction
have been already earmarked up
to the expiration date (July 1
1954) of current federal subsidy
laws supporting hospital projects
of this Kind.

Federal aid would cover 40 per
cent of total construction costs.
In the case of the tri-area pro-
ject the grant-in-aid would pro-
vide $800,000 of revenues needed.

Population in the tri-city area,
including adjacent townships
totals approximately 43,000, more
than sufficient, Homminga ad-
mits, to support a 100-bed hos-
pital. He points out, however, that
federal subsidies cover just 35 per
cent of Michigan’s hospital needs.

“The Western Wayne county
area,” Homminga says, “is not
even listed by the State Health
Mpartment as a priority area fur
hospiUdl.paQ”tian.; .

“Obstaelfe 16 building the hos-
pital are to be expected, says Dr.
Oscar P. Rosebolt, chairman of
the Livonia study commission.
“We are not the least bit discour-
aged,” he remarks.

Dr. Rosebolt calls the need for
a tri-area hospital “urgent.” He
points out that one industrial
group is “predicating its 'services
on the basis of a 100,000, popula-
tion alone in Livonia.”

D ADLY neglected or soiled fumi-
A ture will benefit if you use an
oil-turpentine wash made by add-
ing 3 tablespoons of linseed oil to
1 tablespoon of turpentine mixed
in a quart of hot water. Wring a
soft cloth out in the mixture and
wash a small area. Dry ifnmediate-
ly with a soft cloth. Go over the
whole piece of furniture, doing a
small area at one time.

When washing furniture with an
oil-turpentine mixture does not help
it, try dipping a cloth in lemon oil,
then in rottenstone and rub over
the furniture, in the direction of
the grain. Wipe off immediately
with a cloth dipped in lemon oil.
Polish dry with clean flannel, then
use furniture polish.

Hot dishes set on wood surfaces
leave white spots. To remove these,
dampen a cloth in oil of camphor
or peppermint. Rub spot and allow
to dry, then polish with furniture
polish.

Many scratches on polished wood
surfaces can be darkened by using
extra furniture polish on these por-
tions.

RECIPE OF THE WEEK

Marinated Chicken Wings
(Serves 4)

2 pounds chicken wings
M cup melted butter or substi-

tute
Vi cup lemon juice

2 tablespoons chili sauce

1 teaspoon grated onicn

1 teaspoon salt

2 teaspoons prepared mustard
% teaspoon curry powder
Wash chicken wings in cold
water, dry carefully and place
in large bowl. Combine remain-
ing ingredients, mixing well and
pour over wings. Stir to coat
wings with sauce. Let stand for
A hour, then place in shallow
baking pan in a singe layer.
Bake in a moderate (350®F.)
oven until tender, about 45 min-
utes. Wings may be turned two
or three times.

Cigarette bums on wood finishes
should be treated as follows: wrap
fine steel wool around the eraser
end of a pencil and rub with grain
of wood to remove burned portion
Brush off scrapings. Apply kero-
sene and let dry. Apply carefully,
with a very fine paint brush, some
shellac and let dry. Repeat shellac
coatings as necessary, then use
furniture polish to finiah.

Local Doctors

Local draft board officials to-
day discounted the growing con-
cern_of some persons that many
of Plymouth’s doctors will be
drafted JUSt because they have
been ordered to report for pre-
liminary physical examinations.

Physicians and dentist.s up to
51 years of age throughout the
state have been instructed to
take physicals, draft board offic-
jals said. “This does not mean
they will be drafted into the
Armed Forces.”

“A  State Medical Advisory
Commission reviews all medical
personnel files,” officials pointed
out, ‘helping determine who in
their opinion is essential to their
community.”

Four priority categories de-
termine, in the last analysis, they
said who among the rr.edical
personnel will bo pressed into
service for military duty,

These consist of the four fol-
lowing priorities:

1 Students wha. were deferred
to complete their medical train-
|n% during the war. )

. Student doctors who received
medical training while in the
Armed Forces, yet who did not
have up to 21 months of military
service, or those who were defer-
red until 1948.

3. Medical Personnel who have
had no military service.

4. Medical personnel who have
had military service.

He also pointed out to the
Commissioners  that  lawsuits
could stem from putting a prema-
ture stamp of approval on wa-
ter fluorination. telling of injunc-
tion suits in Cleveland and Se-
attle where legislation on fluorine
resulted in court battles.

As a final warning. Dr. Barber
said that scientific experiments in
England indicated that water
fluorination might Il'esult in Den-
tal Caries, a rapid decay of teeth.
This was I'evealed, he said, in a
“personal communication” from
a physician in Great Britain with
whom he corresponds.

Water fluorination is no; con-
nected with current programs in
the schools where student’s teeth
are painted with a sodium fluor-
ide compound, termed by Dr.
Barber as “non-injurious.”

The Michi%an Department of
Agriculture has established in-
spection stations at sevcMal plac-
es on the highways leading from
the Christmas tree producing
areas of the state. State inspec-
tors at the stations will check on
Christmas trees .and' boughs be-
ing transported to determine if
they are accompanied by a bill
of sale as required by state law.
Other inspectors will free lance
in the tree and bough-cutting
area and in metropolitan centers
to see if the provisions of the
state law are complied with.

State laws require that Christ-
mas trees be accompanied by a

bill of sale signed by the property
owner from whom the trees or-
iginated. The bill of sale is proof
that the trees have been legally

Land own-
ers who desire to transport
Christmas trees or evergreen
boughs taken from their own
property may carry the property
deed or a tax receipt in lieu of a
legal bill of sale.

