The heritage and spirit of America stems from a 
small group of people who came in the year 1620 to the 
shores of what is now Massachusetts, and who founded 
the city we know as Plymouth, Massachusetts. The story 
of that landing and the founding of that colony is 
very appropriately the theme in a beautiful set of murals 
in the Mayflower Room of the Mayflower Hotel in our 
own city of Plymouth. The story of those hardy souls is 
one of the heroic epics in history.

They came to a howling wilderness, peopled by 
savaCMh with no trace of civilization as they knew it.

luent history of their small be^nning 
Illy nation which is now the United states, 

they e ^ e ,  as did the Spanish conquistadors in
the sotftfidhi part of the country, for loot or conquest; 
they came that in peace and in freedom of conscience 
they might .worship God as they wanted to. It is a 
story of the search of man for the meaning of his life.

That heritage has always been a part of American 
life. It has been a guiding light in all our history. Only 
that strong sense of personal devotion to4he best that 
man knows made possible the courage and moral 
strength which carried our forefathers through the dark 
years of the Revolution, and guided them into the moral 
insight of the Constitution which they produced. Run­
ning strongly through all their tradition was the sense 
that they were led of God, that they were helped of God, 
and that they trusted in God. The compelling witness 
to that stat^nent is the motto of this country, “In God 
we trust”; not in man, nor kings, nor rulers, but in God.

The tradition of Thanksgiving, in its truest sense, 
is that we recognize that all that we have, and all our 
well-being, is from above, and not just the result of our 
own efforts or cleverness. It is the recognition of a Hand 
other than our own, which has made possible to us 
W h  the prosperity and freedom which we enjoy. An<i 
even if one would say that it is merely the fact that 
this country has been rich in resources, it is still true 
that all that we have has been given, and will some 
day be taken, and life is a trust.

To deny this, and to say that all man is can be 
summed up in material terms is to state that “man is 
an ape, reft of his tail, and grown rusty at climbing.” 
To deny the spiritual relationship of man is to reduce 
living to the place where man is simply an ape, on a 
higher level, but still grubbing for ground nuts. This 
attitude is the prelude to decadence and destruction. To 
give thanks is to remind ourselves that we come from 
God, belong to God, and depend on God.

Though non-teaching person­
nel of the schoois did not figure ia  
the teacher salary hike, the Board 
of Education is currently study­
ing uphill salary adjustments for 
the non-professionals. Indications 
are, Superintendent of Schools Is- 
bister said, that the .“Board of 
Eld ucation will hand down its de­
cision on salaries of non-teaching 
personnel in about two weeks.”

He declined to speculate at this 
time as to the exact amount the 
Board might award each of the 
school workers. Some 26 full time 
employes would be affected as 
well as numerous part-time help.

Speaking off-the-cuff. Super­
intendent Isbister praised the 
Board of Education for its for­
ward looking legislation bringing 
up toward “par” the salaries paid 
teachers in cities considerably 
larger than Plymouth and its 
environs.

“It is evidence of sensitivity on 
the part of the Board to see the 
needs of the te’aching staff and

In m ^ing their decision on the 
salary hike, the Board cited these 
three reasons justifying the $300 
raise:

Sibbold.

The plan, says Sibbold, would 
require that all organizations 
planning special events of pro­
grams register these events with 
the Chamber. A giant calendar 
will be kept to record the affairs 
and each week they will be pub­
lished in the Plymouth Mail as a 
schedule of “events to come”.

A second, and perhaps most 
important, function of thi.s ser­
vice, says Sibbold, is that it will 
allow local organizations to call 
the Chamber before setting a date 
for any event to avoid conflict 
with other organizations.

“At present we’re sending cards 
to a l l  service organizations, 
church groups and other clubs 
urging them to cooperate in this 
new plan,” said Sibbold. He stat­
ed that the service is being adopt­
ed on a six months’ trial basis to 
discover how well it is received.

Leader-Dog Week Set to 
Help Blind Gain Social, 
Mobile Independence

(Continued from Page 11 ^ ' 
that total darkness is certain to 
bring.

Just in case you’re a little skep­
tical, here is what officials of the 
Rochester training school say: 
“Blindness isolates its victims. 
They cannot see to walk, eat, 
read, work or play as normal per­
sons. They arc often dependant 
on the kindness of relatives or 
friends to help them through the 
day.”

