All three are Republicans.
There is at this time no hint that
any of the incumbents will be op-
posed except for the treasurer’s
office.

For that office three nominees
will seek candidacies in the Feb-
ruary 16 primai-y election. This
will be the first time in the town-
ship’s history that a primary elec-
tion for local nominees will be
held. It takes the place of a sys-
tem of caucusing for varying can-
didacies.

Indications are up to the pre-
sent time that none of the of-
fices will be opposed by Dem-
ocratic candidates in April.

Township Clerk Norman Mil-
ler, himself a candidate for re-
election, said that he has alread
filed his petition along wit
township Supervisor Charles H.

School District to Get $632,838 of City

Tax bills—those little yellow
statements that say pay up by
Januarv 10—are being mailed out
this week to city and Plyihouth
township residents to the tune of

,398.

The winter bills, that cover
school and county taxes, are di-
vided this way: City dwellers
which pay $330,947, with town-
%r%i% residents totaling tax bills of

450.

Taking a lion's share of the
annual ta-x levy will be the Plym-
outh Township School District
who will receive $632,838 from a
combined city and township'as-
sessment exceeding $35,000,000.
The fattest portion of school dis-
trict funds will come from the
township paying $389,108 into the
school’s cdffers. The city lags
$145,379 behind, contiibuting a
total of $243,729 for education
purposes. '

Of the remaining $246,560 of
the tax “plum,” urbanites will pa
$87,218 and Plymouth township
residents $137,151 to the county.
The remaining $21,136 of reve-
nue is returned to the township®

With school tax rates up to 1~
mills, Plymouthites will pay $24
for every $1,000 of assessed eval-
uation. This reflects a $3.98 in-
crease over 1951 winter levies of
$20.02 per $1,000. This came 'as a
result of a special election last

All taxpayers will be subject to
a four per cent penalty for state-
ments Paid after the deadline. A
one-half of one percent tax will

_Bills may be paid by mail or
directly at city hall or town-
ship hall, depending on where
taxpayers reside. In the city, the
treasurer’s office will be open
from 8 am. to 5 p.m. week-days
and from 8 am. to 12 noon each
Saturday.

and gutter. $2.60 per running foot;
water mains, $3.00 and sanitary
sewers $2.50 per running foot.
For a 50 foot lot. this means
that blacktop paving would cost
$195; a stoi'm sewer, S175:. curb
and gutter, $130: water main,
$150; and sanitary sewers. $125.

Pegq}ing these costs, Glassford
says the city attempts to keep
special assessments to the home-
owner down to about $50 a year,
with most assessments running
for a three-year period.

He emphasizes, 'however, that
since most public improvements
now come under special assess-
ment rulings, homeowners must
initiate their own petitions. 'Set-
ting them signed by a two-thirds
majority of property owners. He
indicates that the city will not
undertake special  assessment
projects until the petition re-
quirement has been met.

A petition requesting the wrong
type of improvement.

him_ want justice,” he said. “And
justice is done and a person sat-
Isfied when the facts are judic-
ially weighed and a decision ren-
dered on the basis of those facts.”

“I know it is a lost feeling,” he
asserted, “when a person ap-
pears before a magistrate of an
municipal court knowing that al-
ready formulated opinions pre-
clude fair judicious decisions.”

Manwaring emphasized that his
statement was in no way a re-
flection on the operation of the
city’s municipal court. He stress-
ed what he called the “fair and
impartial” decisions rendered by
the present judgeship.

“But | do feel,” he said, “that
in the interests* of a spirited and
lively election a number of can-
didates should offer their serv-
ices seeking a healthful and fair-
city administration that works for
all the people.”

An advocate of proper "guid-
ance and counseling” of teen-age
youths, Manwaring concluded his
thoughts on the judgeship with
this statement: “We cannot be un-
duly severe with growing youths
who come before the courts as
first offenders. We must rernem-
ber undue harm can befall a cit-
izenry and disrespect created for
law and justice in warped atti-
tudes many times found in too
severe a punishment.”

He promised that “repeaters”
would “suffer the full penalty of
the court” but distinguished be-
tween them and what he called
“fair justice” for fir-st offenders.

In “announcing his candidacy,
Manwaring, who lives at 499 Au-
burn avenue, reveals this is his
initial step to actively seek a pub-
lic office.

He brings to his candidacy,
however, a varied and exfensive
educational backgr-ound.

