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SANTA HERE SATURDAY

Class A Regional
Tournament to be
Held in Plymouth

For the first time in the his-
tory of Plymouth, sporting fans
will be able to witness a state
Class A regional basketball tour-
nament on a local court. In a
communication from State Ath-
letic Director Charles Forsythe to
High School Athletic Director
John Sandmann it was announc-
ed that Plymouth had been
awarded the higher class tourna-
ment, which will be held begin-
ning Wednesday, March 11 and
ending with the finals on Satur-
day, March 14.

These games will atti‘act hun-
dreds of fans from Dearborn and
the Detroit area as teams from
those cities will compete here.
The high school will benefit also
as a certain percentage of the re-
ceipts remain with the local
school, the remainder going into
the state athletic treasury.

The main reason for this tour-
nament, one of eight such Class
A regional tournaments in the
state, being awarded to Plym-
outh was the large, new and mod-
ern gymnasium that Plymouth
recently opened. It is considered
one of the most modern recrea-
tional plants in the state of Mich-
igan.

Athletic Director Sandmann
says that six teams will be enter-
ed, namely: Plymouth, Dearborn,
Fordson, Lincoln Park, Detroit
Catholic Central and Detroit St.
Joseph. This will be the first
time a Plymouth team has ever
competed in a Class A basketball
tournament.

Coach Sandmann, who has been
designated as tournament mana-
ger, states that officials for these
tournaments are selected by the
state athletic department, and
that further details will be forth-
coming at a later date.

City Manager Points Need forNew City Hall

| The city hall is beginning to
sstrain at its joints. Statistically,
it has just a few remaining years

f life expectancy.

This is the opinion of City Man-
a Albert F. Glassford who says
that a quickening surge in the
complexities of administrating
the local government threatens to
| burst the seams and pop the
bricks out of already crumbling
mortar of the “ancient” structure.

Not only this, bat Glassford in-
dicates there is a growing need
for more clerical help as well as
a rounded out bookkeeping staff.

But this is just the beginning of
the troubles of the top admin-
istrator. Right now he is faced
with pulling the city’s “pint-siz-
ed” dungeon out of the basement
iand relocating it in what is now
the DPW garage attached to the
rear and part of the city hall.

To compensate for moving the
DPW and its equipment out, he is
authorizing the purchase of two
railroad bunk houses for some-
thing like $40 a piece. These he
intends to place adjacent to the

city garage for the men and
equipment.
Robbing Peter to make Paul

operational and happy, the piece-

meal relocating has the hair-
tearing affect of putting a jig saw

puzzle together with half the
pieces missing.
Glassford is cautious about

breathing too hard on the whole
subject of where to put the my-
riads of equipment needed to op-
erate the city and how to locate
his staff making city government
easy and efficient to operate.

For one thing money isn’'t ap-
propriated to do any rejuvenat-
ing, though it “has been earmark-
ed.” (What this means is that
someone thoughtfully jotted
down a few figures on a scrap of

paper.) Then, too, there is the
slow thoughtful plodding and
making up of minds that con-

sumes years of thinking before
gestation ever occurs.

Though he wouldn’t admit it.
what the whole thing adds up to
is just this: PLYMOUTH NEEDS
A NEW CITY HALL.

As one goes through the city
hall here is what he finds greet-
ing his “peepers”. In the front
garage that is one-third or more
of the city hall is the fire depart-
ment. The first door on the right
is the —city manager’s office— a
10-foot square cubby hole nearly

as bleak and unbusinesslike as the
pantry people store preserves in.
As you look oyer the center hall-
way the mausoleum affect, the
poorly lighted anteroom— the in-
itial gathering place of official
city visitors— has the cheerful-
ness of a Rip Van Winkle in a 20-
year sleep.

Off to the right there is the cag-
ed in office of the city treasurer
and water department. Stuffed
nearly to the Ilimit of its floor
space are desks, tables and add-,
ing machine equipment so effic-
iently floor-planned that it takes
a cruel, tortureous 10-feet of dod-
ging and elbow boxing to reach
any one objective.

