(Continued from Pag” 1)
more important than new credit
advances. This could handicap
over-all business unless advertis-
ing expcflditures are increased.

12. Under an Eisenhower Ad-
piinistration | do not look for ex-
pansion of our money supplies as
a result of increased dehfcit fin-
ancing. Thus, another stimulating
force will be absent next year
despite the better confidence fol-
lowing the Eisenhower landslide.

More Conserralism in

Governmexit
13. Although General Eisen-

hower ran far ahead of his ticket,
there has been a considerable
gain in the conservative complex-
ion of Congress. The margin in
favor of conservatism is not
measured by the slight excess of
Republicans over Democrats. It
results from the fact tha™ several
Democrats can be counted in the
conservative column. The em-
phasis will be on purifying Bur-
eaus and Commissions.

14. All  government depart-
ments will be at the service of
the Republicans after January 20.
Never before in the history of the
United States has a conservative
government hal such a powerful
bureaucracy at its finger tips. In
1953 we shall see the use of these
bureaus to aid rather than handi-
cap business.

Hang on to Your Job

15. Unemployment will be no
problem for the workers of the
nation during, the early months of
1953. The demand for and the
supply of labor promise to hold in
good balance. Later, however, un-
employment will increase, reach-
ing its highest point toward the
end of the year.

16. While employment runs
high during the first part of the
year, strikes will continue to
plague management. Unions,
however, will be cautious so that
they will not bring down on their
heads the legislative w'rath of a
conservative Congress.

17. During the early months of
1953 amendments to the Taft-
Hartlcy Act w'ill be moderate.
Great labor turmoil would sure-
ly result in severe restrictions on
labor being read into the Act.
All in all, I forecast a decline in
strike totals for 1953.

18. Looking to the year 1953, |
am urging my friends and their
children to work more faithfully
at their jobs. They should not be
fooled by present high demand
for labor. Early 1953 should be
used to “dig in” and work harder.
Drifters will be the first to be let

go.

Price Forecasts
m 19. Barring World War IIl and
severe droughts, the supply of
most raw materials, farm pro-
ducts, and manufactured goods
promises to be adequate during
1953. Even the so-called invisible
inventories in the hands of con-
sumers arc high as d result of
heavy buying since the outbreak
of the Korean War. | anticipate
few' shortages next year.

20. Do not forget that there is
always a big IF in the supply sit-
uation with regard to farm pro-
ducts. Severe drought could cause
havoc.

21. The demand for goods will
be stronger in the first half of the
year than it will be during the
last half. Disposable income will
hold close to current high levels
during the first half of 1953.

22. Total pay rolls will hold
well, with prospects favoring a
slight drop during the la(e
months of 1953.

23. Farm gross income will
strengthen along seasonal lines
during the fira four or five
months of 1953. If we then avoid
drought, | look for a lower farm
income during the second half of

the year.

24. The trend of wholesale com-
modity prices will remain in a
basic long-term downswing. Look
for temporary price recoveries in
many groups during the early
part of 1953, but do not let them
fool you.

25. Unless more international
troubles or drought strike hard,
living costs should average some
lower in 1953 than in 1952. Here
again, the tapering-off will oc-
cur late, not early in the year.

Retail Trade
26. Over-all trade in 1953 will

be close to 1952 levels as far as
physical volume is concerned,
with a moderate decline in dol-
lar totals. The most attractive
mere handising investments
should be; (1) Super-market gro-
ceries: (2) Variety chains; (3)
Mail order Stores ;and (4) Depart-
ment stores, excepting a few in
the largest and most congested
cities.

27. Demand for capital goods
will hold strong during most of
1953. A definite slowing, how-
ever, will take place at some time.
1953 sales of consumer durables
should about equal 1952’s total
sales, which were restricted by
the steel strike.

28. Movennent of soft goods dur-
ing 1953 should be about the
same as during 1952. Some re-
freshening of demand in thd early
months may be offset later by a
renewed lull.

Real Estate
29. Barring World War Il1, rent

controls’ will be a thing of the
past in most areas by the end of
1953.

30. Home building will be le.ss
in 1953. Prices may weaken dur-
ing the latter part of the year.
Building costs should edge lower.
Only small new houses will be
in demand.

31. In my opinion, the cost of
mortgage money will tend some”
what higher during 1953.

32. Construction of municipal
and public works should rise
moderately in 1953 as compared
with 1952. This may be stepped
up sharply late in the >-ear if
business falters. There may be a
surplus of tax-free bonds.

33. A moderate slide-off in the
sale of commercial farm proper-
ties san be expected. No bad
break, however, seems likely in
1953. Fear of World War Il,,more-
over, should help farm prices.

34. Population trend is away
from the big cities. Fear of pos-
sible bombing and automobile
overcrowding will continue as a
drag on city realty values. Con-
tinued migration from the urban
centers will help suburban prop-
erties.

35. For those who plan buying
new homes in 1953, | strongly
utgc the purchase of acreage in
suitable suburban areas. Surely,
the H-bomb experiments should
g~uicken the trend toward sub-
~lstance farms.

36. As public housing programs
are far behind schedule, the new
Congress will not promote such
in 1953 unless the need for pump-
priming becomes much-greater.

