Foundation between $20,000 and

$40,000 to give required medical
attention, physical therapy and
medicinal aid to each victim of
infantile paralysis.

No Traffic Deaths Here in '52. But
33Injured in Crashesinvolving 145

The city e.?caped in 1952 with-
out a fatal automotive accident
within its city limits.

Still.  Plymouth streets are
plenty dangerous for the unwary
motorist who persists in looking
to the right when he should have

been looking left or straight
ahead.
An annual accident report re-

leased by the police department
today concludes this and other
jTacts.

I For one, driving on the city’s
streets between 5 p.m. and 10 p.m.
is most likely to produce an auto
crash, the survey shows, espec-
ially about the time (5 p.m)
when most workers arc rushing
to their homes.

Of the 82 recorded motoring ac-
cidents in 1952. some 28 of them
occurred during this five-hour
period. 11 of them during the
5 to 6 p.m. rush hour.

The 82 auto crashes
143 persons, injuring 31.
seriously. All the injured victims
recovered.

Police attributed 52 of the
crashes to just “careless motor-
ing.” They all involved two or
more cars colliding together.
Drinking was listed as a second
major cause, involving 17 in pile-
ups.

North and South Main street

was listed as the city’s most
dangerous thoroughfare. Three
times as many accidents _ (28)

were listed as having occurred on
the 1 -mile-long stretch as else-
where throughout the city. Fif-
teen of the crashes came at vary-
ing Main sti’oet intersections.

Outright purchase of a 7L-acre
plant site located on the north
side of the city was disclo.sed
today by an offwial of the D™jm
Steel Products company. AN ;AN

G. H. Haarbauer, general mana-
ger of the firm, said in a tele-
phone interview that “we have
purchased a piece of property for
a new plant site.”

The site is located less than a
block west of Starkweather ave-
nue, north of Hardenburg street.
Negotiations for the property
were concluded last Friday.

Since disclosure early last fall
that Dunn Steel, a divi.sion of the
Townsend company, was planning
a “half-million dollar expansion
program,” some mystery has sur-
rounded the company’s enlarge-
ment program.

In September. Haarbauer said
a device he called “top secret”
would be in production here
“within the next six months.”
Speculation would indicate that
the new plant to be built here
may be connected with the secret
device.

Beyond commenting in a letter
to the city several weeks ago llial
"we have plans for the design and
construction of a new faelory
building on this property,” Haai -
bauer at this time declined to
comment further, giving facts or
figures on the size of the new
structure.

He said in an early announce-
ment of the expansion program
that the new factory "will double
our production and add upwards
to 100 employes to our present
work force.” Haarbauer noted
then that "extensive automotive
contracts and changing automo
live designs have made it neces-
sary to enlarge operations.

It is not known at this time
whether or not the present plant
site at 377 Amelia street will
be abandoned or used for present
manufacturing purposes.

Before construction work art™
ually gets underway however, a
public hearing with planning
commissioners approving the re-
zoning of a portion of the Dunn
Steel property from residential
"A” and light industrial to heavy
industrial will be held. Thai meet-
ing is scheduled to take place to-
night at the city hall.

Automotive studs and fastener.s
arc manufactured here at the
company’s'plant. It is one of four
owned by the Townsend company
that daily produces over GO mil-
lion studs and fasteners a day.

Townsend also produces a large
variety of self-lapping screws,
locknuts, special nails and is wuie-
ly known as the only national
producer of a complete line of
blind rivets, used extensively in
the aircraft industry.

Its plant here cummlly em-
ploys 100.

Florence Roberts
Noted Historian
Dies at Age of 76

Mrs. Florence G. Roberts, of
9590 Ann Arbor road, died Tues-
day at Jennings hospital in De-
troit at 76.

Experts Say 1953 Food Prices
To Remain Close to 1952 Levels

Your family food basket will be
rounded up a little more in 1953
than in 1952. National food mar-
keting authorities expect food
prices in general during 1953 to
remain elo.se to 1952 levels.

Here are some highlights on
how the 1953 food situation in
the United States is likely to af-
fect your food shopping.

The most important change in
our meat supply will be a some-
what larger beef supply, which
will more than offset an expected
decline in pork production. Total
consumption of beef, pork, veal
and lamb is forecast at 144 pounds
per person for 1953 compared
with 133 pound,'™ per person in
1952. Retail beef price's are likely
to be moderately lower in 1953
than during the past year, but
pork prices are expected to aver-
age close to the 1952 level.

Those who enjoy chicken will
be pleased to know that we will
have at least as large a supply
this yeag as last year and perhaps
a little more. There will be more
brniler.c but fewer laying hens on
farms this year. Thus wc can ex-
pect a t'.vo lo four per cent decline
in our supply of eggs and pos-
sibly slightly higlier average re-
tail egg prices.

We will use about the same
amount of dairy products in gen-

eral during 1953 as in 1952, except
for a smaller amount of butter.
Retail eprices of dairy products®
are likely to avt'rage clo.se to the
prices in 1952— if there is a sig-
nificant difference, the 1953 aver-
age prices arc expected to be
slightly higher.

Din ing the winter and spring
montlis we can expect freslr apple
supplies to be a little smaller than
a'year ago, but there; will be more
oranges on the maiket. Supplies
and pi‘ieis of eanmid fr-uit|s will
average about the same as they
flid during the first half of 1952.

For the first six months of 1953
there will be more frozen vege-
tables. about the ,-iame volume of
fresh vegetaliles and a somewhat
mmailer supply of canned vege-
tables- than during the same
months of 1952. The 1953 white
potato acreage is expected to be
somewhat larger than last year,
and usual vyields will mean a
larger potato supply for 1953.

