Flu Outbreak
Held to be Mild

Several cases of influenza have
been reported jthroughout the
city and school district here, said
Dr. R. R Barber, city health of-
ficer, and school health official.

However, they do not necessar-
ily represent the first waves of a
flu eﬁidemic that has been plagu-
ing the south and southwest por-
tions of the nation.

Dr. Barber, said tiie form of
flu here is mild, "with few. if
ar|1|y1,, indications that it is flu at
a

He said his department does
not feel that it should i-ecornmend
flu shots on a wholesale scale. He
said any prograr_n of immuniza-
tion against the illness should
conducted on an individual basis.

School health authorities noted
a suddc'n outbreak of suspected
flu among some students who
*were running high fevers.” It
was noted bV Monday, however,
that any suspected epidemie
among the school population did
not materialize.

“They were mild cases.” said
Mrs. Mary Strasen, school health
officer. "Absentees that would in-
dicate any illness are not more
than the usual number," she said.

In other parts of the countr
influenza has become so pif val-
ent that schools have been closed
and epidemic emergency meas-
ures set UP to check the sweep
of the wholesale malady.

Flu is often confused with other
respiratory ailments, Dr. Barber
said. Persons suffering from sev-
ere colds often believe mistak-
enle/ that they have flu.

body aches, nausea, vomiting and
nosebleeds. Dr. Barber pointed
ut.
Usually the sickness runs its
course in three to four days.

Apart from seme confusion
here is what the city and Detroit
Edison got after this hands-actjpss
-the-table issue .was resolved:

The utility .company gets a
permit to substitute a utility pole
at its own expense for a cit.v pole
that is not suitable for joint use.

Rendering a legal opinion on
this part of the agreem'Tit City
Attorne\- Harry De>’0 said " | am
unable to aetermine the pi‘actical
effect of this provision. How-
ever, it appears to me the cost
of setting a new pole would out-
weigh the old.”

The latter statement was made
after 'it was revealed that "in
such cases the city will attach the
new pole and remove the old
pole at the city’s expense. ”

As the agreement now stand.-"\J
no one will do anything to the
inanimate poles reaching’to the
blue “until formal permit has
been obtained from the pole own-
er.”

The mild Michigan winter
weather we have had has increas-
ed egg production, so that home-
makers are finding a real food
bargain of quality eggs on the
market.

Egg prices arc down and prob-
ably will be down for the next
few weeks and the increased use
of eggs can make a real saving in
the food budget.

Eggs are one of our most valu-
able foods. They can be used as a
meat alternate because the pro-
tein is complete —which means if
contains all the amino acids nec-
essary for building and repair-
ing body tissues. Eggs also con-
tain valuable minerals, iron and
phosphorus, as well as Vitamins
A, D, riboflavin and thiamine.
Two large eggs give the .same
amount of protein as an average
serving of meat.

Egg dishes are easily and
quickly prepared, alone or in
combination with other foods.
Moderate to low temperatures

should be used in
High temperatures and overcook-
ing toughens and shrivels eggs.
Use eggs as a thickening agent in
puddings and custards and as a
leavening agent in baking. They
add color, flavor and richness Ao
many different dishes.

garnishes for soups and the coat-
ing in breaded meats, eggs can
add food value and color to the
ordinary meal. As omelets, souf-
fles. baked in potato nests or com-

In baked goods, custards,
puddings and pies they make

e.xcellent desserts and party le-
freshments.

Buy eggs from a refrigerated
display at your grocer-'s. Eggs arc
very perishable and must be kept
cool to retain their quality. They
keep better in a covered contain-
er so that moisture is not remov-
ed from the egg. Keep them re-
frigerated at home and take out
only the eggs to be used.

Look for both the grade and
size in figuring how to get the
greatest value for your egg
money. Grade AA, Grade A or
Gi-ade B eggs can all be used for
table eggs, but Grade B eggs
probably should be used up fairly
soon. Compare the price of dif-
ferent sizes of eggs of the same
grade, but be sure to include
plenty off eggs in your menus for
good nutrition and for food econ-
omy.

