Cold air from windows or out­
side doors, warm air from regis­
ters, radiators or fireplaces 
should not be allowed to flow  
over the thermostat. It shouldn’t 
be placed on an outside wall, or 
on a wall heated by hot-water 
pipes, warm air duets, or ch im ­
neys. Nor should the sun’> ia\'s 
reach it.

The reasons for these rules are 
obvious. The thermostat must be 
placed at ;i spot where it cun 
measure temperature tlitit is rep­
resentative of air throughout the 
house. Near hot or cold >pots, it 
cannot do this.

The thermostat sliould be awtiy 
froiTi' heat sources and drafts. 
Even the heat from ti Limp, te le ­
vision set or radio under or nixir 
a heat control will affect its oper­
ation.

The Small Homes Council ad­
vises placing the thLTinostat from 
two-and-a-half to four feet above 
the floor, or at a height tiliout 
half \fay  between the floor and 
the "breathing level".

Incorrect use o f ’the thermostat 
is another common cause of f a i l ­
ure to maintain comfortaliK- tem- 
pcratuies. To use a ruom thenno-  
stat properly, the tempeiaturi^ 
setting should be raised or lowei'- 
cd only one degree at a time imtil 
the most comfortable ti'iiipera- 
turc is reached. Then it should be 
left alone.

The thermosttit’s joti is to m ain­
tain a uniform ti'mpeiaiure. It 
should be allowed to do its jot), 
and should not b'e used as a hand- i 
operated switch. Fivquent ;.d- 
juslm ent should not be noeessaiy.

It it is desirable to raise the 
temperature, such as alter an 
n\'erniglit setback, set the dial at 
the desired temperature and not 
at the top of the scale.

Some conditions justify' a 
chtmge in temperature setting. In 
a poorly insulated house having  
low wall .'Liriace temperatures,  
the thermostat may have to be re­
set as outdoor temperatures  
change.

The thermostat setting may be 
reduced 5 to 10 degrees durin.g 
the night and this can result in 
fuel savings of 5 to 8 per cent.

Fortunately, the control ar­
rangement that provides m ax i­
mum comfort usually results in 
lower heating costs.

not be paid until the next school 
year.

So fSr the schools here have  
received $78,174 of a total of 
$228,689 due them by the state. 
The remaining $150,505 due be­
tw een  March and May. and used  
for operating purposes, may not 
be paid by the State in time to 
pull the schools out of the finan­
cial doghouse.

“We are informed by sources at 
the State capitol March and May 
payments may be .reduced or not 
met until after the current school 
year,” Isbister said, "and it is for 
these reasons we are viewing  
with alarm the State financial 
picture.”

So far the district has receiv­
ed $336,000 of an anticipated  
$368 ,000 in local winter taxes. It 
is this source of revenue that is 
holding up the sagging schuol 
treasury and preventing a .'harp 
curtailment of school activities or 
payless paydays, that have char­
acterized som e Michigan school 
system s forcing them to borrow 
through p iivate  mstitutaj.'is.

Further complicating thi' criti­
cal financial picture is the inabil­
ity of outlying school districts  
here who send their students to 
Plym outh  High school to pav 
$32 ,250 in tuition fees. A portion 
of the fees are paid by the State.

School operating costs here are 
met by the community and slate  
on a 50-50 basis with, State sup­
port gained from these three 
sources: primary fund, sales tax 
rebates and State Aid Formula 
th a i  -alone fui nishes 28 per cent 
o f  operating costs.

The primai'y fund, amounting  
to $78,027, and Stale sales tax 
rebates of $81,219 have been paid 
by the State. It is State aid pay­
ments around which th,' presen.t 
“non-paym ent controversy” rag­
es.

Currently at work on revenue  
producing bills, the State legis­
lature last week worked swiftly  
to put $35,000,000 in its sagging 
trei^ury by May 15 b\ moving  
the corporation Iranchi.'e tax 
payment date ahead two and a 
half months.

The bill, that provides for two 
corporation taxes m tin.' Stale's 
1952-1953 fiscal year. ha> already 
been passed by the simate. It is 
currently being debated in the 
House of Represenldliv, s.

Its sponsor, G ra r^ v  X . Higgins 
(R), Ferndale. said that 23,000 of 
the Stale's 29.000 c oi poi uliunr- 
operate on a calendar year basis 
and will not have to pa>’ the ta.x 
twice. Other coi'iioi atimis will, 
he said.

What portion of the $35,000,000, 
if any, that would be tunneled  
into school coffers is not known.

Solution to the pre.sent finan­
cial dilemma has been a bitter 
pill to legislators, almost too luit 
to swallow.

To keep school doors open the 
State earlier cut down heavily on 
stockpiling inventories of the 
Michigan Liquor Control Coiii- 
mision. Added funds from th:.' 
source gave Michigan schools 
their first advance unricr the 
State Aid Formula. That amount 
here amounted to $35,000.

