The Federal Milk
Dealers' Association has a man-
datory law that calls for all price
cuts to be passed gn to the con-

1865 Edition of New York Herald
Recounts Assassination of Lincoln

The infiiinous woiris of the al-
leged killer. John Wilkes Booth,
“the south has bei>n avenged”
toueheef off. perhaps, the mo.«t
tragic event in Ameiacan history
--- the assassination of President
Lincoln on April 15 1865.

Here in Plymouth and through-
out the nation today — on Feb-
ruary 12 --- school children,
banking hou.ses and others pause
to pay homage to the '"great lib-
erator” on another birthday an-
niversary.

Helping remind the editoi'ial
staff of the solemn occasion and
of the homage- these United
States pays Lincoln and the
Union is an edition of The New
York Herald, dalelined .April 15.
1865. and now on display at the
Plymouth Mail.

It was loaned to The Mail by
Mr. and Mrs. Jami s Schomberger
5715 Napier road, and recounts
the fatal shooting of Lincoln,
stabbing of Clarence A. Seward,
U. S. army paymaster, and head
injuries suffered by Seward’s son.
Fred believed victims of a preset
assassination plan.

Here is the first official di.s-
patch from the War Department
on .April 15. 1865.
telling of the assassinations;

"This evening at about 9:30
p. ih.. at Ford's theatre, the Pres-
ident, while sitting in his private
bo.x with Mrs. Lincoln. Mrs. Har-
ris and Major Rathburn. was shot
by an a>sassin, who suddenly
entered the bo.x and approached
behind the President.

"The assassip then leaped upon
the stage, brandishing a large
dagger or knifi', and mad'e his
escape in the I'car of the theatre.

"The pistol ball onteri'd the
back of the President's head and
penetralid nearly [Ilhiough the
head. The wound is mortal.

"The President has been
-sensible e\'eiy since it was
flieted. and is now dying.

".About the same hour an as-
sassin. whethi'i- the same or not.
entered Mr. Seward's (Clai'ence
E.) apartments, and under the
pretense of having a prescrip-
tion was shown to the Secretary’s
sick chamber. Thi' assassin im-
mediately rushed to the bed and
inflicted two or three .abs on the
throat and two on the face.

"It is hoped the wounds may
not be mortal.fM.v apprehension
is that they will prove fatal.

Jominy Advises
Care of Engines

Don’t race your car engine dur-
ing the warm-up period unless

you want e.xpensive motor re-
pairs.
That is a warning issued by

j'W. E. Jominy of the Chrysler
Corporation in a discussion of
;engine-wear and corrosion before
Ithe annual meeting of the Soc-
liety of Automotive Engineers.

* Jominy e.\plained that exces-
jsive wear and corrosion show up
in car engines whenever water
jacket temperatures drop below
40 degrees. Over-loading and in-
adequate lubrication likewise in-
crease the wear tremendously,
he added. The causes of engine
wear are too numerous to men-
tion, Jominy said, but many of
.them can be eliminated by prop-
er selection of metals, protective
coatings arid surface treatments.

J. F. Kune, Jr. and J. P. Ha-
mer of the Standard Oil Develop-
ment Co., Linden, New Jersey,
explained that automobile en-
gines are subject to both mech-
anical and chemical wear. Chem-
ical wear is the loss of metal
caused by chemical attacks from
water and acids.

Piston rings and cylinders
show the most wear in an auto-
mobile engine, they said. The ex-
tent of wear in these parts, they
added, depends upon design, rap-
idity of warm-up, operating con-
ditions, frequency of oil change
and fuel quality.

Frequent checks of piston rings
and cylinders and a lighter foot
on tie accelerator when warming
up the motor should give your
car engine a longer life.

Mr. Travis also stated that too
much emphasis cannot be placed
on the benefits of timely over-

hauls. He quoted from a recent
"Uivey among tractor owners
who "thought” their tractors

-.ve:v in ‘fair shape. The survey
siiowed that their tractors were
wasting cin average of 15 per cent
of their fluel per year, and some
tractors Were wasting as much
as :.5 pel cent because of engine
ti'ouitles which an overhaul
would have corrected. Mr. Travis
listed faulty ignition, misadjusted
carbui etcirs and worn*valves as
examples; of the common troubles
which waste fuel and waste time
on the jo~.
