Reverend Walch is celebrating
his tenth year as minister of the
First Presbyterian church, and
his 24th year as an ordained mun-
is'ter.

Reverend Walch will combine
business and pleasure in this trip.
Besides viewing all the historic
places he wishes to sec. he will

represent the 223rd district of
Rotary club at the meeting of
Rotary, International at Paiis

this spring. The 223rd district is
made up of Detroit, southeastern
Michigan. Windsor and south-
we.stei*n Ontario.

“Palestine was my first objec-
tive in planning the trip”, Rov-
erend Walch said, but when ho
heard that Rotary was meeting in
Paris this year he included it in
h|s itinerary. As a representative
he will sit on the legislative cou-
I7Nil. In this smaller group he will
~t to know more men from
throughout the world, he said,
a~d thus be closer to world opin-
1on.

Reverend Walch has planned
his trip carefully in order to in-
clude all the sites of historic and
geographic interest possible in
his two-month trip. The church
has given him a leave of absence
for that time in order to make
,this trip necessary,

The Walches plan to leave the
week of May 10 and fly by T. W.
A to England via Newfoundland.
They hope to arrive in England

on W(‘dnesday of that week.
There they will rent a car and
circle north to Edinburgh and
back.

After spending some time in
England they plan to cro.ss to
France. Renting another car in
Pans, they will travel to Karl-

sruhe. and then along the Rhine
river to Cologne. Belgium and
Holland. "I shall be interested to
see how much repair is being
done on the damage caused by
,the flood,"” Reverand Walch said.

The Walches will leturn to
Pddis il time for the meeting of
RotarV. International on May 24
to 28 .~ fith that business complet-
ed, they will drive south through
Switzerland, Geneva and Greno-

ble. to Nice. Monte Carlo, Rapallo
which is the Italian Riviera, and
then to Rome.

They will leave their car in
Rome, Reverend Walch said, and
fly from there to ™Cairo, Egypt,

They only recently decided to go '

into Egypt, but they chose it over
Bierut because in Cairo they
would be nearer to the pyramids.

After spending one and one-
half days in Cario, they will fly
to Jerusalem-Jordan. Since this
area has been divided between
the Arabs and the Jews it is dif-
ficult to pass between Israel and
Jordan. Actually a seperate
visa IS needed, Reverand Walch
said. While in the Holy Land the
Walches will see the many his-
toric sights of old Jerusalem.
Most of the.se arc on the Jordanic
side, he added.

“This whole area for me is
honey - combed with history,”

Predict $5,137
Deficit in Parking
Fund Account

An anticipated deficit of $5,137
in the parking account is feared
this week by City Manager Al-
bert F. Glassfuicl, who notes in a
financial report that commit-
ments to the account arc expect-
ed to outrun revenues in the last
half of the 1952-1953 fiscal year.

Total parking fund obligations
total $21,100 with just $16,962 in
income expected up to June 30,
leaving a debit balance of
$5,137.

The financial tally shows that
parking revenues on February 6
totaled $8,972 with an added esti-
mated income of $7,000 expected
during the remainder of this fis-
cal year.

Rapid" parking lot expansion is
seen as the crux of the predict-
ed deficit. Parking lot construc-
tion, the purchase of new rheters
and acquisition of parking sites
that the city has been cemmitted
to alone total $15,736. Salary, rent
and maintenance expenses ac-
count for the rem.undei- of the
$21,100 parking expense.

Should the deficit be realized
as now predicted, it is anticipat-
ed that sui'plus funds, from the
contingency fund"” amounting to
some $20,000, will be transfi’rred
by commission action to cover
"over and above’ costs.

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Mayor Discusses City
Problems at Rotary

Mayor Russell M. Daane was
guest speaker before the local
Rotary club last Friday. Since
the content of his address is of
interest to all the citizens of this
community, in that it deals with
future local problems, The Mail
presents it here in its entirety as
given us by the mayor.

