InValuation Increase

The city’s dollar value for
levying 1953 taxes has bc'cn set
at an estimated $13,741,000.

This unofficial figure released
Monday by City Assessor Ken-
neth E. Way shows an assessed
evaluation gain of approximately
$190,000, which, though not of-
ficial until confirmed by the
Board of Review, is not expected
to fluctuate more than a few
thousand dollars cither way.

Actually, as compared to 1952,
the city is suffering a heavy set-
back as far as gains in anticipat-
ed revenues for the 953-1954
fiscal year are concerned.

In 1952, the total evaluation
jumped $1,404,220 as compared to
the $190,000 figure for this j'car.

Crux of the poor showing in
evaluation gain is due to the
<evere dropoff of personal prop-
erty evaluation which was cut
nearly $350,000 w'hen Allen In-
dustries vacated their plant here
in favor of a Detroit location and
when Plymouth Stamping com-
pany moved into the adjacent
township.

A broad look at the tax struct-
ure here shows that real property
made up the personal property
deficit with evaluations added
this year mostly on new homes
and business or home improvx'-
ments.

Generally, city officials were
surprised that the city’s taxable
evaluation met last year’s figure
of $13,551,770. It was predicted
nearly a month ago that evalua-

Alert 300 Here
lo Sewer Project

Levies of $3L000

Some 300 homeowners here
were this week alerted to two
storm sewer projects on which
they will begin paying special as-
sessment levies after March 24.

“We want to make clear to
those persons who will be billed
for construction costs just what
they are paying for,” City Mana-
ger Albert F. Glassford said.

The sewers are called Edison
and Hamilton reliefs. They will
serve the cast central and south-
east portions of the city at a total
construction cost of $31,000.

Public hearings at which inter-
ested home owners may ask
qguestions and air any controver-
sial aspects of the .sewers’ con-
struction will be held at the city-
hall in a special se.ssion before
city commissioners. March 23 has
been set for discu.ssion on the Edi-
on project beginning at 7:30 p.m.,
March 24, starting at 7:45 p.m.,
is the time set for the Hamilton
project.

City Manager Glassford warns
that the first of 10 special assess-
ment payments will be levied
against the property owners
when the projects are finally ap-
proved on these dates. The levies
are made on the basis of the area
served and not on a flat front
footage rate.

Request Help

The survey on transportation
needs of industry, being under-
taken by the industrial committee
of the Chamber of Commerce, has
almost been completed, announc-
ed James Hinckley, chairman.

The $13,741,000 assc.ssed evalu-
ation of the city is the table u.si-d
for levying the 15 mill summer
and 24 mill winter lax. The city
gains nearly 60 per cent of its
operating revenues from the
summer tax levy.

In the face of high costs and i
revenue increase that may not
exceed $3,000 over the $203.10)
tax revenue during the 1952-19.53
fiscal year, it means the city will
be hard put to expand city serv-
ices and carry on needed munici-
pal improvements.

Discussions, according to a reli-
able source, indicate tiiat city
fathers are warm to the whole
idea of another round of salary’
increases for city employes to
bring w'agcs closer to par with
the current costs of living index.

It is not known at this tune

lwhether or not the $3,000 in-
crease in anticipated revenues
will permit salary selK'dule

changes. The city annually pays
out about $200,000 for its employ-
es’ salaries.

Contrasted to the stunted lev-
enue gains anticipated here. Ply-
mouth Township Supervisoi-
Charles Rathburn said last week
that early tabulations showi-d
evaluations in the township to
have jumped by over $2,000,000
giving the areas fringing the city
a total 1953 evaluation close to
$25,000,000. Actually, this may
more than double the city’s total
worth. City Manager Albert F.
Glassford in his 1952-1953 budget
report said “the real property' as-
sessments in the city remain at a
level approximately 10 per cent
above those of other Wayne
County’ communities e.xcept De-
troit and Highland Park.”

The as.se.ssment table was hik-
ed here when Cify Manager Har-
old Cheek first took over admini-
strative reins.

