Long daily sessiuns. punctuat­
ed with bitter and heated debate, 
and steppi'd up committee activi­
ty moinings and evenings, are 
now in aill sway as we proceed to 
meet the April deadline for mov­
ing all House Bills which are to 
pass thi- session, out of commit­
tees fn.- floor action and trans­
mittal to the Senate. Under the 
rules we have three weeks from 
March 20 to get House Bills to the 
Senate, and in this session the 
same as in all previous siessions, 
the great bulk of meritorious 
bills make their appearance on 
the floor at the 11th hour, so to 
speak.

As alwavs the Michigan Em­
ployment Securities (Unemploy­
ment Compensation) bill is one 
to provoke prolonged debate. It 
was no exception this time, and it 
was argued pro and con for two 
days. The bill as it came to the 
floor for action and sub.sequently 
passed, extended the period of 
compensation benefits from 20 
Wet ks to 26 weeks, without in­
creasing the weekly rate, and 
lowered the contributions of em­
ployers having a low lay off rate, 
with tne provision that should 
the fund fall below the minimum 
requirt ments, employer ctintrib- 
utions wtmld be increased. The 
purpose in it'vising the merit rat­
ing provision for those employers

sult it was re-referred to commit- 

, tee.
A bill making it illegal for any 

employer to sell to an employee 
I or to anyone, at a discount, any 
article they do not normally 
stock in the course of their busi­
ness, consumed a lot of time in 
debate. This would do away with 
the advantage many people now 
enjoy by purchasing at a sizeable 
discount, through an employer or 
friend, from a catalogue or else­
where, any item of household 
furnishings, jewelry, appliances, 
clothing, etc., which that partic­
ular person or business does not 
normally sell. Because the bill 
w'as so far i-eaching in its effects, 
and because of the differences of 
opinion, a demand for a hearing 
was made and supported, and the 
bill consequently was referred 
back to the committee.

Another bill which would in­
crease the penalty from $25 t(5 
$100 against the Railroads if a 
train held up traffic at a crossing 
for more than five minutes, ran 
into stiff opposition and was 
finally sent back to committee.

One of the very few non-con- 
troversial bills on the calendar 
this past week and which was un­
animously passed by the House, 
was H. B. 185, which prohibits 
sending inheritance money from 
Michigan to heirs in Communist- 
controlled countries. The money 
would escheat to the State. This 
action was taken because the 
heirs would not get the money 
anyway as their government 
w'ould take it, presumably to fur­
ther their World Conquest pur­
poses.

A bill extending the non resi­
dent fishing license from 10 days 
to 15 days, was passed without 
difficulty.

It has been agreed that public 
hearings will be held on each 
major tax proposal before an 
agreement will be reached on any 
specific measure or measures to 
push as the solution to the fiscal 
problems of the ^tate. The hear­
ings arc scheduled to begin April 
8.

The charge w'as levied by Rcd- 
ford Towmship Supervisor Leo­
nard Broquet who was quoted in 
a Detroit Times article as having 
said;

They tried to hook in at 
night. At least, they hauled the 
pipe up at night and unloaded it.”

In reply to Broquet’s tart re­
mark. Livonia’s Mayor Jesse 
Ziegler explained that “it is our 
understanding that it’s a county 
sewc'i-, owned by the Wayne 
County Road commission. We’re 
ju.st going to go right ahead and 
build it and connect it in there.”

Scene of the sewer hook-in is 
on Clarita avenue. A $47,000 con­
tract has been let to a private 
contractor to build the sewer and 
tap it in to the Redford system.

But Redford is taking a dim 
view of this offense. And public 
relations between the two mun­
icipalities were seen at a break­
ing point as Broquet said mili- 
tantly:

"We've fought for two years to 
get our water and sower systems 
up here and wc are paying for 
them. But we’re not paying for 
.sewers for Livonia to come in and 
flood them.”

Grounding the television an­

tenna is urged by wiring special­
ists of the Rural Electrification 
Administration, U. S., as a pre­
caution against lightning damage. 
Sets have been ruined and fires 
started in houses when lighthing 
has been atti'acted to the, metal 
mast on the roof. This happens' 
more often out in the country 
than in cities where the steel 
framework of buildings acts as a 
lightning shield. But wherever a r^  
antenna is a high point, it rhay b  ̂
a target for a bolt.

Direct strikes of lightning on 
antenna are extremely rare. Much 
more common is damage from 
lightning which strikes nearby 
and then is drawn to the mast. 
For this “spill-over” or "surge” 
of electricity, as the specialists 
call it, proper grounding is good 
insurance.

To install a ground is not diffi­
cult or expensive, especially when 
compared "to the cost of damage 
which can result from lightning.
A copper wire no smaller than 
No. 6 should be connected from 
the television mast to the ground 
rods, located as close as possible 
to the base of the mast and driv­
en in permanently damp earth

The specialists say it pays to 
have a qualified electric service­
man do the grounding and also 
put up the antenna because he 
knows the requiiements of the 
Code for Protection Against 
Lightning. He also knows how to 
fasten the mast against wind, ice 
loads and other hazards and 
\^e re  to locate it to avoid danger 
from falling on electric wires or 
lines. Television is so much more 
complicated than radio that ama- 
tour work with it is hazardous as 
well as unsatisfactory.

Out of next to nothing a game- 
room can appear in the basement. 
All the old furniture, a new un­
painted piece or two and attrac­
tive' draperies are the essentials.

Cracks In Floor 
Easy To Repair

Old floors above unexcavated 
space admit large quantities of 
dirt and cold air into the home 
through cracks that slowly de­
velop as the house expand? and 
contracts and wood shrinks.

Many homeowners have over­
come this at low cost, at the 
same time creating more at­
tractive interiors, by applying 
tile over the old floor. All cracks 
are sealed by the underlying felt 
and the cement which holds the 
asphalt tile in place. A cove base 
of the same material fits tightly 
to the wall and eliminates the 
usual crack where floor and base­
board join.

It is not advisable to paint as­
phalt tile, because the oil in the 
paint will damage the tiles.

Moisture Presence 
Is Beneficial-But

The presence of some moisture 
—or water vapor—in the air 
within a home is beneficial and 
necessary. But too much moisture 
that is uncontrolled may mean 
trouble.

There are three ways to control 
the moisture content of the air in 
a home. One is to eliminate, the 
second is to isolate and the third 
is to ventilate. You can eliminate 
excess moisture by proper drain­
age, the repair of leaks, the prop­
er venting of appliances and the 
covering of exposed earth under 
a house.
