To Unseat Arlen

“Where do you reside?”

That was the question City
Commissioner Frank Arlen faced
Monday night as a commission-
sponsored move to challenge his
scat failed before it even reached
a vote. o

Two commissioners, Mayo r
Russell M Daane and Mrs. Elea-
nor Hammond, acting as spokes-
men. led the move that failed to
prove that Arlen was not a legal
resident of the city.

The commission challenged Ar-
len’s legal right to keep his com-
mission seat asserting that he was
no longer a bona-fide resident of
the city since selling his Bur-
roughs street home.

Arlen denied that his residency
here was in default.

In a prepared statement read
by the commission secretary Ar-
len said "I have met the provis-
ions and qualifications spelled
out by our city charter concern-
ing the office of city commission-
er.” Also, he asserted, "I am a
taxpayer maintaining residence
in the city and intend doing so.”
He declared that "I intend to vote
at the next city election.”

“Any suggestions that | resign
must be rejected since it would
serve no useful purpose,” Arlen
told the commission body.

Daane, who is chairman of the
commission body, repeated his
questkJIWor the third time; “Are
you or ar u not a resident of
the city?

“Yes,” Arlen said. “l am a resi-
dent. I'm living at the Mayflower
hotel.”

Commissioner Hammond, who
first challenged Arlen and touch-
ed off the move to unseat him,
charged Arlen with what she
called "subterfuge.”

“l object,” Mrs. Hammond de-
clared, “to what I call subterfuge
in renting a room to establish re-
sidency.”

She said that Arlen “in a ban-
tering mood " had earlier told her
that "nothing would be tjiianged”
in his switch of residencies.

The proceedings against Arlen
lasted for an hour and five min-
utes and were heard by some 20
solemn onlookers who saw Al-
ien kick the props from under the
ouster move with this statement:

"My intent is to maintain con-
tinuous residence. an4 perhaps
purchase other prope_réy (house)
within the city. Consideration of
the sale of my house on Sheldon
road has already been made. It
is in the hands of three real es-
tate people. Anyone who wants
to buy' it is welcome.”

At no time did Arlen or his
Ieadin? opponents lose judicious
control over the proceedings. The
gavel wasn't even used once. One
almost got the impression that
the proceeding was a normal,
]Eo_utine legislative-business  af-
air.

At no time did a vote to unseat
Arlen appear imminent. Most of
the commissioners were adamant.
Here is what they said.

Henry Fisher: "If Mr. Arlen is
not a legal member then he
should be memoved.”

George T. Bauer; "I think the
matter should be dropped. We
can’t go farther. We don’t have
proof that Mr. Arlen is not a resi-
dent.”

Ernest Henry; "I am still not
fully satisfied that Mr.. Arlen is

The companies in a meeting
with A J. Kunze, of the WCRC.
outlined their plea for more wa-
ter in a statement that "in the
near future we will consume up-
wards to 2,000,000 %allons a day.”
That consumption figure is near-
Ia/_half again as much as the city’s

aily output.

But as’ far as the city switching
ov'er to Detroit water is concern-
ed, it is just sometime in the dis-
tant. uncertain future.

In briefing commissioners, city
manager Glassford said "that be-
cause of the requirements of the
four fa'ctories. the city of Plym-
outh and any new industries and
developmenfs along Plymouth
road, a storage stand of 10 million
gallons probably should be con-
structed sometime within the
next 10 years.” This would indi-
cate that with water lines laid
within a half mile of the city
limits that the city could one day-
tap in.

Construction of the water
main, however, may be headed
for defeat and the companies’
pleas left unhea'd if a 10,000,000
gallon daily consumption rate is
not guaranteed.

Glassford said that bond buy-
ers may insist upon a 10.000,000-
gallon-a-day guarantee, some 8-
000,000 gallons more than the in-
dustries themselves could use.

