Who gave out fishy 
reports on the condition of the 
States’ General Fund when we 
tried to adopt the advance on the 
Franchise tax two months ago

and when the truth came put, 
who went along with this Repub­
lican idea that kept our schools 
open and our teachers paid? 
Whose one track tax plan, the 
corporation tax, was declared un­
constitutional by Washington re­
cently? Could it be that Soapy 
has been trying to sell us some­
thing that does not exist as a 
legal tax for the past three years. 
Is G. Mennen Williams an optical 
illusion and really a soap king 
fumbler after all?

In 
planting an evergreen the, hole 
should be dug larger than the 
burlap which encases the tree’s 
roots. Blomberg s.aid that the 
burliip should be left on the roots 
for it will rot in only a few weeks 
time.

It is important, he emphasized 
to soak the tree well with water. 
.■\fter it is planted it should be 
watered, and again two or three 
times a week after that, he said, 
until it gets well-oriented to its 
soil.

Blomberg said that the yew is 
\>erhaps the hardiest tree fur 
landscaping. It is a slow'-growing 
tieie, which can do a lot for a 
yard. Blomberg has a yew which 
has been valued at $300. It is 
shown in the picture at the right 
corner of the house.

He also has blue spruce, flow­
ering crabapple, Australian pine, 
and many other lovely trees in 
his spacious yard. All of his trees 
he prunes about four times a 
year, to keep them from growing 
too tall, and also to keep them 
full and well-rounded ,

His flat-topped hedges he trims 
by sight. Blomberg is able to 
achieve a perfectly flat surface 
on his border hedges merely by 
measuring with his eye. He said

that this was also 
training in Sweden.

Par from' wanting to keep the 
secrets to themselves, experts in 
the hanging of wallpaper are 
only too glad to let amateurs in 
on them. As a matter of fact, 
they’re the first to tell you there 
really aren’t any secrets!

Among these helpful experts 
are the folks at the paint and 
Wallpaper dealers. They say the 
first thing , to., do is assemble thfe 
fiiw necessary tools— a ladder, 
large pail, scissors, yardstick, 
putty knife, egg beater for mix­
ing the paste, kitchen table, a 
paper hanger’s smoothing brush, 
a paint brush for applying the 
paste, a rollei" trimmei’. and  ̂
seam roller. As you can see, most 
of these items a’re things any 
householder has ai'ound anyway.

If the paper already on the 
walls is firmly attached all 
around, it may as well remain 
where it is. You can easily paper 
over it. But be careful not to 
have the seams of the new paper 
come in the same places as the 
old: it’s likely to make a bulge.

Any loose sections should be 
removed and the remaining edges 
sanded smooth. And if there are 
too many layers, best remove all 
the paper and size the surface 
with paperhanger's sizing or a 
powdered glue preparation.

When papering c a 1 c i m i n e d 
walls, wash them with a sponge 
and warm water, fill any cracks 
with patching plaster, and size 
the ehtire surface. Sizing is all 
that is necessary when walls are 
finished with resinous paint, but 
other types of paint should be

washed first with ammonia dilut­
ed with six parts of water to 
remove the gloss. And if .you’re in 
doubt about resinous paint, why 
not ask the friendly folks at your 
paint and wallpaper dealer.

Once your walls are prepared, 
measure the distance from ceiling 
to; baseboard. Then unroll the 
paper ’on the table and remove 
the curl by pulling a few feet of 
the paper at a time firmly over 
the edge of the table. Cut the 
first strip 8 inches longer than 
your measurements if the paper 
needs no matching, and follow 
with other strips cut the same 
length. Pile them so the colored 
or patterned side is down. Paper 
to be matched should be cut 16 
inches longer than the measure­
ment.

Unroll the next strip and move 
it beside the first stiip to match 
the "join here" points. Cut off 
even with top and bottom of the 
first strip and place them on top 
of each other, pattern side down.

