May 10 to 16, 
wiiich was proclaimed by Gpv- 
ernor G- Mennen Williams.

The white cane is a national 
symbol of blindness which was 
_orlgThatcd by a Lions club mem­
ber in Peoria. Illinois. It was 
adopted by Lions. International, 
and has become their most im­
portant movement.

White Cane Week is to call the 
movement to the attention of 
the public, and to solicit co-oper­
ation in making it possible for the 
blind to move about their bus­
iness in traffic with more ease 
and safety. In Michigan it is a 
law that the blind person with 
the white cane has the right of 
way over all traffic.

Locally the club has done 
many unsung good works foi- 
blind people of this area. Karl 
Sonderegger has charge of dis­
tributing money to those who 
need help. This help is in the 
form of plastic eyes, eye opera­
tions, purchase of innumerable 
pairs of glasses, and, of course, 
the distribution of white canes to 
the blind.

They recently paid for an oper­
ation for a 73-year-old man to 
have the corneas on his eyes re­
placed. The man had been blind 
for three years.

The Lions club finds a large 
province in the aiding of child­
ren. Three cross-eyed children 
have had their eyes corrected 
through the aid of the club. A 
continuous expense with child­
ren is the purchase of new plas­
tic eyes every few months as a 
child glow’s.

The Lions club has much equip­
ment which it dispenses to per­
sons in need of aid. This includes 
not only the white canes but 
wheelchairs, hospital beds, a ceil­
ing projector which enables a

The survey discloses tlial 36.34 
per eent of the S22.400 anticipated 
as parking meter revenue during 
the forthcoming fiseal year will 
go for salaries, wages, hospital 
insurance, pensions and over­
head. This will amount to $8,140.

The Chamber explains that the 
heavy allocations are out-of-line 
with identical accounts in Wayne, 
Dearborn and Ypsilanti.

The committee recommended 
that the two expense accounts be 
reduced “to equal not moie than 
20 per cent of the parking lev- 
enue.'’

The $22,400 Paiking Fund for 
the foithcoming fiscal year does 
not include an allocation for 
sorely needed parking lot expan­
sion. With the Off-Street Park­
ing committee’s last effort to get 
such an allocation going down in 
defeat, it predicted a year ahead 
with no efforts made by the city 
to add to its 270 parking stalls.

Mayor Russell M. Daane made 
this quite clear nine days ago 
when asked what the city’s 
plans were -to expand off-street 
parking here. He said "there is 
nothing specific within the next 
two years.”

"The city’s action in expanding 
off-street parking was of such 
magnitude in 1952 that it might 
have to suffice for the next year 
or two. We have got just so many 
dollars,” Daane declared.

With no specific commitments 
made on parking, th« salient f> «»- 
ture of the commission-approved' 
budget is a 10 per cent round of 
wage and salary increases for 45 
city employees.

The new salary scale that goes 
into effect on July 1 will add 
$20,000 to the $200,000 annual 
payroll. Under the new scale pol­
ice patrolman will get a base pay 
of $3,912 to start with a top rate 
of $4,512 after two years of ser­
vice. Hourly rated employees re­
ceive increases between 17 cents 
and 27 cents an hour. Salaried 
employees were moved ahead one 
grade within their classifications 
for a $500 to $600 annual increase.

Along with pay increases will 
go three new fringe benefits. 
Ten-year employees will be given 
an additional week’s vacation, 
sick leave will be accredited up 
to 72 days, and police officers 
were given $60 each year for uni­
form purchases.

to aid in  the blood testing p ro ­
gram  already in use.

Dr. R. L. AJkire, B ruce llosis 
F ie ld  Sup e rv iso r  of the U. S. 
B u reau  of A n im a l Industry , and 
the M ich iga n  Departm ent of A g ­
riculture, cooperating, state that 
the A B R  test is a herd test and 
that a blood test m ust be con­
ducted upon the reacting herds 
in  order that ind iv idua l reacting 
an im als m ay be identified. Its 
advantages are that an area m ay 
be rap id ly  screened at regu lar in ­
tervals and new ly  infected herds 
located before the infection be­
comes w ide ly  spread.

One phase of the B an gs testing 
program  d u rin g  the past year has 
included the use of a laboratory 
trailer in the 27 counties under 
the test and slaughter area plan

in the northern portion of M ic h i­
gan ’s low er peninsula. In  F e b ru ­
ary, 1953, the in itia l test of herds 
w as completed th rough  the co l­
lection of m ilk  and cream  sam ­
ples at da iry  plants. Inc luded  as 
part of the project w as thfe fo l­
low -up  blood testing of all m ilk  
reacting herds. The tra iler labor­
atory, presently located at Reed 
C ity  in Osceola County, is start­
ing on its second coverage of the 
area.

