S uperv isor of P lym ou th  tow n­
ship  continuously  since 192&^Mr. 
R a th b u rn  steered  the  tovm ship  
th rough  a series of po litical and 
econom ic crises th a t m ark ed  the  
ea rly  1930’s. A frien d  to  business, 
in d u stry  and hom eow ners a like , 
his top leadersh ip  saw  th e  tow n­
ship grow  in tw o decades from  a 
value of less th an  one m illion  dol­
lars to an  evaluation  in 1953 of 
over $23 m illion.

F riends and associates W ednes­
day  w ere shocked to  lea rn  of bis 
death . One person  said  “his d ea th

The scope of M r. R a th b u rn ’s in ­

Before setting forth the prin-! 
ciples of Christian stewardship. I 
Paul commends the Corinthians! 
for their generosity previously' 
shĝ wn. and he urged them to con­
tinue in their giving. Paul was en-; 
gaged in securing an offering from! 
different churches for the poor 
saints in Jerusalem, and he was’ 
anxious that the Corinthians should ! 
have their full share in that work 
of generosity.

Christian stewardship depends 
upon the recognition of the fact 
that all men have come from God 
and that it is committed to them 
as a sacred trust. Stewardship is 
a higher law than that of the tithe. 
For it requires that men shall give 
all that they can to God’s service. 
They are to give all they can—in 
money, time, and talents. And 
every gift should be accompanied 
by thanksgiving to God for his 
goodness.

Paul lays down what may be 
termed principles of Christian 
stewardship and they may well be, 
followed today. First of all, men 
should give liberally, that they may 
reap bountifully. And they should 
be cheei^l givers, not “grudging­
ly,'' for God loves a cheerful giver. 
So let us give in such way that we 
shall find joy in the giving. And' 
what we give will then minister un-’ 
to our happiness while it supplies- 
the needs of others. I

A  
capacity num ber of ch ild ren  from  
the v ic in ity  made use of th is op­
portun ity  to im prove their read­
ing.

O ccupy ing  one floor of Loretto 
Hall, on the college campus, the 
C lin ic  is w ell equipped w ith m od­
ern d iagnostic and rem edial read­
ing apparata.

In  addition to a num ber of 
tests and personi.1^ interviews, 
d iagnosis of reading d ifficu lties 
is fu rther checked by the use of a 
te lebinocular for v isu a l screen­
ing, a recorder for reproducing 
reading, and an ophtha lm ograph 
for record ing eye movements.

In  the process of instruction, 
c lin ic ians also use a num ber of 
m odern devices to help pup ils at­
tain their proper read ing level 
more rapidly. A  read ing accelera­
tor, w ith a controlled m ov in g  
slide, forces the pup il to increase 
his read ing speed. The tachistos- 
cope, w h ich  flashes words, p h ra s­
es and sentences at a set rate, 
aids in  qu ick  recognition. A  
speedioscope attachable to a p ro ­
jector is used for tim e-controlled 
projection of f ilm strip s and slides 
hav in g  reading matter.

Token Cut Set 
in College Student 
Draft Deferments

W A S H IN G T O N —  Science S e r ­
vice is quoted as recently having  
said it learned that a token cut 
in college draft deferm ents w ill 
shortly  be authorized by P re s i­
dent Eisenhower.

O n ly  a sm all percentage of 
this yea r’s fi-eshman students and 
th is yea r’s seniors w ho want to 
go on to graduate school w ill be 
affected.

The guide to deferm ent w ill be 
the selective service college qua l­
ification test. Fre shm en w ill have 
had to achieve a grade of 72 
rather than 70 to continue in 
their sophom ore year or to have 
stood in the upper one-third, 
rather than the upper one-half of 
his freshm en class.

College seniors setting their 
sights on graduate school w ill 
have had to score 80 rather than 
70 or h igher to continue their de­
ferments.

The  National M anpow e r C o u n ­
cil of Colum bia  U n ive rs ity  made 
the recom m endations for the 
changes to keep a continuous 
flow  of students th rough  the 
schools and colleges. A  v ictory 
for the schools was seen from  this 
point of v iew  in the token nature 
of the cut in deferments.

