Y o u  w ill either have to settle 
for m urkey, iron-stained tap 
water or dregs of objectionable 
tasting H20.

F rom  a standpoint of health ­
fulness neither was saitf to be 
harm ful.

The presence of iron particles 
in the water and its m urk ine ss 
has been the subject of num er­
ous telephone calls that have 
deluged the city hall since early 
last w’̂ eek.

C ity  M anage r A lbe rt F. Glas.^- 
ford inform ed last T hu rsd ay  that 
"it  is a tem porary condition that 
w ill be cleared up w ith in  the 
next two weeks.” '

H e  said that it was brought 
on as contractors dug deep into 
the Beck  road w ell field to lay 
horizontal water collecting pipes 
that w ill step up water p roduc­
tion by 750 ga llons a minute.

Michigan Economisi Forecasts 
Agricultural Income in '53 and '54

Dr. T  ,K. Cowden, Head of the 
Departm ent of A g ricu ltu ra l Eco­
nomics, M ich igan  State college at 
East Lansing, addressing the 
E igh th  A n n u a l Convention  of the 
A m erican  P lant Food Council re­
cently predicted that "a g r icu ltu r­
al net i n c o m e s  w ill be lower i n  
1953 than in 1952 by som ething 
like  ten percent.” that " in  1954 
we w ill like ly  have some further 
decline,” and fo llow ing "b a rr in g  
an all-out war. . . agricu lture  m ay 
be headed for another period 
s im ila r to that w hich existed 
between 1922 and 1929’' which 
was m arked by "fa ir ly  good in ­
dustria l activities, one in which 
farm  costs rem ained relatively 
h igh  in relation to prices received 
by farm ers.”

" It  is w ho lly  unrealistic, in my 
judgment, to expect farm  returns 
to continue at the levels that 
have existed d u rin g  most of the 
past in fla tionary  decade," he 
said. "F ro m  1942 to 1952 farm 
prices averaged 107 percent of

farm  product.s that w ill g ive 
them the same purchasing  power 
as they had d u rin g  the ba.se 
period, u sua lly  1910-14. Wt> are 
in danger of w o rsh ip ing  at the 
shrine  of parity to too great a 
degree. In  the 43-year period, 
from  1910 to 1952, farm  prices 
averaged 95 percent of parity. If 
we omit the two w orld w ar pe r­
iods, W orld  W ar I and W orld  
W ar II, farm  prices averaged OJ 
percent of parity. Leav in g  out 
the great depression and the war 
periods, they averaged about 93 

'pe rcen t of parity. It is m y ju d g ­
ment that som ewhere between 85 
and 95 percent of paritv is a 
m o r e  norm al relationship 
betweeen prices received and 
prices paid by farm ers than the 
so-called 100 preent of parity. 
N ow  th is has noth ing to do w ith 
what is fair or what the farm ers 
ought to have. I  s im p ly  th ink  this 
is a more i-ealistic apprai.sal of 
w hat is like ly  to exi.st. U n fo rtun ­
ately I  am not one w ho has a lot 
of faith in the governm enf.s 
ab ility  to keep prices too far out 
of line from  where they m ight 
otherw ise be under a more free 
econom ic condition. The efficient, 
w ell-organ ized farm  that has not 
gone into debt too heavily  at high 
prices w ill be able to operate at 
an average of 90 percent of 
parity.”

Citing* estimates that "a t least

25 percent output in the United 
States is d irectly attributable to 
the chemical fc-rtilizers used by 
farm ers.” Dr. Cow den described 
the fertilizer industry  as "a 
very  im portant segment of the 
Am erican  agricu ltura l econom y” 
w hich "h as contributed m aterial­
ly to scientific production."

"A g r icu ltu re  has changed a 
great deal since p re-W orld  W ar 
I I , ” he said. "F a rm  output has 
increased around 40 percent. 
Tota l man hours used in agricu l- 
ture have decreased IT percent. 
The  use of farm  m achinery has 
increased 76 percent. The use of 
m ajor plant foods is up 230 per­
cent. The acres of crop land have 
rem ained practically unchanged. 
C rop  production per acre has in ­
creased 29 percent. The Am erican  
people are today v irtua lly  eating 
on science, and they w ill do so to 
an even greater degree in the 
future."

V iew ing  a long-tim e outlook 
for agricu lture  and assum ing no 
a41-o»t war. th e 'M ic h ig a t r  ero-
nom ist said he did not forsee "a  
shortage of food in this coun try " 
but at the .same time did not 
mean that "a ll the w orld w ill be 
well fed, well housed, and  well 
clothed." He added that he could 
not s(>v "a very bright future for 
the small, inefficient farm.”

"O u r  new  technologies in agri- 
cultui'e are requ iring  more and 
more capital and larger farm s in 
order to operate efficiently." he 
emphasized. "T h is  does not mean 
big corporation farms, but larger 
com m ercial fam ily farms. On the 
other hand, the farm er w ith an 
efficient operating unit that is in 
a position to equip it in terms of 
m odern know -how  should  be 
able to get a lo n g ' in a rather 
satisfactory m anner 
next decade."

Dr, Cowden said 
gressive agriculture 
lions of ind iv idual farm business­
men m ak ing  ind iv idua l decisions 
as to how to operate their farms, 
how to adjust to chang ing cond i­
tions in an attempt to obtain the 
largest profit. is one of the 
greatest assets that this country 
possesses." He said tha* " if  fa rm ­
ers insist on h igh  support prices, 
then they w ill have to accept 
the accom panying contro l" and 
expressed the opin ion that "w e 
have never experienced the type

on a local basis has been due 
largely to the inauguration  of 
extended-area service— a service 
of particular benefit to rura l 
users because it provides toll- 
free access to their trad ing cen­
ters.

