W hen some people th ink  of 

June, they th ink  a lso of brides 
or graduating  seniors. O thers 
perhaps associate June  w ith 
roses or straw berrie s and cream. 
B u t da iry  farm ers and the da iry  
industry  want us to rem ember 
that June  has also been named 
D a iry  Month.

Practica lly  e v e r y o n e  uses 
several k ind s of da iry  products 
regularly. Statistics show  that 
da iry  products rank  ' 'n e x t  to 
meats in the fam ily  food budget. 
About 20 cents of every dollar 
we spend for food is used to buy 
da iry  products, or about seven 
cents of each do lla r in our net 
fam ily  ir ''om es.

In  1952. j y i i c f \ \ g a r L  ranked 
ninth arrmprg the states in the 
n u m b e r/ ^ f  da iry  cows and 
seventn in total m ilk  production. 
M ich igan  da iry  herds produced 
5.4 b illion  pounds of m ilk  in 1952, 
or about 9000 pounds for every 
person in  the state. Close to 11 
percent of th is large output was 
used on the farms, 12 percent was 
separated for butterfat sales and 
77 percent was sold for flu id  m ilk  
and the m anufacture of different 
k ind s of da iry  products other 
than butter.

The im portance of the da iry  
industry  in  M ich igan  is well il­
lustrated by the 1952 production 
of the m ajor da iry  products 
m anufactured in the state; 171 
m illion  pounds of evaporated 
m ilk, 46 m illion  pounds of butter, 
nearly  28 m illion  pounds of 
A m erican  cheese and over 28 
m illion  ga llons of ice cream.

W e are u sing less butter but 
more flu id  m ilk, ice cream and 
cheese than we did a few years 
ago. In  1952 the A m erican  people 
used 18 percent more flu id  m ilk  
and cream than they did Euinual- 
ly  d u rin g  the 1935-39 period, 73 
percent more ice cream  and 36 
percent more cheese.

12 Cases of Infectious Jaundice 
in Townships Blamed on Well Water

P i c n i c  S e a s o n s  H e r e  A g a i n

Abou t 12 P lym ou th  - Canton 
tow nsh ip  area dw ellers in recent 
weeks were said to have been 
hospitalized or treated for in fec­
tious jaundice a lleged ly caused 
by surface w ell water supp lies 
that had become contaminated.

The d isclosure w as made last 
T h u rsd a y  by D r. R. R. Barber, 
city health officer, w ho sa id  “it 
(jaund ice) is entire ly  out of line 
for th is time of year.”

Infectious jaund ice is a v iru s  
disease that causes a ye llow ing  of 
the sk in  and eyes and the p re s­
ence of bile pigm ent in the blood 
and tissue.

Dr. B a rb e r blamed presence of 
the v iru s  to som e p rivate ly  used 
surface wells, su n k  just a few 
feet below  ground  level, that had 
become contaminated.

"B a s ic a lly  the w hole problem  
j lies w ith inadequate sewage dis- 
i posal,” he declared. Dr. Ba rb e r 
told of two know n  cases of the 
disease in G reen  M eadow s su b ­
d iv is ion  w here sha llow  w ells and  
become contam inated w ith seep­
age from  adjacent septic tanks.

B u t he asserted that “it is u n ­
founded and not true” uncon firm ­
ed reports that the v iru s  has at­
tacked persons u sing  city water.

“I have checked and rechecked 
all know n  cases and found  on ly  
persons liv in g  in P lym ou th  and 
Canton  tow nsh ip  areas u sing sha l­
low  w ell water for d r in k in g  to 
have been infected,” b t  declared.

Dr. B a rb e r w arned tlial the on ly  
w ay to e lim inate the v iru s  is by 
getting adequate sewers installed 
as q u ick ly  as possib le and by “in ­
sisting  on an established w ater 
supp ly  kn o w n  for its pu rity.”

Som e health authorities here 
have show n some concern that 
the jaund ice could be spread by 
personal contact. Dr. B a rb e r said 
it is thought the disease is con­
tagious.

He told that P lym o u th ’s d r in k ­
ing w ater is inspected w eekly 
or m onth ly  by state health a u ­
thorities.

“If  there were any  reason to 
believe the water was not pu ie  it 
w o u ldn ’t take days before we 
knew  about it —  w e’d be told 
about it w ith in  hours.”

M o re  than ha lf a m illio n  vaca­
tion  bound g ir ls  and boys from  
parochial, pub lic  and private 
schools ate ca rry in g  hom e a leaf­
let, Po lio  M essage  to Parents, 
G am m a G lobulin-1953, Dona ld  
W. Barton, adm in istrator of the 
W a yne  C ou n ty  Chapter of the 
M a rc h  of D im es, said today.

W ritten  in popu lar question 
and answ er form, the leaflet ex ­
p la in s the facts about G G , the 
blood fraction  proved by  M a rch  
of D im es field tests to be a tem ­
po ra ry  preventive  0 / paralytic  
polio.

The  tenth question: “I f  we 
can 't get G G , w hat can we do to 
protect ou r ch ild ren” is answered 
b y  good health ru les and p re ­
cautions recom m ended b y  health 
authorities and the N ationa l 
Fovm dation for In fan tile  P a ra ly ­
sis. T he  precautions are:

1. D o n ’t let ch ild ren  m ix w ith 
new  groups.

2. O r  get overtired.
3. O r  get chilled.
4. B u t  D O  keep them  clean. 

A n d  censult y o u r  doctor if  these 
sym ptom s appear —  headache, 
fever, sore throat, upset stomach, 
stiff neck or back.

B a rton  ’urged that parents 
study  the leaflet w hen their ch il­
d ren  b r in g  it hom e from  school 
as a h u id y  reference d u rin g  the 
polio  season.

T h rou ghou t the 16 years of 
its existence^ the N ationa l F o u n ­
dation fo r In fan tile  Para lysis, 
supported by  the A m erican  peo­
ple th rough  the M a rch  of Dimes, 
has been f igh ting  polio by  caring 
for patients, unde rw rit in g  re ­
search, and th rough  professional 
and pub lic  education.

“T h ro u gh  education, fam ilia r­
ity  w ith  the sym ptom s of in ­
fantile paralysis, prom pt d iagnos­
is and  treatm ent have had d ra ­
m atic results,” Barton  said but he 
w arned that w hile  the long  hoped 
for vaccine is undergo ing  strin ­
gent tests to determ ine its com ­
plete effectiveness before being 
m ade available, ch ild ren  and 
adults a like  shou ld  observe the 
precautions recommended. A bou t 
25 per cent of the po lio  cases re­
ported each yea r are in the adult 
group.”

A  
reso lu tion  oagarding th is  inetto r 
w as sen t to  th e  C ity  Com m ission
in  th e  spstog of 1952. Now. so the

fits and  pizeWems of fluoyidetioe 
of th e  w ater supp ly  th is  article  
has been  p rep ared  by  the  asso­
cia tion  |p r  pubiicatioD  in  The 
P lym ou th  MaU. ThM inform ation  
has been  com piled from  accum u­
la ted  scientific  m ate ria l and  is in 
condensed form . F u rth e r  in fo r­
m ation  e ith e r by ind iv iduals  or 
o rgan isa tions can be obtained  
from  th e  A ssociation.

F luo rine  is a chemical, a m em ­
ber of the sam e fam ily  as iodine, 
ch lorine  and bromine. It  w as in 
1805 that fluorine  was found to 
be present in  hum an teeth and 
bones. M o re  was found in the 
enam el of teeth than any other 
part of the hum an body. The con­
c lu sion  then m ust be that f luo r­
ine, like  calcium  and phosphorus, 
is a part of hum an nutrition  and 
shou ld  be considered as an es­
sentia l food element and not a 
mecJication.

It w as also found that more 
fluo rine  is found in  teeth free of 
dental decay than the teeth af­
flicted w ith  decay, one of the 
first proofs kno w n  that fluorine, 
or the lack of it, had som eth ing 
to do w ith  dental decay.^t was in 
1892 an E n g lish  ph ys ic ian  attri­
buted the increasing am ount of 
dental decay in  En g land  to the 
lack  of th is element in  the da ily  
diet of the people.

In  1908 the Am erican  Dental 
A ssoc ia tion  began a study to 
determ ine w hy  a d isfigurem ent 
to teeth called m ottling (a brow n 
or b lack p itting but not dental 
decay) existed in ten of our 
states as w ell as areas in Holland, 
A rge n tina  and Sou th  Africa.

W hereve r found the m ottling 
was lim ited to certain geograph i­
cal districts and on ly  the people 
bo rn  there or w ho had m oved in 
d u r in g  early  childhood were a f­
fected T ow ns on ly  four m iles a- 
part in  Colorado show ed the ch il­
d ren  of one tow n free of the 
brow n stain problem  w hile  in the 
other town practicady 100 per 
cent of the native cm ldren were 
affected. J b e y  fo u n d  the on ly  d if ­
ference in the twcr com m unities 
w as that the water supp ly  came 
from  entire ly  d ifferent sources.

E v e ry th in g  seemed to indicate 
that the cause of this tooth d is­
figurem ent or m ottling was in 
the d r in k in g  water .The usual 
water ana lysis em ployed at that 
time failed to th row  any light on 
the subject, and  it w as not until 
1931 that the substance respon­
sib le  w as found to be fluorine  in 
excessive amounts. The research­
ers had by th is time discovered 
that dental decay was m uch less, 
tw o -th ird s  less, in the areas 
w here the m ottling  w as f o u n d ^  

A fte r  d iscove ring  the cause of 
the tooth mottling, differeiit 
localities in A rkan sas. Iddho, and" 
Sou th  Dakota  changed their 
d r in k in g  water to fluorine  free 
supp lies in  an endeavor to stop 
th is in s igh tly  condition t>f-.,the 
teeth. T hey  were successful, as 
the teeth of the ch ild ren  w ho 

*consum ed the new water from  
in fancy were free from  m ottling; 
but they found later that these 
ch ild ren  a lso  had 60 to 70 per 
cent m ore dental decay, 
o It seemed as if f luoride-bearing 
w aters had both a beneficial and 
a ha rm fu l effect on teeth, de­
pend ing  upon the am ount found 
in  the wJiber supply. It  w as then 
that research m en began to w on­
der if it w ou ld  be possib le to ob ­
ta in  the beneficial effects of con­
sum ing  w ater conta in ing fluorine  
w ithout that of the un s igh tly  
mottling. It  w ould  be necessary 
to determ ine w hat concentration 
of fluo rine  in  the water w ould  
b ring  about the desired results.

