Plymouth township with its ex-
tensive home building programs
again leads the city in construe-
tion costs. The township building
costs are $809,455, while the city
total is $652,970. The city, how-
ever, leads the township in num-
ber of building permits issued,
111 to 92.

Since most city property is
older than township property, it
is the 41 permits is§ued for re-
novation and.additions which ac-
counts for the greater number of
city permits. The township had
but 23 permits issued to persons
wanting to alter or add to their
homes.

A trip through the city I and
township clearly indicates that
growth In the two areas is not at
a stapdstill. Sounds of groaning
power shovels, ringing hammers
and gnawing saws are heard
mainly en the city's fringes and
almost anywhere in the township.
Home construction is accounting

for $417,900 worth- of building in
the city and $791100 worth'in the
township.

The average cost of the 52
homes being built in the town-
ship is $14,943, while the average
cost of 40 new city homes is
$10,447. A year ago, there were
permits granted to build but 26
city homes. There were 56 town-
ship permits for homes issued

A wealth of evidence proves that retail cpmpetition has
become intensely competitive, and that retailers of all kinds
and sizes are wooing the consumer with the utmost ardor.

An interesting example is found in a Wall Street Journa
news story. Traditionally, retail business lags during the
summer, especially in areas where the weather is hot and
humid. This year merchants in many larger s}jopping centers
are going to extraordinary efforts to boost ] summer sales.
Promotion is being stepped up, bargains ar6 being adver-
tised, prizes and premiums are being offered, iand so on.

The time has passed when all a merchant had to do was
open his doors, sit back, and wait for an eagel; public to rush
in and empty his shelves. Good retailers in the small towns
no less than the great cities recognize that fact and a][e acting
accordingly.

Protein, the nutrient which

builds and renews body tissues.
is needed all of a lifetime and in
summer as well as winter. The
senior citizen requires protein
daily just as do younger family
members, for it has been said we
grow old when we cease to build
new body cells.

Best sources of complete pro-
tein come from- foods of animal
origin: meat, fish, poultry, milk,
eggs, and cheese. Next best

sources are dried peas and beans
and nuts and peanut butter.
Another share of protein can
come from unflavored gelatine.
This plain gelatine is all-protein
and contains seven of the eight
essential amino acids or building ;
blocks of a complete protein food.
The rest of the protein required
each day can come from cereals,
breads, and some of the legume
vegetables like peas and beans.

At least ene serving of meat
poultry or fish is recommended
each day. At least four eggs E
week are suggested.

Decisive scientific evaluation of
the polio vaccine now under way
at the University at the Polio
Evaluation Center will not be
available untiL sometime in 1955.

Yet Dr. Dickinson strongly
feels that two campaigns in the
battle against the disease have
been won. Now there is a vaccine
and now parents can be reason.
ably certain that it is a safe vac-
cine.

On the matter of safety, Dr.
Dickinson said: "It would seem
that, properly administered, the
Salk vaccine must be far more
safe than many medicines casual-
ly consumed by the barrelful
every day by ' the American
public."

In all some 1 4 million separate
injections of the vaccine itself
have been given. And, declared,
Dr. Dickinson, "There has not
been a single report of serious
reaction."

When the day of relief comes-
and the doctor warns tha¢ it may
still be several years before polio
can ' be expected to disappear-
mankind Iwill be able to read the

, chapt@t on polio with great pride.
Although at present .bnly a

few research laboratories are set
up to grow viruses in the test
tube, Dr. Dickinson feels .that
within a few years it should be
possible to be tested for suseep-
tibility to polio nearly as quickly
and inexpensively as one can
now get a blood test.

. All in all, the U-M polio
spefialist feels that although the
new vaccine's effectiveness can
only be gauged by its ability to
prevent paralysis, "Never before
in medical history has a new
vaccine been introduced with so
much evidence that it should be
successful."

The conservation department's
film loan section is well on its

way to another year of record
use, Clare J. Tinker, in charge of
the section, reports.

Each year, the public makes
more extensive use of the loan
service, and since its beginnings
in 1929, "many millions" of per-
sons have seen department films,
Tinker says.

The films cover a variety of
conservation subjects and are
loaned free to schools, service
groups, sportsmen's clubs,

churches and others. Any organiz-
ed group may borrow the films
and the only cost to the user is
postage.

This year's loans and attend-
ance promise to top the old record
by a wide margin.

In the last nine months, more
than 3300 loans were made and
436,000 persons viewed , the
screenings.

From 65 to 70 percent of the
loans go to schools. Ten percent
go to service groups, eight per-
cent to sportsmen's clubs and the
remainder to a miscellaneous

·group of users.
At present, 34 films are listed

in the department catalog as
available to the public. All but
four of these are sound films and
all but seven are in color.

Also, announcement and publi-
cation of a new film on Nichi-
gan's deer problems is eipetted
shortly.

Tinker says a film on Michigan
wildflowers is being edited, too,
though publication is not expect-
ed before fall.

The shortest film in the present
catalog lasts 10 minutes 9nd the
longest runs 35 minutes with the
average about 18 minutes.

A new film catalog will be
published in August; persons who
request the catalog now will re-
ceive their_copy as soon as
available.