Anyone
desiring to move rooted trees or
shrubs from one property to an-
other should apply to the Depart-
ment of Agriculture for inspect-
ion before the trees or shrubs are
moved. Requests for further in-
formation and bill of sale forms
may 'ce obtained from C. A Boy-
er, Chief, Bureau of Plant In-
dustry, Michigan Department of
Agriculture.

This recipe and modem method
of roasting turkey can also be
used for roasting chicken.

Units Singly to
Avoid"Blackout"

When one electric “blackout”
follows another in the home,
householders often wonder what
ails their electric systems. Fre-
quently fuses blow out just after
the current is restored following
a power failure—for example,
during a thunder storm.

To save blown fuses that cause
the second blackout, disconnect
some household motors as well
as such appliances as television
sets that draw heavily on electric
current, specialists of the REA,
USDA advise. Many people don’t
realize that household motors
often need 3 or 4 times as much
current in starting as in running.
When the current comes back
after a power interruption, auto-
matic motors such as those in re-
frigei ators, home freezers, pumps
and water heaters may start all
at once. This can add up to an
overload on wires, especially if
lights and other appliances are
on. Then the call for current is
more than the wires can supply
for long, and fuses blow out.
When wires are overloaded, it’s
hard on motors, too. They start
.slowly and may become over-
heated.

This is why the specialists say
it pays to di.sconnect some ap-
pliances while the current is off.
When it comes on, turn appli-
ances on gradually .so that one
motor is running before another
is called on to start. This saves
fuses, motors, wires* and trouble.

Using a 12 gauge rifled
slug, John E. Pint, of 42005
Micol, dropped an eight-point,
160-pound buck at Island lake,
near Brighton, last Saturday. His
was the first recorded kill in
Plymouth Mail survey. ]

n a father and son combina-
tion, Everett Schroeder, of 864
South Main street, beat out elder
Roy, his father, bringing home a
140-pound lot of deer streaks.
Schroeder, the younger, sighted
down on his kill at West Branch.

Looking at the deer Kills from
the woman’s angle, sportswoman,
Mrs. Edith Bredin, of 232 Ann
street, outpaced a IUO-pound, five
point buck with a rifled slug from
a 20-gauge shotgun.

Mrs. Leon Stefaniak. also rep-
resentingi1 the women among
Plymouth deer hunters, brought
down her season’s kill last Sun-
day. Her husband. Leon, also ac-
counted for a buck. One of the
animals, a six-point buck, weigh-
ed 116 pounds dressed, the other,
a four-point buck, weighted in
rough dressed at TIT.

The third of these latter three
kills, recorded by Lorandson
Locker Service, of 192 West Lib-
erty, was Al Balden. His Satur-
day deer kill weighted in at 143~
pounds rough dressed.

McAullister Bros. Grocery, 14720
Northville road, reports an addit-
ional seven deer kills over the
weekend. Names and statistical
data of persons bringing in the
animals to be dressed are not
available.

ONE OF THE ELECTION RESULTS is that many new county
officials will take over new duties come Jan. 1

To make sure that there is no dangerous or inconvenient lag in
county business because of this, the Michigan Institute of Local Gov-
ernment will give its fifth biennial short course for newly elected
county officers at Kellogg Center in East Lansing Dec. 15-17.

D. Hale Brake, state treasurer and Institute chairman, is given
credit for the rapid growth of interest in grassroots government.

He is also being talked about as the GOP candidate for gover-
nor in 1954. That talk is hush-hush at this stage of the game with a
recount coming up on the Nov. 4 election. But his admirers, and
they come from every part of Michigan, feel that his plain, straight-
from-the-shoulder talking is the antidote to the personal glamor of
the hard-to-stop Gov. Soapy.

MICHIGAN HISTORY is growing in popularity. Local histori-
cal societies are domP a good job of letting the public know that
there is still much valuable historical data hidden in attics of Mich-
igan homes.

But as each year rolls along, more and more priceless material
is destroyed in period housecleaning sessions. Every time a family
moves, it discards accumulations that may go back to the early da%s
of statehood. So the continued boom in home-building doesn't make
local historians too happy.

THEY ARE HAPPY, though, about the publicity that is bein
given now to a Michigan law of 1948 that permits county boards o
supi'rvisors to appropriate public funds to voluntt'er historical asso-
ciations. “It’s one of the best laws in the country,” says 'Vernon R.
Beall of the Michigan Historical Association.

LOOK FOR LEGISLATION to be introduced early in the 1953
session that would increase membership of Township™ Boards.

A Michigan Supreme Court decision—which received little
public attention because of campaign headlines—said that Justices
of the Peace may no longer serve on Town Boards. JPs are mem-
bers of the judiciary and therefore are prevented by fhe Constitution
from taking part in administrative or legislative branches of the
government.

FOR MORE THAN A HUNDRED YEARS justices have been
considered regular members of such boards and the decision came
as a bombshell to local governments. They hope that there will be
no lawsuits to question the legality of board action taken during
the century while JPs sat unconstitutionally.

Town Boards now have only three members, the supervisor,
clerk and treasurer, where once they had two or four justices also.
That means its harder to get a quorum and harder to get a cross-
section in deliberation.

NEW LEGISLATION will probably provide for two or four
“board members” to make a more workable board.