“The blind nxan’s restored mob­
ility open to him a new world of 
freedom,” these officials assert. 
"With his Leader-Dog he can go 
to a store, he can shop, he can 
board a bus and go across town, 
he can take a train across the 
country— alone.”

But leaders in helping the blind 
reveal that there are thousands 
of blind persons who do not have 
Leader-Dogs.

The reason they point out is 
because "only a. few hundred 
dogs, can be trained each year 
because of limited training 
schools facilities and the high 
cost of the dog’s “education.”

Most Leader-Dogs, Fred L. 
Maynard, Director of the Roches­
ter training school says, are Ger- 
nrian Shepherds, German Boxers, 
and Labrador Retrievers. Collies 
and other breeds that meausre up 
to the school’s standard are also 
used, he notes.

Dogs must have size, good 
health, sound nervous systems, 
high intelligence .sense of respon­
sibility, friendly disposition and 
even temperament, the director 
statjES, This L just Ihe beginning 
of a training of Leader-Dogs that 
may exceed 18 months, costing 
$1,250.

Along with training the dogs, 
personnel at the Rochester school 
also train the blind. To be eligible 
for a Leader-Dog blind persons 
must be between 18 and 55 years 
old.

These students live under con­
stant supervision during a mini­
mum of four weeks of instruc­
tion. The training is the blind 
man’s re-education emotionally 
and physicially to “an entirely 
new way of effective living.”

He learns how to follow the 
dog, obey its movement as the 
dog winds its way through haz­

1 envelope unflavored gelatine

Turkey left over from the holiday meal and cranberry jelly make a 
new and festive reappearance in a two-tone gelatine salad. Both layers 
of the cranberry turkey salad are prepared with unflavored gelatine, 
the kind that allows maximum enjoyrnent of natural flavors and colors. 
One envelope of gelatine combined with mayonnaise and left-over tur­
key makes a creamy layer, and the second envelope molds the cran­
berry jelly to supply brightness and tartness to the dish. Serve salad on 
cabbage slaw and surround with bread and butter sandwiches cut with 
turkey cookie cutter.

Cranberry Turkey Salad
Lni/er I

1 tablespoon lemon juice 
cup mayonnaise or salad dressing 

1 cup diced cooked turkey 
3 tablespoons minced green pepper 

®4 cup diced celery
Soften gelatine in cold chicken bouillon. Add hot bouillon and salt and 

stir until dissolved. Cool, add lemon juice and mayonnaise. Stir in tur­
key, green pepper and celery. Pour into large mold; chill until almost 
firm. While this mixtui'e is chilling, prepare the following cranberry 
mixture.

1 envelope unflavored gelatine 4̂ teaspoon salt 

’■_> cup cold water 1 tablespoon lemon juice
?4 cup hot water 1 1-pound can jellied ci anberry sauce
Soften gelatine in cold water. Dissolve in hot water, stirring thor­

oughly. Add salt and lemon juice. If desired, cut a ^a-inch thick slice 
from jellied cranberry sauce; cut with scalloped cookie cutter; reserve 
for garnishing finished mold. Crush remaining sauce with a fork. Add 
to gelatine mixture; beat with rotary l>eater until smooth. Turn on top 
of first layer. Chill until firm. Unmold and surround with cabbage slaw. 
YIELD: 10 servings.

Babson Park, Mass., November 

26. During my recent trip thruugh 
the Central West I heard much 
complaint due to the drought. 
Some sections of Kansas, Okla­
homa and Texas have not had a 
drop of beneficial rain for six 
months.

EFFECTS OF DROUGHT 
Good pasture and good crop.s 

need sunshine and rain, as well

as good soil and cultivation. Es­
pecially, without sufficient rain, 
the crops fail. This, in turn, 
mtan.s less feed for the cattle, 
hogs and other livestock, forcing 
them to market at lower prices. 
Furthermore, the longer a dio- 
ught lasts, the more serious are 
the results.

Hence, everyone is asking: 
"How long will the drought last?” 
Statistics indicate that no one can 
an.-wor with certainty. Some

droughts last only six months; 
others have lasted three years. 
Due to the many recent fat years 
which the Central West has en­
joyed, it is logical that a drought 
is now due and that it may last 
longer than we all hope. Certain­
ly, our new President cannot 
make clouds: even scientists can­
not make rain when there are no 
clouds.