A native of Huron. South Da-
kota. Manwaring graduated from
Huron High school in 1924. He at-
tended South Dakota State col-
lege from 1925-1926, studying for
an Er\gineering degree. From 1927
to 1928, he studied at Harvard
University, changing his curr-icu-
lum to Economics. Following his
two-year stay at Harvard, Man-
waring received an A.B. degree in
that subject fi'om the University
of Mjchigan in 1930.

Manwaring received his L.L.B.
degree from the University of De-
troit in 1949. following his tour of
active military duty.

He was commissioned as a fir-st
lieutenant in Army ordinance
when called to active duty in
July, 1942, Following assignment
to the Eighth Air Force, he serv-

ed overseas participating in the
African, Italian and French in-
vasions. He received a commis-
sion as Major in August, 1945, be-
Ifore being retir-ed to inactive duty
in March, 1946.

As a reserve air force officer,
Manwaring received Judge Ad-
vocate General training in mili-
tary law governing activities of
the Armed Forces. He attended
an officers’ Air Command and
Staff S’hool at Maxwell Air
Foi’ce Base in Montgomer-y, Ala-
bama, besides an extensive train-
ing in the Industrial College of
the Armed For-ces studying
economic mobilization of indus-
try, government and business.

Manwaring. a r-esident here
since 1939, was at one time gen-
eral plant manager of the Michi-

gan Cellulose Corporation of
South Lyon. ) )
Following Icceipt of his law

degree, he set up law offices in
Plymouth in August, 1950. Man-
waring is married and has two
children. Oliver and Amicia.

He is a member of the Detroit
Bar Association, the Veterans of
Foreign Wars, Mayflower post,
besides holding an active reserve
officer’s rating as Major.

®w\&r veterans here who did not
graduate from high school but
who served a tour of duty be-
ginning or following June 25,
1950, may now seek to qualify for
one of two high school diplomas:
the regular diploma awarded b
PHS or a 'Veterans Certificate.

The two diploma awards are
now available to former students
of Plymouth High school follow-
ing approval of a veteran polic-
ing on diploma awards approved
last Monday by the Board of Ed-
ucation.

A regular diploma indicatin
graduation from high school wi
be awarded if:

1 The veteran was a former
Plymouth High school student
with a minimum of four hours of
credit earned before entering the
service.

And providing

2. Each candidate for a degree
earns 12 additional credits, for a
total of 16, if he entered the
ninth grade prior to September,
1952 or 13 credits if he entered
;[jhe ninth grade following that

ate.

Credits to be applied toward
graduation may have been earn-
ed by the veteran while on mili-
tary duty. A maximum of two
credits will be awarded on a reg-
ular degree for basic training and
military service. Additional cred-
its (evaluated by the Guide to
Education Experiences) will be
awarded for service schools. Uni-
ted States Armed Forces Insti-
tute, correspondence courses or
veteran institutes attended dur-
ing the tour of duty. -«

School officials warn, however,
that the 16 or 17 credits necessary
must include three credits in Eng-
lish, one in American History and
'2 for American Government.

Less stringent requirements for
a limited Veterans Certificate
mark the high school’s second
diploma Flan.

Any Plymouth township war

veteran is eligible for the certifi-
cate if:

1 He has earned a minimum
of four credits at Plymouth High
school.

2. Has successfully completed

Y the General Educational Develop-

ment Tests according to the stan-
dards as adopted hy the Ameri-
can Council of Eduattion.

3. Mails or brings results of
the G.E.D. tests, provided the
results are mailed cm letter-head
stationery of the administering
institution.

School officials said that all
certificates awarded on the basis
of G.E.D. tests will clearly indi-
cate the basis on which they were
awarded.

Presumably to head off an ex-
odus of teen-agers into the serv-
ice, one of the limitations of both
diﬂloma awards is that “no high
school diploma nor Veterans Cer-
tificate shall be granted to any
veteran prior to the date on
which he normally would have
graduated had he remained in
school.”

Veterans who are seeking eith-
er one of the two diplomas to be
awarded may receive additional
information by contacting Car-
vel M. Bentley, principal of the
high school.

2. Soak a patch in powder sol-
vent and run it through the bar-
rel. Let the gun stand for a day
or two, then repeat Step One.
(This second cleaning will serve
to take the last residues of dirt
out of expansion cracks in the
barrel and to insure that it will be
absolutely clean.?

3. Go <)ver all exterior metal
parts of the gun with powder sol-
vent, which will remove any trac-
es of surface rust. If you have
deep rust pits, you're in trouble.
A reblueing job is the only satis-
factoLr}/ answer to that problem.)