Upstairs is the city clerk’ of-
fice buried in an eight by 10 foot
boxed-in plywood office. It s
dimly lighted and air-conditioned
by three 1> by two foot win-
dows.

It might be added here that it’s
a good thing the city clerk is
physically built for his job for
his clerk is located downstairs.

She does all his typing, answers
switchboard calls, operates the
police radio, types communica-
tions for the police and city
treasurer, issues licenses, re-

ceives ordinance fines besides
handling clerical overflow work
for the city manager .city plan-
ning commission, city attorney,
jury commission and city com-
mission.

Besides making dozens of trips
down the stairs adding up to lost
labor, the city clerk is in fre-
quent conference with the city
manager to whom— for efficient
operation— he should be strate-

gically located.

Perhaps the crowning blow
keynotes the location of like fac-
ilities is the upstairs meeting

room. Located in the next room to
the meeting place of the mun-
icipal court, city commission and
planning commission are the
sleeping quarters of the lone fire-
fighter on night duty.

Perhaps if it wasn’t for the
thick walls one might hear snores
or at least a chorus from TV’s
Milton Belle show jammed in-
between judicious decisions af-
fecting some 7,300 Plymouthites.

If local historians are correct,
the city hall was well used by the
turn of the 1900°s. Since then it
has been chopped apart, rejuve-
nated and remodified until the

Goodwin Heads Dimes Campaign

The appointment of Walter
jGoodwin, Plymouth High instruc-
tor, as chairman for the 1953
March of Dimes in Plymouth was
announced by William R. Ber-
nard. Wayne County campaign
chairman.

"In 1952 not only our county
but Michigan and the entire na-
tion suffered the worst polio epi-
demic in history. Here in Wayne
County $424,610.00 was required
from January 1 through Novem-
oer 30 to pay for patient care,”
Goodwin said. Of this amount
$213,945.90 was received from the
National Epidemic Aid Fund,
money raised in other parts of the
country, because our chapter’s
treasury was exhausted.” he said.

Total number of new polio cas-
es in Wayne County for 1952 so
far is 1090 and more are being
reported, the records show. Four
out of five receive financial as-
sistance from the March of Dimes
and eveiy one of them has been
helped in some way thi-ough ser-
vices made possible by your con-
tributions to the March of Dimes.
In addition, the chapter must con-
tinue to help hundreds of vic-
tims of previous years.

One point was emphasized by
the area chairman; No family is
EVER a.'ked to repay the money
spent for care or for the braces,
crutche.s, wheelchairs and other
aids required.

"More than ever before we
need the help of all residents in
our area,” Goodwin said. “We
need volunteers and we need
money to do battle, because, for
years to come, thousands of men,
women and childixm will require
all the skills that money and
rwodern knowledge can muster to
help restore them to useful lives,
the chairman concluded.

After talking with Goodwin it’s
easy to see why the campaign in
Plymouth raised $1200 in Januarﬁ
1952. In addition to teaching 11t
and 12th grade mathematics,
Goodwin also sponsores the Hi-Y
Club. The boys in the club be-
came imbued with Goodwin’s en-
thusiasm and they not only dis-
tributed canisters throughout the
town but also took over the
Mothers’ March on Polio.

A popular teacher at the school,
Goodwin, who is single, holds a
degree from Columbia Univer-
sit\'. He took over the job of con-
ducting the 1952 campaign to

succeed Miss Neva Lovewell, pre-
vious chairman. For the 1953
March of Dimes, Goodwin is
striving for $1500 goal, and with
the pep that his boys are gener-
ating already, he thinks Plymouth
will make the goal.

Architects of the new school,
Eberle M. Smith Associates, Inc.

“Each classroom will be a self-
contained unit,” explains Archi-
tect Peter Taratata,” completely
flexible with an economy not to
be found in moi-e conventional
designs.”

The front portion of the new
structure will be> 256 feet long
with three attached "fingers”
running at right angles to a
depth of 145 feet. Each finger will
contain four classrooms.