Tax Easing Will Be Slight

37. Tax relief will come mostly
from expiration of present laws
rather than from a new enlight-
ened tax program. Barring furth-
er international problems, the
present corporate excess-profits
tax will be permitted to expire at
the end of June. 1953.

38. If the need for new taxes
continues high, after expiratii®n
of the excess-profits tax. the new
Congress may consider additional
excise or manufacturers’ sales
taxes. They may also serve to
discourage consumer spending, if
the war danger becomes acute.

39. State and local taxfes may be
increased moderately here and
there during th'fe year 1953. How-
ever, | do not look for total ad-
vances in such to be so great in
1953 as they were in 1952, m

40. There will be no increase in
capital-gains taxes during 1953;
but read paragraph 46 below’. In-
come taxes may be reduced.

41. Exports will fpll again in
1953. The drop in imports will be

Conclusion: Profits Prospects.

Stocks and Bonds

42. For the year as a whole |
look for business profits to be
slightly lower than in 1952. Earn-
ings will be better during the
early months, with a decline oc-
curring later in the year. Profit
margins will be cut by stiffer
competition from both domestic
and foreign sources.

44, Recently upped wages, plus
some additional 1953 boosts, will
also put heavier cost pressure on
profits.

45, Some companies that have
been hard hit by excess-profits
taxes may show improved earn-
ings when the excess-profits tax
expires June 30.

46. There will be a cushion
under falling profits provided by
the current vei-y high tax rates. If
profits slide, Uncle Sam will share
the heavier loss. This very fact,
however, will make it difficult
for Congress to reduce the rate
of taxation.

47. Stocks hre high historically.
We are approaching the end of a
long period of prosperity, much of
which is based upon artificial
measures. Therefore, sometime
during 1953 | forecast lower stock
prices than exist today.

48. Yet, do not forget that the
stock market was at about the
same price point when President

Hoover won by a landslide in
1928. With business prospects
good for early 1953, confidence

might again cause a temporary
boom. If an “Eisenhower bull
market” develops, | strongly urge
readers to take profits and build
up reserves. Within 12 months
after Hoover entered the White
House the Industrial Averages
fell 100 points.

49. New Administration will not
favor “soft money” policy. There-

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10Year Lake,
River Study
Now Underway

A 10-year study of Michigan'
lakes arid riiver systems, first ma-
jor research project financed with
U. S. Dingell-Johnson funds, was
started. Somfe 60 lakes and river
systems were on the first year in-
vestigation schedule. While this
and other types of fisheries work
have been carried on by the de-
partment for a long time, return
of rod and reel tax money will
speed up the pace.

With the experimental Rifle
River watershed improvement
program nearing completion, the
department commenced work on
the Pine river system overhaul
project in' Osceola. Lake, Wex-
ford and Manistee counties. The
latter is believed to be the larg-
est restoration project of its type
in the nation. Objectives arc res-
toring fish habitat, curbing soil
erosion and providing other ben-
efits.

Research was underway on
natural lake fertilization meth-
ods with the plan being to find
ways of increasing fish produc-
tion in poor fish lakes.-

Hatchery crews again released
a large number of legal-size
brook, brown, rainbow and lake
trout, 1284000 as compared to
1,301.000 the year before.

When final commercial fish-
ermen’s reports arc tabulated,
figures may show the annual haul
from Michigan portions of the
Great Lakes to be close to an
avei’age or 26,000,000 pound year.
More small species such as smelt,
herrln% and chubs were netted,
fewer big fish like whitefish, lake
trout and walleyes.

Christmas Trees Can
be Put to Many Uses
After New Year's

There are a number of things
you can do with your Christmas
tree after New Year's besides
burning it.

If it is a fir, for instance, it
ican be anchored in the back yard
j—perhaps in a corner of the gar-
jden—and used as a bird feeder tht\
remainder of the \vinter. Pieces
of suet and little feed bags may

be tied to the branches. A con-
tainer of water should he placed
beneath the tree and kept filled
so the birds will have a d1)017
every day.

Or, cut off the branches and
place them, curved ends up. over-
flower beds when the ground is
exposed. Art evergreen mulch
helps prevent.the soil from heav-
ing during alternate freezes and
thaws. 'Long branches may' be
built into little lean-tos to protect
tender shrubs from sun scald.

The needles of a Christmas tree
can be sprinkled beneath acid-
loving plants such as laui'el, an-
dromeds, rhododendron and blue-
berries.

If the needles on the timo arp
still firm, use the branches in an
outefoor windowbox. Moisten tlie
soil in the bo.x. Then push the cut
ends of the branches down to thr'
bottom and tamp the soil firm
around them. This will generally
give you greenery all wintei-.

If you must burn your Christ-
mas tree, don’t toss it into a fire
place. Cut off the. branches and
burn them safely onc by one.

Back in the horse and buggy days there lived a
farmer south of Plymouth, Will Robinson by name,
father of Maude Bennett. Will is well remembered by
many of Plymouth's old timers. He had a good-
natured German neighbor who was always trying
to' get his milk cans m his wagon and be on his way
to the cheese factory so he could get in line ahead of
Will. The line was usually quite long and the wait
was not always pleasant, particularly in bad weath-
er, Some how or other Will almost always got there
first. But one morning his German friend managed
to get in Iined'ust ahead of Will.