There will be plentiful sup-

plies of cereals, fats and oils and
sugar ihi'oughout 1953.

The self-employed, whose trade
or business has been covered by
social security since 1950, now
have insurance protection thro-
ugh June 1955 from that work
alone. If they reach age 65 and
retire before that date they will
be entitled to monthly payments.
In case of death before mid-1955
their families can get monthly in-
surance payments.

Social security reports on self-
employment earnings are made
on special forms. The report must
be filed and the tax paid with the
Federal income tax return by
March 15. 1953.

Many persons now working for
them.selves had previously work-
ed in jobs covered by social .secur-
ity. This work is also included in
their I'ccords and may be added
to earnings from iself-cmploy-
ment.

The conservation deparriuent
reported 1,485 sawmills operating
in the state in 1952.

Use Polio Funds
for Anti-Paralytic
Research Plan

Recent successes in the search
for an effective, safe and perma-
nent preventive of paralytic polio,
have intensified the need for
March of Dimes funds to explore
and exploit the findings, accord-
ing to Basil O'Connor, president
of the National Foundation for
Infantile Paralysis.

"Certainly the discoveries con-

cerning gamma globulin did not Jand

mean the end to polio problems,"
Mr. O'Connor said. "'While they
solved some problems, they also
icreated many new ones.”

The two main findings, Mr.
jO’Connor said, were that (1)
Ilgamma globulin provides marked
Iprotection of a temporary nature
lagainst paralytic polio and (2) it
Imay modify the severity.of polio
jduiing the late stages of the m-
Icubation period of the disease,
jeven though it may not prevent

1the di.sease completely if given
after the infection Iras .taken
, plaee.

Mr. O'Connor cited three Im-

portant limitations to the use of
gamma globulin.

1 — It gives only temporary
protection. Thus Ehe search for a
Pv.i*nianrnt vaccine must continue.

2—
Techniques for increasing thi
supply for reasonable u.se must
be developed.

3— Gamma globulin research
incomplete. It must still be de-
termined, for example, if GG will
permit the mild ,inapparenl foim
of polio infection that leads to an
t-active long-lasting immunity.

Large sums of Match of Dimes
"money must be invested before
solutions to the above problems
are found, Mr. O’Connor pointed
out.

"Our scientists insist that all
we can reasonably hope for at
this point,” he said, "is that gam-
ma globulin may be used in at-
tempting to ‘smother’ polio epi-
demics m hard-hit areas. The
final answer will still have to be
a safe and effective vaccine that
will provide relatively long-last-
ing immunity. Efforts to produce
such a vaccine for widespread hu-

man use are being hopefully
pursued."

“But, when business is really
popping, we have three more
trains from Ottawa Yard at Toie-
do to Detroit and three nY“ore back
ot Ottawa.

W 's Chips Off Moro Castle de Cuba

There is nothing one longs for, or plans more for.
than a vacation. But even better still there was no
more welcome thought-than that of coming home. The
beautiful white sky line of Miami, when viewed at
doybreak from the deck ofthe S. S. Florida, was one of
die mostunusual sights, and welcome ones, we have
ever experienced. Climaxing our Florida holiday with
a gijoup of forty members of the National Editorial
Association and theirwives as guests of President Ba-
tista in Cuba we had been away too long and the
filought of home was most welcome.

Itwasn't that we werei™t™rilled by our fast mov-
ing police escort throughout "Habana" with their
screaming sirens, or that we didn't love Cuba, it was
just the fact that we missed our home, our friends and
our daily routine here in Plymbuth.

To our Plymouth Mail gang and our guest col-
umnists we are most indebted—many, many thanks.

Cuba is an interesting island, 125 miles long and
populated by five million people mostly of Spanish
descent and 95% Catholic. The country boasts 900
miles of improved highways and President Batista
m wasting no time in building more. Its climate is
reliably warm and healthful and its death rate is one
of the lowest in the world.-

Cuban foods are differentand appetizing. Rice
and chicken, Moro crabs and "Congri" a native black
bean and rice combination are favorites. Their hash
ii entirely different than ours in that various items
are cubed in Viinch squares then mixed with highly
ipiced herb and pimento and served in a very loose
form. High on the list of breakfast favorites are herb
omelet or chicken hash. Because there is no refriger-
ation fresh-killed beef and pork must be eaten the day
itis slaughtered. Therefore poultry and fish comprise
the usual meal.

Cuban cigarettes are as atrocious as the Havana
dgar is marvelous. Of particular interest at the time
of our visit was the fact no Cuban cigarettes were
available because the merchants as a whole were
protesting a new cigarette tax, and though their stores
were well stgcked, they refused to sell them.

The Cuban loves baseball and his leagues play
the year around. He may also daily enjoy Jai-Alia,
horse racing and cock fights. Three or four days
a week there are Spanish musical comedies, cock
fights, circus, boxing and horse shows. The Havana
resident must go 24 miles to the beach though his city
has water on three sides. High stone cliffs keep him
from the sea butat Guanabo one finds beautiful white
minds which are usually rare in the West Indies.

The Nacional Hotel where we were taken by our
escort was outstanding. Its 500 rooms overlooking the
sea are spacious and beautiful. Two beautiful pools
invite the guests in the sun and the "amigo s" in its
service leave no stone unturned to make the Ameri-
can comfortable. In all departments there are both
Cuban and Americans to take which ever order may
be asked.

The Cuban race as a
whole is a happy one.
The average soldier and
policeman is sloppy jn
his dress and bearing
but notso with this hand -
some Commander who
has served in the Cuban
army for 30 years and is
aide to the president.