Suit your grocery buying to in-
season foods. Use fruits and veg-
etables plentiful on the market
and avoid the cxi)e.n.sivc, out-of-
season delicacies.

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Rare Aquatic Ribbon Seal Nearly
Extinct Even in Normal Habitat

Few readers have or will ever
see our subject the Ribbon Seal.

Not only is the animal rela-
tively rare but it is found only off
the coast of Alaska and about the
Aleutian Islands neither of which
are included in the majority of
vacation trips. Even hooks dealing
with mammals or with such
specialized subjects as aqualii
mammals do little more than list
and illustrate Ribbon Seals. One
has to get most of his informa-
tion about the animals through
implication and through what one
knows of close relatives.

The Ribbon Seal is about five
feet long and in general built like
its close relative thr Harbor Seal
or Common Seal. It differs most
conspicuously from this fietter
known animal in it< conspicuous
markin,gs some of which gi\'e the
animal its common name. The
basic color of a Ribbon Seal is
dark brown.

Unlike any other seals, how-
ever, there are around the neck,
the rump and each shoulder, con-
spicuous, usually definitely de-
fined bands of yellow or orange
yellow. Sometimes these join
each other but u.suall,f they art
well separated.

The typical stoiw of reproduc-
tion for members of the f..mily to
which the Ribbon .Seal belongs
may be helpful here. The family
includes the Harbor Seal, which is
relatively eontmon along our At
lantic Coast south to the Camlin-
as, the Hooded Seal which is one
of the must ;ibundant .North At-
lantic seals and ih.” I’arp Seal
thatMS found in the .-\retic waters
of both th(> ."\tlantie and Pacific.

In most of thes(‘ tinimals the
herds form at rockeries in early
spring when the young "pups"
are born.

The size of the herds of
these seals is much smaller than
one finds with the group to which
the fur seals belong.

Fur (dealers give a numerical
rating to indicate the durability
of furs with otter given as a
.'tandard of perfection at 100. In
this scale the fur seals yield pelts
rated at 80 percemt while the Hair
Seals to which the Ribbon Seals
belong are more likely to be rated
at about 25 percent. Just because
a coat or wrap may be made of
seal skin that does not warrant
that it will become a family heir-
loom.

The domestic rabbit has a rat-
ing of 5 per cent -in this classifica-
tion and the muskrat 45 per cent.
The fur seals have been harvest-
ed more for the oil that may be
extracted from thenr carcasses
than fur their pelts and e,ven this
piactice is usually limited to spec-
ies that congregate in lar,go num-
bers.

WHAT | WOULD BUY

My first purchase would be ~
small home in an average, grow-
ing community, with as much
land as | could afford. My build-
ing would depreciate fiom the
day | bought it; but the land
should appreciate. Such a home
should lengthen my life, be a good
hedge against inflation, and be
easy to sell. The demands for such
well-located, small homes should
increase. It, however, should be
within a mile of a grocery store,
church and post office, and in a
good neighborhood.

"But what next should | buy?”
you ask. Well. | would buy ,no
acreage just because it seems
"cheap” at ten dollars an acre,
compared with a hundred dollars
per acre in your own State! There
is an awful lot of Flgrida land
good only for holding the world
together! You are probably not
experienced to speculate in gro"”
es, pasturage of farm' land. But

here is a suggestion. Florida is
growing fast. When motoring
about, if you see vacant land

adjoining a chain store, or fac-
tory. or filling station, or even a
church, which land can be bought
cheap, buy it. It will be needed
sometime for parking or for a mo-
tel. Native Floridians are blind
to this future demand for parking
space. Furthermore, this applies
to the old-timers of every State in
the Union, including the c.gm-
munity where you are reading
this column. Hence, | say that the
"best buy” in every community
anywhere, in my humble opinion,
is vacant land located so it will
some day be needed for parking
space.