Prospects currently loom for 
additional revenues to lx.' obtain­
ed by tran.sfi'iring the $.Tii.'iO(i,i)oo

offered the captain $10.00 to go 
back and pick them up ,but he 
refused, and- so they walked to 
Detroit through forest and. fisa-d- 
ed rivers and met friendly In­
dians. They arrived in Detroit a 
day after the boat landed. They  
loaded their goods on wagons  
drawn by*oxen, and drove their 
cattle on the Indian trail to the 
.land which they had taken up 
■from the government, and this, 
on the year of 1950, is the farm 
owned and occupied by Charles 
A. Root, Sr.”

Charles Root, Sr., has also pre­
pared a paper on the Root G en­
ealogical Records dating from  
1600 to 1950 which gives an inter­
esting background to the farm 
history. The late Mrs. Florence  
Roberts learned from Volume 31 
of the papers of the Michigan 
•Pioneer and Historical Society  
that Augustus Root. Mr. Root's 
grandfather and first owner of 
the Centennial Farm, was com ­
missioned a Captain in the Black 
Hawk War on July 27, 1830, 6lh 
Regiment.

Certainly there arc other farm ­
ers in Plymouth and surround­
ing townships that can qualify  
for the Centennial Farm award. 
The farm must be three or more 
acres in order to qualify; the 
farm owner must be able to show  
the chain of title of the land 
from the first fam ily down to 
the present owner either by ab­
stract or by a notarized statement  
of the chain of title.

W’heii Mr. Root displayed his 
certificate to the Plymouth His­
torical Society, of which he is a 
charier member, the Society  
authorized the, appointment of a 
com mittee on Centennial Farms. 
The members appointed were  
Rov Fishtp, t ^ ^ J e s  Root. Sr., 
B  ert Giles, Sam iSpicer, and the 
late Mrs. Florence Roberts.

The content of the Centennial 
Farm Certificate follows; >

"The Historical Commission of 
Michigan does hereby certify  
that in recognition of the o w n er­
ship of the farm by the family  
of Charles A. Root since 1826 and 
the contribution its members  
have made to the developm ent  
wf Michigan, the Michigan His­
torical Commission does hereby  
ce it ifv  this land to be a Centen­
nial Farm and the present owner  
there of to be a Centennial Farm ­
er.

The Plym outh Chamber of 
Commerce, through its secretary  
Nat Sibbold, today issued a w arn­
ing to the public to beware of a 
minority of photo ‘'studios” whicli 
practic-e charlatan methods of do­
ing business. The ^warning w'as 
based on a bulletin from the N a­
tional Better Bureau, with which  
the Chamber of Commerce is a f­
filiated in its work to protect the 
public from fraud and misrepre­
sentation.

"Photographers are artists,” 
Sibbold said, "and depend on 
their skill and fair dealing to hold 
a permanent place in the com ­
munity^ Although the majority of 
those engaged in portrait photog­
raphy ai’e  honest, there are a 
number of . opportunists in the 
field who do ijg ŝort to unfair and 
deceptive practices,”

Mr, Sibbold listed the “Frame- 
U p” among the more deceptivtr 
practices. In this scheme th'e 
photographer’s canvassers secure 
orders quoting a reasonable rale 
for photos but also cummitti,ng 
the customer to purchase a spec­
ial type frame, (as: convc.x, con­
cave, hexagonal), at a very fancy  
price. "It’s down in the small 
print,” said Sibbold. “ which most 
people don't trouble to read.’’

One of the most vicious prac­
tices of photo rucki'toers involves  
the reproduction of photos and 
snapshots of .sentimental value, 
according to the National Better  
Business Euia'au files. The cus­
tomer is induced to part with a 
unique-and precious photo for re­
production or restoration in hand  
painted colors. Ctnee in the pos­
session of the unethical photo­
grapher. the photo can become  

! “lost” unless the customer orders 
an expensive frame, more copies 
of the reproduetioh than the work  
warrants, etc. Sometimes, in tlie 
case of the fake solicitor, the 
original ends in the ashean or a 
hotel waste basket and the custo­
mer has only a phoney receipt in 
exchange for a down payment.