Fellow Rotarians and guests:
Even though this is Friday the
13th, and your program commit-
tee may have assigned the date
to me with some malice afore-
thought. I'm not going to let it
bother me. Maybe they knew that
I was not superstitious. At any
ratd this fa-t has not altered the
context of this talk, nor has the
fact that there will be a city elec-
tion in April and | am a candi-
date for re-election. This is not a
campaign speech. I know that it
was the intent of your program
committee to provide me with an
opportunity to talk with you
about some of the problems of

our city which are our mutual

problems, and of mutual inter-
est to all of us as residents. |
welcome this opportunity, and

hope that you will bear with me
for a short time in thinking about
city affairs.

“First and paramount in Plym-
outh, as in every other city, large
or small. East or West. North or
South, is the problem of finance.
The problem presented to citie..
in the words of Detroit’s Mayor
Cobo, is, "How to keep revenues
increasing as expenses rise, and
how to keep expenses down w'hen
the income fails to expand. The

situation is complicated because
the city does not control the
economic circumstances which

govern employment,
wages. Everything it does is af-
fected by these many factors, and
it must adjust its program to

“Plymouth is in a fine position
so far as bonded indebtedness is
concerned, with little bonded
debt. We have been progressing
on a pay as we go basis, but, in
my opinion, the time is now here
when we must accept the fact
that if we are to get the improve-
ments we need in streets, sewers,
curb and gutter, and water etc.,
we must face the problem head
on and get the job done, issuing
bond”~ to cover the cost. Much of
this program is, of course, assess-
able to the various property own-
ers, so ten year bonds can be re-
tired with the proceeds of the tax
assessment also spread over ten
years; but much of it is at city
expense, covering city owned
property or street intersections,

“The City Commission is not
approaching this problem on any
hit and mi.ss basis, but have un-
dertaken a systematic study with
the City Manager to do the work
on a systematic basis. We term
it our ten year program. Much
time and study has gone into its
preparation. Much money is in-
volved in bringing it into being
end in carrying out the recom-
mendations.

“Roughly, almost $600,000 is in-
Volved in the next fiscal year, if
we do all the things that we be-
lieve should be done at this early
date. If and when this is specif-
ically approved by,,-tiK' Commis-
sion, you will be furnished de-
tails of the financing proposed,
and. if general obligation bonds
are u.sed, you will be asked to
vote yes or no on the issuance. At
the present time this matter s
still one of discussion, and | am
just giving you a little preview
of the problem.

“To take up some of our spec-
ific problems of interest to all of
you, think with me about the
Forest Avenue alley project. Dis-
cussed and considered some years
ago, the alley still is not a real-
ity. Property to the rear of the
lots fronting on Forest and Main
Strex'ts is currently being pur-
chased for this purpose at the
standard rate of fifty cents per
square foot. Some such property
has been acquired. The opening
onto Ann Arbor Trail is being
negotiated. Let me say here, that
the original plan, and the pre-
sent plan, as shown on the mas-
ter plan, contemplated opening
onto Ann Arbor Trail, and not on
Forest Avenue, for several rea-
sons. Sharp turns are eliminated
in the alley itself, onto Forest
Avenue, and again onto Ann Ar-
bor Trail, as the truck progresses
on its way, with perhaps another
sharp left turn into the alley that
is to the rear of the stores be-
tween the Trail and Penniman,
fronting on Main or Penniman.
With trailers at their present
length, and possibly longer in the
years to come, these turns arc
far from desirable. Policing of the
alley is more difficult with turns;
fire protection is not as readily
accessible; and traffic friction on
Forest Avenue would, in atl prob-
ability, become more severe than
under the plan as outlined.