The as.scssment rate ineieuse
allegedly was slapped on home-
jowners as one means of helping
‘develop city streets, converting
graveled, swayback ridge mads
to paved throughfares. Nearly
half of the residential streets
here remain unpaved.

The unofficial school for some
200 Plymouth sixth graders be-
tween April 27 and May 15 will
be nature’s own classroom— the
great out-of-doors.

Going on the theory that na-
ture herself is no mean slouch
as a “teacher”, school offieials
here are booming a move to put
their youths in what they call a
:nf\lt)gral environment for learn-

The I'dea, pernaos. harks down
the annals of time to the “back
to nature” theory of the French
philosopher. Jean Rousseiui. who
authored "The New HeloisL". a
romantic novel that awakened
an enthusiasm for a return to na-
ture of the recognition of rights
and training of children.

But whatever the situation, fili-
nearly four months now an antic-
ipative 200 youths hal\’e hL-en pre-
planning their cducati\-e camp-
ing experience. Right now gr<iu[)>
in each of the elementary schoul.s-

aix working jointly with tlu-ii
teachers in setting up menus,
study plans, lecreational activ-

ities besides coordinating the my-
riads of equipment that will go
with them to Island Lake Group
Camp.

The Island lake camp, situated
just outside Brighton and located
on secluded Forest ridge over-
looking the Huron riwr. iia- a
real outdoor atmosphere. Besid:
being a 2.800 acre game pre.serve.
the camp is the site of the five-
day-long camping - educational
project for each of three group.-
from the sixth grades here.

Actually, said Superintendent
of Schools, Russell Isjaister, the
camp is an "exlension of the
classroom into the out-of-doors.
Its a natural environment for
learning.”

Concurring with Superinten-
dent Isbister is Arnold E. Pylkas.
camp coordinator and physical
education instructor for the ele-
mentai'.v schools.

“l look at it from a standpoint
of education and democratic liv-
ing,” Pylkas declared. "Children
learn by doing and actually par-

ticipating in the activities,” he
concluded.
A full, rounded program has

been promised the youths who
will get glimpses of nature in
action through a study of ani-
mal and plant biology, soils and
glacial deposit.s, audubon studies
besides conservatton. woodcraft.
lilearms control and lectures
troin guides taking the group on
licld trips.

The camp has all the aspects of
delighting even a truant in sub-
mitting gracefully to the educa-
tional process. Its physical fac-
ilities consist of 20 cabins with
downy type bedding and equip-
ped with electric lighting. It has
a large dining hall boasting a gas
range, a walk-in electric refrig-
erator and hot and cold running
water.

Local Gardeners Give "Green Thumb" Hints

You can have a green thumb
too— m fact anybody can— if
you just have a little know-how.
Each different plant requires
some special care. If you know
what it is, you should have no
trouble raising flowers. Mrs.
Andrew Vargha, 11420 Gold Ar-
bor, pictured above, certainly has
a green thumb as far as tuberous
begonias are concerned.

It is best to order begonia bulbs
by January, Mrs. Vargha pointed
out, for in January and Pebruary
the firms send the bulbs out to
the customers.

The ideal time to plant the
bulbs is February, advised Mrs.
Vargha. when they are beginning
to show little growth blisters. She
uses a material called Tena-lite.
a mica product, in which to put
the bulbs. She fills a flat within
one inch of the top and then
works the bulbs into it. Her bulbs
are now in that stage, as shown
in the picture.

“It’s a good

idea to mark the

bulbs so you will know what
colors they are and can arrange
your garden accordingly. | use
wooden spoons as markers,” she

explained.
It is important to keep the
terra-lite  moist. Mrs. Vargha

said, but not wet. Care should be
,taken in watering thi' begonia
Ibulbs, howevei'. since if water i-

jpoured directly on them they
Iwill rot.

GETTING OEE TO XGOOD'START
by Marguerite Mickelsen

Numerous nation-wide surveys made by. leading nutntionist.s On
the dietary habits of the American people have revealed that break-
f.ast is the most neglected meal of the day among all age groups.