~ Acjalts are uiged to participate
in the Program because know-
ledge of blood type may often
save lives. It is a civil defense
measure since such information
is valuable in the event of atom
bombing or other disaster. It
only takes a few seconds to take
the blood sample, and the s.mall
amount taken is replaced in the
body within three hours,

Norma Hopper, technician, said
the testing for blood type and Rh
factor would cost $15 if done in-
dividually. The mass typing of-
fered through the office of civil
defense is free since the state is
meeting all costs.

Selover Delivers
Talktm X hrislian

Science Healing

Dominion over evil of every
description—over sickness, lack,
accidents and fear— is available
to all through understanding the
div¥ine law of healing, John J.
Selover of Long Beach, Califor-
nia, told a large audience Sun-
day, April 19

For thousands of years spirit-
uallly-minded individuals ha”e
healed people by spiritual means,
he said, and the divine power
they utilized— the law and
Truth they knew— today can be
understood and applied In a sys-
tematic and scientific way.

A Christian Science lecturer,
Mr. Selover spoke under auspices
of the Church of Christ Scientist
of Plymouth in Noi'thville. His
subject was “Christian Science:
The Power of the Word.”

Saying Christ Jesus’ mission
was “to explain and illustrate the

ractical value of the Christ,

ruth, in everyday activities,”
Mr. Selover pointed out that tl]e
healing achievements of Jesus
and his followers have many pre-
cedents in the Old Testament.

He said that the Church of
Christ, Scientist, e.stabli.shed by
Mrs. Eddy, has been preaching
and practicing Christian healing
for over 70 years, “carrying out
with increasing success the Scrip-
tural commands, ‘Heal the sick,
clean.se the lepers, raise the dead,
cast out demons.” By way of il-
lustration, he told pf a woman
who was healed of CFoor eyesight
many years ago and who, at the
ago of more than 100, still enjoy-
ed good vision.

Pointing out that many people
have been healed through the
spiritual understanding they
gained by reading the Bible and
"Science and Health with Key to
the Scriptures” by Mrs. Eddy.
“One woman related that an ocu-
list who examined her before the
turn of the century had' found her
eyes to be in a dreadful condition
and she was told that she would
always need to wear glasses. She
was healed of that trouble while
reading Science and Health. |
had the opportunity of visiting
thi™ woman about two years ago,
when she was reputedly over 100

ears of age. As | entered her
ome she was seated in her fav-
orite chair with a small copy of
Science and Health in her lap.
She had been reading to herself.
I noted that she wore no glasses.
She read to me from the volume
without aid or assistance of any
kind.”

The solution to mankind’s
problems, he continued, is “a new
view of man, a true, spiritual
view.” When man is understood
as the spiritual image and like-
nes.s of the one infinite God, good,
“evil thoughts, fear, ignorance,
sin, fade and the inhaEmony dis-
appears.”

Dealing further with the fre-
guently asked question, “How
oes Christian Science heal?” Mr.
Selover said: “The power of God,
or influence of Truth, which Je-
sus used and which Christian
Scientists employ today is the
Christ. The redemptive, regener-
ative power of the Christ, when
accepted and applied, wipes out
of human consciousness the fear,
the ignoranc-e, and the sin which
tend to disable the body.”

Prayer in Christian Science,”
he said, “is neither emotional nor
intellectual. It is spiritual.” The
power of God, he added, *“is
available in every home, in every
office, in every nation.”

Mr. Selover told how the dis-
covery of Christian Science came
about, through years of searching
the Scriptures on the part of
Mary Baker Eddy. At a time
when .she was near death from an
accident in 1866, with friends
gathered in the parlor awaiting

er demi.se, she read the account
in Matthew pf Jesus’ healing of
the palsied man. This led to her
own healing.

“The law of God, the law of
ood as contained in the Bible,
ad raised her up to health and
useful activity,” said the lecturer.

Mr. Selover is a member of
The Christian Science Board of
Lectureship and is now on ex-
tended lecture tour.