The pastings and folding pro­
cesses can best be described in 
the illustrated booklet your wall­
paper dealer has for you. And 
trimming the selvage follows.

Hang the first strip exactly 
straight regardless of possibly 
crooked frames and woodwork. 
This. too. is simply illustrated in 
the booklet.

With one stroke of the smooth­
ing brush, smooth down the cen­
ter. then to right and left, being 
sure that the panel is straight. 
Cut off papgr overlapping frames 
as well as surplus at ceilin.g and 
baseboard with a roller trimmer. 
Overlap panels about 1 16 inch. 
All paste should be removed 
from edges and seams rolled flat 
with seam roller.

The most .successful way of 
managing corners is to cut and 
apply the strip to overlap the 
next wall by only one inch. Then

Paint Is Important 
To Window Glazing

First step in setting window 
panes is to prime the entire sash 
with paint. The reason for doing 
this is that putty adheres to paint 
much more firmly than to raw 
wood.

The rabbets, or grooves, then 
are filled with good quality put­
ty. Into this, set the glass and se- 

j cure it wjth glazing points. Next, 
run more putty along the glass- 
edge to exclude outside moisture 
from seeping between sash and 
pane. Last, paint the entire sash, 
allowing a narrow border of paint 
to run over on the edge of the 
window glass as well.

On windows, where panes have 
become loose, remove all the old 
putty— not just the putty which 
hasrloosened. If part of the putty 
has fallen out, the rest will event­
ually follow.

The coat of 
paint, after all, is all that stands 
between the wood and the weath­
er. A too-thin coat can be as use­
less as a silk shirt in a snow­
storm.

As a final precaution, read the 
label before you use the paint. 
The few minutes that takes can 
save hours of effort.

Thick, beautiful lawn grass of 
the type that feels like a rich 
carpet underfoot, can be grown 
by every home gardener with a 
little effort.

Growing attractive, healthy 
lawn grass isn't complicated. All 
that is needed is a gardener who 
is willing to fulfill a few basic 
principals of lawn seeding.

If you are planning to grow a 
new lawn or replant an old one 
that is filled with worn bare 
spots, begin by spading the soil 
to a full eight-inch depth. Turn 
the soil over, crumbling it thor­
oughly and breaking up all of 
the large lumps. Remember that 
it takes about 500 plants per 
square foot to have a good lawn.

For each bladb of grass that 
grows, about 20 seeds must be 
sown. The tremendous waste is 
necessary because if a sprouting 
seed dries for as much as an hour 
after it has been placed in the 
dry soil, it will die. The temper­
ature also must be between 50 
and 90 degrees or the grass seed 
will not germinate.

After the grass seed has been 
sown, organic matter must be 
added. P e a t m o s s ,  leafmold, 
screened compo.st or shredded 
rotted manure makes the best 
compost. Don't waste valuable 
organic matter by burying the

I compost too deeply.
I Remember that you should al- 
' w.ays keep your topsoil porous. 
Otherwise, all of the seeds will 
probably wash into the low spots 
on the ground. If you hope to 
get a good stand of lawn grass 
in sandy soil, you’ll have to water 
your new seedling often, for san­
dy soils drain quickly.

Don’t quit watering your lawn 
when you begin to see grass 
growing. If you do, permanent 
grass will not sprout.

After the lawn grass has come 
up, boost it along with a once­
over chemical of plant food. Liq­
uid' plant foods will give the lawn 
a quick boost in the Spring while 
plant foods in dry form can be 
used all during the season.

Onco the lawn grass is grow­
ing well, natural rainfall will 
take care of its water needs ex­
cept during the hot dry season. 
In case of an extreme drought, 

j water your soil to a depth of at 
I least five inches.

Don’t mow your new seedling 
too close to the ground. A height 
of at least two inches should be 
kept on all new seedings.

Before installing Knotty Pine 
paneling, make sure all plaster is 
completely dry.