In  the 20 counties (Alpena, 
Alcona, Iosco, Oscoda, M o n tm o r­
ency, Cheboygan, Presque Isle, 
Arenac, Clare, C^rawford, R o s ­
common, M issaukee. Osceola, 
•Lake, M ason, An trim , Charlevo ix, 
E m m e t,. Otsego, and M an istee) 
invo lved  in the A B R  in itia l test.
9,401 herds were A B R  tested.rO^j 
these 565 herds were “positriV^
to the A B R  test. O n  the follow  
up blood test, 216 of the indiyldj-'. 
u a f  an im als of those herds' sh o w -’ 
ed positive, and 84 herds con­
tained susp ic ious anim als. 265 
herds show ed no infection. In  the 
herds blood tested there were 653 
reactors and 385 suspects. A s  in 
this case, the A B R  test usually, 
show s som e herds as conta in ing 
reactors but whichr arc found to 
be clean on the fo llow -up  blood 
test. There  were, however, 173 
new  reacting herds found and 
quarantined and blood tests made 
at a m uch sooner Hate than had 
the Departm ents^waited u n t iM h e  
next regu lar three year test.

It is estimated that 73;8 per 
cent of a ll cattle in those coun­
ties were tested on the m ilk  test.

In  M ich ig a n ’s upper peninsula, 
a county-w ide  blood test o f B a ­
raga C ounty  w as completed in 
M a rch  for reaccredation. A t  pres­
ent the personnel there are en­
gaged in county -w ide  blood tests 
of H oughton  and D ick in so n  
counties for reaccredation.

In  southern M ich igan , u s in g  a 
com bined blood and A B R  or m ilk  
r in g  testing program , M uskegon, 
Oceana, Barry , and B a y  were re ­
cently completed, w ith Ifontca lm , 
Ottawa, Tuscola, E a to n ,-a n d 'C a l­
houn soon to be- finished.

In  addition, w o rk  is proceeding

in Isabella, Newago, and K en t 
w ith  a sim ila r program . These 
southern M ich iga n  counties are 
on  a deferred slaughter p rogram  
w ith  r e g u la t e  retention of react­
o r cattle. Recent county-w ide  
retests of th is area show  that 
m any ow ners dispose of their 
reacting cattle soon after tests 
are made. Infected herd ow ners 
have found that the d isposition  
of these diseased an im als to be 
an effective method of achie’vr)ng 
a brucellosis-free herd.

heart attacks by treating the ' 
shock that often accom panies this , 
condition, and the use of the new 
"T B  drug.” isoniazid, in protect- , 
ing the heart, were reported re- i 
cently at the 26th Scientific | 
Sessions of the Am erican  Heart 
association at the Hotel Chelsea. 
in Atlantic C ity  w h ich  was at- ! 
tended by P lym ou th  Health O f- I 
ficer R. R a y  Barber.

Persons su ffering from  severe i 
heart attacks ve ry  often go into \ 
shock, a serious state of collapse 
in which the blood pressure takes 
an e.xtreme dip. Drs. John J. 
Sam pson  and A lbert Z ip se r of 
San Francisco  told of the effec­
tive use in such ca.ses of the 
blood pressu re -ra ising  drug, nor- 
“pinephrine, w hich  is closely re- : 
lated to adrenalin. They  stated, j 
"In the initial 16 patients w ith j 

shock subsequent to m yocard ia l  ̂
infraction (damage to a portion | 
of the heart muscle fo llow ing a j 
heart attack), the early rcstitu- l 
lion and maintenance of reason- I 
able levels of blood pressure 1 
through the use of no r-ep ine - [ 
phnne  enhanced the rate of sui - i 
v ival from the im m ediate epi- i 
sode of shock 81 percent and de- | 
creased the total m ortality for the 
current illness 56 percent.” A n ­
other report by Dr. George C. 
G riffith  of Lo s  Angeles, and his

associates, says Dr. Barber, told^lthem aver loag  periods of time.
of adm in istering nor-epinephrine 
as well as other pressure-raising 
drugs and agents such as corti­
sone. The Lo s  Ange le s physi­
cians reported that the over-all 
^mortality of shock associated 
with this condition in the group 
studied was reduced from  80 to 
40 percent.