The executive order to be 
signed by the President has a l­
ready been agreed to by the D e ­
fense Department, the D epart­
ment of Labor and by M a jo r G e n ­
eral Lew is B. Hershey. Selective 
Se rv ice  director, and m anpow er 
officials in the Office of Defense 
Mobilization.

Science Serv ice  said that it is 
estimated that the h igher stand ­
ards for this yea r’s freshm en w ill 
cut the num ber of deferred stu ­
dents graduating from  college in 
1957 by about 10 per cent. No  
estimate of the effect on graduate 
schools has been made.

Discover Aspen 
Good Deer Food

M ich ig a n ’s form er “weed tree,” 
the aspen, can provide a partial 
solution to the state’s acute p rob ­
lem of food shortages for deer, a 
U n ive rsity  of M ich igan  study le- 
veals.

Conducted by Casey Westell 
Jr., research assistant in the U -M  
School of N atu ra l Resources, as 
part of the M ich igan  M em oria l- 
Phoen ix  Project, the study show s 
that each acre of aspen wooded 
area can provide  100 to 150 “deer 
days." These are the num bers of 
d ay s’ feed for one deer provided 
by each area over a th iee-year 
period. W estell says.

S ince  a large part of the deer’s 
diet consists of the stems and 
leaves of young  aspen trees, 
We.'^tell exp la ins that the best 
feed areas are those recently cut­
over or logged.

T h is  cutting-over, he continues, 
perm its the sun to reach areas 
where new tides’ "su c k e rs” rise 
th rough  the ground from  the 
parent tree’s w andering  lateral 
mots.

O ve r 500 aspen stands and cut­
over areas in the northern  part 
of the Low er Pen in su la  were 
sampled, he says. W ith  a chart 
based on the am ount of b row s­
ing or feeding found, w ild life  
m anagers can plan their foi-est 
cuttings so as to create a continu ­
ous supp ly  of aspen shoots, thus 
he lp ing solve the deer’s acute 
food shortage,W estell points out.

Tom atoes plants, pruned to a 
single  stem and supported on 
stakes, picket fence or trellis can 
give a la rger yie ld  per square 
foot of space occupied than any 
other vegetable.

They deserve a gardener’s best 
care, and this should  begin by 
p lanting them properly  after all 
danger of frost is over. D o  not 
let h igh  tem peratures before 
frost has ended persuade you to 
take a chance, from  w hich there 
is noth ing to be gamed and much 
to be lost.

Even  a severe chill m ay set 
you r plants back and delay the 
harvest.

T w o  varieties should a lw ays be 
grown, one early  and one late. A n  
early hyb rid  variety w ill g ive a 
heavy y ie ld in m idsum m er for 
sa lad  use. H eavie r y ie lds lasting 
until late fall are g iven  by plants 
w hich  take longer to mature.

S tocky  plants are the oest to 
buy. rather than older .taller and 
more sp ind ly  specimens. P lants 
g row n  to a single  stem m ay be 
set 12 inches apart. The support 
to w hich  they am  tied must be 
stout and strong ly  anchored, to 
resist wind.

A  single stem plant m ay be 
twisted around a stout cord, 
w hich is tied at top and bottom. 
In  ty ing a plant to its support, 
use a strip  of cloth, or a large, 
soft cord w h ich  w ill not cut, 
looped loosely around the stem.

P lants m ay be pruned w ith 
two stems, in which case set 
them 21 inches apart. Select one 
side branch starting 10 inches 
above the surface and allow  it to 
grow  as the second stem, p ru n ­
ing off all its side branches.

P ru n in g  requires regu lar atten­
tion. The plant starts w ith  a cen­
tral stem or leader. W hen the 
first b lossom s appear, at each 
jo int made by a leaf w ith the 
stem, a branch begins to grow. 
To prune the plant these side 
shoots are removed bi'fore they 
are four inches long.

N o  other leaves shou ld  be 
pruned from  tomato plants; and 
so-called determ inate varieties 
should not be staked and pruned. 
F ru its  need the shade furn ished  
by leaves to avoid sunburn. To 
m ake the first blossom s set 
fruit, sp ray  them w ith a horm one 
sold for that purpo.se.