"Betw een 1946 and 1952, M ic h ­
igan Bell spent $20,000,000 to e x ­
pand and im prove service in 
rura l areas. A s  a i-esult of that 
huge expenditure we have added" 
more than 97,000 rura l tele'- 
phones, reduced the num ber of 
lines w ith more than eight sta­
tions fiom  44 per cent to 7 per 
cent, reduced the num ber of 
rings heard by rura l users, con­

ing a non-in flationary  period.”
"W e  need a positive program  

for the low income farm ers in 
this country," he said. "T h is  can­
not be a price program. The.y do 
not produc'e enough for sale to 
y ie ld  satisfactory incomes, even 
if they receive h igh  prices. T h is  
invo lves education and, for many, 
opportun ities for other types of 
w ork; for others, it invo lves 
p rov id ing  an opportun ity  to be­
come'^'mnre prodoctilre ' in agri- 
C'ultu re.”

A ga in  em phasizing that "the 
fertilizer indu.stry p lays an im ­
portant part in efficient a g ricu l­
tural production.” he said that 
despite the fact that sales have 
increased rap id ly  " in  m any in ­
stances the use of fertilizer by 
farm ers has not even come close 
to approx im ating  the am ount 
recomm ended by the experts, so 
you r (the in du stry ’s) sales should 
expand."

Section 1. O rd inance No. 99 
entitled " A n  O rd inance to reg ­
ulate the use and operation of 
vehicles on the public h ig h ­
w ays w ith in  the C ity  of P ly m ­
outh. M ich igan, to provide for 
the arrest of and penalties to 
be im posed upon persons v io ­
lating the p rov isions of this 
ordinance and to repeal all 
prior ordinances in conflict 
herew ith,” as last amended, is 
hereby amended by the add i­
tion of a new  section to s^*»nd 
as Section 55-1, such  added 
section to read as follows:

Section 55-1. In  any  p ro ­
ceeding for vio lation of the 
pa rk in g  p rov isions of the o r­
dinance or any pa rk in g  rule or 
regulation adopted pursuant to 
.the p rov ision s of this o rd i­
nance, the registration  plato 
d isp layed  on the m otor ve ­
hicle invo lved  in  such v io la ­
tion sha ll constitute in  e v i­
dence a p rim a facie p resum p­
tion that the ow ner of such 
motor vehicle w as the person 
w ho parked or placed such 
m otor veh icle at the point 
where such vio lation occurred. 
In  such  proceeding such regis­
tration plate need not be o f­
fered in  evidence but its e x -  
istance m ay be show n by  other 
competent proof o r evidence:

D rake  declared that industria l 
researchers should  be g iven  the 
same property rights as the 
Atom ic En e rgy  C om m ission  in 
the ow nersh ip  of peacetime 
atomic devices they create.

“No 
definite area has been consider­
ed.”

It  w ill be recalled that Detroit 
E d ison -D o w  Chem ical jo intly  
petitioned and won from  the 
A tom ic En e rgy  C om m ission  a 
contract in December, 1951, to 
head up one m ajor aspect of the 
peacetime use of nuclear energy 
— nuclear heat. The group, con­
sisting of some 25 other large 
and sm all industries, is seeking 
practical m eans of u sing atomic 
fuels to produce the steam for in ­
dustria l processes and for 
therm al-electric energy plants.

The group  has been at odds 
w ith A tom ic  E n e rgy  C o m m is­
sion officia ls and law s restricting 
the d isc losure of atomic energy 
secrets. P riva te  industry  has 
contended that l i b e r a l i z i n g  
atomic energy law s w ould  hasten 
the developm ent of nuclear 
energy for use by the com m on 
man and m ake for a more potent 
industria l machine.

G ordon  Dean, cha irm an of the 
A tom ic En e rgy  Com m ission, was 
quoted by D rake  as hav ing  sa id  
the A tom ic En e rgy  Com m ission  
is w o rk in g  toward less stringent 
restrictions.

D rake  retold that in its report 
to the A tom ic En e rgy  C om m is­
sion in Feb rua ry  Detroit Ed ison 
had proposed bu ild ing  a floating 
atomic power plant on the D e ­
troit lake frontage.

He said, however, that the su g ­
gestion was made as one w ay of 
meeting A tom ic En e rgy  C o m ­
m ission requirem ents that a n u ­
clear reactor be centered in a 10- 
m ile expanse to m inim ize the 
danger explosion and exposure to 
lethal doses of radio-active sub ­
stances causes.

“It isn ’t like ly  that we could 
go into the Detroit M etropolitan 
area or buy 10 square  m iles of 
farm ing land. It w ould  be econo­
m ically  prohib itive,” D rake  de­
clared.

He disclosed that there has 
been “consideration" given to 
tak ing over isolated wooded 
areas, presum ably in northern 
M ich igan.

"W e ’re no where near the point 
where we 're  th ink ing  of buying  
real estate. ” D rake  reiterated. 
He said Detroit Ed ison -D ow  
Chem ical is right now proceeding 
w ith a study of the design of an 
atomic power plant. He observed 
that this m id-point study may 
consum e vears of time.

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Boost Hay Yields By Using Lime
A b o u t two m illion  acres of 

legum es w ill be planted in M ic h i­
gan  th is year and one-third  of 
th is acreage w ill p robab ly  fail, 
says a M ich iga n  State college 
soils specialist.

A  big reason for these seed 
fa ilu re s is an acid soil condition, 
or lack  of lime, accord ing to E. D. 
Longneckor. He advi.ses farm ers 
to app ly  lime this sum m er or

fall. L im e  is just as effective for 
next sp r in g ’s p lanting and there 
w on’t be the w o rry  about getting 
it du ring  the sp rin g  rush, he says.

If  lim e is applied in adequate 
am ounts it w ill be effective for 
10 to 15 years. Longnecke r adds 
that soil tests are the on ly  means 
of d iscove ring  w hether the soil 
needs a lim e application.

He reports that one ton of lime

per acre to m edium  acid A n tr im  
county soil raised the a lfa lfa  h ay  
y ie ld  800 pounds per acre. The  
lim e cost $4.50 per acre to 
spread, but the a lfa lfa ’s va lue  
w-ent up $8 per acre. Longnecke r 
estimates that returns from  the 
proper use of lime shou ld  be 
nearly  10 times the cost.