In  the  la te  1930’s a fte r  m uch 
w ork  and s tudy  by the  research  
m en  th ey  d iscovered th a t if 
fluo rine  ex isted  a t the  ra te  of 
one p a rt fluo rine  to one m illion 
p a rts  of w ater, no m ottfing w ould  
occur, and the  beneficial resu lts  
of p rev en tin g  too th  decay  could 
be obtained .

We w ould  like to  po in t ou t 
th a t the  a reas  w here  severe  m ot­
tling  took place had a fluorine 
con ten t of frpm  six  to  14 p a rts  
tb  one mUlhvi p a rts  of w ater. 
H tlt-in  th e  a reas  w here  one p a rt 
fluo rine  to  one m illion p a rts  of 
w a te r  ex isted  n a tu ra lly  no m ot­
tlin g  took place, and  th e  den ta l 
decay w as reduced  65 p e r  cent 
over th e  a reas  th a t had little  or 
no fluo rine  in th e  w a t^ .

We m ust rea lise  th a t  m ore  th an  
th re e  m illion  peoplh in the  
U nited  S ta te s  for m any years 
have  used a n a tu ra l w a te r  su p ­
ply in  w hich  fluo rine  concen tra ­
tio n  is from  0.9 to  5.1 p a rts  to  one 
m illion  p a rts  of w ater.

ta in ing 1.6 to 2.0 parts per m il­
lion fluorine. 600,000 persons use 
water conta in ing 2.1 to 3.0 parts 
per m illion  fluorine. 100,000 use 
water conta in ing 5.1 or higher 
parts per m illion  fluorine.

W ith  all the afore-mentioned 
inform ation and know ledge at 
hand, researchers were now  
ready to a rtific ia lly  add fluorine 
to public  d r in k in g  water for the 
purpose of ca rry ing  on experi­
ments necessary to prove the 
value of water fluoridation: to 
combat m an’s most com m on 
disease— dental decay.

The first and largest experi­
ment was the one started J a n u ­
a ry  25, 1945 in G rand  Rapids, 
M ich igan, and was conducted 
through the cooperation of the 
U. S. Pu b lic  Health service, 
M ich igan  Departm ent of Health 
and the U n ive rs ity  of M ich igan  
Dental school. One part fluorine  
per one m illion  parts of water 
was added to G rand  Rap ids 
water.

Because G rand  Rap ids and 
M u skegon  were in the same geo­
graph ic area and obtained their 
water from  the same source. 
Lake  M ich igan, w hich  is free of 
fluorine, M u skegon  was used as 
a control city for the city of 
G rand  Rapids. Aurora, Illino is, 
a- city w hich had a natural 
fluorine  content of 1.2 parts 
fluorine  per one m illion  parts of 
water, w as used as a city w ith 
natural fluorine  to compare the 
G rand  Rap id s results.

The results of this experim ent 
to date show  that the ch ildren of 
G rand  Rap ids up to eight years 
of age, w ho were born about the 
time the experim ent was start­
ed, have 65 per cent less dental 
decay than the ch ildren of the 
sam e age group  using the same 
water w ithout fluorine in M u sk e ­
gon. T he ir rate of dental decay 
was the same as the same age 
group  in A u ro ra  where fluo iine  
w as present in the same am ount 
in a natural form. Sh o w in g  there 
is DP difference between the ef- 
factiveness of fluorine in the na ­
tural state and artific ia lly  added 
fluorine.

M a n y  more experim ents have 
been started and results have 
been obtained since the G rand  
Rap id s experim ent, the results 
being s im ila r to that of G rand  
Rapids. F luoridated  water p ro ­
vided a protection for life to 
those d r in k in g  the watay du ring  
the form ation stages of the teeth.

A s  of Fe b rua ry  6, 1953, 598 
com m unities in 45 states and the 
D istric t of C o lum b ia  (w ith  funds 
voted by C ongress) were receiv­
ing  fluoridated water. M ich igan  
cities rece iv ing fluoridated water 
are; A lgonac, Ayvn A rbo r, Battle 
Creek, B ay  C ity, Benton  Harbor, 
G rand  Haven, G rand  Rapids, 
G ro sse  Po inte Farm s; Hastings, 
Ishpem ing, Jackson, Kaiama.^oo 
(partia lly ). Lake  Odessa, Lu d in g - 
ton, Marquette, M ary sv ille , M id ­
land, Monroe, Mt. Clemons, 
Muskegem, Muskegem  Heights, 
Negaunee, Sag inaw , St. Joseph, 
T raverse  C ity  and Wyandotte.

M ortality  an d  m orb id ity  daja  
(d ea th  aed  disease d a ta ) for 
fluorine bearing  areas is the  sam e 
as for non-fluorine bearing  areas. 
Dr. M. F. S chafer of Colorado 
Springs found 2.4 to 2-9 p a rts  per 
m illion of fluo rine  in the  w ater 
there , w hich is m ore th an  tw ice 
th e  am oun t suggested fo r P ly m ­
o u th  w ater. The m orta lity  and 
m orb id ity  tab les /£ jK ~ d ^ ra d o  
Springs a re  the  sam e a s \  for 
cities of s im ila r n a tu re  witH) no 
fluorine in the ir w ater. This re ­
search  w ork  was carried  on by 
the  U. S. Public  H ealth  Service.

Dr. J . L. Ford, G reen  Bay, Wis- 
sonsio, hea lth  officer, found a  
concen tra tion  in  th e ir  n a tu ra l 
w a te r of 2.1 p a rts  p e r m illion  of 
fluo rine  w ith  no deleterious e f­
fects on th e  population.

Dr. W. B. P ra th ro , H ealth  Of- 
ficejr o f  G rgpd  Rapids, t ^ h i g g n ,  
b e ^ m  flou rida tion  of public  
w a te r  sitep lies in  1945. SUnce th en

nephritis (k idney  disease) has 
actually decreased, as w ell as in ­
tracranial lesions. Heart disease 
has remained the same.
The N ew  Y o rk  State Health D e ­

partm ent reports no deleterious 
effects after extnsive  five -year 
study of the N ew b u rg -K in g sto n  
area. T h is  was a study  of two 
effects after extensive five-year 
cities, one conta in ing fluorine  in 
the water and the other contain­
ing noe. There has bee no  d if ­
ference in the health of the peo­
ple in these two cities except a 
60 per cent reduction of dental 
decay in the ch ild ren of N ew - 
burg, to whose water fluorine  
has been added.

There is on record no case of 
k idney  disease, heart ailment, 
nervous disorders, stom ach a il­
ments, or in other words, N O  
proof that fluoridation  does a n y ­
th ing but reduce dental decay. 
Experim ents conducted by the 
A m erican  Institute of Bak ing, 
the Beer In d u stry  and  the Cheese 
In d u stry  find that fluoridation  
does not affect either the quality  
or consum ption of their products.

M echanical equipm ent for feed­
ing fluoride to the water system  
has been adapted from  m achines 
o rig ina lly  designed for adding 
other chem icals to the water.

A  num ber of fluoride com ­
pounds m ay be used for fluorida- 

, tion. Som e are preferred more 
than others bacause of their 
present ava ilab ility  and cost. The 
cost o f fluoridation is from  five to 
14 cents per person opr-year de­
pending up>on the t ^ e  of chem i­
cal used. T h is  cost C estirnate in ­
cludes the chem ical ( feeding 
equipm ent and its maintenance, 
regardless of the size of̂  the city.

The amount of fluorides 
necessary to control decay in any 
region would a lw ays be Hess than 
that w hich w ould c a u s^ m o t t l-  
ing or staining. The present 
am ount of flourine  in our P l\  
outh water is 0.2 parts per rn\l- 
lion.

W ater is chosen for the add i­
tion of fluorides because they are 
a natural constituent of m any 
water supplies. Water, therefore, 
is a natural m edium  for dental 
decay control. It  is im practical to 
add fluoride to table salt because 
it is not un ifo rm ly  consum ed and 
because the use of table salt 
w ith  a com m on fluoride  content 
w ould be hazardous in view  of 
the w ide ly  va ry in g  natural fluo ­
ride content of water supplies.

The consum ption of food items, 
such as m ilk  and bread, varies 
considerab ly  am ong ind iv idua ls: 
however, the in t ^ e  of water, 
though  it m ay be irregular, is 
less variab le  than any other 
single  item  in hum an  nutrition. 
F luo ridation  of the public water 
sgpp ly  is e;SP£CiaUy practical and 
safe hftcauae if is constantly su b ­
ject to- control by competent 
health authorities and does not 
require action on the part of in ­
div idual citizens.

In  com parison of the  topical 
application  of fluorine, such as 
carried  out by the  P lym outh  
Public  Schools, fluoridation  of 
the  w al?tT supply  w ould be only 
43 per c«iW"of the  cost and yet 
prov ide 26 p e r cent m ore bene­
fit.

It has bp^n said th a t fluo rida­
tion  is still in the  experim en ta l 
stage. T here  is no t one public 
h ea lth  m easure in  use in th is 
coun try  toda^  in  w hich all re ­
search  possibilities have been  e x ­
hausted . Doubtless, as tim e goes 
on, finer d « a ils  w ill become, 
know n m a y even  mo
g rea tly  S enhance  the  value 
flporteetton . This does not~-mean 
how ever th a t we have not reach ­
ed the  stage w here fluoridation  
can be u ndertaken  w ith  a ssu r­
ance of its safety  and  benefits.

N o legal litigation  r e s u l t i t t  
from  w a te r fluo rida tion  has e n ^  
ed un favorab ly—^nor have a i ^  in ­
junctions been susta ined . T he N a­
tiona l A ssociation of M unicm al

A tto rneys has reported city 
governm ents are w ith in  their 
rights in proceeding w ith f lu o ri­
dation.

Practica lly  every  r e a l l y  
scientific organ ization  in the 
country  has o ffic ia lly  endorsed 
water fluoridation. Endorsem ents 
have been g iven  by the A m e r i­
can M ed ica l Association, the 
M ich iga n  State M ed ica l Society, 
the A m erican  Denta l A ssoc ia ­
tion, the State and Territo ria l 
Denta l Health  Directors, the 
A m e rican  A ssoc ia tion  of Pub lic  
H ea lth  Dentists, the Pub lic  
H ea lth  Se rv ice— Federa l Se cu r­
ity  Agency, the State and T e r r i­
toria l H ea lth  officers, the A m e r i­
can Pu b lic  Health Assoc iation  
and the A m erican  W aterw orks 
Association.

These o rgan izations gave their 
endorsem ents after a long and in ­
tensive research program  in 
w h ich  all facts and figu res are 
tabulated and evaluated, so they 

-can be certain no deleterious ef­

fects w ill occur if the procedure 
is p roperly  adm inistered.