CHANGING CLIMATE
AND TEMPERATURE 

Businessmen are not only watch­
ing the rainfall (or lack of it), but 
also the temperature. Whether 
traveling in the United States or 
Canada, people tell me that both

the winters and summers are get­
ting warmer. This is true with the 
exception of Florida, which is 
having cooler winters and more

years. But this is nothing for us 
now to get excited about. This 3̂  
is not the cause of fish going 
north, nor a cause for you to 
change your business.

The changes in temperature 
from year to year which you, the 
cattle and the fi.sh recognize are 
due to the changing winds. What 
causes these changes in the dir­
ection of prevailing wunds is de­
batable, It may be supports, but 
I believe Gravity is the basic 
cause of the warm winds blow'- 
ing over the Northern Hcmis-

phere. The fact that more cold 
winds are, at the same time, 
blowing over the Southern Hem­
isphere should interest every far­
mer in the study of Gravity. In 
the meantime, don’t believe that 
we will not have more early 
frosts.

PROPHET

When discussing the winds 
with a famous weather c.xpci't, he 
referred me to Jesus’ comments 
on the w’inds of 2000 years ago. 
In the Eighth Ver.se of the Third 
Chapter of St. John we find Jesus 
saying: “The wind bloweth where 
I t  will and thou hearcst its sound.

but dost thou know from where 
it comes’’— or a better transla­
tion is "why ;t comes.”

Jesus discouraged His follow- 
eis from depending upon ne 
weather or other material things, 
urging them to "be born again”— 
this time to he born "of the 
spirit.” This surely is the advice 
.America needs today. Only by a 
spiritual r i ’i i i r th  can we forge 
:;hc' ' ,d— as did t h e  founders of 
ou:' nation— irrespective of 
v.vather. sttick mai kets. business­
es or even foreign nations.

Packard For ‘53 Sees New Models Added to Market
’ The Packard Motor Car com­
pany lust \vt‘ck introduced its 
1953-model automobiles headed 
by an entirely new upper-priced 
lu,k» and a series ol' medium-pric­
ed vehicles.

Packard’s return to the higher 
bracket models ittark.- the first 
time in 15 yeais the firm has re­
turned to uppei-pi ieed vehicles, 
known as the ' Puckurd" models 
since their introduction. T'm 
medium-prieed line are called 
“Packard Clipper".

Prices for the Clipper line will 
range from .S2.534 to .$2,795; the

Packard line will carry price tags 
from $3,234 to $3,735 and will also 
include three custom models pric­
ed up to $6,.900.

The new lines are the first to be 
brought out bv Packard under 
the new company administration 
headed by James J. Nance. Nance 
former head of Hotpoint, Inc., ap­
pliance manufacturing subsidiary 
of General Electric, said the new 
price schedule includes a couple 
of reductions of from $50 to $62. 
The company’s pricing program. 
Nance said, was des'.gned to "hold 
the line" on prices.

Price changes, he added, were 
made "in both directions on spe­
cific models.”

The new Packaid cars will of­
fer power steering, power bi akes, 
automatic transmission, air con­
ditioning, more powerful engines 
and numerous other mechanical 
advancx ŝ.

In the upper priced line, horse­
power output has been stepped 
up from 155 to 180; on the Clipper 
Standard from 135 to 150. The 
horsepower increases, Packard 
reports, have been achieved 
through a redesigning of the com­

bustion chamber in the cylinder 
head.

New on the 180-horsepower en­
gine is a four-barrel carburetor 
designed to more evenly distrib­
ute fuel to the combustion cham­
bers.

The contour styling which 
Packard adopted in 1951 has been 
retained for the 1953 models, em­
phasizing low hood and high fen­
ders. The body silhouette has 
been altered and greater glass 
area has been provided in both 
windshield and I'ear window.

Packard once dominated the 
so-called quality car marxet, with 
about 60 per cent of its market.

Frozen Poultry

Thaw poultry in the package on 
a shelf in the refrigerator;-or, if 
time cToes not permit, at room 
temperature; or in front of an 
electric fan. The time for de­
frosting depends upon the size 
of the bird. Allow 6 hours per 
pound to defrost a bird in a 
household refrigerator and ap­
proximately 1 hour per pound to 
thaw at room temperature. Poul­
try may also be thawed, in an 
emergency, in cold running 
water, allowing approximately 2 
hours .