4. Using rust-inhibiting gun oil
(not just any old household oil
but a product made specifically
for the purpose), apply a film to

First, be sure the
case is clean and perfectly dry on
the inside. Then place the cased
gun inside a gun cabinet or other
small enclosure. _ ]

6 .Locate the gun cabinet whei'e
it will not be subject to tempera-
ture extremes. Normal household
temperatures are best.

If you follow these steps you
can be absolutely sure your gun
will suffer no ill effects during
the long storage period. A few
minutes with rag and cleaning
rod next fall will put it in top
shape for shooting.

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Conservationists Say Doe Shooting Proved Successful

The three-day windup of Mich-
igan’s 1952 deer season, when
hunters in the northern lower
peninsula could shoot any deer,
came out much as expected and
hoped for by conservation depart-
ment officials.

With ideal huntin,? weather
ﬁi"evailing, an estimated 250,000
unters took about 100,000 deer
during the special season, accord-
ing to preliminary calculations
based on available information.

Hunters concentrated in areas
of winter deer food shortage so
the bulk of the take occurred
V\(/jhere thinning was most need-
ed.

Department game men regard
the additional harvest of deer as
a bonus to hunters certain to re-
sult in better living conditions for
remaining deer. They emphasize
that the estimated extra Kkill is
only one-half the number that
might have been removed with-
out harm to the deer herd.

Although the shooting of does
and fawns is new to most Mich-
igan hunters, it is accepted pro-
cedure in many other deer states,
some of which never had a buck
law. The experience of these
states is that deer herds can con-
tinue to prosper even with an-
nual one-deer seasons.

Evidencx' from tracks in the
snow during the last hours of
Michigan’s season shows that
plenty of live deer remain to pro-
vide breeding stock for future
harvests.

There was no significant in-
crease in the rate of gun acci-
dents, as shown by a comparison
of records for the first three and
last three dag/s of hunting. Pre-
dictions based on the experience
of other states which regularly
hunt bucks, does and fawns were
thus proved correct.

The department’s conclusions

Watch Wattage
.During Party

At this time of year many fam-
ilies in today’s smaller homes are
using the living room for such in-
formal entertaining as buffet
meals, waffle parties or television
dinners. For such occasions port-
able cooking equipment is con-
venient and often Is plugged into
living room outlets. But if the
party is to be a success, it pays to
consider wattage as carefully as
the menu or the entgetainment.
Otherwise, wires may be erver-
loaded and a blown fuse may
spoil the party.

Most living rooms* have only
one lighting circuit and this car-
ries less current than the heav-
ier appliance circuits of the "kit-
chen. Appliances with heating
elements, such as waffle-bakers,
coffee-makers, grills, toasters and
hot plates, call for much moi'e
electricity than lights or motor-
driven appliances. The heaviest
load an ordinary living-room cir-
cuit can cairy is 1750 watts in
contrast to a kitchen appliance
circuit carrying 2300 watts. This
IS a point to remember in moving
cooking equipment to the living
room. Many of the newer cook-
ing appliances, esEecia_lly the au-
tomatics, are higher in wattage
than the older, slow-heating
models. An automatic double
toaster, for example, may need
as much as 1170 watts, while
some of the non-automatic toast-
ers take only 500 to 600 watts. A
grill may take 660 watts, an elec-
tric plate from 770 to 1200 watts
and a coffee-maker up to 1000
watts. If, in addition to these
cooking appliances, the television
set is drawing on electricity at
the rate of 200 to 300 watts— and
the room is brightly lighted, an
overload is easy and a blown fuse
will be the result. Thus, add up
the watts when you plan the ap-
pliances used.

Good Nutrition
Essential For
Older Persons

“Good Nutrition™— those two
words so bandied about seem
vague and difficult of definition.
Yet in terms of North American
food customs, good nutrition sim-
ply means to get meat, fish or
poultry, milk products, eggs,
vegetables, fruits, enriched and
whole grain breads™and cereals
and some butter or fortified mar-
garine in the daily diet. This var-
lety of foods provides those
mysterious and scientific pro-
teins, vitamins, minerals, fat and
carbohydrates needed to maintain
health.

How often though are one or
more requirements of this basic
food guide ignored. Perhaps a
person skimps on meat or other
protein foods that build and re-
pair body cells. Perhaps fruits
and vegetables with their protec-
tive vitamins A and C, or milk
with its calcium for bones and
teeth, are slighted.