“We believe,” Taratata says,
“that this type of construction
will make it as homelike as pos-
sible— aiding the child in, the
transition from home to school.”

Each of the 13 classrooms will
contain its own rest rooms, drink-
ing fountain and storage closets.
Natural lighting will be empha-
sized with extensive glassed in
areas shunting outdoor light bi-
directionally Into each classroom.
None of the three wings will con-
tain hallways. Doors on either
side of each of the twelve 29 by
36 foot classrooms will open dir-
ectly onto play areas. The elimi-
nation of corridors, now incorp-
orated. as part of the classrooms
provides greater utility, architects

say.

Yl'he unique three-finger type of
design makes it possible to make
additions to the building. Super-
intendent of Schools Russell Is-
bister notes.

He says extensive planning
with the school board working
closely with principles, teachers
and customers resulted in the
functional design marked with
innovations.

"We systematically tried to in-
corporate as many of the ideas as
we could with the amount of
funds available.” Isbister ex-
plains.

The school’s top administrator
now is just marking time. With
the elementary school's comple-
tion date set ahead to 1934, the
schools next September will be
more crowded than ever.

Since 1945 enrollment has jump-
ed from slightly over 2UMD to
3,043 in September, 1952, which
saw the student population jump
then by 444.

He has also been active in form-
ing the Mutual Aid Firemen’s As-
sociation, set up to provide ade-
quate fire protection throughout
this entire area.

"The radio, the movies or play-
mates’ ghost stories may supply
the basis for the child’s immature
concept of reality. And sometimes
this is even helped along by par-
ents’ threats to send for the bog-
eyman as punishment fur certain
kinds of behavior.”

“To a child’s inexperienced
mind it is not outlandish to think
of being eaten by a bogey,” he
says.

Explaining other child - like
charac'tcristics, the Dean points
out that a time might come when
children favor their friends’ ideas,
discarding the parents’ opinions.

Such a stage is normal, the ed-
ucattor says. Parents should not
fret or worry.

He believes that a lessening par-
ental importance in child-growth-
roles is only a sign th~t the off-
spring is learning to adapt him-
self to some difficult transitions.
If parents realize this, they will
help the child over some “tough
hurdles of adjustment.” Olson
says.

Denial of parental and teacher
authority, he concludes, have the
fear the child may take up ex-
tremes in behavior and dress.

Maximam 25 Per Cent Income-Tax
Limit Sought in Bids to Stales

A $16,000,000 Siiving that adds
up to fewer taxes nation-wide is
currently rumbling in a short-
fused time bomb lighted by the
Western Tax Council in Washing-
ton.

That organization is supporting
a tax-limitation drive seeking a
constitutional amendment to lim-
it Federal income tax rates to a
maximum 25 per cent. Explosion
gf the whole issue is expected in
the coming Republican Adminis-
t?"ation. Advocates feel it is a
sure antidote again.st heavy taxa-
tion of private capital originally
invoked by the Democrats.

Backing up its demand for a
constitutional tax limitation, the
council is seeking endorsement

from 20 state legislatures meeting
in January. The council now
claims 28 state endorsements.

Of these. Congressional sources
say 13 are in dispute. The coming
campaign of the Tax Council
could, however, produce 10 to 15
state approvals.

Carrying out the constitutional
procedure for limiting the Federal
tax power (reported Monday in a
Detroit Free Press article) will
take time and possibly Supreme
Court Action. But the issue is
coming to the front.

One way it could be forestalled
would be through advance Con-
gressional legislation or rulings.
Previous demands for constitu-
tionalamendmentsjiave been suc-
cessfully shelved this way.

2. They claim that Federal tax
burdens are so heavy that indiv-
idual states cannot obtain ade-
quate funds.

3. State that Federal tax cut$
in the 1920°s netted high dollar
lrevenues from an expanded
leconomy.

4. Claim that the Federal go™-
ernment in 1950 could have lived
under tax limitation if it had fol-
lowed economic suggestions of
Hoover Commission and two Dem-
ocrats, Senators Harry Byrd
(Va.) and Papl Douglas (111.).