"Promi.se of large royalty re­
turns from inclusion of a ch ild’s 
photo in a so-Cj'alled ’model album ’ 
leads to a lot of headaches,” S ib ­
bold said. “Surveys made by the 
National Better Business Bureau  
indicate, that advertising
agencies’’'utilize^-^<?tos in such 
‘model album s’ despYte the sales 
talk of the photo canvassers to 

i induce the proud pai'ents to order 
photos. This old gag is used on 
many paients"w ho have an un ­
derstandable belief that junior  
‘ought t̂ i be in pictures.’ j,

Many legitirndti’ photo.graphers 
di.-tribute “free’’ coupons en t it l ­
ing holders to a sample portrait. 
"Thi.'< is .simply a method of sh ow ­
ing the customer what good woi k 
can 'be  done,” Sibbold said. "Tlic 
trouble^starts, in the ca.se of the 
unethical studio, w hen the custo­

mer wants only the ‘free’ or ‘bar­
gain’ portrait. All studios count 
on getting a sizeable order from 
the work demonstrated. However, 
if the customer wants only the 
coupon portrait, the honest stu­
dio will absorb the loss as part of 
its business. The unfair studio  
will use pressuie methods to 
force a big sale, making it prac­
tically "impossible. to obtain the 
‘introduetory’ portrait unless such 
an'4.irder is obtained.

"Such unfair la d ie s  should be 
reported at once” said Sibbold: 
"Only by reporting complaints  
can lh(' public protect itself from 
.■nich upernturs.”

against all three types of polio. 
Monkeys when injected with  a 
lethal polio virus escaped w ith ­
out a wiinper or paralysis.

But the polio preventative will  
not be generally  available this 
year. The acid test still lies ahead 
— theie  are thousands of ch ild ­
ren who must be tested before the 
‘■proof of the pudding” is docu­
mented for laymen and medical 
science alike.

One thing is certain, how ever— 
this vaccine is safe. But how good 
and how long protection lasts is 
still the unknown that science  
must of necessity hold out to the  
public until tests are completed.

Polio damage or brain damage  
cannot result from the vaccine. 
It is made out of viruses killed by 
chemical treatment, with form a­
lin or formaldehyde.

And it is certain that all three

rendered harmless.
There are three such viruses— 

namely the Brunhilde, Lansing, 
and Leon strains— which are the 
disease killing offenders. To find 
and isolate them it took research­
ers three studious years of work- 
and cost $1,370,000 for this seg ­
ment of research alone.

Growing the three viruses in 
glass test tubes, scientists can 
now  make them in unlimited  
quantities. Dr. W eaver reported, 
noting that it’s done by using bits 
of animal or human tissues. Fear­
ing that the viruses growm on 
nerve tissues might contain con­
taminants that could damage  
brain tissue, he said that the vac­
cine is made exclusive  of that 
virus, thus eliminating danger 
of crippling vaccine effects.

This home-grown vaccine helps 
form a natural defense line of 
anti-bodies taking advantage of 
normal body metabolism. V ir­
uses are thus m ow ed down as 
they approach the “outer perim­
e ter” on anti-bodies. Though  
viruses in the vaccine are killed  
by chemicals, it still keeps the 
power to make a human produce 
the polio fighters.

Dr. Weaver pointed out that a 
certain combination of mineral 
oils increases the productivity of 
anti-bodies in the vaccine making  
it more effec tive  than ever.

In the interim, w hile  investigat­
ions and tests continue with the 
vaccine, the foundation rs fight­
ing the relentless battle of polio 
versus science by stockpiling the 
polio fighter— gamma globulin, 
an antibody substance, a protein, 
introduced into the blood and g iv ­
ing a s ix-w eeks insuranc-c against 
polio paralysis.

Science recognizes that most 
persons have had at least one 

1 type of polio and built up their 
own antibodies against at least 
one of the viruses.

It is from the blood of many  
persons exposed that gamma glo­
bulin is being stockpiled by the  
foundation, American Red Cross. 
National Research Council and 
some other agencies for allocation 
to polio centers in this sitninicr’s 
light against an epidemic out­
break. It was in 1952 that the 
disease infected more than one 
out of every 10 persons in Wayne  
county alone, over 1,100 persons. 
In P lym outh the polio toll reach­
ed an unofficial count of six.

It is, perhaps, of vital concern 
to dw ellers here that such a 
vaccine as gamma globulin is a 
short si.x-week terminal antibody.

What people want is an eflcc- 
tive, lasting insurance.

Time w ill tell whether tins 
vaccine is really the final answer 
to polio. If it works, as seienti.'-l; 
hope, summer will be a tiling of 
beauty, not an orgy of fear and 
uncertainty. And polio w ill  liave 
lost its sting.

George N. Higgins, 
formidable chairman of the senate finance committee, about ti 
closet him self in a com mittee room with Sen. Carlton H. Morris 
(R-Kalamazooi was so anxious to avoid a reporter who was dogging  
him. that he leaped into the room and slammed the door— smack on 
the innocent page boy who was ju* k ; i \ in g  the room.

Higgins grunted, the page boy squealed, the reporter had his 
only laugh of the day.

P>ut the work is beginning to take shape. Out of the fog of d iver­
sionary issues and ijersonal spats the shadow of three' sources w here­
by the lawmakers can lay their hands on some cjuick easii is slowly  
taking shape.