“The Forest Avenue opening
was never considered until the
City acquired the land to the rear
of Swanson’s gasoline -station.
This was acquired, not for alley
purposes at all, but as a part of
the negotiations by which the
land was acquired for widening
of Forest Avenue. This project we
-hope to keep making progress Vin,

“and to accomplish reasonably
soon; and it is, of course, asses-
sable to the abutting property

owners. Despite this, we members

“Noyv, let us consider parking
know, the City pro-
cured the Bronson property last
year, and it has been developed
as a valuable addition to the Cen-
Parking area. This was made
possible through the concerted
efforts of the members of the
Chamber of Commerce, business
men, and members of the Com-
mission. Meters have been instal-
led, and this Spring we anticipate
that it will be surfaced with
blacktop. As you know, part of
this property constitutes an alley-
way lying to the rear of "the
;properties fronting on Main .Ann
i Arbor Trail. Harvey and Penni-

.man. To date no cost has been
levied against any property own-
er for this alleyway, because
we have acquired it as we have.
To acquire the one piece of prop-
erty still remaining, which consti-
tutes part of the alley right of
way, may require condemnation,
the costs of which, together with
the amount paid for-the land, will
be chargeable to the abutting
property owners. 1 am confident
that there is an area of agreement
somewhere, and it will be found.
That | am sure.

“The East Central lot has also
been started and will soon be
ready for use. It would have been
usable this winter had we had a
normal winter, but with no snow
and little depth to the ground

[ “Main Street, as one of our
;main thoroughfares, has come in
| for a lot of comment on the part
'of many people. There are those
who think it should be widened
and resurfaced; and. of course,
there are those who think it
should be left as it is. Some think
it should be resurfaced, but not
made wider, for to do so may
Imake it a speedway and increase
iour accident rate. There are those
'who think it should be improved,
and assessed against the property
owner as a new street; and. again,
those who think that it should
| not be assessed, since the prop-
erty on Main Street was once as-
sessed for the existing street. Let
me take you back into the rec-
ords. Main Street was paved in
1908— 45 years ago— at a total
cost of $15,367.02, of which
;$1,937.87 was charged to the City
Ifor intersections. $509.05 w-as
Icharged to City for City property,
which left $12,820.1” chargeable
to private property. Of this latter
amount two-thirds was assessed
to property, and the balance
charged to City-at-large, so, act-
ually, only $8,546.74 was assessed
against the proiierty owners for a

street that has been serving them
and the city for 45 years. Today
we are considering the possibility
of widening the street to 44 feet,
putting in new curb and gutter,
and laying two-inch bituminous
concrete as a surface, at a cost of
.. Would you like to guess the
amount? | know the estimate of
$130,000 will surprise you.

“Charter provisions are such
that the project may be assessed,
as a new street, because of the
age and the total original cost of
it. Of the total estimated cost a
considerable portion of it again
represents street intersections or
City owned ©property, which
would be paid out of General
funds, and not assessed. Such a
project, using thg present brick
as a foundation, of course, saves
the cost that would be developed
if new concrete had to be laid;
so, even with an assessment, tije
property owner has a lower cost
than would be true otherwise.
Also it would be possible, if the
Commission so chooses and elects,
to credit the property owner with
their proportionate share of the
$8,546.74 against the new assess-
ment, which would be giving
them full credit for their expend-
iture of 45 years ago. This is but
another problem that will be met,
studied and solved in due time.
Not easy, but no project worth
doing is really easy, is it?

“Starkweather Avenue in all
probability will be resurfaced
this year by the County. It is
possible that Ann Arbor Trail
may receive similar treatment
from Main to Sheldon Road with-
in the next few years. Our re-
lationship with the officials of the
Wayne County Road Commission
are excellent, and we attempt to
work closely with them on prob-
lems of mutual interest.

“You may look for a continua-
tion of our sidewalk program. It
is our hope that every street in
Plymouth may have the dignity
of a sidewalk on both sides of it
before too long. Much was done
in this direction last year, and'
come Spring you will see cementi
mixers and sidewalk laying on a
very extensive scale.

“The water system of the City,"
while considered to be adequate,!
is being constantly studied in
order that it may always be that
way, and provide good water in
guantities. More land for well
purposes may be a necessity to
provide for our future needs.
This is now being considered.

“The sewer system is far from
adequate, and again, in my opin-
ion, is one of our major and most
serious problems. Progress is be-
ing made, with the County in
working out the interceptor sew-
er, which, when a reality, will be

of great assistance. With it we
will have better facilities, and
will know the levels at which it

is to be, so that we can work our
othei' sewer improvements into
the proper plan, something we
cannot do now.