This is especially true of school children according to an out-
standing authority in nutrition work who recently said that the lack
of an adequate breakfast is responsible for much of the malnutrition

found in school children.

One particular survey made among high school students showed
that while a good percentage had eaten breakfast before going to

~Neschool, the meal was lacking in

the essential nutrients needed to

.supply the body with the necessary energy for gireater acuity,

better stamina and better work.

The most significant fact brought out by this survey was the
astounding number of students who were not in the habit of eating
breakfast, .~sked why, they gave such reasons as (1) not hungry in
the morning, (2) in too much of a hurry to eat, (3) never eat break-
fast, (4) skipped breakfast—trying to reduce, or (5) no one pre-

pared breakfast for me.

Since breakfast should supply one-third or one-f<»irth of the daily
caloric requirements, it was noted that the non-oreakfast eating
students were less alert and efficient and more susceptible to fatigue

than those students

had eaten a healthy morning meal.

Another survey was made to determine the nutritional value of
breakfasts of teen-agers by recording all foods eaten for a week
by a group or representative boys and girls in junior high schools
A study of these records showed that their breakfasts wore apt to-
run low in calories, protein, iron, vitamins A and C, and niacin.

A further study revealed that with the exception of vitamin C, the
girls were more likely to be lacking in these nutrients than the boys.

It was concluded that the breakfasts of these teen-agers could be
improved greatly by including more citrus fruit and juices, egirs
milk and whole grain and enriched cereals. The nutrients missed by
these students at breakfast cannot be gained at other meals.

A basic breakfast pattern set forth by nutritionists consists of
iniit or fnjut juices, cereal, milk, bread and butter or fortified

foods that are essential to adults as well

Fire is one' of the greatest dan-
gers children face. Fire chief
Robert McAllister said today as
Ihe urgefl parents to de'vote spring
tcle-an-Lip to making their homes
's-afe-r places for their children to
live-,

j Citing recent reports from a
lleading life' insurance company
land the office of vital statistics,
ithe- (.hief pointed out that fire is
dh.e principal cause of fatal home
accicrents t.i children from 5 to
14. At hast 600 in this age group

each year die as a result of
fire.

e«Children can be taught fire
safety Miles as easily as they

learn their ABC's,” Chief MCcAI-
liste-r said. <<Therefore-', besides
teaching a child basic principles
of saf'ct\-, it is the parent’s res-
ponsibility to see that dangerous
ciinditions do not exist in and
aro-.in i the homtV’ he warned.

Chief Mc-.-Mlister s uggested
some rules for children’s protec-
tion which are recommended by
the XiTtional Board of Fire Un-
derwriters:

1. Don't ev(-'i- le-ave children at
home alone. Be sure the' baby
sitter i- . mature, reliable per-
~on, and that she knows how to
call tlie- tii'e depai'lnient.

2. K(tp matches out of the
reach of young children, and see
th.it pot handle's do not protrude
over the erlge- of the stove, where
young.hands can I'cach them.

3. .-\llow childre'n at bonfires
and campfires only under sup-
t'lvision. By losing their footing,
tht-y (‘ould fall into the- flames.

4. Keep a metal sci-een in front
of the- fire place', so that children
can play safe'ly near it. It will
also ke'ep sparks off the rug—
another firt' hazard.

5 Don’t di'e'ss children in flim-
-y coscumes without first flame-
proofing those costumes with a
mixture of 9 ounces of borax and
4 ounce's of boric acid to a gallon
of wate I

follow directions quietly in an
enii'i-gencv.

Friday was a particularly sad day for me in that
it sow the final passing of Alex J. Groesbeck, a former
Governor of Michigan and long a personal friend of
my father and of mine. The governor perhaps not
personally well known in Plymouth has for years
been interested in our community, in our develop-
ment of The Mail and of the general progress made
throughout this entire area.

For many years he played handball with Her-
man Dworman, a former Plymouthite, who operated
the gas station on Main street where Floyd Burgett is
ftow located. It was through the Governor's interest
in handball that Joe Bathey, Larry Rothenberg, Hugo
Krave and Dworman were urged to heights that
made national champions of them all.