In hot weather, windows and 

dooijs must be closed after a plas­
ter is done to prevent a "dry 
out’y

Tqis trouble is caused by hot 
air [currents sweeping over the 
plasjter. It show.̂  in soft and 
cruiiiibly patches with a light 
c h ^ y  appearance. The only 
way to handle it is to fog-spray 
the areas until Jhey take up no 
more moisture. This is done about 
every two hours until the plaster 
setsj.

Another trouble is a “sweat- 
out”. This occurs when plaster 
.“̂ets too rapidly preventing con­
tained water from evaporating. It 
happens mostly in periods of con- 
tinijied high humidity and results 
in î 'alls remaining damp, dark in 
color and soft.

■This calls for ventilation and 
heat. If it isn’t checked, the plas­
ter can take on a musty smell 
and lose its strength.

QUESTION: I wish to recover 
my basement walls with new ce- 
nent to replace that which is 

flaking off. What is the proper 
mix. Also, is it possible to color 
this cement and if so. with what?

ANSWER: Mix should be 1 
part cement. 2 ’ 2 parts sharp 
sand. Coloring may be added 
with the following: White,, use 
white Portland cement: slate 
grey, use manganese oxide mixed 
with iron oxide: rc-d, brown or 
tan, varying quantitii's. of iron 
oxide; blue, cobalt; green, chrom­
ium oxide. All are available und­
er these names as well as trade 
names.

QUESTION; Our home has 
only a 3 '2  foot crawl space, no 
excavation. This space i.s cover­
ed with 4 inches of cinders but 
our floors aie alway.s cold and 
damp. This makes tlie entire 
house damp. Is there any cure 
for this trouble?

ANSWER; Insulate the under 
floor with rock wool batts or foil 
insulation. Cover the cinders with 
1 inch of sand, then spread tar 
paper, overlapped 4 inches at all 
joints, over the sand. 'Phis will 
serve to dry out the home and 
prevent further moi.sturc pene­
tration from below.

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Maneuvers, pot shots, and pressures continue to characterize the 
state’s ta.x picture. All,agree that new taxes must be forthcoming; 
all continue to point fingers in the other direction when it comes to 
deciding who shall be taxed.

House Republicans have been making strong behind-the-scenes 
efforts to come up with a tax they could vote through the House. 
When and if they succeed in this, the bill must secure approval from 
the Senate before going to the governor. Representatives say that 
the Senate would not pass a corporate profits tax, should one get 
through the House: they say the Senate would not pass a payroll 
tax, should it get through the House. In short, some of them seem 
sure that a bill the House could agree upon, could not pass the Sen­
ate. So belief continues that no complete tax solution will be pro­
duced until after June 30, the end of the fiscal year, when the 
exact amount of the deficit will be known.* * » * * >«<

Talk of a special session led to a new idea that the Legislature 
might not adjourn on May 22 as originally planned, but would re­
cess with the idea of returning to handle taxation or whatever other 
matter it might choose. If there is an adjournment, with the gover­
nor calling a special session, he can also limit subjects for legislative 
consideration; a recess leaves the lawmakers with free hands.* * * * * *  >11

With payroll, corporate profits, business profits, taxes and sev­
eral other proposals under consideration, it is anybody’s guess what 
will happen. Proponents of Representative Walter Nill’s (D Muskeg­
on) corporate profits tax have been waiting to force their issue. 
'They agree that earmarking funds caused much of the present 
trouble and say that it would be possibltr, once their tax is adopted 
for the Legislature to reduce this damage by exempting certain 
commodities like food and clothing, from sales tax. Loss of funds 
from the sales tax diversion, they think, could be made up by the 
corporate profits tax.

This detracts some appeal from those who support a widely 
based, short term tax program temporarily affecting many people. 
They argue that these people will agitate for removal of the tax and 
elimination of the Constitutional earmarking provisions.

do you suppose was the answer?
“People think the average bus­

iness is out to gyp them. Prices 
are too high. Business needs to 
learn how to mass-produce more 
and waste less on advertising so 
that prices will become lower.” 
He hadn’t heard about the prob­
lem of over-production, nor could 
he explain the great advantages 
of advertising. If this is the end- 
product of modern education  ̂
then let’s do something about it 
in a hurry.