The  T B  drug, isoniazid, can be 
used successfully  in com bination 
w ith streptom ycin in a h igh  per­
centage of cases in  prolonged 
treatment of a tuberculous in ­
flam m ation of the sac that en ­
closes the heart, according to ob ­
servations made by Drs. Bkiw in 
M. Goyette, E d w in  L. Overholt, 
and E llio t Rapaport of Denver, 
Colo. The D enve r physic ians 
treated 27 cases of this condition, 
w hich  is know n  as tuberculous 
pericarditis, and reported that 23 
of the patients have done well.

Experim ents in electric st im u ­
lation to keep the heart beating, 
a potential life -sav ing  boon in 
su rgery  and an aid in research, 
were described in a report by 
Dr. P au l M . Z o ll of Bpston, and 
his associates, stated Dr. Barber. 
The investigators said that stim u­
lation of the heart bv electric im ­
pulses, w ithout su rgery  to open 
the chest .can be used experi­
m entally to create disturbances 
of the heart beat and to study

T h e y  also reported that the 
method has been used success­
fu lly  to arouse a heart that has 
stopped beating and has kept it 
beating as the sole “pacem aker' 
over a period of five days until 
it revived spontaneously.

U se of anticoagulant d rugs to 
check blood clotting need not be 
reserved fo r acute situations, but 
they j iv e  favorable results if ad­
m inistered under proper cond i­
tions over a long oerind of time, 
accord ing to Dr. Stua rt W. C o s- 
g r in  of iVew Y o rk  C ity. Dr. C o s- 
griff reported beneficial effects 
achieved in u sing d icum arol to 
prevent or i-educe recurring 
embolism, or the obstruction of 
blood vessels by clots. H e  said 
that a lthough there are patients 
in w hom  em bolism  CL>ntinues to 
occur despite anticoagulant ther­
apy, treatment over a long period 

j of time w ith d icum aro l was gen- 
I era lly  effective in am bulatory 
j patients, those not confined to 
! bed. He concluded that regu lar 
I adm in istration  of anticoagulants 

“over a long period of time to 
‘ am bulatory patients is practical

Dociorless Areas 
Should Finance 
Medical Students

Sm a ll towns and rura l areas 
w ithout doctors can help them ­
selves surm ount th is problem  by 
financing the medical education 
of students from  those regions. 
U n ive rsity  of M ich iga n  medical 
authorities believe.

O b ta in ing  medical services in 
such  a w ay could be made to pay 
off th rough  agreem ent of the 
.student to return to the region 
on com pletion of his education 
and his understand ing that the 
loan be paid back gradually.

T h is  is one result of a U -M  
su rvey  w hich  found that medical 
students come from all w a lks of 
life— that their parents are not 
necessarily professional persons 
— and that lesser populated areas 
have not been contributing their 
share of m edically inclined stud­
ents.

A  national su rvey  revealed that 
the new doctor u sua lly  returns 
(o his home town or one of equal 
size to practice.

Dr. W ayne  L. W hitaker, U -M  
M edical School secretary, e x ­
plains that the medical educa­
tion of competent students could 
be financed through: 1) a form al 
revo lv ing  loan fund set up by a 
group qf civ ic or other o rgan iza ­
tions; 2) m oney loaned by a group 
of doctors or other interested 
persons: 3) support of an in d iv id ­
ual w ho has the m oney to sponsor 
a m edical student.

Som e M edica l School scho la r­
sh ips are available, he says, but 
there are not enough to fill the 
need.

He states that it takes about 
$1,200 annua lly  to meet semester 
fees, buy  books and pay room and 
board for a U - M  medical student.

P lym ou th  postal authorities 
are a sk ing  local residents to 
w rite  their Congressm an in re­
gard  to the Joel B ro y h ill bill 
now  pending in W ashington.

The b ill p rovides that first 
class' post offices, such as P ly m ­
outh, m ay accept parcel post 
packages up to 100 inches and 
w e igh ing  up to 70 pounds. A t  the 
present time packages this large 
m ay on ly  be m ailed from  fourth 
class offices and present restric­
tions are 70 inches  ̂ and 20 
pounds.

Posta l authorities point out 
that passage of the b ill w ill 
greatly  aid local residents in 
their parcel post m a iling  m ak ing  
it possible for them to send la rg ­
er and heavier packages.

(C ontuiued from  page 1)
ter state-aid paym ent of some 
$27,000 that m ay not be received 
by the schools until next fall. I s -  
bister indicated that if the fund  
isn ’t allocated to pay current e x ­
penses, it w ill be credited on the 
new operating budget.