Tom ato roots spread w ide ly  
just below the soil surface so 
cultivation should  never be deep 
enough to d istu rb  them. A n  abun ­
dant supp ly  of water is required, 
and lack of it causes decayed 
spots on the fru it opposite the 
stem, called blossom -end rot. 
M o istu re  is conserved by a p p ly ­
ing a m ulch of lawn clippings, 
s ix  inches thick, all a long the 
tomato row.

If  you a ie  a smokei', wash 

you r hands thorough ly  before 
hand ling  tomato plants, and do

not touch tobacco until you r 
w o rk  w ith  them  is finished.

Tobacco m ay have a disease 
w hich  can be transm itted to the 
tomato p lants .The sam e precau­
tions shou ld  be taken w hether 
fru it is picked, or any  w o rk  is 
done w ith the tomatoes.

These tw o p lants are distant

relatives, and not on ly  share the 
sam e disease, but are attacked by 
the same k ind  of worm , a green 
ho rny  monster, w hich  fortunate­
ly  is easily  seen, and k illed  before 
he can do m uch damage.

About Travels Through Europe

The most recent letter from  Dr. 
and M rs. H en ry  W alch, w ho are 
trave lin g  th rough  Eu rope  and 
the H o ly  Land, was received re­
cently at The P lym ou th  M ail. 
T he  W alchcs are still on the first 

lap  of their journey, since the

letter w as w ritten from  Geneva. 
Sw itze rland  on M a y  29. They  
have thus far traveled th rough  

England, France, H o lland  and 
Sw itzerland.

The letter received at The M a il 
office was the second letter to

be received from "the m inister, the 
first being sent to the P re sbyte r­
ian  church. T h is  one was from  the 
Hotel du  P rin tem ps in Pa ris  on 
M a y  19.

Dr. W a lch  describccf their a ir­
plane trip  from  N ew  Y o rk  as 
calm  and uneventful.

Summer Arrives at Noon, June 21
A  “scorp ion’s” annua l m arch 

across the heavens and sum m er’s 
official debut are m ajor item s on 
June ’s ste llar calendar, a U n i­
ve rsity  of M ich iga n  astronom er 
reports.

O n  June  21, the norther n hem i­
sphere’s sum m er, o ffic ia lly  
kno w n  as the Sum m er Solstice, 
w 'ill a rrive  at noon, Hazel M. 
Losh, U .M  associate professor of 
astronom y, states. That w ill be 
the longest day and shortest 
n ight of the year, for the sun  w ill 
be at its h ighest point in  the sky.

E 'vcn  though w in ter is once 
again on its way, P ro fe sso r Lo sh  
explains, the w arm est days are 
yet to come. “A s  long  as more 
heat is received d u r in g  the day 
than is lost d u r in g  the n ight,” 
the astronom er po ints out, “the 
tem perature w ill continue to 
rise, reaching the he ight of the 
sum m er’s heat around A u gu st  1.” 
’ A ro u n d  sunset on June  1, the 

constellation S co rp iu s  w ill arise 
in  the southeastern sky, she says.

S tro n g ly  resem bling a giant 
scorpion, the constellation is 
said to have come from  the earth 
at the com m and of Juno, P ro ­
fessor Lo sh  po ints out. Incensed 
at O rion, Juno  had the scorpion 
sting him, thus causing h is death.

A s  a result, the professor con­
tinues, O rion  and Sco rp iu s  never 
appear in the sk y  at the sam e 
time. As^ Sco rp iu s rises in the 
East. O rion  d isappears in  the 
West.

Antares, the " r iv a l  of M a rs,” 
is the center of attraction in the 
constellation Scorp ius, the astro­
nom er says, and can be detected 
by  its b right red color and loca­
tion in  the heart of the scorpion. 
L ig h t  from  the star An tare s left 
it around 1700, P ro fe sso r Lo sh  
claims.