Fa rm e rs can get soil tested by 
sam p ling  their ow n fields w ith  
instructions a v a i l a b l e  from  
county agents. The  Production  
and  M a rke t in g  Adm in istra tion  
w ill do the job at no cost. 
Sam p le s can be tested at labora­

tories in  the counties o r at M id i i>  
gan  State college.

O rde r im m ediately w hen  it is 
found out how  m uch lim e is 
needed, Longnecke r advises. 
O rders can be placed th rough  
county  agents, the P M A  or d ir ­
ectly w ith lim e contractors.

Plan Trench Silo lo Fit Herd Size
The size of a trench silo: should  

be gauged to the herd and length 
of feeding season, accord ihg to a 
M ich iga n  State college farm  
crops specialist.

S. T. D exter advises farm ers to 
p lan  feeding at least two feet of 
silage each week to prevent 
spoilage. He term s one and one- 
ha lf cubic feet of silage per day 
per cow  a reasonab ly heavy feed­
ing.

W idth  and depth of the trench

can be figu red  accord ingly, D e x ­
ter says.

P rope r d ra inage in  a trench 
silo  is an im portant point, accord­
ing to Dexter. E spec ia lly  in  some 
of M ich ig a n ’s heavier soils, ra in 
and seepage can cause a lot of 
damage. H e  advises pu tting  the 
trench on a kno ll or g rad in g  the 
area. C ove ring  the silage w ith  
so il o r saw dust after a thorough 
pack ing  of the silage  keeps the 
ra in  out and the surface w o n ’t

d ry  out o r mold, Tie adds.
P a ck in g  the" silage w e ll by 

d r iv in g  back and forth  over it 
w ith  a tractor is necessary, D e x ­
ter says. The  surface shou ld  be 
kept sm ooth so settling can be 
even and the. top smooth.

Chopped forage m ust be rea­
sonab ly wet to pack well. Dexter 
points out that ve ry  m ature hay 
should  not be put into the trench 
unless enough w ater is added to 
get good packing. E v e n  then, e x ­
cess heating is likely.

D exter recom m ends that a 
stack silo  be at least 18 feet

wide. ’The surface shou ld  be ro ll­
ed w ith  a tractor for several days 
after filling. D epressions on the 
surface w ill cause spoilage. D e x ­
ter adds that dra inage  is im po rt­
ant for stack silos, too.

The potent chemicals, genera l­
ly  m ixed w ith  water or oil, have 
in  the past k illed  entire fish 
popu lations in  ponds and sm all 
lakes w hen used negligently.

D D T  and oil, p roperly  applied 
on m osquito waters, is not ha rm ­
ful to fish, but some of the moi-e 
recent roten'one or phosphorus 
com pounds w ill k ill fish easily.

B ru she s and sp ray  rlg.s should 
not b »  washed in open stream  or 
pond  water after use and care 

j sHhuld be used so that du ring  
j sp ra y in g  operations none of the 
1 flu id  is b low n over open water.

Herbicides, however, are not 
genera lly  po isonous to fish, 
though sod ium  arsenite, used to 
clean out vegetation in lakes, is 
deadly and m ust not be used for 
such w o rk  w ithout conservation 
departm ent permit.

A m e rican s spend over a b illio n  
do lla rs annu a lly  for d ry  clean­
in g  services and yet know  ve ry  
little about the reaction of d if ­
ferent fabrics and tr im m ings to 
the processes necessary in  clean­
in g  them.

T rim m in g s  often cause trouble. 
Som e plastic buttons m elt and 
som e fade on to the garm ents and 
the dye cannot be removed. Often 
metal back ing on covered buttons 
w ill rust. It  is w ise to rem ove 
those questionable tr im m ings be­
fore send ing the garm ent to the 
d ry  cleaners.

Stiffne ss is a characteristic of 
m any  fabrics today. U nfortunate ­
ly  that stiffness is often lost in  
c leaning because it is m ere ly  a p ­
plied to the surface of the fabric. 
Em bossed  designs on fabrics 
som etim es are bugbears fo r the 
d ry  cleaners, too. Often, use of 
standard d ry  cleaning procedures 
causes the em bossed design  to 
fade, even though it has been 
labeled “perm anent”.

S i lk  organdy, or “organza,” 
som etim es causes trouble because 
the light w eight s ilk  of h igh ly  
tw isted y a rn s  loses its stiff, crisp 
feel in d ry  cleaning.

There  is a loss of body in  
c lean ing most shantungs, un less 
the shantung is of good quality.

June Is Strawberry 
Month In Michigan

June  is the b ig  straw berry  
m onth in  M ich igan. The  peak of 
the hom egrow n season u sua lly  
a rrive s d u rin g  the second and 
th ird  weeks of the month. Be rrie s 
from  A lp ena  county and  other 
northern  sections of the state e x ­
tend the hom egrow n season 
th rough  Ju ly, w hile  a consider­
able vo lum e from  H oughton  
county in  the U ppe r P en in su la  
carries the season into August. 
Sou thw estern  M ich igan , however, 
is the p rinc ipa l s traw be rry  area 
in  the state, so the harvest season 
there is the “best b u y ” period for 
hom e-freezing and preserving.

M o st hom em akers k n o w  how  to 
recognize good qua lity  straw ­
berries— clean, b righ t colored, 
tnoisture-free berries w ith  full 
red color and caps attached. O ve r 
ripe strawberries, or those that 
are not rea lly  fresh, have a d u ll 
lusterless appearance, are som e­
times sh runken  and are like ly  to 
be wet o r leaky. Sm a ll m isshapen 
berries a re  u su a lly  poor in  
qua lity  and flavo r and often have 
a small, hard, green portion.