M easured  in term s of im proved 
health, the benefits of f luo rid a ­
tion are great; tw o-th irds less 
tooth decay; better more attrac­
tive teeth and a reduction of i l l­
nesses due to m alad ies caused by 
dental absesses and infections. In  
addition, there are economic ! 
Sav ings. W ith  the reduction in 
dental decay y o u r  derital b ill w ill 
be reduced by two-thirds. There 
w ill be fewer extractions and as 
the ch ild ren  grow  older the need 
for replacem ent of m issing  teeth 
w ill be reduced.

It  is hoped by the dentists of 
P lym ou th  that th is article on 
fluoridation  has answered m any 
of the questions that have arisen 
since the reso lution  was first 
presented to the city Com m ission.

He protects his crop from  d is ­
ease and insect in ju ry  fey fre^ 
quent and careful spraying. T h is  
m ay mean sp ra y in g  every  few 
days instead of every  week or 10 
days.

He uses carefu l ha rve sting  and 
storing m ethods so that, th rough  
g rad ing  and  packaging, the con­
sum er w ill receive a satisfactory 
product.

At Local Plant

Ellectro - m echanical “b ra in s” 
that control the Skysw eeper, the 
A r m y ’s newest antiaircraft gun, 
are being produced in  the P ly m ­
outh p lants of the B u rro u gh s  
corporation it was revealed’ for 
the first time th is week by W il­
liam  J. De lahanty, vice president 
in  charge of m anufacturing.

The  “b ra in s” (actually  com ­
puters) are being m anufactured 
by local people w ho were trained 
on-the-job T o r  their specific as­
signm ents in  their manufacture. 
T hey  are jobs that call for h igh  
sk ill  and w o rk  w ith  extrem ely 
close tolerances.

The Sky sw eep e r attracted na ­
tion-w ide attention r e c e n t l y  
w hen A rm y  O rdnance unveiled 
the new  gun  that officia ls say is 
v irtu a lly  an “a rtille ry  m achine 
gun.”

The  Skysw eeper, u sing  radar, 
autom atically p icks up a speed­
ing enem y plane as far as 15 
m iles away. T hen  using  the elep- 
tronic device it autom atically 
tracks the p lans and w hile  do ing 
so plots the target’s range, speed 
and course and  determ ines where 
to a im  the gun  so the shell w ill 
intercept the plane. It  operates 
in  any k in d  of weather.

The  am azing g u n  fires 46 
rounds of am m unition  a m inute 
fed into it by the crew  in 
magazines. It  w eighs 10 tons 
w hen fu lly  assembled, yet can be 
transported by a ir and can be 
fired five m inutes after being set 
up on level ground. The  A rm y  
points out that the on ly * hum an 
operation on the Skysw eep e r is 
load ing and p u llin g  the trigger.

In  each of the Skysw eepers 
there are 40 d ifferent electrical 
harnesses alone used to connect 
va riou s parts of the “b ra in ” w ith 
the autom atic a im ing  devices. It 
takes 2,500 m an hours to as­
semble one Sky sw eep e r and 250 
hours to test it.

The Sky sw eep e r is designed to 
be used against p lanes f ly in g  at 
near sonic speeds at low  and 
m edium  altitudes. Its radar 
sweeps the sky  (360 degrees) 
once every  40 seconds and passes 
the in form ation  on into the local­
ly-m ade “b ra in” w hich  in turn 
transm its it to the gun control 
devices.

O rdnance experts point out 
that the Sky sw eep e r’s automatic 
radar fire control system  (w ith  
com puter) is a far more rapid 
system  of operation than a n y ­
th ing ever used before. P r io r  to 
the entry of the Skysweep>er on 
the scene, all of the bra in  w ork  
had to be done by gun  crew  fire 
control personnel w ho based 
their f ind ings on radar in fo rm a ­
tion.

The P ly m o u th 'p ro d u ce d  com ­
puter has elim inated th is time- 
consum ing step. It perm its a fu lly  
automatic radar fire control sy s ­
tem for antiaircraft fire.

B u rro u gh s  produces the -com ­
puters on a sub-contract. It is 
on ly  one of severa l precision 
mechanical and electro-m echani­
cal defense projects underw ay 
at P lym outh.

P ly m o u th ’s telephone system  
has been en larged and  expanded 
th roughout the yea rs to keep 
pace w ith  an eve r-expand ing  de­
m and—  a dem and fostered by 
popu lation  increase and in d u s­
tr ia l expansion.

F ro m  a popu lation  of 4,700 in  
1940, P ly m o u th  has g row n  to 
7,100 in  1952.

In d u str ia l developm ents in ­
clude the ad'dition of such  m ajor 
p lants as B a rn e s-G ib so n -R ay - 
m ond, E v a n s  Products, and W h it ­
m an  &  B a rn e s  since the war, 
added to the com parative ly  new  
B u rro u g h s  A d d in g  M ach ine  C o m ­
p a n y  and the P ioneer D a isy  M a n ­
u fac tu ring  Com pany.

T he  num be r of telephones in 
P ly m o u th  increased from  711 in  
1915 to 6,400 at the present time. 
It  is s ign ifican t that d u r in g  the 12 
yea rs  since 1940 there were five 
tim es as m a n y  telephones added 
as d u r in g  the 25 yea rs p rio r to 
1940.

Dean  A . S ipson, M ic h ig a n  B e ll 
Telephone C om p any  m a n a g e r  
here, pointed out that since 1946 
the com pany has invested 1,021,- 
100 in  central office (in side) 
equipm ent, in  outside plant 
equipm ent, custom er telephone 
«?quipment, and land and b u ild ­
ings.

T he  central office addition in ­
cludes eight operator positions 
b r in g in g  the total to 31. The se r­
v ices of 65 operators pe r d ay  are 
n o w  requ ired  to hand le  the ever 
increasing  vo lum e  of calls.

T he  p rogress m ade in  develop­
in g  P ly m o u th ’s te lephone system  
becom es read ily  apparent w hen 
com parison  is m ade to that of an 
earlie r period.

T he  f irst te lephone in  the city 
of P lym o u th  w as installed by C. 
H. R au ch  ove r 5o yea rs ago.

It  w as “aroim d 1900” says 
Rauch, w ho  is n ow  in charge of 
the service departm ent of the

Dai.sy M an u fac tu r in g  com pany. 
R auch  helped organ ize the P ly m ­
outh Telephone C om pany  at that 
time and served as general, m an ­
ager for m any  years.

Those  early  telephones were 
the m agneto or “c ra nk” type. 
Som etim es there w ou ld  be as 
m any  a s '10 on a party  line. “I  
used to figu re  two to the m ile,” 
said Rauch.

R au ch  had a n  arrangem ent 
w ith the local liv e ry  stable to 
rent horses for h is in stallers and 
repairm en. Fa rm e rs w ho  ordered 
telephones used to hau l their 
ow n  poles w ith  a team, d ropp ing  
one off at each place staked out 
by R auch  to form  a pole line.

S ince  there w as no such th ing  
as cable in those days, m a n y  
poles in P lym ou th  had as m any  
as 15 cro.ss-arms supporting  a 
maze of open copper w ires.

P lym o u th ’s telephone system  
has come a long w ay  from  the 
“horse - and - b u ggy” d a y s  of 
R au ch ’s telephone system. It  still 
has a long w ay  to go.

M ich iga n  B e ll engineers are 
)lanrpre.sently p lann ing  new  im prove ­

ments in the qua lity  and extent 
of future telephone service for 
the citizens of P lym outh, accord­
ing to Sipson.

“W hen  the nature of telephone 
service is considered it is most 
su rp r is in g  that there are occas­
ional short delays in getting a call 
th rough  or irf e stab lish ing  new  
i^rvice,” S ip so n  said. “T he re ’s 
m uch m ore invo lved  than m ere ly  
setting it on the table and p lu g ­
g ing  it in, as one does a radio, for 
example.

600,000 square  feet of m anufact­
u r in g  area, 0.ver three thousand 
people are em ployed there in  the 
b u ild in g  of the com pany’s S e n -  
sim atic  accounting m achine  and  a 
w ide va rie ty  of, in strum ents for 
the A rm e d  Services.

It  is the second largest concen­
tration  of m anu factu ring  fac ili­
ties in  B u rro u g h s  w orld -w ide  fac­
to ry  system.

T he  “H om e O ffice” and factory 
headquarters of B u rro u g h s  is lo ­
cated in  Detroit, in  the m illion - 
square  foot p lant on  Second A v e ­
nue, three b locks sou th  of G rand  
Bou levard.

The  oldest sections of th is p lant 
were constructed early  in  1904; 
and later that sam e year. B u r ­
rough s (then the Am ericcin A r ­
ithm om eter C om pany ) m oved up 
from  its hom e tow n of St. Lou is, 
to occupy it. A t  that time, the site 
on Second B ou le va rd  w as in  the 
sub u rb an  section of Detroit, close 
to the city lim its. The  property, 
w h ich  had  been a seed bed be­
long ing  to the F e rry -M o rse  Seed 
Com pany, p rov ided  m u ch  room  
for growth.

In  the yea rs  fo llow ing, the or-* 
ig ina l 5 0 , 0 0 0  square  foot p lant 
wa§..e^]^nded by  the addition of 

ve ra l bu ild ings, un til the entire 
area bounded (on the east and 
west) b y  Second and T h ird  A v e ­
nues, and b y  A m ste rdam  and

O f the total residence tele­
phone subscribers of the M ic h ­
igan  B e ll Telephone Com pany, 85 
per cent are served  b y  party  
lines.

In  num bers, aom e 1,168,000 
f a m i l i e s  th roughout M ich iga n  
B e ll’s te rrito ry  have u rban  or 
four-party  service, or ru ra l m u l­
tiple party  service, accord ing to 
D e an  A . S ipson, local m anager 
for the com pany. A b o u t five  per 
cent of these residence custom ers 
w ho have two o r fou r-party  lines 
have placed requests fo r changes 
tq one-party service to be com- 

eted when telephone facilities 
re ava ilab le  in the ir ne ighbor­

hoods. “A n d  M ich ig a n  B e ll is 
w o rk in g  tow ard  those com ple­
tions as fast as it can,” S ip son  
said.

“Y o u  can’t tell, s im p ly  by lo ok ­
in g  at^a telephone, w hether it is 
connected to a one-party line or 
a m u ltip le -party  line,” he con­
tinued. “The telephone looks the 
same. It  is as earefjally m anufac­
tured, installed, and m aintained. 
T he  qua lity  of its m echanism  is 
no d ifferent w hether it is w ired 
on a sing le  o r a pa rty  line.

“B u t  there is a difference in 
the qua lity  of service you  can get 
from  a pa rty  line ’phone—  and it 
is a hum an  difference of people, 
adults and children, in  the fam ­
ilies of pa rty -line  neighbors.