When thawed, cook at once. 
Cook thawed birds like you 
would freshly di’essed poultry. 
Poultry that is not thawed be­
fore cooking requires a longer 
cooking time and should be start­
ed at a lo^'or cooking tempera­
ture, in order to give a uniformly 
cooked product.

For frying, dredge pieces of 
chicken jn seasoned flour or 
crumbs. Brown pieces on both 
sides in a skillet with hot melted 
fat. When browned, cover and 
cook slowly over low heat until 
tender. Another method is to 
cook in boiling water for 20 min­
utes and then fini.sh cooking and 
brown in deep fat (350 ) for 10 
minutes. Unless chicken is thaw­
ed there will be considerable 
spattering of fat and crumbs 
until it will not adhere to meat.

Wipe dry the thawed halves of 
broiler.s and brush with melted 
butter or fat if you plan on broil­
ing poultry. Place on greased 
broiler rack, skin side down. 
Broil the chicken on the rack, 4 
inches below the heat. Turn 
every 10 minutes, brushing with 
fat after each turning. Cook 40 
to 60 minutes, until tender, ac­
cording to the weight of the bird. 
Turn heat off, season and serve. 
Chicken may be left in broiler 10 
minutes longer after the heat is 
turned off for further cooking.

To roast, remove the giblets 
from the cavity. Sprinkle cavity 
of thawed bird with salt, and 
stuff with a favorite dressing. 
Truss. Brush with melted fat. 
Place on rack, breast down, in a 
shallow pan. Roast in a slow oven 
at 325 degrees until lender. Baste 
with drippings or cover bird w'ith 
cloth dripped in melted unsalted 
fat. Do not add water. Do not 
cover. If meat thermometer is 
used, cook to a temperature of 
190 degrees.

Complete thawing is not re­
quired for fricassee chicken. Sep­
arate pieces; dredge in seasoned 
Hour. Brown slowly in a small 
amount of fat. Place in a well- 
greased cas.serolc, cover with hot 
milk or light cream, cover casser­
ole, and bake in a slow oven, 300 
to 325 degrees, 1 to 3 hours, or 
until tender.

T amale Pie,G ood Way 
to Use Meat Leftovers

If you have left-over cooked 
meat, you can make tasty use of 
it in tamale pie. You’ll need l ’i> 
cups of the cooked meat, ground.

Start by stirring 1 cup of corn 
meal slowly into 3 cups of rap­
idly boiling water to which IV2 
teaspoons of salt have been add­
ed. Bring to a boil over direct 
heat. Then cover and cook for 45 
minutes over boiling water, stir­
ring the mixture occasionally. 
Cook 1 diced onion and 1 diced 
green pepper in 3 tablespoons of 
fat until the vegetables are ten­
der. Remove them from the fat 
and add to the fat, the meat, and 
1>2 cups of drained canned or 
cooked tomatoes, and chili pow­
der and salt. Heat the mixture 
thoroughly.

Pour a layer of the cooked 
corn meal into a greased baking 
dish, add the meat mixture, and 
cover with the rest of the corn 
meal. Bake in a moderately hot 
oven for half an hour. Serve the 
tamale pie with a crisp green 
salad.

Pumpkin Pie time is here again, 
though we can’t understand why 
such a favorite should know a sea­
son. Made up as it is with good 
nourishing milk and eggs, and 
housed in an energy-rich crust, it 
can play a mighty big part in 
rounding out the meal. Add to that 
its spicy goodness and you have a 
dish that’s just plain “Good Eat­
ing”.

Here’s our recipe, to which 
you’ll want to give your own little 
twists, no doubt, and the serving 
^icks yoyr family likes;

GRANDMOTHER’S 
PUMPKIN PIE

2/3 cup sugar, granulated or 
dark brown

1 slightly rounded cup of- 
pumpkin

,% teaspoon salt
2 eggs, unbeaten
1 tall can (1 and 2/3 cups) 

undiluted evaporated milk
2 teaspoons cinnamon 

% teaspoon ginger
% teaspoon mace 
% teaspoon nutmeg 
1/3 cup boiling water

Combine first four ingredients, 
mixing well. Gradually add the 
undiluted evaporated milk. Mix 
together in custard cup or small 
bowl the spices, then stir in slow­
ly the boiling water. Stir this into 
the pumpkin mixture. When well 
blended, pour most of it into ac 
nine-inch pie dish linrtl with your 
favorite jtastry. If this has been 
brushed with melted butter and 
chilled for a little while, under­
crust sogginess will be prevented 
in this type and in fruit pies.