Certain foods for good nutri-
tion are frequently omitted from
the diets of senior citizens— those
persons over 60 years of age.
Among this age group there is
not yet enou&;h acceptance of the
fact that older people need the
same variety of foods as in earl-
ier years— but perhaps smaller
quantities because of less exercise
and energy output.

In the senior citizen household
of one or two persons this good
nutrition regime may call for a
revised shopping program. Small
purchases of most foods are thrif-
tier for the small family. It’s also
more economical to buy food ac-
cording to the cost per serving
than the cost per pound. Frozen
or canned vegetables, for ex-
ample, may be cTieaper than fresh
vegetables with pods or outer
leaves to be removed.

Senior citizens of the one or
two household who use cans and
jars of foods processed for in-
fants will he»e ingredients pre-
pared and cooked in small quan-
tity. These foods can be served as
IS, or as an ingredient in attrac-
tive desserts and salads. The
strained, prunes, for example,
might be used in quick ‘prune
whip with unflavored gelatine.
Beets and carrots prepared for
junior are colorful additions in
gelatine salads for adults.

While it is best to prepare foods
only in that quantity which will
be used up at a meal, some meats
and casseroles can be prepared in
sufficient quantity so that there
will be enough for another meal
—a tip to save on meal time prep-
aration. Packaged, prepared mix-
es can be measured out and used
at one’s convenience and in the
amount needed for a small house-
hold. Also there is the trick of
preparing food so that it can be
served two ways without monot-
ony. A basic unflavored gelatine
mixture can make both a dessert
and salad with one preparation
effort.

Salad-Dessert Gel Duet
1 envelope unflavored gelatine
\z cup cold water
% cup hot water
\&a cup sugar
"4 teaspoon salt
Vi cup lemon juice
1 cup diced cooked or raw veg-
etables
1 cup drained fresh or canned
fruits

Soften gelatine in cold water.
Add hot water, sugar and salt,
stir until dissolved. Add lemon
juice. Chill until the mixture is
the consistency of unbeaten egg
white. For salad use, fold in diced
cooked or raw vegetables to half
of mixture. For a molded fruit
dessert, fold in drained fresh or
canned fruit to remaining half of
gelatine mixture. Turn fruit and
vegetable mixtures into individ-
ual molds, chill until firm. Un-
mold and serve. Yields 4 to 6 ser-
vings.

Have folks talking about
ground beef served in this clever
way. Line muffin pans with a
ground beef mixture, extending
the meat about inch above
the pans. Pre-cook cubed potatoes
in milk, then place them in the
meat cups. Cook meat and pota-
toes for 30 minutes in a mod-
erate oven.

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Handel Gains Immortal Fame For

"The Messiah" Composed in 25Days

Among music critics, George
Frederick Handel’s “The Mes-
siah” has become a legendary
Christmas oratorio, a spiritual
salute telling of the birth of
Christ, sung and orchestrated in
35 airs and recitatives.

Musically, The Messiah was
Handels greatest composition,
creating for him an immortal
fume that serves as a spiritual
guidepost to millions of people
during the festive Christmas holi-
days.

Handel was born in Halle, Ger-
many, in 1685. It was in 1741 he
wrote his *“great masterpiece,”
The Messiah, born and con-
pletely in just 25 days.

Hi.story tells that Handel did
not leave his house, “his whole
mind in a trance,” “filled with the
white heat of inspiration,” during
the entire time_required to com-
pose the oratorio.

His servant reputedly tells of
finding the composer “with tears
streaming down his face” just as
he completed Part 1l of The Mes-
siah— the “Hallelujah Chorus,”
exclaiming “I did think I did see
all heaven before me, and the
great God himself.”

The Messiah was first perform-
ed at a concert in Dublin, Ireland,
in 1742. Handel himself conducted
the orchestra. The London pre-
niiei e of The Messiah took place a
year later— in March. 1743— and
It was on this occasion that the
tradition connected with the Hal-
lelujah Chorus arose.

WIlum the singers burst into
tills chorus, the King (George 1)
was so moved that he spontan-
eously stood up in his box. the
auditnee followed suit, and all
remained standing until the chor-
us ended The custom has persist-
ed down to this day wherever The

Handel was 68 when he died—
called by music historians “one of
the greatest composers who ever
lived.”

Besides the fame that came to
him for his composing abilitY,
Handel amassed a “considerable
fortune”. From 1726 he was a nat-
uralized British subject. Though
he became almost totally blind,
he continued active until 10 days
prior to his death in 1753,

December Stars
Moon to Brighten
Christmas Scene

The heavens’ glittering array of
December stars will be spotlight-
ed this month by the Christmas
Eve appearance of the Northern
Cross high in the western sky.