5. Claim their plan would pro-
vide an esculator “way out”, per-
mitting higher taxes in wartime.

Opponents deny that Federal
adoption could absorb a $16 bil-
lion tax cut without (1) danger-
ously impairing national security,
(2) or recklessly impairing the
national debt.

They claim that in 1951 such a
tax limitation law would have
cut Federal revenues by $16,000,-
000,000. of which corporations
would have saved $14,000,000,000
and individuals $2,000,000,000.

Opponents warn it would des-
troy the progressive nature of the
present tax rates and handicap
Ismall business in its competition
with large corporations.

Only one per cent of individual
tax payers would benefit, they
conclude: single persons earning
more than $8,000 a year and un-
married persons with two chil-
dren earning more than $20,000.

Tells Dangers of
Christmas Trees

Every year in tliis eountry lives
are lost and moie than a inillion
dollars’ worth of property is des-
tVoyed by fires eau.'vd by Christ-
mas trees. A fresldy cut tree will
not ignite readily, beeau-e o[ tiit
moisture it contains. But once the
foliage has been allowed to dry.
it becomes a deadly menace.
Then, careless smoking, improp-
prly used or worn out electrical
equipment, in fact, even a hot
electric bulb touching the parch-
ed needles ,may set off a eon-
flagration. \

A few eommon-.-umse pftcau-
tions, rigidly observed, could re-
move most of the danger fmm
the wuse of Christmas tree.s. It
smoking is done in the mom
where the tree is set, don’t light
matches or smoke near the tree.

Never place the tree near a fire-:

place that IS in use. Replace fray-
ed light cords to eliminate the
possibility of short eireuiting. and
don’t allow light bulbs to eunu in
contact with foliage or metallic
tinsel. Here arc a tew other
“don’ts” w())rth remembering: Do
not run electric trains under the
tree, dispose of gift wrappings
immediately, ana don't forget U
turn off the live lights before
leaving the house or going to
be'd. Have a fire extinguislier
hsBidily located, just in ea.'c.

One of the best ways to make a
tree fire-resistant is to keep its
fohage fresh by retaining as mueli
moisture in the tree as possible.
This can be easily accomplished
by sawing off the base of the stem
at an oblique angle and then im-
mersing the cut end in a contain-
er of water. Provision should be
made to replacu the water as the
tree uses it up. Water so absvu bed
will help to keep its foliage suc-
culent and fire-resistant. Tree
stands with a built-in water con-
tainer are now available in some
stores.

The addition of various chem-
icals to the water has been advo-
cated by some authorities, but to
date none has been conclusively
demonstrated as being beneficial
in helping to keep the tree from
drying out. There ai-e also numer-
ous commercial products avail-
able for spraying the foliage of
Christmas trees. Some do reduce
the' inflammability of evergreen
trees but only if all the surfaces
are completely and heavily coat-
ed. Furthermore, when the tree
dries out, even the most fire-re-
sistant coating will be of little
value in preventing fire. To date,
none of these sprays has received
appr.oval of the National Board
of Fire Underwriters. So the best
advice still is— be careful with
fire around the tree, set the tree
in water if at all possible, and
take it down by New Years. A
dry tree is a dangerous tree.

After-Christmas shoppers will
find eggs a food bargain.

Eggs are plentiful now and
after Christrrvas there w'ill be a
drop in price if all indications are
accurate. That will make the in-
creased use of eggs a real saving
in the food budget.

Eggs are one of our most valu-
able foods. They can be used as
a meat alternate because the
protein is complete— which
mean.s it contains all the amino
acids necessary for building and
repairing body tissues. Eggs also
contain valuable minerals, iron
and phosphorus, as well as vita-
mins A, D, riboflavin and thia-
mine. Two large eggs give the
same amount of protein as an
average serving of meat.