"As you know, we have a jib-
rary improvement underway
which, when completed in the
next few months, will provide
improved library facilities, but
still ~ will  require further
improvement in the future. How
soon this can all be accomplished
is a question. | hope soon, because
the attractive part of the build-
ing is the front, the part that will
come next, so the new addition
is not going to be seen at all from
the strc'et, through, of course, we
will have the use of it and the
utilization of it. $40,000 is involv-
ed in the present addition, and
another $45,000 to $50,000 will be
involved in the next step. It is
something we badly need.

“Better utilization of our city
hall building is being considered.
The Department of Public Works
has been moved, and is now lo-
cated at the Arthur Street garage.
Men and equipment are now at
the same central headquarters.
Moving this department out of
the City Hall will make possible
some changes in our Police De-
partment space, and the much
talked about jail facilities can be
moved to a first floor location to
meet the recommendations and
requirements of the State Cor-
rections Board. These things are
all a part of the pattern to which
your City Manager and City
Commission are working.

“Our traffic problem, about
which some comment was made
here last week, is something that
will always be with us. With full
respect for Sterling Eaton and his
sincerity and good intentions, |
would like to mak* these few re-
marks. While we are never going
to be satisfied with less than a

sboi
take pride in the recordf that
have been established in our city,
and for which an award Was
made by the AAA not too long
ago. We are constantly trying to
improve our traffic flow, elimi-
nate danger spots, move cars and
parking away from intersections
to improve visibility, and other
things of similar nature. These
are all done as a matter of course
by the Chief of Police, working
in conjunction with the Manager
and Commission. A study by the
AAA was made sometime ago,
and another is to be undertaken
in the near future, as requested
by the Chamber of Commerce,
with the knowledge and approval
of the Commission. We welcome
this interest and cooperation. It
has been, and will continue to be.
a big help. The other cities in
this vicinity and elsewhere, the
State Police and County sheriffs,
all are working on this project to

Swift and Sipson
Speak at Banquet
Given by Cof C

The future growth, population
trends and expansion plans of'the
Detroit Edison company was the
subject of the speech by James A.
Swift, field representative, given
at the Chamber of Commerce
banquet Wednesday night. A
similar discussion was given by
Dean A. Sipson, branch manager
of Michigan Bell Telephone com-
pany.

Swift said that the Detroit
Edison’s ability to service De-
troit’s expanding economy is due
to the fact that they have been
able to forecast the growth of the
city and surrounding suburbs.
The facilities. 410 said, must move
in before the population gets
there.

Referring to the new Edison
plant being constructed near St.

Clair. Swift said that by 1954
Edison will have doubled the
size of its operations. Plans are

also being made for a new plant
at River Rouge.

Swift said that in-migration to
Michigan is favored by 1) Mich-
igan is the leading industrial
state, 2) steel industry recognizes
Detroit as the greatest steel con-
suming center in the world. 3)
Detroit is the second port in the
United Stati>s. and 4) there are
many defense plants which will
become peacetime plants.

Th(.“ new plants have to go to

the outskirts of Detroit, Swift
added, since they must be 10
miles from atom bomb sites.
Detroit is listed as one of the

possible areas of atom atta™k.

Swift pointed out that the U. S.
Census Bureau estimates that
Michigan population will show a
15.4 per cent expansion in 1960.
Edison estimates that Wayne
count.v will increase from 2,435.
000 to 3.000.000 by 1970. All this
increase will be outside the city
of Detroit, he said.

It is possible jn the not too dis-
tant future. Swift said, that 15 or
16 industrial centers will arise on
the outer fringe of the present
metropolitan area. Two of these
areas may be Livonia and South
Lyon, he said.

Dean A. Sipson also spoke of
the growth of the metvopolitan
area. Detroit was self-contained
once, he said, but more and more
the commuter idea has developed.
This has been due to the popula-
tion piessure and the deteriora-

tion of the downtown Detroit
area.
Population as a rule, Sipson

afided, grows in the direction of
good commuter possibilities and
toward the heavy industries. It
can be seen that it is now moving
toward Livonia for these reasons,
lu' said.