The governor had been particularly interested in
the affairs of Duane Parkes- local real estate and in-
surance man whose father had been a friend of his
for many years. There was seldom a time that | saw
him he didn't ask how young Parkes was making
out in Plymouth,

Of special interest to me was the fact, | learned,
Friday, that the last legal paper Groesbeck drew per-
sonally was the transfer of this business some two
years ago from my father to me. In retirement he
devoted his time to his personal interests and life on
his yacht where he made his home during that time.

During my high school days | saw him daily
and as cold as he seemed to be there was never
once | can remember when he didn't have time to
chat for a few minutes with whatever kids might be
with me. He encouraged us to join him in the winter
ice skating which was one of his favorite sports and
one which incidentally he was active in up until
two years ago.

At the time high school fraternities were banned
by the legislature he counseled with us to under-
stand our feelings and the only thing I still haven't
been able to figure out about him was the fact that he
said he would veto the bill when it reached his desk.
But he didn't. I never had the courage to ask him why
though only a month ago | mentioned it to a law
associate Hugh Francis in Detroit and told him |
thought | would bring it up the next time | saw the
governor. It's too late now.

It was through his encouragement that my dad
bought the Northville Record and from the time we
left Lansing to reside in Northville until the last time
1saw him he had always been ready to offer encour-
agement and assistance to us.

The most puzzling thing to me is the fact that one
who knew so much about- law, was so meticulous
with legal procedure and legal operations should
die without leaving a will and the maze of entangle-
tnent that shall certainly follow during the years
ahead because of the immensity of his estate. Per-
haps it's the fact that he faced the future like he did
his daily living with the thought that death would
tiever catch up with him.

SPRING HOUSE CLEANING

Lack of state funds won't cause state schools to close—not yet,
at least.

The legislature, last week, finally agreed to move forward to
May 15 the due date for corporation franchise taxes. This will per-
mit the early collection of $35,000,000 which can be passed on to
the schools. Since many large corporations previously indicated they
would not object to paying the shot now instead of Aug. 31. the
move is expected to bring in $15,000,000 at once. Penalty provisions
for late payment were substantially softened so that corporations
would not be unnecessarily pinched by the date change.

In the third month of sessions and with little accomplished to
date, members have an eye on adjournment and how they can
plan their strategies to take advantage of remaining time. Bills havi
been introduced in both houses to set May 22 for the final session.
Under the present system, all bills must be submitted 69 days earlier
to allow time for printing and study. Exceptions are revenue and
appropriation proposals or new bills that have general consent.

Main reason lillle has been done about new tax rates, observer.-
say, IS the approach of spring elections. Both Republicans and Demo-
crats, while anxious to clean up the state's financial troubles, art
even more concerned with political implications.

Neither party wants to give the other any political advantage
by taking action which, though sound from a legislative standpoinl.
might antagonize segments of the voting population and give oppon-
ents an opportunity to cash in with votes.

A good example of such thinking is the now nearly forgotten
Princeton tax report, disclosed Feb. 16 after si.x months of hard work
by nationally known tax experts. The i-ecommendations called for
no new taxes but a redistribution of present monies and constitu-
tional reduction of the present earmarking of funds. Many legisla-
tors agree that the program is sound; they will also tell you it hasn't
a chance, except possibly as a long range goal.

For one thing, the present distribution provides many rural areas
with big slices of state funds. For example, differences exist as
great as IOOU in state aid payment to counties of similar wealth;
one city receives 90U of its total'receipts, while three get le.ss than
10°

Republican rural legislators would be in the position of favor-
mg a plan that would result m less state aid for their home areas,
The most idealistic politician would think many times before he
put himself in this position.

Democrats, on the other hand, cannot affdid to be put in a spot
where people think they prefer to capitalize on the deficit than
lielp to solve it. They finally decidc-d to ease financial pressures by
agreeing to early collection of the corporation franchise tax.