WHAT’S WRONG IN 
EDUCATION

There is something frightening 
about the ineffectiveness of cur­
rent educational procedures. Too 
much emphasis is placed on the 
“degree” aspects of education. 
Too little thought is given to the 
needs of the inner man. Look 
about your own city or town and 
note, what you see.

Communities call in special­
ists to survey their educational 
needs. A grand new steel and 
concrete school building is rec­
ommended functional in every 
respect. They want “the best for 
their children,” they say. Never 
mind whether the people can 
pay for it or not. A modern, one- 
story structure doesn’t need to be 
built like a bomb-proof bank 
vault.

TEACHERS SHOULD BE 
PAID MORE

They forget ♦that educational 
theory and practice change, and 
that their expensive rockpile will 
be outmoded long before it is 
paid for! When they get the 
school built, they can all point 
with pride to the building. But 
then, there is little money left to 
pay a decent salary to attract 
good teachers to that school. I 
wOnder if wc haven’t lost our 
perspective.

If America is to stay strong 
and if American business* is to 
grow and prosper, it needs in­
telligent and praying teachers.

Main trouble with the "wide base'' lax thinking is that people 
who are expected to exert pressure to change the Constitution after 
their taxes are collected and the deficit eliminated, are already 
agitating, and very hard, against any tax on themselves in the first 
place.

For instance, Rep. Nill has on his desk letters from members of 
the touiist trade objecting to proposed short term taxes on their 
operation. He has a copy of Senate Bill 1272 by Senator George N. 
Higgins (R Oakland and Washtenaw) with this remark typed in the 
corner: 'This would mean about $21,000.00 a month tax bill for (a 
western Michigan oil business). He also has a letter showing that the 
bill, which taxes petroleum at 10c per barrel, defines barrel as 31 
gallons and that the accepted barrel capacity in the industry is 42 
gallons. This, he argues, would raise the lax from a dime to 13.55c 
per actual barrel used.

Legislative mills in Michigan are grinding, as they do sometimes 
in a democracy, slowly, tipping first one way, then the other as 
weight of public opinion and interest makes itself felt.* » « « * * *

Plans to promote the state with a national publicity program 
are under consideration. It’ll be called “Michigan Weeks” and may 
take place this October. Godfather of the promotion is Michigan 
Department of Econornic Development which will try to coordinate 
statewide programs with local Chambers of Commerce and other 
service oiubs. The same group will coordinate fund raising and 
interests of the widely diversified groups which are hoped will be 
interested in Michigan Week*.* * * * * * *

Screening of tourists for industrial prospects is being recom­
mended bv the Department of Economic Development. A three page 
memorandum sent to industrial and would be industrial areas urges 
that keypoints in the community be used in an attempt to interest 
any visitor connected with a factory to locate it there.

Prepare placards inviting questions about industrial sites;.seek 
assistance from hotel, resort or restaurant operators for tips about 
industrialists vacationing in the area; ask for newspaper publicity 
about the advantages of the location. These and many other ideas 
are submitted in th^.hopes that a new industry will be sold on a 
Michigan location for its home.• • • • • • *

Increased loss of life and property from traffic accidents caused 
increased concern in state and city circles. New and grimmer sta­
tistics were undoubtedly a factor in the passage last week of a 
Senate bill to limit Michigan highway speeds. The proposal calls for 
limits of 65 miles per hour in daylight and 55 at night. It is hoped 
that rigid control of speed will reduce accidents for figures show 
that driver violations, are involved in 75% of accidents; that excess 
speed is responsible for 45% of these.

•The House also trotted out and passed a bill for stricter control 
of driver licensing. This bill had been returned to committee but in 
the face of more traffic deaths, it was called back for approval.