The county tax base was fixed 
nearly  a m onth ago by the Board  
of Supe rv iso rs  at $6,224,911,000; 
Therefore, each m ill assessed w ill 
result in the collection of $6,224,- 
911 in taxes. La st year each m ill 
returned $5,986,208 on a $5,986,- 
208.000 tax base.

W ith  evaluations h ighe r than 
ever the county autom atically 
gets $1,432,000 more than in  1952. 
W ith  the one-tenth m ill increase, 
it w ill add an additional $622,000 
to its 1954 budget. Last year the 
county got a flat s ix  mills.

W h ile  the tax board gave its 
approval to the county allocation, 
school officials stressed that a 
num ber of school districts w ill 
feel the pinch again this year.

Dr. Fisher, school com m ission­
er for W ayne  county, said T ue s­
day. " I  did m y  best for the 
schools. The county had a strong 
argum ent in its favor. I  on ly  hope 
the financial situation w ill ease 
off by next year.”

Som e of the school d istricts 
w ill be able to ease their p rob ­
lem by using extra m illage  for 
operations voted by taxpayers. 
The P lym ou th  district has not 
voted for em ergency operating 
millage.

Island Lake Group Camp near Brighton was last week the unofficial classroom for 
some 65 sixth graders who spent five days revelling in the out-of-doors while receiving train­
ing in such subjects as animal and plant biology, down to conservation and woods craft.

The 65 from Bird Elementary and Central Junior High came home last Friday— back to 
the classroom. A  second group Monday from Smith Blementary replaced the first with 
high expectations of a week of good weather. A  third group of 65 next Monday will also 
make the trek to the camp^

Educators here laud the “close to nature” aspect found in group camping.

Superintendent of Schools Russell Isbister said the “camp is an extension of the class­
room into the out-of-doors. It ’s a natural environment for learning.”

\
Camp Coordinator Arnold E. Pylkas goes on the theory that group camping is an edu­

cative experience in democratic living.

I “Children learn by doing and actually participating,”- he said.

I The Island Lake camp has a real outdoor atmosphere. It is located amid a 2,800-acre
I game preserve operated by the State Conservation Department. It ov^erlooks secluded 
i P'orest ridge bounded on one side by the Huron river.

The camp’s facilities include 20 cabins, each with electric lighting. It boasts an army- 
type mess hall with a gas range and walk-in type refrigerator. It even has an outdoor 
amphitheater with seating for hundreds afforded by .semi-circular “bleachers” gouged out 

' of the hillside.

Now, with spring here, and full of surprise packages, the camp counselors are taking 
! full advantage of the natural setting to instruct the youths in bird, animal and plant life. 
Guides are lecturing to the youths on glacial deposits that mark the study area. Conserva­
tion officers are instructing the youths in firearms control and con.servalion. They aio show- 
in.'t them the techniques of reforestation.

Counselors agree the camp has all the aspects of delighting even a truant in submitting 
gracefully to the educative process. The youths themselves have accepted the new co-edu- 
cational technique with plenty of spirit and willingness to share, the counselors said.

“The children themselves are learning how to live, woi'k and ]>lay together. They are 
learning how to give and take,” said Mrs. Nancy Tanger, principal of Bird Elementary 
school.

“It is the preplanning and the camping experience itself that helps strengthen teach­
er-student relationships and quite often bears fruit when a student displays a talent that 
isn't shown in the classroom,’’ Superintendent Isbister said.

Accompanying each group have been six teachers in charge of 11 or 12 students each. 
A  cafeteria chef from one of the schools has prepared menus for each groun.

MSC Pathologist 
Warns of Rabies 
Danger in Spring

Rabies is on the increase, es­
pecially am one fur-bcaring  an i­
mals. and this is>he  time of year 
when the disease can be spreaii 
w idely.

H ead ing up an anti-rabies 
campaign, the city each spring 
sponsors a rabies vaccune clinic. 
T h is  year it is to be held M ay  1(5 
and 24.

Dr. G len W. Reed, extension 
anim al pathologist at M ich igan  
State college, says that this is 
the time of year predatory an i­
m als such as dogs, skunq s and 
other w ild  anim als tend to roam. 
If  the.v are infected w ith rabies, 
the di.sease is spread widely.

Dr. Reed cited scvo ia l cases of 
rabies in dogs this year in M id ­
land. Wa.sne and O akland  coun­
ties. There were cases of rabies 
in ctits in both C lare and W ayne 
counties and cows were infected 
in O ak land  and Isabella  counties.