P o p u la r ly  Know n a.» “The  
N orthe rn  Cross,” Cygnus, the 
Sw an, also w ill appear in  the 
northeastern heavens around 
June  1, P ro fe sso r L o sh  states. 
R is in g  on its side, the group  has

the star Deneb at its head, she 
explains. A t  the foot of the cross, 
or beak of the swan, is “one of 
the finest doubles (stars) in the 
w hole sky ,” the professor reports. 
E a s ily  v isib le  th rough  a sm all 
telescope, it is outstand ing for its 
rich blue and ye llow  colors.

O ther stellar attractions, she 
points out, w ill be ye llow ish - 
colored Saturn, located in the 
southern sk y  about five and one- 
half degree.s from  the b right blue 
Spica.

W h ile  V e n u s  w ill continue to 
be a bright m o rn ing  planet. M e r ­
cu ry  w ill be an even ing  one. 
V is ib le  to the unaided eye 
throughout the month, it w ill 
best be seen in the last half. 
M e rcu ry  rises in the w estern sk y  
and does not set un til one and 
onb-half hours after sunset.

H ave  you  noticed the “new 
look” in  the design  of the grade 
stam p m a rk ing s  on Federa l 
graded m eats? The new  grade 
m a rk ing s  became effective in 
February.

The new  stam p is in  the shape 
of a shield w ith  two lines of 
print. The  top line consists of 
the letters “U S D A ” to indicate 
that the U. S. Departm ent of 
A g ricu ltu re  establishes and ad­
m in isters the grade standards. 
The low er line identifies the 
grade— prime, choice, good, corn- 
inercial or utility.

The  new  stam p is used on all 
Federal graded beef, veal, calf, 
lam b and m utton in  a ribbon- 
like  pattern on the meat car- 
cas.ses. The  form er label gave the 
grade nam e w ith the letters 
“U S D A ” at intei'vals, but w ithout 
the shield. In  the case of veal, 
calf, yea rling  iiiutt&n and mutton, 
the k ind  of meat is also stamped 
on the carcass along w ith  the 
grade. The  grade stam ping is 
made w ith a harm less purpU ' 
vegetable preparation.

Federa l g rad in g  of meat is 
availab le  to slaughterers on a 
vo lun ta ry  basis and is se lf-sup ­
porting th rough  fees charged to 
users of the Federal grad ing  
service. The  new  stam p design  
is registered at the U. S. Patent 
O ffice and  any  unauthorized use 
of it is illegal. T h is  protection was 
not provided  fur the form er 
grade stamp.

Fresh Garden Greens 
In Height of Season

M a y  and June  are the “height 
of season” m onths for M ich igan  
sp ring  g ri 'c n s— leaf loUuee, kale, 
endive, watercress,^ Sw iss  chard, 
m ustard greens, tender beet and 
tu rn ip  tops. The  k ind s availab le  
w ill v a ry  in d ifferent localitie.s, 
but they aic‘ am ong ou r “good 
b uys” in the leafy green group  of 
vegetables at this season of the 
year.

W hen y o u ’re shopp ing  for 
greens, look for those that are 
bright and crisp  w ith few coarse 
sti'ins or w ilted leavers. Seed 
stc'ins am ong the leaves indicates 
over-m aturity  and toughness for 
alm ost any green.

Sp r in g  greens are sold p re ­
packed in plastic bags as well as 
from  bu lk  display. Prepackaged 
grc'f.ms usually  .soil for a little 
mure per pound, but there is a 
.saving in  waste and added con­
venience.

A t  home, all k ind s of greens 
shou ld  be stored in a ir-tight con­
ta iners in the refrigerator, and 
home econom ists suggest that 
they shoulii n«.)t he washed until 
just before using.

A sp a ragu s is the “curtain 

ra iser” that starts off the hom e­
grow n vegetable season in M ic h i­
gan. M a y  and June  are the most 
plentifu l supp ly  m onths for 
asparagus, and thus it is one of 
our “good b u ys” am ong the leafy 
green vegetables at this tirni' of 
year.

In  buyin.g, look for sta lks that 
are green most of the way dtiwii 
the speai', that arc* fresh and 
crisp enough to stand up right and 
have no spread ing tips. Sp read ing  
tips show  that the asparagus is 
overmature, and a large am ount 
of white at the base of the stalk 
means considerable woody waste.