Protect the good quality  of the 
berries you  buy— don’t w ash  or 
stem  the straw berrie s un til just 
before you  use them. T h is  avo ids 
rap id  spoilage if  the berries are 
b ru ised  in hand ling. Sto re  the 
berries in  the re frige rato r so 
they have p lenty of a ir  c ircu la ­
tion. A  tray  or co lander m akes a 
good .storage container.

I f  straw berrie s are  delicious, 
straw berrie s and cream  are still 
better! M ich ig a n  da irym en  re ­
m ind  us that June  is also D a ir y  
M onth. I f  the na tu ra l appeal of 
s traw be rry  shortcake w ith  cream  
hasn ’t d rive n  other food ideas 
from  y o u r  m ind, food authorities 
point out that straw berrie s are 
an excellent source of v itam in  C  
and that we should have some—  
v itam in  C, that is— every  day.

utensils. W ith  meat be ing the 

center of her meals, she is sure 
to thank  yo u  repeatedly if  you  
gift her w ith  the item s needed to 
prepare meat properly.

In  b u y in g  equipm ent rem em ­

ber that meat cookery is d iv ided  
into tw o m ethods— the d ry  heat 
method for tender meat cuts, and 
the m oist heat method for less- 
tender cuts. The  d ry  heat method 
includes roasting, b ro ilin g  and  
panbro iling. The  m oist heat 
m ethod includes b ra is in g  and 
cook ing in liquid.

To  follow  the correct method 
of roasting she m ere ly  needs an 
open roasting pan that has a rack 
to fit it. W ith  these two pieces of 
equipm ent she can roast meat as 
recom m ended— fat side up  on a 
rack  in  an open roasting pan  in  a 
s low  oven 300° F. for beef, veal, 
sm oked po rk  and lam b; 350° F. 
for fre sh  pork.

A n o th e r item of great va lue  in 
roasting is a heat meat therm o­
meter. W ith  th is therm om eter in ­
serted into the largest meat 
m uscle  (but not in  fat or on 
bone) she w ill k n o w  exactly

w hen the meat is cooked to the 
degree of doneness her hu sband  
likes.

F o r  the second d ry  heat m eth­
od, bro iling, she can depend upon 
her range for the needed equ ip­
ment. How ever, for p an -b ro iling  
th in  steaks and chops she needs 
a  heavy fry ing-pan. The  meat is 
brow ned in  its ow n  or a sm all 
am ount of added fat. It  is tu rn ­
ed frequently for oven cooking 
w ith  any excess fat poured off. 
T he  meat is never covered.

'W hen cook ing  in  m oist heat as 
in p reparing  a S w is s  o r country - 
fried steak use her heavy  f ry in g  
pan w ith  a tight fitting cover o r 
a Dutch  oven. The  meat is  
b row ned on  both sides, then a 
sm a ll am ount of liqu id  added, the 
meat covered and cooked s lo w ly  
un til tender. In  p rep aring  stews 
or large cuts such as corned beef 
com pletely covered w ith  liquid, 
she ncH.'ds a D u tch  oVen or other 
deep utensil that’s fitted w ith  a 
tight cover.

Urge Greater Safety 

Built Into The Home
M ost bu ild ing  codes need 

greater p rov ision  for home safety.
A  leading group  of eastern 

bu ilders recently proposed that 
there be a concerted national 
cam paign to build .more accident- 
p ievention  and fire protection in ­
to new dwellings. Here are their 
recom m endations;

1. Bathroom s equipped w ith 
grab bars installed directly into 
the clay tile wall or wainscot 
around the tub, and anti-slip  
bathtub bottoms.

2. E lim ination  of stairs by 
placing all ronnis on one level, 
such as in the ranch st\ le house. 
W here sta irs are used, the com ­
mittee ri'com m ended s h o r t, 
stra ight flights, as in the split- 
level design. W ind in g  stairs 
shou ld  be avoided and all sta ir­
cases, if thev are u.sed, should 
have firm  hand ra ils and nonskid  
treads.

3. K itchens should be fin ished 
in fireproof m atm ial like clay

j tile, tspeciall.v in the dangerous 
area., behind the range where so 
m any flash blaxes occur du ring  
cooking.

4. Room  layout should be plan-

5. H a lls  should  be short and 
straight, well lighted, and  w ith ­
out projections like shelves and 
fixtures.

6. Doors should  open inw ard  
and against the wall. S lid in g  
doors for closets are excellent.

7. P lenty  of storage should  be 
provided so that fire-breeding 
clutter us avoided, it is w ise to 
keep such places well ventilated.

8. It should be possible to open 
at least 50 per cent of the w in ­
dow area for ventilation. U pper 
floor w indow  sills  sho u ld  not be 
less than 30 inches above the 
floor, and w indow s in nurseries 
and rooms inhabited by the 
e lderly  should have g rills  over 
them for safetv.

H O W  T O  R U IN  B R U S H  
N ever use the edge of a brush  

foA p a in tin g  narrow  strips. If  you 
do the b ru sh  bristles w ill d iv id e  
and pretty soon you have a cru sh  
that isn 't rnueh good for anyth ing 
— even pa in ting narrow  strips.

I n  T h e i r  O w n  B a c k y a r d s
> r ^ __ j  „  _ _ t. •More and more homeowners 

today are turning to iht*ir own 
backyards for family fun and re- 
la.xaiion. The trend, noted in an 
article in Home Modernizing, is 
to "u irn  ' the house away from 
the s t r e e t  and utilize every inch 
of the lot as part of the fam ily 's 
living space.

The sketch at the right shows 
how many homeowners use theL 
lots— a house, garage, clotheslines 
and a couple of shade trees.

The sketch below shows what 
can be done to derive the m axi­
mum pleasure from the same 
fairly small lot. It includes many 
of the major elements of outdoor 
living — all tied together in a 
pleasing pattern.

A  horizontal trellis roof over­

hangs a concrete patio immedi­
ately behind the house, making an 
excellent outdoor room for fair- 
weather use. Two stepping-stbne 
walks, one leading to the fireplace 
and outdoor dining area and the 
other to the service yard, bound 
a pleasant expanse of lawn.