“T here  are natu ra l lim itations 
to sh a r in g  anyth ing,” S ip son  ad­
mitted, “be it the car, the radio, 
o r a boat.” /

“T o  get a long  in  sharing, first 
m ust come the recogn ition  and 
agreem ent that a ll have the righ t 
to use the shared service. N ext 
m ust come the desire to cooper­
ate, and I  realize it takes a lot of 
understand ing  and  patience.”

S ip so n  w ent on to po int out 
some of the m ost com m on causes 
of troub le between parties. It  
seems that ho ld ing  the line for 
long  conversations is one of the- 
m ost com m on causes of irr ita ­
tion. N o  one else can m ake or re­
ceive calls—  and  the gu ilty  party  
m ay be causing  inconvenience to 
som eone w ho  is try in g  to call 
him.

“A no ther instance of be ing in ­
considerate  is to  leave th e  re­
ceiver off the  hook—  w h e th e r by  
in ten tio n  o r by  acciden tly  leav ing  
it ‘p ro p p ed  i v ’ on a book or box,” 
S ipson exp la ined .

“L isten ing  in  o th e r people’s 
calls is h a rd ly  neighborly . P r iv a ­
cy is a  g ift th a t  p a rty  line users  
can  give to  each o ther, a n d  it 
costs no m ore th a n  a  sm ile does.

“M ost p a rty  line  ‘sp a ts’ occur 
over spur-of-the-m om M it inc<m- 
veniences,” S ipson poin ted  out. 
“B ut rea l tro u b le  does re su lt 
w h o i  a n  em ergency  appeal fo r 
th e  line  is ‘laughed  o fT .o r ignor­
ed. I t 's  do u b tfu l th a t  any  of you  
w ould w an t it  on yo iir conscience 
if y<wr stubbo rnness had  cost a  
life o r financial loss. Resides, a 
recen tly  enacted  s ta te  law  m akes 
it a  nufldeam or to  refu se  to  y ie ld  
a  pmrty-lxne w hen  it is req u ired  
fo r em ergency  use.”

‘T t a ll  can be sum m ed  u p  in  
tre a tin g  th e  o th e r  p a rtie s  in  th e  
sam e considerate  and  courteous 
,way th a t  you lik e  to  be t r e a t s . ”

Y o r k  Streets (on the no rth  and 
south) w as consumed.

F u rth e r exp>ansion at th is loca­
tion w as not possib le  because the 
once - subu rban  su rround ing s 
were occupied b y  other business 
and industria l bu ild ings.

Thus, B u rro u g h s  w as com pel­
led to look elsewhere for room  to 
grow ; and decided that P ly m ­
outh offered excellent po ssib ili­
ties.

In  the m iddle thirties, it added 
substan tia lly  to land it had p u r­
chased three years before, until 
it had a tract of approxim ate ly  
180 acres.

In  1937, ground  w as broken  for 
the first of its m anufacturing 
plants.

T h is ?fo u r-sto ry  structure, com ­
p ris in g  300,000 square  feet, was 
characterized by long, open, well- 
lighted w o rk  areas designed  to 
p rov ide  ideal w o rk in g  conditions 
fo r people in  p a rts-m ak ing  and 
assem bly operations.

The  new  plant w as completed 
in  1937, and actual m anu factu r­
in g  operations began a short 
time afterward.

Here, in  the years before the 
war, B u rro u gh s  operated a large 
letter press prin t shop, w h ich  
produced advertis ing  pieces and 
bookkeep ing form s for the com ­
pany; and  m anufactured fu ll 
line  of add ing and ca lculating 
machines, some business m achine 
supplies, and a business chair.

A t  the end of the first year of 
operations, about 150 people 
were em ployed. M o st  of these 
were M a in  P lan t employees, w ho 
transferred along w ith  the m an ­
ufacturing  operations. Som e of 
these continued to com m ute by 
car from  homes in  Detroit, w hile  
others established hom es in su b ­
urbs closer to the new  plant. A n d  
a g row in g  num ber of residents of 
P lym outh, N orthv ille , and  su r ­
round ing  com m unities joined the 
C om pany  to w o rk  in  the new  
plant.

D u r in g  W orld  W a r II,  beg in­
n ing  in 1942, B u rro u gh s  built the 
fam ed N orden  bom b sight for the 
U nited  States N avy, in  its D e ­
troit area plants. G reatly  reduced 
allocations of m etals resulted in  
a severe reduction  of business 
m achine m anufacture  th rough ­
out the Industry, and  therefore 
the com pany w as able to carry  
on its heavy w a r w o ik  w ithout 
additional p lant facilities. The  
w o rk  on the bom b sight was 
divided, w ith  the M a in  P lan t in 
Detroit p roduc ing  the parts and 
the P lym ou th  P lan t perfo rm ing  
the m any  assem bly  operations. 
M anu factu re  of the N o rd en  bom b 
sigh t represented one of the most 
exacting assignm ents for any w ar 
p lant because of the ve ry  close 
tolerances in  parts m anufacture 
and  the precise nature  of the as­
sem b ly  operations. M anagem ent 
and em ployees of B u r ro u g h s  in 
De tro it and P ly m o u th  were h o n ­
ored fo r the ir w o rk  w hen the 
N a v y  presented the coveted “E ” 
aw ard  to the com pany in  1944.

F o llo w in g  the war, B u rro u g h s  
De tro it area p lants were q u ick ly  
reconverted and  he avy  p roduct­
ion  resum ed on com m ercia l p ro ­
ducts. I n  fact, fo r m any  months, 
m anu factu ring  w as on a round - 
the-clock basis at De tro it and 
P lym outh. T he  com pany had  a 
$100,000,000 back log  of unfilled  
orders w h ich  had  accum ulated in  
the U n ited  States and abroad 
d u r in g  the w ar; and  w o rked  at 
m ax im um  speed to liquidate th is 
backlog.

B u t  P la n t  No. 1 w as still not 
sufficient. So, in  1948, P lan t No. 
2, a one story, 150,000 square  foot 
structure, w as built; ra p id ly  
equipped and put into p roduc­
tion.

N o t long  a fte r the war, the 
C om p a n y  w as faced w ith  a ve ry  
serious p rob lem  in  se rv in g  its 
overseas customers, w h ich  w as 
so lved  b y  a rad ica l change in  the 
m anu factu ring  system  of w hidh 
the P lym o u th  P lan t p la yed  a  k e y  
role.

M o st countries outside the , 
United States fo llow ing  W oi Id 
W a r I I  suffered from  serious 
shortages of United States d o l­
lars. M a n y  B u rro u gh s  custom ers 
were unable to purchase business 
m achines d irectly from  the plant 
in  the United States because of 
the im port restrictions set up b>’ 
the countries to conserve dollar.s. 
M oreover, they could nut satisfy 
their needs by  tu rn in g  to B u r ­
rough s factory in  Nottingham , 
England , and b u y in g  m achines 
w ith  E n g lish  currency, since the 
output there w as far from  ade­
quate. The d ifficu lty  w as fu illi-  • 
e r increased by the fact that Bu i 
roughs could  not expand its a s ­
sem bly operations at Nottingham . 
Eng land  herself was short of d»il- 
Lars and could not perm it tlie 
purchase of an increased supp ly 
of m achine parts from  the U.S.

B u rro u gh s  solved the problem  
by  a m ajor transfer of m anufac­
tu ring  facilities and the develop­
ment of a tw o-w ay trad ing s y s ­
tem between its un its m the 
United  States and England,

B eg in n in g  in the fall of 1949, it 
rem oved from  the P lym outh, 
M ich iga n  plant all the machines, 
all the tools, all the engim -ering 
d raw ing s—  as a matter of fact, all 
the know -how —  associated w ith 
the m anufacture of the C a lcu la ­
tor and tramsplanled them 3,000 
m iles aw ay in a new 150,000 
square  foot factory under con­
struction of the Scottish In d u s ­
tria l Estates in Strathleven. It 
sent over to Strath leven  a.-- well 
a staff of several dozen manufac 
turing, engineering and aeecmnl- 
ing  experts to tram  hundreds of 
Scotsm en in  the necvssaiy  .sell­
ing and m anufacturing methods.

T h is  plant became the .sole 
m anufacturer of the full line of 
B u rro u gh s  Calculators. It built 
and  still bu ild s them for the 
w orld  m arket includ ing the U n it ­
ed States and Canada.

W ith  a w o rk ing  unit iri B r ita in  
w h ich  w a s  earn ing do llars 
th rough  the sale of calculators to 
the United States and Canada, 
B u rro u gh s  had the approval of 
the B r it ish  governm ent to sh ip  
m ore parts to its B r it ish  plants 
and assem bles them  into other 
types of machines. In  th is w ay it 
increased production on all its 
m achines and was able to .satisfy 
the dem and of overseas custo­
m ers w ho up until then had been 
unable to buy directly from  the 
United States.

T h is  m ove was m ade w ithout 
the loss of a sing le  job in the 
P lym ou th  plant: the transfer of 
m anufacture of the Calcu lator 
w as timr*d to coincide with tin- 
start of production of a iiew ai' 
counting machine, the .Scnsima- 
tic, at the P lym ou th  Plant. In  
fact, the increased production of 
parts f o r  overseas assem bly 
w hich  resulted from  this tiansfiu- 
a c t u a l l y  increa.sed B u rro u gh s  
jobs in Detroit and P lym outh.

Construction  on a 150,000 
square  foot sister plant at S tra th ­
leven, is now  rap id ly  approach ing 
completion; and m anufacturing 
operations a lready begun, to help 
B u rro u g h s  keep pace w ith the 
need for its equipment.

In  order to m ake adequate 
m anufactu ring  facilities a va il­
able, w h ile  Defense projects were 
in the engineering and tooling 
stage, several m ajor changes 
were effected in the Detroit and 
P lym ou th  plants. The p rin ting  
p lant at P lym ou th  w as d iscon­
tinued to p rov ide  additional 
space; and all personnel in this 
operation offered other positions 
in  the organization. A n d  proces­
s in g  of ro ll paper w as transferred 
to other C om pany  plants outside 
the Detroit area.

B y  the beg inn ing  of 1951, P lant 
No. 2 w as en tire ly  converted to 
Defense m anufactu i^.

In  1951, a th ird plant, a 150,000 
square  foot duplicate of N um ber 
2, w as bu ilt; and early  in 19.52, 
w as placed in operation.

Outside Public Telephones

T he M ichigan B ell T elephone 
Com pany is u n d e rta k in g  th e  
p lacing  of m ore and  m ore public  
telephones in  outside locations 
th ro u g h o u t its  te r r ito ry — w here  
th ey  show  up  and a re  an  added  
convenience fo r th e  telephone 
public.