Place on oven rack, slightly be­
low the miildlo of the oven. Add 
rest of filling. Bake in a hot oven, 
450 degree.s, for 10 to 12 minutes 
or until the crust begins to brown, 
then reduce the temperature to 
:;00 degrees, a moderately slow 
oven, and continue baking for 
around 40 minutes or until a silver 
knife inserted in the side of the 
filling will come out clean. The 
center of the filling will be some­
what soft but the heat of the pie 
will cause it to set tvhile cooling. 
Cool on a cake rack, not in the 
refrigerator. Tliis is a pie best 
served at room temperature.

Shoulder Butt Ideal For Small Family
A small family .size roost— is 

that what you ore looking foi'? 
A smoked shoulder butt is one 
answer for you.

This roast i.s the eye of the 
Boston butt (weighing from 2 
to 4 pounds) which has been 
cured and smoked. It may be 
roa.sted the same as a ham. Place 
it on a rack in an open roosting 
pan. Use a roast meat thermome­
ter if you have one. Insert it so 
that the bulb of the thermometer 
reaches the center of the meal. 
Leave the pon uncovered ond 
cook without water in a slow 
oven (300'F.) until the thermom­
eter registers 160 F. This will 
take from 35 to 40 minutes per 
pound.

I Give tliis small roost a glaze 
the same as tlu- Ham. About 30 
minutes beture it is cooked, rc- 

I move it Isom your oven and 
I pour ol'f tile drippings. Mix 
I cup of brown sugar with 1 tablc- 
1 spoon of flour, '4 teaspoon mus- 
it'iid and 2 taMespoonss of vine- 
jgar. Spread this mixture over 

smoked butt and stick it 
j  with whole cloves. Place the 
! meat back in the oven to finish 
1 cooking and for setting the glaze.

Try These Tricks 
ForM aking Fresh 
Applesauce

There are tricks to making 
even as simple and familiar a 
dish as fresh applesauce— if you 
want to save time and fine flavor.

If you are making sauce in 
quantity, cookery specialists sug­
gest the following method to save 
time in peeling: Wash, quarter 
and core apples. Cook until soft 
in a small quantity of water in a 
covered pan. Put apples through 
a food press that removes skins 
easily and rapidly and gives a 
smooth sauce. If red apples are 
used, sauce made this way has 
an attractive pinkish tint from 
the peel. Add a few grains of 
salt and sweeten to taste while 
still hot.

The quantity of water used de­
pends on the juiciness of the fruit 
and also on how thick you like 
your sauce. If you add too much 
water and then have to cook the 
sauce down, the flavor may be 
changed. By having the pan 
closely covered, you can use just 
a little water and cook only until 
the apples are soft. Even so, it 
pays to “watch the pot” and ad­
just the heat to avcid scorching.

Another way to make apple­
sauce is to pare quartered and 
coi-isd apples, cook as above, and, 
when apples are tender, crush 
pieces with a potato masher or 
stir until smooth. Add salt and. 
sweeten to taste.

Early fresh apples usually have 
so much flavor of their own that 
the sauce needs no extra touches. 
But for variety, brown sugar or 
honey may be used for sweeten­
ing, or the apples may be cooked 
with raisins, a few whole cloves 
or a stick of cinnamon. Remove 
the cinnamon before serving.

If apples are very mild, cook 
with a little lemon juice for 
tartness.

In the midst of every deer season, there is a group of Michi­
ganders who decry the annual migration into the northland.

While they have a valid criticism of the needless human deaths 
that occur from carelessness or accident, they seem to devote most 
of their denunciation to the “cruelty" of killing poor dumb animals.

Now rises George A. Petrides of the department of fisheries and 
wild life at Michigan State College.

“Wild game is a crop." he contends: “it should be harvested.”
In fact, he makes a strong case for the humanitarian aspects of 

hunting. “Every spring the breeding pheasants, quail, grouse, tur­
keys. ducks, geese, rabbits, squirrels and deer begin to raise fami­
lies,” he points out. “These young animals grow up during the warm 
months when food and weather are kind.