Another shining Christmas con-
stellation will be the Giant Hunt-
er, which, according to Hazel M
Losh, University of Michigan as-
sociate profes-sur of astronomy, is
hard to excel in splendor and
beauty.

Close on the heels of Orion, the
Hunter, is his dug Canis Major,
considered from earliest times
one of the dogs he took with him
when hunting. She points out that
on maps the dog is generally pic-
tured as standing on his hind
feet watching or springing after
the hare, found cowering under
Orion’s feet.

Two of the sky’s brightest plan-
ets also will shine during the
Christmas season. Venus will be
seen in the southwest after sun-
set and will grow steadily bright-
er throughout the month. It iIs a
common belief, the astronomist
states, that Venus was the origi-
nal Christmas star. Jupiter will
also be seen high in the sky every
night.

December will afco have a
double share of moonlight. In
addition to the December 1 full
moon, there will be another
around midnight, December 30.
The interval between full moons
is 292 days so it is easily possible
to have two like phases in the
same calendar month.

According to Professor Losh,
winter will have its official be-
ginning at 4:44 p.m. December 21
when the sun enters its winter
solstice. This is the day on which
it will reach the most southerly
point in its apparent yearly jour-
ney around the earth, and its
shortest daily path across the sky)

” Sergeant Henry P. Kozowicz,
commander of the Detroit State
Police post, is reminding motor-
ists and pedestrians that Decem-
ber is not only a happy, but also
an extremely hazardous holiday
month.

Because of this police agencies
throughout the state are taking
part in a special safety campaign
emphasizing the importance of
extra caution.

“A deadly combination of traf-
fic hazards,” Sergeant Kozowicz
said, “makes walking and driv-
ing especially dangerous. In fact,
with the wunfavorable weather,
longer periods of darkness and
the general holiday rush and cele-
brating December is regarded as
one of the deadliest months of the
year. On the basis of miles travel-
ed, it is definitely the deadliest.

“During the past five years
nearly 82,000 December traffic
accidents have occurred in Mich-
igan.

“While there is nothing anyone
can do to prevent unfavorable
weather or darkness, everyone
can avoid being careless if they
really try.

MAN BEARING GIHS
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Weekly at Plymouth, Mich.
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If G. Mennen Williams is reinstated as governor by the recount,
there may be a truce flag in the offing.

For four years now our Democratic governor and his Republi-
can legislature have been bumping heads over a tax program. The
lawmakers won’t accept Williams’ corporation tax program. Wil-
liams won't sit still for the Republican loophole plugging plans of the
legislature.

The result is a $65,000,000 deficit. The state .is broke.

Now that Auditor General John B. Martin has announced that
the state will be able to meet only half of its $40,0000,000 payments
to local school districts in January, all hands recognize a financial
crisis, of the first magnitude has finally arrived.

Bickering and haggling will benefit neither side, as the last four
years have determined. The hour for action is upon us. But how can
the governor and the legislature compromise their opposing tax
views?

As soon as the recount is over. Williams—if he winds up again
in the gubernatorial chair—is expected to take the lead in suspend-
ing hostilities.

He is sure to thump again foi- a corporation tax as tiie simplest
solution to the money problem. But he may ofter Republicans a
chance to offer a better answer—so long as it is not a personal in-

come levy or a nuisance tax on soda pop, motels, etc.
* *
«

It must be remembered that four years ago when the corporatior
tax was first proposed, many Republicans favored it. Confident ol
its passage the governor then began pounding the drum on Demo-
cratic achievements and expounding on what the Democrats wen
doing for the “common man."

The Republicans voted against the bill in a body and have con-
tinued to do so since.

The Republican plan of tightening existing tax laws and plug-,
ging a few loopholes was stymied by the Williams veto.

But now in this great new era of enforced co-operation, Wil-
liams may well suggest a combination of the Democratic-sponsored
corporation profits levy and one or two other revenue ideas suggested
by the Republicans.

What happens after that appears to be up to the Republicans.
Will they accept the compromise or again defy the governor?

If the governor does make a serious effort to restore harnion>
in our politically-split state government. Republicans might wel
take another look at his program. They might find him ready to
meet them half-way in working out some acceptable money-raising
program.

Such a compromise won’t be easy. Too many harsh words ha've
been tossed about in the last four yeers. But an attempt—any
attempt—at compromise is encouraging.