Egg dishes are easily and quick-
ly prepared, alone or in combi-
nation with other foods. Moder-
ate temperatures should be used
in cooking eggs. High tempera-
fuK's and overcooking toughens
and shrivels eggs. Use eggs as a
thickening agent in puddings and
custards and as a leavening agent
in baking. They add color, flavor
and richncs.s-' to many different
dishes. As salads, garnishes for
soups and the coating in breaded
meats, eggs can add food value
and color to the ordinary meal.
As omelets, souffles, baked in
potato nests or combined with
cheese, they <can become the
“main dish” of the menu. In bak-
ed goods, custards, puddings and
pies they make excellent desserts
and party refreshments.

Buy eggs from a refrigerated
display at your grocer’s. Eggs are
very perishable and must be kept
cool to retain the quality. They
keep better in a covered contain-
er so that moisture is not removed
from the egg. Keep them refriger-
ated at homo and take out only
the eggs to be used.

Look for both the grade and size
in figuring how to get the great-
est value for your egg money.
IGrade AA: Grade A or Grade B
be used for table
;eggs, but Grade B eggs probably
should be used up fairly soon.
Compare the price of different
sizes of eggs of the same grade
for the best value.

(Pentachlorophenol), the researchers say. If
possible, the poles to be treated should be air

seasoned first for six months.

Everyone has a “sweet tooth”,
and especially during .this holiday
season Michigan people will be
eating their share of sugars and
sweets. In addition to candy,
which is almost a pure form of
sugar, they will be having cakes,
pies, cookies, jams, jellies and
many other foods which contain
some form of sugar. The average
American uses nearly 100 pounds
of sugar, in various forms, every
year. That accounts for about five
cents out of each dollar we spend
for food. The amount of sugar

people use varies a great deal, de-
pending on such conditions as

where they live and family in-
come.

As to food value, pure white
sugar furnishes only calories,

which give us quick food energy
easily utilized by the body. Two
tablespoons of sugar yirfds about
100 calories. But it has many
taken-for-granted values other
than providing energy and sat-
isfying our sweet tooth. For ex-
ample, it gives texture and flavor
to many foods. It helps to make
fruits firm, and acts as a preser-
vative to help in food canning and
freezing.

Brown sugar, less refined than
the white variety, does contain
some minerals in addition to the
calorie content.

Sugar is sugar, as far as the
granulated variety is concerned.
Homemakers who prefer cane

sugar to beet, or vice versa, gain
only if their favorite type is low-
er in price. Beet and cane sugar
have the same chemical form-
ula, purity, sweetness and ap-
pearance, and can be used inter-
changeably with equal results in
any kind of cooking, home can-
ning, candy or jelly making.

Keeping sugar properly simply
calls for a dirt-free container in
a dry place. Some saving can
usually be made in buying white
sugar in larger quantities of 25 to
100 pound bags, if there is ade-
quate storage space.

Michigan, which usually ranks
seventh among the sugar beet
growing states, supplies about 134
to 309 million pounds of sugar a

year. That amount is only one-
hfth to one-half the amount of
sugar Michigan families require
yearly.

In many homes Christmas Eve
brings the family together. And
amid the flurry of last minute
shopping and gift wrapping, the
pre-holiday dinner must be pre-
pared. For this busy time it’s wise
to pltm your menu in advance.
One excellent choice for this oc-
casion, is a tempting and hearty
meat pie. If you have a home
freezer, this can be prepared sev-
eral days in advance ready to
finish cooking in your oven.

In any ease, for cutting last
minute preparations, cook the
stew early in the day. Use lamb,
veal, or beef cubes for the stew.
Cook them completely covered
with water, then add vegetables
just long enough before the end
of the meat cooking so they will
be tender. When cooked. (2\¢
hours for beef, 2 hours for veal,
Iv2 hours for lamb) remove the
meat and vegetables and thicken
the liquid for gravy. Store them
closely covered in your refriger-
ator until time to make up the
meat pie.