The trend of this movement
can be altered by the availability
of schools, water, sewage, shop-
ping centers, and access to trans-
portation, Sipson declared.

Michigan Bell has a system of
forecasting population growth, he
said, so that they will know
where to move facilities. They
study past history of the area and
count family dwellings to get the
trend. They consider these fig-
ures in the light of the economic
picture on a broad base, he add-
ed.

Tax
filing time means that business
earnings for 1952 will soon be
added to their soeial security rce-
oids. Harry Baltiuk. manager of
Ithe Detroit social security office
Istated this week.

"This protection was earned by
the.self-employed who reported
a net-profit of at least $400 from
their business or trade m 1951
and 1952," Baltuek said.

If the self-employed person be-
comes 65 before July 1955 and
retires, he may receive social se-
curity payments. In case he dies
his family may receive payments.

Businessmen who reported
self-employed earnings for 1951
and 1952 are protecteef through
June 1955. If they reach age 65
and retiie before July 1955. they
will receive monthly retirement

Alvin Bentley Speaks at Banquet

Congressman Alvin M. Bent-
ley, youngest member of the
Foreign Relation.s committee,

spoke to the University of Mich-
igan club annual AIl College
banquet February 11

Congressman Bentley chose the
topic. "The New Congress Looks
at Foreign Policy for h:s
speech.

He compared the policy of con-
tainment to a football game in
which one team could not cro.ss
the 50 yard line.

Congressman Bentley said that
he was curi-ently preparing a bill
to revoke the Yalta agreement,

as a part of the government’s
plan to abolish secret agree-
ments.

"We must trade with rather

than aid European countries," he
stressed. "If we expect these
countries to build up their dollar
reserves, and support themselves,
we must help by 'ceing willing to
trade with them."

"The question in Korea now is
not how. or why. but ‘where do
we go fi'om here?" emphasized
Congressman Bentley. “It is my
opinion that we should add more
Republic of Korea troops to the
front lines. Even now, these
troops cover a large percentage

Straits. Commissioner Ziegler’s view- on toll roads is a “middle
of the road™ stand: improved roads arc needed so badly thai an.i
legal method is better than no attempt to raise funds. Although
he favors a free highway system, he would not oppose the creation
of a tax road authority.

Ziegler said he favors the Mackinac bridge idea after making
sure of two factors. One was that the project was practical from an
engineering standpoint—this has been established" by technical
authorities. The second is that it is financially sound. This seems
satisfactory also, for there is indication that bonding companies
will be ready to finance the venture. Present schedules call for work
to begin on the bridge in the spring of 54 with completion the
fall of ’56.

Another big problem is that of safely. The first 11 'months of
1952 recorded 1,541 fatalities ot Michigan highway, an increase of 34
over the same period in 1951. Economic loss resulting from per-
sonal injuries and property damage in‘the state from January
through November in 1952 amounted to $145 million.

Red-Throated Loon is Peculiar
Bird Thai "' Talks tilings Over”

The fact that a bird has a wide
range for its species does not
mean necessarily that it is corres-
pondingly well known. The red-
throated loon ranges during the
year from the Aleutiaps to
Greenland and south to Florida
and lower California and yet
most people go through their liv-
es without ever seeing or hearing
one of these birds.

The red-throated loon, with a
length of 27 inches overall, is
some five 'ftichfes shorter than a
full grown cotnrtfon loon. It lacks
the conspicuous black head and
neck band -of the eomrrion loon
though it is white beneath and
has the breast Striped with black
and white. The throat of the red-
throated loon has a conspicuous
chestnut triangle at its lower
edge. In winter the bird is dusky
above. The sexes are colored
alike.

Breeding of the red-throated
loon takes place from northern
Alaska and the western Aleutians
south to northern British Colum-
bia and east to Greenland, New-
foundland and Quebec. It also
breeds in Europe and Asia. Our
winter range of the species ex-
tends south to Florida and the re-
gion of lower California nearest
to the United States, for the most
part.