W ild  anim als, says Dr. Reed, 
should  be guarded against. S q u ir ­
rels. skunks, and foxes m ay w an ­
der into the farm  lot or pasture 
and bite livestock. S ick  livestock, 
he adds, should be watched care­
fu lly  for rabies symptom s. If  rab­
ies is suspected, says Dr. Reed, 
rem em ber these points;

1. D o n ’t k ill any anim al you 
can catch. Y o u  can 't bo sure it's 
rabies until there is .an exam ina ­
tion of the bra in  in the labora­
tory. Have the vete’ inarian  placid 
the anim al under observation. -

2. Sym ptom s oi rabies usually  
show  up in the an im al w ith in  two 
weeks after b iting a person.

S.'i 'Don’t be pan icky alter be­
ing bitten. The first thought is to 
capture the anim al and place it 
under observation. The second is 
to wash the wound or scratch 
thorough ly  w ith w arm  soapy w a ­
ter and get to a physic ian  im m ed­
iately.

4. There is a lw ays danger in 
ti-ealing hum ans for rabies. Y o u  
should be sure that the anim al 
w h ich  has bitten a person is de­
clared rabid o r is under ozserva- 
tion before treatment.

Rabies, Dr. Reed says, is caused 
by a v iru s  and often is fatal to 
humans. It can be prevented by 
vaccination of an im als and he be­
lieves all pets, especially dogs 
and cats, should be vaccinated 
everv -vear.

Sow Corn Thick For Belter Yield
Corn  yields on m any M ich ican  

arm s can be boosted consider- 
tbly by th icker planting, says E. 
J. Russm an, M ich iga n  Sta le  col- 
L'ge farm  crops researcher.

F ive  years of testing at several 
ocations in the state have show n 
hat about 16,000 corn plants per 
icre give the best y ie ld  on aver- 
tge-to-good corn soils. Y ou  can 
'.stimate 16,000 corn plants pei 
icre this way, says Rossm an; 
V hen  corn is planted in 40-ineh 
-ows, it takes one plant every 10 
nche.s. In  36-ineh rows, a plant 
■ veiy 11 inrbes w ill average 
ibout 16.000 plants per acre.

Here is the way the corn yie lds 
•empar^d wi**''

populations; The 16,000 p lants 
per acre averaged 11 per cent 
nore corn than populations of 
12,000. and populations of 12,000 
plants averaged 25 per cent more 
•orn than 8.000 plants per acre. 
This means that y ie ld s were in- 
■ resed 40 per cent by inereasing 
he plant population from  8,000 
0  16.000 per acre.

W ith  the th icker plantings, ear 
aze and w eight per ear decreas­
'd, but lar.eer number'^ of ears 
per acre more thim  offset the 
■ mailer size. And, sliys Rossm an, 
there was no consistent evidence 
that th ick p lanting increased the

am ount of sta lk  breakage.
O n  the basis of the tests, says 

the seienti.st, stands of 16.000 
p lants per acre are recom m end­
ed lur good-tu-average corn soils. 
A n d  on light soils where lertilil.v 
is low, Rossm an  recom m ends 
12,000 plants per acre.

In  the M ich igan  tests. Rossm an 
reporl.'J, there were no eases 
w h e n ' 16,000 plants per acre on 
good corn land resultc'd in a 
low er y ie ld  than the lighter lates 
of planting.

The U 'sassination  of President 

A b i ahai i L in co ln  88 years ago—  
A p i 'i l  H , 1865— was a m ajor fac­
tor in t le  general acceptance of 
the ra ilioad  sleeping car.

L in c o 'n 's  death gave George M. 
Pu llm an  an indirect but out- 
standin.i. opportun itv to prove the 
w orth ef his novel sleeping car, 
accord ing to the ra ilioad  enthii- 
.siasts. E a r ly  in 1865 he hatf fin- 
ish id  bu ild ing  a sleeper called 
the Pioneer, a n i'w  departure in  
railroaci ng that took every dol- 
lai- hr' e )uld raisi'.

He h id  had little success pu t­
ting his sleeper into service until 
a r^'que.-t was made that the P io ­
neer be attached to the L in co ln  
funeral train at Chicago for the 
fam ily ’s us<' on tlie la.̂ t leg of the 
trip to the President's home town 
of Sp ring fit Id. Soon after, P u l l ­
man was bu ild ing m o ii-and  more 
sleepers.