A sp a ragu s is at its best when 
cooked, frozen or canned soon 
after it is bought. To^ protect the 
quality  of the vegetable un til it 
is cooked, cut off the .stalk ends 
and stand them in  a sha llow  pan 
of water or put them in a plastic- 
bag and then into the re frige ra ­
tor.

A spa ragu s is espe-cially adapted 
to home freezing. The United 
States Departm ent of A g ricu ltu re  
has a fine bulletin for those w'ho 
w ould like  such a referenc?e on 
home freezing of fru its and 
vegetables. The title is “Hom e 
Freezing of F ru its  and Veget­
ables,” Hom e and Garden B u lle ­
tin No. 10.

Water-White Lacquer 
Hides Spots In Wood

W hen  fin ish ing  bleached or 

other pale wood finishes, it is im ­
portant .first, to prevent the su r ­

face d iscoloration  w hich  m ay oc­
cur w hen a wood filler is applied. 

T o  avoid this, a th in  water-white 
lacquer is often applied after the 

bleached wood has been sanded. 
"Not on ly  does this sealer m a in ­
tain the bleached effect of the 
wood, but it also stiffens the 
loose wpod fibers. W hen  the lac- 
quered'^ surface is sanded, the 
smooth surface is ready for the 
application of the filler.

( E D IT O R ’S  N O T E :  T h is  is the 
second of four stories on how  to 
rem odel you r attic.)

W hen  you  tackle the problem  
of w alls and ceiling to get the 
desired room s out of yo u r attic 
space, you  w ill find that there 
are several inexpensive  boards 
on the market.

These m aterials come in 
regu lar textures and som e a iv  
striated or sim ulate wood te x­
ture. The standard  size is 4 x 8 
feet: however, some come in 
large sizes, up to 8 x 14 feet 
S ize s should not be too big to be 
carried into the attic.

It  should be rem em bered that 
there is a re lationsh ip  between 
the spacing of the studs and 
joists and the th ickness of the 
w all board m aterial used. Use 
th icker w all board to secure 
greater r ig id ity  and to avoid 
“g ive ” in the material. Y o u  m ay 
want to seek expert advice on 
this problem.

Treatm ent of joints w ill need 
some special consideration. Y ou  
m ay want to cover them w ith 
wood stripping. Be  sure to give 
thought to the pattern resu lting 
from  the layout of the joints.

Care fu l patterning can contribute 
a great deal to the color layout 
you  employ.

Pane ls resulting from  the 
jo ints can be treated in a variety 
of ways. W h y  not be gay  w ith 
one striped panel, or w him sica l 
w ith a checkered one? A n d  
another thing: some boards com ­
m ercia lly  availab le are excellent 
for tack ing in  case y o u ’re after 
d isp lay  space for the youngste rs’ 
artistic products.

world, rem em ber to paint the in ­
side of the screen door —  even 
if it’s still in the garage or base­
ment w hile  the pa inting is being 
done. Then, w hen sum m er comes, 
it w ill be ready to become a u n i­
fied part of the new ly painted 
room.

Non-Veteran Housing May 
Get Long Awaited Break

N on-veterans w ho have been 
crowded out of the housing  m ar­
ket since W o rld  W a r I I  m ay soon 
get a Jong-overdue “b reak” 
th rough  a reduction in dow n pay­
m ents on governm ent-insured  
home mortgages, a top bu ild ing 
industry  spokesm an predicted to­
day.

Em anue l M. Spiegel, President 
of the N ationa l A ssoc ia tion  of 
Hom e Builders, expressed cau­
tious optim ism  that the Federal 
G ove rnm ent w ill act p rom ptly  to 
relieve the p ligh t of “forgotten 
fam ilie s” w ho need housing  but 
cannot qua lify  for the relative 
easy credit term s provided for 
veterans.

H e  told a new s conference that 
the atm osphere in officia l W a sh ­
ington is “defin ite ly  more friend ­
ly ” tow ard the A ssoc ia tion ’s pro­
posal for a general low ering of 
F H A  dow n paym ent requ ire­
ments as a step tow ard easier 
home ow nersh ip  for non-veteran 
fam ilies w ith  steady incom es but 
sm a ll bank  accounts.