The play area at the rear of the 
lot is equipped with a sandbox 
and gym. Clotheslines and vege­
table garden are inconspicuous 
behind the garage,

V e n t i l a t i o n  a n d  I n s u l a t i o n  O f  A t t i c  
A r e  M a j o r  P r o b l e m s  I n  R e m o d e l i n g

If  y o u ’ve finished the walls, 
ce ilings and fluor of you r attic, 
y o u ’re ready to deal w ith some 
of the problem s involved in 
ventila ting  and in su la ting it.

H ow  you expect to use the attic 
na tu ra lly  is a factor here. If  
you  want to use I'ne attic room s 
in w in ter as well as sum m er, 
w in ter heating w ill present a 
problem  or two.

M u c h  wdll depend upon the 
capacity of yo u r heating system, 
you  m ight cut holes in the attic 
floor and then put in grille s 
w h ich  w ould  open and close to 
take in heat from  the floor below. 
How ever, if you  decide to do 
this, you  should  consult a heat­
ing contractor to see w-hether 
you  w ould  be adverse ly  affect­
ing  the proper d istribution  of 
heat to other room s of the house.

If  the attic is to be heated, p ro ­
per ventilation of enclosed w all

spaces mu.'t be provided to allow  
for rem oval of any water vapor 
w hich ma.\' be present. M ake  sure 
stud and joist spaces are ven ­
tilated.

In  in su la ting the attic, you 
may consider several k ind s of 
insulation: flexible, fill type, or 
in su lating board's.

The flexib le  type comes in long 
blankets or batts up to 48 inches. 
One surface of the batt or b la n k ­
et is u;-ually covered with asphalt 
im pregnated paper w h ich  serves 
as a vapor barrier. Therm al in ­
sulation benefits you  two ways: 
it keeps room s w arm  in w inter 
and cool in sumer.

The till type can be poured in ­
to place or packed by hand into 
sm all space's. W hen a large 
aniount is necessary, this type of 
insulation can be blown.

W arn ing; M ateria l used should 
not offer a fire hazard, deterior­

ate or settle, absorb moisture, or 
attract insects and inic'e.

V ap o r barriers (m em branes 
through w hich  water vapor w ill 
not readil.v pass) are needed to 
prevent water vapor from  getting 
inside w alls and ceilings. The 
barrier is appliecJ to the w arm  
:?ide of exterior w alls or ceilings. 
It is im portant that the m em ­
brane be continuous and u n ­
broken. In  other words, be sure 
to faster securely and lap all 
joints.

T ypes of vapor barrie rs you 
m ight use. if they are not a part 
of the insulation material, would 
include metal foils, asphalt treat­
ed felts or lam inated craft papers. 
In  houses where such mem branes 
can not be installed, two coats 
of a lum inum  or other good 
quality  oil paint have been found 
to be satisfactory. Howevc'r. al- 
mo.^t all in su lation  m aterials in ­
corporate a vapor barrier.

Hom e B u ild in g  costs m ay rise 
3 %  in the next few months, the 
"trad e -in” house plan w ill help 
ow ners of old homes buy  new 
ones, a ir-cond ition ing  for homes 
costing under $15,000 is still in 
the experim ental stage in most 
areas, and a new era in home de­
sign  is here.

These were the h igh ligh ts of 
a talk today on the 1953 house by 
R. G. "D ic k ” Hughes. F irst V ice  
President of the National A s so ­
ciation of Hom e Builders, before 
a group  of New  Y o rk  editors at 
the A sto r Hotel.

Wages, lot costs, m asonry  su p ­
plies and additional land im ­
provem ent requirem ents b.v 
m unicipal authorities were said 
to be the m ain causes of rises in 
construction costs.

H ughes said a su rvey  now  
underw ay by the N A H B  sh o w ­
ed that most bu ilders expected 
their construction costs to rise 
anyw here  from  zero to 10 per- 
.cent in the next s ix  months. 
W h ile  increased elficienev' would 
absorb some uf the rise, most 
bu ilders felt their new homes 
would be priced about 3 'i  h igher 
w ith in  s ix  months.

The nationally  p r o m i n e n t  
builder from  Pampa. Texas, who 
erects about 1.200 new homes 
and apartm ents per year in the 
Southwest, called attention to the 
possib ilities foi* l^oih buyer and 
builder in a “tiad e -in ” house a r ­
rangement.

"E v e ry d a y , " he said, "b u ild e rs 
have prospects who say: I like  
this new  house. M y  fam ily  has 
outgrow n our two bed/oom 
house. I 'l l  buy you r new  house 

I if and when I can sell m y house".
, "T h e  industry  m ust perfect a 
: trade-in arrangem ent as soon as 
i possible," H ughes declared. He 
'suggested  that the industry  place 
> its trade-in em phasis on sm all 
i two-bedroom  houses that ^were 
j built i n 1  t La 1 1 y under FH .^
I financing.

"T hese  houses meet F H A  re­
quirem ents and w ill receive no 
undue penalty because of loca­
tion su rro und in g  areas and other 
factors. T h is  particu lar group of 
houses presents a real opportun­
ity for bu ilders to fu lfill an ob ­
ligation to society and at the 
same time sell some new and 
larger houses,” the Texas bu ilder 
pointe’d out.

In  a d iscussion  of design and 
construction trends. H ughes told 
the audience that a new  era in 
home design had arrived, m a inh ' 
as the result of N .^ H B 's  O pera ­
tion T rade Secrets House. He 
described the latter as a "t re ­
mendous, thought p ro vok ing  
challenge— it was such a good 
house that it made the enter­
p ris ing  bu ilde r anx iou s to p ro ­
duce an even better design, in ­
corporating architectural pat- 
tern.s su itab le for his local area."