P ly m o u th ’s ou tdoor booths a re  
located  a t  th e  SItop and  Shop 
M ark e t on  F o rest an d  in  f ro n t of 
th e  te lephone business office on 
P « m im a n .

No n igh t, S unday , o r  Holidlay 
closing hou rs  fo r these  booths. 
Local citizens and  touziste a lik e  
find  these  “se rv a n ts” stand ing  24- 
ho u r du ty .

O f course, p a y  s ta tio n s  have
come to  stay . T hey’re  found in 
gasoline stations, in  ra ilro ad  and 
bus depots, in  d rugsto res, ho tel 
lobbies, an d  in  res ta iira n ts  am ong

other locations. These  varieties 
keep the hours of the businesses 
w here they are tenants.

B u t  the prim e va lue  of any pub ­
lic  telephone is its ava ilab ility  
wHen someone, w hatever h is rea­
son, w ants to m ake a call. The 
outdoor booth m akes it unneces­
sa ry  for the w ould-be caller to 
look  for a telephone.

W hen  do people need a coin 
telephone? One instance m ight be 
that of a ru ra l shopper w ho  can 
save  a repeat trip  into tow n by  

“out hom e” for a final 
item  or two that was overlooked 
in  m ak in g  out the .shopping list. 
A nother w ou ld  be to announce a 
ehaitgp of p lans or de lay encoun­
te red  between home and desti­
nation. Or, suppose a passer-by 
discovers a fire  at night. W ith  
th e  outdoor telephone booth, he 
doesn’t have to rouse a sleeping., 
household to ha il the fire  de­
partm ent.

Started  In  1 9 3 9  A fte r "N e a r  Failure
# /

O f P o lish in g  O p e ra tio n  W a s  S o lv e d
T he  W a ll W ire  P roducts C o m ­

pany  located at P lym outh, M ic h ­
igan, specializes in  the m anufac­
ture and fin ish ing  of form ed and  
welded w ire  products and welded 
assemblies. Re frige rato r shelves, 
w ire  baskets, grilles, w ire  trays, 
conveyor hangers, guards, racks, 
rods, are am ong the thousands of 
items produced.

U p  to 14 years ago, the in d u s­
try  requirem ent of a b right f in ­
ish, for appearance, on carbon 
steel o r stainless steel products 
m eant the part had to be plated 
and polished or buffed, o r both. 
D u r in g  1939 a laboratory p ro ­
cess was developed fo r b righ ten ­
in g  the surface of sta in less steel 
articles by  p lacing them  in an 
acid so lution  th rough  w h ich  
coursed an electric current of 
15,000 amperes. A t  the end of a 
short im m ersion  period the a rt­
icles em erged w ith  the desired 
b right surface p rev iou sly  obta in­
ed on ly  by  laborious hand -po lish ­
ing.

A  few  m en intim ately connect­
ed w ith  the industry  for 20 years 
v isioned the app licab ility  of this 
process to R e frige rato r Shelves. 
F o r  years a potential dem and had 
existed for Sta in less Steel she l­
ves, but the h igh  cost for f in ish ­
in g  had prevented the ir use. 
F ro m  the inception of the o r ig i­
nal idea to the form ation  of the 
W a ll W ire  Products C om pany  on 
J u ly  1, 1939, took exactly  10 
days. One w eek later a bu ild ing  
had been procured and orders 
placed fo r a ra ilroad  siding, pow ­
e r line, transform ers, stra ighten- 
ers, presses, welders, th yra tron  
controls, the first com m ercia l 
unit for electrolsrtic polish ing, 
tanks, generators and other need­
ed items. The first piece of equ ip ­
ment a rrived  Septem ber 15th; 
practically  a ll m ach inery  w as in 
place and function ing b y  O cto­
ber first.

It  w ou ld  be pleasant to record 
sm ooth sa ilin g  from  there on, but 
that did not prove to be the case. 
A s  so often happens w ith  a com ­
m erc ia lly  untried process, the 
electrolytic po lish ing  unit, the 
ve ry  heart of the new  plant, did 
not function as expected. S ta in ­
less she lves came out of the so lu ­
tion look ing  as du ll as w hen they 
went in. W ith  eve ry  m inute  
counting because of a sh ipp in g  
date deadline, a fu ll w eek of day- 
a n d ^ ig h t  tria l-and -e rro r w as re ­
qu ired  to find  a successful m eth 
od of operating. A  new  electrical 
hook-up  and a som ew hat d iffe r­
ent ba lancing of so lu tion  f in a lly  
produced a b rillian t fin ish  on  the 
s h e l v e s  that were processed. 
W hen  developed in  the w eld ing 
of the new  special ana lysis steel 
used com m ercia lly  for the first 
time in th is application, every  
technical expert in  the country 
w ho had  any  experience in  the 
w eld ing of sta in less steel w as in ­
vited to lend h is know ledge  to 
this new  w e ld ing  problem . The 
solution f in a lly  w as found by  
those at P lym o u th  w hose bu si­
ness careers depended upon the 
so lv ing  of th is difficulty.

1939 and 1940 were form ative  
years for the W a ll W ire  P roducts 
Com pany. W ith  new  situations 
a r is in g  each week, w ith  a w ay  
being found to do w hatever was 
needed, there grew  a w illingness 
to tackle any  prob lem  that p re ­
sented itself. That adaptability, 
that sp ir it  of youth, of vigor, of 
in tensity  o f purpose, still charac­
terizes the entire organization.

A fte r  1941, the f irst fu ll year 
of w h ich  m igh t be considered 
“norm al operations”, came the 
w ar years 1942 to 1945. W ith  
c iv ilia n  production  curtailed, the 
com pany’s po licy  ‘ became tw o­
fold: (1) to locate w o rk  re q u ir­
ing  the use of equ ipm ent at

P lym outh ; and (2) to m aintain  
personnel. N o rm a lly  a com pany 
such as W a ll W ire  Products C om ­
pany  does not m anufacutre arti­
cles in  their fina l consum er or 
retail form ; it m anufactures parts 
or item s w h ich  are incorporated 
by  others into their ow n end p ro ­
ducts. How ever, items were 
found w h ich  filled both those re­
quirem ents. P rom inen t am ong 
the items w as a bar and rod type 
a irp lane  land ing  mat, a 3 ft. by 
12 ft. welded assem bly w hich 
w hen jo ined w ith  other s im ila r 
assem blies and placed on m arshy 
o r sandy  ground  form ed a huge 
interlocked f irm  base upon w hich  
a irp lanes could land. T h is  item 
was v e ry  successfu lly  used by  the 
U. S. A rm y  in its overseas opera­
tions.

F ro m  V -J  day in 1945 to a com ­
plete return  to c iv ilian  product­
ion and the first post w ar sh ip ­
ment, took 11 days. S ix teen  days 
later the W a ll W ire  Products 
C om pany  w as sh ipp in g  c iv ilian  
goods m anufactured from  tools, 
dies and fixtu res made after V -J  
day, from  steel purchased after 
V -J  day.

T he  W a ll W ire  Products C om ­
pany  started in  business w ith  one 
customer, and one product. D u r ­
in g  the in te rven ing  years to 1953 
there were added m any  other 
custom ers and m any  other p ro ­
ducts in c lud ing  guards, grilles, 
oven  racks, stam pings, hangers, 
clamps, supports, coined rods, 
d isp lay  stands, and m any  other 
form ed and welded parts and as­
sem blies for the automotive, re 
frigeration, chem ical and  general 
industria l fields.

O ften  the question  is asked 
W hat is the econom ic- justifies 
tion for a com pany such as W a ll 
W ire  P roducts C om pany  em ploy 
in g  in  the ne ighborhood of 300 to 
350 people? W h y  do not those en­
gaged in  the business of m anu 
facturing and se lling  the fin ished 
product, equ ip  to m ake  every 
com ponent part of the product? 
W h y  does not a m otor car m a n u ­
facturer m ake  h is  starters, b ra k ­
ing  system, radiators, batteries, 
door hinges, door h a n d l e s ,  
wheels, g lass w indow s, bearings, 
tires, seat cushions, etcetera? 
W h y  does not the refrigerator 
cabinet m anufactu re r p iake  h is  
nameolates. in su la tion  rubber 
gaskets, shelves, trays, evapo ra ­
tor doors, hinges, handles, bas­
kets, porcela in  pans, and the 
m any  other items now  purchased 
from  outside sources?

C on side r—
(1) F ro m  an econom ic stand­

point, the sm a ll sized outside 
supp lie r of such parts has a d is­
tinct cost advantage. Senate 
m onograph  No. 13 w as published 
in 1941 b y  the T em pora ry  N a t io n ­
al Econom ic Com m ittee of the U. 
S. Congress ,as a study  of 18 in ­
dustries:

Cement, B la st Furnaces, Steel 
M ills, F a rm  M ach ine ry, Pe tro ­
leum  Production, Petro leum  R e ­
fin ing, Beet S u g a r  Production, 
Cane S u g a r  Production, S u ga r  
Refin ing, M i lk  D istribution , B u t ­
ter, Canned  M ilk ,  F lo u r  M i l l i n „  
Bak ing , M o to r Vehicles, C hem ­
icals, Fertilizers, and  Rayons.

The hundred s of products made 
by  these 18 industries equal in 
va lue  about 25 per cent of that 
show n for a ll industries in  the 
U. S. Census of M anufactures.

The com panies in  each industry  
were d iv ided  into three c la ssifi­
cations: (1) large, (2) m edium , 
(3) small, and a pa in stak ing  cost- 
test a n a ly s is  w as m ade b y  com ­
panies, plants, g roup s of com ­
panies, and group s of plants. It 
showed th is result:

The  la rge  size had lowest costs 
in  but 6 per cent of the cases.

T he  m ed ium  size had lowest

costs in  44 per cent of the cases.
The sm all size had lowest costs 

in 50 per cent of the cases.
O bviously, the sm all com pany 

can be and is econom ically sound, 
ex isting th rough  its com petitive 
ability.

(2) The sm a ll com pany w ill 
specialize in  one phase of m anu- 
::acturing, or one general type of 
product. W ith  num erous custo­
m ers sha ring  its output, it can en­
gineer and superv ise  at a low er 
cost per un it of output than if the 
product were m ade by  just a 
d iv is ion  of a b ig com pany. S m a ll 
com pany overhead is a m in im um .

(3) The 10 per cent to 30 per 
cent greater effic iency of the 
sm all concern comes from  better 
ind iv idua l effort, closer supe r­
vision, more cooperation, less id l­
ing, and m uch less of the “I  on ly  
w o rk  here” attitude.