"By the time autumn comes, the original spring population of 
wild game has increased manyfold.

“But what is to happen to these animals? Are they to live hap­
pily through the winter and in turn all raise more families in the 
spring? In order to protect the species, only the hardiest are chosen 
to live to spring. The surplus animals are lost to starvation, freezing, 
predators or disease.”

This is a wasteful process, charges Petrides. “Thousands of ani­
mals die every year," he points out, “and death by starvation or 
freezing is a cruel death.”

There is nothing cruel about hunting, he contends. “As grains 
and fruits, timber and beef are harvested as gifts of nature, so the 
harvest of game is given us. Man lives by nature’s laws; he lives or 
he dies according to whether he wisely uses the gifts, the resources, 
given him.

“The wise use of the game crop definitely includes the under­
standing that it should be harvested. As a renewable resource under 
proper management, the wildlife of America can always be with us 
and our children and their offspring.

Just how valuable a resource Michigan game is is illustrated 
by some figures compiled by Charles Shick of MSC’s department of 
conservation.

The value of Michigan's fur crop last year was greater than $2 
million. Rye crops that year were worth $1.38 million.

Seventy-six hundred tons of wild meat went to Michigan tables 
in '51. Its value was more than $10 million (sugarbeets in ’51 totalled 
$7 million) an3 it would provide food for a whole year for over 
21,000 families of four persons each.

The cash value of fur and meat taken from Michigan woods last 
year was $12 million, enough to purchase a thousand average-sized 
homes at today's prices.

Hunting provides another great economic factor in Michigan 
life . . . the money spent by hunters and their parties.

There were 700,000 small game hunters, 400,000 deer hunters 
and 20,000 trappers. To that can be added the great arfny pf tourists, 
picnickers, naturalists and photographers who Simply enjoy seeing 
wild birds and animals. ,

Michigan farms can be mighty dangerous. '
In the first eight months of this year, 35 people were killed in 

farm accidents. There were 603 serious mishaps and 14 persons were 
permanently disabled by them. '

A hundred eighty-two were using unsafe methods; 39 didn't use 
safety devices which were available: 191 were hurrying so they grew 
careless and 33 were too tired to take proper care.

Farm homes aren't the havens we dream of them as. A hundred 
fifty-eight serious accidents occurred in rural homes: 270 at farm 
work.

While Houston and New Orleans have been waging a Deep 
South battle for the honor of being America’s second largest port. 
Michigan just quietly ups and walks away w'ith the title for the 
third straight month.

It was Detroit that brought the honor to our state. It handled 
dollar volume of imports and exports second only to New York City.

During the first six months of this year. Imports entering this 
country through the Motor City port were 1,483 7o greater than in 
1933. Export trade in that same period, increased 1.132%.

It’s probably no accident that the 21 largest cities in the United 
States are located on navigable waters.

More Michiganders vacation in Florida than in any other state 
. . . except their own. It's been estimated that over 200,000 from 
Michigan visited Florida last year.

Look for demands upon the Michigan Legislature to revise that 
law which whacks up the cosf of railroad grade separation. Typical 
is a Detroit case where 12 such grade separations are proposed. The 
five railroads involved would be assessed a total of $2.94 million 
compared to the public’s cost of $16.66 million.

The Detroit Times puts the argument in a nutshell: “The tax­
payer can't understand why he should pay huge amounts to keep 
out of the trains' way. It would seem more logical that the railroads 
pay the cost of keeping out of the taxpayers’ way."

A Michigan survey shows that the average allowance for high 
school youngsters is $2 to $3 per week. It also shows that inflation- 
day rates for baby sitting and other teen age chores bring an average 
income of almost $10.

Michigan's Isle Royal is the only national park which cannot be 
reached by automobile. The National Parks Services of the U. S. De­
partment of Interior has just announced that 96.5% of all visitors to 
national parks travel there by auto. f~

Isle Royale’s 2,370 visitors in 1951 came by boat or plane. That 
number is the smallest of any national park; even Alaska’s Mt. Mc­
Kinley had 8,634. Then comes Big Bend in Texas with 82,956 and 
after that all parks number visitors in six figures.