« * *

Although the results of this year’s throe-day open season on
does have not been properly tabulated and evaluated, it would
appear that the conservation department had been right all along
in its battle for discretionary powers to set seasons and bag limits
according to the requirements of the individual areas.

When the doe season was announced a large wail went up about
“those mother deer ” and the large number of hunters who would
be shot.

Despite good reports from Wisconsin which already had experi-
mented with a doe season, the legislature was reluctant to give up
its power over the hunting laws.

This year 250,000 hunters took out 91,000 deer. The hunter Kill
was no larger than in other years despite the record number of
men in the woods.

Michigan now has' a larger deer herd than it had 50 years ago.
For the first time in 60 years deer have been seen in northern Indi-
ana. Yet the sobbing about shooting does and fawns has been, echo-
ing the length and breadth of the state.

For the last three years Michigan has had mild winters, with
relatively little snow. The deer herd multiplies and few’ are killed
by winter starvation. Last year only 10,000 deer died of winter Kill.
Year before that some 40,000 starved to death.

But remember the winter of 1947 and ’48? That year 110,000 deer
were counted dead in the woods.

If snow stays on, covering foliage, the animajs take to eating
poplar and brush leaves. The larger deer clean off the low hanging
branches. The smaller does and fawns die.

The conservation department this year says 200,000 deer might
have been taken withemt endangering the deer herd balance.

Probably those does will look better on the table than as fox
food in the thickets.

BABSON DISCUSSES BIRTH
RATES

Bahson Park, Mass., December
11. Once in awhile it is well to
consider the past. There is an old-
time saying— even if unconfirm-
ed— “History is always repeating
itself about every 20 years.” Let
us look back at the stock market
"lows” and “birth rates” of 20
yeai's ago. The onlj' logical reason
for the above old saying is that
people “mature'’ at about 20 3'ears
'f age. Even this reasoning should
not be taken scrioush' if the same
I''umbei' of people become 20
years of age every year! For this
old theory to work, there must be
a differential in the maturity
rate. We then can apply this
theory as one factor determining
stock market movements.

LET'S LOOK AT THE RECORD

\lthough a certain percentage
)1 babies and young people die
before 20 yeai's of age, it is fair
to assume that the same ratios
apply to all who reach the age of
20 dui'ing these years. The fol-
lowing table gives an approx$S
mate icfca of what has happened:

As there were fewer born in
the early thirties— there will
now be fewer marriages and,
hence, fewer births.

The above figures suggest that
an abnormally small number are
now reaching 20 years of age.
Hence, according to this theory,
there should be a decline in bus-
iness, wages, prices, real estate,
etc. around 1953. Of course,
births are only one factor; but
they should have a bearing on
stock and bond prices, notwith-
standing the recent Republican
victories.

OPPORTUNITIES FOR
MERCHANTS

The above figures also indi-
cate possible optimistic relation-
ship of the birth rates to certain
businesses. For instance, some-
times they are bound to cause an
increased demand for everything
from diapers to toys; while at
other times they help real estate
and furniture sales. It is impor-
tant that manufacturers and mer-
chants, as well as parents, should
keep this in mind. This increase
in business will first appear as
the birth wave develops needs
for new babies; then in needs for
the young children; then the de-
mands of the teenagers; then in
needs for the older youths; and
finally the needs of adults.

Statistics show that there has
been a great increase in older
people, due to various causes.
Social Security is reducing worry
amongst the aged and certainly
they all should thank Francis
Townsend of California for this.
The new drugs, vitamins, etc.
have done much to save the lives
of pneumonia patients is a story
in itself. Finally, the shorter day
and the five-day week have pro-
tected the older members of our
families. Every manufacturer
and shopkeeper is getting more
business from older people today
than ever before.

OUTLOO»FOR COLLEGES

Just now, most colleges are op-
erating at a deficit from tempor-
ary lack of students, due to the
gieat drop in the birth rate which
came 18 to 20 years ago. These
colleges, however, should take
heart because the crest of another
wave of high birth rates will be-
gin to benefit them a few years
hence. Not only will more men
and women demand an education,
but better economic conditions
will give more families the
money to provide such.

In connection with birth rates,
we must not forget the return-
ing G.l.’s from Korea. These will
be given the same rights to a free
college education as were pro-
vided to the veterans of 'World
War Il. In view of the election of
General Eisenhower as our new
President, veterans will I'eceive
other advantages and compensa-
tions. from which many manufac-
turers and merchants should
benefit. Hence, we Should watch
birth rate figures for both pessi-
mistic and optimistic signals.