For making the pie, place the
stew in your favorite table cas-
serole or in individual casseroles.
The topping is what makes it a
meat pie— pastry or biscuit. For
a Christmas touch, cut the pastry
or biscuit dough with cookie cut-
ters into seasonal designs. For in-
stance, you might have bells over
the top of the meat stew, Christ-
mas trees, wreaths. Return the
casserole to the oven to heat
through and to bake the crust.
Just before serving use bright
pimiento for further decorating.
Serve the meat pies with a fruit
salad, hot biscuits, ice cream sun-
daes and Christmas cookies.

ming Michigan’s 1952 deer season,
November 15-30, according to re-
port.s received by the conserva-

ition department .

I None of the victims were Plym-

j OL.ithites.

However, either of those two
figures could increase during the
ni'xt few weeks and department
officials emphasized that field re-
ports on all accidents would not
be complete for at least a month.

Those who died in traffic acci-
dents, by drownings and heart at-
tacks. though often listed as hunt-
ing victims, were of course not
included.

Last year, 13 persons were Kkill-
ed and 54 wounded during deer
season. In 1950, the total was 18
killed. 55 wounded— highest in
recent vyears. Since 1940, the
average yearly number of persons
killed by gunshot during deer
S-castms stand at slightly more
than 13.

Fifteen firemen were injured in the spectacular lda/.c and Shay’s

match set off a chain reaction that partially paralyzed state govern-
ment.

I Inflation has foi‘ccd operating
Icosts sky high, while taxation has
kept gifts down low. This is, of
course, the result of shortsighted
legislation of "soak the rich and
excess tax business.” We have
Ireached the point where very few
“individuals believe they can .af-
foiti to contribute large sums to
leducational institutions.

An indication of the end of this
,kind of policy i- hinted at in a
;recent issue of the Harvard Bus-
lincss Review: Harvard’s endow-
iment stood at $139,000,000 in 1940,
lwith total annual operating ex-
Ipenses of 811,000.000. By June,
i 1951, Hai'vard’s endowment had
ileached over $200,000,000; but an-
'nual operating expenses had risen
"tu over $32,000,000. In other
;words, during that pci‘iod, while
;its endowment increased 46 per
‘cent, its operating expenses zoom-
cd 195 per cent! Probably close
to half of oui‘ cellcgcs arc cur-

years’ work into three years; but
this means your boy must work.

How many fathers can afford
$2,500 per year for four years
when the top 20 per cent of our
population holds 93 per cent of
our total net savings? This leaves
the bottom 80 per cent with but
7 per cent of our national savings.
Add to this the fact that the aver-
age earnings for all full-time em-
ployees in the United States are
around $3,250 and you begin
to think that the old colleges and
universities may be pricing them-
selves out of the market.

Should present trends continue,
I am afraid that Harvard, Yale,
Princeton, and other famous in-
stitutions will be for only the pri-
vileged few who can afford their
education, rather than for those
who most deserve it. This, ordi-
narily, would be dangerous for a
free society. Democracy needs the
best character and brains of its
citizenry, irrespective of their
families’ wealth. But | believe
that today the smaller agd more
economical institutions are really
developing better men.,

GOVERNMENT AID GIVEN
IN 1944-50

Even under present conditions,
the Government has already been
generous. At the height of G. I.
education in 1947, the United
States Government was paying 50
per cent of the colleges’ operat-
ing costs. For the fiscal year end-
ed in June, 1950, the Government
contributed $3,617,518,287 for gen-
eral educational purposes. It is
this form of financial aid that has
kept many colleges alive these
last few years, although this is
not a satisfactory educational
practice.

Our colleges should have fur-
ther substantial financial aid
both for operating expenses and
scholarships to worthy students.
Corporations could easily contri-
bute to philanthropies 3 per cent
of the 5 per cent allowable net
taxable income which the law
permits them to give tax free.
This 3 per cent would come to
about $1l. billion. If 25 per cent
of this, or aborut $300 million,
were tabbed for higher educa-
tional institutions, including bus-
iness schools that do such a fine
job with individuals, the problem
might be solved. But will bus-
ine.ss respond before it is too late?
What will your company do
about this important issue?