The red-throated loon has been
suspected of feeding on fish eggs
and it is known to make a large
part of its diet of fish which it
catches by diving and pursuit
underwater. Because of these
habits it has been considered as
undesirable but what would a
summer be in the wilds of Can-
ada or northern United States
without the opportunity of lis-
tening to some loons “talk things

over” over on the other side of
the lake in the middle of the
night?

During migration the birds
have a remarkably strong direct
flight. If through accident or

otherwise they happen to come to
earth in migration, they prob-

ably will end their days where
they come down since they can-
not “take off’ except from water.
In New England the southern
migration is about at its height
in October. A poet has concisely
described the overground migra-
tion of the bird as “the sure, swift

flight of loons”. Words would
hardly improve thi.s description.
The nest is nothing but a

mere depression hidden on the
bank of a lake or stream. Some-
times it is lined with finer gras-

ses. It must be close to the shore
because the birds are almost
helpless on land. In the water

they more than make up for this
handicap. There are usually two

eggs, each about 3 inches long,
highly variable in color and eith-
er spotted wilisgdrab brown or
plain.

Both sexes talfc part in the
four-week incubaffcn period and
the downy chicks jare dai’k gray
above and drab, ™~ e young take

“It is an affirmative approach
to zoning within the city, stating
what may be done, not what is
prohibited,” he said, noting that
the ordinance follows the general

pattern and nomenclature of
similar laws elsewhere. This, he
said, is called recodifying.

Of more direct interest is the
overall ordinance itself that gives
over slightly more area to indus-
trial-business uses.

It takes cognizance of the fact
that there are fjw --- especially
few---residential lots remaining
within city boundaries for con-
struction of new homes. Some
persons here estimate the num-
ber of building lots at less than
200 over those already committed
for house building. Bearing this
out. Nat Sibbold. setretary of the
Chamber of Commerce, said “lots
available for homebuilders with-
in the city limits are very few.”

The proposed ordinance pro-
vides for expansion of the down-
town area as persons leave Main
street residences, providing per-

haps for doctor and dentist of-
fices in this zone.
Another drastic deviation in

the proposed ordinance is the
establishment of residential "A”
areas that do not permit two-

family dwellings. For such multi-
housing units, a seperate area,
R-2, is being set up.

In R-2, under the new ordin-
ance, apartment buildings are no

longer permitted. From the time
the ordinance takes effect all
apartment buildings will have tp
be constructed in designated
business areas.

With residential “A” establish-
ing a professional one-family
house area and R-2 restricted to
multi-dwelling units, homeown-
ers will find less infringement on
their property values.

Also new in the oidinance is
the establishment of R-IA, a
combination commercial - two-

family zoning area.

Industrially, the city has de-
signated "slightly more area, not
very much." says City Maifager
Albert F. Glassford, who stated
that sound and vibration limita-
tions have been incorporated into
the prospective zoning law.

It should be pointed out here
that to survive economically, and
progress as a modern city, in-
dustj-y to a set degree is needed.
An example of what happens
when an industry moves from
the city is this story; When Allen
Industries moved its operations
to Detroit, the city lost over
$300,000 in assessed evaluation.
At this point, interjected City
Assessor Kenneth E. Way, the
city lost thousands of dollars that
may very well not be made up by
the time summer taxes are col-
lected. If this is true, for the city
it means a reduced budget in the
face of increased operating ex-
penses and a crying need for
higher salaries. Industry pays up
to 50 per cent of all school taxes
--- the single largest contribLitor
to the $235,000 annually turned
over. When Allen Industries
moved out the schools lost nearlv
$10,000.

The proposed zoning ordinance
will be reported out of the plan-
ning committee sometime this
spring, it is anticipated. Before
that happens, however, pre-set
public heal ings will be held at a
date yet to be mentioned.

After being reported out. the

zoning ordinance receives three
readings before city commission-

‘ers. It is made in law by a simple
majority vote of the quorum
present.

Under charter law, the public

is permitted to petition and have

the zoning ordinance passed or
rejected by a majority popular
vote of the qualified electorate

here.