The Pioneer was the most e x ­

pensive ra ilroad  car built to that 
time, having  cost S20.000. It w'as 
n o t . P u llm a n 's  first sleeper but 
it was his gaudiest. It had hinged 
upper berths, hand-carved panels 

and seats, m irrors, p lush carpet 
ing and lu x u n o u s  drapes. A  Pu ll 
m an car costs $150,000 and up to­

day.
■ The Pioneer caused m uch 
trouble and expense for the C h i­
cago and A lton  Railroad, -over 
whose tracks the funeral train 
moved from  Chicago  to Sp ring - 
field.

The car was a foot w ider and 
two and a ha lf feet h igher than 
any  other ra ilroad car then in use 
and therefore couldn 't move on 
lines of the day. The Ch icago  and 
Alton, the first ra ilroad to give 
Pu llm an  encouragem ent and aid 
in bu ild ing a sleeping car, im ­
mediately put men to w ork  n a r­
row ing  station platform s and 
w idening the siacs of bridges 
along the route.

Other ra ilroads had to do s im ­
ila r w ork  as Pu llm an  cars came 
into more w idespread usage in 
the follow ing \’cars.

Thirteen eastern ra ilroads pa r­
ticipated in the honor of m oving 
the P resident’s body from W a sh ­
ington to Springfie ld . In  gcneial, 
the funeral .train’s m ute retraced 
L in co ln ’s jiath of four years be­
fore when he came to W a sh in g ­
ton to take the oath of office.

Rotation, 
Seed Treatment 
Beat Disease

Seed treatment and crop rota­
tion ai-e the two cheagest w ays 
to in sure  a good oat crop by 
keeping it free of disease. That 
is a pointer from  Ed w a rd  A. 
Andrew s, extension plant path­
ologist at M ich igan  State college.

P lan ting  oats after oats or in 
close rotation year after year 
w ith other sm all grains, he says, 
w ill tend to bu ild  up seedling 
blight and root rot fung i in the 
soil. These conditions m ake a 
heydey for septoria leaf blotch 
and black stem fungus, too. 
G row ing  row crops or forages be­
tween the oat crops and other 
sm all grains, says Andrew s, w ill 

' hold losses from  these 
diseases to a m inim um .

Last yea r’s weather helped 
control oat diseases also, notes 
the M.S.C. plant pathologist, but 
It also hold the crop down.

More Spending 
Higher Revenue 
Nark City in '52 I

P lym outh itcs are spending re­
lative ly  more in support of m u n ­
icipal governm ent these days 
than others liv in g  in s im ila i-s iz - 
ed cities w ith the same relative 
population. Too. they are taking 
in more revenues.

T h is  was disclosed in a survey, 
taken by the International C ity 
M anage rs association and just 
I'eleased by the United States E>e- 
partm ent of Commerce. It covers 
year-long spending activities d u r­
ing 1951.

O n  an average, the 7,300 resi­
dents hei'o spent a per capita $61 
for a total expenditure of $426,- 
000.

The special financial su rvey  of 
684 cities under 25,000 population 
showed that most cities in the 
5.000 to 10,000 category accounted 
for a per capita share of $52.

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T he sta te 's  hot po tato  tax  problem  was passed deftly from  
fre sh ly  w ashed hands of Representatives into reluctant laps of S e n ­
ators last week when the House approved both an incom e tax bill 
sponsored by Senator Joseph P. C loon and the N ill  corporate p ro ­
fits tax. B y  their action. House m em bers rem oved pressures from  
them selves and left the next m ove up to the Senate.

F irst reaction there was to arrange an organized stall for time, 
so the Senate asked for an agreem ei^ w ith  H ouse  m em bers to re­
cess from  M a y  22 to June 15 at w hich time only  tax and appropria ­
tion b ills could be considered.

Ironic outcom e of th e  rap id  manAuTering in  the H ouse  is that 
Sen. George N. H ^  gins, bitter foe of corporate profit taxation, found 
the w ord ing  of Rep. W alter H. N i l l ’s bill substitute for his own in 
a proposal a lready cleared th rough  the Senate. T h is  has the parlia­
m entary effect of m ak in g  H ig g in s  sponsor of the corporate profits 
ta.x, w h ich  he detests.

The m aneuver w’as possible because a m ajority of H ouse  R e ­
publicans and Dem ocrats got together on the plan to get som e action 
on tax legislation. Once agreem ent w as reached, it took about 15 
m inutes to m ake it legal by floor action. V o t in g  ran  about 70-15 on ‘ 
the issues as they came up rap id ly  for action. The  procedure in ­
vo lved a vote for im mediate consideration of the C h ristm an  tax bill 
w h ich  provided a flat one per cent income tax. The  H ouse  then 
approved a motion to substitute the w ords of the C loon  Senate b ill 
for a tax on business and ind iv idua ls  w ith  incom es over $10,000, 
w h ich  was bottled up in the Senate T a x  Committee. It  w as then 
voted to change the w ord ing  of Senator H ig g in s ’ b ill by inserting 
N il l ’s, and the deed w as done. The problem  became the Senate’s.