N A H B  has recomm ended a 
s lid in g  scale of the F H A  dow n 
paym ents rang ing  from  5 to 50 
per cent below the current re­
quirem ents, w ith  the biggest 
cuts on m iddle and low er priced 
homes.

The  bu ilde rs’ proposed scale, 
for example, calls for dow n pay ­
m ents of $400 on an $8,000 F H A  
mortgage, $1,200 on $12,000 and 
$1,800 on $15,000. A t  present, 
F H A  requires $650, $2,400 and 
$3,000, respectively, on loans of 
those amounts.

Sp iege l emphasized, however, 
that low er dow n paym ents alone 
w ill not solve  the non-veteran 's 
housing problem, although they 
are an integral part of N A H B ’s 
proposed solution.

He pointed out that a cut in 
dow n  paym ents w ou ld  be of no 
help unless interest rates on go v ­

ernm ent-backed m ortgages were 
perm itted to rise to a level that 
w ould  attract a substantia l and 
steady flow  of investm ent capital.

Those two m oves to b rin g  the 
G ove rnm ent’s outm oded m ortg­
age m achinery up to date are 
part of a far-reach ing program  
w hich  N A H B  has recomm ended 
to the E isenhow er A d m in is tra ­
tion to help g ive  fam ilies in  the 
low er income groups a  fa ir 
chanc^p-«t hom e ownership.

Sp iege l said the housing  needs 
of those fam ilies cannot be met 
fu lly  w ithout more liberal, F H A -  
insured credit for the recondi­
tion ing and m odern ization of 
older homes, as well as the con­
struction of new dwellings.

He said that as m any  as 250,- 
000 ex isting houses can be put 
into new  condition each year and 
g iven added years of useful life 
if satisfactory financing is m ade 
ava ilab le  for a housing  trade-in 
program , A  bu ilder then could 
take an old house as a trade-in  
on a new  one and put it back on 
the m arket in first-c lass cond i­
tion.

Anothe r 500,000 or more 
structura lly -sound  older homes 
can be m odernized a n n u a lly  by 
their p iesent occupants if credit 
is extended on terms they can 
afford", Sp iege l said.

A s  a further step toward ra is ­
ing the national housing  stand­
ards, the N A H B  President said, 
bu ilders throughout the United 
States are go ing all-out for a p ro ­
gram  of slum  rehabilitation based 
upon the restoration of slum  
dw e llings that can be salvaged 
and rebuilt into decent liv in g  
quarters.

Sp iege l said he is hopeful that 
Congress and the E isenhow er 
A dm in istra tion  w ill p rovide  the 
Federa l aids needed to support 
that p rogram  as a w orkab le  so lu ­
tion to the nation’s housing 
problems.

Water Vapor 
Tough O n  House

In  yea r-’round a ir cond ition­
ing, m oisture control in the home 
becomes doub ly  important. W hen 
the in terior is cooler or w arm er 
than the outdoors, natural water 
vapor in the a ir tends to condense 
som ewhere between the inside 
and  outside. Unchecked, it can 
do serious dam age to a house. 
M ost a ir condition ing un its have 
m oisture control un its w hich  
help take care of this problem.

Sandpaper of Curve 
Made Easier by Pipe

W hen  sand ing  the edge of an 
inside curve  or circle, the w o rk  
goes m uch faster and easier if the 
sandpaper is w rapped around a 
piece of pipe about s ix  inches 
long, the A p r il  issue of Popu la r 
M echanics M  a g a z i n e recom ­
mends.

The diam eter of the pipe w ill 
depend on the rad ius of the curve 
to be sanded. U s in g  the pipe also 
helps to keep the sandpaper 
square w ith the work.