H ughes said that the average 
house of 1953 is s ligh tly  larger

than that of 1952, reversing a 
trend toward a sm aller home. 
"T o d a y 's  model home is the most 
livable in history, w ith the 
storage problem  solved to the 
ow ner 's  satisfaction by the use 
of storage w alls." he added.

The trend continues toward 
the one floor home, a lthough con­
ventional 1 ‘z and 2 story styles 
w ill continue to be popu lar w ith 
m any buyers, he said. T here 'll 
be mure color harm ony, mure 
m ulti-purpose  garages. more 
homes planned to take conven­
tional furniture.

A ir  condition ing is ve ry  w idely 
accepted all over the couni ry in 
homes costing over $15,000. he 
said, but experim entation is still 
underw ay for a ir-cond ition ing for 
lower priced housing.

Even  homes in watei' short 
areas can enjoy a ir-cond ition ing 
b\t u.se of units w ith a ir cooled 
condensors. "S u c h  units ai'e the 
hope of the future for those areas 
w ith a water shortage or high 
water prices.” H ughes said.

"A i r  condition ing engineers 
and home bu ilde is  are still e x ­
perim enting w ith low  cost units 
to be used in low cost housing. It 
w on ’t be long before we find the 
answ er— at a price which low in ­
come ea iners can afford.”

H ow  m any  of you  have paused 
to consider the im m ense changes 
in  education that have taken 
place in the last 25 yea rs?

La st sum m er I  took a snapshot 
of the old red, b rick  country  
schoolhouse w here I  began m y  
education. O u tw a rd ly  it had not 
changed a bit, but the interior 
w as m odernized to the N ih  
degree, and a m odern heating 
p lant had replaced the old stove 
that had stood in the rear center 
qf the room.

In  those days the school n u m ­
bered some 20 or 30 pupUs and 
their ages ranged from  5 to 18. 
The teacher taught e ve ry th in g  
from  the alphabet to cube root, 
and w hat she taught rem ained 
burned into the m em ory of most 
m em bers of the school.

Each  student had his rew ards 
and pun ishm ents to look fo rw ard  
to w hen occasion called for them. 
The prize rew ard was the perm is­
sion  to leave the room  to b rin g  
wood, or coal, for the stove, or to 
go to one of the nearby fa rm  
houses for a pail of water. I f  one 
w’as bad he could expect getting 
a ru le r applied w ith force upon 
his outstretched hand, or a sw itch 
on the low er anatomy. O f course, 
there were lesser pun ishm ents 
also, one being to stand in  the 
corner, and  another to go sit be­
side a girl.

I  w ell rem em ber th is latter 
type— it was applied by a teacher 
w ho d id n ’t understand children, 
and it w ill rem ain an unpleasant 
m em ory until I  have passed out 
of th is world. I  was in  m y  first 
m onth of school as a bashfu l lad 
of 5, and was fascinated by  the 
co loring a g ir l behind me w as 
do ing  at that time. The  teacher 
told me to go back and sit w ith 
the gii*l— being bashfu l and new  
in school I  just sat w here I  w as 
— she was conducting a class at 
the time, and d idn ’t say  anyth ing  
more until recess— then she 
w hipped m y legs until they were 
b lack and  blue. W hat a beg in ­
n ing in school!

B u t  getting back to the 
changes that have taken place in 
education. The h igh  school 
graduate of those days were 
nearly  helpless as far as m ak ing  
the ir education a m eans of im ­
mediate support. E ve ryo n e  had 
to take a college course consist­
ing  of algebra, geom etry, latin, 
Eng lish , h isto ry  and a science—  
there was an elective in a g ricu l­
ture as a subject fur interested 
boys.

N o w  for a g lim pse  at our 
pre.sent day methods. In  short, 
education is fast becom ing to 
mean tra in ing  a long lines that 
w ill be of service when the time 
comes that pup ils are forced to 
go out into the w orld  and take 
care o f  themselves. The moment 
one has to have a job, the 
moment w hen he finds he has to 
w o rk  or starve, the on ly  th ing 
w hich can save h im  is the k n o w ­
ledge, the tra ined know ledge ,of 
some one th ing  that business, or 
hum anity, needs.

In  those by-gone years the 
poorer students seldom  went 
beyond the eighth grade, w here ­
as. now  anyone w ith an am bition 
and a • w ill can continue on 
t h r o u g h  h igh  school. E ve n  
though one is not proficient in 
certain subjects, he ga in s m uch 
w hich  w ill p rove  beneficial to 
him  as a citizen of his com ­
m unity. There  are a lot of th ings 
to be learned besides what one 
finds inside a book.

Pe rhap s some students do 
graduate now adays w ho cou ldn’t 
have met the rig id  requirem ents 
of a few years ago, but they are 
go ing into the w orld  better p re­
pared in a ll-a round  know ledge 
w hich  w ill help them  enjoy a 
happy, healthy life, and  to me 
that is the purpose of education.

GREAT LOGIC
Recently President E isenhow er discussed, at a press con­

ference. cci tain cuts in defense expenditures he is recom m ending. 
He v iv id ly  described the ph ilo sophy that govern s his th in k in g  in 
these words; “I have a lw ays . . . believed that there is a great 
logic in the conduct of m ilita ry  affairs. There  is an equally  great 
logic in econom ic affairs. If  these two logical d isc ip lines can be 
wedded, it is then po ssib le  to create a situation of m ax im um  
m ilitary  strength w ith in  econom ic capacities.

“If, on the other hand, these two are allow ed to proceed in 
d isregard  one foi the other, you  then create a situation either of 
doubtfu l m ilita ry  strength, or of such precarious economic 
strength that you r m ilita ry  position is in constant jeopardy.”

The President thus said, in effect, that a sound governm ent 
econom y is as im portant to ou r defense and su rv iva l as actual 
m ilita ry  pow 'cr— and that reckless, unbrid led  spend ing can be 
as dangerous as a foreign foe. That is as re fresh ing and as im ­
portant an attitude as we have seen in h igh  places in governm ent 
in  m any a long year.