(4) The sm a lle r concern  is  
flexible. M anagem ent is so close 
to the shop that procedure de­
lays v irtu a lly  a re  elim inated. 
Changes in  design  can be accept­
ed and q u ick ly  placed into p ro ­
duction.

(5) The sm a lle r concern is 
more receptive to new  ideas for 
im provem ent in  products and 
methods. The w orth  of those 
ideas can be tested on a sm alle r 
and less costly scale before they 
are incorporated into standard 
practices.

(6) Shou ld  an  incom ing d ra w ­
ing show  odd dim ensions, spec­
ia l m achin ing, unusua l to ler­
ances, or should  it indicate an  u n ­
reasonably h igh  production  cost, 
the specia lizing sm ^ ll com pany 
can be counted upon  to offer con­
structive suggestions lead ing to­
ward the standard ization  of parts 
and the reduction of costs.

(7) In  m uch the sam e w ay that 
a medical m an ga in s know ledge 
to become a specialist in  h is p a r­
ticular field, the sm a lle r concern 
becomes a specialist th rough  act­
ua lly  w o rk in g  w ith  the num er 
ous users of its products, under 
standing the problem s confront­
in g  each, and app ly in g  the o ve r­
all know ledge  gained th rough  
m any contacts. T hat opportun ity  
is not availab le  to the parts d iv i­
sion of a large com pany attem pt 
ing  to m ake the sam e product.

(8) P a rts supp lie rs a im  to have 
“̂ s  little m oney as possib le  of

their ow n  or their customers, tied 
up in  special tools for special 
parts. T he  specia lizing sm all 
com pany often has ex isting  tools 
interchangeable to som e degree 
for m any  items.

(9) J u d g in g  from  the pub lic ity  
given, o rig ina l research and de­
velopm ent have been considered 
the exclu sive  contribution  of the 
large corporation. W ere the facts 
made know n, the m anufacturers 
of parts and com ponents probab 
ly  account for ha lf the ideas in 
corporated into the fina l product. 
The  consum er sees on ly  the f in ­
ished article, but not the steps 
taken countless times by  count 
less com panies tow ard im prove  
ment in  design  and life.

(10) L a b o r  re lations between 
anagem ent and em ployees are

on a m ore intim ate basis in  the 
sm aller com pany. O ften located 
in  sm alle r 'com m unities, w o rk ­
men m ore intim ate ly  know  the ir 
few hundred  associates and the ir 
em ployers, and there is a clearer 
understand ing of each other’s 
needs. W ages alone constitute 
on ly  part of the picture of labor 
relations; recogn ition of the d ig ­
n ity  of the w o rkm an  and  h is in ­
d iv idua l contribution, is of even 
greater importance.

The sm alle r concern is the 
“yeast” of the A m e rican  econ­
omic structure. N one  of ou r in ­
dustria l giants does or can exist 
w ithout the he lp  and cooperation

of a m ultitude of sm a lle r con­
cerns. The  g iant concerns have 
their special problem s of m ass 

production  and w idespread sales; 
they in  tu rn  m ust delegate re s­
ponsib ility  for sho rt ru n s  of in ­
tricate and specialized parts and 
components, to other and  sm alle r
concerns.

I f  the sm a lle r concern is not 
encouraged, if  it has been d riven  
out by  purchase, o r w ithered 
th rough  neglect, po licy or disuse, 
the re su lting  h ighe r production  
costs w ill be reflected in  h ighe r 
sales prices and a static or retro­
gressive  economy. O n  the other 
land, w here  com petition of the 
sm alle r concern is welcomed, 
w here large com panies do not 
hesitate to place business out­
side their ow n  p lants w henever it 
p roves of econom ic advantage 
to do so, production  costs w ill be 
lowered, output per m an-hou r 
w ill be higher, and  the resultant 
econom y w ill be a t ru ly  dynam ic  
economy.

Homestead of Alexander Graham Bell

The Bell homestead at Tutelo Heights. Brantford. 
Ontario. It was here that Alexander Graham Bell, in the 
course of experiments with a human ear. conceived the 
idea of producing a voice-shaped current by using a 
diaphragm to move a steel reed above the pole of an 
electromagnet. His father's diary places this definitely 
in the summer of 1874. two years before he actually 
began trying to reduce his theory to practice, in the 
attic of Charles C. Williams' shop in Boston.

In  P lym outh, as in  other M ic h ­
igan  B e ll Telephone C om pany  
exchanges to d a ^ iih c re  is a “w ays 
and m eans comm ittee”—  that 
w restles w ith  pounds of paper to 
g ive  each telephone su b ^ r ib e r  
a telephone num ber.

Called  “A ssigne rs,” the fou r 
w ho m ake up  the local committee 
m ust kn o w  if  and w hat lines are 
availab le  from  the local sw itch ­
board to the doorstep of the p>er- 
son  w ho  w ants te l^ h o n e  service.

L a rge  bopks o f  lin e  records 
support the m en as they m enta lly  
cover the ground  to the ne ighbor­
hood w here  a new  telephone has 
been requested. These  ledgers are 
intim ate d iarie s o f lines, d isc los­
in g  w hether they are  clustered in  
cables o r  separate lines a lready  
spread on cross a rm s h ig h  on  a 
pole. F u rth e r data show  just 
w hen  they come out of the 
ground  as cable fro m  the central

office, at w hat location—  and  
w here they go from  there.

The  a ssigner refers also to a 
list of ava ilab le  num bers fu rn ish ­
ed h im  b y  M ic h ig a n  B e ll’s traffic 
departm ent personnel w ho  are 
w ise  in  such  th ings as frequency 
of calls, o r load, in  g iven  ne igh ­
borhoods, and vacancies on  the 
sw itchboards.

N o w  the “num ber m an” is get­
ting  close to com bin ing  a line and 
a telephone num ber to provide  
te lephone service.

O ne of three situations m ay 
face him. T he  easiest is  w here 
there is a vacancy on a line 
w h ich  is  a lready w ork ing. Then  
he m ere ly  f ills  a vacancy, re ­
se rv in g  the  space and ttie num ber 
for the order he is processing.

A  little m ore com plicated is the 
“open ing” of a  line  w h ich  has 
been stand ing  in  reserve. T he  line 
m ust be tied into the sw itchboard 
in  the central office, bu t here 
again, he notes the necessary in ­
form ation, re se rv ing  the  line  and 
num ber.

B u t  b row s fu rro w  w hen  there 
are no  lines *S u t  there,**—  at a lL

A  second and th ird  look is taken, 
checking backw ard s and fore­
w ards for any  possib le so lution  
or re-arrangem ent of the fac ili­
ties. A las, the custom er is so lo­
cated that he can’t be reached 
w ith any  ex istin g  lines.

The assigner has no choice but 
to delay the order and refer it to 
p lant engineers w ho  determ ine 
w hat w ill be needed to put a 
w o rk in g  telephone in  the house 
o r office.

Eng inee rs decided what can be 
done and  issue the orders to 
b rin g  it about. The person w ho 
applied for the service m ay  have 
to w ait a month, s ix  weeks, o r 
even longer, depend ing on  the 
w o rk  in vo lved  in  extend ing 
M ich iga n  B e ll equ ipm ent to h is 
location.

The assigner w o rk s  specifically  
and accurately b y  necessity. H e  
p rovides the in fo rm ation  from  
w h ich  the telephone in sta lle r 
w o rk s  to connect the ’phone.

T hen  he has to keep  the line 
d iarie s up  to date—  so  he kno w s 
what he’s  doing, next timp.

T H E  M I R A C L E

O F  L A N G U A G E

T he  ann ive rsa ry  in  w hose com m em oration is being published this special edition of 

The  P lym o u th  M a il,  d irects attention not on ly  to the telephone as an instrum ent 

fo r language  conveyance, but also to that m arve lous instrum ent of m ankind, la n ­

guage itself. O f  three th ings w h ich  act to raise hum ans above brute level— ag ricu l­

ture, speech and w riting, language  is for most of us our most im portant and most 

complicated accom plishm ent.

\

Language  is a m eans for convey in g  feeling and thought; its purpose is to effect a 

transfer of understand ing  from  one to another. That is of course d ifficu lt to do if 

on ly  because of the existance of so m any  languages. B u t even in the use of any one 

language people w ill hear the sam e w ord s but not receive the same thought. 

“Dem ocracy”, “Soc ia lism ”, “G od ”, “N a tu re ”, “progress”, “H on o r”, “Patrio tism ”, 

m ean ve ry  d ifferent th ing s to d ifferent people and the thoughts resu lting from  

hearing those w ord s w ill depend upon the m anner in  w h ich  they have lived, worked. 

Studied arid read, and w hether their circles of interest are local or w idespread. “S ta r ­

va tion” or “Fam ine” as a w ord  and condition app ly in g  to a m illion  fore ign people 

ten thousand m iles aw ay  from  us stirs little or no thought or action; but applied to 

the neglect of a sm a ll ch ild  around  the corner from  us, it arouses our sym pathy, 

anger, and prom pt action.

W ill it ever be possib le for language  to convey from  one to another the fu ll thought 

and experience, the life  and know ledge  that m ay lie behind w o rd s? H o w  m ay 

others learn to “speak oilr language”? And, in  turn, how  m ay we learn to “speak 

the language” of those w ho  d iffe r from  us in  race, creed, politics, and geographical 

location? Heredity, env ironm ent and occupational differences cast each of us into 

patterns that m old  our th ink ing. R e a d in g  the sam e newspaper each day, the same 

m agazines w eek after week, listen ing  on ly  to w hat we w ant to listen to and on ly  

then from  those w ho  w ill agree w ith  us. a ll these retard our m ental grow th  and 

lim it our understand ing— for the w orld  does m ove w ith  a tendency to outm ode the 

“facts” of a p rev iou s generation.

U nfortunate ly  for us and our world, ra re ly  do we have the time or the inclination  

to keep fu lly, re liab ly  and  tru th fu lly  informed. W e  tend to fo llow  paths of least 

resistance and listen m ore read ily  to those w ho  p lay upon our em otions rather than 

those w ho  appeal to ou r reason. Sm a ll w onder then that in  eve ry  country  of the 

w orld  the average citizen m isunderstands the asp irations of those w ith  '^ o m  he 

has neither social n o r  econom ic contact. Ye t the goals o f other countries and the 

goals of other m en are quite sim ila r to h is own. O n ly  the m ode of exp ression  of 

those asp irations differs. A n d  how  d ifficu lt it is to understand the w ords that others 

use to express their w ants and needs.

F o r  each of us w ord s p rov ide  too m eagre a m easure of perception and com m unica ­

tion; they leave us, f igu ra tive ly  speaking, as islands of isolated ind ividualities. 

Ye t w ords could  provide  u s  w ith  such understand ing detail that we m igh t v is ion  

beyond ourse lves as iiM liv idual units, and realize the interdependency of hum ans 
the w orld  over.