In the making for a year, the
ordinance has been the “nurtured
baby” of nine planning commis-
sioners who serve on the board
without recompense of any kind.
In the words of Secretary Be-
Gole, “they are public spirited
citizens who have devoted gene-
rously and with scholarly leader-
ship, the hundreds of individual
hours to make the ordinance a
succe.ssful and an outstanding
achievement.”

The commissioners are Chair-
man Sidney D. Strong, Ezra
Rotnour. Mrs.. Frieda M. Reh,
Mrs. Dorothy Swope. Duane
Parkes. Lee Gaeke, Walter Rens-
el, Carrol Porter and E. J. Read-
man.

Alter Length
Of Curtains
to Change Decor

In dead' of winter a homemak-
er’s thiHight.s often turn to spring
cleaning and refurnishing.

Curtains can help give the right
feeling to a particular room. |If
your living mom. for example, is
a formal one, then you need to
treat your windows in a very dif-
ferent way from the woman who
has casual, informal decor.

I Curtain or drapery length s
'one of the most important factors.
There arc three possible choices
to hl'lp carry out the feeling of
your room.

The first choice is to have the
curtains end just at the window
sill or perhaps a quarter of an
inch past. This length has some
disadvantages for the city home

where dirt collects on sills. But
this.short length will give the
right expression .to an informal

room.

Another length for curtains is
to the lower edge of the wood-
work that surrounds the window.
Thi.s. too, will be good in a cas-
ual living room. This longer cur-
tain docs not collect dirt or blow
in and out of the window easily. \

®A third choice is the curtain
that ends just above the floor.
Such a long curtain or di‘apery
will give a decidedly- formal
touch to a room.

Cottage Cheese
Supplies Heavy,
Retail Prices Low

Cottage cheese is a bargain be-
cause of its high food value, but
right now it is a double bargain
because supplies are heavy and
retail prices are reasonable.

Besides the adequate protein
and minerals it supplies, cot-
tage chee.<c has found favor with
homemakers because of its mild
flavor and the variety it adds to
the menu. Cottage cheese com-
bines well with vegetable, fruit
or egg dishes to make a substan-
tial meal.

Good quality cottage cheese is
firm, with a rather creamy con-
sistency. The color should be
white to creamy white.

Cottage cheese will probably
stay moist longer if refrigerated
in a tightly- covered dish. If left
at room temperature for a long
period it will develop off flavors
and odors. It is best to use cot-
tage cheese soon after purchasing
for best appearance and flavor.
TActually it is best to use cottage
icheese within two or three days
latter buying to be assured of the
best quality in texture and flavor.

Plymouthites arc eating more
‘cottage cheese than ever before.
In 1920 the average was a little
over half a pound per person in
this country: now it is oveT three
pounds per person —a tribute to
its goodness.

Homemakers with an eye to
economy, good nutrition and eat-
ing enjoyment will be adding cot-
tage cheese to their shopping
lists.

Do Not Broll
Pork or Veal

Steaks and chops are perhaps
the meat cuts most frequently
eonsidei'id for hroiling. How-
ever, there are many more cuts
you ma>' prejiare i)v this meth-
od. Broiling is an excellent way
of cooking a quantity of bacon, or
Canadian-style bacon, as well as
beef and lamb patties, to name a
few.

Two meals are not broiled—
fresh pork and veal. This is be-
cause pork is always cooked to
the well-done stage. .And in broil-
ing it may become brown on the
outside without being cooked
well done throughout. Veal is not
broiled because it lacks sufficient
fat covering.

For this cookery method, first
set your oven regulator to "broil”.
Then olacc the moat on the broil-
er racK and adju.st the pan so that
the top of the meat is 2 to 3
inches from the heat. Meat cut 1

inch thii’k shniild he 2 inches
from the heat, 2 inches thick. 3
inches 1.'em the heat. For best
results in cnokina .--teaks have
them eiit at least 1 inch thick,
chops .~ inch thick.

Broil the meat until br'own.
This is all indieatain that the

meat is cenked hall way tliroiigh.
Then seasmi with salt and pep-
per. Alua.ys seaseu broili'd meat
after it is iirowncd. Then turn
the meat and broil on tiie second
side. For a test as to the done-
ni‘ss, cut a gash in Ihv' meat next
to the hnuc and note, the color.
Follow a reliable timetable for
broiling to the desired degree of
doneness.