A dvantages of the  Nill bill, w hich has been supported strongly  
by G ove rno r W illiam s, are listed by Rep. N ill, w ho  says no cor­
poration has to pa.y any th in g  unless a profit is made. H e  com pares 
M ich iga n  to an average of other states; show ing  that here corpora­
tions pay direct taxes am ounting  to on ly  e i i^ t  per cent of the 
state’s income. The national average is 23% . Individ;uals in  M ich igan  
contribute 79%  of the tax incom e as com pared to 55 % . H is  bill, 
he says, w ill m ake M ich ig a n ’s tax spread more like  the national 
avc iagc, and w ill leave more m oney in  the hands .of consum ers. 
This, he continues, is good for m anufacturers because Ih e y  can sell 
more products.

There are those in the Legislature, it is on ly.j|air  to mention, 
w’ho disagree com oletely w ith  Rep. N ilT s line. of- vSfought.

Action can be expected  on m any other b ills ' once the Senate 
ficcs it-sclf from ta.x problems, for this w eighty riddle has kept most 
legislators on edge for m any weeks. F rid ay  was final date for .bills 
to Ix ' cut out of committees and there w as the usual ru sh  of com ­
mittee m eetings to secure approval of matters considered w o rth ­
while. These can now  be considered by the law  m akers until M a y  22.

Senate  approval for the  M ackinac Bridge m aintenance bill was 
piedieted by Sen. W illiam  A. E llsw orth, one of its sponsors. B u t ho 
made no such predictions about the House. Decision  on this matter 
seems to boil down to the committee that w ill study the bill. If  it i.̂  
reported out, Representatives w ill have a chance to vote it through.
If  not, it w ill die.

Tough  luck has dogged B ridge  financing. Bond  salesmen say 
the identical issue w hich was refused last m onth w itbout a gu a r­
antee of maijitenance could have been sold in January. Severa l s im i­
lar i.ssues from  other states were bought up. but .the ;^j5^n^ancc of 
such bonds on the national market, forced sellers to m ake  lb ^ ir  deals 
better. The state m ust now  agree to m aintain  the-. briftge du ring  
retirement of the bonds (to the tune of an estimflrted ^449,000 per 
year) if the bonds arc to be sold. A rgu m en ts  on bbth-Si^es. of this 
question m ay lead to some interesting battles. ■■

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The editor of this column, though home, is still laboring under the magnitude of Washington and the Chamber of Commerce con­vention to which this column is devoted.

Before telling some of the highlights of the C. of 
C. convention I would like to devote some space to 
the Eisenhowers. It was amazing in Washington, 
and other places of interest we visited, to find the 
unusual devotion all peoples have for the first cou­
ple of our country. Democrats as well as Republicans 
in all walks of life could not say enough for them.

The stamina displayed by Mrs. Eisenhower in 
her daily receiving long lines of visiting woinen and 
children around the country was almost beyond be­
lief. The five days we were in the Capitol newspa­
pers reported the following facts. Friday she receiv­
ed 4,000 members of the D.A.R. Saturday she re­
ceived 400 children of the C.A.R. and another group 
of 350 college students that were in the city. No one 
visited the White House on Sunday but on Monday 
she received two other large patriotic grouTO num­
bering well over a thousand and on Tuesday she 
again personally shook the hands of 1,250 wives of 
Chamber of Commerce members.

Each guest in the receiving line is presented 
to the first lady by name by a military aide. In re­
sponse she not only gives oach visitor a very warm 
hand shake but calls them by name and gives some 
small greeting.

The Washington Evening Star carried a story 
on the above subject Tuesday pointing out the fact 
that the President had stated that day he wished 
he were 25 years younger to better cope with the 
tremendous social demands on his office. At the 
same time Mrs. Eisenhower stated, according to the 
paper, that she would continue to receive all groups 
that cared to visit the White House and she was 
hopeful that many, many more children could be 
accommodated.

The Chamber meeting opened Monday with the 
day's highlight being an address by General Wal­
ter Bedell Smith, Under Secretary of State. He took 
no small blast at the high tariff bills pending in Con­
gress saying that Communists would give "enthus­
iastic approval" to erection of new trade barriers 
between the free nations. "Since the Communists 
look fondly toward the disruption of world com­
merce," he said, "our policies must be directed to 
preventing such disruption."