A N S W E R :  Y o u  can locate the 
studs by checking na ils w h ich  
hold  the baseboard to the studs, 
and by  sound ing  the w all w ith 
ligh t ham m er taps. A  ho llow  
sound is produced between studs. 
U se  f in ish in g  na ils th rough  the 
back of the bookcase, o r  provide  
special na ilin g  strips across the 
back. N a il into studs, but if a 
expansion  support is needed be­
tween studs, use bolts w h ich  open 
behind the plaster and  spread the 
load over a w ide area. Y o u  can’t 

provide  a cross brace inside the 
w a ll w ithout rem oving  a lot of 
plaster, nor is one necessary in 

th is case.

Deer Kill Totals 
162;000 in Slate

L A N S IN G , — H unters in M ic h i­
gan killed about 162,000 deer 
du ring  last fa ll’s firearm  season, 
a p re lim inary  report of the con- 
.servation departm ent's post card 
pull shows.

The poll was started as soon as 
all license stubs became a v a il­
able in February. About 11,000 
persons who purchased licenses 
were asked whether or not they 
hunted, where and when they 
hunted, if they were succ-essful 
and the sex and age of any  a n i­
m als bagged. Successive post 
cards and f ina lly  letters were 
sent to those who failed to 
answ er w ith the result that about 
96 percent of the hunters re tu rn ­
ed answ ers to the questionaires.

Set up statistically, the poll re- 
pri'sents a 2 ‘i' percent .sample of 
all huntei's.

F ina l checks are now  being 
made, but enough of the poll is 
complete so that present in fo rm a­
tion w ill not be changed ve ry  
rad ica lly by additional data.

H unters took about 52.000 of 
the total kill du ring  the regular 
stati'w id i' firearm  "buek  season.” 
Then, in the northern lower pen i­
nsula  d u r in g  the final three-day 
"a n y  deer season," about 110.000 
bucks, does and faw ns wore bag­
ged.

A  total of about 465.000 per- 
"uus purehasi d hunting licenses 
ki'it fail. Abuut 456.00(1 of these 
licensees ae lua liy  hunted. O f this 
toi.d. 413.000 took p a n  in the 
regular bui-k season. Then  abuut
247.000 of till' total a itny  took 
part m the northern lower pemn- 
-ola  "a n y  dt‘cr season.”

I 'h e  ."latewide hunter success, 
for the cut in- season, was s ligh t­
ly better than 25 percent. D u r in g  
iht.' special .season. 45 percent ot 
the hunters were sueecssful.

B y  regions, 19,000 deer were 
taken in the upper peninsula.
142.000 in the northern lower 
peninsula and 1.000 in the sou th ­
ern lowei’ peninsula.

D u r in g  the special season, 
hunters m Ro.scomirmn county 
pii)bal)l>' took about 14,000 deer: 
m Lake  county, 13,000 deer and 
in M on tn io ivney  county, about 
lO.OlM deer. K i l ls  of abuut 9.500 
onim als were made in each of 
Craw ford. O gem aw  and Oscoda 
counties. Statisticians em pha­
size. however, that broken dow n 
in this w ay the kill figures lose 
much of their accuracy. The 
Roscom m on count.v figure, for 
example, m ay be off 13 percent 
either way, they note.

But game men say these k ill 
f igu iv s  indicate a height to 
which herd populations had risen 
under the old buck law. The kill, 
they add. w as undoubtedly nec- 
cssa iy  for proper herd m anage­
ment. though h igher in some 
areas than can be m aintained 
through the length.v year to year 
process of keeping the herd  in 
balani-e w ith its foixi supplies. 
Local conditions must, of course, 
in future .vears determ ine where 
more or fewer deer m ust be 
taken.

D u r in g  the special season, 
about 55,000 adult does were 
taken. 25.\)00 buck  fawns, 23,000 
doe faw ns and 7.000 adu lt ljucks.

In fo rm ation  gained from  the 
poll w ill help game men and the 
conservation com m ission  plan 
hunting  regulations for continued 
herd m anagem ent du ring  the 
com ing seasons.

Senator George N. H igg in s, cha irm an of the Senate T axation  
comm ittee w hich  sp run g  the bill at the 11th hour, said “it w as the 
fairest tax b ill presented to the Legislature.” Senator Carlton  H f  
M o r r is  of Kalam azoo. Repub lican  floor leader, and H ouse  Speake r 
W ade V’an V a lke n b u rg  defended the b ill staunch ly  and derided the 
go ve rn o r’s criticism .