SINCE ANDY JACKSON'S DAY
Acco rd ing  to a recent .^P story, “The  U n ited  States spends 

m ore m oney forecasting the weather now  than it cost to run 
the w hole governm ent d u r in g  A n d y  Jackson ’s Adm in istra tion .” 

That fact isn ’t cited as a critic ism  of the w eather service. 
B u t  it is a str ik in g  exam ple of how  governm ent has got out of 
hand, and how' vital it is that every non-essentia l activ ity  be 
e lim inated and every possible nickel cut from  the budget.

TO 1953'S GRADUATES
A t  this time of the year the annual crop of college graduates 

enters upon a new life and the m any perils of the outside world. 
Those  w ho  m ust earn a liv in g  em erge into the business w orld  
at a time w hen production is high, jobs are re la tive ly  plentifu l 
and w ages are good.

M a n y  of them cannot rem em ber the time w hen jobs were 
not p lentifu l and when m oney w as not com parative ly  plentiful. 
T he  graduate of 1953 w ill p robab ly  enjoy p rom ising  economic 
opportun ities for several years hence. W h ile  a m ild  readjustm ent 
m igh t occur later th is year or in 1954, the general consensus of 
op in ion  is that good business is here to stay th rough  1956.

In  th is respect, the graduate of 1953 is h igh ly  fortunate. He 
is fortunate in  entering the business w orld  at a time w hen a 
period of com parative stabilization seems to be setting in. The 
era ahead of h im  m ay w ell be the most g lo rious and  productive 
yet experienced by the United  States. W ith  the nation expand ­
in g  its popu lation  at the rate of a m illion  and a ha lf each year, 
thu s en la rg ing  the m arket for goods considerably, and w ith  the 
standard  of liv in g  r is in g— w hich  also increases the m arket for 
goods— opportun ities for you n g  people in  1953 seem unlim ited.

T h o u gh  m any male graduates face several years in  the 
arm ed services, the chances are that most of them  w ill not be 
sent into combat and the general conclusion is that chances of 
a th ird  w orld  w ar are less than they have been in  recent year^, 
especially, after the president’s ta lk last W ednesday night. In  
addition to these b right s ign s on the horizon, the 1953 g r ^ u a te  
is l iv in g  in an age w hen medical science is m ak ing  rap id  strides 
in  its figh t against incurable diseases and in w h ich  labo r-sav ing  
conveniences are more num erous than ever before. **

There  is no reason, then, w h y  the 1953 graduate should  not 
be optim istic about h is future and set upon the task of earn ing 
a l iv in g  w ith  sober confidence. To  succeed, a w ill to w o rk  is still 
required, and a C h rist ian  attitude toward one’s fe llow  m an  is 
still the most va luable  asset. The  1953 graduate w ho is confident, 
w illin g  to w ork, and unse lfish  in  outlook, can be assured of a 
b righ t future.

"W ea the r co-operating, M ich ig a n  could be headed f o v t f i e  best 
tourist season ever,” predicts Robert J. Furlong, e xe cu iiv^  secretary 
of M ich iga n  T ourist Council. T h a t’s the office U a a tsh o w s  people 
w here and how  to enjoy them selves in  th is “W ater W ond e rland” 
state.

M o re  happy tourists in M ich iga n  mean better live lihoods for 
resort I ow ners and louder jangles of vacation d im es and dollars. 
M o st of this, sooner or later, finds its w ay  into the hands of M ich iga n  
retailers, w holesa lers and m anufacturers.

« « •
People are su rp rised  to lea rn  that tourist trade rank s am ong the 

top three industries in  M ich igan. M an u factu rin g  is first. A g ricu ltu re  
and resorting come next, but most representatives of both fields are 
un w illin g  to state flatly w h ich  is second.

Su rv e y s  show  that of 10 b illion  do lla rs spent yea rly  by A m e r i­
cans, w ell over $500 m illion- (about 5 % )  w ill be spent in  M ich igan. 
M ore  than ha lf by  residents from  outside the state w ho  learn of 
su n n y  sands, deep forests and blue waters. S u rv e y s  also show  that 
sightsee ing is M ich ig a n s ’ b iggest attraction. M r. F u r lo n g  says that 
7 0 %  of the people touring  here include it in  their program . “A bou t 
5 5 %  go fish ing,” he added, exp la in in g  that, “ne a rly  all tourists enjoy
several different activities d u r in g  their visits.”

« « «
M ich ig a n  T ourist C ounc il is a c learing house w hich  attem pts to 

co-ord inate all tourist promotion. The  staff consists of on ly  five 
ha rd w o rk in g  people in Lansing, headed by  M r. Fu rlong, w ho  has a 
conservation departm ent background. A d m in istra t ive  assistant is 
John G ray, w ho  for five years has been speaking, photograph ing and 
w rit ing  about the glories of our state. The  council w o rk s  closely 
w ith M ic h ig a n ’s four ex isting  regional associations: East, West,
Southeastern  and U pper Peninsu la.

/  * • *
A  sum  of money, appropriated each year by  the Legislature, 

!inan;es the T ourist Council. The state care fu lly  designates how  
m uch of this sha ll be spent on promotion.

The rem ainder can be used for adm inistration. In  1945 w hen the 
council w as orginiated, $250,000 w as appropriated. Recently  it was 
.ncreased to $296,000; th is year it is $326,000.

O f this, $25,000 is credited to each regional office w h ich  m ust 
use it for advertising. M ost of the balance is used fo r  ads in na ­
tional m agazines and M ich ig a n  newspapers.

“A  careful check is m aae of coupons returned from  these ads,” 
says M r. Fu rlong, “so the council w ill know  w h ich  are w orthy.” 
Coupon se^nders are asked to check the part of M ich ig a n  they w ant 
to visit; their nam es are referred to one of the four regional a sso ­
ciations.

« « «
Thou sand s of beautifu lly  printed booklets p ictu ring  advantages 

of M ich iga n  vacations are d istributed to interested people. O ther 
publications about activities like canoeing, f ish in g  and w inter sports, 
are sent out daily.