W o rd s  have pow er for good or evil, for friendsh ip  or enm ity, for security  or fear, 

for peace o r war, for the fu llne ss of life or for a restricted existence. W hat a d iffe r­

ence it w ou ld  m ake to the w o rld  shou ld  we app ly  these three sim ple  tests to what 

we say  and hear: A re  these w ord s true? A re  they needfu l? A re  they k in d ?

Ice-laden branches that b reak  
under the load and crash th rough  
telephone w ires k ill service  and

C lea ring  dangerous branches

away frtJin w iie s  is nut sim p ly  a 
matter uf c lim b ing a tree and 
w hack ing  uff chunks of lim bs 
here and there. It m ust be tr im ­
med accord ing to its type a n d , 
age, done so as nut tu leave a 
blight un the ind iv idua l tree or 
tile general appearance of a 
wooded neighborhood. Reckless- 
cutting in a more wooded com ­
m un ity  like P lym ou th  w ould 
qu ick ly  take its toll on the nat­
ural beauty of the place.

In  Pl\'m outh, tiee trim m ing is 
done by the M ich igan  Shade Tree 
Com pany under M ich igan  Be ll 
supervision, w ith the co llabora­
tion of C ity  M anage r A lbe rt 
G lassford. W hen street or roads 
are m aintained by the county, 
the trees aTe trim m ed hv W avne

County  utility  tree trim m ing  
Clews under the direction of C arl 
Martin, Superintendent of P a rk s  
and Forestry  for W ayne  County.

K e ith  M. H oatlin  is the tele­
phone com pany 's d iv is ion  fores- 
ter for this area and is respon­
sible fur trim m ing operations. He 
says that he and his crews a lw ays 
w ork  toward keeping the attract­
ive appearance' of the trees, much 
to the relief and approval of 
property ow ners and  the city.

Hoatlin  has been a com pany 
forester for 23 years and. in 1950. 
served as piTsident of the M ic h ­
igan P a rk s  and Fo re stry  A ssoc ­
iation.

On most of its tree cuts, M ic h ­
igan Be ll uses the two-step p ro ­
cess. The first step consists of

securing a lim b with rope, cu llin g  
off a portion of the lim b and lo w ­
e ring  it to the ground. In  the sec- 
cond step, the lim b is cut flush 
w ith the trunk, this portion also 
being tied first. A fte r the final 
cut, the tree w ound  is tiealed 
w ith an antiseptic compound.

The two-step method helps 
prevent the tearing of bark, one 
of the most prevalent causes of 
tree decay and infection, accord­
ing to fonesters.

M ich igan  Be ll foresters’ field 
experience is a lw ays being aug ­
mented by experim ents of their 
ow n and those perform ed by col­
lege forestry departments and 
state and county fmesters. Latest 
experim ents are those on brush

Control. T h ick  b ru sh  a long  t k *  
state’s h ighw ays often pokes its 
roots into telephone underground  
cable conduit or into “plow ed 
under” cable.

A t  times, they are asked to re- 
mi)ve whole ti'ees. an ope rstisn  
that has won for them  a lot of 
praise by outside experts w k s  
know  about the com plications ia- 
vo lved—  the constant danger of 
dam aging su rro u n d in g  p r o p « t y  
or causing personal in ju ry  w hen 
a huge t ift ' is taken out by the 
rout^.

.'\nd what k ind s uf trees u sua l­
ly cause the most troub le ? T hey  
are box elders, w illow s, and pop- 
la r.-, all soft, fast-g row ing and 
brittle varieties of trees.

W IN D M IL L S  W E R E  F O R E R U N N E R S  O F A IR  R IFLES A T  D A IS Y

1882 as the P lym ou th  Iro n  'W ind ­
m ill Com pany, for the m a n u ­
facture of an iron w in d m ill in ­
vented by C. J. H am ilton  of 
P lym outh. The m anufacture  of 
iron w in dm ills  w as d iscontinued 
in 1888, when H am ilton  invented 
the D a isy  A i r  R ifle  and its 
m anufacture started.

Com pany, but the location of the 
business has not changed since 
the beginning.

T he  present officers are:

The com pany’s grow th  has been 
steady and norm al alm ost from

the beginning, until at Ih e  p re s­
ent time its products are sold in 
every country on this globe, and. 

P lym outh, M ich igan  
is as well know n  for the m anu ­
facture of air rifles as is Detroit 
lo r the m anufacture of auto­
mobiles.
/ • In  the beg inn ing  approxim ate­
ly 25 people were em ployed: in 
recent years the num ber has 
varied between 200 and 300. ac­
cord ing to the season and  busi- 
ne.ss conditions, until now  more 
than 400 people find steady e m ­
ployment. M r. ' Bennett and M r. 
E. C. H ough  have been conneett'd 
w ith the com pany for app ro x i­
m ately 62 years. Lew is  Cass 
H ough  and H e n ry  W. B ake r 
were am ong the orig ina l o rgan i­
zers of the com pany and^w ei'e  
active in the M anagem ent of the 
inisiness until their death. Lew is 
Cass H ough  was the father of E. 
C. Hough, and the g iand fa ther

uf Cass S. Hough, so three gen­

H enry  W. B ake r was the 
Uncle  uf both M r. C. H. Bennett 
and M r. E. C. Hough.

The name D a isy  has been used 
since the beginn ing, a lthough 
from  time to time products have 
been put out under different 
names. In  addition, other toys 
are m,ade. such as the B uck  
Rogers Rocket P isto l and D is ­
integrator; B u c k  Rogers A tom ic 
Pistol; L i ’l A b n e r Target games:

The present products represent 
a gradual developm ent and 
im provem ent since the beginning.

T h is  record, called a ‘‘line 
ca rd”, is filed by telephone num - 
lier for ready reference and re ­
flects the custom er’s name, ad ­
dress, type of instrum ent, iden­
t ify in g  num ber of the cable serv- 
injg him , and o ther detailed in ­
form ation.

'W hen a custom er calls to report

trouble, the clerk notes the n a ­
ture of the trouble on the su b ­
scriber’s line card ancf hands it to 
the m an at her right culled the 
‘•testman.’’

The  testman is the ’’ telvphune 
ductor” w ho diagnoses telephone 
■ 'illnesses’’ thruugli the expei i use 

of an array of appaiatu.- on his 

"test desk."
B y  m an ipu la ting  the ke\ s on 

his desk, the testman can s im u ­
late any trouble condition which 
m ight be causing the service d is ­
ruption. Once he determ ines 'the 
cause, he dispatches a repairm an 
to the scene.

M ost out-o f-order reports are 
cleared in a matter of m inutes 
w hen the repairm an gets on the 
job.

H ow ever, if the trouble is lo ­
cated in a cable, it m ay require 
hours to repa ir the damage.

Telephone w ires in a cable are 
protected by  a lead shi-alh. O c ­
casiona lly  this sheath is lu p tu i-  
ed. u su a lly  by friction caused 1)\ 
rubb ing  against some ohjeet.

U tiliz in g  special equipment, the 
testm an—  w o rk in g  closely w ith 
the repa irm an  on the outside—  
can determ ine w ith in  a ve ry  few 
feet the location of thy Im  nk in 
the cable.

Once the break is located, cable 
sp licers are called in to repair the 
damage.

In  the meantime, custom er’s 
telephone affected by the break 
are sw itched over to undam aged 
pa irs in  the same, or even ano th ­
er cable.

L in e  and cable trouble, h o w ­
ever, is on ly  one of the inany 
causes of service d isruption.

Som etim es the trouble is lo ­
cated right in the central office—  
perhaps a loose connection at the 
point w here the sub scribe r’s line 
connects to the sw itchboard.

T he  telephone in strum ent it­
se lf m ay  be the “cu lp rit”. I f  it is. 
the repa irm an  m ay be able to f ix  _

it by niiikiii;; some m inor adjust-

mi'tit-.
II' Ih f  insfrum ent trouble is of 

major consequence, the repa ir­
man w ill not attempt to fix  it,

A  definite program  of preven­
tive m aintenance is a part of 
their job. Period ii' tests of central 
office lines: insjieetion and re ­
placement of drop w ires on a 
regul.ir basis; tran.smission tests 
to clim m ate norsy line cond i­
tions; tree trim m ing  to elim inate 
the possib ility  of cable breaks—  
are on ly  a few of the steps taken 
by the telephone com pany’s re­
pair people to elim inate trouble 
on you r tilephone  before it can 
happen.

To handle the restoration of 
service in case of a m ajor disas- 
ti r affecting, large num bers of 
telephone repair un it m aintaines 
an "Emei'.geney Se rv ice  L ist.”

T h is  list carries a ll im portant 
telephones in the local exchange 
which must be restored on a p r i­
ority basis. Police .fire, doctors, 
and other em ergency services and 
personnel are included on  the list.

Thus, the fittle known, but 
h igh ly  im portant repa ir unit of 
the telephone com pany protects 
the telephone service that is so 
vital to the health and general 
welfare of P lym outh.

Is  it better to u.se steam or b o il­
ing water for sca ld ing vegetables 
before home freezing,

M ich iga n  State College foods 
specialists say  that research 
show s it depends on the veget­
able.

Three green vegetables, peas, 
asparagus and broccoli, have 
been tested w ith both m ethods 
by the U. S. Departm ent of A g r i ­
culture. Frozen peas w h ich  had 
been scalded w ith  bo iling  water 

I held m ore of their fresh f lavo r 
I and v itam in  C  than those scalded 
; w ith  steam.
' O n  the other hand, broccoli 
w hich had been steam-scalded 
was m u ie  palatable and had m ore 

; nu tritive  va lue  than water-iscald- 
I ed broccoli. The asparagus was as 
i good scalded w ith steam as w ith  
bo iling  water.

j P rope r sca ld ing is m ost im ­
portant in  preparing  vegetables 

: for fre-ezing. Vegetab les w hich 
are not p roperly  scalded w ill lose 

I f lavo r and color in storage.
; Sca ld in g  vegetables fur froez- 
I ing is a delicate process. It m ust 
I be eni^Ligh to slop  enzym e acti- 
j vity, but not enough to soften the 
vegetables and g ive  them a cook­
ed flavor. S team ing vegetables 

I takes about 50 per cent longer 
, than using  bo iling  water.
I F u r  asparagus the time requ ir- 
i ed is three m inutes in bo iling 
j water, or five m inutes in steam. 
Cool it q u ick ly  in ru n n in g  cold 
water or ice water, drain, pack 
and freeze as soon as possible, 
the M. S  . C. specialists advise.