An adiquatc breakfast has a
basic pattern tliat includes fruit,
cereal, milk, toast or muffins and
butter or margarine. Add a cup
of hot coffee, if you wish, and
substitute an egg once or twice a
wet'k for the cereal. One-fourth
of each da>s food energ.v should
come from a liearty breakfast.

Flats come "knock-down" and
are put together with a few nails

A\m(ing numerous meanings
which the word "flat'” has ac-
quired, ranging from an apart-
ment to a piece of stage scenery,
it signifies to the gardener a shal-
low box in which si-cd is -iiuvn.
usually for growing in the house,
in a cold-frame or hot-bed.

This simple device has been
used for more than a century
without anyone being able to im-
prove it. The modern form comes
kni.H'k-down and is easily put to-
gether with a VW naihs. It is a
standard item in the garden
trade.

.s\nyonc planning to stait seed
in a setd-box cannoi go wrong
if ho uses a standard *‘flat™. It is
a serious mistake' to uwse" substi-
tutes which are too small, too
fi'agile. or otherwise iinfilte'd foi
the job of holding e'nough moist
soil to nourish a vigorously glow-
ing plant from the time te" seed
is sown until it is safe to trans-
plant in the garden.

flat should he large enough
for the plant' and not too larg.
o- heavy for tile' plante'r to han-
dle. Standard size's range I'ram
14x21ire'he’, 2 irelii'l. to 15x24
inche's, S'¥ inehe’s eiee’p. Tile' im-
portant dime'iision is de'pth. two
inches being the minimum re-
quired to allow unehe'eke'd devel-
opment of the' roots IIf a se'ceiling
plant. When spae'ed. as usuall\’
p: aetieeel. two irehe< apart each
way, each plant has, eight cubic
inche.s of soil in whie-h to grow.

Knock-down flats are ~made of
half-ine-li cypress er pine’, both
resistant to dampness. Between
tile' beiards on the bottom, narrow
cracks are left tei allow oxe'ess
water to di’ain away. Whe n filled
Alith soil, a fhit pren-ieies a sei'd-
bed ade-quate for the plants, yet
easily moved around indooi’'s and
out to location,s wliich (inwidc
favorable conditions I'or growth.

They arc easily placed on a
table or keneh to e'liminatc’ |.iend-
ing over wlu'n sowing se’id, liiin-
ning out or transplanting se'e'd
Tings to pots or other flats. They
can be mo\ed from sunshine to
shade outdeiors and ke'l)t in a
plaece convenient for wate'img.
Whe n it is safe to 't out plants
in the' open, the flat can Inh' ear-
ried to the gai'dcn and transplant-
ing done with a minimum ol
shock to the plant and disturb-
ae€' to the roeits.

A single flat of minimum size'
has roeim to develop 60 se'edling
plants to transplanting size' with-
out clteck if the seeds are sown
in rows twei inches apart and
thinned out to stand two ine'hes
apart in the reiw. The- exeiss
plants e'an be moved to uthe'l’
flats if desirecl, and thus all s'e'd-
lings save'd. for transplanting to
exactly the place desiie’d in the
garde'll.

Plants starte-d in the home', or
in the cold frame before' the
weathe'r is warm e-nough for out-
doeir eipcrations. get a head start
which results in an earliei' har-
vest of fleiwcrs or vegetables in
spite’ of the brief se't-baek whie'li
the'v may re'Ceive wtu'n t:ans-
planted.

Flowers which should be start-
ed early, if possible’, include pe-
tunias. snapdragems. and asters,
all of which ge'iniinate and grow
slowly. Most of the' annual fleiw-
er> can be- started early, enabling
them to start blooming as much
as a month eafiler than whe’'n
sown direct in the garden. Vege-
table’s which need an early start
inc'iiide egg plant, peppers, cab-
bage’. broceeili and cauliflower.

Have your curtains either short
or long— not in between. The

in-between length that ends half-

way between floor and sill loeiks
like vou ran out of material.