Members of the Chamber applauded impartially 
declarations by Senator Harry F. Bird, (D-Va.) that 
the imtional budget must be balanced before Con­
gress makes new tax cuts, and by Representative 
Daniel A. Reed, (R-N.Y.) that tax cuts must be given  
priority to head off a recession.

Laurence F. Lee, Chamber president keynoted 
the convention opei ing meeting, saying, "with the 
change of adminishation business can operate with 
a more confidant sense of direction—a factor of un­
certainty should diminish."

The above statement seemed true whenever you 
might be in conversation with delegates from any 
corner of the country, yet I observed an unhealthy 
air which seemed to prevail in the speakers' minds 
as well as those in attendance in the 24 dollar ques­
tion, "what is Russia planning?"

The seriousness of the three day session might 
be concluded when it is pointed out that the only 
entertainment on the entire program w as a short 
concert by the United States Army Field Band, on  
hour show Tuesday by the Fred Waring band and 
a  brief appearance W ednesday night by Dinah 
Shore.

Mrs. Cowles, incidentally, will be the only official 
representative of President and Mrs. Eisenhower to 
attend the coronation ceremonies in England this
summer.

The Michigan delegation at the convention 
heard Henry Ford II predict many more years of 
very good business. He said the Ford Motor com­
pany is making its "dollars and cents" plan on that 
basis and is expanding capacity accordingly. He 
expressed confidence that any business fluctuations 
that lie ahead can be contained with a constantly 
rising stream of production, employment and living 
standards.

This in brief, highlights the major part of the con­
vention program which embodied some hundred 
speakers and twenty seminars.

A couple of other interesting observations which 
might interest you were that for the first time in my 
many visits to Washington I learned of the little 
Washington monument. The "miniature" W ashing­
ton moiiument two stories high stands only 150 feet 
from the real one, yet only a few living persons have 
ever seen it. In fact,'Nation Capital Parks Service 
say that only a handful of the 26,500,000 people who 
have visited the mohumeht in the last 65 years knew 
that the 17^2 foot obelisk is there.

Its been there since 1880, and it's under lock and 
key. Another strange fact is that the tapering pillar 
was built on ground level, yet the top of it is two feet 
below the sod of the monument grounds.

Wives of the members in attendance had a most 
interesting meeting Tuesday noon at the Mayflow­
er hotel where < Mrs. Fleur Cowles, associate editor 
of Look and Quick magazines w as the featured 
luncheon speaker. She described the "malady of 
misinformation" in Asia and attributed the same to 
our selling America via the comic book and movies. 
She said Orientals would be more receptive to our 
ideas if w e used media familiar to them such as 
"shadow plays, story-tellers and mystic sooth soyers."

She closed her very interesting talk by asking, 
"why aren't w e learning to speak IRndi?" and ex­
plained that more people speak Hindi than any other 
language in the world. She also queried, "When are 
w e going to stop making policy by telephone and 
coble?" after previously stating that our efforts to 
help the Asiatics were "like the blind lending the 
blind . . . w e know so little obout the people w e  
seek to lead."

Despite these curious facts its presence has an 
assential engineering purpose. It is used as a bench 
mark to determine the "sinkage" of the 555 foot 
monument. The base of the bench mark and the 
main monument are on the same level. In 1880 when 
tons of earth were dumped around the base to form 
the present mound on the monument grounds the 
small shaft w as "buried". However it w as first en­
cased in a circular brick wall, then topped by a 
manhole cover, where if one lies prone on the grass 
they may peek into the small opening and see the 
top of the obelisk.

It is located 150 feet directly south of the main 
monument and has recorded the fact that since 1879 
the main monument has sunk six inches. Now stabi­
lized however engineers record the fact it is now  
sinking only 1 40 of an inch per year.

Another interesting visitation w e made on our 
way home w as to Waterford, Virginia, too small to 
be found on any mop, about on hours drive west of 
Washington, where a restoration project is under­
w ay at the direction of C. A. Lindquist, Pontiac deal­
er of Hconilton, Wrginia.

Waterford is in the shadow of Arthur Godfrey's 
1,500.acre farm and contains more authentic early 
American buildings than does Williamsburg, Vir­
ginia, which according to Lindquist has been com­
pletely rebuilt on ,old foundations. Here actual old 
buildings built in early 1700s ore being renovated 
and the area will be completely developed in the 
near future and advertised to the public.