Repub licans did not defend the 11th hour m ethods em ployed to 
get the b ill th rough  the House: Su spen sion  of rules, exp lanation  of
the bill hy lobbyists on the floor, and application of gag restrictions. 

In  fact Senator H ig g in s  said that if changes in the law  were
needed. ‘T am sure the m ajority of the Leg isla ture  w ill stand ready to 
m ake needed corrections.”

The Detnut N ew s charged; “It is not denied that representatives 
of two ve ry  large taxpayers p layed leading roles in the drafting, if 
not the conception of the measure. Indeed, w hen it reached the 
House, w h ich  up to then had not had the chance to exam ine a 
printed copy of it, these two were the on ly  authorities deemed 
capable of exp la in ing, in a closed session of the body, w hat the b ill 
contained."

The  Detroit Tim es com m ented: “The  speed w ith  w h ich  this 
b ill was jammed th rough  the H ouse  and Senate na tu ra lly  leads to 
suspicion. M i'st legislators confess they don ’t understand it. T hey  
voted to pass the m easure on ly  because lobbyists for pow erfu l 
m anufacturers had approved it.

"T h e  action of the House  in in v it in g  these lobbyists to try  and 
exp la in  the confusing p rov ision s on the floor of the chamber, and 
in  prevcnti.ng debate before the ro ll call, was an unforgiveab le  e x ­
h ib ition  of incompetence.”

The  Detroit F ree  P ress declared the b ill “w as w ritten by lob- 
b 3 'ists representing some of the state 's b iggest corporate interests. 
It  w as rushed th rough  both houses in  three days w ithout debate. 
S o  bew ildered were the m em bers that it w as necessary to call two 
lobbj’ists onto the floor of the House, in  secret session, to tell the 
leg islators w hat they had adopted. T h is  w hole  procedure has been
w ithout precedent in  the h istory  of th is state.

The editorial criticism s indicate the leg islators’ m ethods pre­

sented more of a target than the b ill itself. U nfortunate ly  for the 
Repub licans the facts about the tax blitz cannot be denied. T he  bill 
w as drafted by autom obile m anufacturers engaged in  interstate b u si­
ness. It was rushed through the legislature in  a matter of days.

L ik e  all other issues w h ich  become invo lved  in  politics, lines are 
form ed along party lines. R epub licans defend. Dem ocrats criticize.

If  the Suprem e court ru les the law  to be unconstitutional. G o v ­
ernor "W illiam s w ill have another feather in  h is hat. A n d  he w ill 
not be reluctant to d isp lay  it w ith  another election day  already 
nearing in 1954.

There is a group  of taxpayers in  M ich iga n  w ho  feel that econo­
my. not more taxes, should  have been the so lution  to the state’s 
deficit.

Here is editorial com m ent from  the Sou th  H ave n  D a ily  T r i ­
bune: “The w ays to achieve econom y in  state governm ent are too 
num erous to mention. S a v in g s  on the payro ll is one opportunity. 
La st year there were 43,069 on M ich ig a n ’s state payroll^— second h ig h ­
est num ber of the nine m idw estern  states . . . There is no business 
organ ization of 100 people w here 90 can do the job if  it’s necessary. 
T hey  do at vacation times.”

It  is  easy to criticize. It  is not easy to criticize and also offer a 

constructive solution. O ther than declare the legislature should  
economize, critics have been slow  to suggest a p iactica l alternate 
to the business receipts tax w h ich  w ill hffect on ly  75,000 taxpayers.

A  state incom e tax, pa id  b y  both business f in n s  and  ind iv idua l 
taxpayers, w ou ld  have rev ived  the old a rgum ents lead ing to four 
rejections at ballot referendums. F o u r  tim es in  the past the voters 
o f M ich iga n  have t u r n ^  dow n  a state incom e tax. It  w ou ld  have 
affe<*ted m any, m any  m ore taxpayers then the bu siness receipts 
bill. The legislators m u st be elected and re-elected to stay in  office.