U pon  request art and in form ation  is availab le  to w riters or new s 
commentators. P ictu re s of M ich iga n  scenes are supp lied  for calendar 
or prom otion pieces. M u ch  m aterial for a fine article in  N ationa l 
G eographic w as provided by the T ourist Council. It  w as called 
‘W o rk  H a rd  —  P la y  H ard  M ich ig a n ” and m ust have appealed to
thousands of travel lo v in g  readers.

*  *  *
L o n g  range tourist p rogram s are a lso exam ined. A t  present se v ­

eral are under consideration. T hey  include a p lan to keep school 
open 12 m onths a year, g iv in g  classes and teachers vacations as long 
is at present, but staggered around the calendar. T h is  w ill perm it 
fuller use of schools and, incidentally, benefit the tourist trade.

A n o th e r idea is to encourage “off season” vacations in  industry.' 
T h is  w ould  perm it the resort ow ner to use h is facilities ail yea r’ 
while more people could enjoy fall and w in ter sports or sp rin g  
fishing.

The  council supports Senator D o n  V an d e rW e rp 's  proposed law  
w hich  w ou ld  change all except re lig iou s ho lidays to M o n d a y  so that 
the pub lic  w ou ld  have more p lay time every  year.

* • •
M ore  im m ediate concern is the m atter of estim ating tourist 

increase re su lt ing  from  the proposed M a c k in a w  bridge. M r. F u r ­
long believes the bridge w ill be a terrific boom  to travel. “It  w ill 
'De an attraction in itself as an eng ineering  sight,” he predicts. “Its 
'onvenience w ill perm it the passage of m any, m any  m o ra  people 
across the stra its than were w illin g  to w ait for the ferries.”

A  “K n o w  Y o u r  M ic h ig a n ” w eek is a lready under consideration 
by several state agencies and w hen  it com es into existence about 
1  year from  now, you  can be sure that the M ich ig a n  T ourist C ounc il 
’lad  a hand  in  its creation.

• * •
N in e  m en m ake up  the T ourist C ou nc iL  T h e y  are selected from  

various groups in the state’s economy. F irst  are the secretaries of 
M ich iga n ’s four regional touri.st groups. The  fie lds of transportation, 
press, agriculture, consum er sales and resorting are each represented, 
't ’s a job w ith  no pay and no expense allowance, but s ix  of the 
original m em bers are still se rv ing

D u r in g  the past wintei-. while 
in the South, I received m any in ­
teresting letters w hich  I have 
.saved. M ost of these lettcr.s can be 
classified under fr)in headings:
(1) U nem ploym ent Insurance,
(2) Exce ss Inventories. (3) P e r ­
sonal Debts and (4) Labo r 
Unions. A s  these letters come 
from  over th irty  d ifferent states, 
they g ive  a cross section of what 
the average businessm an is th in k ­
ing about.

U N E M P L O Y M E N T
IN S U R A N C E

Fo r a ve ry  subtle I'eason most 
businessm en, especially retailers, 
are not opposed to un t 'm p loy- 
ment insurance. They  feel that 
if a depression cotnes, these u n ­
em ploym ent checks— as well as 
pensions, o ld— age assistance and 
other sources of Governm ent, 
State and M un ic ipa l a id— w ill be 
of leal help in preventing a b u si­
ness collapse. Doubtless these 
checks from  the public  treasury 
w ill cush ion a decline in their 
business when unem ploym ent 
comes. B u t w hy  have the unem ­
p loym ent?

These letters alm ost un ­
anim ously, however, com plain 
about the present abuse of this 
unem ploym ent insurance. Fo r in ­
stance. in M assachusetts a per­
son w ho earns appro.ximately 
$500 in each quarter of a year, or 
appro.ximately $2,000 a year, is 
entitled to collect $25 for twenty- 
three weeks for unem ploym ent, 
or $575. B u t the law s of the v a r ­
ious states ve ry  som ew hat as to 
the am ount paid and the duration  
of payment. If  these were bona- 
fide cases, it w ould  not be so 
bad; but m y correspondents 
cla im  that a large proportion of 
these “unem p loyed " have p u r­
posely arranged to get “fired” in 
order to get this insurance. In  
other words, it is becom ing a 
fast-g row ing racket w hich  is up ­
setting the em ploym ent situation, 
underm in ing  the character of 
em ployees and causing an u n ­
necessary d ra in  on public  funds. 
I f  unem ploym ent offices are not 
operated by  politic ians and their 
friends, officia ls do seem to be 
shutting their eyes to this abuse. 
It  should be stopped.

D A N G E R  O F  E X C E S S  
IN V E N T O R IE S

John C. L a n g  of Baltim ore  
w rites a letter w hich  is typ ical of 
m any  s im ila r letters. He ca lls at­
tention to the excess inventories 
w h ich  businessm en for various 
reasons feel obliged to c a n y . O f 
course, the future of you r com ­
m un ity  depends, in the long run, 
on keeping pu rchasing  pow er and 
inventories on  a reasonable 
balance.

Su ch  a balanced condition 
w ould  help to g ive  you r com ­
m un ity  a steady but g radua lly  in ­
creasing prosperity. V a r iou s  su g ­
gestions have been made for p re ­
venting  excessive inventories. 
One is that the Exce.es P ro fits 
T a x  be sw itched to an Excess In ­
ventories Tax. Su re ly , some 
check on excess inventories is 
needed to avoid a business de­
pression. I  hope each m erchant 
w ill be careful.

L A B O R  L E A D E R S
From  alm ost every state 1 

receive com plaints about the 
a rb itra ry  actions of union laboi-. 
M y  correspondents do not ob­
ject to the carpenter, painter, 
plum ber, bricklayer, etc., getting 
more pay. They, however, com ­
pla in  desperately that these 
w orke rs arc not producing wliat 
they should  and are loafing on 
the job.