T oday  tw o-th ird s of a ll A m e r i­
cans over 12 years o f age d r in k  
iced tea. In  Sou the rn  states, iced 
tea accounts for about 6 5 %  of the 
total pounds of tea used d u r in g  
the year. T h rou ghou t the United 
States over 100 m illio n  A m e r i­
cans d r in k  over 6 b illio n  glasses 
of iced tea d u r in g  the season and 
w ith  it consum e at least 1000,000,- 
000 pounds of suga r and 470,000,- 
000 lemons.

The sto ry  of iced tea in  a glass 
started in  1904 at the St. Lo u is  
E xpo sit io n  and w as “d iscovered,” 
strange as it m ay  seem, by an 
Eng lishm an. M r. R icha rd  B lech- 
ynden w ent to the F a ir  to p ro ­
mote the use of b lack  teas in  
Am erica. He b rought w ith  h im  
several ta lL  handsom e S ingha le se  
in  m ulti-colored jackets and  tu r ­
bans, to serve tea in  a structure 
of M oslem  style. B u t  the b right 
jackets and tu rbans d id  noth ing  
but m ake the heat-fatigued fa ir- 
goers ru sh  for the nearest soft 
d r in k  stand. A s  lu c k  w o u ld  have 
it, St. L o u is  w as experiencing its 
greatest heat w ave  on  record!

Undaunted, M r. B lechynden  
experim ented w ith  the tea and 
fina lly  came up w ith  a brew  of 
double strength to a llow  for d ilu ­
tion. H e  filled tall g lasses w ith 
chunks of ice, added tea, and 
enough  sugar, to com plem ent the 
tea’s hearty flavor.

W ith in  a matter of hours, the 
thii-sty, hot, refreshm ent-seekers 
tried the new  conception. B y  the 
time the F a ir  closed', w o rd  got 
around about ice tea— and it w as 
w ell on the w ay  to becom ing the 
sum m ertim e habit it is today.

A fte r  the St. L o u is  Fair, M r. 
B lechynden  started a tour 
th rough  va riou s parts of the 
country  to promote h is new  
drink. He set up little se lling  
areas in  large departm ent stores 
— brought along h is S ingha le se  to 
serve the cooler-offer to shop- 
w eary  customers. People w ho 
never d ra nk  tea began to m ake 
iced tea their favorite  sum m er­
time beverage. T hey  noticed that 
tea cooled them off, relieved the 
pressure  so prevalent in  the 
city. A n d  thus, iced tea became 
fhe popu lar sum m ertim e d r in k  
it is today.

A n d  it’s no w onder that it has 
gained in popu larity  th rough  the 
years. The  re fresh ing qua lity  of 
iced tea has appealed m ore and 
more to a nation  w here sum m ers 
are hot and appetites need stim u­
lating. The versa tility  of th is in ­
expensive  d r in k  appeals to tb- 
d a y ’s hom em aker whose interests 
and activities have m ultip lied 
100%  in com parison  w ith  her 
grandm other’s. A package of tea 
on the pantry  she lf is an a ssu r­
ance of an easily  prepared bever­
age— a sum m ertim e beverage 
that doesn’t leave you  thirsty.

D uring the  p as t 49 years, 
various m ethods of m aking  iced 
tea  have  been developed. F o r the 
1953 iced tea  season, a b rand  
new -open  saucepan-m ethod  is 
now  recom m ended. I t has m any 
advan tages over p rev ious m e t­
hods, such as using less ice cubes, 
l«B8 u tensils, and  being  ab le  to  
keep  it o u t of th e  re frig e ra to r. 
The tea  experts  te ll us th a t 
re frig e ra tio n  is a p t to  cause tea  
to cloud, b u t th a t  clouding has 
a b s o lu te ^  no effect on the  flavor. 
As a m a tte r  of fact, clouding is 
an  ind ication  of a superio r tea. 
But, if yau  w an t to c lear cloudy 
tea, you  need  only  ad d  eaough  
boiling w a te r  to  res to re  its 
crysta l-clearness.

To m ake iced tea  th is  nef¥r easy 
way, b ring  1 q u a rt of fre sk  watA- 
to  a  fu ll, ro lling  boil in  a n  opeu 
saucepan. Rem ove from  h e a t Mid 
add  6  tablespoons of tea , unmedBl- 
atoly. B rew  th e  tea  3-5 m inutes, 
depend ine  on th e  a treng tii o f  te a  
you  p refer. S tir , and  s tra in  in to  
W dttfr t it  ea u a a u tx  m  t m

cubes in a glass, f ill w ith  tea. A dd  
suga r and lem on to taste.

T h is  new  m ethod of m ak in g  
iced tea in  2-quart quantities has 
additional advantages. F o r in ­
stance, if you  m ake iced tea for 
luncheon, y o u ’ll have .some left 
over to serve to y o u r  friends and 
ne ighbors w hen  they d rop  in 
d u r in g  the day. I f  you  m ake it 
for dinner, y o u ’ll p robab ly  have 
enough  left over to serve w hile  
the fo lks are w atch ing  television.

Attention To Color, Pattern Design 
Can Make A ttic  Space More A ttractive
E ditor's Note: This is the  fourth  
and  last of a series on rem odel­
ling attics.

Care fu l attention to color ef­
fects. te.xtures and pattern design 
can m ake you r attic space as at­
tractive as the rest of you r house.

Rem em ber that light coloring 
u sua lly  gives a more cheerful in ­
terior than da rk  w hich  m ay be a 
bit depressing. L ig h t  colors in ­
crease the sense of space while 
d a rk  colors reduce it. U n less you 
want some ve ry  special effect, 
the ceiling should  be lighter in 
color, or at any rate not darker 
than the w alls and flour.

S tron g  colors do not necessari­
ly  g ive  the finest eft^c-cts. Colors 
w h ich  h)ok attractive in sm all 
sam ples m ay look overpow ering 
w hen they cover large surfaces. 
Therefore, it w ould  be w ise to 
use them sparingly. Y o u  can use

i discreet touches of b lack to in ­
crease their brilliance by con- 

, trast. F o r  instance, severa l sm all 
pieces of fu rn itu ie  m ight be 

I painted black.
I Sheet materials, whi.e hav ing  
obvious advantages, m ay pose 
certain problems, such as the 
aesthetic problem  of covering the 

'jo ints. In  addition to careful 
I hand ling of the pattern formed 
by the joints, there’s the color of 
tho cover-strips to consider. In  
general, the most attractive ef­
fect is gained by m ak ing  the 
color of cover-sti'ips m atch that 
of the sheets.

.A.gain, you m ay encounter a 
I a practical problem  in getting a 
sheet m aterial of sufficient r ig id ­
ity for all purposes. B lo ck in g  w ill 
probably be necessary for shelves 
and brackets.

W allpaper, if r igh t ly  chosen, 
makes a fine w all covei ing. But

I d on ’t be m isled by  sm all sam ples 
i w hich  m ake a bold pattern and 
 ̂co lo ring attractive. Y o u  m ay find 
that w hen it’s spread over the 
w alls of the attic it w ill be d is­
tressing to the eye. U sua lly  
papers w hich  g ive  a soft, in d is­
tinct background  are more satis­
factory than a definite pattern.

I f  you use asphalt tile on the 
floor you  can achieve some in- 

! teresting patterns by u sing d if ­
ferent colors of tile. B u t don’t let 
yo u r chosen design  dom ineer at 
the expense of other designs you 
m ay w ant to emphasize, such as 
in drapes or upholstered fu rn i­
ture.

F ina lly , before selecting you r 
floor pattern, m ake su re  its go ing 
to have a flat effect instead of a 
three d im ensional one. O the r­
wise. the floor m ay appear to 

j be sh ifting  and w avering  under 
I you r feet.

The trend to a ir conditioning 
new  homes should extend to trees 
on the construction site. The 
equ iva lent of a sim ple  “sno rke l” 
'system  to- enable ' rooti to 
"breatho” w ill save the native 
tree landscape attraction from 
death by suffocation.

So  says a noted tree expert who 
points out grade changes for the 
country home often spell death 
to fine old arboreal citizens. 
He cites the case of one new o w n ­
er who decided to bu ild  w heie  
the house could be framed by a 
giant white oak. at least 150 
years old. Roots were covered 
w ith a heavy clay d u r in g  grad ing  
operations. Result: The tree died 
in six  months.

Such  a landscape attraction 
shou ld  get the benefit of advance 
p lann ing and preparation to 
safeguard its health and beauty. 
The professional tree man can 
help.

He can prepare an aeration in ­

stallation that w ill later a llow  
the bu ilder to grade w ith little 
harm fu l effect on the tree.

The aeration system  basically 
is a coarse grave l fill from  the 
base of the tree to the edge of 
the root system. Then dra in  tile 
is installed around the entire root 
circumference, rough ly  e q u iva ­
lent to the branch spread. Be ll 
tile is then run upw ard at in ter­
vals to the surface of the new 
grade. A i r  can thus get dow n to 
the roots. N o  respirator has ^ t  
been devised to revive trees that 
have been "b u r ie d ” for too long. 
It ’s advisable to confer w ith the 
tree expert as well as the a r ­
chitect a n d ' the bu ilder before 
construction is under wav.

Be sure that the area around 
you r kitchen range is protected 
w ith a fireproof m aterial like 

i metal lath and plaster or cla.v 
j tile on a metal lath base. Both  
I w all surfaces are attractive and 
I easily  kept clean.

A  sleeping porch that serves 
m erely as a do rm ito ry  is getting 

j less than half its potential sum - 
I mertim e use.
I L ik e  the m u lti-purpose  room s 
! in m odern homes, a sleeping 
porch that is p ro p e r ly  outfitted 
can be used by the fam ily  right 
around the clock. It ’s the coolest 
spot in man.v houses and as such 
is ideal for sum m er meals, tele­
v ision  view ing, enterta in ing and 
the pursu it of hobbies. Here are 
some pointers on adapting it for 
greater use: :■

1. Use single  beds so that they 
can be pushed against the w alls 
and sei've as sofas for enterta in­
ing, or just fam ily  loung ing  on 
long  sum m er evenings.

splash of cool green. F low erpots 
can be set d irectly on a clay tile 
floor, since it is waterproof.

6. Decorate the sleeping porch 
as carefu lly  as you w ould  any 
other room. M ake  the dom inant 
color a deep cool green or blue 
and lim it other colors to one or 
two.

7. Use unpainted wooden book­
cases for storage of m agazines 
and papers, and paint them to 
match the dom inant color of the 
room.

8. M a k e  arrangem ents for 
sim ple fam ily  even ing  meals on 
the sleeping porch. A  card table 
w ith a luncheon cloth m atch ing 
the shade of w alls or other 
fabrics is sufficient for a one- 
d ish  meal or a sa lad  and dessert.
